to the pavement below, as if choosin,
between two things, either of which seem
certain death.

Realizing finally that the end was at
hand, she clasped the babe ;to her breast,
tossed the precious load out of the window
and gave her life to the flames within.

Pipeman O'Brien had watched the heart-
rending scene from below, and as the child
left the arms of its mother he planted him-
self firmly with outstrétched arms under-
neath the window. The baby tumbled into
O’Brien’s arms unhurt by the fall.

The heroism of Fireman .J. Loucks of
chemical company No. 2 will be long re-
membered. While the flames were shooting
in forked tongues from the windows facing
Tllinois-street he ascended the extension lad
ders to the upper floor. As he reached the
window sill he was met by Firemen Web-
ber Robinson, who had pushed his wa,
through the smothering smoke with a chil
in his arms.

DID HE POISON HIMSELF?

Mrs. Caro Wants to Know the Cause of
Her Son’s Death,

The first intelligence of the boy’s illness
that Mr. Wood received was that given him
by his own son, who came to his room on the
Sunday night on which the boy died and told
him that the boy James was vomiting green
all over the yard. When Mr, ‘Wood went
down and saw the vomit he at ouce
knew what was the matter, and sent for
Doctor Harris, who tried hard but ineffec-
tually to save the boy’s life, He admitted
to Dr. Harris, it is said, that he was suffer-
ing from the effects of poison, and according
to Mr. Wood’s statement said that he bad
taken Paris greeun.

He
was bound to get satisfaction and with that
end in view crossed the ocean again in 1882,
A third match was arranged with Vignaux,
and this time Slosson was victorious, and
incidentally established a record of 398 car-
oms at the champion’s game. Slosson’s best
run at the/straight-rail game is 1103, His
style of play differs materially from that of
Schaefer, His stroke is what is known as

He is a student of the game
and has acquired his skill as a billiardist only
after the nardest kind of work, He studies
his shots earefully, and seldom misses an
easy one.

COMPLEMENTARY QUALITIES.

Men and. Women ¥all in Love with the
Traits They Have Not.

The prohibition of the Church is scarcely
needed to prevent a man from marrying his
grandmother. Moralists have always borne
s special grudge to pretty faces, but as Mr.
Herbert Spencer admirably puts it, (long be-
fore the appearance of rwin’s selective
theory), ‘‘the saying that beauty is but skin
deep 18 itself but a skin deep saying.”

In reality, beauty is one of the best
guides we can possibly have to the desir-
ability, so far as race preservation is con-
cerned, of ‘any man or any woman as &
partner in marriage.

A fine form, a good figure, a béautiful
bust, a round arm and neck, a fresh com-
plexion, a lovely face, are all outward and
visible signs of the physical qualities that,
an the wﬁgle, conspire to make up ahealthy
and vigorous wife and mother; tEey imply
soundness, fertility, a good circulation, a
good digestion.

Conversely, sallowness and paleness are
roughly indicative of dyspepsia and ane-
mia. A flat chest is a symptom of deficient
maternity; and what we call & bad figure'is
really, in one way or:-another, ansunhealth-
? departure from the mental moral stan-

ard of the race.

Good teeth mean good deglutition; a clear
eye means an active liver. Szrubbishness
and undersizedness mean feeble verility.

Nor are indications of mental and moral
efficiency by any means wanting injrecog-
nized elements in personal beauty. A
good-humored face is in itself. almost
pretty. A pleasant smile half redeems un-
attractive features,

Low, receding foreheads strike us nnfav-
orably. Heavy, stolid, half-idiotic -coun-
tenances. can never be beautiful, however
regular their [ines and contours.

Intelligence and goodness are almost as
necessary as health and- vigor in order to
make up our perfect idea of a beautiful hu-
man face and figure.

The Apollo Belvidere is no fool; the mur-
derers in the chamber of horrors at Mme.
'ussaud’s are, for the most part, no beau-
L1es.

What we all fall in love with, then, as a
race, is, in ‘most cases, éfficiency and abil-
ity. What we each fall in love with indi-
vidually is, 1 believe, our moral, mental
and physical complement,

Not our like, not our counterpart ; quite
the contrary, within healthy limits, our un-
like and our opposite. | That it is so has
long been more or less a commonplace of
ordinary conversation; that it is scientifical-
ly true, one time with another, when we
take an extended range of cases, may, 1
think, be almost demonstrated by sure and
certain warranty of human nature.

Brothers and sisters have more in com-
mon, mentally and physically, than. other
members of tze same race can possibly have
with one anothef, But nobody falls in love
with his sister. A profound instinct has
taught even the lower race of men, for the
most part, to avoid such union of the all-
but-identical.

In the higher races the idea never so
much as occurs to us. Even cousins seldom
fall in love—seldom, that is to say, in com-
parison with the frequent- opportunities of

_intercourse they enjoy relatively to the re-
mainder of general society.

When they do, and when they carry out
their perilous choiceeffectively by marriage,
natural selection soon avenges nature upon
the offspring. In narrow communities,
where breeding in-and-in js 'almost inevit-,
able, natural selection has similarity to ex-
ert itself upon & crowd of cretins and other
helpless incapables. 22

But in wideand open champaigncenntries,
where individual choice has “freesroom:f3e’
exercise, men and women, as a“whle (if not
constrained by parents and < ‘ioralists),
marry for lovs, and marry, on the whole,
their natural complements. They prefer
outsiders, fresh blood, somebody from be-
yond the community, to the people of their

s own immediate surroundipgs.

am aeny Mmen voe uisung VO mect
among the folk with whom they have
brought up amoukits almost to a positive in-
stinct; they feél it 'is impossiblé “to fail Th
love with a fellow-townswoman as to fall
in love with their own first ‘cousins.

Among exogamous tribes such an instinct
—aided, ‘of course, by other extraneous
causes—has hardened into custom; and
there is no reason to believe (from the uni«
versal traces among the highker civilizations
of marriage by capture) that all the leadin,
races of tE: world are ultimately 'deri'ves
from exogamous ancestors possessing this
healthy and excellent sentiment.

In minor matters’it is, of course, univers-
ally admitted that short men as a rule pre-
fer tall women, while tall men admire little
women. Dark pairs by preference with
fair; the commonplace often runs after the
original.

‘eople have long noticed that this attrac.
tion toward one’s opposite;’ tends to keep
true the standard of the race; they have
not, pérhaps, so generally observed that it
also indicates roughly the existence in
either individual a desire for its own natural
complement,. ¥ 5

It is difficult here to give definite ex-
ample, but everybody kmows how, in the
subtle psychology of talling in -love, there
are involved innumerable minor.elements,
physical and mental, which strikes us ex-
actly becatise of their adaptation to form
with ourselves an adequate union,

Of course, we do not definitely seek out
and discover such qualities; instinct works
far more intuitively than that, but we find
at last, by lubsetﬂuent, observation, how
true and trustworthy were its immediate
indications.

That is to say, those men who do so wére
wise enough or fortunate enough to follow
the earliest promptings of their own hearts,
and not to be asfiamed of that divinest and
deepest of human intuitions, love at first
sight,—Pittsburg Bulletin.
