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RATH DISCLOSED HER SIN.

MARY BAPTIST'S FATAL FALL
MAKES PUBLIC A SCANDAL.

The Housekeeper of a City Employe Falls
Down Stairs and Injures Herself—Died
an Hour Later—The Fall May Not
Have Occasioned Her Death, However,
and Dr. Clelahd Refused To Issue a
Certificate—An Inguest To Be Held
To-Night, !

Early yesterday morning & singular fatal
accident occurred at 55 Howie-avenue, the
residence of Samuel Glen, a driver for the
corporation.,

It appears that a woman nsmed Mary
Baptist, who for the last' three years has
lived with Glen as housekeeper, came down-
stairs at an early hour yesterday to pre-
pare his breakfast and attend to her morn-
ing duties, :

After he went to his work she went up-
stairs and was heard by the neighbors in
the adjoining house to fall heavily on the
landing. t :

Only Lived a Short Time.

Screams and groans quickly brought as-
sistance, when the unfortunate woman was
discoyered lying at the head of " the stairs,
and from an irregular, jagged wound on the
right side of her head near the back blood
was flowing freely. .

Dr. Cleland was at once summoned, but
death ensued within 15 minutes after his
arrival. ¢

No Suspieion of Foul Play.
4 Careful enquiry failed to reveal any sus-
i picion of foul play. No one was seen to
enter or leave the house from the time

Glen went away till the sound of the fall

and the dying woman’s groans apprised the

neighbors.

An examination of the premises showed
that the base mouldings at the angle of the
passage upstairs and the stairway ter-
minated in a sharp corner. At a distance
of about 5 1-2 fcet along the passage 1s
an ascending step, and from the

position of the woman when found
it wonld appear that she had mounted this
step and then, for some cause, which the
Eoﬂ: mortem examination will probably

isclose, bad fallen heavily backward.
Being of stout build, weighing over 200
pounds, she muss have - fallen with great
force, which isamply evidenced by the in-
jury inflicted.

An Inquest To Be Held.

The fact that the woman was well ad-
vanced in pregnancy, the uncertainty sur-
rounding the cause of death, for there is as
-yet no direct evidence of how she fell,
and that in Dr. Cleland’s opinion the symp-
toms were not altogether those of concus-
sion of the brain, which would naturally be
expected to be present, he did not feel jus-
tified in certitying to the cause of death. A
post-mortem is therefore ordered, so that
positive evidence may be given at the in-
quest which Coroner Aikins will hold to-
night at the Poplar House.

Dr, Cleland Intexviewed.

e »,.. Dr. Cleland was seen at a late hour last

night. When asked whether there
was anything to indicate ioul play
he said “No; the front door was locked and
the back door was not easy to get at,as
there is no side entrance and no lane.”

“\What is the nature of the wound, Doc-
tor 7
B8 “Itfis a scalp wound on the right side of
the head near the crown, about one inch in
length aud the edges are jagged. I am
not satisfied that this injury alone is suffi-
cient to cause death, and the attendant
symptoms were not exactly those of death
from concussion of the brain. Ifound her
lying 'wuere she fell at the head of the
stairs. ‘and had her moved into the
bedroom. She was in convulsions when I
found her, and only recovered sufficiently
to ask for a drink of water and almost im-
mediately relapsed into unconsciousness
and died in convalsions.”

“‘And was uncertainty your only reason
for refusing to sign a death certificate, or
had you other reasons?” he was then
asked.

After a moment’s thought the doctor re-
plied, ““The cause of death was not appar-
ent to an extent that would justify a medi-
cal man in giving a certificate. 1 don’t be-
lieve there was foul play,” he repeated,
“‘but only a post mortem will seitle tne
question.” :

SET FIRE TO THE COLLEGE.

School Boys Set Fire to Trinity College
School in a Spirit of Mischief.

Porr Hore, May 4.—The fire at Trinity
College School last night was extinguished
in an hour.

Rev. Prof. Lloyd, headmaster of the
school, on going threugh the upper rooms
discovered that a fire had been started and
was burning fiercely in that quarter of the
building. He.at once summoned the fire-
men.

Some of the papers which were used to
start the fire were not burnt, and these
were.carefully gathered up and furnished a
slight clue to the perpetrators of the crime.

After some of the excitement had sub-
sided the college boys were summoned to
roll-call and an investigation was com-
menced.

One admission and then another caused
the guilty boys to be discovered, and three
of them finally confessed to having set fire
to the building and also implicated three
ether boys.

The six offenders were placed under the
strictest restraint and their parents at once
telegraphed for.

The boys who have confessed to the hein-
ous act are all under 12 years, some of them
not 10, and were impelled with only a spirit
of mischief and a desire to be free from
school for a while.

The boys are all sons of wealthy and in-

GULAT OF NARSLATGRTER

WILSON AND BURKE CONVIOTED AT
THE LONDON ASSIZES.

Detective Phair Had No Authorlty to Ar-
rest the Mep, Not Having Seen Them

Sentenced To-day, -

Loxpox, Ont:, May 4.—The trial of John
Burke and Thomas Wilson for the murder
of Detective Phair on Oct. 13 last begen
this morning before Mr. Justice Street.

The evidence showed conclusively that
Thomas Wilson had fired the fatal shot ab
John Burke's instigation. .

Mr. P. McPhillips, for the prisoners,
made a very strong plea in their behalf
and dwelt especially upon the tact that
Detective Phair had no authority to arrést
the men and that, so far as was known, lie
had not personully seen the prisoners com-
mit any illegal act, and under these cir-
cumstances the men were justified in resist<
ing arrest. :

r. Lount, Q.C., followed and tried to
prove to the jurymen that the killing was
deliberate and with malice aforethought,
and that the officer was within his rights.

His Lordship’s charge to the jury tended
against the prisoners and at 6.25 p.m. the
jury retired to consider.

A short time after the case was given to
the jury Mr. McPhillips, counsel for the
prisoners, rose somewhat nervously and
explained to His Lordship that he did not
think he had carried his case forward
enough and quoted authorities upon the
?uation of provogation, which gave a dit-

erent legal coloring to the prisoners’ case.

After a little consideration the judge
ordered the jury back and explained that
he had charged a little strongly upon the
provocation plea and that ander the cir-
cumstances the resistance was lawful and
that the verdict could be reduced from
murder to mansiaughter. 7

The jury broughtin a verdict of man-
slaughter against both prisoners.

Sentence will be delivered this- morning.

JOSH BOWEN'S MYSTERIOUS DEATH

Found Dead in the River at Lindsay4But
He Was Dead Before the Body\
Weunt Into the Water,

Linpsay, May 4.—To-morrow the
journed inquest into the cause of Josjah
Bowen’s mysterious death will be held.
The body was found in the river, near the
Lindsay-street bridge, just at the foot of
the apron of the dam, northwest of the
lock, tightly wedged in under some timbers
and in only two feet of water.

When found the body was almost doubled
up, the face being down and the right side
uppermost. One of the arms was up as if
the dead man had been grasping at some-
thing when death came.

The pants were torn across the thighs
and the right eye was black and swollen
and a bruise showed distinctly at the back
of the right jaw. i

There are hints of foul play, the deceased
being & quiet, inoffensive citizen of 58
years.

Dr. McAlpine, who held a mortem
éxamination, described the body as thas ofa
well-nurtured man, about 55 years of age,
and ' be felt confident that be was not
drowned, but had met with his death be-
fore reaching the water. In the stomsch
there was less than half an ounce of fluid,
showing that he had not eaten any food for
some hours.

The wounds were sufficient to cause
death. The principal one was over one of
the temples, and when opened a large
amount of clotted blood was found.

The Street Railway Company, so we
understand, are willing to make application
to the Railway Committee of the Privy
Council for the privilege of crossing the
Grand Trunk tracks in Queen:street éast,
ake willing to put the necessary signals and
"'iuterlmking switches, provided the city
agrees to abide by any subsequent decision
of the Privy Council and the other courts,
apportioning the responsibilities of the
various parties interested in the crossing.
The public now look to the Mayor and the
City Solicitor for an answer to this propo-
sition. .

Electricity and City and Country Life.

The life of the mechanic in the city is far
short of what an honest, industrious work-
man's life sliould be. He is not certain of
constant employment. His wages are liable
to shrink at any moment. When there is
an over-production in any line'of manufac-
ture business is suspended and both work-
man and manafactured goods are laid aside,
the one on the shelves of the warshouse, the
other on the streets to shift for himself. If
the workmen then wishes to get employ-
ment he has to take to something else at a
lower rate of wages, just as the maunufac-
turer has to reduce the price of his over-
product if he wishes to get it off
his hands. Under our present sys-
tém where the mechanic is skilled in
one limited occupation only he enjoys
about as much independence as goods lying
on the shelf. He is subject to the whims
of business and of capital—uncertain fac-

‘tors at all times. Compared with the city
workman the farmer enjoys'a much better
existonce from many points of view. He is
to a large extent independent of everything
except the laws of nature, which are con-
stant and may be relied upon. No matter
what disasters may befall business and
manufacturing interests the tarmer is not
overmuch disturbed. He may be pecuniar-
ily adected in'a  limited degreé by indus-
trial disturbances, but they do not upset
his whole economy, as they do that
of the mechanic. On the other hand,
the farmer pays a dear price for his
independence. He is hard worked, lives
an isolated life, and feels that his children
are not receiving the educational advan-
tages enjoyed by the children of the me-
chanic in town.

Between the two extremes there is possi-
bly a mode of life preferable to either.
The farmer would lead a happier and more
contented existence if he were in closer
touch with the city. The mechanic would
become a higher type of man if he enjoyed
somewhat of the independence of the tiller
of the soil. The tendency of modern im-
provement and invention is towards a
cleser union between city and country.
Improved wagon roads and the general
adoption of electric railways on country
highways are the most effective
agents to bring abont. this de-
sired' relationship. The electric railway
a8 a factor in rural life has passed from the
theoretical into the practical stage.  With
the large cities as central points electric
lines are to be found all over the continent
radiating from these points out along the
country bighways. The cities of the United
Btates are aherd of our own in this respect,
but suofficient progress has already been
made here to give a fair idea of what is
coming, We can see what 1s coming by
looking at our own city, Every highway
leading out of Teoronto has been pre-empted
by some electric railway company, and
when aline is ‘once started on a leading
thoroughfare itpis not going to stop at 5 or
10 miles from the city. It will keep right
on as long as there is cultivation and
settlement in sight. Toronto owes its zu-
premacy in Ontario to its vigorons railway
policy in days gone by. The extension of
the eleetric railway in the immediate future
will prove an even more important factor
in increasing the city’s population aud
wealth. Our policy in regard to electric
railway construction should be a decided
and vigorous one. - We should not only not
opppose projected lines into the country,
bat should do all we can to get them start-
ed and extended. For some time to come
there will be traffic to keep the lines busy
without interfering very much with. that
of the steam railways. This traffic will be
furnished in the produce that mow finds
its way to the cities by farmers’
wagons, "There is an immense wvol-

‘ume of freight - delivered in Toronto
every day from the wagons that enter the
eity via Yonge-street, the Kingston-road,
Dundas-street and our other highways. As
scon as they start a freight service the
suburban lines ought to have litule difficulty
in attracting a large part of this freight,
and finally the whole of it. In our deal-
ings with the Toronto Railway Company
we should always have before us the broad
suburban or even Provincial Electric Rail-
way policy that will soon forece itself upon
us. The lines within the city are for our
personal convenience in getting about from
place to _place. The lines extending into

¢he country will bring usinew business,
which lwe' should make every effort to
cultivate.

The suburban electric railway will
ameliorate the condition of the farmer. He
will visit the city more frequently than he
does now. His family will be ir, closer
touch with civilizing influences. He can
forward the products of his farm to the
market daily if desired. He ought to make
more money than he does now and enjoy
life better.

Start An Iron Industry.

The visit of some)Montreal gentlemen
here yesterday who are interested in the
production of iron appears to have been of
& very satisfactory character. These men

mean business and are ready to embark
their capital in Ontario if any reasonable
inducements are held out to them. There
is a deeided of op jthat the
time has arrived when Canada thonld make
her own iron and steel, As we have before
pointed out the industry is no easy one to
set going, but if once established there is no
other equal to it in building up the coun-
try. In Canada the induastry can only be
started by joint  assistance from the
Federal and Provincial Guvernments and also
from municipal corporations. The Domin-
ion Government has already done its part,
and we trust Sir Oliver Mowat¢ will ask the
Local Legislature to supplement its efforts
by adopting a liberal policy in this direz-
tion. Theyshould give a liberal bounty on
every ton of iron produced from Ontario
ore, Sir Oliver might also do worse with
the public funds ~than appropriate
$10,000 to find out whether or not coal
can be obtained in Ontario.

Toisoned By Eating Canned Peas,
Editor World: On March 5 three mem-
bers of my family, including myself, were
poisoned by ' eating canned peas. The
fourth member disliked the taste and did
not eat them,and escaped the consequences.
The effect was very violent, but in my case
was longer delayed, burning the coating of
the right side of the stomach and producing
spasmodic pains,which felt as if the stomach
was distended on the points of a hundred
knives and each knife red hot. For three
weeks any kind of solid food would produce
the spasmodic pains, compelling me to diet
on milk, beef tea and grapes. Enquiring
among my patients and others, I find that
poisoning from canned peas is more common
than from other kinds of canned goods.

A College-street grocer tells me that a
family, his customers, in the North End
was poisoned by canned tomatoes put up
by the same company whose peas poisoned
my family, and since then he does not sell
them. A Yonge-street grocer told me that
the poison is mostly from the acid used in
soldering the can, and that some firms put
a label on the can saying, ‘“This can- is not
soldered by acid.”

I went to the plumber’s and ascertained
that the cans are soldered by a powerful
poison—muriate acid saturated with dis-
solved zinc, one drop of which they con-
sidered deadly in the stomach. The cans
could be soldered, as tin has always been
done,by use of resin, but the acid is quicker
and saves a trifle in making the cans at the
risk of poisoning the cousumers of the
goods.

I have no doubt thatin hundreds of cases
of stomach and abdominal pains from this
source neithér doctor nor patient guesses
the cause.

It should be stopped. The canned goods
men are now in session, so is the Legisla-
ture. Let something be done to protect
the public. Raise the price, but give us a
pure and safe article. Let some enterpris-
ing firm put up their goods in glass bottles,
which will command a big price in Toronto,
one-third of whose citizens never use the
tin-canned goods through fear of getting
poisoned. The Legislatureshould certainly
take protective measures,

HAD BEEN IN TORONTO ASYLUM.

Disappearaiive of a Man Who Had a
Peculiar Mania,

The friends of William Ramshaw, whose
mysterious disappearance from Acton has
already been chrodicled, have as yet been
unable to find any trace of him, although
the .country - has been 'scoured for miles
around, through swamp, bush and thigket.
Ramshaw is 74 years of age, and settled in
Nassagaweya when but a lad.

Description of the Process—It is Done by
an Ingenious Electrical Apparatus--Wo-
men as Well as Men Are Ornamented

and have a tattoo ¥ It will be difficult to
make a ‘“sattoo’” as popular as a ‘‘drink,”
because there is a wide difference in their
relative prices. The tattooing process costs
about $5 an hour.

So far it has been only the wealthy and
titled whe could afford a ‘‘tattoo.” It is
useless to commence with the firm resolution
that §5 worth of tattooing will do you, be-
cause it won't. An hour’s work may trace
® rosebud, a butterfly, a dragon or acrestin
one amall portion of your arm, but the crav-
ing for more will come upon you as it has
upon hundreds of other men and women, and
you will not be satisfied until yeu have
spent a fortune on yourself and had every
portion of gonr body o:lluring with varied
desigps and brilliant colors.

I spent an afternoon with the tattooer in
his office or **den” in the Hamman Turkish
baths on Jermyn street in London, and what
I heard, saw and learned will be sufficient
evidence that tattooing is the height of
* fashion in England to-day. 1 question if I
should ever have been able to penetrate the
mysterious secrets of this strange locality

A completepair of navy blue
socks had been tattooed from above the
ankle to the tips of the toes, which defied
detection. He was quite proud of all this
and showed the designs with evident pleas-
ure.

I koow that no
one living has the system of tattooing by
electricity that I have here.” ;

We were interrupted the arrival of
Mr. Sugden, who was to have a design com-
pleted on the arm for my benefiv. He was
seated in a high chair near the table, where
a strong light was thrown upon the bare
arm, held rigid for operating purposes.
Two large-sized &r:-hoppou, one flying
with open wings ve one lower down,
which apparently settled, were already
traced in black India ink.

The tattooist and sketched the
design of a barley stalk with leaves and
silken beard, upon which the two zrushor
pers should meet. He drew the lines rough-
ly on a sheet of mote paper, and the vic-
tim approved. A liquid preparation was
then smeared over the skin so that the out-
lines could be traced with a lead pencil on
the arm. This being done, the patient ex-
pressed his desire to bhave cocaine injected
80 as to make the action of the ueedle pain-
less.

This proved to be the most painful part
of the operation, as every minute line in
the drawing had to be separately injected
with the drug on the same principle that

doctors injeet morphine. The entire quau-
tity of cocaine used was not over two
grains.  But it was visibly enough to pro-
duce that dazed and pleaaant sensation
which accompanies the afier effects of all
strong opiates. Of course, the action of
the mdfe after ‘this was painless. In
fact, Mr. MeDonald implied that after
all it was not reaslly necessary to wuse
cocaine, because the pricking was al-
most as slight as the sensations of an
electric shock. As a modern inveation
this particular needle apparatus, wkich
is the only one in the world, is a
unique piece of mechanism. This needle
or needles, for sometimes two or three are
used with their points bent towards =
single apex, are attached in a closed
leather tabe about the breadth of the arm.
Within this tube is & diminutive rod that
is set in motion on the principle of a piston
rod by electrical connections to which the

| needles are attached. The point of the

needle is gauged to shoet from within the
tube just far emough outward minutely to

pierce the skin, and so delicately is this’

calcolation made that there are different
apparatus extending the depth at which the
needle punctures the body, regulated and
utilizef according to the thickness or ten-
derness of the skin. The motion of the
needle up and. down, in and out is so rapid
that when in action it is invisible., By this
means the points are digped in the colors
required as-a paint brush. The operator
merely draws it as a peccil along the lines
of his original tracing and the ink satur-
ates and sinks . into the skin, leaving the
indelible marks. The design was com-
pleted in less than an hour’s time.—London
correspondent of Chicago Herald.

Change of Time in Germany,
On April 1 a general revolution in the

‘reckoning of time took place in Germany.

So far, wrote a Berlin correspondent just
betore the change, every place has had its
own time of day, which depended on the
position of the sun. From Sunday all Ger-
many will adopt the so-called middle Euro-
pean time—that is, the time at the 15th de-
gree east longitude from Greenwich, This
meridian goes through Stargard 1n Pome-
rania and Goerlitz in Silesia. These places
will, therefore, not need to alter their
clocks. The new German time will be ex-
actly an hour ahead of the Greenwich time.
The change will, of course, be felt every-
where. The school children in some places
will bave to go to school half an hour
earlier, and are likely to grumble, especi-
ally in winter, unless the schocls open later
than 8 in the towns and 7 in the country,
as at present.

“Immediately after the milk is drawn it
should be strained, then a¢rated by dipping
or pohrhgl. which can be done very effec-
tively while the milk is yet in the pails.
Be sure that this work is done ina pure
atmosphere, with clean surroundi away
from the stables or anything else of an im-
pure nature, for unless this be attended to
properly aeration will be a detriment instead
of a benefit.

““It is not n to cool milk at night,
unless the weather extremely hot, in
order to have it in the best condition for
delivery at the factory in the morning (pro-
vided all pails, uteunsils, strainers, etc.,
have been thoronughly washed, then scalded
with boiling hot water and well aired be-
fore using). ;

It is i\nt as important that the morn-
ing’s milk should be well aired before send-
ing it to the factory; not only in the sum-
mer should milk be aerated, gnn also in the
spring and autumn.

“‘The milk stands should be built in such
a way a8 to exclude the sun and rain, and
yet allow a free circulation of air around
the can. :

“The organisms that produce bitter or
tainted milk, or any abnormal change, are
to be found only where there is filth and
carelessness in }n.ndling, 2o that in all cases
when complaint is made of impure milk the
remedy must be extra cleanliness.”
