London, May 2.—In the House of Com­
mon# to-day William P. Byles, Liberal, 
asked the Government if Nicaragua had 
offered to refer all questions regarding 
indemnity for alleged injuries to 
British subjects, including the ex­
pulsion of British Agent Hatch 

Arbitration Commission, 
and, if so, why the Government 
had declined to- accept the proposal. He 
also asked if the Government of the 
United States had tendered their good 
offices or suggested the terms of an 
amicable arrangement of the difficulty, 
and whether there was a prospect of 
such terms being accepted.

Sir Edward Grey, Under Foreign Secre­
tary, in reply, said Nicaragua du April 
11 sent to the British Government a 
proposal that the trouble be settled by 
arbitration. He believed that when the 
pa liera in the case should be laid upon 
the table it would be seen that the 
matter was not a proper subject for 
arbitration. The United States had not 
tendered their good offices for the settle­
ment of the dispute. Her Majesty’s 
Government had reason to believe that 
the difficulty would be arranged shortly.

In reply to a further interrogation on 
the subject by Mr. A. C. Morton, Liberal, 
Sir Edward Grey said it was not a pro­
per case for arbitration.

The Budget Brought Down.
Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of 

the Exchequer, was loudly cheered as he 
arose to announce the Budget, and the 
cheering was repeated and prolonged os 
he concluded the announcement.

The revenue for the past year, he said, 
was estimated at £94,138,000. The ac­
tual revenue had been £94,684,000. The 
expenditures, which had been estimated 
at £93,884,000 had been £93,918,000. 
The surplus had been £776,000, against 
an estimated surplus of £291,000.

CHANCELLOR RAND RESIGNS

With the resignation a 
few days ago of Dr. Foster, leaving the 
chair of philosophy vacant, the professor 
ial staff of McMaster is badly disorgan­
ized.

It is not improbable that Dr. Rand 
will be a^ked to accept the vacant chair 
of philosophy, as it is the intention of 
the Board, to retain him, if possible, on' 
the staff. Of the ten remaining profes­
sors none possess the necesary ability to' 
step into the vacant chancellorship/

Prof. Trotter left the pastorate of 
Bloor-street Baptist Church four years 
ago to accept the position he 
signs. He will, in the fall, assume the 
pastorate of the Baptist Church in 
Wolfe ville, N.S. It is rumored that 
other resignations will be placed in the 
hands of the Board before their next 
meeting.

CLARA FORD WILL TESTIFY
HER COUNSEL BATS BE WILL PUT 

BEE IN TBR WITNESS BOX.

The Crown Case To Be Completed This 
Afternoon—The Confession Admitted as 
Evidence, But a Reserve Case «ranted 
—The Case Will Be Given to the Jnry 
Saturday.

The confession of Clara Ford that she 
shot Frank Westwood was admitted in 
evidence by Chancellor Boyd yesterday, 
but a reserved caso was allowed.

There was a long argument before the 
evidence of Sergeant Reburn 
cepted. Mr. Johnston quoted 
thorities in support of his contention 
that the evidence was not admissible.

His Lordship stated, however* that 
owing to the conflicting rulings of the 
various judges as to the admissibility; 
of statements made by a prisoner to de­
tectives in reply to questions, it would 
be better for the confession to be heard; 
the crown taking the responsibility 
to a reserve case. It had been held 
by some judges that the system of ques­
tioning prisoners was a process of in­
quisition and repugnant to the Law. 
Personally, he did not think so. Borne 
judges say that no approach whatever 
should be made, but it seemed to him 
that it was quite proper. If a prisoner 
chose to make a voluntary statement, 
then it was his lookout. He did not 
agree with the rulings of the English 
courts, but with the findings of our own 
courts in the case of Queen v. Day, 

Was the Question Voluntary T 
Mr. Johnston then argued that the con­

fession of Clara Ford was not freely and 
voluntarily made, that Sergeant Re­
burn admitted having said to her that 
“it were better not to tell1 any, 
lies. This^ he claimed,
the nature of a threat and de­
prived the statement of its voluntary 
character. He claimed the woman had 
been taken to the police office, kept 
there without advice from 4 o’clock in 
the afternoon till 10 o’clock at night 
aud plied with questions in order to 
make her confess.

His Lordship held, however, that the

The Confession.

Sergeant Reburn related in detail the 
confession made to him by the prisoner. 
He told of the arrival of Clara at his 
office. Asked if rihe knew why she had' 
been arrested she said she did—that it 
was for the murder of Frank Westwood. 
Witness then cautioned her that any­
thing she should say might be used in 
evidence against her. The witness de­
nied positively that he had told Clara 
she was charged with a serious offence 
before the girl herself said she under­
stood it was the Westwood case. Wit­
ness admitted that he had told Clara 
that it would be better not to tell anyi 
lies, as he would require to find out 
if the story was true. He had caution* 
ed\ her several times! prior to this.. After 
Flora McKay aud the Croziers had been 
confronted with the prisoner Clara said : 
“It’s uo use misleading you any more.! 
I shot Frank Westwood.” Asked why, 
she did it. she replied : “ In August last 
he attempted to knock me down and 
take improper Liberties with me.” She 
then described bow she had gone to 
Crozier’s house. Leaving there she went 
to Parkdate. She had on a suit of 
men’s clothing under her skirt. Arriv­
ing at Dominion-street, she removed her, 
skirt and concealed it under the cross­
ing. She then went down Jameson- 
avenue to the boathouse. After re­
maining there for a short time, she 
walked up to the house, rang the door 
bell and when Frank came to the door 
sfiot him. She ran down to the water 
front, subsequently returning to Spring- 
hurst-street 
again. Then she proceeded south in 
Dufferin-street to the wharf. Here she 
concealed herself for a time; then pro­
ceeded along the lake shore and through 
the olid fort to Bathurat-street, aud 
finally returned to York-street. Wit­
ness testified that he had gone over the 
route which Clara said she traversed 
and it took him one hour and 65 minutes.

Clara said several times while she 
was making her statement that she was 
sorry she shot Westwood and that she 
did not mean to ktül him. i

Ottawa, May 2.-The growth of public 
opinion adverse to the use of railway 
nasses by members of Parliament was 
Veil exemplified by the tone of the dis­
cussion in Parliament to-day. Nearly 
80 members took part in the discussion, 
and it is significant that no one justifi­
ed the use of a railway pass, concurrent­
ly with payment of mileage by the coun­
try There was a consensus of opinion 
that Mr. Mulock’s bill was not drafted 
with sufficient care to permit the House 
to pass it in its present shape, and many 
objections were raised against it. A 
proposal of Mr. Maclean’s, that the 
amount of mileage should be handed to 
railway companies (and the companies 
compelled to carry all member of Par­
liament free, met with some favor. Mr. 
Ouimet agreed with the latter sugges­
tion but thought that companies had 
been liberally subsidized already by Par­
liament, and there would be no necessity 
to indemnify them further. Subsequent 
epeakers concurred in Mr. Ouimet’s view.

No legisla­
ture in any British colony during that 
length of time had kept at the same 
figure. It showed a degree of public 
spirit, self-sacrifice and patriotism in 
Canada which should be remembered by 
the people. Mr. Ouimet had spoken of 
the position of affairs in France and he 
might state to the House that in Italy 
there was a similar law. Free travel 
over the railroads had a tendency to 
educate the minds of members and to 
break down provincial feeling by enab­
ling them to see the country.

Col. Denison Support» Mr Maclean
After some observations from Mr.Charl- 

ton and Mr. Flint, Col. Denison said that 
he did not think the proposal to j&y 
the traveling expenses of members ;for 
three trips home during the session was 
practicable. He approved of the spirit 
of the bill, but thought it would be well 
to follow out Mr. Maclean’s suggestion 
and divide the amount of the mileage 
as capitalized among the railways in 
the country.

Ottawa, May 2.—The question of Gov­
ernment aid to the Hudson Bay Rail­
way was discussed in the Senate, when 
the Premier made an important state­
ment as to the agreement entered into 
between the railway company and the
Government a few months ago.

Senator Miller moved for a return of 
all orders in council, letters or other 
papers, relating to any subsidy, loan or 
guarantee, in connection with the Hud­
son Bay Railway within the last two 
years. Speaking to his motion, he 
urged the importance of full and accur­
ate information on this subject being 
placed before Parliament at the earliest 
possible moment. During the session of 
1891, he said, a bill had been passed byi 
Parliament granting a subsidy of $80,- 
000 a year for twenty years to the 
Hudson Bay Railway. The subsidy was 
of a special character, as the aid was 
granted for services which the company 
undertook to perform in the carrying 
of mails and in other ways. He thought 
that measure a wise and proper one 
and voted for it, but in view of the 
condition of the finances of the country 
at present time, and the fact that the! 
Government was face to face with a 
deficit, he thought great care should be 
taken in assuming new liabilities. He 
was not aware whether it was intended 
to grant an additional subsidy to the 
Hudson Bay Railway, but he sincerely 
trusted it was. He warned the Admin-: 
istration that if it was proposed to add 
this $2,500,000 subsidy to the liabilities 
of the country at the present time the 
measure would meet the same fate as 
the short line railway bill.

New York, May 2.—The Mail and Ex­
press prints the following Washington 
despatch to-night:

The Secretary of Agriculture has a 
plan to fight the cattle trust and lower 
the price of beef. Under the meat in­
spection law, the Secretary, with the 
approval of the Secretary of the Trea­
sury, has the power to designate the 
ports through which animals can enter 
the United States. Unless he does this 
no animal can come into this cofintry.

At present, owing to the practically 
prohibitory quarantine against our 
cattle by Canada, the secretary has ab­
solutely prohibited the importation of 
Canadian cattle to the United States by 
refusing to. designate ports of entry 
where inspection can be made. There i 
are, however, three or four ports in Maine 
where cattle can be inspected and pass­
ed, but only for exportation, for none are 
allowed entry for consumption. The plan 
of the secretary is, therefore, to strike 
a blow at the cattle trust by raising 
this embargo and designating ports 
where Canadian cattle can come into the 
United States for consumption. There 
has been considerable correspondence be­
tween the two countries looking to Can­
ada’s removing her 90 days’ quarantine 
regulations, while the United States de­
signates ports for inspection.

Although Secretary Morton to-day 
positively refused to confirm or deny 
the rumors of action, it is stated on 
good authority that in a few days the 
Secretary of the Treasury will issue in­
structions to custom officials on the bor­
der for inspection of cattle.

MAT lut A H OPTO BE.

Nicaraguan Hot Heads are Spoiling For a 
Fight.

New York, May 2..—A despatch to The 
Herald from San, Juan Del Sur, Nicara­
gua, eaye : The arrest of Casimir*» Gon­
zalez by the British, charged with in­
timidating people from selling provisions 
to their ships, caused great excitement 
in Leon and Managua.

Rumors were current that the incensed 
mob would try to attack the town of 
Corinto. The English doubled their guard 
and pent pickets out along the railroad 
lines and raised the rails.

After a nigiht of suspense, 200 marines 
left the town, in the direction of Paso 
Caballoe, four miles away, where the Ni­
caraguan forces are situated in a well- 
fortified position.

Paso Caballos is divided by a bridge 
60 feet long. Orders have been given to 
open fire on the English forces should 
they attempt to advance beyond this 
bridge.

The ladieè of Leon and Managua have 
offered money and jewelry to defend the 
native cause. Fears are entertained 
that hçstilities may break out at any 
moment. The Nicaraguans are well for­
tified at Paso Caballos, and can place 
8000 to 10,000 men there at a moment’s 
notice.

Doctors Gamez and Z. Jose Mtylrick, 
special commissioners from the Nicara­
guan Government, arrived to-day in 
Corinto, and, refusing to meet Captain 
French, 'were peremptorily ordered to 
leave the town and not to return 
der any pretext. The present situation 
is critical and becoming more strained 
daily. An open rupture is feared.

This Look* Different
A special from Corinto says: Admiral 

Stephenson has wired home asking for 
further information. He says the con­
cessions made by England indicate that 
a peaceable solution has been reached.

The {British warships which had 
been stationed so as to guard against 
a reported Nicaraguan attempt to re­
gain possession of [the town have 
again changed their positions. They are 
to leave upon receiving from Managua 
a promise to pay the indemnity.

It is semi-officially stated that Hondu­
ras and Salvador will open their ports 
for Nicaraguan imports, Waiving the 
duties collected in favor of Nicaragua.

The Department ha» not been offici­

ally advised of any attempt on the part 
of the Canadian Government to secure 
a removal of the quarantine restrictions 
on cattle imported from the Dominion 
into this country, although the matter 
has been broached privately by large 
shippers.

The United States now requires 90 
days’ quarantine against all Canadian 
cattle, and with regard to tat cattle 
for immediate consumption this amounts 
to a practical prohibition. When the 
former Secretary of Agriculture, Mr. 
Rusk, found that the Dominion Govern­
ment had ordered a quarantine, he 
promptly did the same. The real rea­
son is said to have been retaliation, but 
the cause assigned was the alleged 
iatence in Canada of pieuro-pneumonia.

Lee drew attention to the regulations 
forbidding all such collections. Trustee 
Dr. Noble said the curse of the Old 
Country was charity, and Canada was 
becoming nearly as bad in this respect. 
Two-thirds of the money contributed to 
charity in Toronto did real harm. Trus­
tee Dr. Hunter said the Board should 
not pander to every sentimental whim.

Montreal, May 2.—“I know nothing 

positively about the arrangement be­
tween the Government and the Hudson 
Bay Railway Co, if any such exists,” 
said Sir William Van Horne to your cor­
respondent to-day. “I know that the 
promoters claim to have an arrangement 
whereby the Government is to give a 
large annual subsidy, for a term of years, 
and a large grant of laud, and is also 
to lend them $2,500,000 with which 
to build the road, au amount sufficient 
not only to build the road, but to afford 
a profit of some hundreds of thousands 
of dollars for a season’s work, and no 
doubt this profit can be increased by 
working off on the public bonds which 
can be sold at the same price. If it is 
true that an annual subsidy is to be 
given, that the railway will be operated 
by anybody for a week after it is built, 
I do not believe. There is no traffic and 
no prospect of any' this side of Dauphin 
Lake, and very little this side. I refuse 
to believe that any arrangement so 
absurd has been, or ever will be,seriously 
thought of by the Government.”

The Strickland Bros. Claim They Were 
Obtained From Them Under Duress—An 

Interesting Suit at the Assizes.’penditure. A prominent Federal Min­
ister was once asked what he had to say 
X)f the public service and its cost. “Give 
me a free hand, let me select my. men, 
allow me one-third of what the work 
now costs, and in five years I’ll be a 
millionaire, and far more efficiency se­
cured to the country.”

Mr. Foster has tried as no other Min­
ister before him has tried to cut down 
the estimates for this year, and he bas 
succeeded beyond expectation. But he has 
had to fight against a system that pub­
lic opinion seems to justify, or more cor­
rectly that public opinion does not 
Sufficiently insist upon that it be 
formed. The pressure to load the service 
with unnecessary men comes from poli­
ticians and from individual members of 
the body politic. These (never cease 
striving, and once a name is down on the 
pay sheet it seems an even harder task 
to get it off. Try to cut off a superfluous 
name and twenty protests from twenty 
different ridings will be received against 
the unfair treatment of “a relative” or 
“friend” of the writer.

Civil service commissions, civil service 
examinations do not seem to reduce 
the evil. And yet Mr. Foster’s proposed 
reductions are a hopeful sign. He has 
some substantial («(headway. We hear 
that quite a number of («(vacancies, 
which have occurred,or are soon to occur, 
in the Customs and Inland Revenue De­
partments, are not to be filled. And 
we all know how Mr. Haggart reformed 
the Intercolonial service some years ago, 
and, taking the members at their words, 
was enabled to make . a ^targe deficit 
disappear, caused mainly by superfluous 
political appointments. What was done 
in the Intercolonial, what is being done 
in Customs and Inland Revenue, can be 
done in many other branches.

The Patrons have started in to ex­
pose extravagances in various public 
expenditures, and if they keep ati it they 
will yet succeed. Let them keep up the 
Work.

Another way of relief might come if 
the party in power kept a patronage 
ledger and charged each appointment 
up to some minister or member of Par­
liament and made him responsible for 
it. In that way the public, or at least 
the governing party, would learn who 
were loading up the service with re­
latives and friends. The best discipline 
of party government is often worked 
out in private caucus, and it is here 
that private members who1 are desirous 
of increasing the efficiency of the public 
service could best speak out their, minds. 
But parly caucuses are rather rare.

The World does not take much stock 
in the cry that the public expenditure 
ought to be reduced, but we are heartily 
in favor of getting more efficiency for 
all public outlay. If there are unneces­
sary officials on the salary lists, if there 
is extravagance and even waste in mat­
ters of government, we say it is a shame 
that this should be the case when money 
could be efficiently spent in developing 
our dairy exports, in extending our 
markets, in improving our postal 
routes, ot In exploring our mineral re­
sources.

The Conservative party, if it is to re­
new itself, to maintain its hold on the 
people, must take up (this problem of 
securing the highest possible efficiency for 
every dollar spent. We prefer to speak 
of the movement now abroad as one for 
efficiency rather than for economy, and 
trust that Mr. Foster and his colleagues 
will continue the work which they have 
just begun. And the Little Premier up 
in the Queen’s Park might also take the 
matter into his most serious considera­
tion.

Frederick and Emanuel Strickland are 
suing Henry Barber, the assignee, to set 
aside two bills of sale given by them 
to him. on Nov. 12 and 13 last. On the 
12th there had been a meeting at the 
office of W. Barber of the creditors of 
John H. Strickland, a brother of the 
plaintiffs. The statement of affairs 
disclosed considerable liabilities, 
father held a chattel mortgage over the 
grocery stock at C&nnington, and it ap­
peared that within three months of the 
failure the insolvent had made over to 
the plaintiffs a quantity -of stores at 
Bolsover and Argyle, in payment of notes 
of his held by them. The three brothers 
had been in partnership for a year, down 
to April 13, 1894, and the notes had been 
given as representing the shares of the 
outgoing partners. The genuineness of 
the transaction was challenged at the 
creditors’ meeting, and threats were 
made to have all the parties arrested 
for fraud. A private detective# was also 
brought on the scene, who kept in their 
company until the matter was arranged, 
went with them to the Massey Hall and 
slept in the same room with them at 
their hotel, locking the door and keep­
ing the key under his pillow. The plain­
tiffs allege they were bluffed into 
thinking they either were under 
arrest or would be arrested, and that 
they executed the bills of sale under 
duress and with a promise that no cri­
minal proceedings would follow. Not - 
withstanding this alleged promise, John 
EL Strickland was arrested for fraud, but 
was discharged by the Magistrate, with­

THE DEEP WATERWAYS PROJECT.
The deep waterways project, which was 

.discussed by the convention that as­
sembled in Toronto last fall, is making 
satisfactory progress on both sides of 
the line. There is already a motion be­
fore the United States Senate to appoint 
a commission to confer with a similar 
commission to be appointed by Great 
Britain and Canada. The object of the 
joint commission is to investigate the 
completion of a deep waterway to the 
sea by the two countries jointly. Mr. 
O. A. Howland, the president of the In­
ternational Association, yesterday had a 
satisfactory interview with the Premier 
and other members of the Cabinet, and 
it is more than likely that the Govern­
ment of Canada will fulfil its part of 
the program in appointing a commission 
to discuss the question. The project, 
although a great one, is by no means 
the stupendous undertaking that some 
people imagine. The United States is a 
great country, with an immense and 
rapidly expanding trade. If they agree 
to bear their share of the cost propor­
tionately .with the advantages that 
would aerne to them from having an un­
interrupted deep waterway to 
ocean, the carrying out of the project 
would be a small matter to them, and 
not a great one to this country. The 
holding of the convention in Toronto was 
the first movement towards bringing the 
two countries together and talking ami­
cably and reasonably over the matter. 
The progress that has been made since 
the convention has been very satisfactory 
and there is every reason to hope that 
before many years this great work will 
be undertaken and finally completed to 
the great benefit of not only the Ameri-
