A Witness With a Suggested Story.
Matthew H, Ramage, traveling en­

graver and writer of business cards, 
/Said that in January, 1893, he was re­
siding at 148 Carlton-street. He had 
previous to that known the prisoners 
for eight years. On the morning of 
the death of Wells he left his boarding 
house at 8 o’clock to go to his office,
6 Lombard-street. Finding the office 
door locked he strolled down to the 
corner of Adelaide and Victoria- 
streets,- where he met Harry Hyams. 
This would be about 8.30. While the 
witness and Hyams were standing 
there Willie Wells come along from 
Yonge-street, carrying a small parcel, 
about a foot in length. The three 
walked along Adelaide down Toronto- 
slreet and Leader-lane to the ware­
house. Wells went inside the ware­
house; Hyams and the witness return­
ed up Leader-lane, where the prison­
er went into a barber shop. The wit­
ness thought it would be about 8.45 
when Wells went into the warehouse.

In cross-examination Ramage said 
the first time he had occasion to re­
call that meeting at Adelaide and Vic­
toria-streets was more than two years 
afterwards when the twins were ar­
rested. Barrister Horn came to 
Philadelphia in April last to see him. 
about the case, and suggested to him 
about meeting Hyams and Wells on 
the morning of Januaiy 16th. The wit­
ness did not tell Horn all he knew at 
the first Interview. Horn left him, 
telling him to think it up and then 
came back tn the evening of the same 
day. He would not swear that Horn 
did not suggest the hour and the 
meeting at Adelaide and Victoria- 
streets.

“Will you swear that all the evi­
dence you have given here to-day was 
not suggested by Mr. Horn at that 
first interview ?” thundered Mr. Osier.

“Not wholly suggested," was the an­
swer of the witness.

Seme Curious Freaks of Memory.
His memory was good enough to re­

call the conversation of the morning 
o’1 January 16th, 1893. but could not 
distinguish between what facts were 
on his memory and what Mr. Horn 
said the defence wanted to prove; and 
suggested to him that he might re­
call. On other matters of recent oc­
curence his memory proved unusually 
defectlve.hls most frequent reply being 
"I don’t remember.” It was shown 
by reference to his evidence at the Jfisfc 
trial that at that time he could not 
remember a conversation that had 
taken place less than ten days before.

From his experience at other times 
the witness would think the dull, 
sharp thud was the falling of the 
weight. Some few minutes after the 
calling he heard footsteps again. The 
time of these sounds was fixed by the 
witness about 20 minutes before 9 
o’clock.

SYNOPSIS OF THE DRAFTw
Which Everyone May Study and Learn 

Its Provisions.
The following Is a synopsis of the Draft 

Act submitted to the Government as agreed 
,yr the Copyright Association and Mr. 

Hall Caine, after conference at Toronto:
1. Any citizen of any country which 

grants copyright to British subjects 
secure copyright in Canada for 42

2— The Act is not retroactive.
3. Any work hereafter Issued that may 

have copyright under this Act shall have 
copyright ill Canada without printing in 
Canada, subject to certain restrictions in tbe ease of a book.

4. .Any such work, and any work first 
produced to Canada, 
copyright in Canada.

5. Every book published in a foreign 
country, simultaneously with Its publica­
tion in the British Dominions, must be re­
gistered simultaneously at Ottawa.
the book Is published to the country of 
origin only, the owner may register at 
Ottawa at any time until a license has 
been applied for. If a book ls to be or la 
first published in Canada, lt must be re­
gistered on or.before day of publication.

6. Three copies of every copyrighted 
book or work, printed or produced to Can­
ada, must be delivered at Ottawa.

7. From the day of registration Impor­
tation must cease, except as to two copies 
which any person may Import, and ex­
cept as to copies of the book printed and 
published for circulation In the United

Novelties In Cyeledotn
The Stanley Cycle Show is now on at

have done Justice to this large section 
of the public. According to paragraph 
14 of the Draft Act, the English au­
thor, whep he does not elect to take 
out a coiJyright to Canada, Is to be 
paid 10 per cent, on the retail prtcel 
of his work If published by anyone in 
Canada, and under this clause it Is 
permissible to run oft editions of 500 
copies at a time. If a book is sold for 
25 cents, the English author, on an 
edition of 500 copies, receives 812.60. It 
Is thus possible for the Canadian pub­
lisher to begin the publication of an 
English work on the payment of 812.60- 
In section 26 It Is provided that news­
papers publishing any work serially 
will have to pay 850 to cities of over 
100,000 and $25 In cities under that 
population. A paper with a circulation 
of 1000, and tills Is a fair circulation 
for a large number of Canadian week­
ly papers, would have to pay $25, or 
as much as a publisher who Issued 
1000 copies of the book. Probably not 
more than one-third of the subscribers 
of such a paper would read the story, 
so that the publisher would be virtual­
ly paying 30 per cent- of the retail 
price of a 25 cent book. The country 
weeklies are accustomed to publish 
stories on which they have been to 
the habit of paying no copyright fees 
whatever.
draft bill goes In force, they will simp­
ly be prohibited from using any new 
English stories whatever and will ob­
tain their supply principally from the 
United States. The English author, 
on the other hand, will not profit by 
such a deal with the Canadian papers. 
As a matter of fact, the provisions as 
to serial copyrights will be a dead let­
ter, unless some other means of com­
pensating the author Is arrived at. 
The only fair way that we can see Is 
to base the author’s compensations on 
the circulation of the paper. We are 
surprised that the representatives of 
the Canadian Press Association should 
have allowed the draft bill to go 
through with so obnoxious a clause as 
No. 26 win prove to the Canadian 
newspaper publishers, 
cent, of the stories published to Cana­
dian papers are issued by the news­
paper plate houses. This Is the chan­
nel through which the serial business 
is now conducted In Canada, and it 
is to the interest of newspaper readers 
that the royalty should be collected 
from these houses and that It should 
be based on circulation not on popula­
tion.

W. A. MURRAY & CO.’S ;35 IMMIGRATION CONVENTION.
The liveliest question in the North­

western States of the adjoining Re­
public Is that of immigration. Last 
week a convention, at which were pre­
sent six hundred delegates, was held 
in St.' Paul to consider the best means 
for inducing people from the more 
thickly settled states In the east and 
from Europe to immigrate to the 
northwest wheat fields. The conven­
tion was unanimous in its opinion 
that vigorous efforts should be taken 
to fill up the vacant farms in the ter­
ritories in question. While it does 
not appear that any new methods for 
inducing 'immigration were brought 
before the convention, yet the pre­
sence of so large a number of dele­
gates Is evidence of the fact that a 
campaign of unusual activity will fol­
low to the wake of the convention 
The Dominion Government had a re­
presentative present In the person of 
Hon. T. M. Daly, who, to an interview 
with a Winnipeg paper, speaks well 
of the convention. Two points are es­
pecially emphasized by Mr. Daly in re­
gard to the convention:

"According to the statements of some 
of the delegates present," he said, 
“their states are worse off with 
spect to population than we are. It 
appeared to be the general wish of the 
gathering that each state or province 
should establish a bureau of informa­
tion, and that the information so dis­
seminated should have the stamp of au­
thority. Also that exaggeration of 
any kind as-to the merits of the re­
spective states or provinces should be 
avoided, seeing that misstatements 
were certain to eventually do harm 
to the territory they were intended to 
benefit. So far as Manitoba was con­
cerned we were satisfied that its re­
sources and possibilities would bear 
the fullest investigation. The expres­
sion qf opinion was universal that it 
was ojjr duty to avoid encouraging 
the immigration of people who would 
not be of benefit to the community 
among which they were Introduced.”

While the general feeling of the de­
legates was strongly in favor of using 
every means to bring In settlers, yet 
they were equally emphatic In their 
assertion that discrimination was ne­
cessary In the selection of Immigrants. 
In one of the resolutions passed by 
the convention, It Is stated that the 
Government should adopt such restric­
tions and regulations as shall save 
the country from being made the 
dumping ground for the refuse and the 
pauper labor of other nations, and as 
shall bring to us only those who are 
prepared by habits and training to 
become useful citizens.

, TWO-FACED JOURNALISM.
The Toronto and Canadian public 

continue to be treated, in the attitudes 
of the two Riordan papers published 
here. The Mail and The News, to a 
most bare-faced exhibition of two- 
sided Journalism. The News howled 
last night for the city to surrender Its 
water franchise to the aqueduotors, 
and The Mall almost dally denounces 
the scheme and the adventurers who 
are pushing it I

The News said the other day that 
the “discontent that exists In the ranks 
of the Conservative party in almost 
every constituency to Ontario ” is such 
that there is danger of “a return of 
a Liberal Government." “It Is impossi­
ble to get a party to follow leaders 
who do not know where they are go­
ing.” The Mall Is daily preaching that 
the Liberals are two-sided, two-faced 
and do not know where they are go­
ing. Laurier preaches one thing in 
Ontario, another in Quebéc. And so 
on and so.

How can one group of newspaper 
proprietors hope to influence public 
opinion in this double-faced way 7 One 
must be right and the other wrong. 
Or, if both are right, then which is 
the public to follow ? Surely there 
ought to be some regard for common 
decency In the matter.

The Mail has wobbled on every ques­
tion. It has been one thing one year 
and the contrary the succeeding year. 
It has been Conservative, It has been 
Liberal. It has been loyal and then 
annexationist. It has been prohibi­
tionist and then it has been the op­
posite. It has been anti-Cathollc and 
anti-French and then it has been for 
conciliation and compromise. Now 
its proprietors are trying to be Con­
servative In the morning and antl- 
Conservative to the evening; against 
the aqueduct adventure to the morning 
and for it in the evening. They are 
anything and everything, and noth­
ing long. The only explanation with­
in reach is that of common insanity.
