The Responsibility of Disease Laid to
the House Fly.

The muvsca domestica or common house-
fly, says Mary Hinman Abel in her paper
on “Flies and Food,” ic The Delineator for
July, is known to convey cholera in the
East, and is under suspicion as to other
dieeases.

Its origin and habits are such as to put us
on our guard. It lays its eggs in excre-
ment, preferring horse manure, but it that
does not offer, readily .sing any other. It
feeds on the same and on the sputum of
diseased throats and lungs, on retuse of all
kinds, and it bears onits hairy teet and
legs particles of these substances.

Uulike the mosquito, the house-fly is not
a biter—but it has its own way of carrying
contagion. It deposits, wherever it goes,
disease ; and disease germs may abound in
ite breeding and feeding places. On the
joint of meat exposed for sale by the butch-
er, on the bread and sweetmeats of the
confectioner’s counter, ou the edge of the
milk pail, on the kitchen and dining-room
tables, they have been found.

The epidemic of typhoid fever in Chicago
in 1902 fixed guilt on the fly. It was es-
pecially severe it the nineteenth ward,
which furnished one-seventh of the deaths,
while containing but one-thirthy-mxth of
the city’s population. This locality did not
differ from the rest of the city in its water
or its food supplv, but 1t did differ in hav.
ing more than flfty per cent. of its houses
without sanitary plumbing, the water be-
ing insufficient. Flies caught in undrained
clerets, on the fences, and in the room of a
patient were proved to carry the germ.

Strange “Teas.”

Tea is not always the fragrant bever-
age which cheers but does not inebri-
ate, and the name has curious applica-
tion.

which she had been accustomed to en-
Joz.

The Light of the Moon.

The moon is a mirror which reflects
the sunlight to us. An examination of
moonlight with the spectroscope shows,
of course, the same spectrum as that
of sunlight. The quality of the reflec-
tion is indicated in the announcement
that it would take no fewer than 618,-
000 full moons to supply to us an
amount of light equal to that which we
get from the sun, and there is only sky
room for, say, 75,000 of them. The in-
clination of the moon’s orbit to the
horizen accounts for the harvest and
the hunter’s moon, which occur when
the tipping is slightest, thus permitting
the moon to rise about the same time
for several successive evenings. The
moon often appears much enlarged
when on the horizon, but this is cansed
by the refractive feature of the air
about the horizon and the natural tend-
ency to compare it with terrestrial ob-
Jects.

Whereas complaint has been made to the
Municipal Council of the Lownship of War-
wick by residents of said Township that the
ditch or dran along the Boundary line be-
tween said Township and the Township of
Brooke is out of repair,

And whereas said ditch or drain was
originally constructed and improved partly
by funds of both Townships nterested, and
partly by statute labor and subscriptions
from parties benefitted.

And whereas the said Council of the
Township of Warwick acting under Section
76 of the Municipal Drainage Act, has pro-
cured an examination to be made by C. A.
Jones, E:q., D. L. 8., being a person com-
petent for sueh purpose of the diteh or
drain proposed to be repaired and ot the
lands and roads liable to assessment urder
the ““Municipal Drainage Act” and has also
procured plins, speeificaPions and estimates
of the drainage work td be made by the
said C. A. Jones, E¢q., \and an assessment
to be made by him of the lands and roade to
be benefitted by such drainage work and ot
other lsnde and roads liablc for contribution
thereto, stating as nearly as he can the
proportion of benefit, outlet liability and
injuring liability, which in his opinion will
be derived or incurred in consequence of
such drainage work by every road and lot or
portion of lot the said assessment so made
being the assessment hereinafter by this
By law enacted to be assessed and levied
upon the roads and lots or parts of lots
hereinafter in that behalf specially eet forth
and described and the report of the said
C. A. Jones, Exq., in respect thereof and
of the said drainage work being as follows :

I consider it wonld have been better, had the
upper portion of this drain not been carried -so
far west along the highway without allowing it
to follow more closely the natural trend of the
water as it has. necessitated cutting through a
couple of pronounced ridges, one near the g-10
side road of Warwick and the other near the 6-7
side road of Brooke, whereas had the drain at
some point a little east of each of these ridges
been carried southerly or south-westerly, these
deep cuts which are objectionable, particularly
on the hig ve been avoided, and
this drain from a point near the 6-7 side road of
Brooke could have continued westerly along the
highway to its present outlet without any serious
objection. However as these cuts are already
made and only require a little deepening for the
efficient working of the drain I have made no
change of outlet or location for the present pro
posed repair and improvement,

I also find that the Branch Drain on the north-
