Dress Goods, 
Mantles,

—In New Brunswick as in Nova Scotia 
widows and spinsters have the right to vote 
at municipal elections. In our own province 
strenuous efforts have been made in the 
House of Assembly to extend the franchise 
to women in the same degree as now enjoyed 
by men, but so far without avait In New 
Brunswick the fair sex appear to be desirous 
of sharing with the responsibilities and re­
wards of political life. At a meeting held at 
the Mechanics Institute in St. John last 
Saturday evening, under the auspices of the 
Local Women’s Enfranchisement association, 
several talented and eloquent American 
women expatiated on the right of woman to 
vote—her fitnees, her keen insight into things 
political, and her great regret at being de­
nied this much coveted privilege. An at­
tempt was made to show that women ought 
to be permitted to vote because they excelled 
in certain other things requiring as much 
discretion as casting a ballot intelligently. 
But the door to woman suffrage will never be 
opened until a demand is made for it by the 
women themselves. It is true a few desire 
the franchise, but they are not types of the 
gentle and cultured lady of to-day whom 
men look up to with mingled feelings of pride 
and reverence.

Some years ago our legislature placed a 
law on the statute book allowing widows 
and spinsters, having the necessary property 
qualifications, to vote at municipal elections, 
but the law is a dead letter. Now, if our 
women do not care to exercise their franchise 
in a modest councillor’s election, where the 
candidates are well known to them and 
where the issue is not political but merely a 
selection of the beet man to administer county 
matters, it would seem idle to create a com­
motion over the great ambition of women to

—With the advent of the new school year 
has come a change of text books. Long­
fellow's Evangeline, which has been in the 
schools for some time, is displaced by Gold­
smith's Deserted Village, and the History of 
British America is abolished and in its stead 
is to be used Dr. Bourinot’s “ How Canada 
is Governed." The change of one poem for 
another is not an important one and the 
Deserted Village will afford a good oppor­
tunity to students to search out the beauties 
of our language and at the same time create 
a liking for one of the English authors. The 
great claim Evangeline has to recognition in 
our schools is the fact that the scene of the 
poem is laid in Nova Scotia and its drama 
tis persona were the early settlers of Acadia. 
Its one drawback was its American author­
ship, for the classics of our own writers 
should be studied in preference to those of 
a foreign nation, notwithstanding we have a 
common tongue. This change is a good one, 
although the discarded work is one of the 
g ;ms of the English language. “ How Can­
ada is Governed” is a comparatively new 
wirk and savours rather more of politics 
than of history. It is well for every Cana­
dian to thoroughly understand how his 
country is governed and it is well for him to 
get this valuable information at the hands 
of the impartial school teacher, aided by 
this new text, in order that he may be 
equipped for his part in political life, but we 
hope the history of our land is not to be laid 
on the shelf, for that is a scarcely less impor­
tant subject than how we ate governed.

—The good crops of this year throughout 
the Dominion are likely to offset to some ex­
tent the depression in business which seems 
to exist in commercial quarters. The North 
West crops are good. Ontario crops are not 
quite up to the average in some branches 
while in others the yield is above. Reports 
from Quebec indicate that another good re­
turn has crowned the year's toil of the farm­
er. In Nova Scotia the agricultural depart­
ment’s bulletin declares of the province that 
“ it may be said generally that this is a most 
fruitful year," and “ the promise of a magni­
ficent output of apples plaees this important 
branch of agriculture beyond peradventure." 
What is true of Nova Scotia is also true of 
Prince Edward Island and New Brunswick.

—A prominent Newfoundland merchant 
who has recently been on a business trip to 
Nova Scotia, stated that a notable change 
has taken place in that colony respecting the 
question of confederation. The people of 
Newfoundland the gentleman declares, are 
now almost unanimously in favor of union 
with Canada, and if satisfactory terms could 
be arranged between the two governments 
they would like to see the union take place 
as early as possible. There is no doubt but 
both countries would be benefitted by New­
foundland coming under the Canadian con­
stitution.

—Should the apples which went forward 
from Halifax the latter part of the past week 
reach the English market in good condition 
the prices realized will doubtless prove grati­
fying to the shippers, as from late advices 
received yesterday the outlook is promising. 
The English apple crop, which is exceedingly 
light, is almost totally cleaned up, fully a 
month earlier than previous years. A few 
English Gravensteins, of inferior quality, and 
wormy, were sold a few days ago at 4s. 6d. per 
bushel, equal to 13s. fid. per bbL

—Peace has been concluded between Italy 
and Abyssinia. Negus Menelek demanded 
that Italy should pay him 2,000,000 francs 
as compensation for sustaining Italians cap­
tured during the war, and also that the 
limits of the Italian colony of Erythrea be 
definitely fixed and that Italians keep within 
those limits. Russia, it is said, supported 
the conditions laid down by Menelek, and 
they were agreed to by the Italian govern-

—Within two months one Chicago street 
railway company has laid off 100 cars and 
200 men, alleging that the increasing use of 
the bicycle renders their service unnecessary.

Our Great Apple Crop.

BETWEEN 300,000 AND 400,000 BARRELS FOR 
THE ENGLISH MARKET.

C. R. H. Starr, of Wolf ville, who knows 
nearly everything about the apple trade, in­
forms the Halifax Herald that the output of 
Nova Scotia orchards to the English market 
this year will be between 300,000 and 400,- 
000 barrels. The crop will be the greatest 
in the history of Nova Scotia.

Agricultural.
A Large Team fbr Farm Work.

The advantages of large horses on the farm 
great that they may be profitably 

emphasized. I have need large and email 
By large I mean a horse that will 

weigh above 1400 pounds in working flesh, 
and by small one that weighs lew than 1100.

It b the man-power on the farm that re­
quires the large outlay, so that any plan by 
which the time of a man can be made more 
efficient b in the line of wise management. 
Foremost among the provbione in thb line 
I place a strong fast-walking team. It has 
been my experience that theee qualities can­
not be gotten in a satisfactory degree in less 
than a 1500-pound horse. For the man who 
b content to plow not more than four inches 
deep and not more than one and a half acres 
a day, a team of 1000 pound horses may do. 
But when one desires to plow six inches or 
more, and the work to be done makes it 
necessary to plow two or two and a half 
acres a day, at least 3000 pounds of horse 
power are required; and I think it much 
easier to harness it with two sets than three.

Then, as a rule, the larger team can walk 
faster
eo many kinds of farm work the quantity 
done in a day depends directly on the walk­
ing speed of the team. I have no use for the 
large, clumsy horse; but I can find a type 
of high-grade Percheron that combines action 
and size. I do not mean action on a trot; I 
care very little about that. The farmer 
cannot make much money on the road, and 
has not much time for pleasure driving. If 
he has much driving to do, I think It well 
to keep "a horse specially for the purpose.

Facts for Farmers.

Very few animals are as dainty and as 
choice in their food as sheep.

To plough manure deep is to lose a good 
part of the possible benefit.

The health of the animal effects the quality 
and quantity of the wool.

The first gait to teach the young colt b a 
good, strong smart walk.

Feed the lambs as soon as they are able to 
eat, and keep them growing.

Mixed husbandry in gardening and fruit 
growing is essential to success.

A little boiled linseed meal given in the 
milk will be found good for colts.

In selecting and breeding horses look for 
three things, size, action and sense.

Both the fertility and mobture needed 
by growing crops b taken up by the weeds.

It does not pay to keep all kinds of and all 
sizes of hogs in the same pen and on the same 
feed.

A careless hand will often cause more lose 
than he b worth. Pay a fair price and se­
cure good help.

Under present conditions it does not pay 
to raise mongrel cattle, as they cost as much 
as good grades and sell for less.

A Flock of Sheep on the Farm.

A flock of sheep on a farm b a great help 
io many ways. They will eat products every 
day, if they have access to them, that would 
oiherwbe go to waste. The reference here 
is to the food they will pick up in lanes along 
fence borders, on the edge of forests and in 
the stubbles of grain fields. They bring in 
a return twice a year; first in the wool, and, 
second in the lambs. They furnbh nice meat 
for the table and just when it b wsnted. 
They destroy weeds to a far greater extent 
than any other domestic animal found upon 
the farpi. They dtatribute manure readily 
and evenly, and when they are fed grain or 
oil-cake, or both, upon the farm, they enrich 
the land upon which they pasture. And 
they do not call for so much labor or atten­
tion as other kinds of live stock, except at 
lambing season. It b somewhat surprising, 
when we think of the general utility of thb 
class of live stock, that It fa not kept to a 
much greater extent.

—A great many farmers continue the 
practice of hanging up the harness on pegs 
behind the horses, where it b exposed to the 
odors which come from their excrement, and 
it b quite often knocked down and trampled 
in it. Thb wears out a good harness much 
faster than will use. It will pay good in­
terest on the cest to have a separate room 
in which to keep the harness. Nothing de­
stroys leather more quickly than dirt and 
the ammonia which b always found in stables. 
The harness should be frequently sponged 
to remove dirt, and then be oiled, allowing 
the oil to soak in, and then lightly rubbed 
with a dry cloth. Kept thus, instead of be­
coming rotten after one or two years, a har­
ness may be kept in good condition for from 
ten to twenty years. We know farmers 
who have kept harness for thb longer time, 
while other farmers who did no more work 
with their teams, had to buy a new harness 
every two or three years.

—Do not let an ounce of fertility on the 
the farm go to waste. Utilize every thing 
that has in it any elements that will enrich 
the soil, and take such care of your manures 
that the best part of them b not lost before 
they reach your fields. Every farm should 
have a compost heap, where all sorts of re­
fuse from the house, barn and yard can be 
thrown. A good many tons of the most valu­
able fertilizers can be saved in thb manner, 
fertilizers that now go you know noc where.
