617,823. The only other Canadian
exports of newsprint of importance
were 599 tons to South Africa and
1,087 tons to New Zealand. It is
expected that April shipments will
show an even greater proportion
of tconsx.g'nmentzs to the United
es.

EUROPEANS IN CHINA.

Hong Kong Press: There is, no
doubt, a growing spirit of revolt
against the foreigner which will need
firm handling by the Legations.
