The Study Class

The ^lission Study Class is the intonsive method of
oultivating the home Church for extensive ^lissionary
serviee.

The organization of a ^Fission Study Class is
simple. A few friends rneet once weekly for eight or
ten consecutive weeks to study under a leader with
the aid of a text book one of the great mission fields,
a phase of missionary work, the social problems of the
t'lty, the problems of the rural church, the history of
the development of missions in our own count i-v or
one of the many other subjects included in ^lission
Study.

The Purpose of Mission Study
The purpose of the Mission Study Class is not only

to acquire knowledge but to deepen the spiritual life
and lead each meml)er to feel the world's need of
Christ and his own responsibility so that he will take
definite action for the advancement of Christ's Kinff-
dom. ^

How Leaders are Trained
Many Leaders of :\[ission Study Classes have re-

.•eived their training at one of our Summer Schools or
Missionary Institutes, others have been assisted
through correspondence from the Forward ^Fovement
oflhce. while some secure text books and helps and
with these, otherwise unaided, conduct successful
classes.

Junior, Tntermediate. Senior and Adult grades Text
books, reference libraries, maps, etc.. suitable to each
grade are available.

HOW TO ORGANIZE A MIb<JION STUDY CLASS
The greater uurnl)er of study classes are organized

as the result of the efforts of an enthusiastie, in-
terested worker. This worker plans for a study ela.ss

"organization meeting," and sends invitations to all
who have given their naiiies as possible members. The
pastor, or someone who is deeply intere.sted in mission
study, is secured as chairman.

The meeting should be opened with prayer em-
phasizing the fact that the class meets to studv God's
work and further His Kingdom, and therefore needs
His blessing and guidance. The chairman states
clearly the purpose of the course and makes it plain
that the class is not a gathering for a social good
time, but an organization to study the greatest work
in the world.

The Officers
The following officers should be elected: Leader

(unle.ss already appointed by the Studv Class Com-
inittee, the League or the Sundav School). Secretarv
Librarian, Artist.

The Leader slu... preside at all meetings of the
clas.s, assign the studies, and try to realize its ob-
jective—the training of leaders and the deepening of
the missionary life of each member.

The Secretary shall look up absent members, keep
the minutes of each class session and assist the leader
as lie may request.

The Librarian shall have charge of the inissionarv
reterence library, visit public and private libraries
and bring to the da.ss such reference books as mav be
required. If fh.. public library has few books on the
country bcm? .sii-dicd. and if tlic Clas.s, League or
hunday School is unable to buy the reference lil)rarv
issued to accompany the text book, the librarian
should try to induce the town or village Public
Library Committee to buy it.

tion meeting; it is then possible to have a supplv of
the books for sale at the meeting.

The text book is explained, the
maps and pietures shown, attention called to the
•piestions, notes, etc.

Class Sessions

should meri weekly.The elass should meri weekly. The members
should attend regularly, as the eourse is onlv for
eight or ten weeks and one session missed is a great
loss The plaee of meeting—in a church parlor or at
the homes of the mejnbers—should be decided upon.

It may not be possible for the lead«'r at this or-
ganization meeting to make the assignments for the
next class session, but if not he can send them
through the mail.

An informal social half-hour should be spent after
the organization meeting, in which the members may
become acquainted.

Class .sessions vary from an hour to an hour and
a halt. Every session should begin and close on
time.
