CANADIANS SHOW
GREAT ACTIVITY

Raiding Party Enters Trench-
es at Lens and Cap-
) tures Enemy.

PRISONERS TAKEN

'Op.potin'g Gm; ek s Have Jows

Been Beaten Twice by the
Canadians.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
via Liondon, Jan. 15.—After its week's
comparative rest the Canadian corps
is giving the enemy a real taste of its
mettle. On Sunday night, just after
dark, a raiding party entered the Hun
trenches just north of Lens and cap-
tured nearly half its own strength
without suffering a single casualty.
The attack, which was not preceded
by any artillery preparation or bar-
rage, but only supported with a
standing barrage on the adjacent
trenches by Stoke’s guns, was splen-
didly carried out. The enemy was
taken completely unawares, and his
renistance was easily overcome. Eleven
prisoners were captured. 4

On the same night, at almost the
same hour, another patrolling party,
operating opposite Mericourt, crept
right up to the enemy wire and lay
in ambush for a hostile working party.
When an enemy party of eight or
nine strong came thru the wire, our
men opened fire with. machine guns
and rifle grenades. The surprise was
complete. The: enemy made a hasty
retreat, leaving two dead and omne
mortally wounded behind him.

Later in the evening, another o1
our patrols, working in Lens itself,
unloaded its whole supply of 18
bombs among the enemy who were
standing to in their trenches. The
effect of the bombs could not be seen,
but it is belleved casualties were in-
flicted, as the enemy confusion was
noticeable.

On Monday morning an enemy Te-
connoitring patrol, endeavoring to
reach our wire, was detected by o3je
of our posts . and repulsed by rifle
and machine gun fire.

Last night again the Canadians
rajded the enemy lines and captured
two prisoners.

The result of the raids has been
to show that part of the opposing
ines is held by.the 180th IR. of the
290th Division, a unit well-known to
the Canadians, who have beaten them
twice before in memorable engage-
ments.

He express-
ed appreciation for the co-operation
which the ' people generally had ex-
tended.

An option for 50,000 h.p., with the
Canadian Niagara Company had been
taken advantage of at $12 per h.p.
and on the outbreak of war new ae-
mands were made fcr power, Sir
Adam said, who further explained
that neither the Canadian Niagara
Company nor the Electric Power Com-
pany had been able to deliver the
amount of power they were expected
to gilve. Then, too, ice trouble had
interfered so that production at
times was reduced from 50,000 to as
low as 4,000 horse power.

Reduction May be Necessary.

“We may have to reduce the power
from 10 to 20 per ceni” said Slr
Adam. “The statement of Mr. Yates
that a power company solicited com-
panies to take power, which they did
not need, so as to show it on their
cards, is a wserious one, as it would
show that the companies could not
supply the hydro.”

SENTENCED TO DEATH
FOR KILLING CANADIAN
Londen Stonoma;::onvicted of Mur;

der—Australian Soldiers Get Long
Terms for Robbery.

Canadian Associated Press Cable. .

‘London, Jan. 15.—The trial was con-
cluded in London today of Thomas
Vincent’ Maguire, an Australian sol-
dier, and Joseph Jones, a stonemason,
of London, for the robbery and murder-
of Pte. Imlay of the Canadians on a
London street. Ernest Edward Sharpe,
an ‘Australian soldier, who was sen-
tenced on the previous day to seven
years for his share in- the robbery,
giving King's evidence, said that Jones
had dealt thre fatal blow with a stick.
Jones was found guilty of murder and
robbery, and he was sentenced on all
counts to meet possible results of an
appeal. He was given ten years for
robbery and sentenced to death for
murder. Maguire was found guilty of
robbery with violence and sentenced
to ten years’' penal servitude.

SALT WATER FISHING
WILL BE SUPERVISED

U.S. Government Will Extend License
System to Both Coasts.

‘Washington, Jan. 15.—Government
supervision of salt water fishing will
greatly increase the supply of fish, the
food administration predicted today in
a statement announcing that restric-
tive local laws will be superseded by
more liberal regulations when license
control is made effective Feb. 15. Li-
censing will be required at first only
on the Atlantic and Gulf coasts. Later
it will be extended to the Pacific.

“Licensing and the control to be put
into force,” said the statement, “will
enable the food administration to fos-
ter and aid salt water fisheries and
increase the opportunities of fishermen
to broaden their operations.”

PERISHING FROM FAMINE

Russian Army is in Need of Food, and
Commissioners Ask Assistance.

London, Jan. 15.—An urgent appeal
to the workmen’'s and soldiers’ dele-
gates and other public bodies and to
all citizens in Russia to exert their
utmost efforts to provision the army,
which is “perishing from famine,” has
been issued by the Russian commis-
sioners, according to a wireless "de-
spatch received from FPetrograd to-
night.

The despatch said provisioning had
ceased and that several regiments are
without bread and their horses with-
out fodder.

TWO MEN ARE KILLED
IN SNOWPLOW. WRECK

Several Others Badly Injured in Acci-
dent in Twelve-foot Drifts Near
Alvinstoh. :

Alvinston, Jan. 15—¥Fred Travener,
aged 25, and his uncle, E. Cunning-
ham, aged 60, both of Watford, were
killed a mile and a half from Alvin-

TO THE SIDINGS

Only Coal and Food Kept
Moving on United States
| Railweys.

A FRESH SNOWFALL

Only a Matter of A‘Few Days
When Many Industries
Must Close Down.

‘Washington, Jan. 15.—Against the
worst general snow and ice storm of a
generation, the government railroad
administration  today stmggled in an
effort to open main travel routes and
keep coal and food shipments moving
over - the lines  best "able to handle
them. The situation tonight was re-
garded as worse than at any time
within the last nweek ol traffic-
paralyzing weather. On top of an ac-
cumulution of snow in the middle west,
from blizzards of several days ago,
came fresh snowtfall today. Snow
plows went to work on the new drifts,
while gangs of laborers, drawn from
every occupation from which they
could be spared, tackled yards and
terminals already cleared once of gnow
within the wezk.

Temperatures ‘werz rising in most
sections toflight, but it was not warm
enopgh to release cars frozen to sid-
ings or to thaw thousands of cars of
coal caked in their carriers. Telegraph
and telephone wires went down under
welght of snow and ice, and wmeany
passenger trains, whose schedules had
been re-established yesterday, were
withdriwn once -agefin lest they meet
the fate of scores of others stallad be-
bind drifts.

Only coal and food kept moving, and
these went slowly. Therailroads’ sup-
ply of - locomotives, depleted by the
hundreds in shops for repairs, were
used largely for these shipments.

Officials tonight believed it only a
matter of days before some industries
would be forcad to close by inability to
get fuel. The snow cannot melt and
{he weather moderate fast enough, it
wasisaid, to restore normal movement
of coal to meset the extiraordinary war
domands. Measures are being planned
ito safeguard domestic and pudlic utili-
the ne=ds, and th eorder given to dis-
tribute the remainder to the most es-
sential industries.

COSTS LESS TO MANAGE
THE CITY IN WAR-TIME

Rediction of Almost Fifty Per Cent.
in City's Ordinary Expenses Since
War Broke Out. :

As a result of economy forced on
the city hall by .war time conditions,
the cost of administering the city's
business has decreased considerably.
In 1913 nine miils of the citys taxes
went into ordimary expenses, but this
year only about ‘¢ 8-8 mills will go
in this way, according to Mayor
Church. The remainder of the 26 or

more mills, which will be levied on
the citizens, goes to pay debt charges,
ovard of education expenses, etc. “This
means that we are down to rock-
bottom,” said his worship,

Explaining his forecast of a high-
er tax rate, the mayor, stated that
in all: probability the city's tax rare
would have been smaller this year than
last, had it not been for the request
of the Patriotic Fund for assistance.
“This will be the last time the Pa-
triotic Fund will ask the city for
mconey,” stated the mayor, adding that
the fund would, in all probability, be
taken over by the government sooxu.

The police commissioners and the
fire department have completed their
estimates and have handed them to
the mayor. The health department’s
estimates are also completed. Parks
Commissioner Chambers will check
over his figures today. The parks
department estimates will be smaller
than last year. In the street. clean-
ing department an increase is ex-
pected because of additional cost of
labor, etc. The works and property
departments Wwill finish
mates soon.

UTILIZE PEAT BOGS

Controller O’Neill Has Plan to Bring
Fuel to Toronto at a Cost of
$680 a Ton

The property commissioner is still
filling orders for coal from citizena
who are actually in distress. He took
about fifty onders for half-ton lots
yesterday, in addition to the 1300
which he has bookeéd during the past
twelve days. The firm which is sup-
plying the city with coal is keeping
up fairly well with the orders given
it by Mr. Chisholm, and he expects
to have all onders filled- by Thurs-
day.

Controller O'Neill has been investi-
gating the question of utilizing the
peat bogs of Ontario to supply fuel
and finds that near Toronto there is
a large peat bog, capable of produc-
ing sixty tons of peat a day ar a
cost of $2.70 a .ton. The comtroller
estimates that peat could be mined
and delivered in Toronto at $5.80 =
ton.

Yonge 'trnt and - the other. .less
important business streets of Toronto
were in semi-darkness last night, &s
a result of the recent order of Sir
Henry Drayton, power controller,
curtailing the use of electrical . energy
for advertising signs and street light-
ing. Net all the firms in the, city
obeyed the order, which came into
effect last night, -and YonBe street

presented a scene of contrasts. Here
and there would be seen a store in
total darkness; .its proprieter had
obeyed.the. order fmplicitly. Some of
the stores cut off a portion of
their lights &nd left others, and not
a few flamboyantly disregarded the
order and left their signs and store
lights burning brightly all night.

The two larger department stores
fell in line and for the first time in
many years Eaton’s and Simpson’s
display ‘windows were unlighted. In
nge contrast, on the same corner,
was Woolworth's store, Here the win-
dows were a blaze of light, The
theatre signs were dark in many
cases, Loew’s Theatre obeyed the
order, but around the corner tne
Allen theatre ‘“cannon” continued to
send up its streams of bursting sheap-
nel, The restaurants were all lighted.
On the whole merchants all-over the
city obeyed the order very well, con-
sidering that it was the first night on
which it has been in operation.

Palmerston “Boulevard” Favored

Every other cluster lamp in the
down-town section was cut off, and
in the residential districts street light-
ing had Leen curtalled one-half. Along
the car-lines the lights were in most
cases left burning to prevent accl-
dents, altho there were a mnumber of
unlighted Hydro lamps along College
street.

Palmerston avenue also presented a
scene of contrast. Below College
street every other light was off, but
north of College street, wiiere the
street is known as Palmerston ‘“boule-
vard”, and where the lights are
beautiful examples of the glazier's
art, mounted on top of iron standards,
the street blazed in undiminished
glory.

The Eng-
lish Standard, whatever that may be,
must have been written by a novelist.
Syphilis, tuberculosis and cancer are as
different and distinct as ice, lemonade
and gun powden The cause of. syphilis
bhas been determined—it is the Spirochete
pallida, a parasite found in the blood,
sm’nal fluild, tissues, and skim and mu-
cous mombrane - lesions of one with
syphilis. The cure—alas, I humbly apole.
gize for my profession, for the cure for
syphilis is still to be found; however, un-
der intelligent and sufficiently prolonged
treatment the ravages of the disease
may be perfectly controlled and the
disease itself arrested in the wvast ma-
Jority of cases. One with syphilis cer-
tainly should be isolated much more
strietly than one with tuberculosis; but
80 reckless is the alleged human race
that there is absolutely no restriction
placed upon the life of the syphilitic; he
may come and go and infect as many
innocent persons as he will, because the
public is not yet ready to admit that
there is such a thing as venereal dis-
ease or any need of enlightenment on
the subject of sex hygiene. The chances
are even that you yourself acquired your
syphilis innocently, thanks to our ostrich-
like policy of education. Yet no doubt
you imagine you have had a liberal edu-
cation. It is our daily experiehce to re-
ceive letters from teachers in schools and
colleges, as well as graduates, whose ig-
norance is abysmal and whose educa-
tion seems to have been cunningly de-
signed to evade the great moral precept:
Know thyséit
