CHIGAGO BANK WRECKED
OFFIGERS ARE ACCUSED

Organized Last December, is Now in
Receiver's Hands— Garnival
of Loot Alteged.

Chicago, Feb. 15—The Bank of
[America, incorporated last December,
with a capital stock of $250,000, to yght
was placed in the hands of a receiver,
on complaint of a stockholder, In the
few weeks since the opening of the
bank, President Smith is charged with
having so manipulated securities, mort.
gages and notes and stock of the hznk
that he has obtained amounts aggre-
gating $146.000. The others who are
held responsible are G. F. Sorrow, vice-
president; Jerome V. Pierce, cashier,
and F. E. Creelman, a stockholder and
director.

It is charged that these fouir officials
had absolute control of the bank and
its funds, that they have dominated
the directorate, have done as they
pleased with the funds, have voted
themselves .such salaries as they de-
!sired and have lent money on such se-
| curities as they saw fit.

The alleged operations of President
Smith and the other officers nientioned
in the bill are said to have becn begun
before the bank opened for business,
|Judge Smith is said to have borrowed
money and placed it in the treasury
to deceive the state auditor into believe
ing that the stock had been paid up.
President Smith subscribed for $70,000
of stock when the bank was form:ad.

“There can be no feeling in - the
Utlonist party but that of satisfaction
with the result of the meeting at
Lansdowne House; in numbers it was
not far short of the entire strength in
the house of commions, and the temper
of the Bathering was perfectly genial
and tranquil. It seems impossible to re-
peat the plainest things often enough,
®0 we again point out that the object
of the Unionist party, as defined hy
both champions of fiscal reform is to
secure more equal ferms of competi-
tion for British trade and closer com-
mereial union with the colonies. By
Scme meang or other to procure  the
lowering of hostile tariffs by confer-
ence with the colonies, to reach some
arrangement of attaining closer com-
mercial union,

“That is the policy upon which the
Unionists are asked ' to unite. The
methods are left open_until the prin-
ciple is accepted and’the party is ask-
ed to abstain from discussing
them until that time comes, ot
course that doesn’t exclude the freest
investigation and the advocacy of
every discoverable method, but it for-
bids the creation of any method into a
test of party orthodoxy. The real
cleavage in the party lies between the
majority, who desire equal competi-
tion and closer relations with the colo-
nies, gnd the small minority, who do
not desire these things, or do not de-
sire them if they are to involve a de-
parture whatever from éxisting fiscal
arrangements.”

a Petition in the Surro-
gate Court.

A petition and affidavits of ‘ady
Wilson, widow. of the late Sir Adam
Wilson, chief justice of Ontario, vere
filed in the surrégate court yesterday
entering action against the Toronto
Generai  Trusts Corporation tor an
opening of the accounts of the cstate,
which have been in the keeping of the
corporation since Sir Adam’s death,
and asking the court to grant posses-
sion of the estate of her late hus-
band. :

The petition states that Lady Wilson
is the sole beneficiary under the will
dated 22nd June, 1891. For the first
time recently Lady Wilson has been
informed that $1200 was charged
@gainst the trust estate for the pur-
chase of stock in the Gamble Gold Min-
ing Cq, of which ghe had no know-
ledge and has never authorized, the
sald sum being debited against the |
estate by the trustees in fraud of the
estate and of herself.

The petition accuses the trustees of
having useéd the moneys of the rstate |
and loaned the same at a greater in-
terest than was credited the estate. It |

“The late Sir Adam Wilson for many
years prior to his death was the presi-
dent of the Trust Corporation of On-
tario, and he made his will appointing
that corporationn. his executor znd
trustee, In 1898 the Toronto General

“These accounts will clearly show
that the estate has been most care-
fully managed, and that it hag largaly |
improved in our hands.

“Respecting the purchase of .$1200 of
mining stocks, I have before me Lady
Wilson’s ‘approval over her own eig-
nature of such purchase. In addition
to the accounts filed with the courtl
which were open to Mr. Morson to
see, he was given all additional infor-~
mation that he asked for by the pro-
duction of mortgages, sales, agree-
ments, ete. The Burk mortgage refer-
red to by Mr, Morson is one of the
original assets of the estate, in respect
of which the property came back on
the hands of the estate, “and every
dollar received by the corporation is
credited in the accounts passed by the
court. Now that this action has taken
place this will be clearly shown.

“The corporation has in the manage-
ment of the affairs of the estate al_
ways actéd under the advice of a so-
licitor of good standing -nd we think
it will survive attacks based upon the
desire of other people to secure the

present operations of ali companieg un-
der the laws which have been passed
from time to time by parltament,

For what is at stake? A great deal
more than some of the insurance com-
panies seem to suppose. They are not
merely up against publication of dis-
agreeable facts by a newspaper, which
-will presently cease and be no more
heard of. With regard to the news-
paper aspect of the question there may
be grfevous disappointments in store
for them. The task of thoroly elucidat-
ing the modern methods of insurance,
from the government blue book, is one
that can never be performed with per-
fect satisfaction; for, if the opinion of
competent accountants is worth any-
thing the form in which the superin-
tendent of insurance presents his re-
ports to the natfon must have been de-
vised by some expert insurance mani-
pulator skilled in using figures to con-
ceal facts,

The make-up of the blue book is cal-
culated to encourage the superintendent
to take an indifferent view of his duty

Ruesell Fish. assistant professor of
American history in the University of |
Wisconstn, and the author of an ex-
haustive work oh “The Civil Service|
and the Patronage.” forming one of the |
series of Harvard Historical Studies.

Speaking of the genesis of the spoils|
system in the Uniteq States. he saya: |
“Slowly but persistently there were
fcund developing fn the States, during|
the period we have been studying (1775- |
1828), two tendencies that burst sudden=-|
ly and violently into national polftics:
first, the custom of using the public of-
ficeg openly and continuously ag ammu-
nition in party warfare; second, the
evolution of the idea of rotation in of-
fice; These together constitute the
spolls system.”

That the Mowat and Ross governments
did use the civil service for the pur-
pose of confirming and strengthening
thefr political supremacy is undoubted.
Oue of Mr. Whitney’s most severe and
persistent animadverters on the score
of the spofls system admits that ‘the
Mowat government confined its patron-
age to Liberals and displayed remark-
able zeal ang Ingenuity in creating new
offices and extending the field of pa-
tronage under its control. and quotes Sir
John Macdonald’s description of Sir
Oliver Mowat as the “little tyrant who
hed attempted to control public opinfon
by getting hold of every little office,
from that of a division court clerk to a
tavern-keeper.” This is the first and
greatest step in tHe development of a
full-fledged spolls-system, i

¥f no complaint of removal arose, in
the case of the sixty-four government
servants who held office at the time 9f
his entrance upon power, it does not
weaken the case based on his own exer~
cise of public patronage. Immunity
from removal was, of course, ensured
all Liberal appointees, and the appli-
cation . of {the spoils. system took the
form of the silent exclusion of one party
from office. The practice of rewarding
politica] friends when carried to excess
is ftnevitably followed by the demand
for the punishment of political foes. If
politicg is to be made a paying game,
“the function of the spoils #ystem be-
romes evident; the eivil service becomes
the payxroll of the party leader; offices
are apportioned according to the rank
and meritg of his subordinates, and if
duties are too heavy or new officeg are
needed, new offices may be created.”
These are the words of Prof. Fish, and
they aptly characterize the proceedings
of Sir Oliver Mowat and Mr, Ross.

“nies apparently do not care to face and
dispel, .

There is something more at stake than
the comfort of a few directors, and the
revenue derived by shareholders from
companies which they did actually no-
thing to establish, ang- do practically
nothing to majntain, There is even
more at stake than the destination of
that goodly proportion of premium
wealth which is confidingly handed over
to companies for “profits,” ag distinct
from insurance.

There is at stake the reputation of a
whole nation for doing the fajr-and
square thing in business—a reputation
that should be a concern of the first
magnftude to all who care for the de-
velopment of Canada in courses of pri-
vate honor and public dignity. What
is.the meaning of what are not inaptly
wcalled “insurance side shows”? Why
should there be misgiving as to the
rigid adherence to national Interest by
the King’s parliament, when the doings
of high finaneciers are concerned? There
seems to be a weikenlng of zeal for the
unquestionable conduct of affairs. In
this wretched insurance business we
are in danger of falling behind the
standard of New York, where public
opinion forced an unwilling governor
“and a lukewarm legislature into action
worthy the fame of a great state. Thera
is talk of the government asking a
few “experts” for their opinion of the
present law and its operatfon. Such a
counsel of weakness ought to be im-
possible to strong .men who strongly
care for commercial probity,

There are manual. training
departments in a small number of high
schools, but the work done in them has
had, and can bave, under present con-
ditions, no appreciable effect upon our
manufacturing industries,

ta] iron workers, machine makers, me-
chanics, “cabinet makers, masons and
stonecutters, carpenters and brewers,
These trade schools are for children
from 14 to 18 years of age. From 6 to
14 they attend the elementary schools.
