The funerals of the victims killed by the
bomb explosions Sunday at the Church of
Santa Maria took. place to-day, and were
attended by an immense crowd, the mem-
bers of which gave free vent to expressions
of indignation against the awthors of the
outrage and all Anarchists in. general. The
dead were buried at the expense of the
city, and the reiigious ceremonies were at-
tended by the municipal authorities, The
day was partially observed as one of mourn:
ing, houses and street lamps Dbeilng draped
and the theatres closed.

He said we must
shut down on useless expense and in-
stanced the Tay Canal and the Trent
Valley Canal, which was run as an
election buying machine for half a|
dozen constituencies. Mr. Ogler went
on to say Canada could not afford to
buy a Province with a useiess rajjway.

Among other reforms, he said all
votes of public money should ve plac-
ed before Parliament in the first 20
days of a session.

Levy, who was a re-
tired leather dealer, kept his money in
gold in his house, and Seaman, when
he got into the house, thought its n-
mates would be at the Synagogue.

Henry Fowler and Albert Millsom
broke into Muswell Lodge, in the
northwestern district of London, on
the night of February 13, and murder-
ed its owner, Henry Smith, a retired
engineer, aged 79, who led! the life of
a recluse. They got away Wwith £5600
in sovereigns, and were not captured
until after a police ~<hase of two
months, Fowler, a powerful, ferocious
rufflan, made a desperate struggle for
freedom, and had to be strapped to a
stretcher to be taken.to the station.
At the end of the trial he made a
murderous attack on his companion,
Millsom, who had made a confession
admitting the burglary and blaming
Fowler for the murder, Fowler lifted

dashed him to the floor, and almost
smashed the dock to pieces beforeé he
was overpowered and dragged below
by elght policemen. Both men had
spent most of their lives in convict
prisons, generally for robbery with
violence, .

Mrs, Annle Dyer, aged 58, ‘who was
convicted of having murdered a num-
ber of infants, the bodies of some of
whom were found in the river, will
be hanged in Newgate to-morrow.

If we permit Mr. Laurisr to
take down the Canadian fence the Am-
ericans will obtain free access to our
markets without giving us any similar
advax’xt'axei in theirs, *-Mr. Laurler's
‘promise to give us free trade and at
the same time to secure reciprocity
‘with the United States is absurd.

THE WKENDRY FIRE.

The strictest kind of an. investiga-
tion should be held into the cause of
the McKendry fire. There are two the-
cries advanced. One is that the fire
was occasioned by the electric wires
that form a veritable network in the
business district. The other attributes
the origin to some firebug who' Ngs
adoptéed this detestable method of kill-
fng off the departmental storee. Rither
theory is startling in 1ts suggestion,
and yet it is not at all unlikely that
one or the other of them would be
substantiated if the facts were only
attainable. It is well known by elec-
tricians that it is often possible to
broduce an incandescent light by mak-
ing connection with an innocent-look-
ing gas or water pipe. Small motors
have been run from electricity leaking
through such pipes and other under-
ground mediums. The fires that have
occurred in Toronto within the past
two years have been s0 serious as to
demand a thorough investigation into
the question Of electric currents and
the possible dangers therefrom.

The other suggestion, that of incen-
diarism, is also worth following up.
This is not the first departmental store
in this city that has been reduced to
ashes. The fact that several big fires
have occurred in the centre of the
departmental district points to the pos-
sibility, if ‘not the probability, of In-
cendiarism being respoasible for them.
The antagonism to departmental stores,
which is very bitter in many quarters,
may furnish the clue to the mystery
of the McKendry fire. A thorough in-
vestigation is demanded and every fact
that can throw any light on the ques-
ticn should be elicited.

THAT TWO CENT IMPOSITION.

The resolution of*the Toronto City
Council in favor of reducing the pos-
tage on drop letters to one cent has
been approved of by almost all the
cities of the Dominion, from Halifax
to Vancouver. A two-cent rate is re-
garded as an imposition. It does not
cost even one cent to deliver the thou-
sands of drop letters that are handled
in Toronto every day. The feeling in
favor of a reduction to one cent is
very strong and widespread, and the
Government will have to take cogni-
zance of it. Furthermore a strong
agitation for a two-cent rate through-
out all Canada is under way and will
before long assert itself.

Still Strong Against the National Policy—
Induiges in Personalities.

Mr. Frankland held a meeting at
Boston’s Hal] last night. There were
about seventy people present, includ-
ing many Conservatives. In the ab*
sence of the President of the Reform
Association, Mr. R. Nimmo took the
chair. He said that he could not ‘see
how any farmer could vote for ' the
National Policy, which was a good
policy perhaps for people in towns and
cities, where they could corner up any
article and make the people pay two
prices for it.

Mr, "Heyd pointed to the large ex-
penditures on public works for the pur-
pose of developing the country, and
held the Government responsible for
the Dominion not filling up with popu-
lation quicker. The fiscal policy of thé
Government, he declared, had been re-
sponsible not only for the loss of popu-
lation, but also for the burden of
taxes which are now collected from
the people. The Liberal policy was
simply a readjustment of the tariff,
and that readjustment should be on
the basis of equal rights to all.

Liberals Fighting a New Party.

Mr. Neil McCrimmon repudiated the
assertion that the Liberal party if re-
turned to power would reduce the tar-
iff and destroy the manufacturing in-
dustries. He quoted from Mr. Lau-
rier's and Sir Oliver Mowat’s speeches
to’ prove that this would not be so,
The Reform party were not now op-
posing the old Conservative party,
but were fighting a new party. He
paid a glowing tributé to the memory
of Sir John Macdonald, who, whatever
his faults, had never been accused of
uging the public money for his own
purposes., He disliked to discuss the
school question, for it was a question
that should never have been thrown
into the arena of Dominion politics.
He believed that the Remedial bill
was only introduced for the purpose of
gaining votes in order to win the elec-
tjon. Sir Charles Tupper did not care
about the needs of the people of the
country, His financial record showed
that his first regard was for Sir
Charles Tupper and second for the
people. The Liberal party had taksn
a stand which should prevent honest
men voting for the Tiupper Govern-
ment. He did not believe that men
who had voted for Sir John Macdonald
and the old flag would vote for Sir
Charles Tupper.and coercion.

Strong Against the N.P.

Mr. Frankland again took exception
to the report of his speech in The
World, and declared that the National
Policy was a policy of trusts, combines
and monopolies for the few againgt
the interest of the many.
