Single bullet. The critical featur
situation does not lie altogethl:ere l?xr t,tgﬁ
matters of puise and temperature; it s
in the fact that the bullet which plerceda
the stomach bhas not yet beem located:
it lies in the danger of compdlcatlons'
near at hand. The bullet rests, a jagged,
poisonous piece of lead, somewhere be-
yond the torn walls of the stomach, and
the physicians dare not look for it. They
dare not even hunt for it with the Roent-
gen rays, but if it were found it is not
thought that the President oould sur-
vive the second operation necessary to
its removal.

The chief fear eof the doctors lies in
the possibility of septic poisoning. ' If this
complication sets in science will not avatl
to save the President.

Gloomy Foreeast.

Behind the hopeful tenor of the bulletins !
there lies a grave anxlety on the
of the physicians that this unfound bullet
may yet cause the Presidemt’s death.

One of these physiclans told me that,
while there had been practically no im-
portant change in the President's con-
dition since he was brought to the Mil-
burn house, the bulletins had been made
as reassuring as possible in order to soothe
the people.

This method may be modified in a few
days, when the worst of the national storm
of passion and sorrow has blown oyer.

This benevolent deception has also been
extended, it i# sald, to cover the condition
of Mrs. McKinley. She onmly bears tp
thru the deadening influence of digitalis,
strychnine and other drugs.

In Compliance With Demand
of Mr. Roosevelt.

REQUEST MADE FOR STATE REASONS

Atmosphere, Which Was Very
Gloomy; Now Cleared By En-
Couraging Pronunciamento,

Buffalo, Sept. 8.—For reasons of state It
became necessary yesterday afternoon to
secure, at the demand of Vice-President
Roosevelt, a definite statement as to whe-
there the President would live or die from
the effects of his wound. The physicians

‘| hesitated, in view of the boundless uncer-

tainties surrounding such a case, but the.
order for a conference and verdict was is-
sued in such a manner as to brook no re-
fusal, evasion or equivocation.

Five surgcons joined in the consultation,
Drs. Mynter, Wisser, Mann, Wasdin and
Park. BEvery phase of the case was éxam-
ined, discussed and discounted. All possi-
bilities, as far as medical skill can diag-
nose, were taken into consideration im for-
mulating the opinlon of the comsultation
to be officially rendered. After scanning
the President’s condition from eveéry view-
point, a umanimous verdict was Teached by
the consultation of surgeons which was re-
ported to the high official who had de-
manded the pronunciamento, in the follow-
ing words;

“ After a careful scrutiny of the President’s
condition, taking into consideration all de-
velopments, actually occurred or Hable'to
occur, our conclusion is that His Kxcel-
lency’s chances of vecovery are the bright-
est, an extremely remote possibility of peri-
tonitis being the omly element of danger.””

Hardly satisfied with the careful word-
ing of the weport of the comrerence the ad-

POWER BRAKES AND FENDERS.

While the street car femndér question is
receiving its full share of attemtion the
more important matter of ‘equipping elec-
tric cars with power brakes has been en:
tirely overlooked. It will be many years
before we have an efficlent and satisfactory
fender. In the matter of brakes perfection
has been practically attained. - By using
power brakes we ean apply as much pres-
sure to the wheels as the latter will stand.
The hand-brake was sultable for the light
horse car, but it is altogether out of place
when used to counteract the heavy ma-

A decision, most important to the citi-
zens of Montreal, has been reached by
many members of the City Council, and |
which, in brief, is nothing less than a |
firm determination not to give the Ntreet ;
Railway Company any new car routes |
unless the present scheduie of fares 1s |
lowered.

This decision has not only been reached
by the ordinary members of the Counell,
but by more than one of its leaders.

The matter created no little comment at
the ity Hall to-day. One of the leadeérs
of Council, who was seen, sald :

“It is quite true that 1, and other
members of the Councll, have come to the
decision not to give the Street Railway
Company any new streets for traffic wn-
less it lowers its fares.”

We do not think that lower fares are
so badly needed in Toronto as greater
seating capacity and a faster service.
The (ity of Toronto most assuredly can
secure better accommodation In these re:
spects If the Council will only exercise its |
rights. During the recent hot weather the |
patrons of the cars have suffered great
discomfort thru overcrowding. "The hotter
the weather the greater the traffic and
the more the crowding. If the company
won't take any steps to remove this con-
stant complaint of overcrowding, the city
ought to take such means as are at Its
disposal to compel it to do so. The friends
of the company in the Council pretend that
the nuisance cannot be remedled by ap-
pealing to the courts. We do not beleve
that this grievance cannot be rectitied by
a proper application to the courts, but
even if the machinery of the law is slow
and inefficient the city is empowered to
remedy the nuisance,itsglf:; Overcrowding
is caused by a lack of cars and seating
capacity.  The cure of overcrowding is
an increase in the mnumber of cars. The
company itself has repeatedly excused it-
self for overcrowding on the ground that
more cars could not be run on the exist-
ing lines. What, is wanted, then. is more
routes. To relieve the congestion of trattic
three new routes at least are required at
once. The duty of the Counclil is to lay
out these routes and direct the company

to equip them. It will not cost
the city a dollar to obtain these
new lines, as the mileage charges
will pay the cost of putting down

the necessary pavements. The city, in
fact, will secure miles of pavement gratis
in addition .to remedying the overcrowd-
ing grievance. We are sorry to see, how-
ever, that the aldermen, instead of using
the powers placed In their hands to se-
cure a much-needed in the
street car service, are really playing into
the hands of the company. The Board
of Works, at least, is working as an ally
of the company in recommending that
permission be granted the company to lay
tracks in Arthur-street. We have already
pointed out that this street is an im-
portant and necessary link In the pro-
posed new cross-town route. 'I'he city’s
right to establish new routes Is, of course,
limited to unoccupied streets. If we wish
to secure a new cross-town line running
between College fand Queen-streets
will be obliged to make use of 'Arthur-
street. Once we give Arthur-street over
to the company we put ourselves out of |
conrt as far as our right to insist on the 5
establishment of this new cross-town route
is concerned. As soon as it occupies |
Arthur-street the company will dictate as |
to the route. It will play the part of the
dog in the manger, m‘itlu;r establishing
the route itself nor allowing anyone else
to do it. Surely the Council will not
accept the recommendation of the Board
of Works and thereby deprive the city
of its most powerful lever for rpr‘tlf_vlng;
the grievances against the company ! Un-
der the agreement it is the City Council
that has the laying out of new routes.
The Board of Works is allowing the nom-
pany to usurp the city’s rights. If the
Counecil sanctions the recommendation of
the Board of Works it will sanction an
act that would subject any ordinary board
of directors to a criminal ‘prosecution.
As trustees of the people the Council is
in dhty bound to see that the agreement
is carried out in the best interests of the
public. The people demand that the over-
crowding nulsance abated, . and that
better. street car facilities be provided.
The many grievances against the street
car service which have burdened the ailr
during the past three or four years would
all disappear as if by magic If the Coun-
cil would exercise its authority and give |
the Toronto = Railway Company four
months’ notice to lay down a new route |
from Toronto Junction to Greenwood- |

If the company does not
obey the order, then the city is free to
sell the franchise.

At Buffalo the cars
conveying people to and from the Exposi-
tion grounds have used them with satis-
faction, since they are able to run at great-
er speed with comparative safety, when
their brakes are effective enough to stop
them quickly. If the frequency of stops
threatens to exhaust the pressure ¢anks
which operate the air brakes, the company
can resort to the elcetric power Dblu..,
which promises to be even more immedi-
ate in actien.” ¢

The brake is of more importance than
the fender. Furthermore, there is no dis-
pute as to ﬂx'e efficlency of power brakes.

Hears of the President’s Plans,

A few days afterward he read In a
Chicago paper that President McKinley
was to visit-the Pan-American Exposition
and to remaln in Buffale for several days.
The lecture of Emma Goldman and the
prejected visit of the President to Buffalo
were. linked in his thoughts.

Fight days ago he packed a small tele-
scope valise with a few of his belong-
ings and took am early train for Buffalo.

Chicago, Sept. 7.—Chicago Anarchists, In
response to a call issued three days ago,
met last night in a saloon on West Chl-

cago-avenue and discussed the attempted
assassination of President McKiniey. The
reason for the issuance of the call for the
meeting could not be learned from those
present..

Rat Portage, Sept. T (World Special).—
Towns took the lead at the start In to-
day's championship race, and was never
In danger. He increased his lead gradual-
ly to the turn, which he made much
quicker than Jake, and got around five
lengths to the good. . Towns took it easy
in the return, but kept well In the lead,
finishing two lengths and a half ahead.

The time was slow, 20.32. The course
was a .little choppy. Gaudaur took his
defeat In good style, and was the first to
shake hands with the new champion. Sul-
livan was trying to get all the bets hLe
could at even money as soon as the race
wag started, but t only With
Towns well In the lead, he offe
with no takers. Towns rowed a beautiful
race, and after the first minute was look-
ed upon as a winner.

Gaudaur Overtrained.

Several Winnipeg oarsmen who were pre-
sent considered that the ex-champion was
over-trained and consequently stale.
Towns' backers knew that youth must not
be scormed, which gave them the confi-
dence and which they displayed all thru.
Towns wag told to get away at the start,
ond went a 34 strgke, putting him in the
lead in the first few hundred yards. At
the turning stake it took Gaudaur an ex-
asperating time to turn, and there was
where his friends thought he would
make up. Towns paddled a 24 stroke in
grom the Convent, watching Gaudaur.
Great credit is duoe to the management
for bringing off the race in an eminently
satisfactory way after repeated unfortun
ate delays caused by the weather
Ex-Champion Bears Himself Well,

Everyone is thoroly satisfied with the |

way In which the race was conducted.
Referee Galt said to-day:

“I think it was better that the race did
not take place till to-day. he water to-
day was such as was called for by the
agreement, and I believe the two men are
perfectly satisfied. If I had called it off
during the previous evening when it was
growing dark and the water too lively
and Gaudaur had won, I would have been
blamed for wishing to satisfy the specta-
tors rather than the oarsmen. Any mis-
understandings which arose bhefore are
now obliterated, as all the spectators saw
a sportsmanlike race, conducted on sports-
manlike principles.”

Everyone was delighted. at the gentle-
manlike conduct of the ex-champion, who
at the conclusion of the race rowed over
to his opponent and took his cap off and
shook hands with him, as the gentleman
and sportsman he has always been con-
sidered. After the close of the race both
contestants were cheered by the large
ecrowd to their respective abodes, and they
stand very high in public estimation here.

The Event.

The race was called for I11.45. Shortly
before that tilme, Gaudaur left his quart-
ers for a spin, and was greeted with en-
thusiasm at all times and everywhere,
Altho the hearts of the people were plain-
ly with Gaudaur, Towns was well recelved
on making his appearance. Gaudaur won
the toss and took the inside. Sharp, al-
most to the second, at the time set, the
word was given. Towns, to the surprise
of all, shot off in front, but Gaudaur
gettled to work, and speedily there was
no apparent difference in the pos'tion of
the boats. Then the Australlan forged a
bit to the front, both pulling a 32 stroke.
The excitement became dntense, as the
conyiction grew upon the spectators that
they “were the witnesses of an Ilantense
struggle for the world’s championship hon-
ors. Towns maintained his advantage at
the quarter, and the same tale had to
be told, his lead having increased to &
length. At the three-quarters, there was
no change,  Gaudaumr was: evidently mak-
ing the struggle of a dying gladiator. Mis
face was a -study In agony and earngst-:
pess., Rvery muscle. was strained, and
his eyes and teeth were set,. while that
Bad sign, the sweat, ran in rivers from
his brow, showing-a strange state of soft-
ness for a man supposed to be perfectly
trained. . People hegan to murmur that

tJake had taken things too .easily, that he

had underrated his opponent, who, as dry
and fresh as a fiddle, without any seem-
ing effort, was now malintaining his lead.
Then the pair passed out of sight behind
Coney Island. There was not a great
deal of difference at the time, only six
geconds, but it meant a good length when
the men straightened out for home. Gau-
daur, from this on, seemed to have lost
all his speed. He pegged away, but bis
efforts were in vain. Towns rowed stead-
ily, gaining gradually, but surely; and
Gaudaur, all out, plodded along, heart-
broken, heedess, or at least unabie to
respond to the cries of “Go it, Jake! One
more effort, old man!” and so on.
Careers of the Men, .

Jacob C. Gaudaur has had an eventful
career from the time he was taken in hand
by the late J. A. St. John, who was large-
ly responsible for his success.

Gaudaur lived for years at Creve Coeur
Lake, just outside of St. Louis, and not
until he won the. world's championship did
he move to Rat Portage. His first attempt
to land the championship was In 1886, when
he met defeat at the hands of W. Beach.
the race being rowed Iin England. ‘The
same year he captured the champlonship
of America by defeating J. Teeme who
the year before had vanquished the re-
doubtable Hanlan.

The pext year, 1887, was a llvely one In
aquatic circles. There were no less than
four races for the American championship
and one for the world’'s supremacy.

Beach defended his title against Han-
lan, who went all the way 'to Australia
to try to regain the coveted honor which
he had relinquished in 1885.

In America Gaudaur defeated Hanlan at
Pullman, Ill., but in a subsequent race
over the same course lost to Hanlan. Han-
lan’s reign was short, for Teemer defeated
him shontly after over the Toronto Bay
course. Gaudaur then made an attempt
to regain his title, losing to Teemer In
a race rowed at Maranacook.

Then came W. O’Conndr’s reign as
America’s champion, and it was not unti
1802 that Jake once more captured the
champlonship, defeating Hanlan at Orillia,
and gince then Gaudaur's right to the title
of champion sculler of America has never
been questioned.

Aspiring to higher honors, Gandaur jour-
neyed to England in the summer of 1896,
and wrested the title of world’s champion
from J. Stanbury, who had held it since
1890.

Gaudaur held the title in peace the next
vear, but in '98 R. Johnson challenged, and
the Tace was rowed .at Vancouver, Jake
won easily, and has not had to defend the
title until this year, when the challenge

A Settler From New Oatario Tells
Kbout the Difficulties to be
Overcome.

SPLENDID AGRICULTURAL COUNTRY

But a Railroad is Very Much Needed
=i4 Pays to Be a Good
Liberal,

Mr. Robert G. Howie of New H‘md,
in the Temiscaming district, formeriy
a resident of West Toronto, Is in the city
for a_few days. He Is one of those who
secured land grants from the government
aund went to New Ontario to settie,

Ih an interview Mr. Howie said that
over forty families were burned out on
the occasion of the late fire and are
homdless. Among them is Mr. Frederick
Fisher, formerly of Scarboro, who lost
everything, but intends to remain there
and start again, having received erous
aid from Scarbeoro friends. i 5

Mr., Howle says the Temiskaming dis-
Jtrict is ome of the richest agricultural
sections in Canada, or for that matter
in the world, but, like every other new
country, the fettlér has to face dirfi-
culties.

“The great need of the district is a
railroad,” said Mr. Howle. ‘“The settlers
are now at the mercy of the C.P.R. and
the Lumsden Steamboat Company. The
distance from North Bay to New Liskeard
js 88 miles, and there should be a rail-
road built over tiff¥ stretch at once. for
the behefit of the settlers.”

“Will you give an Instance showing op-
pressive rates charged by the C.P.R. and
the Steamboat Company?’ Mr. Howie was

asked.
“Certainly. I will give my own ex-
perience. I left Toronto in May last with

2100 pounds of freight, on which I paid
£12.98 to the C.P.R. for carrying it to
Temiskaming. From there the Lumsden
Steamboat Company took it to Sharp’'s
Landing, which is the nearest landing place
to New Liskeard, and two miles from the
village. I was taxed $4.80 for that, and
to have the goods carted to the village
cost me $2.50 more, or a total of $20.28
for carrying 2100 pounds from Toromnto to
New Liskeard, and this was under a
settler’s certificate, which I got from Mr.
Southworth, and which was supposed to
entitle me to reduced rates.”

“Are all the people treated alike?”’
“Oh, yes; storekeepers and settlers are
all complaining.”

. The Land Grants.

«“What about the land grant system?”

“That is another thing I want to tell
you about, and again I will give my own
experience. A settler goes there and the
first thing to do is register with Mr.
‘Armstrong, the Crown Lands agent; then
-on make affidavit’ that you will go on
your claim within six months. For the
affidavit you pay $5, which entitles you
to hold the land, as an actual resident,
but not as a speculator. If you do not
occupy the land within gix months your
right 1s, forfeited. If a grantee 1s a
particularly good Grit he Is protected.
I know of cases im which iand stood idle
for nine months or more and the claim
was not revoked. The trouble -is that,
where land is held for speculation, the
sottlers on surrounding claims are sub-
jecttodangerfromﬂrelnadrymoon
from the land unoccupied, and which, it
the claimant had carried out the terms
of his sworn agreement, would have been
settled npon. The fact Is, when a man 18
protected from the loss of his clalm, he
is encouraged in what is actually perjury.
If a gettler happens not to be influential
in government circles, and does not occupy
the land within stx months, he Is taken
to have jumped his elaim, and the land
s allotted to someone else.”

«wWhat is vour opinion of the gene*l
prospect of that section?’

«“The general prospect Is good. The
government  have done fairly well I‘;;ae
matter of road building, but they
push the work right along. REither the
government roadmasters should be ordered
to go ahead or a cash grant should be
made to the settlers to do the work
themselves.

Pekin, Sept. 7.—(6 p.m.).—The protocoi
was signed to-day by the ministers and
Chinese plenipotentiaries. This is the re-
sult of one year of negotlations. China
has agreed to make two voluntary reforms.
The first one Is the recent abolltion of the
rige tribute, which for a long time has been
a sink of corruption. The second, in re-
gard to & reform in the system of examin-
ations, has just been authorized by an
imperial despatch to Ii Hung Chang. This
despatch, which approved the preliminary
edict and detayed the signature of the pro-
tocol, was approved yesterday. It annulled
the old systomx of essays, which are chang-
ed to the western etyle of aunswers to
questions, in place of the traditional essay
in eight divisions. 7 7
The old order of military examination
ig also abolished. The latter action is the

most significant reform of all, and shows
that the new Board of State, which Is
charged with the reorganization and reform :
of the government, will not act until the !
return of the Coumt to Pekin and the func- |
tions of the Chinese plenipoientiaries cease. |
The legations will now have to deal with
the new Chinese Foreign Office, which has
taken the place of the old Tsung i Yamen,
Prince Ching, the president of this, and
Chu Hsang Chi, one of the two ministers,
are now here. Wang Wen Shao and the
other minister are at Singanfu.

According to the highest foreign authority
this institution, which was created by the
protocol, will be less capable of working
reforms than the old Tsung M Yamen, un-
less the spirit of reform dominates the
court. The literati members being bar-
red, the other members may be incapables.
The members of the Tsung i Yamen were
specialists, and, being members of the
various boards, were conversant with al'
the affairs of the government,

SIX VESSELS BEACHED.

One of the Roughest Nights on Lake
Huron ‘Was Saturday.

Port Huron, Mich.,, Sept. 8.—After one
of the roughest nights ever known on

Lake Huron, made worse by a heavy pall
of smoke that overhung the water, six
vessels are wrecked on the heach, three
miles north of here. The crews of four
of them were rescued by the life saving
crew, during the night, thirty-eight ail
told, and' the cPews of the other two
are still on their vessels, but in no danger.

New York, Sept. 7.—J. Plerpont Morgan,
the greatest moneyed power on earth, wuj
descending the steps of his banking house,

most important business, Mr. Morgan was
downtown late. His cab awaited him, .He
had nearly reached the bottom of the stéps
when a bare-headed messenger overtook
him and handed to him an open telegram,
which, of course, had come over the pri-
vate wire of his office.

Attended Socialist Meetings.

People who knes the family when they
lived in Cleveland some years ago say
that the boy Leon often attended the
meetings of a socialist society that met
at regular intervals in a hall over No.
132 Third-avenue.

Six years ago, Paul Czolgosz (pronounc-
ed Chootgotch) owned the building at No.
182 Third-avenue, where he ran a grocery
ané@ saloon. Over the business rooms was
a small hall, where a socialist organiza-
tion had its meetings. Leon Czolgosz at-
tended these meetings.

This sociallst organization, according to
the meagre information that can be glean-
ed, was of light membership, and the
meetings wege held secretly. When Czol-
gosz left the place, five years ago, the
new owner ejected the organization from
the hall, and since then it has not been
heard from. It is not believed to be In
existence to-day.

Three weeks ago Czolgosz, the father,
disposed of his farm and came to Cleve-
land, locating at No. 306 Fleet-street. in
a small house, where another family lives.

Stepmother Tells of Leon.

Czolgosz’s stepmother cannot speak Eng-
lish. Thru an interpreter she gaid : *‘Leon

“ left home two months ago. We heard
from him a few wecks ago. He was then
in Indiana, and wrote to us that he was
going far away. ‘Maybe you will never
see me again,” he wrote In his letter. ‘I
do not know where I am going, but it
will be far.’

“I can’'t remember the name of the town
from which the letter was sent, but I re-
member he sald he was in Indiana. - We
tad neo

t, I don’t

He conld not understand them.
We never ‘thought the boy was right in
his mind. Three years ago he was sick,
and he has never been well since. Untin
then he woitked in the fence department
at the Cleveland Rolling Mill, but had to
quit on aceount of his poor health, ana
has not worked since. We lived on a
farm at Stop 14, on the Chagrin Falls
line, but Leon was not strong enough to
work there. He never did anything. His
father knew he was not strong In his
body or his head and ‘néver forced him to
work. He did not do his share like the
other boys. Poor Leon! If lie shot the
President it was because he was insane.

Insists He Was Timid,

“I can’t believe Leon is the one. He
was such a timid boy, so afrald of every-
thing. Why, he was the biggest coward
You ever saw in your life. Everybody
knew he had no spirit, no courage. He
was afraid of his shadow. A boy counld
scare him by threatening him. Truly,
Leon would not dare to do what other
boys did, so timid was he. He was back-
ward when other people were around, and
I don’t see how he found courage to go
In the great crowd.

‘‘Leon never told us he was discontent-
ed with anything. At times he would
say he was sorry he was not strong and
could not work, as other boys did, but
he knew his father and brothers wonld
take care of him. %

““He liked this country. He had no
{Il will against the rich or against the
country’s ruler. If such ideas came into
his head It was after he left home. 1
can’t believe he ever became Interested
even in Anarchists.

“Why, he always thought ‘Mike’ was
a great mafh because he was a soldier, and
I can’t believe the poor boy could so
change that he would try to kill the
President.”

Evinced No Emotion.

Mrs. Czolgosz is an intelligent looking
woman. Her face does not Indicate stu-
pidity. She received the news of Leon’s
act with little emotion. When the inter-
preter showed her a copy of a paper con-
taining the accounts of the attempted as-
sassination and pointed out Leon’s name,
she looked surprised, and several times
said ““Oh!” rather in surprise than any-
thing else. Her face showed no grief.

The Czoglosz home is in a Polish settle-
ment. Everything around it indicated that
the family was industrious. The house
was clean and neat, and so was the yard.
The room. showed the family was poor,
being without any ornaments. There were
.o pictures on the wall; nothing of any
kind in the room to suggest decoration.
Mrs. Czolgosz wag dressed neatly. Her
clothes were plain, but good.

‘“His father will feel much pain,” was
the literal interpretation of Mrs. Czolgosz’s
remark when*$he was asked where her
hushand had gbne. ‘“He Hked Leon. He
knew the boy was not right. We have
had bad Inck. Now my husband will not
find work. Everybody will say, ‘“His boy
tried to kill the President.’ We are not
to blame, but it will be that wdy.”

“Slightly,”” replied the priest. “I haa
always supposed he was a Catholle, and
I asked him, about four years ago, for a
contribution.

‘“ ‘No," Czolgosz said, ‘I have no religion
and I don’t believe in churches, so 1
don’t wish to help them.

Belonged to “Force” Society.

Czolgosz was a member of the Sila
Sodlalist Club, which met at Tod anda
Third-streets until it disbanded,three years
ago. “Sila” means force. After that the
organization went to pileces. Czolgosz
joined other Anarchist societies, the names
of which are unknown. He spent a great
deal of his time with known Anarchists,
talking with them of their doetrines.

Anton Zwolinski, an upholsterer, at No.
2102 Broadway, knew Czolgosz well.

“It was no secret that Czolgosz was an
Anarchist,” Zwolinski said. ‘“He was a
rattle brained fool, always talking about
anarchy when he could find anybody to
listen to him, but it was not often that
people -paid any attention to "him. He
belonged to the Sila Club, and when it
broke up he went to another, the name
of which I have forgotten.

‘“He d@id not have any sense, and he
was a great coward. I am surprised that
he had the nerve to shoot the President.
I really think he was a tool. He was
nothing more than the instrument of some
smarter and even more cowardly men than
he. When the police and newspapers get
to the bottom they will ind he was picked
out by some Anarchistic society to do the
job.

*“This man I was speaking about with
the bandage on his hand yesterday was
only four or five people ahead of the as-
sassin,  Someone suggested that perhaps
he was in with Czolgosz, and wore tue
bandage on his hand so that we wouldn't
feel alarmed when the murderer came up.
1 don’t think that is so. That man’s band
was hurt, all right enough. We are not
looking for him, and we don’t care whether
we see him again or not, for we don't
believe that he had anything to do with
the shooting.

““When we saw the bandage on Czol-
gqsz’s hand we gained the Impression that
e had received a bad burn, He extended
his left hand to the President, and the
President was ready to grasp it. Instead
of taking the President’s hand he steadied
the revolver, which he was holding in the
right hand, with his left hand, and then
fired. He had been careful to ward off the
President’s hand, so that the bullet would
be sure to reach its destination. Another
thing, too, is that he was foxy. He didn’t
aim for the heart. He knew that if he at-
tempted any game like that the revalver
would probably have been knocked from
his hand before he got a chance to fire at
all. Two bullets in the stomach he figured
would probably do as much as one near
the heart, and that was what he aimed
for. He fired directly even with the Presi-
dent’s hand.

“Kven after he fired we didn't know
what had happened. That is, we couldn’t
realize that the President had been shot.
We weren’t thinking of such a thing in
fact. There wasn’t any smoke, for It was
concealed in the handkerchief. There were
the two sharp cracks of the revolver, and
we looked around. But not a bit of smoke
could be seen. Besides, the President
didn’t look as if he had been hit. He stood
up still. So did the assassin. The fellow

wasn’t hit the minute he fired the shot, as
some said. He stood there erect. So did
the President. I guess we were all dazed.
When we realized what had happened I
grabbed Czolgosz, and before I knew it a
big negro started at him.
“This fellow was well trained in his
work. If he had planned anything of the
sort on the spur of the moment he would
most surely have lost his nerve, but he
didn’t. It seems dshi¥ h¥\ was able to hold
that revolver perfectly steady and do his
shooting. His instructor knew his busi-
ness.”’

CZ0LGOSZ'S 'WEAPON-

Was a 32-Calibre,
Easy to Conceal.
Buffalo, Sppt. 8.—The revolver with
which Czolgosz attempted the life of Pre-
sident McKinley was of a pattern well
known to users of firearms. The weapon
is made by the Iver-Johnson Arms Cowm-
pany of Fitchburg, Mass. The barrel of
the arm is about 2} inches long. Its ¢y-
livder has five chambers, each carrying a
82-calibre centre-fire carcridge. The model

| “Vanderbilt says: ‘I am a free man
within myself, but the others be damned.’

. converting men and women into mere pro-
ducing machines under the eye of a paternal

Miss Goldman then dwelt on the most
revolting forms of the social evil, and as-
gigned to each .its cause. Some of the
vices which are mcst abhorrent to the
sense of modern civilization were upheld
by Miss Goldman.

She bitterly attacked the churches and
the modern systems of education as re-
sponsible for most of the social evil. She
did not hesitate to put forward a number
of sentiments far more radical and
sensational than any ‘ever publiely advane-
ed here.

During Miss Goldman’s lecture a stmng‘
detail of police were in the hall to keep'
her from uttering sentiments which=were
regarded as too radical This accounts
for the fact that the speaker did not
give free rcin to her thoughts on this
oceasion. By reason of Anarchistle up-
risings elsewhere it wase thought best by
the city officlals to curb the utterances
of the Goldman woman.

TEN YEARS EXTREME PENALTY.

No Special Statutes Cover an As=
sault on Life of President. i
New York, Sept. 8.—There being much {
public discussion as to the punishment
which can be meted out to the assailant
jof President McKinléy and whether or
not any special statutes govern the case,
John D. Lindsay, the well-known criminal
lawyer, a former Assistant District At-
torney and the present law partner of
De TLancey Nicoll, has given an opinion
upon this important matter. He says :
“The attempt upon the life of the Presi-
dent of the United States Is no more Seri-
| ous offence than an attempt against the
life of a private citizen. There is no Fed-
{ eral statute which covers it, and the only
| law which can be resorted to is the Penal
Code of this State, which designates an at-
| tempt at murder as an assault In the first

,degree, the punishment for which is im-
‘;prlsanment for not more than ten years.
i “On a number of occaslons the desirabil-
ity of amending the Kederal statutes so as
{ to Increase the penalty for an assault
| upon the life of the President or a cabinet
|otﬂcer has been discussed, but nothing
.has ever been accomplished.

*‘I think there can be no question of
the desirability of some action by Con-
gress In this dlrection. In all civilized
communities—it Is certainly so in Emng-
i land, Germany and most-of the monarch-
ical forms of government—an attempt
 against the life of the sovereign is high
treason punishable by death. There is no
reason why a similar law should not be
passed here, of course not upon the theory !
! that the President’s life is any more valu- |
{able from the humane standpoint than that |
jof a private citizen, but because of the |
itremendous Interest the public at large has
in the safety of the head of the govem-1
-ment, i

‘“An attack upon a private individual |
is merely an attack upon him and his
family, while an attack upon the Presi- |
dent is an attack upon every American |
citizen thruout the mation. In this case !
it is not an attack upon President McKin- |
ley; it is an attack upon the government,
and a most serious attack. Nothing could
be more serious.

*Of course, treason can only be com-'!
mitted in this country or any other
country by a citizen of the country In
which. the act is perpetrated.

any person upon the President, the Vice-
President or any member of the cablnet
should constitute a capital offence. 1 cer-
tainly and most strongly think such a law
adyisable.”
