[AKEN BY THE CHINESE

Shanghai Editors Arrested for Se-
dition, Terrorizing the
Progressives.

Pekin, July 29.—The Chinese who are
advocating government reforms have
been terrorized by °the !"eadopuon of
the old policy of repression; asc in-
stanced by recent arrests at Shanghai
of Chinese editors on charges of sedi-
tion. These arrests are interpreted
here as indicating that the government
has determined to suppress the com-
: parative freedom of speech which has
prevailed since 1900. The names of
forty residents of Pekin, who are ac-
cused of liberal tendencies, were pre-
sented to the Dowager Empress to-day
by the reactionary officials, who recom-
mended that they be severely punished.

‘All foreigners and progressive Chinesze
express the view that ministers will
retuse on the ground of humanity to
deliver the Shanghai editorg to the
Chinesge for probable torture and execu-
tion, - as happened in the case ciL ih@
Chinese spies who were turned over to
th: Chinese officials at Shanghai dur-
ing the Japanese war.

Chang Chi Tuug, Viceroy of Nankin,
is credited with the leadership of the
reactionary policy. At the examinations
recently held at Pekin for tie selec-
tion of officials, many of the candidates
submitted papers favoring improve-
ments in the government. They were
refused offices on the advice of Chang
Chi Tung. The Dowager Empress is
said to blame the reformers and the
iqrreasmg freedom of speech for the
disorders in the south, hence the re-
Pressive measures.

Phones Useful to Farmers,
Just at present all this state is en-
gaged in threshing the immense small
grain crop, and the ’'phones are 80O
cheap and the regulations so elastic
that.in nearly every field where the
threshing machines are at work the
ground telephone wires have been erect-
ed and the instrument attached. Thus
quick communication is had with
the farmhouse or the town in
"case of accidents to machinery
or the innumerable business trifles
that such work entails. The
farmers use forked sticks to hold np
these field wires, and In some cas«s
they stretch out over a mile, giviag
perfect connection for all purposes.
Here the rural telephone system is de-
veloped to its highest degree, and is
mostly erected and owned by the farm-
ers of different counties. Some of these
lines are self-supporting—the exchange
rates paying all the expenses, go that
the farmers who own them get their
service free of all charge, ’
The rural free delivery system,too, has
reached its highest development in ‘this
jsection of the United States, and
twice a day the, average farmer has his
mail—daily papers and letters—deliv-
ered at his door. A parcel post goes
with this service and a farmer can
telephone at 3 o'clock to the village ten
lmiles away for supplies and get them

by post before tea.

Magazine Explodes With Fearful Force
Twenty People Killed at Powder Mill

Frightful Catastrophe at Lowell, Mass., Causes Destruction of Scores of Dwellings,
Which Fell Like Struciures of Cardboard—More Than Fifty People

, Lowell, Mass., July 20.—Two small
Powder magazines in ‘the midst of the
houses of fifty miil cperatives explod-
ed to-day with a. frightful eoncussion,
- @nd the lives of more than a Score of
Persons were ‘cut off and 50 others
were injured. Half a dozen men who
Wwere loading kegs of powder from cne
of the magazines were blown to pieces,
four boys 200 yards aw ay were xilled
by the force of the explosion, and four=
teen frame houses within a radius of

400 yards collapsed as tho built of
cardboards. Seven of these houses i!ﬁ-
mediately caught fire and were com-
Pletely consumed. At least three per-
€0ns were caught in the ruins .and
burned to death, while seven or sight
others, who were resc ued, died subge-
quently of their injuries.

Council, as reported, would be by the
action of the Board of Directors in To-
ronto, and they had not done so.

Mr. Chamberlain did not touch di-
rectly the fiscal question, but incident-
ally remarked: “We are on the eve of a
great economic fight and it behcoves

personal fight.”

CORRESPONDENCE MADE PUBLIC.

Employment of Indian Labor Urged
by Loerd Milner,

London, July 20.—The‘parlla.mentary
correspondence on the South African
labor question was issued to-day. Lord
Milner, High Commissioner for South
Africa, telegraphed Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain May 12, 1903, urging the
employment of 10,000 Indian cooli®s
for work on the raiflways, the coolies to
be forcibly repatriated at the end of
their service,

Lord Milner represented the labor
problem to be ‘becoming alarming in
South Africa. He reported that tnere
were not enough natives there, if all
worked to meet the growing require-
ments for the development ot the coun-
try's resources, and that such a dilem-
ma must eventually land the countrx
in financial embarrassment, Secretary
Chamberlain replied May 23, generally
approving of Lord Milner's suggestion,
but stipulating for the assent of the
whole white populatipn in South Africa
in explaining that it could only be
done with the consent of the Indian
government, - which insisted on terms

PREFERENCF. AND PROTECTION.
An argument very commonly used

eagainst advocates of preferentiat-trade

in Canada is set forth by The Hamil-

ton Times in these words:

; There remains then to be consid-
. ered the scheme for a British pref-
erence in our favor, while we re-
tain a high tariff against British
good. The merits or demerits of such_
a scheme need not be discussed.
John Bull, whatever he may be, is
not a fool, and he is not going to in-
dulge in raptures over any sugh
swindle. That is not the shape in
which the scheme is shown to him.
If he is to give up his world's free
market and limit his free buying to
the colonies, the colonies must make
it worth while by pulling down the

tarift wall. Will we do it?

Canadian protectiontsts have nothing
o gain by ignoring tnis objection. In

the first place, as protectionists, they

qo not admit that Great Britain would

be doing itself an injury by adopting

protection That is a free trade view,
which The Hamilton Times may ad-
vocate with a good conscience. But it
is not a protectionist view, and it is not:
fair to accuse Canadian protectionists
of advocating a swindle when they
sympathize with a protectionist move-
ment in Great Britain.

In the second place, we doubt wheth-
er the protectionist movement is much
helped in Great Britain by making it
g0 largely a colonial matter, and SO
largely a matter -of duties on grain. We
admit that we have no right to ask
Creat Britain to reimpoge protective du-
ties unless they are going to help the
people of England, Ireland and Scot-
Jand. It can be argued that agricul-
ture would be beneﬂffed, not only in

« England but-in Ireland, by protection.
But in-eur opinion, if the change is to
be made attractive to British working-
men, there must be protection all
round; on what the workingman makes
and his employer sells, as well as on
food. ; <

This is protection in its- domestic as-
pect, as it affects the British Islands.
Imperial protection is another thing.
Undoubtedly it involves the idea of
British manufacturers selling more
goods in the colonies, as well as at
home. Undoubtedly, from that point of
view, we must face the question of
their selling more goods in Canada.
This might be done by the increase of
our population, without any change in
the tariff. Ten millions of people, not
a very extravagant or remote possibil-
ity, would buy mnearly $100,000,000 of
British imports if other present condi-
tions were maintained. Higher duties
against foreign countries, leaving the
British tariff as it is, would do a good
deal to divert trade to Canadian and
British manufacturers, * But the point

which The Times and> other Liberal
papers make is that there may be a
conflict between Canadian and British
manufacturers, Well, there may be,
and we must face that question. But
the competition is not nearly so keen

or g0 widespread as between Canadians
and Americans. In our opinion, this
question ought to be threshed out.

Nothing is to be gained by ignoring it.

The attainment of SQ
perfect a location means extreme
care in examination of the ground.
The stake is worth it.

The country must be “minutely ex-
plored.” We must have not only a
gocd, but the best location. PIt is a
little theatrical to talk of the instant
setting of thousands of men to work
at so many points.”

There is no doubt of.the soundness
of the view that a trunk line, extendad
to rival not only railways but. water
routes, must be of the best and most
expensive kind. A large part of the
Western grain now goes by water as
far as Buffalo, and thence by rail to
New York. This route is sought be-
cause it has the maximum efficiency
of lake and of .rail carriage. Then
there is the all-water route by the St.
Lawrence,on which we have spent many
millions of public money. A few years
ago the government newspapers were
full of the advantages of deepening
these canals and improving the lake
and river harbors. Now we have a
sudden change to all-rail transporta-
tion. Has the government really any
concerted, comprehensive plans of

COAL IS NOT VALUABLE.

Provineinl Geologist !ays’“'nllgce-
. burg Discovery is Not New.
A prominent official of the Burean of
Mines, in speaking of the reported discovery
of coal near Wallaceburg, says :

“There seems to me to be no chance of
ever finding any quantity of true coal in
Ontario, and we will have to depend for |
our fuel on peat and whatever lignite may
be found north of the height of land, where
we now have a party of explorers. The
docks in which the people near Wallaceburg
are working are of the Devonian period,
and are below the coal formation. That is,
when these rocks were being formed there
was not sufficient vegetation on the earth |
to produce coal. The Devonian formation !
extends from nearly the eastern end of |
Lake Erie over to the 8t. Clair Valley. The |
coal-bearing formation, known as carbon-
iferous rock, did not occur until a later
period in the development of the earth,
‘}'heu vegetation occurred in large quanti-
ties,

*The formaticn in the vicinity of Wal-
laceburg was reported upon about 50 years |
ago by Sir Wiliam Logan, who was the |
first director of the Dominipn Geglogical |
Survey. He was an expert on coal; in fact,
that was the reason he was appointed, and
the reason of the organizaticn of the de-
partment was primarily to explore for coal.
Whien Sir William and his associates ex-
plored the Wallaceburg region they found |
fine seams of coal, just as these gentlemen
now, but that is all they will*Mind.”

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WANT .5, COMPETITION
IN HIRE INSURANCE RATES

Local Manufacturers Object to Under-
writers’ Demands to Recoup
Losses Elsewhere,

A great deal of dissatisfaction exists
emong the manufacturers as a result
of what they claim is an excessive fre
insurance rate. The Executive Commit-
tee of the Toronto branch of the Can-
adian Manufacturers’ Association met
this week, when fire insurance ~rates

were discussed at some length. It is |
claimed that an agreement was reached |

between the Fire Underwriters’ Asso-
ciation and theinselves whereby the
rates would be lowered if improvemenis
in the insured buildings were mads.
The manufacturers state they have
made these 1mpmvemenls adopting the
moet modern® fireproof materiai and in-
stalling fire protection systems at con-
siderable cost. They now say that
instead of the rates naving been low-
ered, in muny instances they have
been raised.
Wish U'S Competition,
A feeling exists that an effort should
be made to induce an American fire
company to establish a branch office in
Canada with a view to securing a low-
r rate, The manufacturers point out
that the action of the underwriters has
been a dquble expense to them, while
the insurance companies enjoyed the
advantage of better risks. Should an
American company with a lower rate
establish in Toronto, it is thought be-
.tween two and three million dollars
would be obtained, é
What Underwriters Say.
From information gleaned at the
offices of the Fire Underwriters’ As-
sociation, it would seem that the pro-
tests of the manufacturers are in part
correct. 'The rates have been raised in
‘fome ‘instamces where improvemeits
have been made. As is generally known
in fire insurance circles, Canadian busi-
nessg to most (nmpmlrs during the last
few years has been unprofitable. The
present year is one of the hardest the
companies will have had to bear, they
state, and as a Tesult they are en-
forcing the schedule in a stricter man-
ner than neretofore. No increase in
the rates has been made, they say, hut
in the past the companies {n their
anxiety to get business, were some-
what lax in the application of their
schedule, As a result, the closer ad-
herence to the schedule now has been
considered by many ag an Increase,
There seems be a desire on the part
of the companies to make a little money
for the next year or 8o,
Where the Shoe Pinches,
