Belgians on
June 4, 1831, and togk the throme, with
the title of Leopold I, on July 21 of
the same year. He dled on December
10, 1865, and was succeeded by Leopold

The Princes and Princesses of Bel-
gium, by a royal decree of March 14,
1891, have also the titles of Duke or
Duchess of Saxony and of Prince or
Princess of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha,
with the qualification of Royal High-
ness,

Nevertheless it.is understood that the
ceremonial observed at the burial of
his father® Leopold I., will be followed.

The obsequies will take place af the
Collegiate Church of 8t. Gudula, and
the body will be placed in the erypt
of, St. Mary’s, beside those of his fa-
ther and his wife. v

The public was admitted to the mor-
tuary chamber at 4 o'clock. this after-
noon where the body lay in state for
two hours before its removal to the
palace in Brussels.
