I BOOKBINDING AND ACCOUNT BOOK MANUFACTURERS.

George E. Dbsbarats, Esq., Sparks Street, commenced business here 
in the year 1865, and employs a large number of hands. The es- 
establishment is furnished with every description of machinery re- 
quisite in a first-class Bindery, and is the most complete in the Domi­
nion ; the machinery is propelled by steam power. On entering the 
Bindery which is a room 96 by 36 feet, we find, on the right and ex­
tending half way up the room, the folding and sewing department : here 
about twenty girls are generally at work and are screened from the view 
of the sterner portion of their fellow-binders by a partition, which divides 
the room for a portion of its length, as far as the lifting-way. After ' XT TT* I ,Tg fo!ded and gathered, the books are pressed into solidity by a power-

11 Jjj, ■ !ul *™*shtng machine, standing near at hand. The book is then striated
■ ^yaset of circular saws, the teeth of which, when revolving, can scarcely 

be seen above the table through which they furrow the volumes, 
and, afterwards, in these furrows are placed the twines to which the 
sheets are subsequently stitched. For pressing single volumes in 
sheets a roller prêts is used, which stands next in order; then comes 
the board cutter and two backing machines, also a bevelling roller, with 
emery surface, wh.ch grinds away with tremendous speed the square 
of the boards griped by the annexed jaws, and lifted to meet its 
ragged surface ; its work, nevertheless, is quite smooth and perfect. Then 
we have two paper-cutting machines, whereof the long sharp knives per- 
form a sawing motion, and wait for the books or paper to be raised, by a

powerful lever, against their razor-like edge ; close by is a machine for 
sharpening those knives : the abrasive medium here is again emery, 
mixed with oil, and applied to the surface of a heavy lead wheel, which 
gradually meets every portion of the knife’s edge, the latter being carried 
backwards and forwards with mathematical precision by an automatic 
chariot. All these machines are driven by steam, and governed by a 
main shaft, some forty feet long. Further on are three standing presses, 
in which the books, when covered, are squeezed into solidity ; 
for beating and rounding the backs of the books before the boards 
fastened thereto; another board-cutter; a press for cutting paper to 
any square, with plough knives ; a per/orating machine ; two paper­
ruling machines ; and a steam-gilding press, for stamping titles, 
bossing, &c. At the furthest extremity of the room is the finishers’ 
stand, where every variety of tool, pallet and roll, is brought into requi­
sition for the finer class of work. Hence have issued books which have 
been awarded the first prize in our Provincial Exhibitions at London, 
(Ont.), and at Montreal, and have lately won a bronze Medal at the Paris 
Exhibition, where they were in competition with the whole world. The 
tables whereat the forwarders work, occupy all one side and end of the 
room, close to the wall. The room is well lighted, and heated by steam. 
Altogether, we may say that, outside of New York, Boston and Phila­
delphia, Mr. Desbarats’ Bookbindery can find few rivals in completeness 
and comfort, as well as in the elegance of its productions.

Alexander Mortimer, Esq., Metcalfe Street, south of Sparks ; 
tablished himself in Ottawa, in 1865. His business has largely increased 
since his commencement here, and during the past season extensive 
additions have been made to the establishment in first-class machinery 
imported from the best British manufacturers. The establishment con­
tains the following machines, viz. : one large book cutting machine, three 
standing presses, two fine ruling machines, a paging or numbering 
machine, a book rolling or solidating machine, one first class perforating 
machine, with other machinery and tools necessary for the turning out 
of very superior work in blank or account books and general binding.

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FOUNDRIES AND MACHINE SHOPS.

The Victoria Foundry and Machine Shopis’situated on Middle Street, 
Victoria Island, and is owned and carried on by Messrs. N. S. Blasdcll k 
Co. The main building is of stone, and is 60 feet by 35 feet, three 
stories high, of which the first and second stories are occupied as machine 
shops and the third story as a pattern store-room. The blacksmith shop 
is a one-story stone building, 60 feet long by 39 feet wide. The mould­
ing shop is 50 feet long by 30 feet wide, with an additional store-room 
of 80 feet by 30. The pattern shop is 40 feet by 40. Opposite the 
foundry the firm have a very handsome stone building, with cut stone 
facings and dressings, two stories high, and occupied as a counting-room 
and offices. This foundry has been established for many years, and 
tains the very best kind of machinery—some originally designed and 
manufactured by the proprietors. They received, in 1861, the Prince of 
Wales' Gold Medal for their patent planing machine, which is considered 
the best machine of the kind in America. They employ about twenty- 
five hands, and manufacture saw and grist mill machinery of every 
description and other heavy and light castings. In connection with the 
Victoria Foundry, there is a very powerful force pump, requiring a force 
equal to 80 horses to work ; this is fully supplied by the almost unlimited 
power afforded by the Chaudière Falls. This pump is put up in a suit­
able stone building in a position where, in case of fire on either side, 
hose can be attached, and half a dozen streams be made use of. The 
hose is sufficient to reach any of the main establishments in the vicinity. 
This pump was manufactured by the proprietors of the Victoria Foundry. 
It has the capacity of pumping two thousand gallons per minute.

The City Foundry was established in 1848, by Mr. T. M. Blasdcll. 
Mill machinery and agricultural implements are the chief articles manu­
factured.

Perkins’ Foundry is situated on Sparks St., and was established iu

elasticity required to make it fit for covering. The braiders for covering 
are of the most ingenious character. Sixteen spools revolve round the 
wire, passing and winding about it in the most curious manner, and with 
extraordinary rapidity, but with perfect harmony. One of these small 
machines will cover about three hundred and fifty yards daily ; but as 
each lady’s skirt contains from 50 to 100 yards of steel, it takes a large 
number of these machines to carry on a business. The steel, when cov­
ered, is then passed through a composition like paint, on to cylinders 
heated by steam, which gives it a fine gloss, after which it is taken in 
hand by the shirt-maker, who weaves it through tapes fitted to forms for 
tiic purpose ; and after passing through about half a dozen hands in the 
various processes of finishing, it is ready for sale. Mr. Millar also 
manufactures Ladies’ Corsets. Manufacturing establishments of every 
kind should be liberally supported by the people among whom they are 
located. There should be suEcient business in Ottawa to support a 
IIoop Skirt Factory, and Mr. Millar, as the pioneer in this line, may 
reasonably hope for success.

There still remain 
to be erected the chancel tower and vestry, when it will be one of the 
neatest, as well as most correct Gothic Church edifices in the Province 
of Ontario. The nave (a temporary chancel being arranged inside 
of the east end) is used at present, and was opened for Divine Service 
on September the 8th, 1867. The whole structure, including a 
splendid basement-story of the same dimensions as the Church 
(78 by 38 feet), was completed in six months. At present there 
is comfortable accommodation for 350; when finished it is expected 
to seat 500. The cost of site, building, furniture, heating and 
lighting was over $10,000, of which $7,000 remains due, the contribu­
tors up to the present being a few friends from various parts of the 
Dominion, and the gentlemen of the Civil Service residing in the 
neighborhood ; very trifling aid, it is to be regretted, has been given as 
yet by local Church members. Large numbers of the working classe 
and the poor at once availed themselves of this Church, the seats of 
which are all free and unappropriated, while all expense, including the 
stipend of the Clergyman, are defrayed by the offertory collections. 
It should be stated that the style and character of the building reflect 
much credit on the Architect, King Arnoldi, Esq.

THE “ CATHOLIC APOSTOLIC CHURCH,”
(hull village),

At present holding services of worship and prayer in an upper room of 
the house occupied^ by the Chief Minister in charge ; but, preparing to 
erect a suitable building for these purposes, and having funds collected 
for it to a considerable amount.

The Holy 
Eucharist, at 10 a.m., every Tuesday, and on all the principal festivals 
of the “ Catholic Church Evening Prayer, daily, at 5 p.m., and Fore­
noon Prayer, with the Litany, at 10 a.m., on Wednesdays and Fridays. 
The general doctrines held and taught, of all, without doubt or dispute, 
are embodied in the three Creeds, commonly called : “the Apostle’s,”

In an assured faith and lively 
hope of the second personal (as distinguished from spiritual) coming of 
the Lord Jesus Christ, to receive His whole Church—the great body of 
His faithful baptized people—unto Himself, some by resurrection and 
others by a change of their bodies ; to destroy “ the beast and the false 
prophet,” and to set up His Kingdom in visible power, glory and honor 
upon the earth. The name “Catholic and Apostolic” is assumed not 
in arrogance, or by way of separation from the rest of the baptized; but, 
because it is the only true name for the whole Church, and serving 
connecting link with all who profess and call themselves Christians, and 
are baptized into the one body—the Church. The ends contemplated, 
iu all the services of worship and prayer are, first, the restoration of all 
the Churches of Christendom to unity and peace, as members of “the 
One Holy Catholic Apostolic Church,” and ultimately to that spiritual 
as well as corporate Ecclesiastical condition, in which they need to be 
in order to be ready for the Lord’s second coming, “as a Bride adorned 
for her Husband.”

NOT1Œ DAME CATHEDRAL,
SUSSEX STREET.

This elegant Church edifice, erected in 1841, is of the early Eng­
lish Gothic style of architecture, of cut stone, being two hundred feet 
long and seventy-two feet wide. It is decorated internally in the Poly­
chromatic style, and within a few years has had a very extensive addition 
made to the original building, and the basement has been elegantly 
finished and comfortably seated in almost as fine a style as the main 
edifice. The entire structure will not cost less when finally completed 
than one hundred and twenty thousand dollars.

The organ, which cost four thousand dollars, was built by Mr. Joseph 
Vasavant, and lately restored and power increased by Messrs. Mitchel 
& Porté. It is divided into two parts, and appears to be two 
distinct instruments, but by a neat and ingenious mechanical appliance, 
the musical powers of both sections are brought under the control of the 
organist. It has 26 stops, and 16 feet open diapson. For names of 
Clergy and hours of service, see page 71.

This neat stone building, situated in Town Hall Square, corner of 
Elgin and Albert streets, Centre Town, was erected in 1862, and is 
oapable of accommodating over three hundred persons. The denomina­
tion to which it belongs, first appeared in Britain about the beginning 
of the Reformation, and have ever since occupied the front rank of the 
dissenting bodies in that country. At present, in England, Scotland, 
Ireland, Canada, the Unitad States of America, and other parts of the 
world, they have more than seven thousand Churches in fellowship with 
one another. The Church in this city was formed in 1860. In the 
beginning of 1859, the Colonial Missionary Society, London, Eng­
land, determined on the commencement of a Congregational cause here, 
no doubt deeming such a movement of especial importance, as Ottawa 
had been selected as the future Capital of the Canadas,—and with this 
object in view, the Committee entered into correspondence, on the sub­
ject, with the Can. Cong. Missionary Society, and, under the ausp 
the two societies conjointly, the Rev. J. Elliot, formerly of Bury St. 
Edmunds, England, who is now pastor of the Church, entered on the 
undertaking in July of that year. The few in Ottawa who were prepared 
to join in the undertaking, rented the Temperance Hall, in which 
religious services were conducted till 1862, when, with the generous aid 
of friends of the cause in England and Canada, their church edifice 
was erected and opened in the course of that year. In 1865, an effort 
was successfully made to wipe off all the debt that remained on the
