NEW WAR
FINANCING

London, April 14—The Official Gaz-
ette announces a new departure on the
part of the treasury for financing the
war. Instead of treasury bills being is-
sued from, time to time by tender, there
will be an unlimited issue of such bills.
The Bank of England, acting on behalf
of the treasury, is now empowered to
offer treasury bills daily, for either
three, six or nine months, according to
the fancy of the purchaser, the bills to
bear a fixed rate of interest, to be de-
termined from time to time by the
treasury.

In the opinion of bankers, the new
operation, if skillfully handled, will, in
atdition to steadying. the market; pro-
vide the government with all necessary
résources for a considerable period, and
obviate the necessity for another war
loan for some time.

WHAT THE RED CROSS
CAN AND CAN NOT DO

The question whether the Red Cross
under its charter, collect and send
forward field comforts for actual fight-
ing men in the trenches is just now the
subject of an interesting discussioh in
St. Jobn. If the Red Cross can send
socks to fighting men, it can also send
guns. If the Red Cross is the proper
medium for all supplies, it was alto-
gether unnecessary to organize the
Canadian War Contingent Association
in London or the National Committee
of Women for Patriotic Service in Can-
ada, to collect and forward fleld com-
forts to the men in the trenches. The
circular sent out by the latter says that
all Red Cross supplies are to go through
the Red Cross, and fleld comforts for
men in the fleld through the National
Service Committée. The following ex-
tracts from the last annual report of the
Canadian Red Cross Society may be re-
garded as authoritative as to the scdpe
of its work:—

“The council considers it advisable to
impress upon all branches that the scope
of the society’s operations is strictly re-
stricted to the amelioration of the sick
and suffering soldiers, either from
wounds or disease, and is in no way
connected with the supply of material
comforts for the men in health, which
is primarily the duty of the state, sup-
plemented by other existing patriotic
organizations.”

In other words, the Red Cross can-
not properly send anything to fighting
men who are not sick or wounded.

There is no danger, however, that too
many socks will be sent by the Red
Cross for the sick and wounded, or by
other agencies for the men who are
fighting in the trenches.

The Cargo of
S. S. Wilhelmina

London, April 18—The British gov-
ernment has agreed to purchase the car-
go of the American steamer Wilhelmina,
and to compensate the owners for loss.
An agreement to this effect was reached
today between the W. L. Green Com-
mission Company, of St. Louis, and the
government,

The Wilhelmina, an American steam-
er, sailed from New York for Hamburg,
January 22, with a general cargo of food
products. She was taken into custody
by the British marine authorities, since
{ when her case has been pending.

Under the agreement of today Great
| Britain agrees to pay the price the own-
'ers would have realized on the cargo
had it gone to Hamburg, and also to
compensate the owners for the loss sus-
tained in consequence of the ship being
stopped. The government will also pay
for delay to the ship so far as this has
been caused by the British authorities.

Ambassador Page and Sir Edward Grey,
British foreign secretary, will determine
the total amount of the payment due to
the owners. The transfer of the cargo
L wil ke place as soon as this referee

British government. The ship herself
will then be free to proceed immediate-
ly, as there is no action against her.

A GENERAL ELECTION?

_ 'The ;mnifest eagerness of the Hon.
"Robert Rogers and that wing of the

. propese. The government not only has
a very large majority in the house, but
its war measures have been assented to
without question by the Liberal leader
-and his supporters. The Liberals do mot
"/ fear the issue of a general election, but
they have objected to the proposal to
throw " this country into the heat and
turmoil of a bitter political campaign :?
war-time, when so many young Cana-
dians are on the battlefield, and when
" 4he daily list of casualties will be bring-
{ng mourning into an ever growing num-
ber of the homes in this country. In Eng-
land- the leader of the opposition early
in the war expressed the hope that the
Mother Gountry would not be thrown
into .a political conflict during the war,
and the leader of the government
promptly gave assurance that the gov-
ernment " desired political unity in the
"face of a great national crisis, and it
was not their intention to bring on a
political campaign. The view expressed
by the leader of the opposition.in Eng
Jend has been the view of the opposition
leader in Canada, and it is well known
%hat Sir Robert Borden himself was dis-
posed to agree with this view. Not so,
Yowever, the Hon. Robert Rogers and
his following. They want to be assured
‘of another lease of power for themselves
and their friends, and everybody knows
why they want it. The recent revelations
at Ottawa tell the story. There has been
nothing like it in the previous history of
‘Canads. To them power means patron-
@ge and patronage means graft. All
over Canada the grafter has prospered
‘since this government came into power.
The government, however, does not pro-
pose to appeal on its record. It hopes
to win by defaming Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
assailing the loyalty of the Liberal party,
and trying to persuade the people that
the issues of former years are the is-
‘sues of today. Yet, this government, led
by Sir Robert Borden, is the government
which was to purify Canadian politics.
We were to have done with grafters.
Civil service reform was to be of such a
drastic nature ag to leave no further
room for reform. Judged on its record
;the . government stands condemned.
Therefore, it will endeavor to run a flag
election.

Sir Robert and his friends are very
doubtful about the future of the Con-
servative party in Canada. Its reecord
in the province of New Brunswick ap-
pears in the reports of Royal Commis-
sions. In Manitoba also a Royal Com-
mission is to probe a scandalous trans-
‘action. The government tried to shut
off the inquiry, but the lieutenant-gov-
ernor stood in the breach. In the prov-
ince of Ontario the Conservatives have
been steadily losing ground, and have
lost the powerful personality of the late
Sir James Whitney. The situation is not
more hopeful in Beitish Columbia, and

, Conservative prospects in Quebec are
not nearly as bright as they were. The
state of affairs in the different provinces
is worrying Sir Robert Borden and his
friends, and the insistent demand of
the Rogers’ wing for a general election
appears to have been acceeded to by the
prime minister. He /has been warned,
/however, by the Toronto World and a
number of Congervativé newspapers that
he must try to clear the skirts of his
government in this unsavory matter of
military ‘ supplies. How can he do it?
The grafting was done while a Con-
servative government was in power, with
power to prevent the scandalous opera-
tions which have been exposed in the in-
quiry by the public accounts committee.
It is useless to plead, even if it were

true, that there had been other sinneas

in .other times. This government had a
free ha.nd and a ﬂplendid opportunity to

prb've that it was leyal, not only in urg- |

Why has the govern-
went failed to do its duty? Simply be-
cause the grafters who have been waxing
fat at the public expense in connection
with domestic contracts since this gov-
ernment came into power saw a larger
opportunity in connection with the sup-
ply of materials for the militia depart-
ment, and hastened to take advantage
of it in the usual way.

If there is to be a geneéral election the
Liberals will see to it that public atten-
tion is not diverted from the real issue.

THE RETAIL MERCHANTS

The dominion secretary of the Retail
Merchants’ Association says it is the aim
of that organization to make it as easy
as possible for the retail merchant to
do right in business and as hard as pos-
sible for him to do wrong. With such
an, aim, definitely pursued, there must
be universal sympathy. Fully realized
it would protect thé consumer against
undue inflation of prices, adulteration of
goods, fradulent representation of the
quality of goods,” and other things con-
eerning which there is sometimes too
“ much ground for complaint. We should

also expect in all retail meat, grocery and
produce stores and market stalls to find
the goods thoroughly guarded against
flies and dirt and infection. Working
along these lines the association could
not but commend itself to/public sym-
pathy and support.

The Dominion secretary also referred
to what such an organization might do
and has dome in Toronto in the matter
of civic politics. Amn organisation of all
the retail merchants in the city of St.
John, having made up its mind not to
vote for any candidate because of party
or lodge affiliations, but purely on the
ground of ability and integrity, could
probably guarantee to the city the very
best kind of city government. There
seems, however, very little hope that
such unanimity could be secured. Never-
theless it is well to have high ideals; and
the new organization in' St. John has
entered upon its labors without preju-
dice, and with a fair field in which to
demonstrate its usefulness, not only to its
own members, but to the great body
of consumers, without which there would
be no retail merchants. There was per-
haps a natural tendency in the remarks
of the dominion secretary to emphasize
the importance of the retail merchants,
and to tell of their numerical financial
strength. The- real strength, however,
both numenical and financial, lies with
the consumers, who of course include
also the merchants themselves.

It is evident that' the Retail Mer-
chants’ Association in the province of
‘New Brunswick' has appealed t0 men in
the ret. trade, and the present con-
ventiqp(‘:: proof of the fact. The asso-
ciatigh cannot change human nature, byt
wisel]y directed it can do much to keep
the better side of human nature in evi-
dence.

Will Direct Campaign by Rocke-
feller Foundation to Stamp Out
Epidemic of Typhus Fever

Washington, April 14—Major-General
Wililam C. Gorgas, U. S. A., who eradi-
cated epidemic diseases in Cuba and
Panama, has decided to resign his com-
mission to accept an offer of the trustees
of the Rockefeller Foundation to take
charge of the organization and conduct
of the medical relief expedition that is
to be sent to Serbia to stamp out the
epidemic of typhus fever which is rag-
ing there. General Gorgas will resign
next week and sail for Europe.

It is understood that the compensa-
tion that has been tendered General
Gorgas is $50,000 a year, together with

German Soldier’s Best.Hope To
Get to America

- TMLES FROM THE FRONT

Mrs. Aiken of Toronto Brings
Home Account of Experiences at
Base Hospital in France—Saw
Canadians Going to Trenches

’

“They were all so glad to be in that
hospital, British and. Germans alike,”
said Mrs. Chas. H. Aiken of Toronto, in
speaking of No. 2 Canadian Stationary
‘Hospital at Le Touquet, France,® near
which. she: has been visiting with Mis,
Bell.. Major Bell is in command of the
hospital. Mrs. Aiken returned to Toron-
to leaving Mrs, Bell in New York.

“There ‘were just nine Germans in the
hospital, but all of them thanked the
hospital authorities before they were sent
on to England. One young German pri-
vate told roe that he had had enough
of the war. All he wanted was to get
his wife and family and come out to
America, where there was no fighting.
He had had enough of fighting. But
most of the Germans spoke very little,
as they could only talk a bit of broken
English.

Fighting Blood is Rouséd

“The fighting blood of the English sol-
diers seems to have been aroused, and
all of them wanted to go back. They

day or so off to see their wives and fam-
ilies, but they wanted to-go back and
finish the fight. o

“The No' 2 Canadian hospital is a
wonderful place. It is the most immacu-
late ‘hospital I have ever seen, and !the
men were. well supplied with all theRed
Cross comforts, including smoking ma-
terials. They are adding to it now and
800 ‘beds ‘are arranged in;camps on the
lawn. Captain Pentecost is there, .and
‘Major Elliott of Toronto, as well as Col
Shillington, of Ottawa. There are thir-
ty-seven Canmadian nurses there, and they
are having wonderful success. Very few
deaths have -ogcurred  considering  the
number of wounded brought in.

“A large number of wounded had just
been, brought, in from the battle at La
Bassee before we left. Earlier many ar-
rived with frozen feet, and these had to
be amputated. Aeroplanes flew overhead
frequently, but I only saw one German
‘aeroplane. One night they expected an
air raid and all the lights were put out,
but we escaped..

Saw Canadians Go

“We went to the trenches ‘that had
been built 'to defend Paris, and climbed
down into them. They are just six feet
high, and the men have to crouch in
them, so that when they come out after
a long turn in the trenches they gcannot
straighten out their backs for awhile.
We visited Poix, whi¢h had been bom-
barded and saw all the®buildings shat-
tered. ‘A spléndid ' railway bridge had|
been blown to ruins.

“We haw the first Canadian contingent
| going to the trenches, and 1 will never
forget ‘the terrible seniation to see our
own men so far from home passing to
the front. We were in an automobile at
a railway crossing, and saw the long
trains passing the men leaning from the|
windows and- singing and waving to us.
Then transports passed up in the road
with supplies marked for the Canadian
contingent. We knew we had friends in
those .trains, but. we could not let them
know it 'any way, and they just passed
by. They are in the centre where the
fiercest battles are raging now.

Arersted For Talking English -

“By the time ‘we left travel was be-
coming so difficult that we thought it
best to come home. We went by way o
Italy and the Mediterranean to avoi
the Channel. The Germans have ‘tried
to get that Folkestone boat so often. On
our way back on the Cretic we met (a
number of United States nurses who
had been sent back to the United States
by the Germans. They had volunteered
to nurse Germans, but said they found
that there were enough trained nurses
on the field. Of course they sall said they
were neutral. .

“One American and his wife on the
boat with us told us they had been ar-
rested three times in Germany for speak-
ing English on the street, but still they
found it better to speak English, becduse
when they atempted German they said
such peculiar things that they were mis-
understood and it made trouble. So they
came back to America.

As Mrs. Aiken talked, 2 German band
in the neighborhood struck up a wailing
version of “Tipperary.” and Mrs. Aiken
smiled.

“] heard’ plenty of that over there,”
she said. “Al] the Tommies still sing it.
One odd thing is the  word ‘Ypres’
Over there the French call it ‘Eep’ back
here you call it ‘Eepray’ and Tommy
himself calls it ‘Wipers.’ ”

policeman, and reservist with the Aerial

“I will now tell you all about Neuve
Chapelle as I promised. About 8.80 on
the morning of the 10th we had orders

We
sent a few shells after him and he beat
a hasty retreat. The noise of the guns
wag terrible, just one bang, squeal, and

after we stopped firing our infantry
their work and did it well, for

Some came by
us and they looked stropg and healthy,
but you could see that they were glad
to be captured. I think they were glad
for they/ were smiling all over their
faces, but there was a lot that will nev-
er smile again. Welost a lot of men, but
they must have lost three or four times
as many, I felt sorry for them, as they
were not the cause of their trouble. I
do not think that it will last much long-
er, for they cannot stand the strain.
We are now waiting to have another go
at them and I think that this time we
will be near to Lille, if not in it.”

BULT EACH MONTH |

Submarine Completed Every Thre
Days, is Repert in ' London—
Could Lose All Fleet -

London, April 14—If the British pub-
kic were privately informed that .the
British, fleet was being augmented by
something -like a submarine every three
days, a destroyer every week and a bat-
tleship, cruiser or Dreadnought every
month it would laugh the statement to
adorn. And yet that is a fact.

If Britain’s present overwhelmning
fleet were to meet defeat at the hands
of the German navy and be totally de-
stroyed there would be a residue of such
dimensions that the balance of sea pow-
er would still remain with Great Brit-
ain.

By May 1 this country will not only
be supreme from a naval standpoint, but
it will have a perfectly. trained and
equipped army of 1,500,000 men. By the
end of the war England will have the
biggest navy that the world has ever
seen and it will also possess the largest
army in the world.

Of course it is not contended that
Great Britain is building a submarine
every three days. That would be human-
ly king, an impossibility. But there
are other ways of obtaining these little
craft. Every day that the German fleet
remains cooped up in Kiel the odds are
increasing enormously against Germany.

THE $5,000 TREE

Some of the Marvels of Woed Manu
facture of Today

Time was when you could climb a
tree, burn a tree or build with a tree
and ‘that was about all & tree was good
for. Now-g-days the scientist will tell
you that the little chap that, sawn into
logs, would bring the back-woodsman’
about seventy-five cents, may be made
into pulp, dissolved into syrup, and spun

into silk at a value of some five thous-
and dollars. :

Qur newspapers are printed on trees
—paper-pulped trees. When chemically
treated, the pulp makes the finer grades
of paper, for books and correspondence.
We dry our hands on paper towels that
used to be white spruce, dust our lips
with paper napkins, ornament our houses
with wood that grew as round branches,
was dissolved chemically, poured into:

water was taken thence, harder than
when it grew in the forest, shaped as the
mind of no spruce tree could ‘have con-
ceived it, and with curved and curvetted
edges such as no cutting tool could have
achieved.

Soon, we are told, we'll build with
paper lumber, And even now the adven-
turous who don’t know their own ad-
ventures are riding serenely above paper
car wheels. Bullet proof screens may
even be made of wood dissolved in am-
monia and bluestone. Cotton, surfaced
with extract of spruce-treepaper-pulped,
becomes mildew proof. Ships so painted
below the water line, are warranted not
to collect barnacles.

England imports wood' pulp at the
rate of 80,000 tons a week, an equivalent
of a ten-acre forest a day. Germany im-
ports as largely, using not a stick of her
own precious trees for the purpose.

WAL HORL GERMANY

~ FROM MLITARY POWER

No Chance For Peace Which
‘Leaves Map of Europe as it
Stood Last July—The Alhes

(By G. F. Bertelli in the New York
American.)

Paris, April 12—After having sound-
ed persons in official and influential
circles here regarding the peace feelers
that Germany is now putting out, not-
ably in the United States, I am able au-
thoritatively to state that = the  allies’
positlon after eight months of warfare
is as follows:

France and Britain are fully aware of
Germany’s preparedness to sign a peace
which shall leave Europe precisely as it
was_in last July, with no territorial
changes and no agreement régarding the
limitation of armaments.

France, Britain and Russia, however,
are more than ever determined to persist
in their resolution formed last Septem-
ber to hurl Germany from her position
of military dominance. They Hhold un-
flinchingly ta their plan of shattering
Germany’s striking forces. No peace
pressure exerted through neutral coum-
tries, obliquely or direct, will be allowed
to influence their resolntion.

Germany’s readiness to call the great
war a draw and revert to the status
quo ante bellum meets no favorable re-

in France, Britain or Russia, for
then;ellowmg four reasons: ’

(1) The British' and French armies
will reach their highest pitch of effie-
jency as offensive forces during next
month, during the very moment the
weakening of the great German machine
is expected to become most appareht.

(2) ‘Germany’s methods of ‘%“frightful-
ness on land, on sea and in the air have
removed all ideas of leniency from the
minds: of: the #Allies. (

* (8) -Sinee i the Soissons episode Germ-
any. has utterly failed to produce a seri-
ougroffensive effort on the western frant,
|while the force of Marshal von Hinden-
‘berg’s sledge-hammer blows on the east-{
ern. front has expended -itself before it{
produced the required strategical result.
"This denoted a. significant feebleness ' in
attack ‘quite foreign to the Kaiser’s
‘amy in" the first months of the war.

(4) The allies could tolerate no peace
which would leave the Kaiser in. the
position to. say:

“My armies, have preserved my terri-
tories” inviolate. . We fought where my
staff .wished, and if the result isi not to
aggrandize my . empire, its inherent
stréngth is not diminished.”

Belvidere Brooks Tells Why Com-
pany is Against Employing Union
Telegraphers,

Chicago, April 18—The commercial
telegraph business, the present subject
of inquiry by the United States Commis-
sion on Industrial Relations here, was
presented from widely divergent angles
today. »

The witnesses were Belvidere Brooks,
vice-president and former general man-
ager of the Western Union Telegraph
Company; Henry Lynch, a telegraph
operator, who claimed that fiis unionism
forced him into exile in Winnipeg, Can-
ada, to find work; H. B. Perham, presi-

dent of the Order of Railroad Telegraph-
ers; Edgar G, Barrett, of Downer’s Grove
(Ills.), a Western Union employe, who
confessed himself a former special agent,
or “spotter,” and Edward G. Reynolds,
general manager of the %Postnl Telegraph
and Cable Company.

Mr. Brooks made plain his opposition
to the Commercial Telegraphers’ Union,
as at present constituted, stating that the
stHke of 1907, which he declared cost the
Western Union $5,000,000, was inaugur-
ated at San Francisco the day after the
company and a committee represcnting
the telegraphers had reached an agrce-
ment to arbitrate the differences. “Since
then,” declared the witness, “we have not
cared, to employ men interested in the
union.”

Mr. Brooks said he did not consider
wages high enough. -

Mr. Reynolds said that the welfare of
the employes, of the Postal Company
were his perSonal and special considera-
tion. There is a union within the com-
peny, he said, officers of which take up
grievances with the head of the com-
pany. Vacations, with pay are allowed,
and there is a benefit system. Mr, Rey-
nolds disagreed with the Western Union
witnesses on the wage question, assert-
ing the telegraphers were paid as wuch
as they could earn in any other field of
endeavor,

Barrett said that, while engaged as a
spotter, he joined the union to get n-
formation to be used against that hody.

Mr. Lynch said he was dismissed by
the Postal Telegraph™ Company, where
he had an unblemished record, for at-
tending an open union meeting. He ap-
plied again and again for work with the
Western Union, where he said he had a
previous good record, but was put off
until he concluded employment in the
United States was impossible.

NEW STORAGE
BATTERY MAKES «
~ SUBMARINES SAFER

 §

New -York, April 18—It was announced
today, on behalf of Thomas A. Edison,
that a new form of storage battery is
being made for the United States sub-
marine L-8 under construction at the
Portsmouth navy yard, which will do
away entirely with the chief danger now
existing in the operation of submarines
—the danger of the crew dying of chlor-
ine poisoning. Other improvements are
claimed for the new battery, among them
being the lengthening of the vessel’s un-
der-sea cruising radius to 150 miles.

It is claimed that, in addition to elim-
inating the peril of chlorine poisoning,
the submarine could remain submerged
for 100 days without danger of asphyxi-
ation to the crew.

The batteries have been tested for two
years, it was said.

GERMANS RULE: ROOST

Kaiser's Soldiers and Officers Join
' Regiment Garrisoning Constanti-
nople, Teutons Fearing Mutiny

Constanza, Roumania, April 14—The
Daily Chronicle courier here from Con-
stantinople, after an absence of ten days
reached the Bosphorus after the bom-
bardment by the . Russian fleet. While
waiting for daylight the steamer on
which he was a passenger was fired on
by either the forts or the Turkish .war-
ships. Happily, the shots fell wide and
no damage was done. The Turks, fear-
ing an incursion of hostile ships, have
mined the channel, Vessels are entering
by piloting a devious route. which may
be described as zig-zag. The forts were
much damaged by the Russian fire.

After the departure of the Russians,
the Turkish fleet, numbering ten ships
including the Goeben and Breslau, ven-
tured forth. They convoyed three trans-
ports which were being. sent to Hera-
cles with coal for the fieet. They return-
ed after an absence of four days, but
without the Medjideh, which struck a
Russian mine and sank.

While not seriously injured, some of
the ships bore evidence of having been
in action, holes in the funnels and deck-
plates being visible.

The Germans are absolute masters of
the destinies of Turkey. The regiment
garrisoning Constantingple has been in-
creased by German soldiers and officers.
The Germans fear the Turkish soldiers
might mutiny and kill the emissaries of
Kaiser Wilhelm. The courier left the
Goeben and Breslay light, apparently
with empty bunkers, ; anchored in the
Bosphorus. The scarcity of coal is se-
verely hampering = the, Turkish naval
movement and it is estimated.the sup-
ply will be exhausted in another three
weeks. T

General von Saunders, Enver Bey, and
their staffs, fearing assassination have
taken refuge on board'a German trans-
port which lies off Galatia. They are in
wireless communicatiop with a station
on the heights of Pera gnd also with the
Dardanelles and. are in, telephonic com-
munication/with the Shblime Porte in
Stamboul. © All foreigh ' telegraphic de-
spatches are controlled and censored
from the headquarter ships.

Fredericton, N. B, April 18—Liberal
Organizer E. S. Carter received an ans-
wer today from Royal Commissioner W.
B. Chandler, refusing to change his de-
cision not to investigate the charges pre-
ferred against Willard H. Berry, of ac-
cepting large sums of moneys from lum-
bermen who were lessees of crown lands,
for his personal use, while he was classi-
fying the lands under lease to them.

Mr. Chandler takes the ground that
there was no charge of wrong-doing
against any official, and in spite of Mr.
Carter's perseverance - and repeated re-
quests that he grant the investigation,
the commissioner persists, in his refusal,
and this refusal is in spite of Attorney-
General Baxter’s declaration that the
royal commissioner was empowered to
investigate any matter, when he deems it
is in the public interest to inquire into,
even any suspicion of wrong-doing or
any beliefs.

His famous declaration of a wide-open
investigation is now learned by heart by
thousands of New Brungwickers, as well
as Premier Clarke’s ringing challenge on
the close of the house for “any man, wo-

London, April 14—The drink ques-
,tion, which will come before parliament
iwhen the session re-opens this week, has
|occupied more space in the papers than

{the actual news of the war. Various
guesses are hazarded as to the steps
which the cabinet will take to solve the
problem, and the latest is that the gov-

ernment measure will be directed to re-
stricting the consumption of spirits and
reducing the alcoholic' strength of beer,
with the possible curtailment of license
selling hours in certain areas.

This is a fact significant of conditions
which now exist in this country, that
the whole question has been treated
with direct reference to its importance
as affecting British participation in the
war. The convinced teetotaller or pro-
hibitionist, of course, seized the oppor-
tunity of airing his views, and the pos-
sesgor of vested interests in the liquor
trade also argued his own case, bub
broadly speaking, the controversy has
not been waged along these:lines and ex-
tremists on  both' sides obtained little
hearing.

In jts first presentation, the case for
reform -was: unfortunate.: Mr. Lloyd
George’s declaration that drink - was
a worse enemy than Germany required
and obtained explanation. It was made
to imply a charge against working men
of the country of which they have been
conclusively proved innocent. Drunken-
ness was not their habit in the mass nor
was the majority of working men guilty
of drinking to an extent prejudical to
their economic value. Mr. Lloyd George
specifically stated that it was only a
small minority where excess interfered
with the required output for war pur-
poses, but, under the circumstances,
wherein the campaign for prohibition
was opened, his qualifying statements
were lost from sight. The agitation, took
on the aspe¢t of a campaign against the
habits of one class. Happily, the truer
perspective has now been obtained, As/
the Nation says:

“If drink is our greatest enemy, in the
sense that vigor and power of ‘the na-
tion are sapped by indulgence, it is not
one set of men on which the blame must
be put. All classes drink, and the whole
nation has to reform the habits that im-
pair its general power, just as an athlete:
goes into training for some. special con-
test.” §

WOMAY HANGS OUT CLTHES
WAILE SHELLS BURST ARDUND

Toronto Soldier's Letter Also Tells of
Death of His Chum at Front

“If it wasn’t $6r the -booming of the
guns_and the battered condition of the
houses, one ‘would hardly believe that
the biggest wi(min history was being
fought around here,” writes Corporal ¥,
W. Canhof; & nto reservist, with
the Royal West dt Regiment, to his
wife, who ‘fesides with her baby &t 940
Gerrard et 'edst, . Toronto. “The peo-

ple stil carry on their ordinary occupa-~

tions, seeming quite ‘unperturbed. Only
yesterday, whil;}We were marching along
a country road through a village, Ger-
man shells and ‘Jack Johnsons’ were
bursting in the, fields to the right and
left of us, yet one woman was calmly
hanging clothes on a line and an old
man Wwas attending ‘to his gardening,
whilst kiddies played in the road. Even
while I write this town is being bom-
barded by heavy German guns, but
everything is going on just as usual. It
is marvelous how soon one becomes ae-
customed to shell fire.

“The Germans celebrated St. Pat-
rick’s day with a band in their
trenches. We-could hear it quite plain
in our trench. After they got tired of
the band they continued the celebration
by shelling some .of our trenches. Sergt.
Corpora]l Staples, who came back from
Toronto, was killed in action, There are
still geveral of'the Toronto reservists
with me, someé have been wounded,
while one is a prisoner in Germany, but
Staples is the only one killed.

“I am plastered with mud from head
to foot, my face and hands are grimed
with it, and I haven’t had a shave for
three days, and- altogether I look a first-
class tramp. We had two days in the
trenches again unti] this afternoon, when
the ‘Germans started giving’'us souvenirs
in the shape of trench mortars and
shells, which we call ‘whiz bangs.’ For-
tunately, none landed in our trench.”

Mr. Stewart (Northumberland) read}'a
resolution passed by St. Luke’s church,
Chatham, in favor of provincial prohibi-
tion during the war.

Mr. Dugal gave notice of a motion to
bring down the papers relating  to the
application of the Miramichi Lumber Co.
for a refund of $10,000 penalty for stump-
age on under-sized logs.

Hon, Mr. Clarke said the papers would
be brought down without formality of
an address.

The house went into committee, with
Mr. Munro in the chair; and took up the
bill relating to inspection and registra-
tion of stallions.

Hon. Mr. Murray said the bill was in
line with legislation promoted by the de-
partment to improve the quality of live-
stock in the province. The legislation
now asked for is already in force in near-
ly all the other provinces of the domin-
ion and was found to be working most
beneficially. The bill would not come
into operation until May, 1916, and as
far as grade stallions were concerned not
until 1918, so that the three years until
that date would give lots of time to
owners of such grade stock to dispose
of the same. The subject of the present
bill had been fully discussed by the
Farmers and Dairymen’s Association and
unanimously approved by them.

Mr. Stewart (Northumberland) said
he thought the.provision prohibiting the
use of grade stallions was rather draslic
one. Many men would want to know
why they could not use a grade stallion
if they chose to.

Hon. Mr. Murray replied that the mat-
ter had been fully discussed by -the farm-
ers and dairymen. A man could use any
sort of stallion he liked for his own pur-

pose, and any neighbor who chose to be| ¢,

satisfied with a grade horse might hove
the use of it, too. The only prohibition
was that no grade horse could be pub-
licly advertised for service or any fee
collected for his use. The object, of
course, of the measure was to improve
the breed of horses by using only good
sires, and that was the view of the
farmers and dairymen who ‘wished to
see the scrub animal eliminated from the
farms of the province.

Mr, Sheridan sgid that the provision
was going to put every farmer into the
hands of breeders. These men come
around with their pure bred horses and
ask any fee they choose.
