Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 28—There will be 
a general election this fall if Hon. Rob­
ert Rogers can convert his cjlleagues to 
his view that the hour has come.

JUDGE IS BETTER

Paris ( Sept. 28—The prolongation of the tension on the two long tines of 
fire and death fronting each other on the Aisne must have become Insupport­
able to the Germans since reports indicate that they have changed their tactics 
and attacked with the bayonet. The opinion is expressed here that General 
Joffre’s master hand is shown in this and it is believed he has succeeded in 
pushing his lines inside the range of the deadly heavy German guns, and forced 
the enemy to hand-to-hand fighting.

Since the attacks have been repulsed over the whole line, according to the 
official communications, the military experts here cannot see now what re­
sources the German Emperor's generals can call on to retrieve their fortunes. 
The Matin expresses tne opinion that the new troops which the allies found 
fronting them on the left were not from the German left wing, but part of the 
forces detached after Charleroi and and sent to East Prussia, but now brought 
back in haste.

The general opinion is that the battle has reached the most critical as well 
as the most violent phase and that tiie issue cannot be delayed much longer.

GERMANS ADMIT ALLIES’ ADVANCE
London, Sept. 28—The last forty-eight hours have witnessed many scenes of 

extraordinary activity wherever antagonists faced each other, but none of these 
had apparently led to anything decisive. The official communications of yes­
terday stated that the attack on the German right has made a distinct advance, 
and this version is supported by official Berlin advices, which state that the allies 
have made extensive advances against t he German extreme right.

The Belgians have retaliated against the threat of the Germans to bring up 
their great siege guns before Antwerp, by making many desperate sorties.

Along the great western battle line itself, the struggle still continues to be 
general with the most determined attacks being made on each flank. Both sides 
have evidently realized that mass attacks in the centre are futile in the present 
exhausted state of the a mues.

Another manifestation of the week end has been the renewal of aerial activ­
ity by Germany, Zeppelins and aeroplanes have been out in force, apparently 
for scouting work, but indulging in bomb dropping wherever feasible.

KAISER IN EAST PRUSSIA?
From the east come reports of actions from almost every section of the Rus­

sian frontier. Emperor William is reported to be in East Prussia, and the Ger­
man offensive, probably under his eyes, has recommenced against General Renen- 
kampfs.

Bombs From Aeroplanes

London, Sept. 28—The Ostend corre­
spondent of the London Standard in a 
despatch dated Sunday says:

People arriving from Ghent report sev­
ere fiçhting at Termonde up to last even­
ing. The Germans attacked in great 
force, but were driven off with heavy 
lçsses. It is evidently their intention to 
force their way through to St. Nicholas, 
if possible, and complete the ring of in­
vestment around Antwerp. Their bom­
bardment of Antwerp must be deferred, 
however, till their big guns arrive near 
enough to be effective and the essential 
concrete emplacements for them have 
been completed, but it looks as if they 
were now determined to try to push for­
ward to St. Nicholas and severe fighting 
near Ghent is probable.

“The Barricade on Which We Fght fo»

Bordeaux, Sept. 26—The attitude of 
the French Socialists towards the war 
is defined in the newspaper La France 

by a Sotialist who is described as one 
of the highest authorities in Paris. “In­
ternationalism,” he writes, “never meant 
the suppression of nationality, but an 
understanding between the nations, 
which naturally pre-supposes their ex­
istence. Socialists realize their victory for 
Germany would be followed by a rule 
of sabre and spurred heel in Europe, 
while a triumph for France would mean 
a German republic, a republic in Bo­
hemia, a republic in Austria, a republic 
in Hungary, and an end to European 
militarism.

THE WAR TODAY
Sixteen days of such stupendous mili­

tary combat as the world has not seen 
before have passed, and yet the gigantic 
armies of the Allies and the Germans 
continue the combat at the Aisne. On 
the whole, the early news of today is 
cheerful; the Allies arc steadily show­
ing that they arc the masters, 
mightiest efforts of the German war 
machine to break the ranks have not 
only failed, but the British and French 
forces have inflicted heavy losses on the 
enemy in beating him back.

Undoubted success attends the Allies’ 
operations against the German right, 
while a new and cheerful factor is the 
report of a decisive victory over the 
famous Prussia Guard in the centre of 
the long battle line.

The Germans had made some progress 
in the Woevre district last week and the 
latest despatches do not tell us any­
thing further as to what has transpired 
there.

It is now believed that General 
Joffre’s plans have been well carried out, 
that he has pushed hià lines inside the 
range of the deadly German artillery 
and thus forced hand-to-hand fighting, 
in which the Allies have proven masters. 
On the whole, the fighting goes well for 
the good cause,

It is 
not the German language that stands be­
tween the American people and Germ­
any in this conflict. It is rather inherent 
inability of American democracy to sym­
pathize with the aims and purposes of 
German militarism. We understand the 
Social Democrats of Germany well 
enough. They think and talk and write 
ift. terms that are common property 
among Americans. Bebel was no more 
alien to us than is Wilson. But when it 
comes to German autocracy and German 
imperialism, the barrier seems impas­
sable.

No American can reconcile the ideal­
ism of German classic literature with the | 
objects of modern German militarism, 
and the Kaiser’s assertion of Divine 
Right is a doctrine that is inherently 
offensive to every American political in­
stinct.

Although there are 
large stocks of spelter on hand, zinc 
is already advancing in price, Liege and 
Silesia, both important producers, being 
now out of business. Pyrites may in­
crease in value if the Spanish shipments 
are checked, and many other minor ma­
terials, such as Barytes, French (talc.), 
China day, infusorial earth, emery, must 
have American substitutes provided for 
them.

vances in prices have already taken 
place, and greater are sure to follow.
From figures compiled and facts secured 
by W. H. Smith, mining engineer,
Tweed, and Joseph James, Actinolite,
Ont* the possibilities are highly en­
couraging.

Antimony, which has come in large 
quantities from Austria-Hungary in the 
past, has already doubled in value, with 
less than one month’s needs in sight on 
this continent. Canada can supply large 
quantities of good antimony from Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, and as some 
of the deposits have already been ex­
tensively developed, they can produce 
from the start. Some other very high- 
grade deposits of antimony are to be 
found in Wheaton district, Yukon ter­
ritory. Ferro manganese, for which as 
high as $100 per ton has been paid, is 
very scarce, as well as the raw man­
ganese ore, and this ore can be supplied 
also in large quantities from Nova 
Scotia and . .ew Brunswick.
A Rare Opportunity

Arsenic is another product the stodk 
of which is getting very low, with a 
consequent rise in prices and no prospect 
of supplies for some time to come. Here 
again Canada, and Ontario in particular, 
has her opportunity, Hastings and Fron­
tenac counties possessing one 
most important arsenical ore-bearing 
belts in the world. The ores in many 
cases contain a sufficiently high gold 
value to defray the operating cost, so 
that the arsenic produced is clear profit.
The proximity to markets, transporta­
tion facilities, cheap Hydro-Electric 
power, and the exceptionally high grade 
of the Hastings ore, all contribute to 
make the Ontario producer exceptional­
ly fortunate, while to crown all advan­
tages, the Ontario government grants a 
bonus of $10 a ton for white arsenic 
produced. Nova Scotia has also some 
good arsenical ores on her eastern 
coast.

Germany supplied to the United 
States last year nearly 900,000 tons of 
potash salts of all kinds, and with the 
cutting off of this source of supply, and 
the probability of much time elapsing 
before the German potasl: trust resumes 
its activities, another opportunity is of­
fered to Canada. Eastern Ontario again, 
in her feldspars, could supply much of 
the potash salts needed, and once the 
feldspar was utilized for the purpose 
and the industry established, it would 
almost certainly become a permanency.
Many attractive schemes have been 
formulated for the handling of the min­
eral with the recovery of both pure 
potasl: and the fertilizing salts and also 
alumina, which last is obtained in a 
very pure state, and is a most desirable 
material for the manufacture of alum­
inum.

Battle News Favorable to The Allies At the

For three long days without cessation the Germans have hurled their masses 
Against the French and English along the entire front in northern France, The 
French official view is that these operations, the fiercest that have yet taken 
place, are by high command, meaning possibly direct instructions from the em­
peror himself.

This purpose has been to break through the allied lines, but both French 
and British official reports say they have failed. From Paris It is announced 
that not only have the Germans not been able to achieve their object, but they 
have lost a flag, guns and men taken prisoners in the attempt.

The British, as usual, are laconic. “The situation is satisfactory,” they say, 
“and the counter-attacks on the British front have been beaten back with heavy 
losses to the enemy."

The French claim appreciable progress on the left wing and a decisive vic­
tory over the famous Prussian Guard in the centre. Of the Woevre district, 
where the Germans have made gains in the last two or three days, little is said.

One remarkable thing is this great battle, which has now entered upon its 
sixteenth day, is .the spirit maintained by the troops.

In the Far East, according to Japanese reports, the Japanese have defeated 
the Germans on the outskirts of Tsing-Tau, capital of the German protectorate 
of Kiao-Chow. Though the battle lasted fourteen hours, the losses so far as 
known were small.

The German Emperor is now reported to be suffering from inflammation 
of the lungs. Only a day or two ago his fifth son, Prince Oscar, was obliged 
to withdraw from his regiment and is now being treated for a heart affection, 
the result of over-exertion in the field. The emperor’s youngest son, Prince 
Joachim, has just recovered from a bullet wound.

From Petrograd comes an official statement from the Russian general staff 
that the German attempts in Russian Poland have been repulsed and that the 
Germans are In retreat.

Berlin, Sept. 27, via London, 9.10 p. m.—The total German casualties in 
dead, wounded and missing, as officially reported to date are 104,589.

The casualty list announced today adds a total of 10,527 casualties to those 
previously announced.

Canadian Commissioner to Hol­
land Says Strict Neutrality is 
Being Preserved — The Army 
Mobilized

Ottawa, Sept 27—A report to the 
Trade and Commerce Department from 
J. T. Lithgow, Canadian trade commis­
sioner in Holland, states that grain and 
food supplies are now passing as freely 
as the limited shipping facilities will 
permit from Rotterdam up the Rhine to 
Germany, the Netherlands observing 
strict neutrality and interferrmg with 
traffic to and from Germany only so far 
as reserving the right to seize any food­
stuffs, military stores, raw material, etc- 
that may be directly required for Dutch 
defence.

The freedom of the Dutch ports to 
German imports or exports, however^ays 
Mr. Lithgow, is practically of 
sequence at the moment as practically no 
grain ships and few of any kind .were 
entering at the date of his report, name­
ly, September 1.

At Rotterdam, he says, some 60,000 
men are out of employment in conse­
quence of the interruption of the transit 
trade.

The Dutch troops called out prior to 
September 1 totalled 240,000 men. The 
soldiers of the Lanstorm numbering 
about 150,000 men have also been no­
tified and “a state of war” exists in all 
the districts along the frontier. The 
field army is on duty near the boundary 

I and the coast is protected by a special 
coast guard. The whole army is on a 
war footing.

Washington, Sept. 28—The French1 
Ambassador, Jules Jusserand has made 
public the summary of ten documents 
drawn up by various officials accusing 
the German soldiery of a systematic 
campaign of atrocities.

Copies of the documents which were J 
placed in the hands of Acting Secretary I 
Lansing of the State Department also 

delivered to all signatories of The 
Hague convention.

With the documents a letter was de- j 
livered which explained that the French 
government did not take the step with 
the view of demanding any action on the 
part of the United States, but merely to 
report to this country as signatory of 
The Hague treaty evidence of how the 
treaty was being carried out.

The statement made public by the 
French ambassador is as follows: —

“By order of the government 
French republic, a series of official re­
ports as to the way in which the present 

is being carried on the French ter­
ritory by German troops have been 
communicated to the powers who signed 
The Hague convention, the United States 
being one of them.

“These documents, 10 in number, show 
that the destruction and assassinations 
which have taken place have been sys­
tematic and performed in accordance 
with orders from the officers and not as 
the result of an accidental lack of dis­
cipline.

“The facts quoted are given only as 
samples and not as complete enumera­
tion; they cover, moreover, only the first 
three weeks after the beginning of hos­
tilities (two weeks of actual warfare), 
and worse deeds have been committed 
since.

“Such as they are, they show among 
other things, that wounded soldiers have 
been finished in large numbers by shot 
fired right against the face of the wound-

In ither large Canadian cities a per­
manent secretary has been appointed 
under pay, who shall devote his time to 
the business of his office and to at once 
call upon those who are entitled to re­
lief to present themselves if possible at 
his office to give all the information 
which the form demands. This being 
completed will prove a great service.

A complete set of books will be nec­
essary so that the account and history 
and condition of not only the soldier 
himself but his dependents may be ob­
tained in detail. I attach a printed form 
of relief which is used in Montreal 
which appears to have a good deal to 
commend it.

It has been the practice here in St. 
John since the fund was opened to give 
applicants, groceries, coal, etc., and in a 
few cases a money grant has been made 
for rent. In Ottawa local grants of 
money are alone made and those receiv­
ing it must be responsible for its expen­
diture, and I am of the opinion that this 
course should be pursued as far as the 
work of this committee is concerned; 
such payments to be made regularly or 
as the merits of the case demands, and 
while the investigating committee will 
have their work to do on practically the 
same lines as at present, the real bur­
den of the work will fall upon the sec­
retary.

The investigating committee will meet 
with the executive at stated intervals 
agreed upon. The ladies’ auxiliary is 
found indispensable as they can more 
easily come to accurate conclusions in 
regard to the wives of soldiers and fam­
ilies and their needs. In order to become 
affiliated with the Canadian Patriotic 
Fund, it is simply a matter of writing 
a letter to the honorary secretary, H. B. 
Ames, M. P., Ottawa, as provided in the 
act. This having been accomplished, all 
moneys are to be deposited to the cred­
it of the honorary treasurer, Hon. Mr. 
White, at Ottawa in any bank which 
the organization may choose, and there 
is no objection to the organization re­
taining a certain percentage for use in 
cases of emergency or any unforseen 
conditions. An accurate accounting, 
however, will have to be made of these 
expenditures so that it will be shown in 
the general account or final account as 
the case may

But the principle under-lying the dis­
tribution of the Canadian Patriotic Fund 
is this»*—That the local organization will 
make out each month the amount of 
money required to maintain each, indi­
vidual family and then make a requisi­
tion on the general fund through the 
honorary treasurer for the amount re­
quired. He will in turn issue his check. 
When the check is received it shall be 
deposited by the local branch organiza­
tion and can be checked out at their dis­
cretion.

This shows quite clearly that the in­
formation which has been already sup­
plied to His Honor the Lieutenant- 
Governor must be made available here. 
(Since writing this report I have had 
from His Honor, the completed lists for 
New Brunswick, copies of which will be 
immediately made and supplied the ex­
