At an open meeting held today at
City Hall, the commissioners and some
others interested, including H. T. Hoag,
secretary .of the board of trade; P. W.
Thomson and road Engineer Hatfield
assembled to hear W. A. Toohey, of

Montreal, publicity representative for the
Canada Cement Co., speak on the sub-
ject of concrete roads. He gave an ad-
2 dress of interest, and then was called
upon to answer several questions.

Mr. Toohey spoke of the qualifications
of an ideal roadway and said that the
test of time, wear and expense had
shown that concrete was most practi-
cal.” He described the modern method
of laying a street in concrete. He had
seen streets in certain cities where a
roadbed. of concrete had been made fif-
teen or‘twenty years previous, and they
were still in good condition, with the
cost of mraintenance one of the least
matters to consider.

Mayor Frink, who presided, said that
he and the other members of the coun-
cil appreciated Mr. Toohey’s coming
here. He knew that the Canada Cement

"Fo., in having their representative travei
n this vicinity, was after business, and
made the suggestion that, should the
company give a demonstration of its
work in laying a piece of concrete road-
way, something might result from it,
His Worship said that the condition of

the Loch Lomond road was such that,
while it was not altogether impassable,
it was most difficult of passage, and the
Rothesay road was in poor shape as
well. It had been some years since any-
thing substantial had been done to put
the former road in shape, and it was
but a matter of a very short time before
it would have to be thoroughly renovat-
ed. Everyone secemed to shrink re-
sponsibility for the condition of a poor
roadway, and it meant that, in order to
have a satisfactory highway, a new
system of caring for the same would
have to be introduced.
. Mr. Toohey said that just a couple of
days ago he had been in conversation
with one of the head engineers of the
provincial government, and when the
conversation turned upon roads ' he
haturally asked concerning the condi-
tion of those of this province. The en-
giner said that they were progressing
quite well with the bridges of the prov-
ince, but as to the work on roads, well,
he simply shrugged his shoulders.
Commissioner McLellan made | the
suggestion that the provincial govern-
ment make provision for an outlay of
$10,000,000 for road-making and repairs,
possibly through a bond issue. Mr.
Toohey said that the Quebec govern-
ment had' already done this, and in New
York on two occasions $50,000,000 had
been provided within the last few years.

MATTER OF LONDON RAID
ON WOMAN'S HOUSE IS
BROUGHT UP IN COMMONS

Effort to Make Capital Against
Home Secretary Brings Sharp
Denial . s

London, Aug. 6-So many questions
have been asked lately in all quarters as

to whether the names of prominent men |

had been suppressed in connection with
the sensational raid on “Queen Gerald’s”
flat in Piccadilly, a short time ago, that
the home secretary, Reginald McKenna,
on the floor of parliament  yesterday,
said there had been no influence brought
to bear by the home office in keeping the
facts of the case under cover. Y

The newspapers for;a week past have
been full of letters asking why it has
been alleged that the names of some
well-kn>wn men and at least one mem-
ber of parliament are being shielded,
and various other insinuations have been
made. For instance, in one letter in the
“The Globe,” occurs the following para-
graph:

“The names are thought to be known,
but they have not yet been uttered.
Perhaps the only documentary proof
which could bring the guilt home to the
right quarters, lies at the home office, in
Mr. McKenna’s keeping. Supposing the
secret dossier to contain the name of
one of Mr. McKenna‘s colleagues, is
there any assurance, any probability
even, that he has exercised, merely on
judicial grounds, his. power to secure
the withdrawal of a prosecution which
would have involved the publication of
that name?”

I.ady: Barlow, Laurence Houseman
and others have been calling on Mr.
McKenna to give up the names, but
without result. Finally yesterday Noel
E. Buxton, a radical member, and others
asked the home secretary about the case
during the session of the House of Com-
mons. Mr. Buxton began by remark-
ing that the prisoner had pleaded guil-
ty on all the charges, but that as the
girls found in the Gerald flat were all
characters, long before they came under
the influence of the woman in guestion,
and as the facts indicated “white slav-
ery” the judge did not think himself
warranted, therefore, in sentencing her
to more than three months’ imprison-
ent in the second division.

Paris, Aug. 6—Debts amounting to
$8,000,000 are owed to various people by
Armand Deperdussin, an aeroplane in-
ventor who was arrested here yesterday
on charges of breach of trust and for-
gery. Against these liabilities his assets
which are somewhat vague are estimated
at $4,000,000. His bankers hold his pa-
per for $6,400,000 while other creditors
claim $1,600,000. ¢

The newspapers here recount many
stories of Deperdussin’s personal extrav-
agances. He was the foremost patron of
aviation in France and spent money with
the utmost liberality, always seeming to
be feeling confident that aviation would
develop much more extensively than it
has.

PRIEST SLAIN BY A
WOMAN 50 SHE MIGHT
 GAIN NOTORETY

A Remarkable Tnal is Going on
in France--Prisoner PoetessWho
Seught Fame

Agen, France, Aug. 6—A minor poet-

esss, named Alice Crespy, charged with

murdering a priest, Abbe Chassaing on
January 19, supposedly in order to ob-
tain notoriety, appeared before the as-
size court yesterday, and related her
version of the clergyman’s death.

At moments the scene enacted before
the judge was very dramatic. The ac-
cused, a little woman, when telling her
stcry, sank her voice at times to an
almost inaudible pitch and at others
raised it to a shriek as she insisted that
the young -priest had committed sui-
cide. The story remained unshaken un-
der the 'searching interrogatory of the
presiding judge, who declared to her that
the motive of her crime had been the
quest for notoriety.

“In the accusations brought against
you, you are alleged to have said to your
dressmaker that you had not sold your
books and that if you were the heroine
of a love murder for which the accused
persons are always acquitted. It would
be otherwise, said the judge. The ac-
cused denied this allegation' with the
greatest indignation.

The presiding judge remarked stern-
ly:—*“You had not perhaps any great
literary notoriety, but you have acquired
a much greater notoriety by the crime
of which you are accused. You have
thus' attained your desired object.”

Medical and other evidence was then
called, all of which went to shew that
the priest had not committed suicide.

IN THE BALKANS

Bucharest, Aug. 6—At the Balkan
peace conference yesterday, M. Major-
esco, president of the conference, read a
note from the United States government
expressing a desire to see inserted in
the treaty of Bucharest a stipulation se-
curing civil and religious liberty to the
populations inhabiting territory which
may be ceded or annexed.

M. Majoresco remarked that such lib-
erty was the law in every country par-
ticipating in the peace conference, and
all the heads of the various delegations
agreed that it would be superflous to
think of inserting such a special clause
in the treaty.

Sofia, Aug. 6—It is officially denied
that the arrest of Dr. Daneff, a Bulgar-
jan statesman, who took a prominent
part in the peace negotiations at Lon-
don, has been ordered. It was stated in
Relgrade newspapers yesterday that Dr.
Daneff was accused of unlawful use of
the funds of the secret service.

When the Alban-
ian crown was offered to the Hungar-
ian nobleman he was highly pleased, but
the opposition of the countess prevailed
him from accepting. A ‘deputation of
Albanian Catholics and Mussulmans
went to the count’s palace in Budapest
to offer himu the crown in the event of
the independence of Albania being re-
cognized. The count received the depu-
tation with eagerness and presented the
visitors to his . wife.

The countess laughed in their faces
when they tried to induce her to ac-
cept, using the argument that she would
be the first American to wear a crown.
The plea was ineffectual, and the coun-
tess told the Albanians they would have
to Jook elsewhere for a sovereign.

LURED TO DEATH IN NEW
YORK COFFEE HOUSE BY WOMAN

New York, Aug. 6—William Lustig,
a young man of whom the police know
little, except that he comes from a re-
spectable family, is dying in Bellevue
hospital, the victim of assassins.

Lustig is believed to have been lured
to “Humpty” Jackson’s coffee house by
a woman on Monday night. They had
just taken a seat at a table when the
woman suddenly left and Lustig started
after her. He found his exit barred by
four men with revolvers. They all fired
and three of the four shots took effect.
A big black touring car provided means
of escape for the gunmen. The police
have no knowledge of what led up to
the mysterious shooting.

IN CHINA

Hong Kong, Aug. 6—A battle start-
ed today at Canton between the Chinese
government troops and the southern. reb-
els. Two divisions of the government
army attacked the east gate of the city.

Hankow, China, Aug. 6—An army of
government troops on August 4 captur-
ed the town of Tehan, on Poyang Lake,
the principal rebel base in the province
of Kiang-Si.

That the only way to God and his
knowledge is the way of service was

the message to a self-seeking and time-

serving day given by the Rev. A. B. Co-
hoe, of Halifax, N. S., at the First Bap-
tist church, on Sherbrooke street, yes-
terday, where he preached morning and
evening. Mr. Cohoe, who is one of the

; younger leaders of evangelical religious

thought in Canada, was introduced by
the Rev. Mr. Gordon in cordial terms as
a man possessing the confidence of his
denomination from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, and was heard with appreciation
by goodly congregations.

Tall and spare, with the deep eyes of
a student, and a thoughtful expressive
face, Mr. Cohoe has a manner of speak-
ing as unconventional as his mode of
thought. His text yesterday morning
was Mark ix 86-87—%“And he took a
child and set him in the midst of them

. Whosoever shall receive one of
such children in My ndme receiveth Me.”

The more we look at the world and
study its laws and forces, he said, ‘the
more difficult it is to discover therein|
evidences of a beneficent God. In field|
or in city, life is a relentless strife.
Why men struggle we do not khow, and
the strong instinctive urge back of it
was equally a mystery. The law is uni-
versal that the fittest should survive.
How inconsistent this is with the
thought of an all-ruling God of love,
who gave himself in suffering to save
men; but in the midst of all this red
welter we find something that is apart,
that seems to lift itself out of and
above the order from which we spring—
that something with which Jesus con-
fronted his disciples when he set a child
in their midst and called to their view
its soul and that soul’s possibilities.

There is no worldly evidence of a
God of love. He cannot be found out by
the data of life, but only through life

itself. The man that will see the divine |

possibility in the child and give himself
to the task of realizing it, will find
thereby the way to the Father. The
world is slow to see this. Devotion to
humanity is not a matter for praise ?n
this generation. We measure a man still
by his money standard. We don’t advise
our sons'to become school teachers. The
man who is prepared to lose money for
the good of the souls of men will find
his hardest burden in the general con-
tempt for his ideals. But he will find the
truest friendship among fellow followers
of those ideals; he will ind a famous
fellowship with great souls who live;in
the world we call past and he will come
into touch and companionship with Him
who set a child midst of them and
through him pointed out the way. .

To see the boys and girls in our city
streets, to give ourselves to lift them‘ to
the highest and best, to link ourselves
with others in this service of souls, is
to come into companionable touch with
Jesus across the ages and to come close
to an understanding of the meaning of
life. Thus we shall discover ‘a purpose
moving through all life, and our life.
We shall find new emotions, new vis-
ions, and a new sense of life and of task,
in the midst of which shall come the
conviction that life is not a diverse con-
fusion of struggle, but that the thing
which links us in this service is the very
breath of God, and is ours, and we are
not lost to his purpose.

lantic and in the Pacific, but you must
riot count the enemies’ ships for the pur-
poses of calculation in home waters and
count them again as preying on our
trade in the Pacific or other seas. If
there is any subtraction from an enemy’s
ships for that purpose, an equal sub-
traction must also be made from ours
There is, indeed, no additional peril for
which no provision has been made.”

The Daily Telegraph in its editorial
comment upon the debate says:

“Are we to have the mere shadow of
a fleet in the Mediterranean and a
gfuadron which is not under imperial
control in the other seas? We should
have only six or seven ships on an aver-
age, or ten when the Canadian ships or
their substitutes become available. What
is to be the action of the dominions?
They are no longer colonies, but nations.
The mother country will next year,
probably be faced with estimates am-
ounting to nearly fifty million pounds.”

The Mornnig Post says: “We have al-
ready indicated our feeling in favor of
the acceleration of the British pro-
gramme by the laying down, at once, of
+hree ships to compensate for the hypo-

ctical Canadian Dreadnoughts. ‘That

»uld perhaps suffice were it not that
_bere is every possibility of the three
powers concerned, by their combined
building, forcing the pace to such an
extent that next year’s programme must
be greatly increased.”

The Times advises that  Unionists
should insist that the three extra,ships
<hould be commenced next spring, inas-
much as the emergency has been clearly
demonstrated by the memorandum ad-
dressed to Premier Borden by the first
lord of the admiralty.

The Daily News (Liberal) says that
the Mediterranean position must be our
concern only in view of probable emer-
gencies, otherwise England will certainly
go bankrupt over its building program-
me.

The Continental and Commg%ia) Na-
tional Bank of Chicagd,'in its spndal
crop report for the Unitéd States, says
that though the erops are “less prodigal
on the whole than last year, they are
above the average, ample for domestic
use, with an abundance of breadstuffs

. for export” Tt gives the following as
its estimate: - : '
Wheat (bushels) .. .. .. 789,780,000
Corn - bushels) .. .. .. <« 2,800,000,000
Oats (bushels) .. .. .. .. 1,008,266,600
Rye (bushels) .. .. .. . 86,854,000

Hay (tons) .. .. -« .. 66,610,000
Cotton - (bales) .. .. 14,702,000

The report says that the enormous
‘yield of the previous year has left an
‘unusually large surplus of crops con-
sumed on the farm, so that the total
amount available is not far from that
of a year ago. It notes also that the
rise in the yield per acre continues from
year to year, and is an evidence of bet-
ter farming methods. The ppsalbﬂity of
raising the total yield of wheat in the
United States to a billion bushels is not
regarded as remofe. With regard to
oats, while the crop 18 smaller than that
of last year,'it is-expected to yield as
large a money value as last year’s crop.
The .corn crop will not be a record one,
but a good deal was carried over from
Jast year. The report is very optimistic,
and, if it is proved to be well founded,
the harvest should go a long way to-
ward improving the financial situation
throughout the country. ¢ )

Great Success Attends The

Boston Convention

DELEGATES ENTERTAINED

Marked Grewth of the Order Re-
ported--High' Mass in Cathedral
of Holy Cress—S. J. Nevins
Has Newfoundland Delegates
as Guests

Boston, Aug. 5—It would hardly be
an exaggeration to say that the Knights
of Columbus own Boston just now.
The annual supreme convention being
held here this week has attracted great
numbers from all parts of the United
States and Canada, and they have not
had a dull moment since their arrival,
The plans of the committees for the re-
ception of the delegates and their friends
have thus far been most successfully
carried out, and what remain call for a
continual round of activity both from a
business and social viewpoint.

It took more than an hour for the
large party of excursionists to fill the
long line of automobiles in front of the
Hotel Somerset, the headquarters of the
Columbians during their stay, yesterday,
as they were being taken to the steamer
for an outing along the North Shore.
Flags attached to the windshields, and K.
of C. pennants floating from the sides
of the cars, gave a gala appearance to
the column of fast moving cars as they
proceeded through Boston on their way
to the boat piers.'

The return to the city was made at
4.30 in the afternoon to enable delegates
tor be present at the exemplification of
the fourth degree, Several St. John can-
didates were amongst the number.

The plans as carried out by Dr. Tim-
othy Hanrahan, vice supreme master,
were the most elaborate ever attempted
for the exemplification of this degree,
and fourth degree officials are highly
pleased with the success attained.

The exemplification was notable from
the fact that at least half a dozen state
deputies of the order, as well as some
of the national directors were among
those upon whom the fourth degree was
conferred.

The degree was exemplified in Me-
chanic’s building, to which the supreme
officers and national directors were es-
corted by a column of fourth degree
members under supervision of Chiet
Marshal D. G. Slattery.

The celebration of solemn high mass
in the Cathedral of the Holy Cross this
morning in honor of the Columbians’
visit was attended by more than 8,000
delegates and their friends. Right. Rev.
| Joseph G. Anderson, auxiliary bishop of
Boston, preached an impressive and elo-
queént sermon. The sanctuary of the
cathedral was elaborately” decorated.
Floral decorations were installed to
beautify the sanctuary, and the usual
decorations when Cardinal O’Connell is
at home and presiding in the sanctuary
were in place as a special tribute to the
convention. i

Bishop Anderson read a cablegram
from Cardinal Merry Del Val, the papal
secretary of stgte, conveying the felicita-
tions of Pope Pius X.

The supreme convention of the
Knights of Columbus, was later formal-
ly opened on board a harbor steamer,
while the delegates sailed along the
north shore. Mayor Fitzgerald and
State Deputy Louis Watson welcomed
them and Supreme Knight James A.
Flaherty, of Philadelphia, responded.
The growth of the order since the 1912
convention was related by the supreme
secretary, Willlam McGinley, of New
Haven (Conn.), who reported that on
June 80 last the total membership was

ROUND-THE-NORLD TRAFFIC

Passenger Communication System Wth
Canada Included

St. Petersburg, Aug. 6—The “Commer-
cial and Industrial Gazette” publishes
the results of the international confer-
ence on round the world traffic held at
Moscow. It has been resolved to link
up in a direct passenger communication
system round the world, by way of Si-
beria and Canada, the folowing com-
panies: The Austrian South Railway,
the Antung-Fusan-Chosen Railway, the
Fusan-Shimonseki - Railway, and the
North China Railway. It was resolved
to include in the same system the fol-
lowing steamship companies: The Cun-
ard, the Hamburg-Amerika, the Pacific
Mail Company, the Tokyo Kisen Kaisha,
also the supplementary routes to the Far
East by way of Kharkoff and the Jap-
anese railways, and the route by way of
Australia. The proposal that the ordin-
ary route from Europe by way of Si-
beria, per the Nord Express between
Berlin and Moscow, should be by way
of Kalisch instead of Alexandrovno was
postponed till the next meeting.

It was announced that a Norwegian
company proposes to undertake the
opening of the North-Eastern maritime
trade route, a project which has for a
long time fascinated some spirifs here.
The idea is to create a regular service
from Archangel by way of Kara Strait
to the mouths of the Obi and Yenisei,
whereby river traffic will be possible to
the heart of Eastern Asia. It is now said
that the Fram is to make the voyage,
possibly with Dr. Nansen in command.

OF THE AURGRA B
FLECTRIC PROCES

* A very interesting piece of work is
being performed today upon the shaft of
the steamer Grand Manan lying in Mar-
ket Slip, and. it was watched by quite a
gathering of spectators for not often is
so novel an operation performed here.
It has béen done before, so that it is
not in the nature of an experiment, but

4| at the same time it is sufficiently new to

create considerable interest.

On Monday as the steamer was com-
ing to this port she drgpped her pro-
pellor. Captain J. A. Ingersoll imediate-
ly procured the tugboat Neptune, and,
going with her to Grand Manan, brought
back a spare propellor which was there.
While workmen were in the act of put-
ting this one on, there was detected a
flaw in the steel shaft. Inspector Dalton
said that it would have to be repaired,
and it looked as though the boat would
have to go on the blocks for a couple of
weeks and a new shaft installed,

Then it was that tne suggestion of
welding the flaw by electricity was made
and it was acted upon. Early this morn-
ing William Barton had his electrical de-
vice for this work engaged at the shaft
of the steamer and it is expected that
by this aftermoon he will have accom-
plished the repair of ,the flaw, and made
the shaft as stable and solid as if the
steamer had gone on the blocks and had
a new shaft put in place, doing this at
less expense and causing her not to miss
more than one tide.

Some little time was spent this mom-
ing in taking off the outer rings of rust
from the shaft, which was done for the
most part by the use of compressed air
with 120 pound pressure, after which
the task of electrically welding the flaw
was proceeded with,

LYONS EXHIBITION
10 ILUSTRATE THE
URBAN LIFE OF EUROPE

Paris, Aug. 6—The city of Lyons is
organizing for next year an elaboratesex-
hibition illustrative of the many aspects
of urban life in Europe, and possibly
also in America, together with a French
colonial exhibition, The exhibition,
which will be held from May 81 to No-
vember.

VLLAGE DESTROYED
“BY FRE FROM SKY

Aerolite Strikes Hamlet Near Va-|
Jencia in Spain and Sets Place
Afire

Madrid,, Aug. 6—The village of Al-
cocer, near Valencia, has been practic-
ally wiped out and the surrounding
country ravaged by an aerolite of great
size. A little after noom there dropped
from a cloudless sky a great lurid ball
of fire. A deafening series of detona-
tions like a thousand rifle shots resound-
ed through the still atmosphere and,
scattering tongues of flame in all direc-
tions, the heavy mass buried itself in the
earth.

The country was get on fire, and with-
in' an hour nothing but blackened masses
of smouldering cinders remained of
farm-houses, haylofts, trees, and gather-
ed crops of hay, wheat, and olives..

Five persons were seriously burned,
one fatally.

At the moment the aerolite fell at Al-
cocer a terrific thunderstorm, which was
accompanied by a rain of stones, some
the size of oranges and weighing nearly
two pounds, burst over the neighboring
village of Denavites and Curtil.

The ground was covered in places to
a depth of five inches. A pungent odor
of sulphur pervaded the locality.

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 6—The new rat-
ings of the Infercolonial Railway have
been the subject of some agitation in
the maritime provinces since they were
inaugurated, and some members of par-
liament who have been here on other
business in the last few days have taken
occasion incidentally to express their
views. It is not known' definitely as yet
what will be done, but the chances
seem to favor the maintenance of the
new schedules. It is stated here that
the rates have simply been equalised so
that the maritime patron of the I. C. R.
pays the same amount relatively as do
those in Quebec or other points. Even
now it is claimed the rates are below
most of the other railways.

The old schedules dated back to the
years when the road was run on poli-
tical lines, and also when it was de-
sirable to quote low tariffs to encourage
patronage. Meanwhile the cost of oper-
ation has increased enormosuly. There
are operating comsiderations in the new
policy.

It is understood that the action of
the management is approved by the Hon:

The Tight Money Bugaboo

(Montreal Herald.)
A well known Montreal business man
called upon one of his customers, whose
annual dealings with him run well above

_the hundred thousand dollar mark, to
t urge payment of an overdue account.

“But,” protested the debtor. “I can’t
pay you just now. I am advised by my
banker to conserve my capital. I am
holding on to all the money I can get
Jjust as long as I can. ‘“Tight money® you
know. You’ll have to wait a bit longer.”

“That’s all right,” said the other. “My
banker, too, advises caution. He urges
me to keep my collections up as it is
impossible for the bank to extend the
usual line of credit.”

“Who’s- your banker? ’asked the first
man.

‘The bank,” was the reply.

“And so it is mine,” said the other.

These two men, acting in the best of
faith and on trustworthy advice, were
nevertheless working against each
other’s and their own interests.

The banker's well-meant caution had
given each of them a scare.

The “tight money” bugaboo had them
in its grasp. - .

The evperience of these men is not
unlike that of thousands of others
throughout Canada.

Distrust—Fear of the future—engend-
ered principally in European money cir-
clesby the uncertainty as to the out-
come of the Balkan War—has been al-
lowed to permeate until it has affected
even our commonest business transac-
tions.

The conscienceless debtor, as well as
the conscientious trader, has had re-
course to “tight money” as an excuse for
failing to pmmpgy‘msct his obligations.

But the fundamentals have not been
affected.

Everything indicates that this “tight
money” cry, as applied to real business,
is losing its effectiveness.

As a brake on purely speculative en~
terprises it may still exert an influence,
but that it can seriously retard legiti~
mate expansion in Canada, is most un-
likely.

Inquiry among a dozen of the leading
industrial companies of Montreal, by
The Herald, reveals that all of .them
are producing at top pressure and are
still unable to overtake the demand.

In nearly every case the business of
these concerns during the half year just
closed has exceeded that of last year by
40 to 60 per cent.

Even the most conservative bankers,
prone by nature to take a pessimistic
view of conditions, are talking more
done in
months.

Borden’s naval policy also does not
appeal to the.people of this province.
At one time, shipbuilding was the great

industry here and one man, Captain
Richards, father of the present member
for Prince, had built ninety-three ships.
The people of the Island realize also
that if a big ship-building industry were
established at St. John or Sydney, it
would mean a very large and steady
market for the produce near at home.

L C. R, Rates

The increase of freight rates on the P.
E. I railway 25 per cent to 50 per cent.
is another grievance, which is not doing
the government any good. The an-
nouncement that several men are to be
transferred from the Charlottetown of-
fice to Moncton is also telling against
the government. There is a great deal
of dissatisfaction, too, about appoint-
ments. The federal Conservative mem-
bers for Queens County not expecting
their party to be returned at the last
general election, made all sorts of prom-
ises. It has turned out they promised
the same positions in some cases to sev-
eral men, and the bitterness which the
failure to carry out their promises has
aroused can well be imagined.

In local affairs the same wide-spread
dissatisfaction exists. The government
majority in the first place is top-heavy
and there have been the inevitable dis-
sensions within the party. One prom-
inent Conservative member said the
other day that if Premier Mathieson
went to the country tomorrow he would
not have a single straight supporter.
This is an extreme view, but last ses-
sion showed that there are quite a num-
ber of Conservatives who are not dis-
posed to be treated in the arbitrary man-
ner with which the present premier is
inclined to treat his followers. In fact
one man who had hitherto been a very
strong Conservative, made a speech in
which he expressed his satisfaction with
the various public works and other im-
provements secured by the Liberal party
during their term of office.

The government’s attitude re the auto-
mobile is also telling against them.
There are men on both sides of politics
in favor of having the autos rum, but
at the three Liberal conventions the
question was not brought up. However,
there is quite a strong under-current
against the government on account of
allowing the autos to make a start on
this island, after almost every school
district voted against such permission by
a large majority. If an election were
held soon, with the present feeling, it
would be disastrous for the Mathieson
administration. ;

Other Indictments

At the three Liberal meetings any fe-
ference to the dog tax brought forth tre-
mendous applause. From this tax about
$6,000 was raised last year. It was a
peculiar incident that, in Conservative
districts, the tax collected from dogs was
considerably less than that collected from
the: Liberal sections.

Another cause of dissatisfaction s
found in requiring men of sixty-five
years of age, to pay road tax or work
on the roads. Under the Liberals, the
age limit was sixty, but the Conserva-
tives increased it, with the result that
there has been much dissatisfaction.

When in oposition the present prem-
icr used to harangue continually against
taxation, contending that we should get
sufficient revenue from Ottawa to run

the government without resorting to any |
taxation

taxes on land, or any local
whatever. Although the Federal Gov-
ernment has given an increase of $100,-
000, Premier Mathieson has increased
the taxes all around, and he increased
the debt last year also, to the extent of
$90,000.

The new fox tax act is also unpopu-
lar, inasmuch as it gives the govern-
ment absolute power of deciding what

the valuation shall be in cases of dis-
pute. Although every man is allowed to
value his own foxes under oath, yet
the government is not bound to accept
that. Another objectionable feature is
that no provision is made for an appeal.

The road act is proving unworkable
as it calls for the appointment of a little
army of road masters, many of whom
are incapable. They do not understand
road working, and whilst in some dis-
tricts the roads are good. in others they
are deplorably bad. *

There are other matters of complaint,
but these will suffice to show that there
is a great deal of evidence accumulating
against the Mathieson government.
There seems no doubt of what the
verdict will be when the- first -appeal to
the people is made. .

King Edward’s Cigars That Cost
$1.25 Each — Alfonse Much
Addicted to Cigarettes

Paris, Aug—The “Gout Parisien,”
gives some amusing details of the par-
ticular smoking tastes of popular
Frenchmen and foreign sovereigns. M.
Briand smokes nothing but cigarettes,
of all sorts; M. Pelletan halfpenny ci-
gars; and M. Lepine, ex-Prefect of Po-
lice, ahd now deputy for Montbrisson,
clay pipes, which he breaks as soon as
he has finished using once. The late
King Edward, it says, smoked the long-
est and thickest cigars ever known they
being exactly 8 5-8 in. in length and 2
1-2 in diameter. These were made ex-
pressly for his” Majesty in Havana and
cost $1.26 each, while the workmen re-
ceived 20 cents a cigar for making them.
The Kaiser patronizes the same manu-
futcurer, but his cigars are of smaller
calibre and more modest price, being
only 6 1-2 in long, and costing $30 a
hundred. A :

The Emperor Francis Joseph has nev-
er smoked but one sort of cigar, which
is a favorite with the working classes
in Austria and Hungary, namely, the
long, thin black article, tapering at
both ends, and traversed by a straw.
His Majesty can get through more of
these than most men and it must be
a distincfly educated taste to enjoy
these “puros,” which burn the tongue
like a coal.

The Czar has a special cigarette made
for him of choice Turkish tobacco grown
and selected exclusively for his own con-
sumption. King Alfonso scarcely smokes
anything but cigarettes, but "is such a
slave to the habit that he is miserabl
when court etiquette prevents him fo
more than an hour from indulging.

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months of his sixtieth year; and yet he
is in appearance, in manner, and in out-
look, just a boy; you had almost said a
a child still. This largely because he
thinks so little of the mere externals of
life and because he has made for him-
self an entire revaluation of the rewards
of life, ‘ag they dre understood by the
ordinary man.

As a Young Actor

It is now more than thirty years since
I first met him. He was introduced: to
me by Justin McCarthy, the well known
novelist and dramatist, himself also a
very remarkable figure. I had not even
heard his name before; not being much
of & play-goer owing to the terrible ab-
sorption of parliamentary life, and I had
not seen the piece in which he was then
appearing.

Mr. McCarthy told me that Mr. Tree
was one of the young actors who were
coming to the front. Even: then, in the
days of his youth and his obscurity,
there was something so striking and so
dominating about his personality that I
retained so distinct a recollection of him
that I could always pick him out“in a
crowd however vast. The tall, willowy
form, the strange eyes, so large, so blue,
so abstracted; the reddish . hair, the
strange rapt look—all revealed a man
out of the common. Even in the midst
of our conversation, he seemed to go off
into a brown study from which the two
men beside whom he was seated . were
evidently as remote as the farthest star.
The explanation was. simple, though I
did not know it dt the time. Like Na-
poleon in his youth, he was always.liv-
ing two years ahead; and already he had
formed the ambition to be at the head
of his own profession. He had the ardor,
the incessant energy, and the settled
purpose that enable men to realize their
ambitions, . however. lofty and however
hopeless they may seem at the start.
And that spirit is as strong in him to-
day as it ever was.

The Same Today

Today, Beerbohm Tree does not ap-
pear to me in any way different from
what he was at that moment. He has
the same form—a little stouter, but still
willowy; the eyes still retain their
strangely open and transparent and
dreamy look, and he still talks in the
same way—jerkily, hesitatingly, and of-
ten - epigramatically. The explanation
again is very simple; he is above all
things an artist and an artist always
retains something of the child’s fresh
outlook on life; for the show of life,
with all its hidden drama, its humor,
its tragedy, remains forever fascinating
to him who looks at it with the eye
of the artist. It remains interesting, it
ever remains worthy of study, and, to
a certain extent, he is ever outside its
outer show; he is always looking into

)' the depths.

Sacrifices to Art

If you wanted any further proof that
Beerbhom Tree is first and before all
things, an artist, you have only to fol-
low his career. No man has made big-
ger sacrifice to art. Manager of one of
the biggest and one of the most expen-
sive and luxurious theatres in the world,

“lit is absolutely necessary that he should

make a huge income; and yet, over and
over again, T'ree has sacirficed money_to
art. If a piece be going well, but if at
the same time ‘I'ree feels that he has
got out of it all the artistic possibilities,
his interest in it ceases. The box office
may cry aloud, his company may im-
plore, but the piece comes off and 'I'ree
goes on to the next great task. 'I'hat
mind, always working two years ahead,
has conceived already some new artistic
production and he cannot be stopped
from going on to that purpose by the
box office.

Similarly, the dazzling splendor with
which he produces his pieces is mainly

due to thi;"keen and disinterested spirit
of the artist. Tree will have everything
right, down to the:smallest details, it is

his mind that coneeives and manages
everything. He will look not merely to
the choice of they ggoper; actoryor act-
ress, to the projjkyliscenery; tut even
the tiniest dance is arranged by him as
though he were a dancing master and
not an actor. " If ‘any question arises as
to dress or other, properties, Tree will
have the best. He paid, for instance,
eighty pounds for a muff in “Resurrec-
tion” which a lady had to wear who was
not quarter of an hour altogether on the
stage during the.entire piece. Sometimes
—as in his production of “Midsummer
Night’s Dream” for instance—you hear
at a certain moment, the tinkling of
bells; they add a strange, weird, delight-
ful break, at some fine moment in the
play; it is Tree again who has thought
it out or to whom such a detail has ap-
peared in one of his waking dreams.

He has also the excitability of the ar-
tist. When you ‘meet him socially, he
looks always the sternest and the most
self-controlled of men.~He listens rath-
er than speaks, and when he speaks it
is always with a certain hesitation; and
even when he is speaking to you, if you
watch him, you see these wide-open blue
eyes are wandering around the scene and
taking in his observations and perhaps
conceiving some scene in which all be-
fore him can be transferred from life
to the stage.

Thus I saw him a few weeks ago in
the inner lobby of the House of Com-
mons. He was talking to John Burns
and myself; but now and then, I could
see that he had forgotten all about us;
and was gazing with that strange rapt
look of his. on the vivid scene before
him, for the inner lobby of the House
of Commons.is at the very heart of our
political system, and I should not be
surprised to find that at that moment
he was wondering if he could not pro-
duce some political’ play in which the
drama of the House of Commons could
be realized by the play-goer.

At Rehearsal—

It is when he. is rehearsing a play,
however, that you see the big bundle of
artistic nerves that are behind this
quietitstic face and expression of his. I
don’t know that he weeps, but he can
groan and tear his hair and almost
threaten to knoeck his head against the
scenes if things are not going to his lik-
ing. I often wish that I had seen Tree
at one of these moments; I am sure it
would make a picture as wonderful as
that of Anatole France in his picture of
Sardou when he, went to the church to
see the burial of an actor who had killed
himself in the desperation of a hopeless
passion.

Again in his conduct with regard to
the Haymarket Theatre, you can see
that artistic ambition and disinterested-
ness which underly his whole nature.
The Haymarket Theatre is one of the
most uniformly prosperous houses in
l.ondon. The Bancrofts who, in addi-
tion to being great artists, are also ex-
cellent business people, went into the
Haymarket with £60,000, and in a few
vears they left with £120,000—just dou-
ble. Tree might have done the same
thing, but the gnawing ambition and
the haunting dreams of his inner life
would not let him be still, so off he went
to an architect and built the magnifi-
cent theatre he now conrols.

The Why of the Curve

The real reason why a baseball can be |,

thrown so that it will describe wonder-
ful curves gduring its progress. through
the air is that every such ball has a sur-
face made up of mountains, valleys,
craters, canyons, gorges, plains and
other irregularities of the surface.

If it were possible to make a perfect|
sphere—if it were possible to make a
baseball with an absolutely smooth sur-
face and an exact sphere—no pitcher in
the world could make it curve. The
very best pitchers baseball has ever
known or probably ever will know could
not make the ball deviate a hair's
breadth in its flight.

And so, while it is partly in the art
or knack the professional pitcher has in
holding it, it is also due to the fact that
a baseball has a wonderfully-rough sur-
face, against which the air catches and
turns it, that gives it the curve.

If you pass your hand over a plate
glass it moves smoothly with nothing to
retard it. If you pass your hand over
an unplaned board you can feel the
roughness. Splinters, we call them. You
cannot move your hand as easily over
the board. This is the same principle
with the baseball. There is a rough-
ness to its surface that catches in the
air and forces one side about, or retards
that side. This has but one result, to
make the baseball leave its straight
course, and in doing this it describes a
curve.

This does not detract in the least from
the cleverness of the pitcher who con-
trols its motion by his muscular action
this way or that.

James Simpson, the keeper of the Am-
herst jail, hasa prisoner in his charge
at present on a hunger strike. The pris-
oner in question is not a fair suffragette
ready to sacrifice herself for the benefit
of the cause but a rather unromantic
citizen of Cumberland rejocing in the
name of Havelock Carter. Mr. Carter
in the halcyon days of his youth won
a more than local reputation as a first
class temperance orator but in these lat-
ter days, he has either seen a greater
vision of personal liberty -or has wan-
dered from the puritanic principles that
governed his early life.

Mr. Carter is just now serving a nine-
ty days’ séntencé for a violation of the
Canadian Temperance Act imposed upon
him by Stipendiary Slade of Oxford.
He was brought to Amherst just a week
ago and since his incarceration he has
simply lain in the bunk in his cell and
has positively refused to take any nour-
ishment of any kind whatever. Mr.
Simpson sent for a physician last Fri-
day who made an examination of the
prisoner and the physician was not very
seriously impressed with the seriousness
of his condition and intimated that he
would call some time this week.

William Moses, however, who is at
present residing with Mr. Simpson, takes
a very serious view of Mr. Carter’s con-
dition and he informed the News man
this morning that the prisoner’s hands
and feet were very clammy and cold and
that if something was not done, the
man was bound to die shortly.
