Prominent Montreal Men Arrive

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H. A. Bruce of Saskatoon whojgr a few 
days ago for the west found such a keen 
interest in St. John real estate in Up­
per Canada that, he decided to return and 
secure a list of the properties on the mar­
ket here to present to business men in 
Toronto and other Ontario cities. He was 
especially surprised at the amount of in- 
terest being shown in Toronto as that 
city has been kept busy with its own real 
estate developments. Mr. Bruce will leave 
again this evening.

One of the problems which he says St. ■ 
John will have to face very soon is the 
housing of the workmen, business men ’ 
and others ywho will be attracted to the | 
city by the immense works which are be- ' 
ing undertaken here. Commenting on the 
fact that there are almost no' empty 
houses here now he asked where the new 
comers would be accomodated and predict­
ed that within a very glprt time real 
estate agents would be receiving a hun­
dred inquiries a day for houses to rent 
or to purchase. The demand will make 
necessary the erection of a great number 
of new houses and he said that contract­
ors will find a very ready market for all 
the houses which they can possibly build 
during the coming season. To help to 
meet this demand he is planning to build' 
self-contained houses on Tisdale Place 
and expects a ready sale for them.

Owing to the number of houses which 
will be required he suggests that local 
contractors would have to ' learn to pet 
up buildings more rapidly than has been 
the custom here and referred to the fact 
that in Saskatoon houses of good size are 
completed in a fortnight and strings of 
cottages are erected in an average of five 
or six days each.
Montreal Men Arrive
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James Elliott, vice-president of Mol- 
son’s Bank, 8. H. Ewing and George W. 
Badgley, of Montreal, the owners of Cotir- 
tenay Bay Heights, arrived in St. John 
on the Atlantic Express and will remain 
for a couple. of days. They are here to 
look over the property and to decide oh 
some of the improvements which they are 
planning for the property, and it is un­
derstood that while here they will con­
sider some other properties which have 
been offered to them.

Speaking to a Times’ reporter this 
ing Mr, Elliott spoke very warmly of his 
belief in the future of the city, saying 
that St. John is only beginning to come 
into its own.

A vigorous campaign to make Richibuc- 
to Cape in New Brunswick and West 
Point in Prince Edward Island the termini 
of the proposed car ferry is being carried 
on by the Richibucto Review and in this 
connection they are publishing a series of 
interviews. One of the latest to give his 
opinion on the matter is Dr. R. G. Girvan 
of Rexton who sees in the car ferry a nat­
ural sequel to the great development which 
is taking place in the province and which 
has made itself so , strongly felt in St. 
John. He says: “Prosperity 
to be turning in the direction of the mari­
time provinces, and particularly to New 
Brunswick: The undoubted boom in real 
estate in the city of St. John must spread 
to other parts of the. province. Of course 
the great work at Courtenay Bay and the 
introduction of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway into the City of St. John as well 
as the great improvements to be made 
there by the I. C. R. and C. P. R. will also 
aid in making St. John the great city 
that its citizens dreamed many years ago 
of seeing it made.

Moncton is bound to soon follow St. 
John in an industrial awakening because 
of its oil and gas developments and the 
North Shore is sure to have its turn. K 
the car ferry route is decided on its mer­
its, I am strongly of the opinion that that 
project will do much to aid in the North 
Shore prosperity which we would all like 
to see, and which has been delayed tod 
long. With the beter times that must 
come to the east because of these things, 
we will all hope to see a return of .the 
hundreds and thousands of our own peo­
ple to this province to aid in the building 
up of a greater New Brunswick.”

Winston Churchill's Note in Pre­

Berlin, March 15—A note issued by 
Winston Churchill, first lord of the ad­
miralty, in presenting the naval budget, 
in which he said that the estimates were 
framed on the assumption that the ex­
isting naval programmes of other naval 
powers would not be changed but that if 
they were supplementary estimates would 
be submitted to the British parliament, 
has made the German jingoes angry.

“impudent British bluff.”

Geneva, March 15—The sensational trial 
of Eugene Bertie, aged fifty-five, state 
councillor and deputy of the Canton of 
Geneva, on the chargee of swindling and 
fraud, involving a sum of about $550,000, 
has ended in the prisoner being sentenced 
to nine years’ imprisonment.

Berlie, who started life with a fortune 
of $15,000, became a rich man, but during 
the last few years lost heavily on the 
bourae, and employed criminal methods in 
the hope of recovering his losses. Many 
families have been ruined by Berlie’e 
frauds, and two of his creditors have be­
come mad.

MEN DROWNED AND 
ANIMALS GO UNDER

iVenna, March 15—Three acrobats and 
a larg number of animals, including a 
lion ai^a tiger were drowned in the 
Danube at Semlln while a circus was be­
ing conveyed across the river in three fer: 
ry boats. The river was full of floating ice 
and a heavy floe struck the first boat, 
causing it to upset.

While the other boats were hastening 
to the rescue they were also capsized in 
the same way. The animals made desper­
ate struggles to escape from their cages, 
but in vain, and they were all drowned 
except some of the horses, which swam 
to land. Most of the men managed to 
cling to the upturned boats, and were 
subsequently rescued, but three were car­
ried under the ice floes by the current 
and never reappeared.

JEWELS WORTH $50,000 
ARE STOLEN ON TRAIN

Mysterious Theft From Merchant 
on Journey From Salzburg to 
Vienna

Vienna, Marc]) 15—A most dating and 
mysterious theft in an express train be­
tween Salzburg and Vienna is reported. 
Among the passengers was a Parisian jew­
eler named Albert Loeir, who was travel­
ing to Vienna with an assortment of jew­
els valued at about $50,000. The gems were 
contained in a pocket-book, which the 
jeweler had placed in his breast pocket, 
and for further security, had fastened 
to his coat by a chain. Included in the 
package were pearls of an aggreyte weight 
of 2,500 grammes, partly in nets; some six­
ty carat loose brilliants, and a collar con­
sisting of one large pear and several fine 
diamonds.

When the train stopped at Salzburg M. 
Loeir paid customs duty on his jewels. 
The robbery therefore must have been ef­
fected between that place and Vienna. 
When he reached the Austrian capital he 
discovered, to his horror, that his valuable 
pocket-book was missing. The realization 
of his loss affected him so much that he 
had a heart seizure. There is not the 
slightest clue to the thief.

Beam trawlers are not now permitted 
to operate within the three miles limit 
but the delegation will ask that the pro­
hibition be foade general and they will 
urge the government to seek to have the 
other nations agree to a similar proposi­
tion on the ground that it would be futile 
to prevent Canadians doing what others 
were allowed to practice.

Two beam trwalerg are now on this coast 
working chiefly from Canso and Digby and 
operated by the Maritime Fish Company 
of Montreal. - H beam trawling cannot 
be prohibited the delegation will ask that 
it be made unlawful to sell them supplies.

“British feats have been brilliantly fol­
lowed up by Captain Scott and Sir Ern­
est Shackleton, whose discoveries greatly 
contributed to Amundsen’s success. Still, 
the Amundsen expedition was largely 
founded on Norwegian experience. The 
art and scienece of pdlar exploration have 
been highly developed by the Norwegians 
and their methods have been adopted by 
all other countries, but Norwegians are 
better fitted to apply them in practice 
because they spring from Norwegian polar 
experience. Therefore, we must continue 
these explorations. We should not do 
what others can do better, but should 
concentrate our faculties on doing what 
we can do better than others.”

LOANS TO FARMERS
The plan of providing a system of state 

loans to farmers is attracting attention in 
other parts of Canada as -well as in New 
Brunswick. The Victoria Colonist says:— 
“The associated boards of trade of the 
Okanagan have forwarded to the govern­
ment here a strongly worded resolution in 
favor of the government organizing a loan 
department, and advancing money to act­
ual settlers at low rate of interest. This 
system, it is declared by President Ben­
nett of the Penticton board, has work­
ed out advantageously in New Zealand, of 
which dominion he was formerly a resi­
dent.”

The Times quoted the other day, from 
thr'Mqpcton Transcript,- earn* statements 

‘ —-gglative to th» subject. Her» is another 
paragraph from that journal which is 
Worthy of attention:—

"Germany’s agricultural progress in re­
cent years has been quite as remarkable 
as its industrial development, and there 
is abundant evidence that the co-operative 
banking system has been an important fac­
tor in promoting this development. France 
also makes provision for low interest loans 
to farmers. As payment for its privileges,- 
the Bank of France is required to make 
a present of 2,000,000 francs a year to agri­
cultural credit societies, and also to allow 
them a loan of 40,000,000 francs without 
interest. In the province of Quebec a 
score or more of co-operative credit banks 
have been established, and in spite of the 
opposition of the big banks they are in­
creasing in number and proving of great 
value to the communities they serve.”

The wholesale prices record of the labor 
department at Ottawa up to date show 
a still higher level for February th»n for 
January, notwithstanding that the latter 
month was reported as having seen the 
highest prices since 1832-4 and possibly 
since 1873. The index number rose dur­
ing February from til .4 to 134.3, these be­
ing percentages of the average level of 
prices during the last decade of the last 
century. The upward movement was large­
ly the result of advances in grains, ani­
mals and meats, dairy products and po­
tatoes. Retail prices were also upward, 
especially in the food products derived 
from the lines mentioned.

In St. John we can do no more in the 
line of reform of prisoners than send them 
to the chain-gang. Surely the time has 
come for a change. It will only come, 
however, when the force of public senti­
ment makes itself felt, 
other workers for social improvement 
should get together and set on foot such 
an agitation as would produce satisfac­
tory results.

Berlin, Feb. 27—Kaiser Wilhelm has de­
creed that no more Hohenzollern princes 

; shall be represented on the stage of Prus­
sia’s royal theatres. Hitherto the House 
of Brandenburg has appeared on the stage 
always in heroic measure, out-towering 
base humanity in spirit as in physique, 
but of late the fount of such apotheosizing 
plays has run dry and the Kaiser swears 
that sooner than tolerate stage Hohenzol­
lerns with inches and wisdom, like those 
of ordinary mortals, he will tolerate none 
at all.

Thereby he has set Germans asking whe­
ther the system of . state, court or royal 
theatres, run at enormous cost to the tax­
payer, is really worth the money. How 
is it, they ask, that Englishmen sigh for 
the splendors of a state-supported stage, 
while Germans who have it damn it as a 
nuisance, and yearn for the free theatri­
cal competition of America and England.

The explanation is that .during the pres­
ent reign Prussia’s state theatres have 
fallen into grievous decay; have mostly 
ceased to serve true art, and have learn-' 
ed only to serve the Kaiser, who, when 

! he. celebrated his tenth accession anniver­
sary in 1898, made a speech to the royal 
theatre staff in which he said: “The stage 
is one of my weapons.” He meant that 
he was trying to use the theatre for politi­
cal aims. “ ‘Weapons’ is the right word,” 
exclaimed Germany’s angry playwrights, 
whose works had been rejected because 
their politics or sociology displeased- the 
Kaiser. “His Majesty uses the weapon 
over our unlucky heads!”

The rule hitherto has been that plays 
dealing with Hohenzollerns up to and in­
cluding Frederick the Great, could be 
produced by the theatre intendant on his 
own judgment; but that all' plays dealing 
with later Hohenzollerns must first be ap­
proved of by the sovereign himself. For 
twenty years this policy -has been pursued, 
plays being accepted or rejected according 
as they painted the Brandenburg dynasty

A splendid 
saving opportunity for Saturday and Monday shoppers

STRIKES EE FEBRUARYINDUSTRIAL ACCENTS v

Situation in Canada Better — Eaton 
Trouble Affected Most People

r.nWrTian Record for February Shows an 
Improvement Over Previous Month

The strike situation in Canada continues 
on the whole favorable, according to the 
latest reports of the department of labor. 
Few disputes of importance occurred dur­
ing February. The one affecting most 
employes was that of the cloak and gar­
ment workers in the employ of T. Baton 
Company, Toronto and Montreal. About 
800 employes were affected by this dispute.

Altogether there were twelve strikes dur­
ing February affecting about fifty firms 
and 1,200 employes. The loss of time in 
working days was approximately 10,00», 
compared with 12,000 days lost from the 
same cause during January, and more 
than 32,003 days lost in February, 1911. 
Eight strikes remained, in existence at 
the close of the month.

According to the record of industrial ac­
cidents kept by the department of labor, 
sixty-one persons were killed and 178 in­
jured in Canada during February, 1912. 
This record compares very favorably with 
that of January, when eighty-six workmen 
were killed and 214 injured. Compared 
with February, 1911, the record is still 
more favorable, as ninety-three were kill­
ed and 197 injured in that month.

The worst disaster of the month was 
the premature explosion of dynamite on 
construction work near Fort Frances, Ont., 
on the line of the Canadian Northern 
Railway, by which thirteen construction

Thus with a Trinity of harbors, St. John 

may be the greatest Atlantic port of the 
dominion, the Liverpool of Canada.

The History of St. John
St John has an unfortunate history. The 

property around it was granted to three 
families who have never parted with it 
in any considerable quantity. The central 
portion, a little peninsula, was not in these 
grants, and it became a town. Two sub­
urbs grew up and these were united in 
name but not in reality. The town is divid­
ed from itself because a street railway 
bridge haa not yet been built across the 
River St. John.

Aside from these handicaps there was the 
great fire in 1877, which swept twenty-sev­
en million dollars’ worth of property into 
heat and ashes. It took the city a long 
time to recover. Again for years it was 
neglected by railways and by government, 
was despised by its own citizens and by 
the people of New Brunswick. It simply 
couldn’t make headway surrounded by peo­
ple who didn’t care.

This may explain why St. John has no 
fine residential district; is filled with wood­

new few people have reckoned upon. The value 
of the United States'produce shipped from 
St. John to Europe this winter Will îun 
to eight or nine million dollars.

Further, when the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic reaches St. John, the monthly ship­
ments from that port will reach nearly 
as large totals in the winter months ns 
they do at Montreal during the summer 
months. Indeed, there will be more dock­
age room at St. John than there is at 
present in Montreal, and it will be possi­
ble to accommodate thirty or more ocean­
going vessels of the largest type at one 
time.

A New Settlement Policy

One of the proposals made at the Fred­
ericton Immigration Conference was a 
Land Settlement Policy, which was irged 
in an excellent paper read by Mr C. 
H. McIntyre, a former New Brunswicker, 
now living in Boston. He described the 
progress of New Zealand, which has in­
creased its population from 248,000 in 1870 
to 1,000,000 in 1810. At first the popu­
lation rushed into the cities and unem­
ployment was quite common. Then in 
1894, the government introduced legis!»- 
tion to encourage land cultivation. The 
State has raised seventy-five million dol­
lars for the purpose and has loaned more 
than half of it to farmers at five per cent. 
Payable half yearly. These advances tnd 
interest are paid back in half-yearly in­
stalments much like life insurance pay­
ments, and extend over periods varying 
from 20 to 36 years. In this way, any 
farmer desiring to extend his productive 
work may secure the necessary capuai 
at a low rate of interest.

Disgraceful Scenes of Vandalism 
By Upper Class Hooligans

Milan, March 15—The University of 
Naples has long enjoyed an unenviable 
notoriety as the centrent violent outbursts 
on the part ‘of lawless student»^ The 
disgraceful and riotous conduct witnessed 
the other day, however, surpasses anything 
of a similar kind within living memory.

The government having refused to sus­
pend certain regulations objected to by 
500 medical students in connection with 
the matriculation examinations, a mob of 
some thousand students forced the doors 
of the university, which the authorities 
had thought wise to keep shut, and flung 
out into the streets the police agents and 
carabinieri stationed there on guard. Mem­
bers of the police force were badly beaten 
with sticks, and their uniforms were strip­
ped off their backs.

Having locked the university gates from 
the inside, the horde of howling collegians 
devastated the place from top to bottom, 
smashing the windows and destroying the 
marble statuary that adorns its corridors 
and the portraits and paintings that grace 
its walls. The lavatory basins were brok­
en, and the courtyard fountains demolish­
ed. Wooden doors and iron gates were 
wrenched from their hinges, students’ ben­
ches and professors’ chairs ruthlessly torn 
away and piled in big heaps.

The vandals afterwards set to work to: 
burn down the buildings with the wreck­
age. The fire brigade was stormed from 
the roof »nd upper windows with , chairs, 
tables and blocks of marble, so that they 
could not succeed in affixing the hose to 
the hydrants. The damage done is enorm-
