- AGAINST MONTENEGRINS

Advaneing in Two Columns—Some Criticism

(Canadian Press)
London, 'Oc¢t. 12—The Turkish “troops

on the Montenegrin frontier, are offer-
ing stubborn resistance to the Monten-
egrin advance on Scutari, according to
the latest advices from Podgoritza. The
fighting has been of the most severe char-
acter, both armies losing heavily.

The Montenegrin army is advancing in

two columns, one commanded by Crown
.Prince Danilo of Montenegro, -operating

coaches. They also objected to the law be-
ing enforced at all on the grounds that
the streets are now so well lighted that
coach lamps are . unnecessary.

With regard to the rule requiring them
to post up the tariff of fares and adhere to
them, they said that few citizens and no
strangers could understand the tariff if it
were posted and that the rates allowed
were fair under changed conditions.

In olden days, a continued round of
work had been accountéd for virtue, and
the man who was not-eontent to prema-
turely wear himself outi in dragging a liv-
ing from the unwilligg. moil, was regarded
as being, fit only for  the.pillory. Now,
however, it had comre to. be » recognized
that life. wae something more‘than a con-
stant weary jourmey  from the treadmill
to the savings bank, for in that way lay
mental and physical breakdown and ulti-
mate insanity. If ampsement were neces-
eary for men, it was infinitely more so
for boys and girls. If the boy were robbed
of his play it was not he alone who suffer-
ed, but the community as a whole, was
‘vobbed, for the development of one of its
future citizens had been checked, and, per-
haps ruined. \ :

he adds, gives him .ex officio the right to
be present at. all court ceremonies and en-
tertainments in St. Petersburg.

Now Spiridovitch left the Russian navy
with the rank of sub-lieutenant, and has
never held any rank in the Russian army
or navy since. He seems to have man-
aged to make some kind of a deal with.
the Servian government, and to have ob
tained from the latter the more or lese
honorary rank of general, and thereupon
in the strength of this Servian title, to
have assumed the analogous rank in the
Russian army. That he no longer! en-
joys the good will of the Servian govern-
ment is perhaps best shown by’ the fact
that not long ago the Servian consul gen :
{eral in Moscow published a warning to the'
effect that Toherep Spiridoviteh was sell
ing Servian orders of knighthood to rich
merchants at Moscow,

This - warning was reproduced by the
“Berlin Tagblatt” under the heading of
“Ordens Schwindler,” which may be de
scribed as a man who swindles by selling
bogus patents of knighthood. Sp'iridovitch
irstituted legal proceedings - against the
Tagblatt, but although the latter wel
comed the suit, Spiridovitch withdrew
from the case before it came to trial.

When Czar Ferdinand of ‘Bulgaria visit-
ed Russia 'in state-a year or.so ago, Tohe-
rep Spiridovitch caused it to be intimat-
ed in the mnewspapers that he had beep
received in private audience by him at
the Winter Palace. An official denial
thereof was published at the instance’ofi
the Bulgarian monarch By $he Russian]
government. :

Spiridovitch is a Russian, and comes
from a good family. Indeed, one ‘of his,
ccusins, Colonel Spiridovitch, 'holds - high
rank in that section of the Russian pol-
jee “which is entrusted with 'the protec-
tion of the imperial family. But he de-
clines to hold any intercourse with his
kinsman, Toherep.

Toherep has never been received at the
Court of St. Petersburg, or at that of any
other monarchical country of Europe, save
perhaps that of Servia. His applications
for presentation to the Czar have met
with refusals.

Nor is he president of the Pan-Slav eo-
ciety known as the Blavonic Benevolent
Society, which has its headquarters at
Moscow, and which is really a very im-
portant philanthropic and political organi-
zation, a power throughout the Balkan
States. The society of which he is the
chief styles itself the Slavic Society, con-
sists of barely three or four dozen mem-
bers 'all told, and has no standing or
weight. In fact, it has nothing in common
with the great Pan-Slavic Society which|
aims at the union of all the Slave of Rus-
sia, Servia, Roumania, Austria, Macedo-
nia and Bulgaria, because of their. com-
mon membership of the Orthodox Greek
church.

The truth of the ancient Roman saying,
to the effect that Cardinals always die by
threes, has once again been shown by the
fact that the demise of Cardinal Fischer
of Cologne, was followed within the space
of a month by that of the Hungarian car-
dinal Samassa, and by that of the French
Cardinal Coullie, Archbishop of Lyons.
The fact that all these three princes of
the church should have been foreigners,
reduced the non-Ttalian element of the
Sacred College to such an extent, as to
preclude the likelihood of the election of
a foreigner as Pope, under present circum-
stances. The Italians once more possess a
sufficiently overwhelming majority to pre-
clude the probability. of anyone else than
one of their own number being elected to
the Chair of Bt. Peter.

It is a pity that thms eaying about the
members of the Sacred College always dy-
ing by threes should have invariably prov-
ed well founded. For naturally, whenever
the death of a Cardinal is annéunced,
everybody looks for the death of two
others, which gives rise to much anxiety
and alarm to those who have kinsmen or
dear friends among the scarlet-robed sen-
ators of the church.

WAR FEELING
15 SPREADING

Note By Powers to Turkey® De-
clared Feeble—Reported Failure
of Peace Negotiations With
Italy

: London, Oct. 12—Only the most optim-
lzstic now look for a peaceful outcome of
ithe Balkan crisis. From all the capitals
comes news of increasing tension and con-
tinued preparations for war and this has
spread now to Vienna and Budapest. It
is true that reassuring statements have
been issued from several quarters, but
these without doubt have the object of
stemming the panic of eelling on the bour-

ses.

The text of the note handed by the re-
presentatives of the powers to the Turk-
ish government proves to be more -feeble
even than was anticipated and as it con-
tains no suggestion that the powers will
undertake to guarantee the carrying out
of reforms in Macedonia, it is not likely
to have any effect in allaying public feel-
ing in the Balkans, which is all for war.

The reported failure of the negotiations
for peace between Italy and Turkey, is
another bad feature of the situation, as it
is thought certain that it will encourage
jthe Balkan states to ignore the warnings
of the powers. /

Mr. Edward Owen Greening, editor of
the Agricultural Economist and Horticul-
tural Review of London, is an English ob-
server who takes a reasonable view of
things Canadian, and one who would be
weltomed to the Maritime Provinces.

i Greening does not lecture Canadians, but

addresses himself in this article to the peo-
| ple of the mother country. Home develop-
! ment is the key mnote of the article, and

{ now to administer and how necessary it is
'for him to concentrate his attention on
{it, leaving foreign diplomatic complications
1nhd problems to be solved by those to
jwhom they belong and whom ‘they really
i¢oncern.”

Mr. Greening contends that the Domin-
'jon of Canada means more to Britain in
ithe future than any European or Asiatic
(state on which so much attention is lavish-
zcd After an appreciative review of the
| enormous resources of Canada, which, how-
\ever, is open to the criticism that it does
Inot take note of the great fruit farming
| possibilities of these provinces, Mr. Green-
’mg points out that the most enterpriging
épirits from all countries are being at-
tracted into Canada. Then he tells what
| the Canadian people possess in railways
‘and canals, cheap and excellent postage,
I {elegraphs, telephones, power supply and
other advantages. Reference is made to
| the scientific aid given to the development
‘bi agriculture, and to Canadian apprecia-
! tion of high education and culture. Refer-
‘ence aleo is made to the admirable system
of land registration and transfer, cheap
and good patent laws and the federal plan
| of government, which leaves the people of
{our provinces the power to adjust local
|legislation to suit local needs. On the sub-
{ject of arnaments Mr. Greening has this
jto say:—

{ “As regards expenditure on armaments,
1 do not think we at home have been quite
just to Canada in reproaching her for not
taxing herself as we do with the great cost
of army and navy. For these she has no
real need. She is protected by the Monroe
doctrine from any invasion by a European
or Asiatic power and from any warlike at-
tack by her great and powerful neighbor
the United States by eocial and religious
influences which are stronger than arms.
There are foolish Americans, no doubt,
who dream of the stars and stripes one
day floating over all the northern contin-
ent, but they are a small minority of Am-
| ericans, and even they do not expect an-
{nexation to come in European fashion by
;cenquests. They fancy fiscal and political
measures may perhaps hasten union and
(that business adjustments of tariffs, postal
facilities, international railway arrange-
ments, waterway privileges, and similar in-
;ducements may influence Canadian public
epinion. Against such measures no ex-

The number of ties purchased in the
dominion in 1911 was 13,683,770 an in-
crease of 4,400,808, or 48.5 'per cent over
1910.

The rapid development of railways in
the western provinces is largely respon-
sible for this increase.

Eighteen kinds of wood were used. Jack
pine, with 40 per cent; tamarack, with 19
per cent; Douglas fir (used to a very great
extent in new electric lines in, British Col-
umbia) with 14 per cent, and hemlock,
with 12 per cent, were the leaders. A re-
markable change is that of cedar, in de-
creasing from 40 per cent to 5.4 per cent
of the total.

J. J. Walker, recalled, testified as to
the loss of a book of passes on Feb. 20,
1908, as described by Charles Wright.
Witness said he had not made a report
of the matter, as he thought by keeping
it quiet he might find out what became
of. the book.

Charles Hannigan, an employe of Mr.
Walker’s office, said he had nothing to
do with passes. He knew of the passes
being missing at the time but he had not
the slightest idea of what became of them.

Dr. Bourque, recalled, stated he had
not #aid to Joseph Bourque
“wanted to know too much.” He did not
eay he used a flatiron to make a good job
in obliterating dates. He. never had any
refunds from the I. C. R. except in- 1891,
when: he -had a refund from an American
road through the I. C. R. He knew noth-
ing about irregular passes except hearsay.

TE PAYGROIN

Important Matters at Meeting of
the Local Associatian

The executive ,of the Playgrounds As-
sociation met last night in the board of
trade rooms. There was a large attend-
ance and Miss Mabel Peters, president of
the ‘association, was in’ the chair.

The question ' of the Rockwood play-
grounds came before the meeting and af-
ter discussion, Walter C. Allison, R. II.
Bruce and A. M. Belding were appointed
as a committee to ahake some enquiries
regarding it, and_to‘feport on the expen-
diture that would befiecessary to place it
in commission for next year.

With regard to the training of teachers
the secretary Was instructed to write to
the various centres where playgrounds
were in operation, to find out the cost of
bringing a teacher to St. John to train
the teachers here for a short season this
winter.

The president reported that the play-
ground associations of London and Winni-
peg had endorsed the idea of a Canadian
Playground Association. She was instruct-
ed by the executive to carry on the cor-
respondence, and to endeavor to have such
an association formed.

The president was instructed to have
prepared a memorial setting forth the
necessities of the case, and asking that a
course of instruction for playground
teachers be added to the curriculum of the
Provincial Normal School. It was pointed
out that such a course existed in more
than a dozen normal schools in the United
States, and was also in effect in several
universities in the same country, and it
was felt that the time had come when a
similar course should be available in the
Normal Schoel of ' New Brunswick.

It was decided to ask the school board
to meet with a representative of the asso-
ciation, with a view to getting their per-
mission to ‘use the school buildings for
social work during the coming winter.

A communication was received from
Mrs. T. H. Bullock, president of the
Women’s Council, asking the association
to affiliate with them. A resolution to do
so was adopted,

Several other matters were discussed.

Thomas P. Conneff who was found
dead in the Philippines this week, was
famed as a distance runner the world over
and his mile record, 4 m. 15 3-5s. made at
Travers Island, N. Y., Aug. 28, 1895, stood
as the best amateur mark until supplant-
ed by John Paul Jones who cut Conneff’s
mark a fifth of a second at the intercol-
legiate games at Harvard, May 27, 1911.

He
continued to win about all his races and
returned to England in 1892, but could not
get in condition and made a poor showing.

The following year he located in Wor-
cester and came back to racing form in a
manner- that enabled him to make the re-
markable performance of 4.174-5 for the
one mile in a big handicap meet held at
Holmes Field, Cambridge, which, consid-
ering the great field he was forced to pick
his way through, was considered a remark-
able performance. N

August 1895 Conneff was groomed to try
for the record for the mile, which he clip-
ped to 4m. 153-5.

Conneff ran in and won so many races
that columns would be necessary to detail
them all. He held four world’s amateur
records, as follows:

Backville Post:—A good illustration of
the agricultural shortcomings of the pres-
ent season is to be found in the fact that
Chase Fawcett, of Upper Sackville, rea-
lized from his plantation of 1,400 or 1,500
tomatoee, about $25, which represents,
perhaps, the same 'number of bushels,
while, if he had got about a pak from
every vine, he would have harvested from
300 to 400 bushels. Fred Estabrooks, one
of the most enterprising of our younger
farmers, has a thousand tons of hay
ready for shipment, mostly to the West
Indies.  Last year he exported not far
from 4,000 tons. Despite the poor season,
he says there is a considerable quantity
of pretty good hay to be found. While
the English hay, so-called, ig all harvest-
ed, there aye large quantities of mixed
hay and broadleaf yet uncut, and a good
deal of grain yet unharvested. The wet
weather this »week has completely pre-
vented any operations in this line or in
the digging of potatoes. George ‘A. Faw-
cett shipped one carload of potatoes for
the West Indies, and two to Upper Cana-
da this week. A large number of car-
loads will be shipped at an ‘early date
when cars have been obtained.

GOAL AT ROCKPORT, N. B.

Sackville *Post:—Word comes from
Rockport that coal has been discovered
in that neighborhood. The outcroppingsi
were first noticed along the shore in at
least two places. A large hole was dug
into the bank and a seam two or three
feet thick has been opened up. A Sack-
ville man, who was at Rockport a few
days ago, brought a piece of the coal
home and declared it burned very freely.
