Situated as Lennoxville s on the main lines of three import-
ant railways, and within half-a mile of g fourth, it is amazing
to note the change from the state of things that existed in the
early forties, when Boys came from Quebec or Montreal by
stage, and whe# the wolves, howling in the woods, kept all
would-be truants shivering in their bunks in the old wooden
schoolhouse.

In 1841 there came as a master Mr. Edward Chapman, M.A,,
of Gonville and Caius College, Cambridge, who had been for
some time an assistant in Dy, Lundy’s Classical School at Que-
bec, and who, ag Rector, Professor and Bursar, gave all his
eénergies to the welfare of Bishop’s College and School,  and
having lived a blameless life, full of honour and good deeds,
died on May 26th, 1895.
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[t had long been the intention of the saintly Bishop Mqguntain
to found a [7|1i\'1‘1'.\it.\' in connection with the Church of. Eng-

land in the Province of Quebec, and when in 1845 the College,
-

called from its founder Bishop's College, came into being as the
result of the labours of the Bishop, Mr. Doolittle and others, it
was resolved by the authorities that there should be a School
irr connection with the institution. Accordingly a prospectus
was issued in the same year, and the school over which }‘
Chapman had presided was taken under the wing of the ( ‘ull<~g,1~,
and Professor H. II. Miles, M.A.. lwr:unv,lhv first Headmaster
under the new regime.

should be conducted on the lines of the best English Schools,
that it should be a place where the principles of honour, loyalty

In 1854 it was deemed wise for various reasons to close the
school, but in 1857, it was re-organized and rc»u]w;nv(l under the
Rev. James W. Williams, M.A.. of Pembroke College, Oxford,
who may well be called the Canadian Arnold. Under this great
and good school-master the school prospered greatly ; numbers

increased, so much so that the old schoolhouse overflowed and®

several families in the neighbourhood took in boys as boarders.
In 1861, the first school-house on the present site was ready for
use, the foundation stone of which had been laid by General Sir
Fenwick Williams of Kars. It was a handsome Gothic build-
ing surmounted by a tower, and a wing was added to it in 1864.

[n Dr. Williams’ time, the famous Cadet corps was started,
commanded at first by Henry Slack, and then by Wmn. Yule,
now Col. Yule of the Scots Fusilier Guards, This corps was
attached to'the 53rd Battalion of Sherbrooke, and was called out
for duty in the first Fenian raid in 1866,

During the American war, and at its close many Southern
boys came to the school, among them the son of Jefferson Davis,
the ex-President of the Confederate States, who himself lived
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for some time in Lennoxville, ot far from the College, and

Most unfortunately, however, when the prospects seemed
brightest, the progress of the institution was arrested by a most
serious fire, which breaking out on a Sunday in January, 1874,
laid the school in ashes. "The Rector was able to tide through
the winter by using the gymnasiom as a school-room and by
billeting many boys in private families.

The new building, built from designg’ furnished by MeDot.
gull& Darling, of Toronto, was ready foruse in the spring of 1875,

In 1877 My: Badgley resigned, and was succeeded by the Rev,
Philip C. Read, M. A., of Lincoln College, Oxford, a most bril-
liant classical scholar, and pr()bul)ly——ulleugh he was strictness
itself—the most popular Rector the'school has known.

Mr. Read resigned in 1882 in order to accept the professor-
ship of classics in Bishop's College, and the Rev. Isaae Brock,
M.A., of Queen’s College, Oxford; was appointed Rector, In
the following year it was thought advisable to bring the college
and school under one headship, and upon the resignation of Mr.
Brock the Rev. J. A. Lobley, D.C.1L., Trinity College, Cam-
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bridge, became Rector of the school, while holding at the same
time the onerous 'position of Principal of the College.

The health of Dr. Lobley soon' gave vay under the strain of

80 great a responsibility, and when he resigngd in 1885 the Rev.
Thomas Adams, D.C.L., St. John's College, Cambridge, hg(fmne
Principal and Rector. ‘

It is almost unnecessary to speak of the unceasing and suc-
cessful efforts of Dr., Adams, not only to build up the school, but
to advance its prosl:girit,y in every w:t_s'. In 188841 new wing
was added to the school, built as a memorial to the great Rector,

Bishop Williams, wtiile in the following year the old farm-house

whi’ch had done duty as a school infirmary, was replaced by the

present™well-equipped establishment, and a resident nurse was
made a feature of the school staff. In the February of 1891, the
school was again laid low by a terriblevfire, which destroyed alse

the Rectory, the Bishop Williams wing and the beautiful chapel

and once again the institution went through a period of discom-
fort and uphill work that brought, however, to"a test the loyalty

Onoe more the friends of Lennoxville came to her zmnsisﬁzmcc,
and by their help and that of- the loyal body of Old Boys, the
present commodious and stately building wgs reared on the site of
the old school, and was opened with great ceremony by the
Bishop of Quebec in 1892,

#In the autumn of 1892, owing to the great stress of work
devolving on the Pricipal, and the consequent worry and
anxiety, it was thought wise to revert to the original plan of
school government, and, accordingly, Mr. H, J. H. Petry, M. A.,
Bishops College, an old Lennoxville boy, was appointed to the
Headmastership; Dr. Adams retaining the chaplaincy of the
School and maintaining his keen interest in all matters that
affect its welfare. Such, in a few words, is the story of Bishop’s
College School—a school whose name brings a thrill to the heart
of its Alumni.
