Hi# Testimony, Which Was Unshaken 
Connect# Knnse with the Great Con. 
#ptracy—Farther Particular# of the 
Discovery of the Doctor*# Body- 
Finding the Trank Key.

Chicago, Ill., Nov. 6.—The testimony 
introduced in the Cronin trial today had 
all direct bearing on the great murder 
conspiracy, and was, for the most part, 
sensational. Beginning with R. T. Stan­
ton, editor of the Lakeview Record, who 
printed Iceman O’Sullivan’s business 
cards, and concluding with little Willie 
James, a stenographer’s clerk, it was one 
of the best days of the entire session. 
Editor Stanton showed that the parti­
cular card of O’Sullivan which was used 
to entice Dr. Cronin from his homa- ta. 
the Carlson cottage had been delivered to 
the iceman but two days before the 
murder, May 2. O’Sullivan had had a 
card for the firm of P. Sullivan & Co. 
printed early in March, and it was one of 
these he gave to Dr. Cronin the day he 
made the contract for professional ser­
vices at the doctor’s office. The card 
that the stranger who drove Dinan’s old 
white horse handed the doctor was one 
of the packages that was delivered to 
O'Sullivan on the afternoon of May 2.

The state’s object in introducing this 
evidence was to prove that the new card, 
though it was in the stranger’s possesion, 
could not have been in general circula­
tion when Dr. Cronin came into posses­
sion of it.

Ex-Police Captain Villers, who, in the 
earlier stages of the trial, testified to the 
finding and identification of Dr. Cronin’s 
body, was recalled, and, after having 
been shown a map of Lakeview, he trac­
ed on it what he believed to be the route 
travelled by the wagon containing the 
trunk and the murderers. He said he 
believed the wagon went west on Bal­
mont avenue to Elston road, southeast on 
that thoroughfare to Fullerton, and 
thence east to Clark street, as has been

Blsr Demons! rail on of Orangemen at

Ottawa, kov. 7.—ftîe nnnivêrîâry of ’ 
the confiscation of the Jesuits estates in 
Quebec to the crown was celebrated 
here on Tuesday last by one 
of the greatest Orange demonstra­
tions Canada has ever seen. Four thou­
sand Orangemen from the outlying dis­
tricts congregated to celebrate that great 
day, and also to formally record their 
protest against the action the Dominion 
government has taken in giving a legal 
status to the Jesuit order in Canada. 
Both political parties were censured, the 
bretheren unanimously agreeing to sup­
port only such party as would put down 
Roman ascendancy. They condemned the 
Dominion government for not disallow­
ing the Jesuit estate act, which could 
only be regarded as an evasion of the 
supremacy of the Queen’s f.rerogative. 
They resented the insult offered by the 
government through the governor-general 
to the representatives of the Equal 
Rights Association when, on the 2d of 
August, in the exercise of the right of 
petition, they waited upon bis excellency 
to request the disallowance of the Jesuit 
estates act, on which occasion they were 
charged with being fomentera of a creed 
and race agitation, and, finally, in view 
of the tact that both political parties, 
Conservatives and Reformers alike, are 
equally guilty of pandering to the Ro- 
mish_hierarchy,this resolution was adopt­
ed :

Resolved, That it is the duty of every 
loyal British subject in Canada to enroll 
himself as a member of the Equal Rights 
Association, and we hereby pledge our­
selves so to use our franchise as to secure 
the proper representation of our views in 

House of Parliament, and we call 
upon all lovers of Canada to use every 
effort to secure such constitutional reform 
as will prove a permanent barrier to 
ecclesiastical domination, and forever 
exclude the interference of any foreign 
priest or bishop in our internal affairs.

Several members of the Dominion 
Parliament took part in the day’s pro­
ceedings, which may "be considered the 
initiative of the agitation with which the 
approaching session of Parliament is 
threatened against the alleged Catholic 
ascendancy.

Five Members of a Family Prostrated 
Through Bating Porridge.

floronto Globe.)
A rather mysterious case of poisoning 

occurred on Sunday afternoon, by which 
a whole family was prostrated and some 
of the members brought very near to 
death’s door. Mr, Robert Fleming, a 
clerk at Raymond Walkers’ store, Queen 
street west, resides with his wife and 
three grown up -daughters at 7 Carlton 
avenue, a short thoroughfare running 
east from Ontario street, north of Carlton. 
Mr, Fleming had been at Hamilton on 
Saturday, and in consequence of bis 
late return, the family did not rise early 
on Sunday. One of the young ladies 
made porridge about noon, and the five 
members of the family partook of this 
usually wholesome diet Mr. Fleming 
complained at the time that there was 
something queer about the porridge, and 
said he did not feel like eating anything 
else. Strange to say, his wife and daugh­
ters felt disinclined to eat anything after 
the porridge, although there was some 
broiled steak on the table. None of 
them felt any injurious effects, however, 
until about three o’clock, nearly three 
hours after. Then one of the girls was 
seized with violent vomiting and terrible 
cramps. Five minutes later Mr. Flem­
ing was taken in the same way, then 
the two remaining daughters, and lastly 
Mrs. Fleming. There was no one in the 
house to go for a doctor, and the matter 
was getting very serious, when, fortun­
ately, James H. Pirie happened to call and 

ding how things stood, immediately 
called in Dr. J. E. White. The doctor and 
Mr. Pirie worked for severaljhours before 
the sufferers were out

then the doctor proceeded to investigate 
the cause of the trouble. Finding that 
nothing bnt porridge had been eaten he 
seenrea what remained of the milk, and 
after thinking the matter over, decided 
that it was the poisoned article. Dr. 
Canniff, Medical health Officer 
tied, and he at once instructed Dr. Gregg 
to investigate the matter. Dr. Gregg visit­
ed the house and secured about a pound 
of the oatmeal, and also got from Dr. 
White a sample of the milk. Dr. 
Canniff further ordered the milkman. 
Daniel Forsyth of the Claremont 
Dairy,242 Jarvis street not to deliver 
any more milk until it is analysed, and 
a health officer, in company with the 
milkman, visited each of the customers 
and instructed them not to receive any 
milk from the Claremont Dairy for a day 
or two.

The milk in question was left at the 
house about 7.30 Sunday morning. by 
Charles Morden. A basin had been left 
in the vestibule, between the two doors, 
and the milk remained there until about 
eleven o’clock, when it was used in the 
porridge. Morden was seen by a Globe re­
porter, and he stated that he had de­
livered the same milk to dozens of other 
people, none of whom were injuriously 
effected. He was very careful in hand­
ling the milk, and kept the cans scrupul­
ously clean. Daniel Forsyth, who is 
manager of the Claremont Dairy, also 
feels very sore over the whole business,

With reference to the case, Dr. White 
said last night :—“It cannot be one of the 
ordinary irritant poisons used from mal­
ice for this reason. None of the symp­
toms of poisoning came on for three 
hours after the taking of the food. Had 
an irritant poison similar to arsenic been 
taken, the symptoms would have come 
on within twenty minutes, and would 
have been largely vomiting. In this case 
the sjmptoms didn’t come on for three 
hoars and were chiefly internic purging 
cramps, with less stomach irritation than 
would be found in the ease of an 
irritant like arsenic. Now, the only 
poison I know of that will produce these 
effects three or four hours after taking is 
tyrotoxicon. This is a poison which is 
found in milk, resembling what is known 
as ptomaines. It will be rapidly devel­
oped from germs in the milk, and will 
show the toxic symptoms within th 
four hours. It might be further stated 
in justice to the milk vendor, that he 
could hardly be held responsible for this 
kind of poison.”

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES.Eftkasonr* Mysterlona Visitors.
The Indians of EsKasoni, Cape Breton, 

are greatlv exercised by the depredations 
of a party of mysterious visitants. The 
impression among them is that the 
strangers are Mohawks who have dug up 
the hatchet with the intention of reveng­
ing some old time injury.

A correspondent of the Sydney 
porter says:—Up to the 20th nit. the 
"manifestations” were only occasional, 
but since then the stone slingers have 
been on the move day and night, 
flung a stone at an Indian woman 
morning, knocking the bowl off her pipe, 
leaving her with the stem still between 
her lips and a look of intense “what hit 
me?” on her face. Another time 
as an Indian boy was returning 
from the general store with a bottle 
of kerosene, a stone thrown with 
well directed aim from a grove of spruce 
shattered the bottle in fragments. On 
the night of the 23rd they played a regu­
lar hide and seek game around the chief's 
house. Almost all the tribe including 
women and children and dogs, after arm­
ing themselves with all the available 
pitchforks, axes etc., turned out to the 
hunt which was said to be most exciting. 
One of the women Annie Doucette, gave 
chase to a tall figure that flew past her 
in the darkness. She was on the poiat 
of grasping him when he bounded over 
a fence and disappeared in the forest. 
Towards morning they surrounded a 
swamp a short distance from the house 
in which one Mohawk had taken refuge, 
but just as day was dawning, like the 
proverbial flea, when they thought they 
had him he was not there, he having 
slipped by the circle of Indians 
in some way. He could be heard 
crashing through the underbrush on his 
way up to the mountain which resounded 
with a perfect chorus of robins and owls, 
the “welcome back” of his “brudders.” 
Saturday the commissioner sent powder 
and shot with orders to fire and wound 

Should an opportunity offer, but on no 
account to kill the strangers. Sunday 
night Messrs. Mohawk paid a visit to 
Jim Michael with the usual accompani­
ment of stones. Jim did not appreciate 
their attendons, so seizing his gun Irush- 
ed out and after locating the direction 
from whence the stones were being 
thrown, fired. For a moment there was 
silence, then a frog was heard to croak, 
succeeded by the sound of rapidly re­
treating footsteps and a sort of smothered 
howl. Whether the shot took effect he 
does not know.
