“The few seats, lost by the Liberals 
in to-day’s elections were those that 
they Won in the last election, which 
was nothing short of a Liberal land­
slide. It was expected that there would 
be a partial reaction at this election, 
and we have lost no more seats than 
we counted on losing. We could 
scarcely ask for a more gratifying re­
sult.”

At the Constitutional Club, head­
quarters for the Conservatives, the fol­
lowing statement was issued simultan­
eously with that which came from the 
National Liberal Club:

“The Conservatives have secured 
thirteen seats from the Liberals thus 
far. This is not quite as many as we 
hoped for. There are strong indica­
tions, however, of the manufacturing 
towns in Central England returning 
Conservatives. We also count on in­
creasing our strength in the West of 
England. We admit that the result in 
London is unsatisfactory thus far. The 
South we believe to be solidly Conser­
vative. and we are hopeful of a sweep­
ing victory in the Northeast.”

There was not the enthusiasm in the 
Conservatives’ claim that marked the 
statement'of the Liberals, and the gen­
eral belief is that the Liberals will 
maintain their present advantage 
throughout the entire election.

Charges by Liberate.
London, Jan. 17.—That $15,000,000 is 

being used in the interests of a Con­
servative victory in the parliamentary 
elections now taking place, was the 
grave allegation made to-day by mem­
bers of the Liberal party.

It was further declared that this fund 
had been collected from widely dif­
ferent sources, including organizations 
that would be benefited by a protective 
tariff. The Liberals are up in arms 
over the reported discovery of fraudu­
lent methods of vote-"getting. They 
declare that wholesale corruption of 
voters is going on.

Gains Less Than Hoped For.
London, Jan. 17.—Unionist jubilation 

is chastened by the fact that the party 
required 29 gains in proportion to the 
number fo seats fought for on Saturday 
to be able to antlcii>ate a working ma­
jority with any confidence. The Sunday 
Times describes the results as rather 
disappointing. ,

The Observer says: “In circumstances 
of exceptional difficulty, the Unionists 
did well yesterday. They Must strain 
every nerve to do still better ^-mor­
row and throughout tlje next few days. 
Even if they do no more than main­
tain their initial rate of progress, they 
will return to the House of Commons 
a powerfully reinforced party. That 
was one of the main objects aimed at.”

Chamberlain Delighted.
Joseph Chamberlain received results 

at Highbury with the greatest delight, 
and when Birmingham’s majority ar­
rived, said “Well, we have done our 
share towards upsetting the Socialist 
coach.”

Saskatoon, Sask., Jan. 14.—As the 
result of an early morning fire a woman 
and four children are now lying cold 
in death, while Alexander Reid, a man 
who tried to rescue the victims from 
their small house on the west side, was 
burned so badly before found by the 
firemen that all the skin is stripped 
from the lower portions of his body, 
and he will likely succumb.

Nearly two miles of new 
roads had been built under the local 
improvement system,/ and a great 
many repairs made as well as cul­
verts, drains and cement sidewalks 
put in.

In referring to the contest in Centre 
Ward, Mr. Noble seemed to resent the 
opposition he was receiving there.'
Someone had said they could not get 
along with him, but some people were 
born crooked and some people always 
looked crooked. He, the speaker, did 
not hunt with the hare and run with 
the hounds. He had been told he wo^uld 
come out head of the poll. He did not 
know about that, but he expected to 
squeeze in. He stood for advancement 
and prosperity. Ih 1910 they would re­
quire every dollar in order to keep up 
with the times, and for this reason 
great economy would be required.

Councillor McGregor dealt at some 
length with the Uplands Farm agree­
ment.

“Coming as this invitation did from 
an organization ih which all parties 
-rire represented, and all shades of opih- 
lqn,"I appreciate a|l the more the mo­
tive which had prompted you to fdr- 
feet the things in which we differ, sim­
ply to remember the things' Jn which 
we are united, and the one thing of 
all in which we are united, is the wel­
fare of our country, the pride which 
we.have in Its past, and the hope 
which we have for Its future, 
tvere kind enough', Mr. Chairman, to 
remind this audience a moment ago of 
a remark which I once offered, that 
the nineteenth century had been the 
penfury of the United States, and the 
twentieth would be the century of 
Canada. Everything that has taken 
place since seems to confirm one in the 
opinion that this sentiment was not 
overstated, not too sanguine. Evi­
dences there are—not , a few, but 
many—common' from all sides, and 
from ail parts of this country, to the 
effect that during this twentieth cen­
tury, which now only commences, " Can­
ada will fill the place which was 
largely filled by the United States dur­
ing, the nineteenth century. Sir, I can 
say that .1 could wish for my country, 
tor our country," no greater career. I 
have never made, for my part, any 
éther than this observation, that j I 
have the deepest admiration for our 
Américain - brothers. I can o4M ■ them 
brothers since we spring from 
same stScx;;:W’Tnm of" us do: •'tfIBP 
mire their pluck, I admire their cour­
age, I*aSmire their spirit or enterprise, 
but of all things I admire most of all 
their intense devotion to their country, 
the in tense-, pride which they have in 
their own country.

“There is not one of tpe eighty mil­
lions of Americans who are now on 
the soil ;of the United States who is 
not convinced, who does not say, who 
does not ajfEljfrn ,on every occasion, that 
his country1'is the' eountry of all 
tries. And it is ,trtie—if we do not 
take Canada into the reckoning. We 
cannot boast of the variety of cli­
mate and production which they can 
boast of ,in-.the United States. We. do 
not grow Jpmons—(great applause and 
laughter)— or, oranges, but we are 
blessed with a cold northerp climate 
which produces strong men and strong 
women. If there is one fault which 
I might, urge against the Americans 
it would be that, perhaps, in .the ap­
preciation of their country they are 
very apt to exaggerate, and if I had 
one fault to urge against my own fel­
low-citizens it is that they do not 
sufficiently appreciate their country.

“When, by the Treaty of Paris of 
1763, Canada passed forever from 
the dominion of France, Voltaire 
rather; sneered at the loss df France 
by saying that- 'Canada was, after all, 
but a fety acres of snow." There is 
a legend, an impression outside of 
Canada, and sometimes also in Can­
ada, that the Canadian winter is a 
drawback to'Canada.

No greater incentive 
could be present in the mind of any 
man than to try to do one’s duty by 
one’s country, and I desire, for my 
part, no other mention in connection 
with my name than that I have tried 
to do the best that was in me for Can­
ada, its prosperity, and its glory.’’

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LAND CLEARING ON THE ISLAND.

The greatest obstacle to the progress 
of Vancouver Island, notwithstanding 
all the talk about railways and their 
Influence upon , development. Is the 
difficulty of clearing thé" land. If 'the 
eastern part of the American conti­
nent had been wooded with the fir 
which is characteristic of this island, 
the necessity of forest conservation 
wentid not haVe been so imperatively 
necessary as it Is" to-day. All the early 
settler In Eastern Canada and of 
practically all the Eastern States had to 
do was cut down his trées. The na­
tural forces of decay did the rest. In 
three or four years the stumps were 
rotten and easily removed, iftie soil 
was then ready for the seed. Here the 
conditions are altogether different. The 
trees , are larger, the elements of which 
they are composed resist decomposi­
tion, the stumps are nearly as endur­
ing as brass. Puny man Is next to 
helpless before them. Here Is the root 
cause in à strictly literal sense of the 
tardy settlement of the rich lands of 
Vancouver Island.

The Development League has sug­
gested a system by which th,ese ob­
stacles to progress may be 
Its Idea is co-operation between the 
railway company which Is a large 
owner of land on the Island, the gov­
ernment which Is indirectly Interested 
ill development and settlement, and 
the farmer who would be thé direct 
beneficiary from the scheme. The rail­
way -company has already announced" 
its readiness to co-operate1 in the work. 
Machinery is the first requisite. The 
company will provide that and trans­
port to the base of operations. The 
government will be asked to furnish 
the skilled labor, such as engineers, 
the expenditure in connection there­
with to be charged against the land 
improved and. paid back in instal­
ments with low ratés of interest. The 
settlers are to furnish the unskilled 
labor and do the work of transporta­
tion beyond the zone covered by the 
railway company.

That, in short, we believe, is the 
ptoposltion of the Vancouver Island 
Development League. On paper it ap­
pears to be eminently feasible. We 
trust it may be adopted, as we know 
of nothing that could possibly have 
more effect in accelerating the progress 
of this Island, the acknowledged gar­
den spot of this continent.

A highly respected resident of this 

district passed away at his home yes­
terday in the person of George Thomas.

The late Mr. Thomas was born In 
Surrey, England, In 1833, and came out 
to Vancouver Island In 1851 for the 
Hudson’s Bay Company.

Yates, and subsequently took up farm­
ing on his own account on the west 
Saanich road. Some years later he

Vancouver, Jan. 13.—Construction of 
the V. V. & E. railway from Abbots­
ford to Hope, a distance of approxi­
mately 50 miles, will be in full swing 
within the next month, or at least as 
soon as the contractor can get his out­
fits on the ground.

Information to; this effect was se­
cured to-day in connection with the 
announcement that the contract for the 
building of this stretch of the road,

* which is to link the coast with the 
Kootenay and Boundary districts, had 
been awarded to P. Welch, of Spokane.

Incorporated in the contract is a 
clause to the effect that, all things 
being equaj, all supplies tp be used in 
connection with construction shall be 
bought in British Columbia. The Van­
couver Board of Trade has been noti­
fied of this stipulation in the contract.

Mr. Welch is a member of the con­
tracting firm of Foley, Welch & Stew­
art, which is now engaged on Grand 
Trunk Pacific construction work from 
Prince Rupert eastward. The same 
firm built the existing line of the V. V.
& E. from Marcus, Washington, into 
Princeton, a distance of approximately 
200 miles.

The amount of money involved in 
the contract was not given out for -
publication.

It was generally understood that the 
contract for the construction of 18 
miles of railway from Princeton to 
Otter Flat, on the Coldwater river, 
east of Hope pass, would be awarded 
at the time the work between* Abbots­
ford and Hope was let, but no word of

Nothing has yet been made public 
by the Great Northern as to when 
construction will be undertaken from 
Hope up the Coquahalla river and over 
the pass to the Coldwater.

of the city council reports were read 
from the Beeston, city auditor, city 
engineer, city electrician chjef of the 
fire brigade.

< ; four of the defendants. The pro­
ceedings were rightly enough directed 
against the council, who acted as 
court of revision, and the municipal 
c’.erk, who has custody of the roll; but 
as Mr. Fell, who appeared for them, 
disclaimed any desire to uphold the 
right of the other defendants, I sent 
for Mr. Higgins, who appeared; and 
stated that he wished to be heard in 
opposition to the application; and the 
matter was accordingly adjourned till 
to-day to enable him to do so.

“Mr. Higgins now objects that the 
court has no jurisdiction under these 
writs to make such an order, and 
urges that as no appeal is given by 
the statute from the decision of the 
court of revision, such decision is final.

“There is no doubt that the decision 
impugned is of a judicial character—in 
fact, the council is directed by the 
statute to hold a court to hear and 
determine objections to the roll—and. 
therefore, it may be brought up for 
< ^'animation by a writ of certiorari in 
the absence of any enactment to ,the 

ntrary. Now the roll shows on its 
face that five persons have beeii al­
lowed to remain on the roll by the 
court of revision a's the duly author­
ized representatives of an incorporated 
company, which is desirous of exercis­
ing ihe franchise in the municipality, 
whereas it is evident by section 10 that 
the legal entity known as a company 
is to be represented for voting pur- 
noses by only one individual, and not 
! y an indefinite number. It is obvious 
that if it were otherwise there would 
bo nothing to prevent a thousand per­
ils from being so registered, and 
thereby acquiring a right to vote in a 
particular municipality which they 
Mould not otherwise have, and in re- 
sP<‘ct of a small parcel which, could 
not otherwise be the foundation for 
more than one vote.

“That resident individuals should 
b( compelled to found their right to 
vote on a parcel of land, whije a horde 
f,f non-residents could combine to- 
Ff-ther, and by means of an incorporât- 
vri company all acquire an individual 
light of voting in respect of the same 
parcel is obviously not the Intention of 
IV.c Legislature, and any attempt to 

acquire a vote is a fraud on the act, 
end the electorial rights and privileges 
thereby conferred, and it is of course 
the duty, of the court to frustrate all 
ru( h attempts, if possible.

“There is no doubt that as a general 
rule, where the proceedings have been 
conducted in accordance with the fun­
damental rules of justice, certiorari 
will not lie where the tribunal has ex-

. in its jurisdiction, and there is equally 

no doubt that it will lie where there 
has been either an excess or a total 
absence pf jurisdiction; but I think

An important step in regard to the 
building of the Australian navy, as 
sanctioned by the Australian parlia­
ment, was taken by the government 
two days before the Moana left 'for 
this port, when an order was cabled to 
England to start with the construction 
of the vessels of the unit.

At the finish of a cabinet meeting 
the Prime Minister made the following 
statement: "Probably the most in­
teresting item of news I have is that 
yesterday a cable went to the British 
admiralty, requesting them to proceed 
'at once with the construction of the 
Indefatigable-Indomitable cruiser for 
the Australian navy. We also in­
structed^ them to proceed with the con­
struction of other vessels of the unit, 
so that they will be completed at the 
same time as the big vessel. The three 
torpedo destroyers ordered by the late 
government are rapidly nearly comple­
tion. The order for the other torpedo 
destroyers has not yet been given, as 
we want to see what facilities will be 
available in Australia for building 
them when they are wanted. The sub­
marines have not been ordered yet, 
because improvements are continually 
being made, and we want the latest for 
our fleet. In fact, as the minister in­
dicated in parliament, it is probable 
the three boats of the “C” class will be 
replaced by two of the “D” class. The 
Minister for Defence has taken steps 
to find put how many men will be 
available in Australia tMman the unit, 
and when we get the figures we will 
apply to the admiralty for any more 
that we require. However, at present 
Mr. Cook thinks there will not be the 
least difficulty in getting all the offi­
cers and men we want."

MAINLAND SOCCER LOCAL COMMITTEE
MEETS NEXT WEEKMEN WIN VICTORY

Alleging that there was collusion 
among the bidders to bear down the 
price and divide the profits among 
them, Attorney' "‘William Martin, 
sel for the owners the American 
Steamship Cotnpahy, filed a protest 
against the sale by the United States 
marshal of the steamer Victorian on 
Wednesday for $11,300, claiming that 
the price was far too low. The court 
has not yet fixed a date for hearing the 
case.

The plaintiff argues that the sale 
should not be confirmed by the court, 
for the reason that the price was in­
adequate, claiming that the value of 
the boat Is $100,000. It is further claim­
ed that persons Interested, and who 
would have bid on the vessel, were ab­
sent because of the short ten days’ 
notice of the sale, and also in the 
belief that the bond previously filed 
with the court would have acted as a 
stay of proceedings, and that the sale 
would not have taken place.

Hall Bros.’ Marine, Railway & Ship­
building Company, libelants, bought 
the vessel at the marshal’s sale.

It is understood that the C. P. R. in­
tend to extend the repair shops at the 
Belleville street dock for the purpose of 
making minor repairs to their' vessels’ 
which make this their home port. It 
Is also suggested that these shops will 
be gradually extended until in the not 
far distant future they will develop 
into shipyards which will do all (the 
light repair work for the company.

KENNEL CLUB SHOW
HELD DURING MARCH

Following in the steps of the Victoria 
branch of the B. C. A. A. U., the 
Vancouver branch on Thursday night 
gave way to the soccer players, who 
refused to recognize the organization 
on the mainland, as the soécer players 
here had done also. The branch of the 
union here, and the Vancouver branch, 
issued threats against the soccer 
players and then succumbed.

The Victoria branch, after threaten­
ing all kinds of dire things, and actu­
ally suspending the men, afterwards 
"allowed” the soccer players to play 
the schedule they had commenced, and 
set the matter over till Thursday night 
to see what Vancouver would do. Van­
couver did exactly what the Victoria 
branch did, and gave way to the 
players. Now the two recommendations 
of the B. C. A. A. U. branches at Van­
couver and Victoria will go to the B. 
C. executive of the unfon for adoption, 
which will follow as a matter of 
course.

The Vancouver games end on May 
24th, and the union there has agreed 
to the English definition of amateur 
being played1 under until that time. 
After May 24th the union expects every 
soccer player to register with it. It 
the men don’t affiliate then they will 
be debarred from the sports of the sum­
mer months, which may be played un­
der the auspices of the B. C. A. A. U.

The result is a distinct victory for 
the soccer players of the province 
against ■ the union. Tile union said they 
should not play under the Old Coun­
try definition under threats of disquali­
fication. The soccer players ignored the 
union entirely, went on playing the 
matches in Vancouver, Victoria, Na­
naimo, Ladysmith and Westminster, 
and the union naturally had to go out 
of existence for want of members, or 
to give way to the soccer men.

The in Victoria is that
strictly under the union laws almost 
every player of any sport has broken 
from the union amateur definition, 
but are still, acording to English rules, 
amateurs In the truest sense. The next 
step to take is the determination to 
have these men justified for the local 
union suspended them and then per­
mitted the suspension to lapse. The 
men have an apology due them from 
the union officials, and the players 
should insist on gettlng lt, for the offi­
cials have by their action admitted 
themselves wrong.

In regard to the taking over of the 
pulp and timber limits of the Quatsino 
Power & Pulp Works by the British 
Canadian Pulp and Paper Company, 
the provincial government is asking 
that a cash bond be put up by the pur­
chasers to insure the erection of a milt 
at Quatsino. The Port Melon people 
object to putting up this bond, claim­
ing that to do so would be unfair, as 
they have already expended $371,000 in 
developing their property at Port 
Melon, this amounting to a sum of $6 
an acre on the limits they hold. This 
they claim is twice as much as other 
firms are being asked to guarantee.

The Brooke Scanlon Company, when 
purchasing a limit of 139,000 acres, had 
to guarantee half a million dollars be­
fore the government would give them 
a title, but this amounted to only $3.40 
per acre, not much more than half 
what the Port Melon Company has ac­
tually expended on a mill which is at 
present in actual operation.

The mill at Port Melon, it is stated, 
is running regularly and turning out a 
good deal of paper, which finds a ready 
market. At Quatsino there is a small 
sawmill which Is at present shut down, 
but there is no pulp mill there.

When he arrived on the coast 
X asked him if he was ready to go to 
work and his reply was that he would 
prefer to get into some business house 
at $40 to $60 a month and work his 
way up in the future, and during his 
spare time play lacrosse. He was the 
right kind of a young man and we had 
no difficulty in finding him a place in 
Vancouver. This is a different brand 
of young man to that which played la­
crosse years ago and the game has 
benefited by it.” Referring to the 
Vancouver Club formed last summer, 
he said: "We pooled the receipts after 
every match, and then deducted a cer­
tain percentage for running expenses. 
The balance was divided equally among 
the players on the team. They were all 
satisfied. Everything was straight and 
above board, and that is what I would 
like to see done in Victoria. I am con­
vinced if you get a team and it will 
be the right kind of team I will bring 
west, the public of Victoria will sup­
port it.

At the time the steamer Moana of 
the Union Steamship Company of 
Australia left Sydney there was a good 
prospect -that the big coal strike would 
be settled. Some of the men had al­
ready gone into the mines to prepare 
them for the miners, and It was ex­
pected that a settlement would be ar­
rived at. There was an open confer­
ence three days before the steamer 
loft between the strikers and the em­
ployers, when the terms of agreement 
were settled in accordance with the 
Jcdgment of Judge Scholes. The gov­
ernment bad appointed a board of ar­
bitration in each district and had taken 
stringent methods to repress lawless­
ness.

On the part of the men, the water- 
front unions had refused to handle 
foreign cargoes. There were uproarous 
scenes in the federal parliament when 
the government brought in Its bill pro­
viding for the imprisonment of those 
instigating, aiding, or abetting the 
strikers. This measure applies only 
where the commodity is one of public 
necessity, such as coal.

Shipping at Sydney was all tièd up, 
and it was ofily with 'the greatest dif­
ficulty that the few mail carriers could 
get enough to carry them to tile near­
est port.

Some of the strike leaders had been 
a lready arrested when the steamer left, 
and although the outlook for settle­
ment was good It was quite impossible 
to say what might happen.

A big conference is being held at Mel­
bourne to discuss the matter of estab­
lishing a system of wireless stations in 
the South Pacific ocean.

EXPLORE INTERIOR
OF GRAHAM ISLAND

Travellers Find Several Tracts 
of Fine Open Country in 

that Section.

(Special Correspondence.) 
Skidegate, Jan. 3.—Arthur Fritz and 

Mr. Shafer, of Lawn Hill, have just 
returned from an exploring tour into 
the interior of Graham Island.

In endeavoring to reply, Mr. Top$> found 
himself almost overcome with emotion. 
He alluded" to the fact that he had occu­
pied the position for upwards of eleven 
yhars, and during that whole time the 
relations between the staff and himself 
had been of the pleasantest character. It 
was with feelings of the most profound 
regret that he was severing this relation­
ship. He had on all occasions received the 
loyal support of the staff, and, despite 
the adverse comment which had been 
directed against the department, he be­
lieved that the quality of the "work done 
was of the best. He was sure that he" 
would carry with him into his new sphere 
of activity the best wishes of his former 
associates.

Toronto;) Jan. 15.—A London- cable­
gram to the Globe says: The London 
press has -been a mighty force on the 
Conservative side. Every morning the 
Times, Standard, Morning Post, Daily 
Telegraph, and the widely circulated 
"yellow” papers such as the Mail and 
Express, call upon peopV to turn out 
the government.

On the Liberal side the Daily Chron- I 
icle, Daily News and Morning Leader 
bave done their, best, but the Liberals 
have been as much handicapped by in­
sufficient press as the Tories have peen 
by the meagre number of speakers of 
first rank. It is well that the end la 
near for the feeling is rising to a dan­
gerous height. Men quite prominent 
in public life are calling each other 
“liar,’’ a word not often heard on plat­
forms here.

A feature disquieting in official Lib­
eral circles and which is causing cor­
responding elation among the Conser­
vatives is the very outspoken con­
demnation of not a few church digni­
taries of the position of the govern­
ment of the disestablishment of the 
Welch church and religious teaching 
in schools. The effect of this may be 
quite serious in rural districts. If Lib­
eralism can beat the peers and the 
labor interests, the protectionist, liquor 
trade and a section of the church, all 
attacking from different standpoints, 
it will be the most notable story since 
1883.

tvrung from the landlord the informa­
tion which goes so far toward explain­
ing the murder.
* What' is not yet clear to outsiders, 
fiowever, is whether Vosskressensky 
Was a real terrorist masquerading as a 
police agent, or a police agent mas­
querading as a terrorist. That he kill­
ed Karpoff- intentionally and hot by 
accident is ' pretty certain, the bomb 
having been fired by the pressing of an 
electric button some distance away, 
which could hardly have been touched 
purposely.

This would not necessarily mean that 
the assassin was not a. police agent. 
If it is true that he was in the govern­
ment service he was assuredly employ­
ed to circulate among the terrorists as 
one of themselves, and the records of 
other “agents provocateur” has shown 
that they are quite capable of commit­
ting genuine terrorist outrages as a 
means ol convincing the revolutionists 
of their good faith. In such a case 
Vosskressensky must have .depended 
on some one “higher up" to prevent his 
punishment for killing Karpoff.

The steamer Victorian, formerly in the 
ferry service between Sidney and Port 
Guichon, was sold by the United States 
marshal on Wednesday morning under 
libel proceedings and brought the sum 
of $11,300, although she cost, when new 
nineteen years ago, $150,000.

That thé once well equipped passenger 
steamer may be dismantled and her ma­
chinery placed in a steam schooner is a 
strong probability. The lack of interest 
in the sale on the part of shipping men 
is taken to be the result of the unenviable 
reputation made for Herself by the steam­
er when in commission. Her only suc­
cessful operation is said to have t been in 
the days of the Klondike rush, when she 
went to Southeastern Alaska, and in the 
boom days made money.

With the development of quieter times, 
however, the heavy expense in running 
the steamer caused her to be taken off 
the/line. She was regarded as an exces­
sive coal consumer, and the fuel had to be 
passed back nearly forty feet, necessitat­
ing a big crew below decks. Her ma­
chinery, too, was so heavy that had it 
ever been developed to Its full capacity 
it would have rattled the hull to pieces. 
This defect was remedied by the Great 
Northern Company, when she was used 
by them as a car ferry, timbers being 
used to strengthen the hull, and the ex­
pense of operating was to have been re­
duced by the conversion of the Victorian 
into an oil burner. The tanks for this 
purpose are already made, but not in­
stalled. * ♦

John L. Hubbard, manager of Hall 
Brothers Company, stated # Wednesday 
that if the vessel could npt be sold as she 
stands, it was probable that his company 
would take the engines and machinery 
out of her and build a new steam 
schooner in their yards, using the gear 
of the Victorian to complete the vessel.

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INSURANCE COMMITTEE
PRESENTS A REPORT

Gratifying Review of Work By 
the President, Simon. 

Leiser.

The monthly general meeting of the 
Board of Trade held Friday after­
noon proved a nexceptionally Interest­
ing one. Besides dealing with the re­
ports of the theatre and harbor com­
mittees, which are given in another 
column, a number of other matters of 
importance were before the board.

President Leiser occupied the chair, 
and in reviewing what had been done 
since the last meeting, said that 
through the efforts of the board the 
postofflce would remain open to box- 
holders on Sunday. It had been the 
intention of the department to close 
postofflces on Sundays, but in view of 
the protests lodged by the Victoria, 
Vancouver and Nanaimo Boards of 
Trade the order had been amended. It 
was gratifying also to be able to an­
nounce that the effort to have mails 
carried on the E. & N. railway on each 
day when two trains were operated 
had resulted successfully. A commit­
tee of the board had had an inter­
view with Premier McBride relative to 
matters affecting the interests of Vic­
toria and Vancouver Island in connec­
tion with the - .ntract with the Can­
adian Northern railway,
Premier’s reply had been most satis­
factory; a conference with Messrs. 
Mackenzie & Mann along similar lines 
had also proved satisfactory, and there 
was every assurance that the interests 
of Victoria and the Island would be 
well looked after.

The report of the Insurance commit­
tee, which was adopted, was as fol­

Mr. Shallcross, the chairman of the 
committee, thought it was a matter 
for satisfaction that all the members 
of the committee—who had been rep­
resentative of all interests—had agreed 
on the recommendation made in the re­
port. He believed those recommenda­
tions would be conceded to be fair and 
equitable, as they placed all companies 
doing business in Canada on an equal 
footing.

D. R. Ker thought the report was a 
good one, meeting the situation ex­
cellently. He had always contended 
that insurance should be so regulated 
as to bring it within the means of 
everybody. A copy of the report will 
be forwarded to the Ottawa govern­
ment and the British Columbia mem­
bers of parliament.

The city was to have received stock 
in the proposed company for the 
value of the land, and given some con­
trol by proportionate representation 
on the board of directors by appoint­
ment instead of election, as is usual- in 
such cases. We asked for freedom 
from taxation while the land was used 
for opera house purposes because, as 
far as we could see,,.the venture was 
not likely to pay dividends equal to 
current interest rates and we consid­
ered tha,t subscribers of cash should 
not be called upon to sacrifice every­
thing on a public utility. No subscrib­
er to the fund anticipated for a mo­
ment a reasonable return in dividends; 
the sole expectations being indirect 
benefits in which every citizen would 
have shared by placing Victoria on an 
equality with neighboring cities.

London, Jan. 14.—Arrangements for 
the arbitration of the Alsop claim be^- 
tween the United States and Chile are 
almost completed, according to 
official announcement to-day.
