FIRE DESTROYS
STEAMER ST. CROIX

ALL PASSENGERS AND
CREW ARE SAVED

They Tramp Over Rough Cdun-
try After Landing on Coast
of California.

Los Angeles, Cal, Nov. 22.—The 105
rassengers, men, women and chldren;
who were on the steamer 8t. Croix,
which was burned and sank off Point
Pume on Saturday night, are in Los
Angeles to-day, having reached the
city from Santa Monica last night in
a state of exhaustion and nearly fam-

ished.

The ship’s officers and the members
of the crew, 78 in number, also ar=
rived here., When the survivors of the
steamer fire reached Santa Monica
they were furnished food and supplied
with clothes to warm their weary
bodies. They had walked, ridden and
made their way from the isolated land-
ing place, as best they could.

Mrs. L. A. Wallace, of Berkeley, is
in the Santd Monica hospital with her
six months old baby. She was injured
when the rope holdingla lifeboat was
broken as it ‘was being Iowered and
she was thrown into the water. "She
and the baby and the occupants of the
boat were rescued by. her husbarnd and
two other men, who dived from the
burning vessel. Herbert, the six-year-
old son of Charles Veilbaum, 'of San
Francisco, was saved at the same time
by Edward Norris, a ship’s quarter-
master, aided by Mrs. Grace Thomas,
wife of a racing man of Vietoria, B. C.,
who proved herself a heroine.

These, with five : slightly -injured |
women and a few other men who left
the camp near the little beach where
the ship's company landed, had reached
the Rindge ranch house, six miles
south of Zuni canyon.

The others remained until daylight in
the canyon, -shivering in‘ a cold fog,
without food, except for a tin of hard-
tack and a can of milk and with little
water. Bottles of liquor, hastily thrown
into a boat by an under-steward,
gerved as a stimulant to prevent the
collapse of several Of the women.

RESCUE PARTIES
RENEW LABORS

TRYING TO REACH
IMPRISONED MINERS

Men Saved From Death Beg to
Be Allowed to Assist in
Work.

Cherry, IH., Nowv. 22.—Fifty volun-
teers are to-day heroically working in
an effort to tear down the barricade |
behind which, seventy er more surviv-
ors of the 8St. Paul mine disaster are
believed to be imprisoned.

For nine days these men have been
confined behind the tons of debris in
the west tunnel with food suffieient to
last only for a day. That they are
greatly "weakened and emaciated there
can be no doubt.

Despite the statements to the con-
trary, only 21 survivors hgve been
taken from the mine up to this time.
Reports on Saturday had 142 miners
rescued.

The first newspaper man to enter the
ill-fated St. Paul mine was John M.
Beffel, staff correspondent of the United
Préss. At 6.05 o'clock- this morning he
donned miner's garb and was lowered
into the shaft, .

Nearly all of the men taken out Sat-
urday are in good eondition to-day.
Hearing reports that many of their
comrades are still buried alive, they
begged to be allowed to assist the
rescuers in their work.

SPEAKS IN NEW YORK

Addresses Crowd of Men in
Sheltered Corner of Mad-
iso_n Square.

New York, Nov. 22—Theé Times off
Saturday published the folléwing:
“While the wintry blasts were at
their keenest yesterday afternoon, Miss
Mary Keegan, an English ‘suffragette,’
who had served time in Halloway jail
with Mrs, Pankhurst, stood in a shelt-
ered corner of Madison Square, talked
suffragism to a .crowd of men suffi-
ciently interested in the cause to brave
the cold. Miss Keegan ‘told the men
that she was a real English ‘suffrag-
ette,” more or less a typicgl one; and
that she had been in prison, and that
she did not think anyone need be afraid
of the ‘suffragette’ species.
“Speaking of the present government
in England she said: ‘The Liberals are
the most unliberal on the face of the
globe. They are getting themselves
very much disliked. They will not re-
main long in power, and the Conger-
vative government will have learned
)something from the present ‘' adminis-
tration, Thers is not a worse ‘suffrag-
ette’ in England than I, she said in
telling of the English ‘suffragettes.’ ‘Do
you know how we came to be called
‘suffragettes?’ The name was given us
by an English paper, as a term of
derision, but now it Is a name to be
proud of,. and we don’t like to be call-
ed ‘suffragists.’ And you know what
they say s the difference between the
‘suffragist’ and the ‘suffragette?’ The
‘suffragist’ wants the franchise, and
the ‘suffragette’ is going to get it. We
are only taking a chaptler out of the
men’s book in what we are doing in
England. If wé had taken the whole
hook, ‘blood, would have been shed. Tha
government is responsible for every-
thing that happens.

GRAND RECEPTION TO
SIR HIBBERT TUPPER

Compared With “Mae

Independent Conservatives Show Marked Strengtp

hine”’ Sectien of the

Party---Masterly Speech Delivered -

It was an able presentation of the
case against the McBride-Bowser-Mann
railway contract which Sir Charles
Hibbert Tupper made in Broad street
hall on Saturday evening, in the hear-
ing of a audience which filled the place
to overflowing.

In many ways it was a most unique
political gathering. Called by prom-
inent and influential Conservatives of
Victoria who protest against machine
rule and Tammany methods, and, like
good citizens of a great province, put
its well-hefng above party; brought
together to listen to a man who is, as
he himself says, unchangeably Tory,
and whose. decision to vote the Liberal
ticket is sufficient evidence of his sense
of the gravity of the situation; attend-
ed by hosts of Conservative electors,
many Liberals and a large sprinkling
of ladies—this meeting without parellel
was typical of a - political situation
which is' without parallel in ‘the ‘his-
tory of Canada.

Close and appreciative attention was
paid to the speaker during the seventy
minutes his address lasted, and the |
thorough concurrence of his fellow-Con-
servatives was made manifest. There
was not any of the exuberance common
to meetings addressed by leaders of
either parly, for the very good reason
that the electors in the audience were
largely of the class that does not
‘“whoop it up” on such oecasions. They
represented the great silent vote found
in every constituency; the vote on the
part -of British Columbia Conservatives
whieh is going to spell defeat for the

¢ The Buffalo's orders were sent fol-
lowing ai long conference between
President Taft and Secretary of State
Kﬁox at the White House last night on
the Nicaraguan situation.

Secretary Knox gave out the follow-
ing statement:

«If certajn representations of fact
which have been made to the state de-
partment . concerning the Groce and
Cannon case are verified by inquiries
that have been made, this government
will at once prepare a demand on the
Nicaraguan government for reparation
for the death of these two men.”

Parent Rockefeller
~Concern.

St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 20.—The govern-
ment to-day won the great suit to dis-
solve the Standard Oil Company of
New Jersey, the parent Rockefeller
concern of $100,000,000 capital.

The decision was announced in the
United States Circuit Court by Judge
Elmer B, Adams.

New
Jersey and the individual defendants,
including the chief figures in the oil
trust, and several subsidiary com-
panies have entered into a combinatipn
in restraint of trade among the several
states, such as is declared illegal by
the Sherman anti-trust law. The
opinion is unanimous.

Judge Hook also wrote a separate
opinion, making a number of points for
the government stronger than in the
opinion read by the court,

The Standard Oil Company of New
Jersey is enjoined from veting the
stock of .the subsidiary companies by
holding their stock.

Other defendant companies are en-
joined from declaring or paying any
dividends to the Standard of New Jersey
on account of stock acgquired through
combination or from permitting a com-
bination vote of the said stock.

COAL FOUND AT
WINTER HARBOR

VEINS LOCATED IN
NORTH OF ISLAND

Area Has BeenStakéd by Dis-
coverers—Good Outcrop-
ping Located.

News was brought by the Tees, which
reached port this ' morning from the’
west coast of the Island, that there has
been an important discovery of coal
mdde near Winter Harbor, on Quatsino
Sound. The discovery was made by
J. W, Brittain, a well known timber
cruiser. THe deposits are about twenty-
three miles from deep water at Winter
Harbor.” Three.seams are exposed, all
standing on edge through a canyon.
The veins are well defined and are 10
feet, 6 feet and 4 feet thick respective-
ly. A test was made of the burning
qualities at the camp and although the
quality by long exposure had been
somewhat marred it burned well.

“stand by the men who had stood. by
him’” and form an adrﬁiniétration in
which the actual leaders of the oppo-
sition ‘would be numbered, we expressed
our doubts as to whether Mr, McBride’s
assurances could be relied upon. Events
soon demonstrated that the Times had
correctly estimated the  chatracter of
the then member for Dewdney. He
betrayed the leaders of the oppo-
sition as callously as he would now
sacrifice the province by delivering 1t
into the hands of Mackenzie & Mann,
as Sir Hibbert Tupper says, for his
own personal advantage.

~No one hears any predictions from
the government ranks now that Prem-
ier McBride wil} “sweep the country;”

Chaos is
bound to come sooner or later to any
party held together by such sordid
considerations as have dominated the
forces of the McBride party. t was
never in the real sense of the word a<
Conservative party. The better ele-
ments of Conservatism were fooled for
a time in  accepting Premier McBride
as their leader and Attorney-General
Bowser as his second in command. The
disintegrating forces inherent in the
combination, however, have begun to
operate‘much sooner than we expected.
The spoilers -are already quarreling
over their share of the spoils. There is
disunion in many of the constituencies,
dissatisl;action ahd distrugf in them
all.

The withdrawal of Captain Tatlow
and Mr. Fulton was a body blow for
the government. The hostilityeof Sir
Hibbert Tupper, carrying with it the
disaffection of thousands of honkst Con-
servatives, has, proved demoralising.
To put the result beyond doubt and
turn the prospective defeat into a com-
plete rodt, the Liberals have but to
work by every legitimate means and
with the enthusiasm born of convic-
tion that success is assured to win a
signal victory and smash the combina-
tion. which only a few weeks ago felt
so confident that the province and all
its magnificent resources had been de-
livered into its hands.

ESQUIMALT REDIVIVUS.

Quaint little Esquimalt is coming to
i\er own again. A million and a half
dollars has been set aside by the Do-
minion government as the first steps
towards the creation of a division of
the new Canadian navy on the Pacific
Coast. This may be accepted as final-
ly disposing of the rumeors that the
headquarters of the fleet would be re-
moved from the old naval station to
some other point on the British Colum-
bia ecoast.  Various other ports, it is
well known, had pressed their claims
for consideration, . the idea “being, of
course, that there was a chance of the
decision of the experts of the Admir-
alty being in their favor. It is appar-
ent however, that if Esquimalt had
serious rivals, she has won the prize.
We congratulate the people Iof the
placid little borough on the improve-
ment which has occurred in their pros-
petts, and they are all the more to be
congratulated because it is very prob-
able that never again in their history
will there arise such a erisis. as was
precipitated by the announcement of
the intention of the Admiralty authori-
ties to dismantle the mavy yard and
reduce the station. In the course of
a very few years the ancient and pic-
turesque village will present an” ap-
pearance of ~greater actiyity than it
ever did in its history, and that ac-
tivity will not be spasmodic;, but con-
tinuous. 3

Some critics maintain there is- no
necessity for Canada having any navy
at all, others that she should make a
direct  contribution t0 the British
navy, and others that an appropria-
tion of three million dollars will not
go far towards the creation of a new
navy. All these critics except the last

have alréady been answered, and by

the most competent authorities in the
Empire. The reply to the last is that
three million dollars will probably be
sufficient for the preliminary work of
the first year. That was probably the
sum asked for by the experts engaged
by the government.

A DEMAND FOR REFORM.

To the Editor: I trust, Mr. Editor,
that the questions that I asked in my
last letter will be answered in a manly
and unequivocal way. It is the fashion
on pre-election occasions for a poli-
tician to transpose the Apostle Paul's
life maxim, ‘“To be all things to all
men, lest by any means they might
save some votes.” The after fulfilment,
or non-fulfilment, of théem afterwards
either makes them or breaks them.
Now we wish to ask Mr. McBride a
question: Will he as premier agree to
give full effect to the wishes of the
people if this plebiscite 'is carried? Will
he pledge himself not ,to emasculate
or thwart it in any way legislatively?
And fhere is yet another question that
will not wait much longer for an an-
swer, ang that is, when does he pro-
pose to put in force the Lord’'s Day
Act or will he tell us if he intends to
ignore it altogether?

If I am correctly informed British
Columbia is the only province, exclu-
sive of Quebec, where this salutary and
merciful law is not enforced. It is a
very unenviable reputation for this- fair
province to have. In my experience,
and I have trawelled considerably on
this continent, the' difference between a
Sabbath-keeping eommunity and a
community who practically have no
Sabbath, is the difference that must
exist between heaven and hell. I have
been for years in the suthwestern part
of the States, the country of the swag-
gering cowboy and desperado, and I
know whereof I speak. Neither life nor
property is safe there,

It has been asserted in juastification
of the non-enforcement of. this law
that we should not be expected to en-
force a law that is not enforced in
Quebec. In answer to this I would
state that the Latin races throughout
the world do not to any great extent
observe the Lord's day, and what is
the result? The people are restless and
turbulent; nothing stable or solid about
them; continually they have political
unrest; they have wars and revolu-
tions, and such a thing as a quiet, na-
tural .and pleasant home life they do
not enjoy, as a general rule, Instead
they live an artificial and boisterous and
frivolous life. Look at the contrast
between the Dominion and the United
States on the one hand, and.the vol-
canic and turbulent Latin republics to
the south of us. The Latin American
republics beat the world, for whereas
the world has one revolution in each
24 hours, they frequently have several
of them in the same length of time.
This is the difference between a quiet
and enjoyablg Anglo-Saxon Sunday and
a Spanish gambling and bull-fighting
Sunday.

Take for instance the history of New
South Wales. When .that country was
firsy settled it was by the deportation
of %onvicts from Britain to Botany
Bay. The authorities thought the new
land would be a reformatory, but it
was . not. They.. went from bad to
worse. They were terrorized by bush-
rangers and finally the government
openly confessed that it was because
of the want of a seventh day of rest,
the want of any civilizing restraint, the
want of any of the healthful and civil-
jzing restraints of religion. The gov-
ernment of the day confessed they too
had been delinquent and that hereafter
no departmental business would be
done. They even pardoned a priest to
allow him to minister to his fellow-
convicts. From that time ‘things
changed as if by magic and the land
became orderly and quiet, Iife ‘and
property comparatively secure and the
convicts, many of them. became good
citizens.

But, Mr. Editor, let me give you an
illustration ,of how badly such a law
is needed in our own province and I
have done. Some two months ago a
night watchman at one of the sawmills
in the neighborhood of Vancouver was
caught asleep on his watch one morn-
ing and he was discharged, and his
engineer’s certificate was _cancelled.
His duties were to keep up steam
through the night to have steam on
full pressure every morning at 7 o’clock
—practically ‘13 hours on duty, Sunday
and Saturday, 265 days in the year, He
had besides to patrol the premises all
night Lo guard against fire, burglars,
thieves and incendiaries. The wages
paid rate from $65 to $70 per month.
Now look, at the life this man and
meny dthers have to live in similar
cases. He gets up, say at 4 or 4.30
o’clock, goes on watch at 6 o’clock in
the evening and 7 a. m, he goes home,
and it is probably quite or nearly 9
o'clock before he gets to bed. Will
any of you tell me that this is not white
slavery of the rankest kind, and all for
$65 or $70 per month. It is also quite
in &vidence that these sawmills ex-
ploit cheap labor for all it.is worth,
for their yards are swarming with

SAD DEATH OF
OCTOGENARIAN

CAPTAIN BARKLEY
BURNED IN HIS OWN HOME

Perished in Ruins of Own
House at West-
holme.

Burned anmsng the embers of his own
dwelling, Captain Edward- Barkley, R.
N., of Westholme, this morning came
to a horrible end. Early this morning
Thers
wem. none- in, the' buiMing but Capt.
Barkglev -and a Chimaman. They got
out withosg injury, but the old captain
remembering something that he wished
to save; -ran in among the flames and
‘was ‘not -seen alive afterwards. His
son; who- was not - there at the time,
came to Victoria on the morning train
to make arrangements for the funeral.

Captain  Barkley celebrated his 80th

birthday last March. He was the son
of Rev. William Barkley, and the
grandson ‘of Captain Charles Barkley
The last named officer came to this
coast in the ship Imperial Bagle, for-
metrly a Xast Indiaman, - He arrivedl
on this coast. in 1787, accompanied by
his young wife.- This lady kept a diary
of the voyage, which was in possession
of the family until quite recently. The
"ship got a large cargo of furs at Noot-
ka, and on the way south discovered
and named Barkley Sound. He also re-
discovered and re-named the straits of
Juan de Fuca.
_Geing farther south some of the crew
went ashore and were massacred by
the Indians, and for that reason the
island in the neighborhood was named
Destruction Island. He then ‘returned
to’ China and left the Pmperial Eagle.
Later -he purchased the brig Halcyon
and returned to this coast,
\ The deceased captain was well known
in Viectoria and throughout Vancouver
Island. He was respected by every-
one and_the news of the distressing
circumstances of his death will be re-
ceived with general mourning.

The agreement would
call for the completion of the line with-
in four years from the signing of the
contract and construction to commence
within a period of thrse months, with
white men working on it.

‘“Yes,” shouted the premier, “with
white men—there will be no Asiatics—
it will be a white man’s road.”

And the material to be used
in the construction of the road would
be obtained in British Columbia.

In addition, continued the premier,
the government would secure a de-
posit from the Canadian Northern in
cash or bond of $500,000 that the com-
pany would carry out in every detail
their covenant. Not a cent would be
paid out until the engineers of the gov-
ernment had said that the work was
done to their satisfaction.
(Cheers.) The people would eontrol
the _expenditure. Then again the
freight and passenger rates would be
controlled by the government—all this
without one dollar or an acre of land
given for the railway.

The premier next turned his atten-
tion to answering the criticisms of his
cpponents. . The road did not, he said,
parallel the C. P. R. for more than 160
miles.

He was in the midst of an examina-
tion of the arguments of the: Liberal
opponents when there was a renewal
of the disturbances in the body of the
hall.

The chairman rose in an attempt to
restore order.

“Oh, I don't minl those creatures,”
shouted the premier. “I would not give
a button for the whole lot of them.”
(Groans and jeers.)

Railway Argument.

‘When quiét had again been restored
the. speaker took up the memorandum
of agreement with the Canadian North-
ern- again. He had not signed a con-
tract. Why? Because he wished first
of all to lay it before the people of the
country. (Cries of ‘““Oh” and jeers and
laughter.)

5 Province’s Resources.

“There is sufficient refutation to this
statement in the sale of the Point
Grey lands the other day.

@re $20,000,000. Another $5,000,000 in the
treasury se that w2z have $25,000,000. I
am asking you to guarantee the bonds
of the Canadian Northern to the extent
of only $21,000,000. v

“I believe that since the nnou.ce-
ment of this policy the value of real
estate .in Rritish Columbia * has in-
creased by 200 per cent. If we wanted
to mdet the demands of colonization
agencies we could to-day dispose of
50,000,000 acres of land which we own
for $50,000,000, but we want -transpor-
tation to go ahead of colonization.”

The premier next turned his batter-
ies on T, W. Paterson, who, he thought,
could not be much of a railway au-
thority in view of the jobs he had
made on the Victoria & Sidney railway
and Shuswap & Okanagan rallway.

Sir Hibbert's Case.

He next turned his attention to Sir
Hibbert Tupper. He said:

“Sir Hibbert Tupper has come for-
ward to fight me, Well, that fact does
not cause me the leagt disturbance or
concern., His absence from the ranks
I consider a source of strength. Sir
Hibmert Tupper, K.C., M.t:., told the
people in his speech at Revelstoke that
he had supported the government up
to the time of the announcement of
the railway policy. But he did not.
In 1894 we had a bye-election in' Lil-
looet. Because Sir Hibbert Tupper, K.
C.M.G., (in a sneering tone) had been
unable to secure some coal licenses he
filled the Vancouver World with col-
umns of a personal attack on me and
then flooded the Lillooet district with
thousands of copies of that paper. But
his attacks on that occasion were un-
successful, as they will be now. We
carried the seat at Lillooet by a large
majority.

“When I saw Sir Hibbert Tupper,
K.CM.G, embrace Johr Oliver, 1
knew that we were going to sweep
the country from end to end. Sir Hib-
bert Tupper says that he has been a
supporter of my government. In the
last Dominion election he was dumb as
an oyster. If there was a Conservative
in Canada who should be strong on the
question, of Better Terms for British
Columbia it was Sir Hibbert Tupper.

Bargain With C, N. R.

The premier then took up the railway
contract again, and asked how did it
look on close examination?
gain was the same as that which had
been made with Mr. Roblin’s govern-
ment—a bargain which had done so
much for the province of Manitoba. But
he would remind them that the Alberta
government, a Liberal government at
that, had also hitched on to the wagon
of Mackenzie and Mann. Walter Scott
of Saskatchewan, and Premier Murray
of Nova Scotia, also thought enough of
the Canadian Northern to enter into a
contract for the guaranteeing of its
tonds. Premier Guoin of Quebec, had
also made a bargain with Mackenzie
and Mann,

The premier having paid his custom-
ary amount of attention to the Vic-
toria Times and Hon. William Temple-
man, he centinued:

“Alberta is only four years old, a
mere baby province. She possesses no
land, no timber, no mines. All these
resources were retained by the Domin-
ion government. That province is
guaranteeing branch lines of the C. P.
R. and the Canadian Northern. When
Alberta announced her railway policy

it was acclaimed by the Liberal press

of this province. But now that British
Columbia has enunciated a similar
policy it is no good.

Manitoba’s _xample.

“When Manitoba guaranteed the
bonds of the Canadian Northern the
revenue of that province was only
$700,000. Manitoba wanted to shake
herself from the shackles of the C. P.
R., and guaranteed bonds amounting
to $15,000,000. Six millions of this
money was expended -in Ontario, in
bringing the C. N. R. to the confines
of Manitoba. When Premier Roblin
promulgated his policy the Liberal op-
position in Manitoba said that it was
no good. The railway has been built.
Its branches have extended in all di-
rections, and the good results of the
administrative acts of Premier Roblin
are patent to everyone. ¢

“The income of British Columbia
this year will be $7,000,000. Our ter-
minals at Prince Rupert and Point
Grey are worth $20,000,000. We own
our crown lands and have almost il-
limitable timber and mineral resources.
To develop these we want another
transcontinental railroad. Those - peo-
ple who believe that this railway
should not be assisted to come to the
province cannot have any~confidence in
the land in which they live and are
not worthy to belong to this great
province,

“In Manitoba Liberals and Conserva-
tives are now united in believing in
the wisdom of the policy which led
to the advent of the Canadian North-
ern. 'British Columbia is entering into
no bargain in which there is the slight-
€st danger. Her financial status will
not be impaired in the money markets,
of the world. The building of the C.
N. R. in the province will provide work
for the working man, will increase the
rate of wages, will open up territory,
and will spell g=neral prosperity.”

This reference to increasing the
wages of the workingmen was received
with jeers and groans, and this had
the effect of again disturbing the com-
posure of the premier.

Disturbed by Opposition,

‘““Oh, you Liberals don’t like it, I
know,” he yelled at the top of his
voice, “but you have got to take it’"—
and he stamped his foot and banged
the table with his fist.

After quiet had been restored the
premier turned his attention to John
Oliver and the latter’s railway policy.
He characterized it as merely laugh-
able and said. in order to go on the
line which Mr. Oliver proposed to build
as a government road over the Hope
mountains it would be necessary first
of all to get a ticket from the B. C.
Electric railway as far as Abbotts-
ford.

Referring to the Victoria connection
in the contract with the Canadian
Northern, the premier said:

“The building of the hundred odd
miles of the Victoria & Barkley Sound
railroad is only the commencement of,
construction operations by the Cana-
dian Northern on Vancouver Island.
Except for the southern half Vancou-
ver Island is to-day little better than
it was a hundred years ago. I believe
that there will be ample room for three
transcontinental railway companies on
the island.

“The advent of the C. N. R. will
make Victoria a commercial centre of
great importance which she has every
right te be, Statements have been

‘made by the opposition that the C. N.

R. will construct no branch lines in
the province. Well, the railway wanted
to include branch lines in the contract,
but I said no. We wanted to see some
progress before we guaranteed more
than $21,000,000. It Is the intention of
the government to encourage the C.
N. R. to build to the north end of Van-
couver: Island.”

‘“At the last general election ‘I was
charged with being a tool of the C.
P. R. It was said that-C. P.  R. gov-
ernment prevailed in British Columbia.
I stand for no corporation. I stand for
the people of British Columbia. T want
to make this province all that its im-
mense resources’ entitle it to become.”
(Cheers.)

While making’ the above stateme‘nP
there meré numerous interruptions and
several times the premier lost his tem-
per. When he did so he would stamp
his foot and rage and roar at the au-
dience in the most threatening fashion.

The premier concluded by stating his
belief that it was the duty of the gov-
ernment to keep pace with the devel-
opment’ of the country and that the
railway policy which he now submit-
ted would do that.

On his resuming his seat the meet«
ing was hurriedly brought to n closes,
it being after eleven o’clock, the pre-
mier having spoken an houv and a
half. %

FARMERS BEVOLT
AT RAILWAY GAME

SAANICH WILL GIVE

Brydon and Paterson Enthusi-
- astically Applauded at
Meeting.

Thos. A. Brydon, the Liberal candi-
date for Saanich riding, held another
successful meeting Thursday, when
he addressed the electors at the South
Saanich Temperance hall. The room
was well filled by the farmers of the
district, who extended 'a hearty wel-
come to the candidate, and, judging
from the enthusiastic applause, Mr.
Brydon may count upon the unanimous
support of the agricultural cldss in his
constituency.

George Stewart made a very effi-
cient chairman. In his speech he ad-
monished the farmers of Saanich to
send one of their own cless to the Leg-
islature instead of a lawyer, who, being
cngaged in the city most of the time,
had little opportunity to study the
needs of the district. Mr. Brydon was
cne of themselves—a man who had
large interests in the district, a prac-
tical farmer, a man in whom they had
the uimost confidence, a man well fit-
ted to represent them on the floor of
the Legislature. Heg believed that he
iwould be elected by an overwhelming
majority. (Applause.)

T. W. Paterson devoted much of the
time allotted to him to an expose of
*te weaknesses of the McBride rail-
way policy—a policy which if made ef-
fective would work an untold injury
to the credit of the country. He re-
peated some of the arguments he has
already presented to readers -of the
Times leading to the conclusion that
the C.P.R. may be behind the great
censpiracy to gamble with the credit
of ‘the country in the money markets
of the world. It was a great game
which was being played by these trans-
portation magnates—a game which the
people should watch with the utmost
care. Mr. Paterson pointed out how
important it was to the farmers that
this conspiracy should be defeated, as
should the contract with the Canadian
Northern be carried out and it become
hnecessary for the province to pay the
interset and- the principal a burden
would be placed upon the people of
British Columbia which would press
upon the farming interests.

Mr. Brydon was given a most en-
thusiastic reception when he rose to
address the meeting. He repeated many
of the arguments he presented at
former meetings held in the constitu-
ency and admonished the farmers to
take Mr. Paterson’s advice and look
well into the details of this notorious
contract with Mackenzig and Mann be-
fore endorsing -it at: the polls. Mr.
Brydon said it was clearly established
that the government had been derelict
in its duty to the interests of Van-
couver Island and particularly to the
interests of Victoria and' surrounding
districts. It was little short of a shame
that the residents of Saanich, for in-
stance, had been deprived of the privi-
lege of sending their children to a nor-
maj school 'at Victoria so that they
might be educated as school teachers.

COLWOOD WANTS
JOHN JARDINE

EXPLODES HELMCKEN
ON THE UNIVERSITY

M. B. Jackson and H. Helger-
son Expose the Railway
Policy.

Never in the_ history of Colwood has
an audience been raised to such a high
political pitch as when John Jardine,
the Liberal eandidate, Thursday, in ad-
dressing a well attended meeting of
electors, portrayed the position taken
Ly Mr. Helmeken as regards the uni-
versily site. The speaker went into
1: e matter in detail, laying before his
hearers all the facts. He told the au-
dience how Mr. Helmcken at a public
meeting at Victoria had, in the pre-
sence of the chief justice and Bishop
Perrin, stated there was only one place
for the university and that at Cadboro
Bay. The audience was so astounded
with the statement as to think it.al-
most incredible that the man wishing
to recome the people’s representative
irs the House would have the cool effon-
tery to make a statement which could
anly hayve one effect—to tie the hands
of ihe Liberal representative who had
spent such a great amount of time in
getting the promise -from the Hudson’s
Bay Company of fifty acres of land for
the umversity at the junction of Craig-
flower and Admiral's roads.

Mr. Jardine then told the audience
tkat his hands had not been tied, as
the Conservative candidate had en-
deavored to do, for when Lord Strath-
conz was here Mr. Jardine had taken
hig lordship and Mr. Justice Martin
ani others to view the proposed site
at Craigflower and Admiral’s roads,
and so delighted was Lord Strathcona
witia the situation that he said there
could not be another in the province
more suitable. Lord Strathcona, said
Mr. Jardine, had then given him per-
:11ssion to so inform the people of the
Esquimall riding and the public. This
ansnouncement was received with loud
and continuous applause by the Col-
wood gathering. ’

Mr. Jardine next referred to the ex-
périmental farm correspondence with
the government and told the electors
briefly what had been done and ex-
plained lhat within a very short time
the work in this direction would take
a matlerial form. He also saw a ne-
cessity for “a complete change in the
methods of the public works depart-
ment, which was at present being con-
ducted under the methods of a corrupt
political machine.

Hans Helgesen, who knows every
foot of the Yellowhead Pass country,
exploded the McBride railway policy
for the benefit of the electors, and re-
ferring to the possibilities of the dis-
trict which the Liberal railway policy
would open up, said the latter con-
tained fifty square miles of territory,
of which there was not the ‘equal on
the American continent, The Premier,
he said, was overlooking the wealthy
country through which John Oliver
would have railways, and was more
desirous of giving the province into
the hands of the C.N.R., so he and his
associates would reap direct and in-
direct benefit rather than benefit the
people of the province. He was for
some time a resident in the Yellow-
head Pass country, and could speak
from experience that the railway pro-
posed 'to the coast’' by the Premier
would not be a success even if the
proposal was bona fide.

M. B. Jackson made a long and ex-
cellent address, making a comparison
between the government and the Lib-
eral railway policles that clearly
showed the faults of the MecBride pol-
icy and the advantages of John Oli-
vers policy. He showed conclusively
the great advantages to be gained by
the government owned road proposed
by Mr. Oliver, over which all other
roads would have traffic rights, as
against the inquitious McBride policy.
The meeting was in accord with Mr.
Jardine, and the feeling that he will
poll very heavily over his opponent in
Colwood, as in the rest of the riding,
was freely stated.

many arguments pro and con and I
will attempt to deal only with the
salient features, but. one test I sub-
mit is good, it is whether this extra-
ordinary investment of ours, this ex-
traordinary undertaking, is legitimate
and proper with & population® such as
we have, with duties devolving upon it
such as we have.

We are dealing with a road with con-
nections: . across the continent and
touching the Rockies. It has been
guaranteed,. bonussed and has hag all
kinds of aid from Dominior and pro-
vincjal governmeénts up to the Rockies.
I ask you does anyone suggest that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier or Mr. Borden
would 'dare on the floor-of the House
to suggest that the Dominion should
guarantee these bonds. And if it is not
possible for either of these leaders of
public opinion in the federal assem-
bly to ask that does it not settle the
question whether a bagatelle of people
on the Pacific coast should undertake
a guarantee of that character?

What was our position down to this
fatal day when this memorandum, this
agreement, this bargain,
and entered into. by .the government.
The position was that In season and
out of season, when the McBride gov-
ernment went into power charged with
the rescuing of this province from a
state of financial chaos, as. it was
claimed, the position was whether we
résorted to taxes not known in
eastern provinces, these direct taxes;
when considerations were such, and
were permanent, in a province 97 per
cent, of which was mountainous, with
a scattered population, involving enor-
mous expenditure; where we had not

in the nature of local self-government.
That was a fair statement of the po-
sition taken. down to the last day of
last session. The government was be-
ing pressed in many matters and the
answer always was that it was im-
possible for them .as a government to
interfere beyond giving “decent encour-
agement to any transcontinental rall-
ways coming to our shores.”
The Government Policy,

I want to prove this by the language
of these gentlemen, and I -will prove it.
In the Canadian -Annual Review for
1808 Mr. MeBride is quoted as say-
ing: “By the very: force of our phy-
sical conditions' - we are 4nevitably
placed face to face '‘with enormous re-
sponsibilities and -obligations which re-
quire at the hands of our fellow-Can-
adians fair, decent and reasonable con-
sideration. For, gentlemen, it is indis-
putable that you are by far the most
heavily taxed portion of the Canadian
people. Your personal property tax,
your tax upon real ‘estate, and the
other revenues which accrue-to the
crown in this province are more, and
a -great deal more, per head than are
paid by your brothers and sisters east
of the mountains.” That was his po-
sition.

Mr. Cotton, one of the ablest men
who ever sat in the government and
one of the ablest financiers,- on Feb-
ruary 7,-1909, discussing these - things,
said: “It would be ulwise to ignore
the possibility of the amount realized

Wwith the result that the government
would have to lopk elsewhere for the
revenue required to meet the expendi-
ture. Even with the greatest care and
most prudent management the prov-
ince’s expenditure will continue to
grow and that fact must not be lost
sight ‘of in consideration of financial
matters.” Absolutely sound.

And Mr. Bowser, a noisy member of
the  government, in the House made a
speech—and he sent it to me: before
I was read out of the party, of course:
‘““We must remember, of course, that
this is a new country which requires’
a great deal of money to develop, either
by way of survey or putting in roads
and tralls for the transportation of the
settler and his effects.”

Kills Better Terms.

I have under my hand a statement
made by the Conservative party, used
by Mr. McBride, Mr. Cowan and my-
self, when fighting in the ranks with
them, as to the permanency of these
conditions which made our burdens so
hard. It was on this ground we plead-
ed with Sir Wilfrid Lauriér and then
with Mr. Borden, who - said on that
presentation: “I will pledge myself to
this, you are entitled to an impartial
tribunal to éxamine your claims andg if
found well-founded to have them re-
adjusted.” When we are told in the
heat of this campaign, as we are. that
we have money, and money to *ourn,
that if this road defaults and there
is a liability of forty-five millions on
us in thirty years we can pay it off
without feeling it, then we must say
that if that is so—and this govern-
ment being returned would nail us
down to that—and we compare our-
selves with other provinces and talk

made a speech on this subject for the
government in the legislature last ses-
sion, You will see that I quote these
references in order to make good my
| point as to the mystery of that sud-
den change of front in one night—poor
Messrs. Tatlow and Fulton only al-
lowed to think of it as they sleep—
that up to that théir policy was to give
decent treatment and encouragement
to:any trunk line following the G. T. P.
and C. P. R. and nothing more. The
reason was given with the full know-
ledge: that their surveyors were in the
field, finding grades, arranging surveys,
locating lines at that time.

In reference to that that was the
policy of the government, and, so far
as it represents the Conservative party,
of the Conservative party down to
that houf. Mr. Oliver had been presss
ing for some'activity, some overt act
in” regard to" raflways generally. The
answer of the government was to point’
out 'to Mr. Oliver, “Look @t the 500
miles built since we have put'the finan-
cial affairs on a good basis without the
expenditure of a single dollar.’” To that
they adhered till; presto, change.

Must Pay Through Nose,

In the Kajen Island inquiry Mr. Pat-
erson asked Mr. McBride: “Well, you
must take from that there was no prob-
ability in the assumption ihat any
other road would come into the pro-
vince and want to acquire this land?”
Mr, McBride said: “I do not say that
at all. If any road’comes . in in thé
future it will have to pay its way.
This is a pioneer road, and’'you must
understand "that a ploneer road will
secure advantages which will not fall
to roads that come in afterwards. That
has been the :history of every trans-
continental road that has ever gone )
into a ‘provinte—for example, the Can-
adian Pacific railway and the Northern
Pacific. Why, some ‘of ‘those have been
induced by large bonuses to come into
a country, While othef roads have had
to pay right through the nose for the
privilege of following them in.”’

At Duncan he 'is more specific; speak-
ing on June 6th, 1908, he tells ‘all rail-
ways: “We have the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific; we wish ‘to see more of Mr. Hill's
roads; we have the C. P.'R. building,
and presently, -no doubt, we will -have
Mackenzie & Mann knocking at our
doors.” He was a gooll dreamer, “Let/
us give decent, intelligent- encourage-~

give nothirg ‘more.”

But suppose- he does not speak for
the' governmerit, let us call on the
great attorney-general. What does he
tell the House? He undertook to destroy
Mr. Oliver in..a . speech. He declares
that where population comes the rail-
ways will follow unasked, and that
““‘we have not eonsidered it wise to de-
part from the policy as laid down by
us.”’ ~ That i384n February, 1909, Ac-
cording fo'/thes Conservative’s faith,
quite right,” and ‘until October 19th it
was the polfey. At the conclufion of
the same speech the- attorney-general
says the governhment has so dealt .with
public affairs that the great majority
are satisfied..So it is not to satisfy you,
but Mackenzit & Mann that the new
policy is launched! He has ‘“no doubt
what verdict will be returned by the
people’’—all pn the policy I have just
adverted to. ; 2

What will . Mr, McBride say to his
leader in Domiinion’affairs? From page
9002 of Hansard I find that on August
18th, 1903, Mr. Borden said: ‘“There is
no reason' why we should build com-
peting lines through the Rocky Moun-
tains.”

‘Wild and Unconsidered.

When this. memo. saw the light—
light on October 80th—I ventured to
say- that it was unwise and uncon-
sidered. I was blamed. for that. That it
was not a reasonable contract I can
show you from.the statements of Mr.
McBride and Mr. Bowser, All the in-
teresting features are eliminated from
the memo.,-and are not to be found in
it. It has been proved up to the hilt
nthat it was wild and unconsidered. You
know what the agreement is. It is com-
plete. Why was it kept secret from
QOctober 19th to October 30th? Why was
the Hoyse dissolved? Was ‘it not' to
take your opinion and mine?

There had,been murmurs; two cabis-
net ministers had been forcibly ejécted
because they could not approve. They
were never asked to consider this bar-
gain- or supposed bargain. But murs
murs began and the subseguent miemo.
came from Mr. McBride as to things
not there, but which he would try and
have put . thére! This document' has
been much ¢riticizéd, In terms it says
it is a basis of an agreement, ;

Mr. McBride on October 30th in that
manifesto says it contafns the core of
an agreement, Mr. Mann says .in an
interview in the Toronto News that it
contains just what the propositions are,
and Mr, McBride last night at Vancou-
veér Said he had closed 'the bargain on
these terms. I h&ve no doubt that it is
the bargain, good, bad or indifferent,
and as I briefly trace all the things
people say I tell you Mr. McBride has]
‘Nno more power to obtain them from
Mackenzie & Mann than I have. (Hear,
hear.)

If ithis government is returned Mac-
kenzie & Mann have a moral right, if
théy have riot 4 legal right, to-insist
on that contract under the sign manual
of the premier of British Columbia be-
ing implemented as it stands. Moroe
that that, I say to you that neither
you nor I will ever See Mackenzie &
' Mann yield one inch from the position
they take with regard to rates and
the control of rates.

‘“No Control of Rates.”

They could not do it; the road could
not be built if the company was to
be obliged to be subject to the gov-
ernment as to control of rates. A road
involving $65,000 a mils has to pay
fixed charges. They have to raise suf-
ficient revenue for interest om bonds,
for operating expenses, and to do all
that have to raisé what the traffic will
stand. It will be absolutely impossible,
and as Mackenzie & Mann said to Mr.
McBride, according to Mr. McBride,
they would not agree to it. We stand
here with nothing but. Mr. MeBride's
promise that he will try to get Mac-
kenzie & Mann- to do this, that' and
the other.

I will telF you what the bargain does
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not contain. There_, is no clause, as
when the Dominion government guar-
anteed bonds—not on trunk lines, but
on branches to rich grain fields—guar-
anteed bonds at 3 per cent.,, and gave
some $6,000,000 on guarantee they put
in the contract not only that rates
should not be higher then fixed by the
contract, but that the road should not
be able to szl or lease to the C. P. R,
in order that there should be competi-
tion. What do we sée here to-day? The
organ of the Canadian Pacific in this
province; the Province, at first seemed
to be on the fence. Time elapsed,

dated on October 19th, .and seeking thetenougi to communicate with Montreal

to ascertain Sir Thomas Shaughnessy's
views, and now the Province is out hot
and strong for this bargain.

Do you suppose that if this is going
to mean serious competition the C. P
R. would be so acquiescent? Whether
they have no fear at all of an inde-
penderit line through the mountains re-
ducing rates, or whether they think
this will fit into their plans, which, so
far as developed, amount to this, that
anticipating competition with the G. T.
P, they are double tracking their line,
and have it done almost all the way
across t6 the mountaing, and if Mac-
kenzie & Mann can pull off something
like this they can deal with them,
and nothing in the contract will stop
them. There arée no provisions in re-
gard to the control of rates.

No Sinking. Fund. ;

“There is .no .provision in regard to a
sinking fund. If a road under railway
financing proposes to pay off the bonds,
the only manner in which it can be
done is to-provide a sinking fund, and
80 every year a portion of the earnings
go to that and the fund is available
at the end of the period, but where, as
nearly always, fhe,v exchange their
bonds for guaranteed stock, they use
what would be otherwise used for sink-
ing fund for terminals and other
things, and exchange the bonds for
guaranteed stock. But they do not dis-
cuss that in the contract.

There is no proviston for a deposit
nor a substantial guarantee, nor is
there any provision for simultaneous
construction from eithen end. How we
Tories yelled on the G, T. P. contract
for simultaneous construction. Where
is the clause in the agreement; where
is there anything undér Mackenzie &
Mann’s hand intimating that they will
build that in any other way than they
see fit? So in regard to the inspection
&€f the books and many -other things.
The other day in the House at Ottawa
Mr. Burril, in discussing the G. T. P,,
said: “We pledged our credit, let them
pledge their stock.” There is 55 millions
C. N, R. stock, why should we not ask
them to pledge their stock when we
are pledging our credit?

Mr, Bowser has said, although the
contract does not contain a worll about
it: “We also got them to agree to buy
all their supplies-in British Columbia.”
But then, horrible proviso, “providing
they can purchase on the same terms
as in. the eastern provinces.”
(Laughter.) Another thing, he also sald
was that the contract gave ten years
exemption from taxation—it is four-
teen, by the way—and the same as the
prairie provinces had already done.
That is incorrect. :

Hon. 7. H, Agnéw, treasurer.of Man-
itoba, speaks with delight of having

L}

wrung out of Mackenzie & Mann the
right to tax the railway and bring in
a handsome revenue.

Island Construction,

Mr.-McBride told us on October 30th
that there was a provision for simul-
taneous construction on the island and
the mainland. It is not in the con-
tract. There is no document under the
sign mantal of either party. We will
see later on that in Vancouver the
premier spoke of its construction be-
ginning on the coast and working east.
I notice that Mr. Bowser sald, when
discussing the G. T. P. agreement, “in
addition to this they have made an
agreement that construction should be
startéd from the Pacifi¢ coast.” That
is a concession wrung out of the G. T.
P., but there is hond wrung odut of the
C. N. R. Mackenzie & Mann did all
the wringing. (Hear, hear.)

Question of Rates.

I come now to rates.
moment, according to a return brought
down by the minister of railways this
very year, 1909, Hon. Mr. Graham says
that taking the average rate for pas-
sengers and freight charged on. the
C. N..and C. P., though the C.:N. R.
has no mountain section, the rates aver-
age on the C, N. R. ten per cent high-
er than on the C. P, R. Starting with
that we come to this gquestion. - Ths
contract does not say a word about it,
and, before the agitation began to have
some Interest of that kind conserved to
us, Mr. Bowser explained that the gov-
ernment had been unable te obtain
any such concession; it was explained
to the government—that is. Mr. Mec-
Bride and Mr. Bowser—that the railway
commission would satisfactorily deal
with that question just as in Manitoba.

Just think of our interests being in
the hands of men so well informed as
that. Instead of that Mr. Roblin had a
contract not merely giving control over
the C. N. R. rates but beginning with
& reduetion on grain, salt and coal, and
these have been steadily made, hand-
ing back to the farmers millions of
dollars since that went into force, Yet
here is our responsible representative
telling us this was done by the rail-
way commission.

‘Was that what happened? It was not,
although Mr. Bowser said so, because
if you believe Mr. McBride, Mr. Heaps
came over to Victoria, had an inter-
view with the premier and came back
to Vancouver and reported to the board
of trade that Mr. McBridé said he had
attempted to obtain that concession but
that Mackenzie & Mann told him that
it would effect the sale of their bonds
if it was in the contract.

There is no such agreement in the
case. In closing 'his speech Mr. Mec-
Bride said that they are going to
sweep the country, that 45 per cent. of
the Liberals are supporting his railway
policy, and he is cajoling us into sup-
porting him by thinking that they are
going to try again with Mackenzie &
Mann to obtain that concession. Are
we .going to trust-our Sir Christopher
Wren McBride, with that ambition of

1 his, te try to get this concession from

Q{ackmzle & Mann? I‘trow not. (Hear,
hear.) There are many other import-

ant matters, but that has been tMrown
away absolutely.
There Are No Precedents.

Jorsooth, with all their afgument,
for that Mr. McBride claims they had
precedents. - He first tried to get in
under Sir, Wilfrid Laurier’s umbrella.
He said that Mackenzie & Mann came
here with an  introduction from Sir
Wilfrid ‘Laurjer. Surely that would
satisfy ‘all good Liberals! Then, they
came here with an introduction from
the Manitoba government. Surely that
would satisfy all good Conservatives!
All this comes“up to this, that the policy
to be put in here kad proved eminently
satisfactorily in Manitoba.
- But the contracts are quite different.
In Manitoba what was the case? The
greatest granary in the world, the huge
wheat fields, and fine settlers, served
Some of them with 'seven railways all
in the hands ‘of the "Northern Pacific,
it was thought that the Northern Pa-
cific railway would sell to the C. P. R.
and the_ rates, which were relatively
and enormously high, would be main-
tained and the farmers be injured.

-great statesmanship, as it seems to me,
acquired the seven leased lines from
the Northérn Pacific railway.

H. D. Helmcken, K. C., the Conser-
vative candidate in Esquimalt dis-
trict, and Leonard Tait, manager of the
Victoria Transfer Company, addressed
a meeting of the electors at Parson’s
Brideg Thursday evening.

MINERS ARE RESCUED
~ FROM LIVING TOMB

Over One Hundred Men

Found Alive in Illinois

Mine After Being Imprisoned For
More Than a Week

(Times Leased Wire.)
Cherry, Ill., Nov. 20.—One hundred

men were found alive this afternoon
when the inspectors made a second trip
making a total of 142
accident of a

into the mine,
survivors of the great
week ago.

Work of Rescue.

Cherry, Ill, Nov. 20. — Like the
dead rising from the tomb, forty-
two living men were raised from
the St. Paul mine here this afternoon.
The wildest scenes of joy followed.

The wives, dressed as widows and
the children who have mourned the
apparent death of their fathers, are
beside themselves with happiness.

It seems almost inconceivable,
good to be true, for all hope had fled.

The families of these men had not
the slightest ray of hope that they
would ever be seen alive again. Only
the blackened, charred bodies, burned
probably beyond identification, were
hoped for at the ‘most. Then after
they had been mourned as dead for
seven days and nights, and half of the
eighth day, for them to arise from
a seared tomb alive and actually able
to speak to their loved ones has sent
the torn and stricken community from
paroxyms of grief to the wild hysteria
of joy.

The weakened, pale, starving men
thought they had been in their black
prison for only one day.

Time had passed unrecorded. There
was nothing by which it could be
measured.

too

“We were only waiting to die,” said
one man, “No one cared to try to tell
how long it was, but none of us thought
it was more than a day.”

They had some food with them,
which sustained their lives. But the
very fact that they were unable to note
the passage of time ;was probably the
explanation of its lasting long enough
to save them.

Instead of eating meals for seven
days, they had in this living tomb been
satisfied with the food that they
thought would last them one day. They
were nearly starved without knowing
it.

After the first forty-two men had
been brought to the surface, the mine
inspectors hastened to return into the
shaft,

One Hundred More Rescued.

It was not long before the news was
flashed that one hundred more living
men had been found in another cham-
ber, having passed through much the
same experience as the first forty-two.

When this news was spread the
town, already wild with joy, went into
even wilder expressions of exultation.

Some of those rescued may die from
weakness, but It Is hoped that almost
all of them can be saved.

George Eddy, one of the first men
brought out, is in a critical condition,
and there is little hope for him.

‘While the joy and celebrating is
great, tliere is no disrespect for the
sorrow that has sunken down irre-
movably on the homes of twenty-three
men whose dead bodies have been iden-
tified:

Fifty dead bodies have been taken
out of the mine, and of these there is
not much hope of identifying more
than twenty-three, who already have
been recognized.

PROPOSAL TO
WIDEN FORT

ANOTHER BIG STREET
IMPROVEMENT MOOTED

BUT ARE CONFRONTED
WITH EBERTS’ HISTORY

Speaker of House Advocated
Oliver Policy in 1907
Campaign.

There was a lively time at Boleskine
road Friday night, when half a dozen
boys, who shouted “Eberts, Eberts,”
tried unsuccessfully to break up Thos.
A. Brydon’s political meeting. The boys

! were between sixteen and twenty years

of age, and for a time kept up a run-
ning fire of “Eberts, Eberts.” They
were, however,‘ silenced emphatically
when R. L, Drury showed up Mr.
Eberts’ “Yes—No" policy by drawing
attention to Mr. Eberts’ present atti-
tude on railways and comparing it with
his speech uttered in the same hall on
January 28th, 1907, during the last pro-
vincial election campaign,

Mr. Eberts’ present ‘attitude is _in
favor of the McBride railway policy,
and Saanich electors want him to ex-
plain how he can confirm it with the
following extract of his January, 1807,
speech made in the same hall.

“Now, gentlemen, let us lodk at it.

the coast here, The Canadian Northern
commences at Edmonton, ani comes
over to the coast at Bella Coola, and
there is a common point there, Now it
was originally intended in 1892 that the

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'OTTAWA TORIES
FAIL IN EFFORT

ATTEMPTED TO MAKE
BULLETS FOR McBRIDE

Appointment -of Judges of Ap-
peal—Reply of Minister
of Justice.

e

(From Our Parliamentary Correspon-
dent.)

Ottawa, Nov. 13.—It was
that the Opposition would lose no time
in manufacturing material for the Me-
Bride campaigners ih British Columbia
and Mr. Borden made the attempt yes-
terday afternoon. It was apparent to
everybody, however, to even his own
followers, that the effort was a fail-
ure, simply because he had a weak
case. Moreover he did. not seem to be
very well informed of the circum-
stances, and the minister of justice not
only completely routed him but severely
took the Provincial government to task
for the manner in which it had dealt
with an important matter,

Mr. Borden attacked the government
for what he described as unnecessary
delay in appointing the. judges of the
‘Appeal court provided for under pro-
vincial legislation passed in April, 1907.
He admitted that the Dominion govu-
ernment had provided for the salaries
of these judges more than a year ago,
but failed to explain why the provin-
cial authorities waited until last Sep-
tember before bringing into effect their
act of 1907.

It must be remembered that the pro-
vincial legislation of 1907 was of no
value until brought into force by proc-
lJamation and the Provincial' govern-
ment, therefore, delayed taking action
for nearly two years and a half after
the passage of the act and fifteen
months after the Dominion had voted
the salaries of the judges. And yet Mr.
Borden had the hardihood to. attack
the Federa] govermment for taking a
few weeks to make the appointments.

Hon, Mr. Aylesworth’s reply was con-
etusive. He said:—

Mr. Speaker, with the general obser-
vation with which the hon. gemtleman
opened his remarks, #nd ag to the im-
propriety and undesirablity of making
any matter as to the constitution of
the courts or the appointments to ju-
dicial offices matters' to be bandied
about between one political party and
another in this country, I am sure
every one who listened to him will
cordially agree. And, but for the ob-
servations whichy at a later period of
his remarks fell from his lips one
might have been in doubt whether the
point of the statement with which he
opened was directed towards this gov-
ernment or towards the provincial gov-
ernment of British Columbia. This leg-
islation under which the court of ap-
peal of that province was established
is now some two years and six months
gone; it became the law of the province
of British Columbia as long ago as
April, 1907. And, one who has followed
the course of publi¢ affairs in the pro-
wvince of British Columbia might have
been given to rather wonder why there
was such extraordinary delay—to quote
the words of the hon. gentleman—in
the putting into force of this ‘statute
which presumably the Ilegislature of
British Columbia when it passed it,
thought provided for the wants which
the province then had and of which the
province itself felt the need. The pro-
vincial statute establishing the court
of appeal was passed in April, 1907, and
and assented to on the 25th of that
month, The parliament of this domin-
jon happened to be then in session, but
it prorogued two days later, on the 29th
of April, 1907, and long before any of-
fielal notification of the passing of this
particular statute could reach us at
Otsawa,

I am free to say—I wish to comceal
nothing—I am free to say during the
spring of 1907 I had the pleasure of a
personal interview with the first min-
ister of British Columbia, then on his
road to the old country, and I was per-
fectly aware that some weeks before
this parliament prorogued on the 27th
of April, 1907, that legisiatien of this
character was under consideration in
the legisiature of British Columbia,
and that in all probability it would be-
come law when the assent of the lieu-
tenant governor was given to the sta-
tutes of that session. But I had not
seen a copy of the statute, and knew
nothing of its provisions except what
was conveyed to me in the personal
interview to which I refer. I suppose
accordingly no one would attribute any
blame to the House, at any rate, or
to the parliament of the dominion in
the c¢ircumstances that there was mno
Jegislation by the dominion parliament
during the session of 1907 to supple-
ment that of the province of British
Columbia. It was impraecticable that it
ighould be so. I do not think that any
one in British Columbia expected that
it would or that it could be done. If
there were no other reason why this
parliament could not act during the
session of 1907, the circumstance that
the legislature of British Celumbia
chose to postpone the putting into
force of their legislation until a proc-
lamation bringing it into force showld
be issued, was in itself a suficient
reason why this parliament could not
be blamed, at any rate, if it did not
pass the necessary legislation provid:
ing salaries for the judges of the new
court during the session of 1907.

During the session of 1908, and not-
withstanding that the act of the pro-
wvincial legislature establishing the
court had never yet been brought ints
force, this parliament passed its legis-
lation providing for the salaries to the
judges of the new court, and provid-
ing that the legislation of this parlia-
‘ment in turn should not become ef-

fective until a proclamation to that ef-

fect was issued by the governor gen-
eral in council; and as far as the de-
partment of which I have charge is

concerned, I might, T think, offer a

sufficient answer to the observations of

the hon. gentleman, by stating that I

am not in a position to make recom-

mendations for the appointment of

Jjudges in British Columbia until an

expected

act of this parliament providing for
their salaries has been brought into ef-
fect by his excellency. But I am taking
no such position. So far as I am con-
cerned I am perfectly willing to assume
responsibility for any proclamation by
his excellency in ¢ouncil bringing into
force the Dominion statutes providing
for the payment of salaries to the
judges of the court of Appeal in British
Columbia,

Now how stands the matters as far
as dates are concerned? In April, 1907,
the court .was constituted in British
Columbia, the statute not made effec~
tive or brought into force. In 1908 this
parliament provided -the salaries, the
statute not brought into force. "The
statute of this parliament was assent-
ed to in:July 1968. If there had been
any crying need for this new court in
British Columbia, if the five judges
they already had were unable to cope
with the business of the court so that
they needed four additional judges, one
would suppose that those who were
charged with the responsibility for the
administration of justice in that prov-
ince would at least have acted then
with promptness, and when the salaries
had been provided by the necessary
legislation of the dominion parliament;
and when nothing remained but the
bringing into force of the provincial
act constituting that court, and the ap-
pointment of judges to that court, one
would suppose, if there were necessity
for prompt action, we should have had
something done during the summer
months of 1908. We had nothing done.

The hon, gentleman refers to the un-
fortunate or to the disagreeable or the
unpleasant rumors on the subject at
the present time. I wonder if he heard
any rumors twelve months ago. I won-
der if he heard during the summer in
1968 any rumors that these judicial
positions were being made pawns in the
politica] game, that the government of
British Columbia were waiting in hope
that the elections of October, 1908,
might bring a change of government
at Ottawa. That delusion was dispel-
led on the 26th of October last by the
return of the government, Still nothing
was heard of the government of British
Columbia bringing this act into force.
Months passed, nothing was heard
about the matter, The hon. gentleman
says he is informed that this govern-
ment was informed as long ago as
May last that this ‘statute would be
brought into effect on the 1st of Sep-
tember then following. The informa-
tion which the hon. gentleman has, so
far as I am aware, is slightly inac-
curate! I do not know to what he al-
ludes. So far as I am aware, there has
been nothing in the way of an official
letter, or a private letter, or of any-
thing in writing, to any member of
this government. I do not know what
could have passed in the way of con-
versation between any of my " col-
leagues and any gentleman from Brit-
ish- Columbia, ‘I know -only of what
passed with regard to myself, “and
that is simply this: That last spring, I
think in April, possibly in May, but
somewhere about either the end of
April or the early part of May, the
attorney generdl of British Columbia
was' in the city' of Ottawa on his way
to the old country. He called upon me,
we discussed this subject; he left me
with the statement that this statute
would be proclaimed on the following
day, that he had made all arrangements
for bringing it into force before he left
Vietoria, and that he -was going
straight to the telegraph office to send
a telegram which would lead to the
issue of the proclamation, and that I
might look for the act being brought
into force within the next few hours.
I thought that it would be so, I ‘ex-
pected it would be so,

I was here for some four weeks after
that date, quite expecting I would hear
fa the morning that this statute had
been brought into force. Nothing was
said to me ‘about the ist of September
28 a date when this act would be
brought into force, I had no idea when
it would be done, but that it was going
to be done, as I understood, forthwith.
And when weeks passed, and months
passed, and I heard nothing, and al-
though not in this country during the
summer, I was in reasonably close
touch with the progress of Canadian
affairs and heard\and saw nothing in
the newspapers or otherwise of any
bringing into force of this statute, I
honestly thought that the opinion which
I had previously in my own mind,
whatever it was worth, namely, that
this statute would never be brought
into effect, was the corréct one,

I had the impression, which the
event demonstrated was entirely er-
roneous, I admit, but I had the impres-
sion that instead of going on and con-
stituting a new and independent court
of appeal calling for four additional
judges, practically doubling the num-
ber of their judges in the province of
British Columbia, a substitute arrange-
ment increasing the mBumber of the
present judges of the existing court
would be adopted, and that this sta-
tute would- be either repealed or al-
lowed to become a dead letter. I re-
mained wunder that impression, no
doubt I had no foundation for it, but
it simply rested as a matter of my
own inference and deduction wuntil I
returned to this country some four
weeks ago. I was told then, perhaps,
the first day I was back in the office,
certainly within a day or two, that the
British Columbia Statute constituting
the eourt of appeal for the province
had been proclaimed, and had been
brought into effect as from the 1st of
September.

Then, my delay at any rate in act-
ing. in this matter counts from that
time, and I must bear responsibility
that may rest upon me for the circum-
stances that, since I reached Canada
some four weeks ago and up to the
present time, I have not made any
recommendation for the appointment
of judges to this court or any recom-
mendation  that our Dominion statute
providing for the salaries of the judges
of this court should be brought into
effect by proclamation. That, of course,
is more or less a formal step which can
be taken at any time and which, it
seemed to me, there was no necessity
should be taken until I was prepared
to make any recommendation of the
individuals who should oconstitute the
new court. Now, in that respect,
I wish to be entirely frank and
open with this Mouse, as I have
been in my communications with
the attorney general of British Colum-
bia on the subject. I received a tele-
gram from him some ten days or so
after I had returned calling my atten-
tion o the fact that under the Brilish
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‘Columbia statute the first sitting of
the court of appeal would take place
on the first Tuesday in the imonth of
November—the second day of Novem-
ber instant. I looked at the statute to
verify my recollection, I saw that the
statement was entirely accurate. But
side by side with that provision of the
statute, I noticed the provision which
the hon. leader of the Opposition has
referred to to-day, that the court of
appeal,, when constituted, could hold
a ‘special sitting at any time it pleased.
The regular sittings are to be on the
first Tuesday of the months as I recol-
lect it—of January, May and September
of each year; but special sittings at
either Vancouver or YVictoria may be
held at any time.

Accordingly, it was manifest that if
there was no court in existence on the
second of November, 1909, but if the
court was brought into existence by
the dominion proclamation and by the
appointment of judges at any day
thereafter prior to the next regular sit-
ting of the court, the new court could
go to work immediatelyr upon the
judges being. sworn in, if they saw fit
to do so. I wrote at once to the at-
torney general of British Columbia
pointing this out, as I regretted any
embarrassment that the delay of even
one day would cause in what I suppose
may be called public business—in the
private business of the litigants, to be
accurate. I am sorry that should be the
case. Delay in any litigation is always
an injury to the suitor, and, indirectly,
to every interest connected with it. But
I was not ready to make the recom-
mendation of the individuals which it
was my duty as minister of justice to
make to his excellency in council, and
I stated to the attorney general of Brit-
ish Columbia with complete frankness,
exactly the position I was in in the
matter,

It is not, I think, desirable that such
things as the personnel of a court
should be made—at any rate before-
hand—a matter of public discussion. It
is not, in that view, desirable that 1
should go into the same particularity
on this occasion that I did in writing
a letter—which, while not a private
letter, was more or less of a confiden-
tial character—to the attorney general
of the province; and .I will simply say
this with regard to the contents of my
letter to him; I pointed out that my
own view was that it would make for
the increased confidence of the public
of the province in the new court, of
appeal if it were not to be composed
altogether of new men without previous
judicial experience. that it would .be in
the best interest of the administration

the members of the new court of appeal
should be men who already had had
judicial experience in the province, and
that if that course were taken, while
the new court of appeal would be con-
stituted, there would be a breaking up
of the present or existing court for the
trial of causes, and that, unless ap-
pointmeénts were contemporaneously
made to the vacancies which pronto-
tion would cause, there would be va-
cancies on'the bench for the 'trial of
causes, a greater embarra.ssrherit to the
business of litigants by the inability,
to carry on all the assizes or sittings
for ‘trial which might be held during
the timie when the positions of judge-
ships might be vacant. I have not had
any answer to my ¢ommunication,

I do not know whether my ideas in
the matter commended themselves to
the attorney general or not, I have no
doubt he has many .other things to
think of at the present moment than
such details as I am referring to, and
I have no astonishment to express
that I have not recéived an answer. But
in the absence of an answer I adhere
entirely to the view I expressed in that
letter, that it would be an inconvenient
thing to make appointments to the
court of appeal until I was in g,position
to gnake my recommendations for ail
the"appointments that were to be made
and that it was in the true interest of
the general publi¢, and, in the inter-
est of the administration of justice in
the province, desirable, that no appoint-
ment at all should be made until I was
ready to make all the appointments.
And I am not yet ready to do so.

I could name one man; I could name
more than one man; for that matter
I could name many . more than tHe
number of judged to be appointed—who
are men, I think, fully qualified and
eminently fit for the position. But the
appointment of judges to any court,
especially to a superior court, and more
especially to a court of appeal for a
province,- is a matter about which, I
think, any one charged with the re-
sponsibility of making the recommen-
dations or selections ought to go rea-
sonably slow. And the head and front
of my offending in this matter is that
I have now delayed some four weeks
in the consideration of what course
should be taken as to these appoint-
ments and that I am proposing to de-
lay still a little longer.

But I trust that.before the end of the
present month these appointments will
be made and the court of appeal for
British Columbia enabled to start upon
its work, In the meantime, the situa-
tion is that which I have described.
And, if the province of British' Colum-
bia and those in charge of the admin-
istration of its affairs can wait patient-
ly with this statute on their books for
a period of two years and four montha
before they choose to bring it into
force, I think the delay between a court
of appeal sitting on the 2nd of Novem-
ber and possibly of the second day of
December is not one 'for which this
government or the department of jus-
tice can properly be held in any way
te blame.

ENTHUSIASTIC SMOKER
HELD AT ESQUIMALT

Liberél Candidate is Immensely
Popular in Adjoining
- Riding.

Esquimalt’s sturdy electors, among
them a fair sprinkling of the brave
and hardy defenders of the Empire on
land and sea, gathered in the Soldiers’
and Sailors’ Home Friday night at a
smoking concert, when they heard ad-
dresses from the coming member, John
Jardine, and other Liberal speakers.

The smoker was by long odds the
most successful and enjoyable ever
held in the naval centre just west of
the city, and the committee which

had the arrangements in charge are
to be congratulated.

V. Hobbs and P. John-
son.

Lieut.-Col. Currie.

The Candidate.

Mr. Jardine was given a rouslr.lg re~
ception, the audience cheering him to
the echo. The late member—and mem-
ber-to-be—spoke of the dimcul_ties_» of
getting justice for Esquimalt ‘constit-
uency from the McBride government
and continued:

“We have reached a time whe.n the
Dominion government ‘is proposing to
give us the things we want and the
great public works so essential to the
maintenance of the unity of the Em-
pire.

It is most unfortunate that we have
at the head of affairs in British Co-
lumbia. gentlemen not equal to the po-
sition,»and whose hostility to the po-
minion government on every occasion
and obstructive tactics have been such
a stumbling-block, when the people
have a right to expect 'their govern-
ment to assist in getting what is com-
ing to them. By their duplicity and
deceit, by their hoodwinking of the
people, by their cool and deliberate de-
ceiving of the electorate in order.to
retain place and power, ‘the McBride
government has forfeited - all respect
and confidence of honest men.

“It rests with the citizens* whether
they will return to power that . gov-
ernment or summon to the head of
their government a man endued by
nature with every quslification to fill
the position, a man who has risen from
the ranks by his own ability and hard
work to the position of leader of the
great Liberal party in this province.
(Cheers.) We will make no mistake in
so casting our ballots that John Oliver
will become our next premier. . (Hear,
hear.) I know his great heart and
mind and I know that in him we have
a man whose heart beats in sympathy
with humanity, who will give to us
those rights which aré otirs® in thig
great country.

“If you place him in power the great
potential wealth of this richest of prov-
inces will be handled 'in such shape
that every person in the province will
feel the benefit. It will mot be handed
over to private individuals, many*of
them aliens. We have a great herit-
age in British Columbia and especially
in this island of ours. ¥From the place
where we are to Sarita river it is-es-
timated that there are twenty billion
feet of the finest merchantable timber
in the world. Instead of preserving
and conserving that in the interests
of the people it is handed over to two
or three rich corporations. If you want
a bit of lumber for buiiding a heme
you have to pay four and five prices.
These conditions will continde so long
as you return to the legislature a ma-
jority to support the MecBride govern-
ment.”’

Loca]l Questions.

Mr. Jardine took up local matters
and showed the indifference of the gov-
ernment to the needs of Esquimalt,
even after the existence of those needs
had been admitted by the premier and
minister of public works. The Lamp-
son street school, with its false heari
within a thin veneer he declared to be
a pretty good type of the McBride gov-
ernment and the audience endorsed
this. The premier had promised that
the people of Esquimalt would have a
new school to be under way in not less
than two weeks from that time. In-
stead of that there were 350 children
in a building with walls an inch thick,
and on a dull day they had to be sent
home because of the poor lighting. Mr.
Jardine said he had urged the build-
ing of a $25,000 school, but then he had
not known ‘the pelicy of the Conserva-
tive Association, That was most un-
fortunate for the children-of Esqui-
malt! It would never do for the gov-
ernment to carry out a suggestion that
came from John Jardine! While the
government increased the grant for
public works in the riding to $25,000
last. session at his  request, Hon.
Thomas Taylor tried to make out now
that it was done through the in-
strumentality of the president of the
Conservative Association. The dis-
gracefully unsanitary condition  of
