carried out Riel's order for the: killing of
a British sulyect in cold blood, without a
trial and without any legal authority.
The Metis and those whe speak for them
claim that the criminal should be amnes-
tied and restored to the full rights and
privileges of » British subject because he
acted at the time of the murder under the
sanction of an orzanization which was
backed by a majority of the people of the
district in which the scenc of the outrage
was located. As the majority was com-
posed of Metis and the latter are of French
origin many of the papers in the Upper
Provinces published in the French lan-
guage make the question one of race, and
appear to argue that subjects of the Em-
pire who happen to belong to the Metis
should enjoy privileges and immunities
that are not exbearlc‘a {0 thoce of other
nationality.

Tracadie, Nov. 24th, 1874,
Sir,—It is much to be feared that the
small-pox which has taken root in our |
midst is destined to cast its seed like a
poisonous weed far and wide. ‘Since the

occuired on the 7th inst. and was an-
nounced in your paper of the following
week, ‘six of his. children have followed
him to grave, while the other two
are not expected to survive. His wife,
however, who also had a severe attack,
at the same time that her eight children
were lying sick, is at present conval-
escent. The mournful fact that, within
three weeks, a whole family has thus
been swept away by this loathsome di-
sease has spread .alarm throughout the
surrounding country. I cannot per-
suade myself that this great mortality is
owing to other cause than the want of
proper care. Eight poor creatures lying
sick, with only an infirm old man to at-
tend to their ts, stricken by plague
and poverty, shunned by everyone ; what
could be expected other than what has
happened ! At the burial of the father,
it was sad to see his young son of twelve
or fourteen obliged to assist this old
man in filling the grave, none other
being present. Such is the apparent
heartlessness which fear begets in cases
of this kind, even in Christian communi-
ties! To add to the dread which had
already seized on the people came the
news,announced on last Sunday, that the
Rev. Mr. Allard, who with so much de-
votedness and charity ministered to the
wants of the pnfortunate victims in their
illness, was himself siricken down by
the disease, at & moment, too, when his
health was of so much value to his suf-
fering parishioners. In view of these
startling facts, I vonture-to suggest That
the Government should take some im-
medi sfcttign towards arresting the
progress of the disease. Now, nothing
would tend more to allay the prevalent
fear, and inspire that confidence and
courage 30 bengficial to the public health
in epidemic cases, than the presence of
an experienced physician. Poor people,
and it is gene; the poor who suffer
most, can but ill afford to pay for
medical advice and care. But when it
becomes necessary to send fifty or sixty
miles for a medical man it is absolutely
impossible for them to procure this as-
sistancein their dread necessity. At the
time that Dalkousie was visited by this
scourge a couple of years ago, the pre-
sence there of Doctor Allison of St. John,
sent, as I haveheard by the Government,
produced the most beneficial effects, re-
storing public confidence and dispelling
that nervous fear which, in many cases,
it would seem,predisposes the system to
an attack of ‘the very disease which is
dreaded. There is an excellent dispen-
sary at the Lazaretto, it is true, but that
it may be properly utilized, the visit of
one who can prescribe the remedy is

OUR OTTAWA LETTER.
Orrawa Nov. 20th,

I commenced one of my letters to you
with the word, * Progress "—an appropri- |
ate beginning fer a communication to the
St. LAWRENCE ADVANCE. It is not ful-
some flattery to assert that, each succes- |
sive number bears the impress of progress.
It reminds me of progress made in this city |
by newspaper proprietors since the year
1860. At the time the Prince of Wales |
visited Ottawa, which was on the 3ist day |
of October of that year, there was no daily
newspapers ; and the Ottawa Citizen, 1 al-
luding to it on that day, said: “ We com-
menced issuing a small sheet on Wednes-
day last, which will be continued every
morning for a week,”—that was “to fur-
nish the earlicst particulars of everything
interesting conunected with the I'rince’s
visit.” Now, there are three dailies in
English and one in French. The Times,
morning paper, and the Frec Press and
Citizen, evening papers, with La Courier,
evening paper. Such is Progress in that
direction. In the Citizen of 31st October,
1850, now before me, I note a lengthy cor-
respondence dated from Chatham, Canada
West, under date August 20th, 1860, and
over the signature *‘ Victor,” in which the
writer has a Bing at two of its namesakes,
viz : Chatham, €. E., and Chatham, N. B.
““Victor's” geographical knowledge of
New Brumswick must have been very
limited, whew he spoke of your Chatham,
as—*“On the shoics of some bay in New
Brunswick !” Perchance, since Confede-
ration, he has schooled himself into a
knowledge of the fact that there is such a
noble river in New Brunswick as the
Miramichi, and he probably knows :more
of its Chatham also. But ** Victor” must
speak for himself—here is what he perpe-
trated, as reférred to :—

Will you be @od enough to request the
good people of Chatham, Canada East, to
change the name of their place of pilgrim-
age? They must not expect to divert at-
tention from us by stealing our name.
This is a stale e: ient ot elevating our-
selves at anothei’s expeuse, and is wegll
understood. Our glory is our own, and
we cannot sit quietly by whilst it is being
ravished from us—so unless the residents
of Chatham, C. E.,. and for that matter,
Chatham, on the shores of some bay in
New Bruaswick, at once set about adopt-
ing some other cognomen for their one-
horse villages, there will be wdr. Let
them call their several localities what they

ike,—say ‘‘Pot-leg,” ¢‘Slab-town,” or
- Hard-Scrabble,” if they find no other
descriptive designation,—but let them not
abstract from us the euphonous appella-
tion of ‘“Chatham”—not ‘‘Cheat’em "—
conferred upon this Burgh by Governor
Simcoe, of happy memory, seventy years
ago.

AsT have prepared a brief sketch of
our Parliamentary Buildings, for your
columns, it has scemed to me that the pre-
sent is an appropriate time to send it to
you for publication.

The Parliamont Buildings.

The ground on which those splendid
structures stand in almost unegnalled
beauty ; was formerly known as *“ Barrack
Hill” It wasin the month of September,
in the year 1861, that the Prince of Wales
laid the Comner Stone of the Centre
Bloc! At the outset, the Legislative
Assembly granted $75,000 toward the
erectious, $1000 were paid for the resign.
and Messrs Fuller & Jones were the archi-
tectes. The $75,000 had to be enormously
sugmedted, on account of the immense ex-
cavations made in solid rock, a work,
which had not been anticipated.

THE GREAT FEAST.

On- the occasim'n. of the laying of the
fnund*:ion stone,  fllocks and sheep, an:
plenty \,r them, w roasted whale on ¢
geoundiand in true Eagligh siyle, TAl
Comers Welcome,” was ths invitation to
the great banquet, under the auspices of
Royalty. Old Barrack Hill had ‘never
been the scene of such a feast before, and
probably vever will again. e

In reply to an address by the city Cor-
poration presented to the Prince by the
Mayor ; His Royal Highness said:—

In this city, at your request, I am about
to lay the first stone of a building in which
before long, the deliberations of a Parlia-
ment of Canada'willbeheld, and from which
will emanate the laws which are to govern
the great and free people of these Provin-
ces, extend the civilizing influence of
British institutions, and strengthen the
power of the Gizat Empire of which this’
Colony forms an integral and most impor-
tant portion.

I do not doubt that with its increase
of population and! influence, this city will
prove itsclf worth,v of the couatry of which
1t is now the Cap 5al, and will justify the
selection which ow - Soverign made, atthe

uest of her Canadian subjects.

t has been most: gratifying to me to
witness the demonstrations which have
met me on every occasion during my pro-
gress through this magnificient country,
and which evince the feelings towards
your Qucen entertzin~d alike by all races,
all crededs and all pax-ties.

Butwhile bring-
ing the child to its mother, and claimin,
its death as a proof of her innocence an
the’ justice of Heaven, the midwife was
suddenly struck dead Ly a clap of thunder,
aud on being taken up two shoes of sycce
were found in her hands. At the same
time the needle shot forth from the child’s
stomach and he lived again.

The editor of tl;a Colerado Herald, hav-
ing occasion to leave home for a few days,
put the paper in charge of a journalistic
novice, with only the general order to do
all he could to glorify the Herald when op-
portunity occurred.

““ ¢GON®, BUT NOT FORGOTIEN.—We are
compelled this morning to yperform a duty
which s peculiarly pamful to the able as-
sistant editor who has been engaged on
this paper at an enormous expense, in ac-
cordance with our determination to make
the Herald a first-class journal. Last night
death unexpectedly snatched away from
our domestic hearth (the best are adver-
tised under the head of stoves and fur-
naces, upon our first page) Mrs. Agatha
P. Burns, wife of Rufus P. Burns, the
gentlemanly editor of the Herald. (Terms,
three dollars a year, invariably in ad-
vance.) Akind mother and exemplary
wife.  (Office over Coleman’s grocery, up
two flights of stairs, knock hard.) ‘We
shall miss thee, mother, we shall miss
thee. (Job Printing solicited.) Funeral
at four and a half from the house just
across the street from the Herald office.
(Advertisements inserted for ten cents per
line.)’ ”

A Journalistic Outrage.

The New York Herald, although it is,
ptobably, the best newspaper in the world,
ismot at times sufficiently particular in
regard to the channels in which its enter-
prise is permitted to run. A few days
ago it published a report of a scene, in
Central Park, with the following heading
in “display ” type :

‘¢ Awful Calamity—The Wild Animals
Broken Loose from Central Park—Ter-
rible Scenes of Mutilation—A Shocking
Sabbath Carnival of Death—Savage brutes
at Large—Awful Combats between the
Reasts and the Citizens—The Killed and
Wounded—General Duryea’s Magnificent
Police Tactics—Bravery and Panic—How
the .CQMthe was Brought About—
Afirighting idents—Proclamation b;
the Mayor—Governor Dix Shoots the Ben-
gal Tiger in the Street.” ;

Then followed a sensational account of a
terrible scene, begun by the escape of the
rhineceros, the liberation of other animals
among the panic-stricken crowd, and a
carnival of human slanghter and death,
supplemented with the names of the kill-
ed and wounded, but closing with a para-
graph informing the reader that the whole
thing was a hoax, but a picture that might
be realised at any time. Citizens were
shucked, and thousands who did not read
the closing paragraph believed the story.

The lesson
ich it seeks to draw from the death of
vfie Benicia Tribune szems to be that since
the establishment of railroads, a paper in
a country town is unnecessary. Infercn-
tially the inhabitants ought to subscribe
for the ‘“Chronicle” and let their local
organ die. The fact of the matter is that |
there is not a paper in San Francisco that
will assist in any way to build up au in-
terior town. On the other hand a bright
editor promptly sustained by the inhabi-
tants can MAKE a town. Does anyone
pretend to deny that the amusing nonsense
published by Bailey, has had an effect on
the prosperity of Danbury ? Danbury is
known to a great many as the place where

A Heavy Contract.

The contract which the firm of Jas. Harris
& Co. has obtained for the construction of
cars and trucks for the Intercolonial Rail-
way, from its magnitude will give employ-
ment to a large number about St. John
during the coming winter. It comprises
586 trucks for freight cars and 200 coal
cars, each of which will have a capacity of
five tons. The axles alone for these cars
will number 2,744, and it will require up-
wards of 500 tons of iron to make them.
They are being manufactured at Messrs.
Harris & Co.’s rolling mill, Straight Shore,
where 42 men are employed at present, and
where a good many more will be employed
shortly. When this establishment gets
fairly to.work making axles, it will turn
out about 30 of themn per day.

The number of wheels required to fill
the contract will?be 5,488, aud they are
being made at Messrs. Hamfls & Co.'s foun-
dry. About 200 men #e at work there,
and something like 30§ car wheels are
already made. They can turn out about
{ 40 wheels per day. The weight of iron re-

| quired for these whecls will be about 1,400

tons.

In addition to this large amount, 165
tons of refined bar iron will be required to
complete the contract.  The coal cars alone
wiil require upwards of 20,000 bolts made
of this material. They are, we believe, to
be supplied from the nut and bolt works
of Mr. Levi Young.

For the trucks 4688 eliptic springs will
be} needed, which are being procured
in England, where they will cost from
$20,000 to $26,000. For the coal cars 1200

spiral springs will be required. They are
| to be procured from the United States,
i and wiil be worth $3000. An attempt to

Since the late war in that
country and the consequent inflation of
prices of everything, laborers who, before,
were organized, chiefly for benovelent pur-
poses, have used the strength resulting
from combination in such a manner as to
oppress harass and too often ruin capitai-
ists and employers. This unnatural state
of things has lasted, we regret to say too
long but a change has come and through
it doubtless brings suffering to thousands

Telegraph says :—

The trade difficulties’ have brought
down building material in New York.
The reduction is estimated at from 25 tc
30 per cent. all round. Laths are sclling
at only a little higher figure than before
the war. Lime is fifteen per cent les
$8 now which brought §10 to $12 las
year. Day laborers are working 10 hour
and receiving 50 cents less for the day’
work than last year. In the sione lin
the price of material is unchanged as ye!
The Laborers’ Unions are virtually smas}
ed. Last fall alaborer dare not work undr
the established wages; now one half tle
lahourers and mechanics of New York ae
willing to work for whatever they can gt.
Wages have fallen 25 to 40 per ceut.  Cie-
penters are working for $2. 50. for nineor
ten hours; the bricklayers are getting $3
for ten hours. The eight hour arraige-
ment is virtually a dead letter. Thestme
cutters still keep together and demnd
$4. 50, and nothing less, for cight hoirs,
but most of the sténe cutting is now wne
in yards outside of New York, where wares
are munh lower. If these reductions wenld
only lead to extensive building operations
some poverty would be averted in KNew
York the coming winter, but of this there
isnohope. Hundreds of d  workmen
are leaving American cities for Canada
every week.

If the laborers who are making their way
into the Dominion are good workmen, who
have made-np their minds to profit by the
lessons taught by the state of things they
have helped to bring abvutand from which
they now are flying, the country will be
benefited by their seeking it, but if they
on comihg here aid in keeping up the labor
organizations already so plentiful in our
midst, we are much better without them.
We have not a great deal to complain of,
it is true, in regard to our mechanics, who,
in the main, do not receive exorbitant
wages, but no.one at all aquainted with
the business of our larger ports can ignore
or deny the fact that trade is suffering to
an alarming extent, on account of the de-
mands of unskilled labor, enforced by the
power of combination. The untaught,
unskilled and, too often, ignorantly led
laborer is made, as it were, to lay hold of
the very pillars of our comunercial strength
