Wednesday, 1st ina;,_ was a lively day
in the Assembly,

Olerk of Pleas Office Investigation.

At his own) request Dr. Vail was
relieved from the Committee of enquir
respecting the fees of the office of Cler|
of the Pleas, Mr. Willis being put in his
place. Mr. Davidson thought the whole
Committee might be dismissed. The
Committee consists of Messrs. Blair,
Lynott, Davidson, Beveridge, and Willis,

On the Committee meeting on Wednes.
day, Mr. Willjs was chosen Chairman.

. KIr. Blair moved that subpcenas should
issue,

Mr. Davidson thought Mr, Blair should
state the object of the enquiry before
subpeenas were issued, as that was always
the course pursued,

Mr. Blair thought the resolution ex-
pressed the object of the eunquiry, viz.,
that the fees collected at the office of the
Clerk of the Pleas for some years past had
not been satisfactorily accounted for.

Mr. Davidson thought Mr. Blairshould
state’ what he believed had been done
with these amounts, and as he was the
accuser he should state the particulars
of the charge. The charge was coufined
to no period and could not we!l be more
general.

The Chairman thought the particulars
would be established by the evidence,

Mr. Lynott asked if the investigation
was to be con‘ined to a period of time
during the present House,

Mr. Blair said his information came
from sources he could not at present dis-
close and the only way to substantiate his
charge was by calling witnesses. If he
had all the information necessary he would
not have referred the matter toa com-
mittee of inquiry and it was now unfair
to ask him to make a specific charge.

Hon. Mr. Hanington said the Govern-
ment did not want to confine the inquiry
to a few years,

Mr. Willis said Mr. Blair had already
stated that amounts had been paid into
the Clerk’s office that ‘had not been ac-
counted for,

Mr. Davidson again stated that Mr.
Blair should name some period of time for
the charge,

Mr. Blair said he would not state any-
thing more explicit than he pad. He had
no idea of the amounts misappropriated.
He moved that subpenas issue for Wm,
Carman, Esq., Clerk of the Pleas to bring
with him and produce his books and
accounts and all statements in bhis {msses-
sion showing the amount of fees collected
in the office of the Clerk of the Pleas,
whether by actual payment or set off on
credit by the authority of the Govern-
meut or any member thereof, together
with copies of all accounts rendered by
him to the Receiver General, and also
showing all payments, if any, made by
him out of the said fees, and the purposes
for which and the persons to whom such
payments, if any, were made, covering a
period from the year 1874 to the close of
the fiscal year 1881, both inclusive,

The motion was carried:

On a motion to adjourn till 7 o’clock
that evening, Mr. Hanington, who was
present on behalf of the Government,
suggested that it would be impossible to
do so. Quite a strong discussion arose,
Mr. Willis stating that he knew his duty
as Chgirman and a member of the Com-
mittec affththat he would not be dictated
to by Mr. Hanington. Mr. Davidson
interposed and thought any suggestion
made by Mr. Hanington should be heard.
Mr. Blair then asked what right Mr.
Hanington had tc interfere, and that
gentleman replied he was there on behalf
of the Government and he thought it
would be impossible to meet to nighs as
Mr, Carman would not be able to come
out in the night air,

The meeting then adjouraed till 10.30
next morning.

N. B. Fishery Rights.

In reply to Mr. Barbarie’s question as
to what steps the Government had taken
for the assertion of the rights of the people
of the Province 7especting the inland
tisheries against the Dominion Govern.
ment, Hon. Mr. Fraser said the subject
had claimed the attention of the Govern-
ment. Litigation has arisefi between the
Dominion Government and private per-
sons, and in the summer of 1881 the Min-
ister of Fisheries and Commissioner of
Fisheries had an interview with the Gov.
ernment in Fredericton. During the
recent visit of himself and Mr. Landry to
Ottawa they had a further conference
with the acting Minister of Fisheries, but
the result of that interview he could not
now state. They found that gentleman
perfectly willing, however, that a fair
settlement of the watter should take
place, and that when any lands to which
riparian rights are attached are sold they
shall be sold simply as fishing privileges.
The Government think this matter should
be speedily settled. It was thought at
one time that the judgment in the petition
of right of Mr. Robertson, of St. John,
would have settled the matter, but it had
not done so. In case the matter is not
settled soon, the Government may have a

| special case made to be determined before

the tribunals of the country.
Sale of Hemlock Lands.

Mr. Sayre moved his resolution for re-
turns regarding the heinlock lands adver-
tised for sale by the Crown Land Depart-
ment in 1881. Mr. Sayre said the matter
was of importance to the whole Province.

‘an acre for lumber lands.

The lands had been chosen because they
were covered by hemlock, and were sold
at an upset price of 2 an acreor less. He
desired to draw the attention of the House
to the impropriety of selling the lands in
this way, for the expense of clearing up
the woods and getting the other lumber
that is left after the bark is taken is very
reat. To scll the land- absolutely and
ock it up and prevent its settlement
is highly objectionable. Even if the
lands were under license, the parties
should be compelled to remove the lumber
as well as the bark. The lands sold to
J. & J. Miller & Co. were scattered about
through differcnt parts of Kent, and even
if it was proper to dispose of them in this
way, $2 an acre is not an adequate %:ice,
as cach acre‘will average six cords of bark,
and, in addition to the bark, the Snrty
got the land as well. He disputed the
policy of disposing of the lands in the
way 1t was done, and thought it would
defeat the object the Governmnent had in
view of settling the Crown lands. Hem-
lock grows on the best land, and if it is
sold in large blocks, as is done, it will
retard the progress of the country, It
was true that large portions of the land
had in the past been granted to corpora-
tions, but it was for the purpose of havin
great public undertakings performed, an
was not given to private individuals, as in
the present case. The hemlock bark is
becoming very valuable, and this whole-
sale destruction of it should be stopped.
Here is also another danger as when the
hemlock timber is left to lic upon the
ground it becomes as dry as tinder, and
will act as a great feeder of forest fires,
That the sale of these lands caused the
carrying out of an industry was no answer
to the systemn of sales. These gentlemen
should take the lands under license as the
lumbermen do, for money is being very
rapidly niade ount of these extract factories.
There is lots of room for their enterprise
in a reasonable way. Inghe Gazelte large
lots of land are now advertised for sale,
and he considered this policy was to be
condemned. The people whomn he repre-
sented folt a deep interest in this matter,
dand it was liis duty to bring it hefore’ the
House. ¢

Mr. Barberie jseconded the resolution.

Hon, Mr. Adams said the information
asked for would be furnished as soon as
possible. There would be no benefit ih
giving a license, for a license permits the
cutting of hemlock bark, and no one hold-
ing aficense would haul the trees away.
The hemlock timber is not necarly as
dangerous in spreading fire as the top of
the spruce trees that arc left. The lands
are advertised as hemlock, bark lands, so
that any one can have a chance to compete
for, and buy them. They are first survey-
ed by a government surveyor and then
the results of the survey are open to every
one and the blocks are marked so that
every one can understand them, At the
sales in Kent the bark lands jamped from
80 cents to 2. Protest after protest has
been made to the Government by the
leading men of Kent that it was nct
advisable that the lands should be given
for settlement under the Labor Act but
that they.should be sold by public auction,
as-tliey were the great bark and timber
lands of the country. He would be able
to prove to the House, when the time for
discussion came, that the lands previously
sold for settlement in Kent were, after ali,
not so much for settlement as for lumber.
ing purposes. The returns of the survey-
ors now have to state how much bark can
be cut on each acre, and he thought his
bon. friend (Sayre) would change his
opinion, (about six cords being the average
for au acre) when he saw these .returns,
The Messrs, Miller paid $1,300 into the
revenue of the Province and guaranteed
that the surrounding lands will be pro-
tected from fire. The Government can
not prevent J.&J.* Miller & Co. from in-
specting the land and buying what pieces
they choose, for any man Eeiore buying
lumber land, sends cruisersinto the woods,
It will be shown that less land has been
sold this year than last year, realizing an
increase to the revenues as against the
year 1880, in consequence of the change
of policy and increased value of the lands.
He thought it would be found on inquiry
that the land sold in Kent was unfit for
settlement and that the Government had
acted in the best interest of the people
of that county.

Mr. Blair said he was not aware that
the House had ever anthorized the policy
the Government had embarked upon,
and there was a strong feeling in the
country against disposing of the public
lands.  When we sell these lands we are
parting with a fee in them, and the price
received for the lands cannot be said to be
their value. Combinations may be formed
tor their purchase, and other circumstan-
ces may arise 20 that a large price is not
obtained for them. Lands obtained in
small blocks and carefully selected are
eure to be valuable, and yet these lands
were advertised for sale at the upset
price of $1 an acre. A large number of
acres were advertised at this price, though
they were subsec uently advanced to $2.
He was informed that strong pressure
was brought to bear on the Surveyor
General to have the price of the first sale
advanced from $1, but hc insisted on
having it remain at that figure, and the
first lots were sold at that upset price,
though they were much more valuable
than that. He did not believe it was in
the interest of the Province to establish
the extract factories, for they: afforded
much less employment to our people than
if the bark was used to tan the leather in
the country. The fact that the lands.
have gone up shows that, in the immediapé
future, their value will be largely $ncreds-
ed. It is not the Government’s policy
that increased the value of these lands
from 80 cents to $2 an acre, but because
the hemlock bark was becoming exhaust-
ed. He (Blair) believed that it was un-
wise to sell any of the Provincial lands.
The object of the gentlemen who purchase
the lands is to taks the bark from all the
trees in the blocks, and then they move
to some other locality, This was the case
in the matter of the Messrs, Miller, whose
interests appeared to be more regarded
than the general interests of the Province.
The lands adjoining the blocks are not
protected in the slightest degree, but the
risk of their being destroyed is increased.
He believed the sentiment of the county
of Kent was against the sale of these
lands. The Surveyor-General stated that
theselandswere only worth $1,butthe buy-
ers are not the proper persous to put a value
on our timber lands. After the first sale
at $1 an acre upset price, protests against
any further sale of the lands were sub-
mitted. Though the Crown has the right
to aell the lands, yet he contended that
the Government always recognized it to
be their duty to -get authority from the
Legislature before doing so.

Hon. Mr. Fraser said the policy of the
Government had not been to make large
sales of the public lands, as stated by the
last speaker. He remembered before he
was in the Government that large tracts
of the public doman were sold by the
Government without the sanction of the
House. By an order in Council the upset
price of settlement lands had been fixed
at §1 an acre for settlement lands and $2
The State of
Maine have sold all their lands, and do
not now own one single acre. He did not
say they were any better for this, but it
had been done on the mature judgement
of men of quite as much intelligence as
those in this House. The establishment
of extract factories give much more em-
ployment than the granting of licenses for
the hemlock lands would. He (Fraser)
did not believe in building a fence around
the Province and shutting out these
factories, The Messrs. Miller made an

application for the land for the purpose of | fire,

Jands sold in Kent were fit for settlement,
The men who protested against selling the
lands to the Millers had previously repre-
sented that the sale of hgeae lands under
the Labor Act would be a fraud on the
revenue. The parties who buy the lands
take care of them 80 as to prevent fire,
that the Government could not take,

Mr. Hill said he was not certain that
the matter would again be before the
House, and so woulga speak now. The
Attorney Geueral was usually sanguine in
looking forward, but now he did not seem
to think there would be a great establish-

ment of tanneries in the future, or that
hemlock timber would become valuable,
A few years ago the bark used for tanning
for the old country markets was obtain.
ed chiefly from New York and Pennsyl-
vania. That source of supply was practi.
cally exhausted, and tanners had to ex.
tend their operations to Maine and the
borders of ‘New HBrunswick. Shaw
Brothers have now five tanneries in Maine
with a capital of more than a million and
a quarter of dollars. A few years ago,
where the thriving towns of e:ancebom,
St. Croix and Forest City now are, there
was an unbroken forest, and these villages
have been built up by the employment
given by the tanneries. He asked if the
lessrs. Miller had paid $150,000, as they
romised to do? The value of the hem-
ock on the St. Croix has increased from
75 cts. to $1 a thousand since the estab.
lishment of the tanneries. Insome places
bark is being hauled by teams for more
than 20 miles to the tanneries, and the
bark is cut that distance, and by Shaw
Bros. themselves. Before many years
hence a similar state of things is guing to
exist in the eastern part of this Province,
and the more that the shipping of leather
to the old country increased, the more
will the people of the west have to come
to the east for the bark for tanning, It
will soon come to pass that the consump-
tion of hemlock will be as at in the
east as in the west, and the duty on hem-
lock going to the States will be removed.
It is estimated that the forests in Michigan
and other States will be consumed in ten
or twelve years, and then they will have
to seek their lumber outside of their own
boundaries. The culling of any forest
will also change the climate, and people in
the west are now endeavoring to plant
foreste. He thought it was the duty of
the Government to conserve, as far as
possible, the hemlock lands. He believed
that the day was coming when there would
not be a cedar, spruce or hemlock within
reach of railway or water communication
but would have a cousiderable cash value,
Mr. Sayre said his views were those of
a_large mumb ~the “people of Kent.
He read a petition that had been submit.
ted” to the Goverument, setting forth
arguments against the sale of the lands in
that county. He joined issue with the
Attorney General's statement that the
lands sold in Kent were unfit for settle-
ment, and said they were some of the best
lands ingghe county. A few years ago
there was not a man where the large and
flourishing settlement of Acadiaville now
is, and the hemlock lands were in the
midst of the best lands of actual settle-
ment. Though the attorney.general suys
it is not the policy of the Government to
sell the public lands, yet they sold over
4,000 acres of land in Kent in 1881, It is
well enough to say that these lands are
put up at public competition, but the poor
men of the country are not able to attend
these sales. The only way they can take
Zd\;autage of the lands is under the Lahor
ct.

The motion passed.
Sale of Public Lands.

On motion of Mr. Gillespie, the House
went into committee on a bill to prevent
the sale of Crown lands except to actual
scttlers—Mr. Black in the chair. Mr.
Gillespie reported the bill, and said the
Government were selling the Jands of the
Province, as was ahown%)y the discussion
on Mr. Sayre’s resolution, and if they
kept on there would soon be none left td
meet our future liabilities,

Hon, Mr. Fraser denied that the Gov.
ernment were selling the public domain
and thought the House would pause be.
fore accepting such a measure. It was
also not true, as charged, that the Gov-
ernment were spending on revenue ac-
count what should be charged to capital
account,

Hon, Mr. Adams thought the mover of
the bill should.have given the House more
facts in its favor. In order to show the
House that the land of the Province had
not been recklessly sold, he stated that
the amount of lands sold*in the different
counties from 1876 to 1881, inclusive, was '
49,435 acres; while in the same period 43,-
204 acres were given!away under the
Labor Act and 22,208 acres under the
Free Grants Act. The introducer of the
bill need not be afraid that none of the
lands would soon be left, when in six
years the lands sold were only 49,435
acres, Large expenditures are made b
the. lumbermen from Northumberlan i
from which County a large amount of the
stumpage comes, and it was only reason-
able that some of these gentlemen should
be allowed to purchase one or two thou-
sand acres to protect themselves, These
sales have given an increased value to the
property of the Crown. When the first
sale of 1000 acres took dplace, the opinions
of Mr. George McLeod and others who
attended the Government sales were that
these lands would not bring over 80 cents
an acre. But the lands, when putup at
$1, brought from $1.50 to $2.

Mr. McManus thought if the bill pass-
ed it would compel the Government to
lock up the lands except to settlers under
the Free Grants Act and Labor Act. He
did not see how any land could be sold in
this Province, if 'this Act passed. What
would be the actual settlement? Would
it be cutting down a fow acres? The
only practical result of the bill would be
to retard the settlement of the country.

Mr. Blair said he felt surprised that the
Government had formed no decisive opin-
ion on this important question. It was
evident that there were discussions in the
cabinet respecting it, and that the head of
the Government and head of the depart- ™
ment were at variance concerning it. It
was worthy of note just how the%and dis-
posed of during the past six years under
the Labor aud Free Grants Acts should
have been properly settled, and what the
Surveyor General said was condemnatory
of the policy pursued bfv the Government,
for he said that the lumber lands had
been obtained for settlement under the
Labor and Free Grants Acts. The Gov-
ernment should have directed the current
of settlement in the dircction of lands
ascertained by them %e be good settlement
lapds, instead of permitting them to set-
tle anywhere they pleased, even' on the.
lumber lands. The questidq which arises
is: ‘Isit not a fact that the time will
com.e when the lumber land will be of in-
calculable value, and it is the most insane
policy that we shall denude posterity of
the mcans of meeting the’ obligations
which we are incurring now/* We have
now no meuns of increasing”our revenne
except out of the publiclands, and we
should pay our expense§ out of revenue,
except when some emergency arises, which
it is fair that posterity, should bear. He
was in favor of a principle that would
conserve our public lands, forif they were
valuable to the people who bought “them,
they were more valuable to the Province
to keep them. If these lands were to be
sold there should be regard to some sort of
principle to whom they were to be sold ;
1t should not be left merely to the option
of the Government. /

Hon. Mr. Haningtor said that Mr.
Blair had not stated what side of the
question he was on, but had said, as he
said morning, noon and night, that he had
no confidence in the Government. He
condemns the Government for the course
they are pursuing, but won’t say whether
he will vote for the bill or not. - We are
not, as stated by the mover of the bill,
drawing on our resources and leaving
nothing to pay our liabilities hereafter,
for it would be hundrede of years before
our lands would be disposed of at the
present rate of sales. He had seen pains-
‘taking people on hemlock lands, and in *
almost all cases they failed, and great

uantities of the hemlock had been

estroyed by fires, built by those settlers,
to clear their lands.

The Olerk of the Pleas’ Office
Enquiry.

On Th the C on the
above matter met at 10.30 a. m. and Wm.
Carman, Esq,, Clerk of the Pleas, was
called as a witness. - He deposed that he
had been Clerk for 31 years and, through
11l health, had, this year, been ebliged to
transact business at his house ; had been
in the habit of making yearly returns to
the Receiver-General. Mr. Carman said—

As Clerk of the Pleas I receive fees
from two sources, from Attorneys and
from the Clerks of the Circuits. 1881
I received from Attorneys $1,439.75 and
from Clerks of Circuits $252.63. There
was also a balance of $27.33 from last
year, making the total receipts for the
year $1,719.71. I have a copy of the
statement furnished by me to the Receiver
General. (Witness produces it.) I paid
to the Receiver General in cash $1,100.
(Hon. M. Hanington here interposed and
asked if this was all cash.”

Mr. Blair denied Mr. Hanington’s right
to interfere, and a warm discussion ensued
in which Mr. Hanington claimed he was
there by right as representing the Govern-
ment, whose conduct was impugned.

What does the item, ‘‘ extra clerk hire”
mean ?—

I cannot explain the item of extra Clerk
hire. It was paid by order of the Govern-
ment. I cannot say for what service it
was paid. It was paid to Mr. Bliss, a
Clerk in the office, and also Clerk of the
House of Assembly. I cannot explain
satisfactorily what it wae paid him: for to
the committee or myself. - I should prefer
the Government to give its @vn explana-
tion.

Mr. Blair—The public accounts show
the Receiver General only received $836.-
26. Can you explain the difference be-
tween this amount and the $1,100 set
forth in your account ?

Mr. Carman—I can explain it. The
$836.26 was un actual cash amount paid
me. /There was an old check of mine for
some pu in connection with Crier's
fees which made the difference of $273.64,
and was chnr%ed by me against the Clerk’s
fees received by me last year.

I do not know how the Receiver Gen-
eral kept the aecount of the money re-
ceived from me. I only know how I paid
it. I had given a ¢check to him 2 or 3
years ago upon the People’s Bank. I am
sure it was 1n connection with Crier’s fees.
I do not know for what period. The pay-
ment to the crier comes from two funds.
Formerly he was paid altogether by fees.
There was at that time no Crier of the
Equity Court. When the tariff of fees
was established 50 cents were ordered to
be paid to the crier on the entry of every
cause. The check I refer to was made by
me upon the People’s Bauk in favor of
the Receiver General. I regarded that as
equavalent to cash. I had forgotten the
circamstanee until Mr. Babbitt produced
it, and the surrender of the check wasa
substitute for money. I cannot explain it
further. I have it charged as cash paid
the Receiver General $1,100. I made no
settlement with the Government further
than from their accounts. My book shows
that on March 28, 1881, I gave a check on
the Bank of New Brunswick to the Re-
ceiver General for $500. My book does
not show a check for the balance—-$336.26.
There must have been one, but I have no
recollection of it.

In 1880, the gross amount of Attorneys
fees was $1,135.23, the fees from Clerk of
Circuits and barristers was $134.23, total
$1,269.46. The payments were balance
due clerk $210.15 ; Cropley’s bill $155.59 ;
Hall’s bill $44.55; w for office $27.50 ;
for cutting, etc. $18; attendance $41;
oxtra clerk hire $200. The extra clerk
hire will appear in all the accounts since
1874. I pad the Receiver General $200
in April and $300 in September. There
was a balance due me of $27.33.

In 1879, the Attorneys fees were $1,-
300.93, fees from Clerk of Cirenits, etc.,
$197.26, total $1,498.19. I paid balance
due clerk $331.64 ; Cropley for stationery,
ete., $13).92; crier, $140; attendance,
$37.35 ; wood, $37.25; cutting, etc., $9.-
63 ; M. S. Hall, $9.56; Receiver General,
$600 ; Gazette officé% for binding, $3.00;
Receiver General, ; extra clerk hire,
$200 ; total $1,708.34."

Mr. Blair—How came it that you made
large over payments ?

Mr. Carman—1 used to be particular in
paying up my account expecting to receive
the fees due by Attorneys. Adjourned.

FRIDAY MORNING’S COMMITTEE SESSION.

On Friday morning the Committee met
at half t nine. Mr. Carman stated
that Mr. Bliss had told him—but he was
here stopped as the Committee decided to
have Mr. Bliss’ evidence from himself.
Mr, G. N. Babbitt had acted for him
when he was ill, and had paid the balance
due Receiver General in 1881 in money
and not by cheque.

Here a dispute arose between the Chair-
man—Mr. Willis and Mr. Hanington,
during which Mr. Willis accused Mr.
Haniongton of insolente’ and of stating
what was false.

Mr. Carman said, —I was ill last spring
and could not attend to my office, and
authorized Mr. Babbitt to receive money
for me, and give receipts in my name, and
I issuel circulars to the attorneys inform-
ing them of this. I think it wasin May
or st of June that he commenced to re-
ceive money for me, but I cannot new say
what amount he so received as we have
not settled, but he paid over to the Re-
ceiver General the amount between the
$806 and $560. I did not know how much
money Babbitt had, and I wrote him to
pay whatever amount was in his hands.
The §1,100 was made up of the $500, the
old check of $280, and the amount paid
by Mr. Babbitt. Hormerly (I offer the
following explanatior of the $280 check)
the crier was paid by fees alone, and there
was-no crier to the Court of Fquity.
O’Brien used to make on fires, in the
Supreme Court, and was allowed an
amount for doing so. The new arrange-
ment provided that the crier was to attend
to both the Supreme Court and Court in
Equity, and make on the fires and was to
receive $300 a year. This srrangement
was made I think in 1874. John Gill
was the new crier. About that time a
new tariff of fees was made, by which the
crier was to receive 50 cents on each entry.
That was charged by me to the attorneys
on the entry.

Q. Were these crier’s fees intended for
the crier? )

A, Yes. g

As I said, the change came in 1874 and
1875, and the grant of $160 for the crier
was and is still continued. That left $140
to make up the $300. If I understand it
the Government paid the crier $300 by
warrant for 1875 and 1876. The Govern-
ment had only $160 in the estimates to
pay the $300. This left for the two years
$280 to be paid the crier out of the fees,
and I gave the Government a check for
that amount on February 7th, 1877, which
check was not presented and I forgot all
about it.

Q. What did you pay the $280 out of.

A. When the new tariff came in force I
accounted for the crier’s fees as 1 did the
clerk's fees in my account as moneys re-
ceived by the Province. /When it was
discussed before the Barristers’ Society as
to how the crier in Equity was to be paid,
it was considered that 50 cents an entry
would pay him.

To Mr. Lynott—I myself paid the crier
$140 a year, paying him quarterly. The
$280 was for the two years I did not pay
him. During those two years I was
accountable for all the fees in my office.
The fees for attorneys y. itted in 1881 do

not appear in the accounts. I am respon-
sible gor them. Mr. Pugsley acted for me.
My attention was not before called to the
fact. I have been unalle to attend

business ve!

To Mr.
age ; I omitted the fees for admission of
attorneys from my account, for I did not
know if they were paid to Mr. Pugsley or
Mr. Bliss, or if they were paid at all; I
did not inquire in reference to them.

Mr. Carman here submitted his accopnts
in detail from 1874 and the Committee
adjourned. !

At the night session George J. Bliss,
Esq., testified that he received $200 per
annum since 1873, through Mr. Carman’s
office, by order of the Government, as part
of his salary as Clerk of the Assembly.

George N. Babbitt, Esq., cashier to the
Receiver (General, corroborated Mr. Car-
man’s evidence as to the check of $280.
He stated that the check was held in his
office from February, 1877, till September,
1880, while the system of crier’s fees, for
which it had been given to cover advances,
was in abeyance.” On settlement of the
question and payment of the check, it was
quite properly charged by Mr. Carman for
the first time as cash paid to the Receiver
General.

The committee adjourned till Tuesday
evening, owing to Mr. Beveridge, one of
their number, being suddenly called to
Andover.

The Lumber Bill.

In the House on Thursday forenoon,
after several bills and motions had been
disposed of —

Mr. Colter committed a bill to amend
the Act relating to the survey of Luamber,
which was discussed for some time, chief-
ly by the lawyers, who argued that the
Provincial Legislature was not competent
to pass such a measure, and progress was,
therefore, reported.

Amending the Municipalities Act.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Hanington, the
House went into committee on a bill to
amend chap. 99 of municipalities, Mr.
Leighton in the chair. The mover said
the bill was to clear up the ambiguity in
the bill passed last winter with regard to
the election and nomination of county
councillors. This bill provides for a de-
claration of qualification having to be
made by an elector of the parish, and
provides the form to be used.

Mr. Lynott thought the amount of
qualification for county councillors should
be reduced, for a man who does not own a
cent can go to Ottawa.

After a debate, which was taken part in
by Messrs. Hanington, Davidson, Fraser,
White, Colter, Black, Thompson and
Jghnaon, the different sections were pass-
ed.

Mr. Lynott then moved a reconsidera-
tion of the first section, and that $300 be
the amount of property qualification
necessary for a county councillor, instead
of $600, as provided in the bill

This was opposed by Mr. Butler, who
thought a property qualification was as
necessary for a councillor as for any other
representative.

Mr. Killam also spoke in opposition to
this, and thought the property qualifica-
tion was now quite low enough.

Mr. Lynott again argued in favor of
the bill and said that now men of ability
were debarred from going to the council
for want of qualification.

Mr. Ritchie supported the amendment
and thought $300 above all liabilities
should be a sufficient qualification. He
considered all the bills in amendment to
the Municipality Act should be incorpor-
ated in one general bill.

Mr. Willis also favored the amendment.

Mr. Davidson thought if the supporters
of the amendment were sincere they
would go for abolition of the qualification
altogether.

Mr. Landry favored the amendment and
thought it would not do much harm if the
property qualification was removed alto~
gether. The amendment was carried:

The bill was then agreed to.

Hox. MrR. WEDDERBURN read the fol-

The Queen’'s HEscape.

The Speaker having read a telegram an-
nouncing that Her Majesty the Queen
had been fired at, but escaped unhurt, the
latter part of the telegram evoked great
applause. After some further business
the Attorney-General moved, seconded by
Mr. Blair, that the following be sent by
cable to the Colonial Secretary :—

The House of Assembly of New Brunswick, in
session convened, having just learned that an at-
tempt was made on the life of Her Majesty, the
Queen, mear Windsor Railway station, desire
through you to convey to Her Most Gracions

Majesty their profound thankfulness for her prov-
idential escape.

The motion was unanimously carried.
Miscellancous Business.

On Friday morning Mr. Johnson arose
to a question of privilege regarding sowne
remarks in the Chatham World respectin
hng motion for an official reporter, auﬁ
said he thought the editor of the World
was the last man to complain about ex-
pense, as he had himself been official re.
porter one year and had taken the money
for the position.

Mr. Sayre gave notice of the following
inquiries :—

1. Is it the intention of the Government
to sell the hemlock bark lands applied for
by J. & J. Miller & Co., in Kent County,
or any portion of the same, and if so,
when ?

2. Has any other person applied for
such lands; if so, how much, where
situate, and will they be sold ? and if so,
when?

The following questions by Mr. Willis
now came up for reply :—

‘Was not the late fheritf of Gloucester, Robt B.
Vail, Esq., prior to his appointment in the year
1880, informed by the Hon. Robert Young, Presi-
dent of the Council, that the members of the
County of Gloucester, or one of the membeps
thereof, desired a change in the office of Sheriff/of

uest the said Robert B. Vail to place his resigna-

Or
were there any complaints against him : and, if so,
what were they, and by whom were they made ?

What was %the cause or reason of the non-
appointment of the said Robert B. Vail as Sheriff
of Gloucester Couuty ?

In reply Hon. Mr. Wedderburn said
that the Government declined to assign
reasons for such removal or to be bound

in any way by private conversations.

Highway Lahor.

On motion of Mr. White, the House
went into committee ou a bill relating to
highways in Carleton County, Dr. Lewis
in the chair.

The mover explained tha§ the bill was
to allow a day’s work on the road by a
man with a pair of horses, waggen or
harrow, to count as three days work.

Mr. Butler thought if the bill became
law at all it should be for the whole
Province. He thought the whole road
law required a revision.

Mr. {Voods suggested that a committee
be appointed to take the road law into
consideration as there were many com-
plaints about it.

Mr. Lynott said there was a great deal
of dissatisfaction respecting the law. - The
commissioners have to hand the road

Mr. Cottrell opposed the bill as a sec-
tional matter, but would favor some im-
provements in the law, ;

Mr. Kenny could not support the bill
as it related only to one section of the
Province. !

Mr. Colter spoke of many of the disad-
vantages of the Act as it at present exists
and said there’were many complaints
about it, but did not think the bill under
discussion would do any good, for it was
! his experience that under the present law
men were more disposed to go on the
roads and do good work with their teams
than to pay their fifty cents a day.

Mr. Johnson said the present law was
unjust, and the bill should be made gen-
eral for the whole Province.

Mr. White (Carleton) again supported
the bill, and said that as he was simply
asking the bill for Carleton County, he
did not see why it should be opposed, and
it was only a matter of justice thatit
should be passed.

Mr. Hill said it had not been shown
that Carleton County was anxious to
have the bill passed. He did not like
tinkering with the Statutes unless there
was some public necessity for the change.

Mr. Elder said there was nothing un-
gracious in the House refusing to accept
the bill, for if they did so they would
have to accept a similar bill for any other
county that might want it. He agreed
with the member for Charlotte that this
piecemeal legisiation was not desirable.

Mr. Black thought the matter to be
accomplished by the bill was of too small
importance to put au act on the Statnte
Book expressly concerning it. He said it
was exceptional to see an able-bodied man
doing work on the road, and that statute
labor was usually a farce.

The bill was lost—yeas 12, nays,6.

An Absurd Bill

On Saturday a bill was committed by
Mr. Colter to limit the sheriff of York in
the appointment of poll clerks and presid-
ing officers to residents of the Parish in
which they are to act.

The measure was opposed by Messrs.
Butler, Fraser, Sayre, Hutchison, Gilles-
pie and Blair, principally on the ground
that if the sheriff were limited in the
choice of his deputies, for whose conduct
the law made him responsible, it would
be unfair to him and actualiy relieve him
of responsibility. The bill was lost, only
Messrs. Colter, Thomson, Johnson and
Lewis supporting it.

Fishing Privileges, eotec.

Mr. Barbarie gave notice of the follow-
ing resolution :—

Resolved, That an hamble address be presented
to the Lieut. Governor praying for a return of all
correspondence between the Loeal and Dominion
Governments relating to the question of the rights
of riparian proprietors in this Province to the en-
juyment of the Inland fisheries, and the granting
of license to fish and the leasing of rivers in this
Province, and of any minutes of Council touching
the question, and of all memorials or protests, if
any, presented to the Government at Ottawa by
the Government of this Province, since the first
day of July, 18067.

As the expenditure of
money was involved the Speaker said *It
shonld have been submitted to the Execu-
tive.”

Mr. Ryan gave notice of enquiry for
Thursday, asking that a copy of the con-
gract and all correspondence thereof be-
tween the Government and Burns, Adams
& Co., for service of schooner *‘ Laura H.”
to run between Bathurst and Miscou, be
submitted to the House.

Mr. Hutchison gave notice of a resolu-
tion, for Thursday, to the effect that it is
undesirable and unnecessary for the Ex-
ecutive to make appointments to fill the
vacancies in the Legislative Council.

Mr. Barberie moved his resolution ask-
ing for a return of all ‘correspondence be-
tween the Local Government and the Do-
minion Government since July, 1867, with
relation to the question of riparian pro-
prietors in this Province, in the enjoyment
of inland fisheries and touching the grant-
ing of licenses. The mover spoke at con
siderable length upon the question, and
asked why it was that the rights of the

eople were not protected by the Local

sovernment. _He held that the Dominion
Government leased the fisheries in direct
violation of the judgment of the Courts.
He contended that they had no right, no
power, no authority, to snaten from the

them.

Mr. Wedderburn said he was not there
to discuss the policy of the Dominion
tovernment. He stated that the Local
Government had been in correspoudence
with ths Dominion Government in relation
to the fisheries, and had asked them to do
all in their power to prevent the rights of
the Province being interfered with.

Mr. Blair said 1t appeared to him that
the form of correspondence was in the
shape of conversations. He stated that
protests had been made to the Dominion
Government against the sales of lande by
certain individuadsd and moved that copies
of all remonstrances and protests by the
Local (:n\'&v{\ment be submitted.

Mr. Wellderburn thought that a delega-
tion should) be appointed to discuss the
matter with the Dominion (iovernment.
Thercfolution wasadopted. Mr. Wedder-
burn announced the information would
be furnished.

In addition to the above we take the
following from the letter of our corregpon-
dent at Fredericton, —

On Tuesday Mr. Johnson moved his
resolution in regard to the extra represen-
tation for Carleton, Kent and Gloucester
Countieson theground of increased popula-
tion to warrant it as shown hy the returns
Lohf the last census. The debate on this

motion occupied the greater part of the
day and the matter was fully ventilated,
the general tone of it seeming to. be that
representation should not be by population
alone, as there were many other elements
to be taken into consideration. The mat-
ter was hrought to a climax by Mr. Elder
moving an amendment which totally
eliminated Mr. Jolnson’s motion, which
stands as follows :—

** There is a feeling in various parts of

the Province that the representation of
the people in Gieneral Assembly requires
revision,
. Therefore  Resolred, That an humble
address be prescuted to His Honor the Lt.
Governor praying that the whole subject
may be brought under the consideration
of the ¥xecutive Couneil.”

Messrs, Elder, Johnson and Perley were
appointed to prepare the address and re-
port. The remainder of the day was
taken up with routine business.

Referring to the Clerk of Pleas office
matter our correspondent says : -

The investigation into the citice of the
Clerk of the Pleas has so far been most
successful, and the charges preferred by
Mr. Blair have been sustaincd. The in-
vestigation showed that so far as the last
fiscal year is covcerned, the receipts were
$1,719.71, and Mr. Carman stated under
oath that of this amount he paid the Re-
ceiver General €1,100 by a check.”

Settlers vs. “Leading ueﬁ-"

Hon. Mr. Adams justified his hem-
lock land sales in the Legislature last
week by declaring, among other things
that no one holding a license would
haul the treesaway ; still, we were told
last summer that the Kent luxxermen
were preparing to cut and saw Kémlock.
If it pays to do this on private lands
why not on licensed lands? Mr.
Adams also intimated that “when the
surveys were made everybody had a
chance to compete for those lands and
buy them. Imagine poor settlers going

to Fredericton to look after their inter- |
ests, with Mr. Adams and his friends
against them ! Mr. Adams also said |
that “‘protest after protest had been
made to the Government by leading
men of Kent against giving the lands
of that County to settlers under the
Labor Act because they were the great
bark and timber lands of the country.”
It seems to us that as hemlock lands
are among the best for settlement pur-
poses, and it is, admittedly, desirable
that the people of the Province should
be retained in the country, the protests
of the leading men of Kent should
not have been listened to. It is the
valuable lumber and bark growing up-
on these lands that, in many instances,
maintain the settler until he has made
a farm and permanently established
himself, and he has more right to' the
profits of the lumber and bark than Mr.
Adams’ *“leading men.” Besides, the
“leading men” have always had the
best of it in dealing with the settlers
and are well able to take care of them-
selves without the assistance of the
Government. Cases of great hardship
have arisen in the new settlements of
Kent by reason of Mr. Adams giving
way to the protests of ‘leading men”
there and elsewhere. Settlers have
beenggeprived of their locations at the
nod of *“leading men” and offered poor
lands-er none, just because they could
not help themselves, but a reckoning
time will come and the Government
will learn that even settlers have rights
which cannot be ignored with impunity,
even for Mr. Adams’ favorite ‘‘leading
men."”

That Mitchell-Boyd ‘‘ Dispute.”

The dispute between Hon. Messrs.
Boyd ‘and Mitchell at Ottawa a few
days ago was the current theme of the
hour there and the correspondents sent
statements concerning it to their several
papers. The ApvaNcE did not suppress
the item, as the World and other Gov-
ernment organs thonght properto do,
and, now, the statement is called an
‘“ ADVANCE slander.” If it was untrue
the ApvANCE was imposed upon, but
we have seen no statement of what tovk
place which materially differs from that
which we published.

A shabby, ill looking man, about
thirty-five or forty years old, standing
at the entrance of the station yard
among the other spectators, about thirty
paces from the carriage, deliberately
raised a pistol and fired at the Queen.
He seenred about to shoot again when
the revolver was struck from his hand
by James Burnside, a photographer of
Windsor. Others seized him and the
police rushed in and took him into
custody. Meantime the Queen’s coach-
men drove on as though nothing had
happened, and reached the Castle in
safety. The crowd attempted to take
the man from the police. The Eton
boys cried, “‘Lynch him ! lynch him !”
anc. arush was made toward the spot
where a handful of police protected the
would-be assassin. But a cab was sent
for, and the man was got safely away,
though severely hustled.

The noise of the shot was very slight
and the Queen did not hear the explo-
sion. She only learned what had hap-
pened from her excited ladies in wait-
ing and the commotion in the crowd.
She was perfectly possessed, and sent
back to the station as soon as she ar-
rived at the Castle, to hear if any one
in the caowd was hurt. A few minutes
after, the Queen despatcied the follow-
ing telegram to the Prince of Wales at
Marlborough House :—

‘¢ In case exaggerated reports should
reach you I telegraph to say that as I
drove from the station here a man shot
at the carriage, but fortunately hurt no
one. He was instantly seized. Tam
rone the worse.”

The Queen's dinner party at the
Castle was held as usual. Her Majesty
appeared perfectly composed and pos-
sessed of all her habitual calm..

Oa reaching the police station the
would-be assassin wis promptly placed
in the dock, while the particulars of the
case were entered against him. The
prisoner, who to all appearances is a
thorough crank, gave his name as
Roderick Maclean, aged thirty-two.
He stated that he was a clerk out of
employment. He was a native of Lon-
don and was born in Oxford street.
He said he recently came from South-
sea and had been in Windsor a few
days only. The revolver was a small
German weapon of six chambers, two
of which contained empty caitridges
and two which contained loaded ones.
One chamber had just been discharged.
Although diligent search has been
made no bullet has yet been discovered.

Mr. Justin McCarthy in his “History
of Our Own Times ” summarizes the differ-
ent attempts on the life of Queen Victoria.

OXY¥ORD.

The first was,made on June 10, 1840,by
Edward Oxford, a pot-boy of seventeen,
who tired two shots at the Queen as she
was driving up Constitntion Hill with
Prince Albert. Oxford fired both shots
deliberately eénough, but happily missed
in each case. He proved to have been an
absurd creature, half crazy, with a longing
to consider himself a political prisoner
and to be talkéd of. When he was tried
the jury pronounced hin. insane, and he
was ordered to ve kept in a lunatic asylum
during her Majesty's pleasure. The trial
completely dissipated some wild alarms
that were felt, founded chiefly on absurd
papers in Oxford’s possession about a tre-
mendous secret society called Young Eng-
land, naving among its other objects the
assassination of royal personages. It is
| not an uninteresting illustration of the
conditlon of public feeling that some of
the Irish Catholic papers in seeming good
faith, denounced Oxford as an agent of the
Duke of Cumberland and the Orangemen,
and declared that the objéct was to assas.
#iiate the Queen and put the Duke on the
throne, Thbe trial showed that Oxford
was the agent of nobody and was impelled
by nothing but his own crack-brained
love of notorieiy.

He was only twenty-
two years of age, and although at first he
endeavored to brazen it out and put on a
sort of melodramatic, regicide aspect, yet
when the sentence of death for high trea-
son was passed on him he fell into a swoon
and was carried insensible from the court.

Riparian Rights.

On Wednesday of last week in the
House of Commons Mr. Weldon moved
for a copy of all Orders in Council issued,
relating to the regulation of fisheries since
first of January, A. D., 1879, and of all
circulars and instructions issued since that
date to the Fishery Inspectors and War.
dens in the Provinces of Quebec and New
Brunswick 4 also, of all licenses to fish for
salmon in the rivers or portions of rivers
in New Brunswick, granted by the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries, the
Inspector of Fisheries, and the Fishery
Wardens, under the Order in Council,
dated the eleventh day of Jume, A. D.,
1879. Also all applications for such
licenses which were not complied with,
and the names of ‘the several applicants.
He said : In making a few remarks upon
the motion, I do not wish to refer to the
streams, as the question of whether the
exclusive right of fishing existed is now
before the Courts, but as to streams which
are private and non-navigable, upon which
there is no doubt the riparian proprietors
have the exclusive right to fish. By an
Order in Council, dated June 14th, 1879
fly-fishing for salmon was prohibited with-
out the lease or license of the Department,
and then the Department practically
claimed the right of property in the
fisheries. Parties who had the exclusive
right in those waters have been refused a
license, though they expressed their
willingness to conform to the rules and
regulations eof the Department, while
other parties were granted licenses.
Owners of land, fishing thereon, have had
their rods and fishing gear seized, and
they have been treated in an arlitrary
manner, brought up before justices and
treated as ordinary criminals. While Ido
not deny the right of the Department to
prohibit fishing in & river to enable the
tisheries to be recuperated, I protest
against this exercise of refusing or grant-
ing licenses, either for the purposes of
revepue, or, at the pleasure ¢f the Depart-
ment, permitting one owner to fish and
prohibiting the other. Such authority. is
not either within the British North
America Act nor the Act rélaticg to
fisheries, and certainly was never intended
to be granted to the Dominion Govern-
ment by the power given to regulate sea
coast and inland fisheries.

Hon. Mr. McLellan said :—The hon.
gentleman is no doubt aware that the
main portion of this question is now be-
fore the Courts, and that pending the
decision of the Courts any discussion of it
is out of place. He seems to think the
regulations made by the Department are
unjust in some respects. I can only say
that since I have been in the Department,
any arrangements made have been ouly
temporary, pending the decision of the
question by the Courts, which decision we
hope to have in a short time. I do not
know of any objection to bring down such |
papers in the meantime as are not depen-
ent upon that decision.

Mr. Weldon,— 1 was speaking entirely
of rivers above navigation, which are not
touched by the question before the
Courte.

Krrp 1o THE RicaT :—A St. Jobn city
by-law provides how people should pass
each other on the street, the rule being
simply to keep to the right. The by-law
reads as follows :—

Every person in meeting and passing
another person on the sidewalk or foot
path of any street or square, shall paes to
the right, and every person overtaking
and passing another shall pass on the
right. When a sidewalk or foot path is
crowded with passengers, the persons
going along shall go to the right of the
middle of the sidewalk. Any person
wilfully offending against this provision,
whereby any disturbance or confusion is
occasioned, shall be liable to a penalty of
four dollars for every breach of this sec-
tion.

Frazer” and his associate members of Gov-
ernment ingpired a pack of high-toned
organs like the Advocate, Star and World
to set up a yelping at Mr. Smith before he
had made any breach of contract and

Taxzation.

In the year 1868 there was entered for
consumption in Canada, according to the
official blue books, goods to the value of
$71,985.306, and these goods paid duty to
the extent of £8,819,431. In the year
1881 the value of the goods entered for
consumption was $91,611,604, and the
duty paid
These are the plain figures taken from the
books. They can be understood by every
man in the country, as easily as he can
read these lines. They show him how
enormously taxation has increased on
everything he consumes. In the year
1873, when we entered for consumption

for consumption in Canada, viz., $127,514,-
594, the duty paid was $13,017,730. In
the past year, while we consumed twenty-
six millions dollars worth less we paid
in taxes five and a half millions dollars
more. Weare told that all this is a good
thing for Canada and the Canadian people,
and that it is better to pay more taxes
than less; to pay a great deal of taxes
than very little. Sir Leonard Tilley makes
long budget speeches to prove that all
this taxation is best for us. If any other
man than Sir Leonard had imposed these
taxes we would have heard a different
story from him. —St. John Globe.

The Charges in Oonnection with
the Clerk of the Pleas’ Office.

Referring to the investigation of the
charges made by Mr. Blair, MJP. P., in
connection with the misapprOpriation of
the fees received in the office of the Clerk
of Pleas, Fredericton, the Herald says :—

It is with regret that we learn from the
evidence given before the committee ap-
pointed to investigate the receipts of the
Receiver General from the Clerk of the
Pleas that the charge made by Mr. Blair,
and 8o emphatically denied by the Receiver
General, namely, that larger sums had
been received from the Clerk than were
acknowledged in the public accounts, and
had been paid out without sanction of
law, has been fully sustained. The evi-
dence, which we pyblish elsewhere, will
show how clearly the above facts have
been made out, and with the emphatic
words of Mr. Wedderburn yet ringing in
our ears, whenfe hurled back the charge

we feel that th ({;ovérnment, and with it
the country, has heen humiliated. It is
bad enough thgf the public accounts
should not be torrect; although people
had got somewhat used to it ; but it is a
disgrace to representative institutions to
have it established beyond a question that
the declaration of the officer who is en-
trusted with the public funds—that the
solemn declaration of such an officer,made
to the Assembly with all the formality

invested, and upon occasion when a mem-
ber of the Assembly has demanded a com-
mittee of enquiry into the act of the Gov-
ernment, that such a declaration is not
worth the breath with which the words
are spoken. No charge could have been
more plainly made, more squarely denied
and more fully proved. We_ refer our
readers to the evidence for the details of
wthe several years; but for the purpose of
i helping them to arrive at an understand-
| ing of the facts, we will explain them as
they apply to the last fiscal year. The
law says that all the fees received in the
office of Clerk of the Pleas shall be paid
to the Receiver General. The receipts of
1881 were $1,719.71. Mr. Carman under
oath stated that of this sum he paid to the
Receiver General in cash and by a check
of some two or three years’ standing,
21,100 ; that by authority of the Govern.
ment he paid §200 to Mr. Bliss, and the
balance was expended in office contingen-
cies. - The Receiver General only admitted

lin the public accounts the receipt of

$836.26, and denied in the House that he
had received any more. Yet Mr. Wedder-
burn knows, if he knows anything, that
he actually and in point of law received
21,300. Every dollar of the $1,719.71
should have gone into the Treasury and
been drawn only by warrant ; but with-
out making any point of the fact that Mr.
Carman was allowed to charge his office
contingencies against the moncys he had
in hand, a practice which, though repre-
hensible in principle, has not been abused
by that gentléman ; it is shown clearly
that ounly one half the fees had been so
paid out, and:that the balance, public
money, remember, what the House had a
right to appropriate, has been used by the
Government without sanction of law.
Since 1874 the estimates have contained
one itemy ‘‘ for clerk to the Clerk of the
Pleas, $400,” and the Province thought
that was all-‘that was paid him ; but every
year he has received §200 more, not by a
vote of the House, not by authority of an
Act of Assembly, but by the mere motion
of the Government. Anything more
directly in violation of the constitutional
privileges of the Leginlature cannot be
imagined. We are not discussing whether

The air of London during a fog is

found to contain a large excess of car-

" bonic acid over the normal proportion.

The French Minister of the Interior

is said to be making provision for the

widows and children of men who have

died or been wounded while making
scientific researches.

The newly-¢ompleted observatory on
Mount Etda is 9,000 feet above the
s3a-level, and the clearness of the at-
mosphere at that height leads astrono-
mers to expect some important observa-
tions.

The Chinese in Hong Kong are re-
ported to practice vaccination so thor-
dnghly and effectually that small pox
never spreads there, although no port
in the world is more liabie to a visita-
tion of the disease.

At Antibes, on the southern coast of
France, & remarkable lowering of the

sea-level to the extent of a foot or more"

was lately observed, the phenomenon
lasting a fortnight. High atmospheric
pressure is thought by M. Fayeto have
been the cause, although M. Naudin
suggested an elevation of the ground.
Tides in the Mediterranean are barely
perceptible.

In June, 1783, Stephen and Joseph
Montgolfier, sent up the first balloon.
To commemorate the centenary of the
event, it is proposed that an interna-
tional exhibition of ‘“‘aerial arts” be
held at Paris next year. The ‘‘aerial
arts” are to include every industry,
science or art, relating to gas or the
atmosphere. which is'supposed to have
any connection directly or indirectly
with aerustatic experiments.

In an experiment by M. Paul Bert
upon a live crocodile, the animal being
made to foreibly close its mouth exerted
a pulling force of 308 pounds upon a
rope attached to the end of its upper
jaw. The extremity of the jaw being
the end of a long lever, the real power
exerted by the muscles was much great-
er, and was computed to be 1540
pounds. This experiment was made
upon a crocodile already weakened by
cold and fatigue.

A year or more ago a gate-post which
had been painted with so-called zinc-
white was noticed to appear black all
day, gray in the twilight and white dur-
ing the night, changing to black again
very soon after sunrise. Mr. T. 8.
Phipson was led to investigate this
singular chameleon property of the
paint, and after much research has
shown the cause to exist in a new metal,
which has beer named actinum on ac-
count of its peculiar actinic effects. It
is found in zinc ores, and resembles
zine.

Attention has been called to some
new facts in relation to color-blindness.
Careful investigations have shown the
Chinese and the Nubians to be practi-
pally free from the defect. Dr. Roberts
has observed that color-blindness is
most commdn among persons of reddish
or red hair, and it is-very prevalent
among the Jews, who are the most de-
cidedly red-haired of all known races.
It is thought probable, therefore, that
there may be some correlation of color-
blindness with pigmentation, and in-
directly with racial peculiarities.

Several interesting archaeological
‘¢ finds” in Europe are reported. Near
Caltanisetta, Sicily, several caverns
have been found, which are evidently

" burial places dating from the period
when the ancient Sicilians lad already
been ousted by the Italian tribes, but
before the Greek . colonization had
begun. At Nordrup, Denmark, the
remaias of seven h bodies have
been found under a few feet of pumice
stone, numerous bronze objects, gold
rings, Roman glasses, mosaics, glass
beads, ete., being also diecovered
among the remains. ;

A schoolmaster of Nice has formed
among his pupils a society for the pro-
tection of vegetation. The members
are to destroy injurious larval and pro-
tect harmless birds. Their interest in
the work is kept up by the election of
laureates and the award of prizes. In
four months of 188] the children de-
stroyed 4,666 belts of moth-eggs,repre-
senting no fewer than 1,363,500 laryal ;
194,328 cabbage larval; 1,584 grass-
hoppers ; 629 butterflies ; 58,911 slugs
and snails ; 1,274 grubs; and 35,721
insects of various kinds. The work is
both very valuable and very instructive.

Sounds produce in certain individuals
the impression of color. This curious
phenomenon, which was first described
by Nussbaumer in 1873, bas recently
been made the subject of systematic
study by Herren, Bleulen and Leh-
mann, of Zurich. They find that the
colors associated with different notes
differ with the individuals, being as a
rule light for high notes and dark for
low notes. Chords either cause the
colors which correspond to their notes
to appear to the mind side by side or
give a mixture of those colors. The
same note in different keys changes in
color, and to many persons different
colors appear when the same piece is
played by different instruments.—
Noises, as well as musical notes, are ac-
companied by colors, varying with the
intensity and pitch of the sound. Of
596 individuals examined, one-eighth
were ‘‘color-hearers.” Four persons
perceived sound as a result of sensations
of light and color. A broad, quietly-
burning gas flame led to the perception
of a sound formed of w and alight
vowel like e ; but_ when the flame flick-
ered the sound became that of I. These
cases can generally be explained by an
association of sounds with colors by
the individual minds, and the phenom-
enon is largely hereditary.
