others for election funds.

'I'wo other railways are uaderstood to bz
specifically mentioned in the charges, the
Temiscouata lice and the Northern and
Western, Respecting tha former, it is
claimed that certain monsy charged in the
books as paid to the Temisconata people for
the constraction of their line was paid with
out Jegal authority and contrary to law,
and thas memnbers of the government receiv-
ed by themselves or through friends large
sums of mouey as an inducement for the
payment of the subsidy.

The Northern and Western charges sta'e
that a gentleman conanected with the com-
pany in its contract with the givernment,
being himself an officer and a stockholder,
paid $2,000 toward the St. John ecity and
city and county election funds for the gener
al election of 1886. This payment was made
on the request of Mr. Blair, and was de-
mauded as a condition presedent to the issue
of subsidy bonds, which the company claim-
ed as due under the contract. The memor-
ialists charge that the bonds were unlaw-
fully withheld until after the receipt of this
contribution, baut were issued after the pay-
ment of the 82,600.

Besides these specific statements there is
a general charge relsting to railway eabsi-
die«, to the effect that members of the gov-
ernment and the executive asa whole have
extracted promises from varieus railway
cormpanies that portions of the subsidies to
bz paid by the province shall be repaid
to membears of the government or other per-
sons. These promises were forced from the
compauies or fromf p2rsons connected with
the railway contrac:s as a condition prece-
dent to the payment of subsidies due uuder
contract between the company and the gov-
ernment.

Ia fulfilment of these promises large sums
of money were paid over to ministers or
other persons known to them, and were em-
ployed to assist in the election of supporters
of the government., The Leary affair figures
among the charges, The memoralists ex-
press the baelief there was a corrupt ar-
rangement made by Mr. Blair or on his ba-
half with J. D. Leary. By virtue of this
understanding Mr. Leary was to receive the
duck contract, and he or his friends were to
contribute to the election funds for St.
John and other places in the general elec-
tion of 1890, or were to provide meaos for
the retirement of notes givea to furnish
money for this election.

It is charged that Mr. Leary or his
friends carried out this arrangement to the
extent of furnishing money or undertaking
to iurnish it for the above purposes.

Fishermen's -oil.

COD AND HADDOCK ARE CAUGHT FOR
THE NEW YORK MARKET,

{New York Evening Telegram.]

is the bharvest season for the fish
dealers, and during this period of fasting and
semi-abstinence for the majority. of the
people the jolly fish merchant waxes robust
and lives on the fat of the land, washed
down with. good liquor and digested with
fine cigara,

HOW

Lent

Well may the fish man wax merry over-the
Lznten season, for his profits, alwaya large,
nearly double between Ash Wedunesday and
Easter Sunday.

The publie, of course, “pays the freight,”
for a majority eat more fish during Lent
than at any other season, aud fish they
must have at any cost. With them itis ‘‘a
case of must.”

There is no good reason why fish should
be 8o high during Lent., There is no reason
why fish should be sold at even half the
price they are usually sold at.

It is the old, old story of the producer
being crowded aad squeezed by the. middle-
man.

HARDSHIPS OF THE FISHERMAN,

How many are aware how cod, haddock,
mackere! and other fish are caught -and
realize the dangers that the brave fishermen
are subjected to when they ‘‘go a-tishing?”
We all know, ina general way, that the
fish are caught with hook and line by a
hardy race of men who ‘“‘go down to the sea
inships,” but beyond this most of us know
nothing. :

Cod fish are caught by two different
methods—hand lining and trawling—-and I
will bricfly describe the latter,

Hand lining is almost entirely pros:cuted
in winter and on the Grand Banks and otber
similar fishing grounds. Cod are caught on
trawls “‘off the shore,” and on smaller banks
off the Massachusetts and Maine coasts than
the Grand Banks, such as ‘‘Cashes,” *‘Jef-
feriee,” aud others at all seasons of the year.

The vessels engaged in trawling are
usually schooners of from 30 to 100 tons,
and each carries a crew of from ten to twenty
men. They hail from Gloucester, Ports-
mouth and Portland, and from the many
smaller fishing ports that are scattered along
our New Evgland coast from Cape Atu east
as fur as the Canadian line,

A trawl is really a long line, sometimes a
mile in length, having tied to it at distances
of five or six feet a short line four feet long
with a hook attached to the end. The hooks
are baited with clams or herring or cu ners,
cut in pieces, and as fast as they are haited
the trawl is neatly coiled in a tub go it
will run rapidly out without snarling when
being set.

ON THE FISHING GROUNDS,

When the trawls are all baited or nearly
30, the sails are hoisted and the ceurse is
sct for the fishing grounds, wkich are per-
haps fifty miles distant. The decks are
scrubbed down, the men change their clothes
and wash up, and when both men and boat
are made tidy the cook’s bellis loudly ring-
ing for supper.

If the wind is fair the vessel is on the
grounds by sunrise, and as soon as brenk.
fast is over the trawls areset. Two wen go
in each of the dories that are in nests on
deck, and after each boat has received its
complimeunt of two tubs of trawl, oars and a
eail, the two men get in and start off. One
man steers while the other runs the trawl,
The two trawls have been made into one by
tying them together and an an¢hor bas been
made fast to both ends, while-to the anchors
are tied lines with buoys made fast to them
eo they will float on the surface as markers,

The s8ail is set, and while Jack steers Joe
tirat throws one anchor over and then allows
the traw line to run swiftly out without
tangling. When the live is all run out and
the second anchor dropped all the other
dories have been dropped by the schooner at
fntervals of 500 yards or more apart, and
the vessel now ssils up and picks up the
first dory, and thea the others, one after
another. If the schooner is of average size
there are then 15,000 baited hooks resting on
or near the bottom and covering a territory
of about ten square miles,

The trawls are allowed to rest as they are
for some time, usually till the next morning,
in order to give the fish plenty of time to be
caught,

THE MEN AT WORK.

All hands are up by sunrise and after an
early breakfast the work begins. Each pair
of men enter their dory and commence to
haul their trawls,

It is slow work and also hard work. The
line is hauled in, a yard at a pull, and it is
weighted with fish and is often full of snarls,
The fishermen, ir selecting their grounds,
usually pick out the localities where cod are
most plenty. The always get nearly as
many haddock as cod, as the two kinds of
fish swim much together, and frequently
representatives of nearly every kind of fishy
that swims in the sea are found on the hooks/

It takes the men till dinner time to hagl
their trawls and when this is done their do?_is'
is so full that if they have had good luck-the
gunwales are mnearly on a level with the
water. The dories are picked up by the
schconer one at a time, and the fish thrown
on deck with pitchforks. Thed the decks
are cleared for action andright after dinner
the work of cleaning the catch is begun.

When the fish are cleaned they are packed
in fineice in the hold (if it is warm weather)
and then the schooner’s course isset for
market, the deck is scrubbed and all is neat
and clean when the vessel hauls up alongside
the wharf of the fish buyer. - The fish are
sold, the money received by the captain and
then all hands gather ronud to receive their
share. One-fifth is deducted as the vessel
owner’s share, the cost of the food consumed
on the trip is then taken out,and the balance

4s divided equally among the crew. Theu
sail is set for the home port and the process
of baiting up for another trip is begun as
soon as they arrive,

The price the fishermen get for their cod
and haddock is very small, usually from one
to three cents a pound. Their eatches are
very uncertain, Sometimes each man
receives $50 for a three days’ trip, and then
again enough is not made to pay the pro-
vision bill.

TOO HIGH PRICE,
It is rare that a fisherman owns his vessel.
As a rule, the tishing schoouers are owned by
a large concern, which, beside owning and
running from five to twenty schoouers, are
wholesale fish dealers at well. This, of
course, gives them an immense hold. They
not ouly get their fish at the price they wish
to pay, but their combination controls the
market Lo a great extent, and they practical-
ly have things thier own way,

Within a month I could contract for all
the cod and haddock caught off the Maine
cost in small boats for the next year at one
cent a pound, and the fishermen would be

A HALIFAX MAN'S OPINION OF TUEM,
1From Progress | - !
A prominent Halifax geatleman who vis-

ited Fredericton this week, thus gives his
impression of our law-makers.

Thore are more members in the New
Brunswick FHouse than in the Nova Scotia
Assembly, and consequently a large number
of “back numbers”—men who appear to
think that legislation is their heaven in-
spired calling, without, however, having the
faintest quahfication for the business. But
[ must admit that in one respect the con-
trast bet ween the two legislatures is in favor
of your own. In debating talent I think it
has the advantage. Such speakers as Blair,
Stockton, Powell, Finlay (no doubt our cor-
respondent refers to Mr. Phinney—Ed.),
Pugsley, Alward, Tweedie and Mitchell
cannot be duplicated by a like number of
orators in the N, S. assembly, though Long-
ley, Fielding, and Cahan would rank with
the average of them no doubt.

I feel convinced from a cursory inspection
of the proceedinge that as long as the tight
continues upon the present lines of cleavage,
it will be a long time before the Opposition
succeed in ousting Premier Blair.  Political
history shows that governments have their
critical periods, proceeding oftimes from
causes beyond their control, which, if they
can manage to survive them, merely precede
a longer and more secure tenure of office.
The Dominion Government went through if:"
critical period last wiuter and now appears
to have been given a new lease of fife. The
government of Premier Blair had a close call
of it two years ago,but now I should judge
has little to fear from its opponents. The
tide of pgpular sympathy is now setting in
its favor.”

The opposition, I think, is badly led. It
is opposed to the new taxation system, with- ~
out being able to suggest any scheme to take
it place, It criticises the government for re-
duction of stumpage, but does not say
whether it favors a higher or lower scale,
It condemns the large increace in the railway
debt, but has not the courage to oppose the
legislaton when it is before the house. It
makes numerous charges and insinuations of
a virulent character which it does not seem
able tn back up. It claims that the govern.
ment has been extravagant, but fails to
specify where reductions of any amount
could or should be made. I balieve they
bave not asyet placed any plank of their
p'atform before the country*

There exists an amount of personal ani-
mosity in the house that is hard to account
for. Perhaps it is the old story of a family
quarrel,most of the members now in the
opposition having once supported the govern-
ment, (Our correspondent hera makes some
comments upon Mr, Hanuington asa leader,
which in a view of that gentleman’s trans.
lation to a happier sphere -ProcRrEss thinks
it unnecessary to publish), There is no dis-
counting the great abilities of Premier Blair
as a leader, and one cannot but regret that
the logic of events has placed him in local
rather than dominion politics, where his fine
talents and strong personality would at once
give him a leading place. At Ottawa he
would hardly fail to take the place as a re-
presentative for New Bruswick that was
for so many years filled by Sir. Charles
Tupper on behalf of Nova Scotia. He is a
most in incisive and impressive speaher; is
of commanding presence; is well up in parlia-
mentry tactics; is a most adroit and sagacicus
general, and though abused by his opposition
friends one cannot tail to note the admiration
and respect which they, nevertheless, feel
for him,

Mr. Stockton reminds me in some ways of
Premier Felding, but he is a better speaker,
He isa clever critic; whether he has the
initiative faculty as a legislator, perhaps,
will be solved in future years. I was for
tunate enough to hear Mr, Powell’s spsech
on the taxation question, and it was cer-
teinly of a much more elevated tone than
any that came from his side of the house.
Oune of the most logical speakers on the gov-
enrment side is Mr. Pugsley, and one of the
most convincing, Mr. Mitchell.  Mr,
Tweedie I am unacquainted with (he was not
in the house during the debate), but I was
told that he had few equals anywhere in the
art of retort. His addrees on Selick and the
bear is (thanks to PRroGRESS) almost as
famous in Nova Scotia as in New Brunswick.

The Legislatura.

JUDGE HANINGTON.

FrepericroN, March 30:—The announce-
ment that Hoa. D. L. Hanington would de-
liver his valedictory to the legislature this
afternoon attracted a big audience to the
assamubly. During his address, which was
frequently interrupted with applause, M.tr.
Hanington was listenad to with the closést
attention. e reviewed briefly the political
history of the province for the last quarter
of a century, and meotioning the events
with which he has been closely related. His
part in the politics of the country he had
never regretted, and he now left the House
without the least persounal 1ll-feeling towards
any member. He referred to the people of
this city in the most flattering terms and
tendered them his heartfelt thanks for their
generous hospitality daring the many years
it had beea his pleasurs to visit them.
With the exception of Hon. W. E. Perley
he was the senior member of the House.
He stroogly advised the young men of the
country to make politics tieir study, for, ke
said, *‘if the country is worth living in it is
worth helping to govern well.” Although
he had now been advanced to a higher and
more responsible position in the judiciary of
the province, he would evor esteem as his
highest honor and greatest prile the con-
fidence the people of the noble county of
Westmorland had so continuously trusted
him with for the last twenty-one years.
Hon. Mr. Blair, in reply, passed a high
encomium upon Hon. Mr. Hanington, both
as a member of the assembiy and on his great
ability as a lawyer.

COUNTY COUNCILS.

MarcH 31 : —Dr. Taylor committed a bill
which proposed to make it optional wittr the
county council of Kings to decide at the
Jaunary meeting whether or not a June ses-
sion should bezheld, and also to make it
optional with the council after next election
to decide by hy-law whether or not elections
shall be held annually as at present or bi-
annually, Dr. Taylor said that when the
bill came before the maunicipalities commut-
tee there was a unanimous feeling in having
it apply to every county in the province ex-
cept St. John, where it could not well be
applied becanse some members of the city
council were also members of the municipal
council, by virtue of the fact that they were
aldermen. It was, therefore, proposed to
amend the bill in accordance with the feeling
of the municipalities committee and make it
apply to all counties except St. John,

Hon. Mr. Blair said if there was a general
feeling in favor of the bill, thsre could be no
objection to its principle. He thought, how-
ever, that the legislature should determine
whether or not elections should be held
every year or bi-annually, and not leave it
optional with the county councils to decide
that matter, If the legislature did not set-
tle that point the result would be that some
counties would have elections annually and
other bi-annually.

Mr. Phinney said he was in favor of bien-
nial elections, but opposed the abolition of
June sessions.

Mr. Speaker said the bill did not propose
to abolish June sessions. It left it optional
with the council at aoy meeting to say
whether or not there should be a June ses-
sion. He could not agree with Mr. Blair
that the legislature should determine “the
question as to whether or not the elections
should be held every two years. By leaving
that question optional with the council every
council could manage its own affairs without
in -any way ioterfering with any other
county.

Mr. Burchill agreed with Mr. Blair that
the legislature sbould decide whethes or not
there should be biennial sessions, otherwise
oue council could rescind the by-laws of a
previous council, and the resolt might be
that a county would adopt biennial elections
for a time, then return to annual elections,
and in this way there might be general cong
fusion. A

Mr. Russell agreed Wih the views of
Messrs. Blair and Burchill, aud Mr, Porter
expressed a like opinion,

blind children between the ages named of

Hon. Mr. Mitchell committed a bill relat-
ing to the education of the deaf and dumb
mute persons, Mr. Palmer in the chair.
The bill provides that $60 a year per pupil
be paid out of the connty school fund for the
eduacation of deaf and dumb mutes.

SALVATIONISTS ASK FURTHER PRIVILEGES.
Hon. Pugsley committed the bill amend-
ing the law for the solemnization of mar-
riages, explaining that it was to allow conr
missioners and staff officers of the Salvation
Army to perform such ceremonies. He
thought in the larger towns of the province
the army was doing a grand work for tem-
perance and religion. They were now law-
fuily and permanently organized as a relig-
ious body in Canada, and he believed should
have the right asked for. The bill was al-
most a copy of the Ootario act. He was
strongly in favor of the bill,
Mr. Phinney asked if female staff officers
were to be given the right to solemuize mar-
riages ?
Hon. Mr. Pugsley—No.
Mr. Burchill asked if the staff officers
were ordained, or simply appointed by the
higher authorities ?
Dr. Stockton said there was a form of or-
dination.
Mr. Burchill thought the bill might as
well be amended to allow people indiscrimi-
nately to perform marriages.
Dr. Stockton sail the staff officers were
comparatively few and their location quite
permanent. The main objection taken be-
fore the law committee to the bill was as to
the identity of staff officers, and an amend-
ment had been made to file proofs in the
provincial secretary’s office. Under the law
at present any bacd of people could form a
congregation and its head officer or clergy-
man could perform the marriage ceremony.
He highly praized ths work of reform and
temperance carried on by this large and in-
fluential body and could see no reason why
the bill should not pass.
Mr. Hibbard thought the army was doing
& good work in Charlotte county, and con-
sidered that it was only an act of justice to
pass the bill. He believed the members of
the army, as Christians, compare favorably
with those ef other charges,
Mr. Burchill did not think the refusal to
pass the bill would interfere with the work
of the army. The Salvation Army might
ke a useful auxiiiary to the churches, but he
decidedly objected to the powers asked for
beiog delegated.
Mr. Powell thought that under the exist-
ing law of New Brunswick the army had the
right to solewnize marriges slready, and the
bill might be nnnecessary. There were two
views of marriagze: One thatit was a sacra-
ment of the church, the other that it wasa
civil contract. Under the Eaglish common
law it was a civil contract, and it was doubt-
ful whether any religious ceremony was
necessary at all.” The decisions of two
English chancellors were in direct conflict
on this point, and in view of this the parlia-
ment of Great Britain had interfered. Oat-
side of the larga seotion of the Chrisiian
church who held it was a sacrament, no
question of principle could arise. For these
people to deny the army the right they
sought would be a piecs of religious intoler-
ance making tish of one and flesh of the other.
There was no. objection to allowing the
Salvation Army officers the privelege of
solmnizing marriage, a privilege which was
for mmy‘ years in the early history
of the province exarcised by justic:s of
peace, who can still if licansed perform that
rite. If any safeguards are necessary make
the authentication of the contract

more
formal.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said the army officials
felt, and he believed rightly, that they had
now the right to s)lomnize marriage, but
considered this legislitiou advisable ia orfer
to remova all doubt.

therefore
“‘Resolved, That ia the opioion of this
house it is the duty of those members who
have subscribed to the said memorial and
thereby impeached the integrity and official
conduct of the executive government and its
members, to forthwith demand that a com-
mittee of the house be at once appointed for
the parpose of an investigation into the
charges made, and notwithstanding that the
business of the present session is about con-
cluded and the memoralists have not availed
themselves of the abundant opportunity
open to them during the session of taking
action in respect to these charges in the
usual manner, this house hereby declares
and affirms it willingness to continue the
present session for such a length of time as
may ba necessary for a full, proper and
sufficient inquiry into each and all of the
said charges.”
DR STOUKTON IN THE TOILS,
Dr. Stockton said the resolution did not
relate to a question of privilege but to the
appointment of a committee, and also pledg-
ing the house to remain in session, which
the house had no auathority to state as it
was a matter of the governor's perog-
ative.
