After the death of a consump­
tive all his clothing and bed linen 
should be well washed before being 
used and the room thoroughly disin­
fected by s-ulpdmr vapor and washed 
with chloride of lime water. In pri­
vate as well as public houses, car­
nages, omnibuses, hotels, theaters, 
etc., sweeping ought to be replaced by 
washing with a cloth wet with 
antiseptic solution.

“The parasite of this disease, may 
also be found in beef, above all, cow 
beef, poultry, rabbits and milk. . The 
latter should be boiled, or, better still, 
sterilized. Milk is sterilized by plac­
ing the vessel containing it in a tin 
pail full of water and( letting it boil 
45 minutes. Xbe habit of drinking 
blood at slaughter houses is dangerous 
and without any salutary results.

"Some persons have a tendency to 
consumption and should be especially 
careful ; for instance, those whose re­
latives have died from consumption or 
who are feeble frokn privations. The 
abuse of alcoholic liquors is particularly 
favorable to сопаиіт|*іоп. Over 2,000 
infants under 2 years of age die 
nually of consumption in Paris. This 
disease is curable, where it has not ad­
vanced too far, for those who are will­
ing to submit to long months and 
sometimes years of treatment and re­
pose in special sanitariums.”

"Tuberculosis is, of all diseases, that 

which has most victims. In large 
cities the> make up from one fourth to 
one seventh of the mortality. To ex­
plain this high figure it must be un­
derstood that pulmonary phthisis is 
not the only manifestation of tubercu­
losis, as is erroneously believed. In 
fact, many cases of bronchial troubles, 
of plnrisy, of meningitis, of peritonitis, 
enteritis, of osseous and joint lesions, 
cold abscesses, etc., are of the same 
nautre. Tuberculosis is an infectious, 
parasitic disease, caused by microbes, 
but il can be caught by a healthy per­
son from a patient only under special 
conditions, which we will state. Besides 
hereditary transmission, the tubercu­
losis microbe enters the human organ­
ism by the air in breathing, through 
the digestive organs in eating, through 
the skin by stings, scratches, sores, 
wounds, ulcers, etc.

"The most frequent and the most 
dreadful source of contagion lies in the 
expectoration of consumptive patients. 
Almost harmless while in a liquid con­
dition. it becomes dangerous when re­
duced to powder. It assumes that 
form often when spat upon the ground, 
the floor, or upon a wall ; when it falls 
on clothing, bedclothes or sheets, cur­
tains, handkerchiefs, napkins, etc. 
When dried and in powder it is stirred 
by the dust cloth, the broom, brush or 
carpet beater. This dust, suspended 
in the air, enters the respiratory or­
gans, falls upon portions of the body, 
upon objects used in cooking, plates 
and dishes, and thus becomes a per­
manent danger to persons sojourning 
in tht contaminated atmosphere. The 
germs of contagion also exist in the 
evacuations of the patients, produced 
either by saliva swallowed, or by in­
testinal lesions su common in such dis-

B. L. STREET - Proprietor,FLOUR AND FEED "The contents of the spittoons should 
be mixed with sawdust or some other 
combustible and burned. If emptied 
into a yard they may tuberculize fowls 
or allow microbes to spread through 
the air. No known disinfectant is 
powerful enough to rapidly destroy 
the tuberculous microbes contained in 
saliva; therefore, the contents of spit­
toons should be destroyed by boiling 
or thrown into closets. At the sa,me 
time there should be poured into the 
elosett a solution of chloride of lime- 
It would be safer to mix the saliva 
with sawdust and burn it. Spittoons 
should be used, not only in hospitals 
and private houses, but also in depots, 
barracks and all places for public 
meetings. These precautions should 
be taken in reference to all diseases 
that occasion mjuch expectoration, be­
cause pneumonia, inflammation of the 
chest, congestion of the lungs, measles, 
whooping cough, catarrh, certain 
forms of bronchitis, laryngitis, etc., 
may be communicated by saliva dried 
and converted into diurt.

the ministerial side, and they judiciously 
refrained from antagonizing them. 
The Green way party, too, by reason of' 
their thorough organization, appeared to 
have had the-electoral lists well looked 
after, while their opponents, because 
they were not well and generally 
organized, were handicapped in that 
respect

Ever since the last general election 
the opposition had been organizing. 
The school question, which had given 
the government such a boom in the 
past, was now removed from the arena 
of active politics by the settlement 
which followed the coming into power of 
Mr.Laurier in 1896. This released many

A PLUCKY SORTIE.

London* Dec. 8.—A special despatch 
from ,J£imberley, dated Wednesday,
Nov. ,29, says :

All the camp equip­
ments wnre capture J or destroyed. Fin­
ally the Biit'sh stormed the ridge and 
captured three redoubts after severe 
fighting.

“In leading the men who were storm­
ing the fourth redoubt Major Scott- 
Turner and Lieut. Wright were killed.
It is alleged that they were struck by 
explosive bullets. The death of Major 
Scott-Turncr compelled the British to 
retire upon Cartel’s Farm, the whob 
affair having lasted four hours.”

PAY OF CANADIAN CONTINGENT.
Ottawa, Dec. 9.—Dr. Borden, minister

Transvaal the amounts which, under the I 
army regulations they are entitled to 
receive from the imperial government.

The amount due them for November 
has already been paid, as that was a fixed 
charge against the Canadian government, 
but the troops have passed under imperial 
control, and the payment, according to 
arrangements made by the British gov­
ernment, devolves upon the home author­
ities. However, it would cause delay to 
wait until the money was received from 
the war office and therefore the minister 
of militia has decided to pay the sums due 
the wives and children of the soldiers out 
of the Canadian treasury. In this way 
there will be no dtlay whatever.

It is also understood that the govern­
ment will pay the members uf the per­
manent corps who are in the Canadian 
contingent, full pay during their absence.

What members of the contingent will 
receive has not been decided upon. Some 
of them are now receiving full pay from 
the Dominion government, if they happen 
to be in civil service, from provincial gov­
ernments, or from firms in whore em­
ployment they were before leaving.

A STORY OF CANADIAN BOYS IN 
SOUTH AFRICA.

South Africa.
It cannot be said that the war news 

of the past week from South Africa 
haa been of t№ character we had all 
hoped for. A few advantages have 
been gained, but they are more than 
balanced by a moat serious British 
defeat involving the loss of six hun­
dred and thirty-three men, two of 
whom were killed,twenty-six wonnded, 
and six hundred and five “missing." 
The engagement was that of the battle 
of Stormburg,in which General Gatacre, 
of whom great things was expected, 
sent 2,700 men—through the alleged 
misrepresentation of “guides” — up 
against superior Boer forShs in an im­
pregnable position, who practically 
entrapped them and forced an inglorious 
retreat, with the result stated. Up to 
the present writing no detailed account 
of the disaster has been given.

It is clear that South Africa has be­
come the graveyard of someexcellent and 
promising military reputations. The 
British have already a list of 400 killed, 
1827 wonnded and about 2,500 captur­
ed or missing. It is also apparent that 
the British war office was not correctly 
informed ae to the forcée against which

A good many of the pilote who have been 

bringing «bps into and taking them ont of 
the Miraroiohi daring the past season are 
very naturally complaining that they have 
not yet been paid anything for their services 
by the onium ssionrre, who have пмну 
thousands of dollar* of the pilots’ earnings 
in their hands—-or rather on depovit in one 
of the banks as a commissioner informa ne. 
It is an unquestioned fact that the men who 
are complaining have done certain work and 
thereby earned money. The natural infer­
ence is that they ought to have the benefit 
of their earnings. It is well known that 
an unpleasant condition of affairs, which 
may be expressed by the term, “strained 
relationships,” exista between the com­
missioners and the pilots whose resignation 
of their posuions as such, were accepted 
ea»ly in the pilotage season, just closed. 
We ventured on Tuesday to make some en­
quiries relating to the situation as it is to­
day, particularly with the view of learning 
why the pilotage money in the commission­
ers’ custody was not available for distribu­
tion. On the part of the commissioners it 
is stated that they had hoped for a settle­
ment of the diffeeences between them and 
the old pilots at the time Captain Douglas 
was here holding an investigation. That 
prospect was, however,shut ont by thepilots’ 
taking injunction proceedings while Capt. 
Douglas' investigation was going on. After 
Judge Barker had decided against the injun- 
tioo, the pilots were approached in behalf of 
the commissioners with a view of coming to 
an amicable arrangement for a settlement of 
the differences between them. We are told 
by a commissioner that be had succeeded in 
getting a promise from pilot master Robert 
Walls that he would endeavor to get a 
majority of the pilots to meet the commis­
sioners in Chatham Town Hall with this 
object in view, and that a prominent busi­
ness man—a friend of the pilots—had assist­
ed him to that end. Before this could be 
carried out, however, the pilota—or a num­
ber of them — appeared to have preferred 
to continue the pursuit of what they con­
sidered to be their rights by again appealing 
to the equity court in the form of injonction 
proceedings.

The commissioners say that while these 
law proceedings are pending they are legally 
advised that it would be unsafe for them to 
dispose under the existing situation of the 
pilotage fund to which they bear the rela­
tionship of trustees for all interested. They 
do not know what the result of the pilots’ 
appeal to the courts may be. They do not 
know whether or not large law expenses 
may not have to be paid by order of the 
courte ont of the food they control. They 
do not know how they will stand as regards 
the new pilots and Mr. Geo. Savoy, the only 
one of the eld ones who did not resign, until 
the l*w proceedings are determined upon. 
They say they are very desirous of awarding 
to each and every pilot his earnings, but 
they claim that the pilots, themselves, by 
continuing to fight them at law, have effec­
tually prevented them from securing a I 
general meeting with them and arriving at 
ao equitable settle moot, io which there 
most, of course, be more or leas of com­
promise.

AUTUMN CARE OF YOUNG STOCK.

Many farmers neglect their young 
animals in the fall. The spring calves 
had been well raised, so long as they 
had the milk and bran and oat ra­
tions, they were left in a thriving 
condition, and made good growth. Too 
many were put to grass with the dry 
feed ration, left off, and before the 
time for winters quarters are left dur­
ing the cold and wet weather in No­
vember without shelter. Not only do 
they run down in flesh, but too lay 
the foundation for permanent disease. 
Commence giving shelter, clover or 
other sweet hay and some kind of 
grain ration. This will prevent the 
loss of flesh which is so desirable for 
young stock to hold during the win­
ter. Upon the approach of severe 
cold they should be put into winter 
quarters and have good care through­
out the winter, and then, a robust, 
thrifty and profitable animal is

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AN ARMY HOSPITAL HERO.
But the honours did not all rest with 

the Highlanders on that disastrous, but 
not inglorious day, The two army sur­
geons, Doctors Landon and Cornish, 
were both killed, whilst, with noble 
disdain of tEe bullets that flew thick 
as hail around them, they devoted 
themselves to the care of the wound­
ed. And Corporal Farmer, of the 
Army Hospital Corps, was specially re­
commended by Sir Evelyn Wood for the 
Victoria Cross in these terms : " I re­
commend to favourable consideration 
for the Victoria Cross Corporal Far­
mer of the Army Hospital Corps, who 
showed a spirit of self-abnegation anjl 
an example of cool bravey which can- 
oolt be too highly commended. Whilst 
the Boers closed with out troops near 
the wells. Corporal Farmer held a 
white flag over the wounded, and when 
the arm holding the flag was shot 
through, he called out that he had 
1 another.’ He then raised the flag 
with the other arm and continued to 
do so until that also was pierced with 
a bullet.”
BRONKHORST SPRUIT AVENGED.

One of the most successful sorties 
made during the siege of Pretoria 
was the attack of the Zwart kopje, a 

rocky knoll rising to about thirty 
feet, formed of large boulders with 
brushwood growing between, about 
twelve miles from Pretoria. Here the 
Boers had a waggon laager defended 
by a strong force. This laager Colone, 
Gildea, at the head of one hundred 
and forty mounted men and two hun­
dred and eighty infantry with one gun, 
set out to destroy on the morning 01 
January 66th, 1881. The kopje was 
stormed by the Fusiliers, and one who 
was there thus describes what he saw 

• in the captured stronghold ; "The first 
thing that attracted my attenkm was 
a young Boer, evidently mortally 
wounded and struggling in the agony 
of hie death throes. I lifted his head 
and poured a little brandy down his 
throat ; but he was beyond all human 
aid, and in .a few minutes his pain wat 
over. He had his cartridges in a little 
leathern military pouth, all dabbed 
with his life’s blood, and I loosened it 
from his belt to find that it had be 
longed to one of the 9th Regiment 
and had in all pronaoility been taken 
at the Honde River ; so truly, in thi: 
individual case, Bronkhorst Spruit had 
been avenged. Another fine young 
Boer, broad-chested and powerful, wbe 
lying over a piece of boulder-stone 
ust as he had fallen, a smile on hit 
ace an a bullet in his brain.”

mand at Fort Weber during the early 
part of the Boer campaign, hq paraded 
his forces, chiefly volunteers, the first 
Sunday they were in the fort, for 
church service. Having only a Church 
of* England chaplain, the major desired 
all the Roman Catholics to fall out, as 
he had no priest to attend, to their re- 
ligiouje wants. On the next Sunday a 
number of ingenious volunteers, in the 
hope of being also ordered to “ fall 
out,” together with the Catholics, 
handed in their names as infidels 
The major drew up the line and gave 
the word of command, “ Infidels, fall 
out !” Whereupon some five-and-twen 
ty erf the "boys” " fell out.” But the 
major promptly re-formed them, and 
quietly addressed them, thus : " Infi­
dels, attention ! As you have, of course, 
no religiouk scruples, you can’t object 
to working on Sunday. You will there­
fore be told off in fatigue, parties to 
clean the camp.’’

well for the breeding ewes. To neglect 
them will cause many weaklings, both 
in carcass and fleece, and quite often 
in premature parturition. But fewfar- 
barns and sheds that leave their stock 
as was customary lo oi a) years ago, 
but there 1 re some who have good 
barns and sheds that leave their stock 
in the fields until the very cold and 
severe winter has se‘ in.

After the unusual hot weather which 
often occurs in October and November, 
should the cold rains set in every stock 
breeder should be prepared for the 
change. No kind of farm work will 
pay so well. It is in keeping with 
this subject, to be careful with the 
hay and fodder corn. No waste should 
occur, as there will be a scarcity in 
many sections of the country. Be sure 
not to stint the animal, but do not 
waste.

The dairy cow, especially those that 
have come into servee in the fall, 
should get -a liberal ration of grain in 
same shape, to give her strength to 
endure the changeable weather, and 
to keep her in a condition to secure 
a good flow of milk rich in butter fats. 
To have a profitable dairy cow dur­
ing the winter she must be well fed, 
early in the fall. Do not follow the 
advicq of a stingy feeder, but feed 
well and regularly. He will say the 
cow will run to flesh, and not pay 
to milk in that condition. Cows give 
the most and richest milk when in 
good flesh. Whether out farm animals 
are young or old, we should endeavor 
to keep them so far as possible from 
losing the flesh made during the fall 
grazing season, that they may be pre­
pared to start in good flesh next 
spring.
