John Long gave evidence that he was
driving to Albert on the morning in
question and left home four miles be-
yond the McAulay house at 8 o’clock in
the mcrning: He saw the priest's horse
attached to the buggy wandering about
the yard. !

Gill:nan  Bannister gave testimony
similar to the last three witnesses, He

MR. BRENNAN ACGUSED
OF STRIKING A-LADY

He Had Made Information Agalnst Miss
Jones but She  Says He Hit :
Her First,

‘

There were two prisoners on the po-
lice court bench this morning and both
were women. Maud Lester, a white wo-
man, was charged with being drunk
and obscene on Strait Shore Road. She
wab in the company of a man Wwho
was also intoxicataed, but he got away
while the woman was being arrested.
She wus remanded to jail, the magis-
trate remarking that as she liked the
jail so well she would get it for the rest
of tiie summer,

The other prisoner was . Gertrude
Johnson, a 20 year ¢ld colored.girl, who
was charged by James Brennan, the
proprietor of Union Street Hotei, with
assaulting him, Miss Johnson $aid that
Brennsn struck her first and she only
defended herself. Mr. Brennan took the
stand and gave testimony that the girl
went out at two o’clock yesterday af-
ternoon and did not return-until after
‘midnight. She was reprimanded for
keeping such late hours and.informed
Mrs. Brennan that she would do as
she liked. A young colored man had se-
cured a room close by and their con-
versation annoyed the other guests, He
was told to leave the house and at the
same time the colored girl struck Mr.
Brennan on the eye, and if he had not
caught hold of her clothing he would
have fallen down the stairs.

The prisonex tock the stand and said
she had informed Mrs. Brennan that|
she would e’ out late as she had pur-
‘chased a dress from Mr, Brennan's
daughter and was going o wear it at
a wedding. It rained and she could
not wedr the dress, but with attire less
fine she went to the Globe hall and
enjoyed a wedding dance. When she
was returning home Charlie Jones,
vho boarded at Brennan’s Hotel accom
panied her. On arrival home she says
that Mrs. Brennan abused her for be-
ing out late and ordered Mr. Jones to
leave the house. Mr. Brennan then
struck her on the chest and while giv-
ing her a shake tore her waist. Once
fore she says that Brennan @ abused
ber by striking her on the face be-
cause she would not wash the paints
as she had been hired as a cook at $8 a
month. The wedding she said was that
in which Ella 'Blizzard married Pete
Francis. She said she was injured
from the blow received, and while in
the cell fainted and when she came to
twa men were standing over her.

Co. and A. Poyas. Ldast Monday morf-
irg Horwitz went to the store of J.
Shane & Co.'and told them th# he was
going to put on a sale for A. C. ‘Baillie
and Co. at Pictou, N. §., and that
Messrs. Baillie had sent him to get $400
worth of men’s and boys’ clothing. He
was known as a smart young man who
conducted a cheap sale ror a King street
house not long ago, so clothing to the
value of $435 was placed in trunks and
sent to the depot as Horwitz said he
wanted to .check them and take ‘them
along with him as the sale was to be
commenced the next day. A

He next visited the store of A. Poyas,
jeweller, on Mill street, and picked out
jewellery to the value of $113:50 among
which was a 14 kardt gold watch and a
diamond ring.

In the circuit court this morning,
the_ case of Dooley vs. the City of St.
John was resumed. Mr. Mullin called
his last witness, Herbert E. Wardro-
per, common ‘clerk, who, when sworn,
stated that prior to 1889, the water and
sewerage commission, of the West End
had eharge of all wérk in that local-
ity, an@d therefore he had not on his
books, the minutes of the commission
when the old sewer ocn Rodney Street
was ordered to be built. Since 1889
the water board has had charge of all
work  connected with sewerage in the
city, and ' Supt. Murdoch has been
in charge. Mr. iWardroper stated that
after having made a thorough Search .

- Mrs. Dooley
safd that she used to speng the<money
‘given her by her. husband . .on: herself
and fawily. She thought that it cost
$100 a year for each of her two young-
est children, to dress and feed them
and send them' to school.

The witness said that her husband
had given her $10 a week while he was
working by the week. Cross examined
by Mr. Skinner the witness said that
her husband had no income. All the
money he had was earned by work.
Thore was no discussion between Mrs.
Dooley .and husband- as. to how he
spent the money which he kept for
himself. To Mr,.Skinner the witness
said that she had been in ill health ever
siace her husband mad been killed. She
has fainted on an average of three
times a'month. .

This closed: the.case for the plaintift
and Mr. Skinner addressed the jury in
opening the case for the city. He stated
that .the city. advertised for tenders
to have the work on Rodney street
done. One of the tenders was accepted:
and the contractor went ahead. The
unfortunate man who was killed was
employed by that contractor and the
city was not responsible for the acci-
dent. It was according to Mr, Craw=
ford’s (the contractor) orders that the
route in which the sewer was laid, was
changed and if the bracing in the
trench was not strong enough the city
was not to blame. :

The court adjourned at 1 o’clock until

Capital Nearly Doubled During
Last Five Years
Enormous Increase in Manufacturing

Enterprises—Census of Industries
Has dust Been Completed

‘capital in Canadian manufacturing in+
dustry has practically doubled in the
last five years. This is shown by 2a
census of industries which the bureau
of census and statistics has just com-
pleted. The census further indicates
that much of the capital has gone in
so recently that it is not working to
its full extent yet. The census shows
that the capital employed in Canadian
manufacturiag industries was $445,-
916,487 in 1900 and $346,931,178 in 1905, &n
increase of $397,000,000, or 90 per cent.,
during the same period.

The output of Canadian manufactur-
ing industries increased by $234,000,000,
or by 50 per cent. The disparity be-
tween the rates of increase is attrib-
uted to the incapacity of new or en-
larged industries t5 produce to the full
capacity which is planned for them.
‘In car and carworks, for example, the
ratio of production to capital in 1900
was 151, and In 1905 it was 101, in Port-
land“cement works it was 86, and 15, in
smelting works it was 67 and 32, and
in electric light works it was 17 and 9
for each year respectively. The five
years have ben a growing period in
indunstrial investment as the full re-
sults are not yet realized.

The capital invested in egricultural
implements increased from $18,207,342 in
1500 to $25,409,8068 in 1905.

THE RIVER STEAMERS,

There seems {o be a certain reticence
@bout telling the plain truth concerning
river steamers on the St. John. People
are afraid of offending some one or
other of companies, or the ~share-
holders, and only in private conversa-
tion do they egpmn their true opinions.
What's thé use in wedring gloves when
handling a subject such as this? There
gre hundreds of lives at stake dally
and even the best boat on the river is

Everybody knows that every steamej
carries hay, and no matter what pre-
cautions are taken ghis is an fmmedi-
ate source of danger. Noticés are
mtedmlomotthentemntomo
effect that smoking is prohibited on the
cargo deck but these are not strictly
observed. When wood fuel is used,
thers is every opportunity for fire from
sparks, and even the best boatman
must have moments of carelessness. The
great fault and what is at the bottom
of all the trouble, is that there are far
{oo many steamers. Fortunately two
or three of those most recently burned
have not been replaced and if three or
four more should by good luck happen
to be destroyed, when no one was on
board, the number would be properly
reduced. Half the people between
Paradise Row and Indiantown were
born on the river and they can't get
away from the idea that steamboating
should receive a share of their atten-
tion. Hence they are always forming
new  companies or re-organizing old
ones; buying or building steamers, and
with provincial jealousy trying to cut
into each other’s trade. Every little
branch of the river has a boat of its
own; some of them have two, and as a
rule there is not enough btisiness to
pay dividends’on a scow. Time and
again efforts have ben made to bring
together the managers of, competing
lines in order that an arrangement
might be made covering routes and
rates. But someone always objects,
and they keep on torclng one another
to the wall until fires appear—to the
public at least—TIike blessings of Provi-

dence,, When such conditions exist it
naturally follows that the majority of
the steamers are of a very poor class.
‘And some of them are carelessly man-
aged. The carrying of hay should be
absolutely prohibited as the first step
in providing for the safety of passen-
gers.

MINISTER IS SUSPECTED
OF POISONING HIS WIFE

R

Rev. W. S. Hancock Had a Bad Record
In Chicago During His Mlnlstry
There

CHICAGO, June 28.—Walter Swin-
burne Hancock, who is under surveil-
lance in London suspected of poisoning
his wife, . was, during 1896 assistant
rector of St. James Episcopal church,
one of the leading churchés of that de-
nomination here, ‘a.pdl was inhabited
by the late Bishop ~McLaren upon
charges preferred by “Rev, James J.
Stone, who is still rector-of St. James
church. Hancock came to Chicago from
‘St, Johns, Nfid, and ; investigations,
made there by Bishop Mcuren show-
ed ‘hlm to have. been a “man of evil
repute. .”” “The charges  brought
against Hancoek here,” said Dr. Stone
last night, “were that he was given to
consorting with lewd women. They
were never made public, but Bishop
McLaren was convinced of his guilt.
Being a British subject, Hancock
could not be deposed, and after his
inhibition he dropped out of sight.”

ST. PETERSBURG, June 28—An im-
perial ukase issued last night directs M.
Kokovsoff, the finance minister, to is-
sue $25,000,000 in four per cent. rentes,
for purposes set forth in the budget, in-
cluding famine relief.

Three points are to
be especially attended to—observation,
thinking and reading. If we would suc-
ceed in the task of educating ourselves
we must learn to observe all things in
nature around us. The mightiest of in-
tellects never disdained to observe the
small things in nature. The insignifi-
cant characters in the works of the im-
mortal Shakespeare, as Falstaff and
Tom were not considered less worthy of
the great poet’s thought and analysis
than were the powerful characters, as
King Lear and Hamlet, While we do
not aspire to the lofty enimence of a
Shakespeare we should still aim at the
perfect development of the talents that
we possess.

To observation thinking must be add-
ed. The mind must supplement the eye.
Our success as students or as intellec-
tual men and women will be in propor-
tion to our activity in this regard.

Writing is also required for the per-
fection of our faculties. The great
Augustine said: “I have acquired much
correctness of thought by writing,
which never would have been mine did
I not write.”

In this our aim should not be for
publication, but rather for the develop-
ment and perfection of our own
thoughts.

On London Music Halls.

LONDON., June 27.—The opponents of
living statuary at the music halls have,
as was foreseen, appealed to the Lon-
don County Council over the head of
the council’s theatre committes, which
recently declined to forbid the pre-
sentations complained of.

FAST LINE T0 AUSTRALIA -

Premier . Deakin H3s Rival fo . Canadian
Scheme—White Star Denlals.

LIVERPOOL, June 27. — The offi-
cers of the White Star Steamship
Company deny that they have any pro-
visional dgreement with Premier Al-
fred Deakin as to an Australian ser-
vice.

The denial is called forth by an ar-
ticle in the Journal of Commerce,
which said that Mr. Deakin of "Aus-
tralia had made a provisional agree-
ment with the White Star Steamship
Company for the - establishment of
rapid service between London, South-
ampton and Australia by way of the
Suez Canal.

This agreement, it said, would go in-
to operation in case the negotiations
in progress between the projected
Australian mail steamship syndicate
and the Commonwealth fall through.

Should the syndicate be formed,
however, with the propcsed fleet of
twelve steamships of 11,000 tons and
15-1-2 knots speed, the Australian Gov-
ernment will guarantee the company’s
debentures to the amount of $6,250,000
and the colony will also give an annual
subsidy of $625,000.

MRS, DOOLEY FAINTED
IN THE WITNESS BOX

The proceedings in the case of Doo-
ley vs. The City of St. John which is
being heard before Judge McLeod in
the Circuit Court were brought to 'a
sudden and somewhat tragic close yes-
terday afternoon, over half an hour
before the hour of adjournment.

The ferry committee held their regu-
lar monthly meeting yesterday after-
noon and discussed among other mat-
ters the repairs which should be made
to the Ludlow and the question of
greater police protection at the East
End ferry floats.

The following were present: Ald.
Baxter, presiding, Ald. McGowan, Bas-
kin, Bullock and Frink, with Supt.
Glasgow,

Weldon and McLean sent a commauni-
cation on behalf of the Dominion Coal
Co. against the Ludlow for ranning
down their scow, SarahiM., in April
last. “We have seen,” the communica-
tion says, “witnesses to the collision,
and are of opinion that the collision was
the fault of the ferry boat. It cost up-
wards of $300 to repair the damage to
the Coal Company's scow. We would
be willing to meet your legal adviser
for the purpose of discussing the possi-
bility of a sattlement of this matter;
otherwise we will have to take the
necessary proceeding in the admiralty
court.”

Ald. Baxter said that he would be
very glad if they took it into the ad-
miralty court, as the costs run up so
-uickly’thdt tHey ‘would have the Lud-
low. The alderman said that he had
looked at the matter and did not think
the Ludlow to blame. The matter was
referred to the recorder to report.

The chairman said that the Ludlow
has been taken off the route so that
necessary repairs may be made and as
the time of her certificate has expired,
the servicé is being performed by the’
Western Extension. He suggcsted that!
hereafter a regular practice should be
made of having the Ludlow taken of
two days each month. The work which
nidght be done now included installing|
ventilators, placing her on Hilyard’'s
blocks to have her bottom pa,ilnted, also
outside and inside upper painting to
have’ her boilers inspected and also to
have the floor in her cabin calked, as
when the floor is washed the water
drips through. The alderman said that
1f the painting was not done he saw no
reason why the Ludlow should be off
{he route for much longer than a week.

It was decided not to make the re-
pairs to the floors at present and to
call for tenders separately for paint-
ing the bottom, the upper inside and
upper outside, as a cominittee consist-
ing of the chairman, Ald. McGowan
and the superintendent should decide.

Ald Frink favored placing radiators
in the cabin instead of the present
pipes. :

Ald. Baxter said that when the Lud-
low returned to the route she will have
her h:nd steering gear ready for work.

On mdtion of Ald. Frink, it was de=
cided to get a uniform each year for
the ferry deckhands and gatemen. Ald,
Frink sald the suits would ‘cost about
$7.50 each.

Ald. Baxter said that there is one ques-
tion which he wished to put before the
board, that of drunken men travelling
on the ferry. He thought darrangements
shoull be made that the gateman
should have it in his pdwer to arrest
drunken men on the ferry floats.

An alderman sald that he knew ocC-
casions when the police were not will-
ing to arrest drunks at the ferry floats.

Ald. Baxter said that if he could
find out the police officers’ names he
wotld have them dismissed from the
force.

Ald. Bullock thought that a police-
man might be statioped at the ferry
ficats. _ ‘ I
" On motion of Ald. Frink it was de-
cided to recommend to council that an
electrie bell be placed in the Water
gtreet lock-up which could be rung
from the ferry floats.
