♦Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

Any person who Is the sole head of 
a family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter-section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions, by father, mother, son 
daughter, brother or sister of Intend­
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or' by hie 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quar­
ter-section alongside his homestead. 
Price $3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must re­
side six months In each of six years 
trom date of homestead entry (Includ­
ing the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres 
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
hie homestead right and cannot obtain 
a pre-emption may take a purchased 
homestead in certain districts. Price 
$8.00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside 
six monthr In each of three years, cul­
tivate fifty acres and erect a house 
worth $300.00.

HAMILTON, July 1—The members 
of the coroner’s Jury,, which investi­
gated the celebrated Kinrade murder 
mystery, are becoming very uneasy 
about their fees.

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BACKERS OF FIGHTERS 
WHO LOST FORTUNES

How Many Ring Champions 
Have Gone Through Money 

of Other Persons.
Boxers Generally Show Little Appreciation 

for the Men Who Make Then 6reat 
—Their Faith Expensive.

"Many a thoroughbred sporting man 
has gone dead broke on a pugilist,” 
remarked the old-time fight promoter 
recently. “To back, train, dress and 
keep a high-flying fighter is a luxury, 
and costs a pot of money. Few fighters 
know tfce value of money, and many 
of them would blow in the Bank of 
England If they had the chance.

“One of the best known of the form­
er heavyweights probably squandered 
more of other people's money than he 
ever made ln the prize ring. It came 
pretty easy for the big fellow when 
he was champion, for he could go out 
any evening and touch some admirer 
for $500 or $1000 without the scratch 
of a pen or a word of explanation. In 
fact, there was many an easy mark 
who considered It an honor to stake 
him to a piece of change.

“This man, ln his sober moments, 
was never a spendthrift. He learned 
much from experience while roaming 
all over the world. But In his cups he 
was altogether different. I remember 
one night shortly after winning a 
championship fight he found himself 
high and dry. He hàd handed his win­
nings to a burlesque queen, who 
promptly skipped away, 
didn’t worry him. With a couple of 
friends that evening the champion 
took a cab and started uptown to dig 
some coin.

Let all Coney 
Island come in and see the fight!’

"This costly fun lasted only about 
half a minute, for Maher put O’Don­
nell out In the first punch. The only 
complaint Lewis made was in a jocu­
lar way when he turned to Maher and 
said:

’’ ’Peter, I told you not to hit Steve 
too hard at first, as I wanted to get 
my money's worth ! ’

“Lewis' end was pathetic. When his 
bank role had dwindled to $47.51 he 
drew a check for that amount in his 
son's favor, took the steamboat Rhode 
Island, and when she reached the 
darkest part of the Sound the broken­
hearted old sport Jumped overboard.

The fear 
of German invasion may not be so 
widespread as might be assumed from 
the senseless behavior of some sen­
seless newspapers, but its possibility 
is believed in as can be seen from the 
parliamentary speeches of last winter. 
The journal thinks that the question 
has an earnest side for the perpetual 
disquietude of indiscriminating masses 
created a feeling which is favorable 
to demands, for great military and 
naval armaments, and that that is pro­
bably the real basis for these remark­
able myths.

The Hamburger Naohrichten attach­
es importance to these manifestations 
as symbolic of the views on Germany 
prevailing in England, especially when 
it is remembered that (British diplo­
macy is at the same time striving to 
put difficulties in Germany’s way and 
to create enemies for her. It adds:

It is not to be wondered at that, with 
the existing circumstances in Eng­
land, grave mistrust begins to make 
way even in those German circles 
which have otherwise laid most weight 
on the maintenance of good relations 
with the British Isles.

The Neuste Naohrichten says:
The fine phrases expressed on the 

occasion of various fraternization 
feasts between England and Germany 
that the countries must learn to know 
each other better mean nothing, for 
the basis of the anti^German feeling 
in England is the recognition of Ger­
many’s efficiency as a commercial rival. 
If this recognition results in fear of 
Germany's political ambitions Germans 
would prefer to do without a better 
understanding.

The Journal concludes: — Bismarck 
taught us to fear nothing but God in 
the world. May a statesman arise in 
England who will awake his Father- 
land to an understanding that fear is 
incompatible with the dignity of a 
great nation.

NEW YORE, July 1,—One of the 
most drastic upheavals in New York 
city’s police flstory came today when 
Mayor McClellan summarily removed 
Commisisoner Theodore A. Bingham 
for insubordination after the letter's 
refusal to comply with certain revolu­
tionary orders issued by the mayor 
yesterday.

The mayor’s orders came at the con­
clusion qf his Investigation into the al­
leged police persecution of George B. 
Duffey, an inconspicuous and almost 
friendless Brooklyn led, who, it was 
claimed, had been repeatedly arrested 
without Juet cause and Whose photo­
graph was retained in the rogue’s gal­
lery, despite the failure of the police to 
obtain^ a conviction against him.

The mayor held that at least two of 
General Bingham’s lieutenants had 
been guilty of misconduct in this af­
fair and accordingly demanded their 
removal.

With General Bingham’s retirement 
today went several of his closest ad­
visers and the leading supporters of 
hiS. regime. As the head of the new 
regime thé mayor at once appointed 
■William T. Baker, hitherto a deputy 
commissioner, who indicated that a 
considerable change in the policy of 
the department was to be expected.

Bingham and his friends tonight were 
outspoken in their declaration that the 
principal reasons for the .mayor’s act 
were political.

In a statement tonight the commis­
sioner said:

“I leave the office with very little re­
gret. It is a fatiguing task and this is 
what it leads to.

"Politics have broeght about this 
change. I have done the best I could 
/to give the city a clean and honest 
police administration, free from 
any tinge of party politics. But with 
the approach of an election the bosses 
are satisfied that it would never do to 
have a police commissioner who gave 
a square deal all around.

"There were many things in the ad­
ministration of New York’s police sys­
tem -which should be changed. I was 
changing them as fast as possible, too 
fast, 1 guess, from the outcome."
