The letter was written in two sheets
under the letter head of the Y. M. C.
A. The date line begins Buenos Ayres
antl bears the date of January 25, 1910,
The letter itgelf is written in the fine
hand that Mrs. Read at once recogniz-
ed as her son's. The envelope is ad-
dressed in a different hand to Mr.
Read’s brother, Mr. Gordon read at
Stonehaven, N, B, The letter reached
Sackville at noon today having taken
something over six weeks on its jour-
ner, from South America to Stone-
haven and from Stonehaven here.

Upon the arrival of the communica-
tion Mr. Gordon Read telegraphed to
his father who Was supposed to have
reached Ottawa at noon but no reply
being received, he wired to. Montreal,
but as yet has not received any ans-
wer.

First Step In Settlement Of
Philadelphia’s Labor War
Taken Yesterday — Stock

Philadelphia, Pa.. March 14.—The
first step taken by the Philadelphia
Rapid Transit Company toward set-
tling the dispute with its striking em-
ployees, and incidentally ending the
sympathetic strike which has now
been in progress for 10 days, was tak-
en late today when President C. O.
Kruger, of the Rapid Transit Com-
pany conferred with W. D. Mahon,
president of the Amal Assoc-
iation of Street and Electric Rallway
Employees. The meeting of the labor
leader and the rapid transit official
was the result of outside influences
and it is the first time officials of the
company have dealt directly with any
national officer of the street car men's
union.

Today’s conference was held in the
office of George H. Earle, one of the
representatives of the city on the
transit company’s board of directors.

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Strike Breaker, Imported From
Massachusetts, Takes Own
Life In Fredericton Hotel,
While Intoxicated.

CORONER ADJOURNS
INQUEST UNTIL TODAY

Fredericton, N. B, March 14.—Bert
Russ, a shoemaker by trade of Haver-
hill, Mass., committed suicide by
shooting himself through the left side,
immediately above the heart at Long's
Hotel this evening, just at the time
the crowds were gathering at city hall,
a block away, to hear the civic elec-
tion returns.

Russ had been drinking heavily for
some days and had spent most of the
day in his room at the hotel. About
three quarters of an hour before the
shooting occurred he went to the hotel
office and secured writing paper and
envelopes and is sald to have com-
menced to write a note to his mother,
which, however, he did not complete.

Barricaded in Room.

About 6.15 with the door of his
room barricaded with a chair Russ,
who was lying on the bed clothed in
his pants and shirt shot himself just
above the heart, with what was ap-
parently a new revolver. His pal Carl
Smith, also of Haverhill, was in the
next room and hearing the shot rush
ed to Russ’ room and finally succeed-
ed in forcing am entrance. He found
Russ’ shirt smouldering apparently
from where he had placed the revol
ver close to his breast before he pull-
ed the trigger to fire the fatal shot,
and after stopping the further burn-
ing he at once notified the hotel au-
thorities, whe called Dr. Atherton and
the police.

Dr. Atherton found little that he
could do besides alleviating the young
man's sufferings and on lea¥ing the
hotel - pronowéed it “‘a ciéar case of
attempted syicide from which the un-
fortunate young man will not lkely
recover.”

W. W. Russ, superintendent of the
Hartt Boot and Shoe factory was
summoned and after remaining a few
minutes went awgy and returned la-
ter and was present when the young
man passed away, about 8 o'clock.
Coroner McEwin took charee of the
case and a jury was suig oned to
hold a coroner’s inquest. Aiter view-
ing the body, the jury adjourned to
meet again tomorrow night to hear
witnesses.

Unmarried.

Russ was about 25 years old afl
unmarried. His cousin, W. W. Russ,
who_formerly was in charge of a shoe
factory owned by the family at Hav-
erhill, came here last spring and took
charge of the Hartt Boot and Shoe
Company's factory. Later he dismis-
sed one of the leading Union men,
and the victim of this evening's trag-
edy arrived from Haverhill and took
the dismissed man’s position as a wel-
ter, causing the strike. Russ got into
trouble and was arrested on one or
two occasions for drunkenness, and
each time was found to be carrying a
revolver which finally was confisca-
ted.

At times he had mixups with the
labor Union men and appeared to
brood over these occurrences. His
rash act today was probably the re-
sult of a fit of despondency brought
on partly by excessive drinking.

The body will be taken to Haver-
hill tomorrow night for interment,
and was placed in John G. Adams’
undertaking rooms tonight.

Paris ,March 14.—M, Barthou, Min-
ister of Justice, declared today that
it was proposed to conceal nothing in
the Duez case. He then explained
that Duez had been appointed upon
the urgent recommendation of M. In-
bert and M. Lecouturier and Manage,
the two other chief liquidators had had
the endorsement of the public pros-
ecutor at the formal suggestion of
the chancery. The latter statement
created a sensation in the chamber.

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ERS’ PENSION BILL

BROUGHT DOWN IN HOUSE

U. S.TARIFF WAR
INEVITABLE NOW

Washington Learns. That Situation Is All But
Hopeless and That Application of 25 per cent.
Surtax On Goods Imported From Canada IS
Necessitated By Recent Action of Ottawa.

Washington, D. C., Mar. 14—At
the end of a conference today with his
tariff advisers, lasting nearly four
hours, President Taft, had not arriv-
ed at a decision as to the action he
will take with respect to granting
Canada and France the 25 per cent.
reduction in tariff rates which he is
allowed to grant to nations which
are shown to be not “unduly discrimin-
atory” against the United States.

It is said that the situation with
respect to Canada Is all but hopeless
and the indications are that the big-
gest and nearest neighbor of the Unit-
ed States may be the one important
country against which the maximum
rates of the Payne-Aldrich law will
have to be applied,

Negotiations looking to a settlement
with France are progressing satisfact-
orily. It is said a new proposal was
received from France today and it
was hinted at the end of the confer-
ence that a settlement by which
France may send her products to the
United States under the' 25 per cent.
reduction is not unexpected.

Canada is said to have made no ef-
fort to obtain the preferential treat-
ment from the United States. It is
declared, indeed, that the Dominion
Government has left no looplhole for
President Taft to do otherwise than
to allow the maximum rates automati-
cally to go Into effect against imports
from that country,

In this connection, it is pointed out
that the maximum rates of the Ameri-
can tariff law against imports from
Canada is decidedly lower than the
duty impoged by Canada on imports
from the United States.

Although higher duties are imposed
against the United States than the
United States imposes against Canada,
it is cited that Canada has granted
France a reduction in duties of from
2%. to 5 per cent. from prevailing
rates and this reduction, under con-
ditions imposed upon the Dominion
Government has been automatically
granted to 12 other nations, under
the “most favored nation” rule. Un-
der all these circumstances, and as no
pfoposition looking toward sucessful
negotiations is forthcoming from Can-
ada the American authorities see prac-
tically no hope of a settlement.

At Ottawa.

Ottawa, Ont.,, March 14—In the
Commons this afternoon Mr. Borden
asked about the negotiations between
the government and the United States
tariff commission which recently vis-
ited Ottawa.

Mr. Fielding replied that there had
been negotiations, but these had been
necessarily of a confidential nature.
They had not advanced to a point
which would justify him in making a
statement. No doubt later on mat-
ters would reach a point which would
call for a statement.

HOOSEVELT
AT KHARTOUM

Ex-President Accorded Enthu-
siastic Reception By British
Officials—Joyous Family Re-
Union.

Khartoum, March 14.—Looking the
picture of health, and: with physical
fitness showing in every line, Theodore
Roosevelt came back today from the
long trail on which he spent nearly a
year in the pursuit of game. Thou-
sands had gathered here to see him
and they descried from afar the famil-
iar form and more familiar smile
made even so to those who had never
before set eyes on the ex-president of
the United States, by the countless
pictures of him which have recently
been published.

Later in the day, there was a joyous
re-union of Col. and Mrs. Roosevelt
and their children, Kermit and Miss
Ethel, in the North Station of Khar-
toum, Mrs. Roosevelt and her daugh-
ter arriving there about half past five
o'clock in the evening. A launch car-
rying the representatives of the gov-
ernor general of anglo-Egyptian Sou-
dan. Major General Sir Francis Reg-
inald Wingate, Sirdar of the Egyptian
army, met the steamer Dal up the riv-
er, On this small craft, Col. Roose-
velt and the members of his party had
voyaged for more than 1,300 miles
from Gondokoro, in Uganda, where
they embarked on February 28. It
was a wearisome trip for there was
little to be seen and towards the end
Col. Roosevelt displayed considerable
anxiety to be ashore,

More Placid. i

The White Nile was more placid to-
day than yesterday and the Sirdar’'s
launch was able to proceed a long dis-
tance up the river, bearing the first
official greeting to Khartoum's disting.
uished guest. The Sirdar's staff of-
ficers were tdken aboard, and when the
steamer, with the American, British
and Egyptian afigs flying arrived at
Gordon's tree, they were seen sur-
rounding the former president on the
bridge. Col. Roosevelt was attired in
khaki uniform and wore a‘ white hel-
met. For several hours the Dal tied
up opposite - Gordon's Tree, within
sight of Khartoum and during that
time, Col. Roosevelt occupied himself
in answering hundreds of cablegrams
and letters which had accumulated
here. All observers remarked his
health and energy and among them
were those who noted in Ceol.

Temperance Forces Succeed
In Electing Seven Candid-
ates In Yesterday’s Civic
Fight At Fredericton.

Fredericton, N. B, March 14.—The
temperance forces carried the day in
the civic elections today and a com-
plete turnover was the result. Last
year the party favoring a none too
strict enforcement of the Scott Ac#
made a clean sweep of the city and
not a single candidate of the temper-
ance forces was elected.

This year the temperance people
adopted new tactics and conducting a
practically silent campaign turned the
greater part of their efforts to perfect-
ing their organization and placing
themselves on the same footing in
this respect as their opponents. With
this idea in view they had the taxes
of many of their friends, who would
not otherwise have had votes settled
in time to make them eligible for the
voters’ list.

The result of today's polling was
that seven of the temperance party
candidates were elected while three
of the members of the last council,
Ald. Hooper, Calder and Jewett, were
re-elected. Ald.-elect, Joseph Walker,
who has been alderman at various
times previously led the polls with a
vote of 583, This compared with the
1,078 votes polled, four more than last
year shows that the electors were
pretty evenly divided.

As Is generally the case two polls
went exactly opposite, but the majori-
ty of the temperance candidates at
the city hall poll was too much for
the other side to overcome at the
court house.

House Meets.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said that since the
bill was last before the committee
he had considerable correspondence
on the subject and the bill appeared to
find general favor. It was recognized
that it was impossible to legislate up-
on every particular case and no good
purpose would be served by changing
the main provisions of the bill, but it
had been decided to alter it so far as
to Include those who had fulfilled the
conditions necessary for the pension
before the bill came into force. To
demonstrate that the provisions of the
bill were reasonable, he would read
some particulars he had obtained of
what was being done on similar lines
in other places which would show that
the proposals under consideratipn
were fairly liberal.

Hr. Hazen then read some extracts
from the New York Sun from which
it appeared that the average amount
of pensions in American cities was in
the same scale as under the proposed
bill with the addition that in many
of those places teachers were called
upon to contribute a portion of their
salaries to the pension fund

Continuing Mr. Hazen saild in no
other province of Canada as far as
he could ascertain was any pension
scheme in operation so that in this
legislation New Brunswick was decid-
edly in the van.

The principle of the bill was that
teachers having reached the réquired
age and having taught 35 years should
have a pension equal to half his sal-
ary. The salaries of city teachers
were higher as a rule than those of
country teachers and he had been ask-
ed to put some provision in the bill
which would permit of the country
teachers receiving as large pensions
as the city teachers, but after con-
ferring with the chief superintendent
it had been thought better not to
make any alteration.

The provisions of the bill were ag
liberal as the government felt war-
ranted in giving at the present time.

in boulders. The enormous import-
ance of proper classification, over the
850 miles embraced in sections B and
F, is obvious, when it is understood
that the estimates of the contractors
are paid on itemized contracts, and
not in a bulk sum at so much per
mile.

stantly is taking a firmer hold in Eng-
land now, and the Royal Aero Club
is affording all the encouragement it
can to British aviators. Undeterred
by the action of the Commission
Aerlenne Mixte of France, which rais-
ed a protest against the International
Aeronautical Federation allotting cer-
tain dates for international aviation
meetings in England, preparations are
being rapidly pushed forward for two
meetings in Great Britain which so
far promise well,

English aviators have been saying
harsh things about the position taken
by the Commission Aerienne Mixte,
wondering why it should seek to block
the way to the holding of contests
in England. Commenting on this mat-
ter, the aeronautic corresponden: of
the Glasgow Herald, who voices the
feeling in this country, vrits:

“There is no doubt the commission
has great influence in France, but, on
the other hand, it is setting itself up
against the International Federation,
and the latter is not a foe to be light-
1y encountered. The French Aero
Club will think twice before siding
with the commission, because the club
must know that such a course would
mean breaking up the federation.
This country is making up leeway
very rapidly and before long we shall
have such a British school of aviators
as will make us independent of any
forelgn aid for the purpose of a real-
ly good. filying meeting. In the auto-
mobile world we began late, but out-
distanced all competitors, and so, it
may be hoped, we shall do in aviation
matters.”

Favor Mr. Wright.

This explains why English aviators
applauded Mr. Orville. Wright's re-
cent flaying of French sportsmen, as
reported in the cabled despatch from
Dayton, Ohio, which appeared in the
European edition of the Herald, The
Royal Aero Club of Great Britain is
anxious to give every encouragement
to other nations competing for the
prizes offered at its meetings, though
it is rather unfortunate that the first
meeting to be held in England this
year, while not exactly coinciding
with the Rheims meeting, will make
it rather difficult for competitors to
get from one place to the other in or-
der to take part in both series of con-
tests.

The Rheims meeting is fixed to ex-
tend from the 26th of June to the 10th
of July, while the Bournemouth meet-
ing in England begins on the 11th of
July and lasts till the 17th. This de-
cision as to the locale of the first
English meet was arrived at by the
Royal Aero Club only the other day,
after it had carefully examined all
the plans of the ground, the sheds and
enclosures. In its present state the
ground does not look very iaviting,
but the sum of $12,000 is to be spent
in improving it. Nothing, in fact, is
to be left undone to make the Bourne-
mouth aviation ground as perfect as
the limits of its space will allaw, and
the natural attractions of the locality
~—pretty Southbourne on one side,
open sea on he other—should make it
&8 delightful rendezvous in summer.

While many of the crack continental
avaitors are expected to compete, the
meeting will be notable in one partic-
ular, in that it will be the first event
of its kind in England in which British
flying men will predominate,

An Ideal Ground.

The next international contest in
Great Britain already has been ar-
ranged by the Aeronautical Federation
to take place between August 6 and
August 13. The place of meeting has
not yet been definitely decided but it
is almost settled that Lanark Moor,
in Scotland, will be chosen. A more
ideal spot than Lanark Moor, certain-
1y could hardly be selected. It is ex-
tensive, more so than is really neces-
sary; it has a smooth and firm sur-
face, and is absolutely free from any
trees to cause trouble. It is also easy
of access, being but a short journey
by train from Glasgow.

There are also to be four national
contests, in which British aviators ex-
clusively are to participate. Where and
when these will take place is not yet
arranged, though there likely will be
one at- Huntingdon. Indeed, the eyes
of all interested in aviation are turn-
ed to the pleasant little town of Hunt-
ingdon, where a fine flying ground is
to be established on the site of the
old race course, which is said to be
the largest mendow in the United
Kingdom.

ANGIENT WOMEN
ARE SURPAGSED

Modern Creatures Are Statlier
Than the Beauties of Greece
--=Verdict of Sculptors ---
Charg'es Replied To.

New York, March 14—Women of
the present day are stronger, more
beautiful and fairer in form than were
the maids and matrons of ancient
Greece, sculptors of this city declared
yesterday in reply to the aspersions
of Professor Phelps, of Yale Univer-
sity, who says they are only carica-
tures in comparjson with Hellenic
standards.

These masters of the plastic art also
made a vigorous defence of the men
of the twentieth century, many of
whom they assert would easily have
the gladiators of old outclassed in
symmetry and in strength.

“Professor Phelps means well,” said
J. Scott Hartley, secretary of the Na-
tional Sculpture Society, “but he does
not know. Perhaps he has in mind
the Venus di Milo, who was fashioned
in heroic mould and is eight feet in
height. As a matter of fact it can
easily be shown that the women of
the present day, despite the fact that
owing to the use of corsets some of
their muscles are not so harmonieus-
ly exercised as was possible in the old
Greek style of dress, are more beauti-
ful and, graceful than were their Gre-
cian sisters. .

Human Stature Increasing.

“The average woman of Greece was
considerably smaller than the Ameri-
can girl of today. The best represent-
atives of the ancient type is probably
the Venus di Medici which has always
been considered as one of the actunal
size of the model. Her height is five
feet and three inches.

“The human stature has been in-
creasing gradually and the length of
the human head from crown to the tip
of the chin is fully an inch more than
it was in the days of classic Greece.
The race is improving in every respect.
If one goes to the middle ages for
comparison, it will be found that the
men who performed such prodigies of
valor were not of gigantic frame, as
may be seen by their accoutrements
which remain. The Black Prince,
whose deeds are celebrated in the old
legends, was small of stature, and the
average man of today would find it
impossible to wriggle into the royal
suit of armor now preserved in the
Tower of London as a remembrance of
that hero.”

To Lose Out---Roosevelt in
Marble Arrives in Washing-
ton---Where Will it Be Put ?

Washington, Mar. 14.—A -good like-
ness of Theodore Roosevelt in marble
was uncrated at the capital today. It
will be placed in position as soon as
the senate committee on the library
is able to decide which one of the mar-
ble images of 20 former vice-presidents
which now occupy the 20 niches in
the senate chamber, shall be relegat-
ed to obscurity.

That one of them will go is a fore-
gone conclusion. Thomas Jefferson,
Aaron Burr, Hannibal Hamlin and oth-
ers have been suggested as proper
to give way to the colonel, but the
committee has not taken the matter
up for formal action.

It is recalled that this same em-
barrassing situation confronted the
senate when the bust of Vice-Presi-
dent Fairbanks was received from
the seulptor. Finally after all the talk
about what was to be done with it
had died away, the marble image df
Richard M. Johnson, who was vice-pre-
sident when Martin Van Buren was
in the white house, was quietly remov-
ed from the senate chamber to one
of the corridors of the capital.

But a large part of this were goods which cannot be
classed with ordinary market commodities, For exam-
ple, gold dust and nuggets represented a value of $7,289,-
220. This of course was free. The United States
market for pure gold is of no particular value to Can-
ada. This is a commodity that goes duty free everywhere,
and which can always be exchanged for specie. Silver
metal represented $9,937,995. This also is a commodity
on which the' collection of duty is impossible. Fine
copper exported to the United States was valued at
$6,212,697. Nickel is a metal whereof Canada has a
menopoly on this continent. The‘mines are largely
owned by the United States, and the metal is needed for
armor plate. A question has sometimes arisen whether
Canada should impose an export duty, but the United
States will certainly not be likely to levy an import duty
which would be paid by themselves and would not affect
Canada Nickel exports to the United States represent
$1,535,964. Here we have some $25,000,000 of mineral
woducts alone, which may be properly cut out of the
total before the average is struck.

In produce of the forest there is the article of
pulpwood. This was admitted by the United States
free of duty last year to the value of $4,366,391, according
to Canadian export returns. The values and the totals
would probably be larger in the United States statistics.
Canada does not value this free market. Two provinces
are already preventing the export from crown lands,
and there is a strong agitation against the export from
any part of €anada on any terms of this raw -material.

A GREAT MOVEMENT BEGINS.

Yesterday Great Britain, for the first time gsince the
days of the (‘ommonwealth, started in search of a con
stitution. The most sweeping chaunges in the House of
Lords thatjprevious history records are those caused by the
slaughter of its members., Never before did the Peers
set about the discussion of the basis of membership in
their chamber,

Yesterday was a great day for Lord Rosebery. For
the first time in many years he came forward as a
constructive statesman. The cabled report makes him
go a little farther than the resolution of which he has
given notice. This resolution affirmed that there must
be two chambers, one to be the House of Lords modified,
and that a peerage alone is not a sufficient qualification
for membership.

In his speech, Lord Rosebery developes the last
feature. He favors an elective second chamber, but not
one elected like the House of Commons. His other
house must be elected by councils, associations, or some
other special constituencies or orders. Lord Rosebery’s
House of Lords would therefore be more like the senate
of France than like any type to be found in British
dominions,

STEAM OR ELECTRICITY?

' Mr. Carvell has been expressing serious alarm lest
the St. John Valley should be put off with & railway on
which the trains will be run by electricity. Yet it is
not long since a number of prominent New Brunswick
public men, including several Liberal members of par-
liament, and several members and supporters of the
men to be good to move trains on trunk lines. It is
perss upon the authorities there the desirability of
operating the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway by electric
power through the forest lands of New Brunswick. A
resolution was unanimously adopted by the provincial
legislature on the motion of Mr. Burchill, in favor of
this representation to Ottawa. We may, therefore, as-
sume that electric power is deemed by many practical §
men to be good to move trains on trunk lines. It is
pot known what power will be used on the Valley Rail-
way, but it is quite true that Mr. Hazen has not yet laid
it down as a condition of its operation by the Intercol-
onial that the trains should be moved by steam.

NO CANADIAN DREADNOUGHT,

The naval programme speech of Mr. McKenna,
first Lord of the Admiralty, contains references which
are not pleasing to Canadian ears. The head of the
British Navy Department admits that his plan is terribly
, but pleads that the outlay is made absolutely
necessary by the navy construction of other countries.
Then he point out that Britain will be able to keep her
place to the front, but only with this awful expenditure,
and by extra effort. Making his calculation of the
battleships that will be ready in two or three years, he
mentions among them the Dreadnoughts to be construct-
ed by Australia and New Zealand. Mr. McKenna says
that he is able to count these as part of the Imperial
defence because they will form part of the Imperial
fleets. .

Many Canadians would like to have heard their own
country mentioned in this connection.

Certain public men in the United States are cul-
tivating a Japanese scare. Hon. Leslie Shaw, a former
cabinet minister, was reported to have said in a recent
address, “Japan proposes to dominate the Pacific, and to
“make it run red.” He denies having used these exact
words, but still admits that he “did cite certain well
“known facts that spell war.” Then Mr. Shaw explains:
“I called attention to the fact that Japan can (I did not
“gsay she will, but she can) put two hundred thousand
“goldiers in Hawaii in thirty days without firing a shot,
“and, being theén at war, we could not put a hundred
“thousand over there to contest the territory in two
“yoars. We have no ships with which to do it, and
“in the event of war we could neither hire nor buy.”

The Sons of England petition to Sir Wilfrid, praying
him to take means for the presentation of one or more
Dreadnoughts to the British Navy will, no doubt, be
largely signed. They will go to the premier who will
find waste basket accommodation for them, or order
them to be burned. If the petitioners desire to give
public expression to their view, and to make their
prayer a matter of record, they should address it to
the House of Commons, and ask members of parliament
to present the petition. Then the prayer of the peti-
tion, and the number of signers, will be announced in thé
House, the petition will be received, noted in the jour-
nals, and deposited with the public records.
