Madero was met here by Juan Sa- 

Azcona, former member of the 
Mexican Congress, who is also a 
brother-in-law of Juan D. Casasus, 
former ambassador to the United 
States, and by Enrique Bordez Mangel 
an orator for the anti Diaz party in 
Mexico. Ascona is a graduate of 
Harvard and Madero of Ecole Cen­
trale, Paris.

“The old road act was not satisfactory. Whether 
the present highway act is an Improvement on the old 
law may be an open question in the minds of a few. 
but the many consider it fairly satisfactory. It cer­
tainly must be given credit for eliminating graft which 
was prevalent under the old law and the old gov- 
» ruinent. Now there is no . road money sent to com­
missioners to be distributed among the faithful. Now, 
the road money goes on the roads.

"Believing that the nearer the money gets to the 
people Interested, the better it will be for them, and 
for the roads, the county councillors, who are dose 
to the people, and a man appointed by the govern­
ment. constitute the highway boards. The roods com­
missioners under this board are instructed to see that 
the repairs to the highways shall be made as early 
In summer as possible so that the roads thus repaired 
may have the dry weatb«r to harden them before the 
fall rains.

"There are but few highway boards and commis­
sioners in this county open to the charge of neglect 
in this particular. There Is no doubt, however, that 
the government is quite as desirous to see the roads 
improved as are those who do not see eye to eye with 
It on political lines, and If the best results are to 
be accomplished there must be united effort.

"In the early settlement of the province there 
was not time nor means to make good roads. Money 
has continued to be wasted down to the present time 
in road making. We think the time has arrived when 
we should begin to make permanent roads—roads that 
will be good all the time in any weather, and roads 
that are well drained with culverts of stone and a 
hard smooth surface."

B. Bur-It Is no unusual thing for n sentimental feeling of 
pity to spring up for a condemned man after a capital 
sentence has been passed. In Urippen’s ease this be­
came apparent. Nevertheless, there can be few who, 
having weighed all the evidence submitted at the trial, 
will doubt that the Justice of the law has been vin­
dicated. Urippen was not only adjudged guilty by a 
jury of his fellowmen, but this verdict was confirmed 
by the Court of Criminal Appeal, and finally by the 
Home Secretary.

The practice of Informing the public by an authori­
tative statement whether or not a condemned murderer 
confessed has much to recommend it. In the interests 
of justice there should be no speculation in a matter 
®f this kind. An instance where this custom was not 
followed in .Vw Brunswick, will be recalled in the 
case of Thomas Collins, who was bunged some three 
years ago at Hopewell Cape for the murder of Mary 
Ann McAuley. Statements appeared In the press some 
time afterwards to the effect that Collins confessed his 
guilt but they lacked any official backing, and there 
are doubtless people in the province today who are 
still unconvinced.

Collins was the subject of much rais-placed sym­
pathy. His youth, and the fact that It required three 
trials to convict him, told In his favor. But that he 
confessed Ills guilt there is no question. It is violating 
uu pledge now to record the fact, and we believe for 
the first time, that the statements which appeared in 
the press, confirming the report of a confession, were 
made on the authority of the late Mr. Justice Haniug- 
ton. the trial judge, who. although not permitting his 
Maine io be used, felt strongly that the people of the 
province should, in the interests of justice, be given 
tbe fullest Information.

H was some time after Collins had been executed, 
and while on a visit to HL John, that Mr. Justice Han- 
Ington. disclosed the facts. At the time of the execu­
tion tbe chaplain of Dorchester Penitentiary, who was 
the condemned man's spiritual adviser, for reasons 
which seemed good to him. refused to give the represent 
fttlvps of the press, who were present, any definite In­
formation ou this point. There was much speculation 
and discussion on the subject, and the chaplain subse­
quently sought tbe advice of Mr. Justice Ilanington, as 
the trial judge, and laid before him all the details of the 
confession which were afterwards published. The judge 
recommended that the public should be put In possession 
of the facts, but as this, for some reason, was not done 
promptly, he anonymously took the duty upon himself, 
lie felt, aud we belli ve rightly, that in Justice to the 
judge, the jury and the people of tbe province, in the 
case- of a crime expiated by a capital sentence, there 
should be no uncertainty about making so Important a 
fact as a confession public.

DOUBLE PROVISION 
FDR CONSUMPTIVES

More Than $6,000,000 Appro­
priated for Relief of Tuber­
culosis Victims-Still Great 
Lack of Accommodation.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 23—Six­
teen state sanatoria. 28 county hospi­
tals and 21 municipal hospitals for 
tuberculosis have been erected and 
provided for since January 1. 190!», 
says a bulletin of the National As­
sociation for the Study and Preven­
tion of Tuberculosis, issued Monday.

Within the last two years the num­
ber of state institutions for tuberou 
losls has doubled, and the number of 
county and municipal Institutions has 
Increased from 
expenditure of 
treatment of 
more than doubled. Not less than $3,- 
000,000 of state money was appropriat­
ed for tuberculosis institutions in 190», 
when 43 legislatures met, and over 
$800,000 in 1910, when only 11 legisla­
tures were in session. The appropria­
tions of fount les and cities for tuber­
culosis hospitals and sanatoria in the 
last two years will aggregate fully 
$2,500.000, bringing the total of offici­
al appropriations for tuberculosis hos 
pitals up to over $6,000,000 in the past 
two years.

In spite, however, of this gcod show­
ing the National Association for the 
Study and Prevention of Tuberculo­
sis states that not one-tenth of the 
public provision 
that is needed has been made. More 
than 250,000 tuberculosis patients arc 
constantly without proper institutional 
treatment.
