Weather During Month of July
Was Favorable to Grains,

LOOKS GOOD FOR -
PANCAKES THIS YEAR.

Buckwheat to be Plentiful in
Maritime Provinces — Fall
Wheat Yield Bigger than
Last Year,

Ottawa, Aug. 15.—In a buletin fs-
sued today the census and statistics
office reports that according to the re.
turns made by crop reporting corres-
pondents at the end of last month
the weather of July was on the whole
favorable to the growth of grain crops.
The conditions in the Northwest prov-
inces was reported as generally ex-
cellent. Representing a standard or
full crop by 100, the average condition
throughout Canada of fall wheat is
expressed as 77.75; of spring wheat
as 87.62; of oats as 87.45; of barley as
87.58; of rye as 85.00; of mixed grain
as 89.33, and of flax seed as 83.85.

The percentage of the standard con-
dition of spring wheat, barley and
rye, represent the promise of yields

5|per acre for spring wheat of six, for

barley of five, for rye of two, and for|
flax seed of ome per cent. above the

average yields per . of the last
five, years” The mwm
crop promises & yield equal. to the

average.

All the field crops of canu? July
81, excepting only fall wheat (77.75),
hay and clover (74.57), and of aifalfa
(75.35), as reported having a condi-
tion above 80, the range being from 82
for beans and corn for husking %o '89
for potatoes and mixed grains.

In the three Northwest provinces
spring wheat is reported as 84.60 in
Manitoba, 89 in Saskatchewan and 88
in Alberta, the other grain crops be-
ing correspondingly high, barely es-
pecially in Saskatchewan and Alberta,
being 90 per cent. or over. Root crops
in the Northwest provinces are also
particularly good.

The condition of buckwheat in the
Maritime Provinces and in Quebec is
90 and over, but in Ontario it is down
to 73.43. Flax seed is above 80 in the
Northwest provinces, and in Saskatch-
ewan, where the great bulk of this
crop is grown, the percentage condl-
tion is 84.17. Sugar beet, grown.for
beet root sugar in Ontario and Alberta
is 80.44 for the former and 92.31 for
the latter province.

The preliminary estimate of the
yield per acre of fall wheat is 22.38
bushels, which for the harvested area
in Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta and British Columbia of 825,
800 acres, indicates a total yield of
18,482,000 bushels, as compared with
16,396,000 bushels from 781,000 acres
in 1912, This yleld is 13 per cent
above that of last year.

The average vield per acre of hay
and clover is estimated at 1.23 tons,
indicating a yleld of 9,896,600 tons
from 7,621,600 acres, as compared
with 11,189,000 tons from ' 7,633,600
acres or 1.47 tons per acre in 1912.
Alfalfa, with an average yleld per
acre of 1.38 tons, shows an estimated
total pr jon of 143,000 toms from

AGRICULTURAL CLAUSE.

Discrimination Against Farmer
To Put Potatoes on the Free

List and Charge Duty on
Their Products.

Washington, Aug. 15.—Extended de
bate over details of the agricultura}
schedule delayed progress on the
tariff bill again today in the senate.
At the end of the session devoted te
discussion of rates of duty on butter,
hay and potatoes, the senate found it
had passed on scarcely more than a
dozen items.

Democratic leaders are canvassing
the situation to decide as to the ad
visability of beginning longer seéssions
next week in the hope that work on
the bill may be hastened. The senate
is now working from eleven o’cloch
to six. KEarlier sessions and meetings
at night probably will be recommended

Efforts by Senator Page of Vermont,
to prevent the Democrats cutting the
six cent duty on butter to 2 1-2 cen's
per pound were unsuccessful at the
end of a long debate,

Senator Sherman, of Illinois, criti-
cized the Democrats for trying to re-
duce the price of butter, while they
refused to reduce the price of substi-
tutes, by taking off the heavy intes
nal reyenue tax. An attempt by Sena-
tor Gronna to put a duty of fifteen
cents a bushel on potatoes was also
unsuccessful. The present bill would
make them free with a countervailing
duty. The potato tariff brought an-
other criticism from Senator Bristow
concerning the potato starch duties,
on which he made a vigorous speech
some time ago. He declared today.
that to put potatoes on the free list
while starch and other potato produdts
were left dutiable “was one of the
worst examples in the bill of the dis-
crimination against farmers.”

Senator Walsh argued that a duty
on potatoes would not affect the prices
received by farmers, except along the
Atlantic seacoast.

Senator Gronna opposed the com-
mittee amendment, reducing the duty
of 20 cents per bushel on linseed to
156 cents. He said only the linseed
oil “trust” owned by the Standard
Oil, would benefit by the reduction,
and that the five cents would go into
the Standard Oil coffers instead of the
United States treasury, without bene-
fitting a single individual. The amend.
ment was adopted.

The finance committee’s amend-
ment reducing the House rate_ on
butter from three cents to two and
a half cents per pound was adopted,
38 to 30. Senator Page's amendmenf
to increase the rate to four cents was
voted down by 38 to 29.

Senator Poindexter led a fight to
amend the bill by increasing the rate
on hay from $2 to $3 a ton. He criti
cized the finance committee for in-
creasing the duty on monopolized
tobacco and reducing it on hay, @
project incapable of being monopo-
lized. The amendment was beaten,
37 to 26.

PARCEL POST ADVANTAGES.

The parcel post system, which is to
be introduced in C"anada at no distant
date, will have good results quite out-
side of the cheapening of the cost of
apid transportation of small ship-
ments of merchandise.

PANAMA CANAL AND WESTERN
CANADA.

The probable effect upon British
Columbia and upon Saskatchewan and
Alberta of the opening of the Pana-
ma Canal is just now the subject of
much discussion, particularly in the
West. The Winnipeg Telegram points
out that years ago when the Suea
Canal was under construction all sorts
of dreams were evolved in European
countries. It supposed, for ex-
ample, that the nations bordering on
the Mediterranean sea would ' take
most of the traffic of the Orient from
Engiand. But it turned out that the
canal put an end to the fleets of sail-
ing ships which used fo go to the east
by way of the Cape of Good Hope, and
that England with her immense capi-
tal and vast shipyards was able to
build the ngw steamers that took their
place.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

SURRENDER OF DETROIT.

Detroit was surrendeped 101 years
ago today to the British forces under
Major General Sir Isaac Brock, Lieu
tenant Governor of Upper Canada, and
commander of the troops in Canada,
A month before General Hull, the Am-
ioan commander at Detroit, hag in-
vaded Canada, announcing himself in
& proclamation as a savior who offer
o3 relief from “British tyranny and
oppression.” Nobody seemed particu-
iy anxious to be saved, and early in
gust Hull returned to Detroit, hav-
ing accomplished nothing. Governor
Brock, with the prompiness which was
his chief characteristic, organized an
invasion of his own, and with 320 regu-
lars, 400 Canadian militia and 600 In-
dians under the great Tecumseh,
crossed the St. Clair and moved on
Detroit. Hull had 2,500 men under his
command—brave men who were able
to put up a good fight. The advantage
was all on the side of the Americans,
and yet when Brock came in sight,
“erect in his canoe, leading the way to
battle,” the craven Hull ignominiously
surrendered without firing a shot.
Brock’s bloodless victory not only gave
him possession of Detroit, which prac-
tically commanded the whole of Wes-
tern Canada, but also the entire terri-
tory of Michigan. Valuable and much-
needed stores, many stands of arms,
thirty-three cannon and a war brig
fell into the hands of the British, Hull
was sentenced to be shot for coward-
ice but was pardoned,

FIRST THINGS

GAS LIGHTING.

The first street to be illuminated by
was Golden Lane, in London,
where the new method of lighting was
first used 106 years ago tonight, Aug.
16, 1807. Pall Mall was lighted by
gas in 1809, and between 1813 and
1820 the system was installed through-
out Lond>n. Gas-lighting was intro-
duced in New York in 1823, and in
Paris in 1819. The first ex
with illuminating gas were made in
1792 by Mr. Murdoch, in Cornwall,
England. In 1803 the Lyceum theatre
in London was lighted with gas and in
the following year a Manchester mill
adopted the tem.

The cost of illuminating gas contin-
ued high until kerosene and electric-
ity forced a gradual reduction. In
1860 the price per thousand cubic feet
ranged from $1.50 in Pittsburgh to $7.
Philadelphia had the lowest rate of
any big-city except Pittsburgh, $2.15.
In New York and Boston the rate was
0, and & $3.50 rate prevailed in
Chicago, St. Louis, Detroit, Milwaukee
and most of the middle western cities.
In Maine, upper New York and Can-
ada the rates ranged even higher, as
high as $7.

JAMES WILSON.

James Wilson, for sixteen years the
head of the United States Department
of Agriculture, will today celebrate his
seventy-eighth birthday in citizen's
clothing. Dr. Wilson recently visited
Lis native land, Scotland, and the
honorary degree of Doctor of Laws
was conferred upon him last month
by the University of Edinburgh. He
was a doctor before that, however,
having received the same degree from
the University of Wisconsin in 1904
and MeGill University in 1909,
Dr. Wilson—or “Tama Jim,” to give
him his less formal name—came to
America at the age of sixteen, settling
first in Connecticut and soon after-
wards in Tama county, lowa. He was
actively engaged in farming for many
years before the political bec began
buzzing. He was tried, convicted, and
sentenced to the State legislature. Lat-
er, for good behavior, he was permit-
ted to go to Congress. .,
President McKinley appointed him
secretary of agriculture in 1897. He
continued to hold that portfolio
throughout the McKinley, Roosevelt
and Taft administrations. When he
retired last March, owing to the elec-
tion of a Democratic president, he
held the record for cabinet service,
having far surpassed that of Albert
Gallatin, who retired as -secrefary of
the treasury just a century ago, after
a service of a dozen years.

NEW SOURGE
OF WEALTH
IN PROVINGE

Experts Enthuse Over De-
posits of Copper Ore
In Kings.

SAY SMELTING PLANT
MAY BE ESTABLISHED
Tests Reveal Great Quan-
tities Averaging 25 per
cent. Yield — Discovery
may mean Big Industry.

The copper deposits at Scott's Set-
tlement on the line of the 1. C. R. and
about eight miles from Norton, will
turn out to be very valuable, is the
opinion of J. R. McAuley, warden of
Kings county, who was in the city
yesterday. Prospectors have been at
work in the vicinity for some time,

and they are very enthusiastic about
the outlook for the development of a
big copper smelter at Scott's Settle-

ment. They have been making exca
vations over a square mile of land,

and in practically every place they
have found copper ore in considerable
quantities. It is said that on the
average the ore will yield 25 per cent.

of copper, and as it pays to smelt ore
which only yields 10 per cent., it would
seem that the chances of the develop-
ment of a new industry at Scott's
Settlement are very good. The com-
pany which is engaged in prospecting
will examine the whole area, and if
the copper is as abundant as the in-
vestigation so far would seem to indi-
cate, it will start development opera-
tions on an extensive scale.

One of the prospectors, who is an
old miner from the west, is surprised
at the apathy of the people of the
east in regand to the possibilities of
getting po ion of mineral wealth,
If such a strike had been made in the

west, he says, as that at Scott's Set-
tlement, there would be five thousand
preople in the vieinity with in a week
looking for mining prospects.

CNADA IS
TEACHING HER
SONS AT HOME

Dr. Thomas Walker Home
after Interesting Trip—
Met a Canadian Graduate
at Edinburgh this Year.

“You hear more about the suffra-
gettes in St. John than you do in Lon-
don;’ said Dr. Thomas Walker, who
has returned from a visit to the Old
Country,

Dr. Walker attended the graduating
ceremonies of the Medical School of
the University of Edinburgh. As the
occasion was the fiftieth anniversary
of his own graduation he was invited
by the principal, Sir William Turner,
to a seat on his left during the cere-
monies. While the degrees were being
conferred the principal remarked that
there was not a Canadian among the
graduates. Dr. Walker pointed out that
the educational facilities in Canada
were now much better developed than
in the old days when many Canadians
had to go to Edinburgh to study medi-
cine, and that Canadians were now be-
ing educated at home.

After spending some days in’Edin-
burgh Dr. Walker went to Ayrshire,
and visited the cottage where Burns
was born, and motored over the old
bridge across which the witches chas-
ed Tam O’Shanter. From Scotland he
went to London, and after taking in
the sights there went to the Cathedral
town of Winchester, which is known
as King Alfred’s town, and contains a
fine statue of the famous king, and
relics of his reign. Thence he went
to Buxton in Derbyshire, a county of
hills and beautiful valleys, where the
railways run through numerous tun-
nels. Buxton is a famous summer re-
gort, its population being doubled in
the tourist season. There he had the
pleasure of hearing the famous band
of the Horse Guards Blue,

Dr. Walker left St. John on the 25th
of June and made the passage across
on the Empress of Ireland, having a
calm but foggy voyage. On the return
trip they passed through numerous
icebergs, as many as 25 being visible
at one time, Among his fellow pas-
sengers to Canada was Sir Gilbert
Parker, the famous Canadian novelist.

Joseph MacVay Says he
Never Made Statements
Credited to Him in The
Telegraph.

The course pursued by the Tele
graph and the Times in publishing,
usually under big headlines, state-
ments reflecting in every possible way
on the Dominion and Provincial gov-
ernments, where, in the great major
Ity of cases, there is no cause for
honest criticism, has caused consider
able amusement and no little indigna.
tion. A day or two ago the Times
published an alleged interview with
& young man who claimed the road
between St. John and St. Andrews
was in such bad shape that on a re-
cent automobile trip he was several
hours late in getting into St. John,
The day the item appeared Chester
Jones called at The Standard office
and reported that he had been over
the road on the day to which the
Times referred and, with the excep-
tion of one or two small spots, he
found it in good shape. At no place
on the road did he find conditions so
bad as to cause delay. As proof of his
statement Mr. Jones said he came
from St. Andrews to St. John in four
hours.

The most glaring evidence of this
policy of misrepresentation which
appears to have found a steady job in
the office of the Telegraph, however,
occurred on Thursday morning last,
when an alleged intervigw with Jos.
MacVay, who has a contra¢t in con-
nection with the new bridge at the
Reversing Falls, was published under
a two column heading in black type.
The heading was as follows:

SAYS GOVERNMENT DELAY
AT EAST END OF BRIDGE
MEANS NO STEEL IN 1913,

Contractor on New Spandrill Arch
Bridge at Reversing Falls was Kept
back by Failure to Remove Bulid-
ings, He Says — Government Paid
$10,000 for House and Lot and Sold
House for $5--Some Facts About
New Bridge.

Under this plaster appeared a story
which credited Mr, MacVay with
statements indicated in the heading
and which, he told a Standard report-
er yesterday afternoon, he never
made.

“The statements credited to me by
The Telegraph concerning the govern-
ment and The Dominion Bridge Com-
pany are absolutely untrue as far as
I am concerned. I never made them.”

Thus, tersely, did Mr. MacVay set
the stamp of his disapproval upon
the Telegraph’'s .conception of ver
acity.

When the statements credited to
him in the Telegraph were repeated
to him yesterday, Mr. MacVay said
that not one line in which he was
quoted was laying on the government
blame for delaying the work was
true.

“In fact,” he added, “the work is
proceeding favorably and we are as
well advanced with it as we expected
to be at this time.”

The final paragraph of the Tele-
graph's story was as follows:

“In Mr. McVey’s opinion the dila-
toriness of the government will pre-
vent the actual steel construction of
the bridge until next year, although
the Dominion Bridge Company was to
have commenced work next month.
The bridge itself will hardly be finish.
ed now for traffic in November next

ear.”

When the contractor’s attention was
called to this paragraph, yesterday, he
said: “The young man asked me when
I thought the steel work would be com-
menced and I told him that was the
Domrinion Bridge Company’s work and
as I was in no way connected with it, I
cct)ulld not say anything about that end
of it.”

Again, the following was. credited
to Mr, MacVay in the Telegraph: “Ten
thousand dollars the government paid
over in good hard cash for that strip
of ground over there to Miss Mary
Burns and Tom Flaherty.”

Mr. MacVay also denied that he
made this statement. :

As regards the purchase of the rigat
of way, three arbitrators, one for the
government, a second for the owner,
and a third disinterested party were
chosen to arrange a selling price.

“I have no fault to find with the
government one way or the other, and
the work is being carried on as rap-
idly o8 we expected,” said Mr. Mac-
Vay in conclusion.

Mr. MacVay says this present in-
stance is not the first one which he has
had occasion to discredit the Tele-
graph. Some time ago that paper
carried reports for several days of a
strike of the men on the bridge, and
he says it was not until he threatened
legal action that the reports ceased.
At that time, Mr. MacVay says, the
men knocked off work for & short time
‘one afternoon while he was absent
from the scene, and when he returned
work was resumed.

How The Gale Got Its Name.

This great storm was called the
“Saxby Gale” for the reason that
Lieut. Saxby, R. N., made a prediction
nearly a year before that at 2 a. m.
of the 6th of October the earth would
be visited by a storm of marked
severity, attended by an exception-
ally high tide.

On the day preceding the storm the
weather in St. John was foggy in the
morning, followed by partly cloudy
in the afternoon and overcast at
night.

MONG the historical treasures of
A Blenheim House is a slip of pap-

The tumuit of battle was
rolling westward, where French and
Bavarians were in disordered retreat,
with Marlborough’s cavalry riding
fiercely on their rear. The smoke of
the great fight yet hung black in the
heavens. The slopes of the hills to the
right, where Prince Eugene had four
times made his fiery onset, and the
marshy plain in the centre where Marl:
borough himself, by a cavalry charge
worthy of Murat—8000 cavalry joined
in one furious onset of galloping hoofs
—had broken through the French cen-
tre, were strewn with nearly 30,000
killed and wounded. But Marlborough,
with the rapture of the great fight
still dancing in his bloed, pulled up
his horse on one of the little rustic
bridges across the Schwanbuch, and
scribbled these dozen lines to his im-
perfous and bitter-tempered wife in
London, to tell her of the great event.
Marlborough, apparently, borrowed
the scrap of paper from some member
of his staff, for on the back of it are
ithe faded items of a tavern-bill. He
used the parapet of the bridge for a
writing-desk; he had been seventeen
hours in the saddle, most of that time
riding in the very heart of one of the
greatest battles in all history; yet the

“A hund@red victories
since Rocroi,” says @Green the histor-
fan, “had taught the world to regard
the French army as invincible, when
Blenheim, and the surrender of the
flower of the French soldiery, broke
the spell.” But this was the least re-
sult of Blenhelm. Its great merit is
that it shattered absohitely and finally
the attempt of Louis IV. to establish
a sort of universal empire. Louis
XIV. is looked at today through the
lens of his defeated and inglarious old
dge, and the true scale of his intellect,
and of his ambition, I8 not realized.
But in the qualities of an imperious
will, a masterful intellect, and an am-
bitton which vexed the peace and
threatened the freedom of the world,
Louis XIV. comes mnearer Napoleon
than not merely any other character
in French history, but any other char-
acter in modern European history. “To

lin Paris, and Paris in himself,” was
the ideal of Louis XIV.. exactly as it

was of Napoleon. The two best-remem-
bered epigrams of Louis—*I’etat, c'est
mol,” and “There are no longer any
Pyrenees”—perfectly express the tem-
per of his intellect and the daring of
his schemes. And he came almost as
near achieving success~as Napoleon
did. The great Bourbon had forty
years of nearly unbroken trinmph. He
had at least one faculty of genius, that
of choosing fit instruments. Louvois
organised his finances, Vauban built
his fortifications, Turenne and Villars
and Berwick led his armies. Louls’
ambition was not less perilous to the
world, because through it ran a leaven
of religious intolerance. His revoca-
tion of the Edict of Nantes drove 400,
000 of the best citizens.of France into
exile, while another 100,000 perished
of hardship, or of imprisonment, or on
the scaffold. When his grandson as-
cended the throne of Spain and the
Indies, it seemed as if the French
King's dream of a world monarchy was
about to be realized. The “Spain™ of
that date, it must be remembered, in-
cluded the Netherlands, Sicily, Naples,
Milan, half Italy, in a word, and more
thanthalf America. Here, then, was
the mipnace of an empire’ which in
scale” exceeded that of Caesar,
“and in temper was inspired by
by the policy which drove the Hugue-
nots into exile, and would have kept
the Stuarts, as French pensioners, on
the throne of England.

Enever have found a Stuart dynasty,
{and which has made possible the Brit-
|ish Empire of today.

In 1703 Bavaria joined France as an
ally, and opened the door for the
French generals into the very heart of
Germany. At the beginning of 1704
| Louils had no less than eight separate
|armies on foot, and his field of war
|stretched from Portugal to Italy. But
| Louls himself shaped the lines of a
|campaign which, in boldness of con-
| ceptlon, is worthy to stand beside al-
|most any of Napoleon's. One French
|army was already wintering in Bavaria
{in combination with the army of the
| Elector there. Louis’' plan was to
|wage a purely defensive war at all
{other ‘points; a second French army,
{under Marshal Tallard, on the Upper
|Rhine, was to march through the
| Black Forest into Bavaria; Villeroy,
|with forty battalions and thirty-nine
| squadrons, was to move from Flanders
|on the Moselle, and thence to the Dan-
{ube; Vendome, with the army of Italy
was to penetrate through the Tyrol to
Salzburg. Thus four great armies
were to converge to a given point in
the valley of the Danube, and march
upon Vienna, and there finally over-
|throw the Confederacy.

Marlborough penetrated this design.
To be waging a few more or less in-
glorious sieges in Flanders, while the
French generals were marching on
Vienna, was he clearly saw, to suffer,
hopeless and final defeat. He met
Iouis’ strategy by a great counter-
stroke: a march from Flanders through
the rough country of the Upper Rhine
to the Danube, gathering as he went
reinforcements from every side. But
the British general had to win a vic.
tory in half-a-dozen Cabinets before
he could put a single soldier on the
march. He had to persuade Dutch
deputies, English ministers, and Im-
perial statesmen to consent to his
strategy, and he obtained that consent
by concealing its real scale from them
almost as completely as he did from
Louis XIV. himself. Only, perhaps,
to Prince Eugene, a soldier of like spir-
it to himself, now in command of the
Austrian armies, to Heinsius, his faith.
ful ally in Holland, and to Godolphin,
his brother-in-law at the English Treas.
ury, did Marlborough unfold his com-:
plete design. The Dutch would never
have consented to fight the French on
the remote Danube; but they wers
lured into the scheme of a march to
Coblentz, for the purpose of a cam-
paign on the Moselle.

Marlborough's movements curiously
puzzled the French generals. When
he reached Coblentz, everybody believ-
ed he was gping to fight on the Mo-
selle.. When he reached Mayence it
was guessed.that he was about to ats

Neckar, and kept on his steadfast
march through Wurtemberg, his plan
stood disclosed. There was wrath in
Holland, alarm in Paris, and much agi
tated riding to and fro betwixt the
head-quarters of the various Freuch
armies; but it was too late for the
Dutch to object, and also too late for
the French generals to intercept his
movement, and it was clear that the
combination of three French armies
under Tagllard, Marsin, and the Bavar-
fan Elector, Max Emanuel, on the Dan-
ube, would be met by a counter con-
centration of three armies under Marl-
borough, Prince Eugene, and the Mar.
grave Louis,

Marlborough’s march to the Danube
was a grand scheme grandly executed.
Part of the route crossed the great
chain of rugged hills in Wurtemberg
known by the name of the Rauhe Apls
-—the rugged Alps—but through wild
passes, across swift rivers, and, in
gpite of tempestuous weather, the
steadfast Englishman pressed on. The
strength of Marlborough's force com-
sisted of 16,000 British, sturdy infan-
try, equal in endurance and warlike
temper to Wellington’s Light Division
in the Peninsula, or to the foot guards
who held the Sandbag battery at Ink-
ermann. Amongst the British cavaley
vas a regiments of Scots Greys and
another of Royal Dragoons, equal in
valour to those who, more than a cen-
tury afterwards, charged across the
sunken road upon the French cuiras-
slers at Waterloo. Their officers were
men like Cutts and Rowe and Kane
and Ingoldsby, not, perhaps, great gen-
erals, but soldiers who, in fighting
quality, in the stubborn bulldog pluck
that never recognizes defeat , were
equal to the Pictons, and Craufurds,
and Colin Campbells of & later date.

Marlborough ¢rossed the ‘Rhine on
May 26; on June 10, at Mondelsheim,
he met Prince Eugene, and began one
of the most loyal and memorable
friendships in military history. Three
days later the junction with Margrave
Louis was effected at Grossheppach.

The tree still stands under which,
nearly two hundred years ago, the
three commanders sat and planned the
campaign which ended at Blenheim
Of that historic three the Englishman
was no doubt, intellectually the great-
est, and certainly stands highest in
fame. He was fifty-four years of age;
he had won no first-class battle yet,
but during the next seven years he
was to win a series of the greatest
victories in British history. He lack-
ed, perhaps, Wellington’s fighting im-
pulse. Marlborough, during ten cam-
paigns, fought only ten pitched bat-
tles; Wellington, in seven, fought fif.
teen. But Marlborough never fought
a battle he difi not win, nor besieged
a fortress he did not take, and in many
respects he is the greatest military
genius the British race has produced.

' Has Increased.

MILLION AND HALF
BALLOTED IN 1911

Premier Borden's Majority
Two Yoars Ago, Bigger
than any Scored by Laur-
ier, Except in 1904,

Ottawa, Aug. 15.—The Clerk of the
Crown in Chancery is preparing a
series of resumes of the federal gen-
eral elections since 1896. The figures
show a steady increase in the vote
polled and an increase in the propoi-
tion of the electors going to the polls.
In 1896 the electors who voted were
between 64 and 65 per cent. of the
number of those on the lists, while in
1911 the proportion had risen to be-
tween 73 and 74 per cent. In 1896 the
total vote polled was 849,000, of which
the Conservatives polled 416,000 while
the Liberals obtained only 399,700.
Thus the straight Liberal vote was
some 16,000 smaller than the straight
Conservative vote. The independent
vote, however, was abnormally heavy,
82,660, and most if not all of it was

Tal
lard's horse recoiled, Marlborough’s
squadrons re-formed, and the moment
for the great cavalry assault, which
was to break the French centre and
win Blenheim, came

First, however, the village of Oberz-
lauh, which stood as a sort of rocky
barrier in the line of the coming
charge, and was strongly held by an

infantry force, had to be carried. Marl-
borough launched the Prince of Hol-
stein-Beck, with eleven battalions of
Hanoverians, against the village; but
part of the force which held the
village consisted of the celebrated

Irish Brigade the last surivors of
the gallant and ill-fated battalions
who followed Sarsfield into

France. Their departure was long re-
membered in Ireland itself as ‘“the
flight of the wild geese,” but the Irish
regiments played a brilliant part in
continental battles. After Fontenoy,
where the Irish regiments alone prov-
ed equal to the task of arresting the
terrible British column, George II is
reported to have said, “Cursed be the
laws which deprive me of such sub-
jects.” And at Blenheim the Irish
regiments seemed likely, at one mo-
ment, to play a part as great asat Fon-
tenoy. They broke from Oberglauh
upon the Prince of Holstein’s column,
tumbled it into ruin, took the Prince
himself a prisoner, and hurled his men
a mere wreck down the slope. For
the moment Marlborough's centre was
broken by that wild charge.

The Irish, with characteristic reck-
lessness, were pursuing the routed
Hanoverians, when Marlborough broke
upon their flank with some squadrons
of British cavalry. The Hanoverians

Then came the
great cavalry charge which decided
the fight.

Marlborough resembled Hannibal in
his use of cavalry for the deciding
stroke in a great battie, and he had
now no less than 8000 horse, a long
line of nodding plumes and gleaming
swords, ready to launch on Tallard’s
centre. Behind were steady battalions
of infantry, under the cover of whose
fire the horsemen might re-form if the
attack failed. In front was the long
slope, soft with grass and elastic to
the stroke of the galloping hoofs, an
iceal field for a great cavalry charge.
Tallard had drawn up his cavalry in
two lines and had interlaced them with
batteries of artillery and squares of
infantry. These were drawn up slight-
ly below the crest of the ridge, so as
to exactly cover the summit with their
fire.

At five o'clock Marlborough launch-
ed the great attack, Slowly at first,
but gathering moméntum as they ad-
vanced, the long Tines of horsemen
came on.

'DESPERATE NEED OF
¢ TIME FOR PRAYERS

New Strength Needed by

. Christians and Larger

Visions Must be Seen and
Possessed. )

Brooklyn, Aug. 11.—The Rev. Dr.
Ralph Welles Keeler, agsistant editor
of Sunday school publications of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, long ‘a
Brooklyn pastor, preached yesterday
morning and evening at Goodsell M.
E., Church, Sheridan avenue, corner
of McKinley avenue, where several
Yyears ago he was pastor while a stud-
ent at Drew Theological Seminary,
With the story of the Last Suppe and
the Garden of Gethsemane as his back-
ground. Dr. Keeler preached on “The
Loneliness of the Spiritual,” from the
words recorded in Luke xxii:41: “And
he was parted from them about a
stone’s ‘cast.” Dr. Keeler said:

After partaking of the last supper
with His disciples, Jesus went forth
to the world’s great lonely hour. The
comradeship of the years during which
He had taught the chosen few by the-
ory and demonstration brought Him
no companion for Gethsemane. The
intimate fellowship in the upper cham-
ber, where He had just revealed Him-
self as more than Teacher—as Friend
—provided no human heart & upon
which He might lean. Jesus Christ
entered into His hour of prayer and
decision without human company. The
gateway to the garden was as near as
those closest to Him were qualified
to go. Beneath age-bid olives He bow-
ed alone with His problem and God.

No criticism of the disciples ade-
quately states the situation. It was
absolutely impossible that they enter
into the fellowship which Christ had
with the Father. They could not un-
derstand it. Just so it is impossible
for anyone to fully grasp and under-
stand another—his thought-life, pur-
poses, motives, moods, his joys and
sorrows. Men tapped their foreheads
in the presence of Columbus; they
scorned Harvey’'s theory of the circu-
lation of the blood; Marconi and his
wireless was listed with mad men's
dreams, and Paul the wiseacres of
Athens jeered at when, atop Mars Hill,
he spoke to them of the Rusurrection.
Discoverers, scientists, inventors,
thinkers and seekers after truth have
alike been misunderstood. Men have
been unable to enter into the place
where that which prompts thought and
action is apparent. The ordinary man
in every day affairs finds the same con-
ditions. And in times of crisis this
fact is intensified and emphasized.
For the crises of life are for us all.

Our crosses are hewn from different
trees,

But we all must have our Calvaries;

We climb the height from a different
side,

But we each go up to be crucified.

As we scale the steep another may
share
The dreadful load that our shoulders

ear,

But the costliest sorrow Is all ow
own—

For on the summit we bleed alone.

Because of this, the need for such
times of a sustaining force or power
within is felt keenly, in order that
right decisions may be made. The
Master had this power in His close
tellowship with the Father. . His de-
cision on the Mount of Olives would
have been impossible but for the fact
that He trusted God absolutely in the
outcome of His yielding to the Fath-
er's will. “My Father,” He was able
to say, ‘“if it be possible, let this cup
pass away from me; nevertheless, not
as I will, but as thou wilt.” And God
did not fail Him.

This power is available for us
through the fellowship with the Fa-
ther, made possible through Jesus
Christ. Men and women too often
miss the way right here. Some one
has pajnted the picture of a curved alt-
ar inscribed ‘“To the Unknown God."”
The Christ, with a crown of thorns
upon His head and hands bound be-
hind Him stands upon it. Passing this
spectacle, with, now and then a scant
glance toward it, are those engrossed
in the gayety of society, the scientist,
the nurse, the prelate, the laborer, the
goldier, the demagogue, the tramp, the
drunkard, the author, the ragged news-
boy, the flower girl, while at its base
gits a poorly clad mother with a nurs-
ing babe at her breast—all bpilding
altars to unknown gods, unmindful of
the glorious reality of God made known
to men in Jesus Christ. For to those
who will have Him He is present in
every thought and action of life.

Strength to make right decisions is
possible for us only on the same basis
as Christ made His, a living consci-

The Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary at Louisville, Kentucky, with
its 329 students, is the largest semin-
ary of any denomination in America.
The Seminary was founded in 1859, at
Greenville, South Carolina, and was re.
moved to Louisville in 1877. The in-
vested funds now amount to $950,000.
A fine tract of land in the suburbs of
Louisville has been purchased, and ul-
timately the Seminary will sell the
present site, which grows more valu-
able every year, and remove to {its
new location. Since its beginning this
Seminary has matriculated 4,210 stud-
ents, most of whom are at present in
the active ministry of the Southern
Convention.

River Steamers Damaged,

The high tide at St. John backed up
the river to such an extent that it rose
upwards of three feet at Fredericton.
On the river near Gagetown a river
steamer had her upper work carried
away by the gale.

In Albert County the damage from
wind and tide was excessive and at
that time was estimated at nearly a
quarter of a million dollars.

Westmorland also had a terrific gale
and the highest tide ever known, tons
of hay were destroyed on the marshes,
cattle drowned in great numbers,
whole barns and their contents car-
ried away, telegraph line destroyed
and the roads made impassable. From
“Tide Levels and Datum Planes in
Eastern Canada,” by Dr. W, Bell Daw-
son, it may.be seen that the water
level at Moncton was nearly six and a
kalf feet above former or subsequent
records.

Towns Inundated.

In the Bay Chaleur the water was
much above the normal and at Dal-
housie, Restigouche county, bordering
on the bay, the lower portion of the
town was inundated and boats were
used to remove property and people
from the lower levels.

At Windsor, N. 8., wharves were
damaged and churches, dwellings and
business places flooded. In Cornwallis
and Annapolis county, N. 8. similar
conditions obtained.

At Annapolis the water was knee-
deep in the streets, flooded the stores
and carried the lumber away from
the wharves.

At Yarmouth a number of buildings
were unroofed, the tide rose to a great
height and great damage was done.

The steamer plying between St.
John and Digby was anchored in the
Digby Basin and by keeping full
steam ahead managed to weather the
gale. At Westport and Briar Island
ten vessels were driven ashore.

HERE are some recipes taken from

Stanley Cream—Whip half a pint of
double cream stiff. Cut a quarter of
& pound of marshmallows into quart
€rs, put the meats from a quarter of
@& pound of English walnuts through
the chopper, cut into little pieces a
third of a bottle of cherries, and stir
them all into the whipped cream. Add
a large spoonful of powdered sugar
and enough of the cherry juice to col-
or the cream a delicate pink. Serve
this in individual dessert dishes and
decorate each one with whole cherrles.

Nutted Cream—Soak a quarter of a
box of gelatin in half a cup of cold
water for an hour. Whip a pint and a

balf of cream stiff and sprinkle into
it four tablespoonfuls of chopped al-
monds or pistachio nuts, three quarters
of a pound of powdered sugar and a
teaspoonful of vanilla. Pour four ta
blespoonfuls of boiling water over the
gelatin and stir until dissolved, then

Pineapple Snow-—Dissolve on box
of gelatin as per directions on the box.
Add one quart of cold water, the juice
of three large lemons, a quart of grat-
ed pineapple, and sugar enough to
sweeten. Put this into the refrigera-
tor until it begins to stiffen, then fold
in half a pint of whipped cream and
put into sherbet cups to stiffen.

Creamed Rice ~Whip, sweeten, and
flavor, haif a pint of double cream that
has been chilled. Just before serving

stir into it a cupful of cold, well-cook-
ed rice. Put half of a large canned
peach into a sherbet glass and pile
the cream on top.

Strawberry Fiuff—Select large, firm
strawberries and cut in quarters. Whip
half a pint of cream very stiff and
sweeten with confectioner’s sugar.
Just before serving stir in the berries
and serve on a square of plain white
cake. Raspberries or peaches may be
substituted.

Almond Cream--Blanch three ounces
of sweet and one ounce of bitter al-
monds and brown them in a pan over
a slow fire, stirring constantly. As
soon as they are a delicate . brown
pound them into fine pleces, then add
one pint of cream that is scalding hot.

Macdonald College.
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Summer Feeding

This may seem a late hour to intro.
duce the subject of summer feeding,
especially if no feed has been provid-
ed. On the other hand it may be argu-
ed that it is not only a splendid peri-
od but also a very opportune geason
in which to emphazize its importance,
July and August are usgually counted
on as being hot and dry, and it is there.
fore taken tor granted by most farm-
ers that pastures will dry up then and
cows go down in milk, but in an ordin-
ary year the situation will not become
serious’, If it happens to be excep-
tionally dry in these two months, as it
not infrequently happens, the situation
does not become serious; and if the
grass dries up in early June as it did
this year, the farmer's main cource
of revenue, his milk-return, is severe-
ly cut, not only for the time being but
for some time to come.

There is-a difference of opinlon as
to. whether it pays to feed meal to
cows on, grass, .but there can be no
question as to, whether it will pay to
feed cows -80! ng in a year like
this when they are, in many cases,
starving in a field as dry and as bare
as the road. There are some herds
fortunate enough to enjoy a large run
where the grass is shaded and the soil
keeps moist at all times. Land in such
conditions, however, i8 rarely profit.
able, and we have less of it from year
to year. 3

The question is not, should we pro-
vide feed ‘for summer or i it neces-
sary, but 'what is the best way of do-

|img it?=~In-a.year like 1012 many could

do without it, but in any year the ex.
cess would not be lost.

A grain ration may be employed in
case of emergency, but if this is de-
pended on entirely it proves too ex-
pensive, although this year on many
farms where no other feed is avail-
able a little would be well employed.
It may not show an increase in milk
but it will do much in retaining the
milk flow and in maintaining the cow’s
condition—both of which are equally
important although too often we note
only one and expect it without the
other. .

There are a’few things I think
which will account for the fact that
80 many farmers find themselves with.
out summnier feed.. One is the habit
and carelessness' of running a large
part of the farm in pasture—one of
the most expensive crops a man can
grow.on good arable land.

The Jabor connected with summer
feeding 18 another one, and the short.
age of food or the difficulty of getting
any ahead is still another. The first
reaton given is one our farmers should
get over. We in Canada are not thor.
ough enough, We are too content with
the old routine, and expect return with.
out either thought or labour very often.
A man sheuld not have to think or
observe very much to discover that if
he were to plough up an acre of his
old barren pasture and put it into Some
such crops as corn he would get a
return for it, feed enough to supply

his twenty cows forty pounds each
for the whole month of August. Then

in the matter of labor, undoubtedly we
must not get lost here, but let me ask,
how many farmers are there who if
they had a silo half full of corn at
their elbow, or &n acre or two of peas
and oats alongside the pasture, would
not delight right now in taking time
enough to hand it over to the cows?
I have heard numbers of them say it
would indeed be a very pleasant sacri-
fice,

At Macdonald College many crops
suitable for summer feeding have been
grown. There are many adapted for
this purpose, We have found, howev-
er, that when such important consider-
ations as labor and convenience are to
be met it pays to reduce the number,
If alfalfa i grown, and it should be,
it will fit in nicely for soiling; in fact
this seems to be its forte as a feed,
Peas and oats, which anybody can
grow in abundamce, even this' year,
will prove an excellent feed, Our
practice is to sow them at five or six
different dates one week apart.

Best of all, we depend upon silage.
A few extra acres of corn will be put
up without hardship with the rest
and will help splendidly for the next
summer's feed. It will be available
with the leaet labor and trouble and
will compare well with any other feed.
An allowance of silage with a little
meal to a cow in fairly full milk will
excuge both cow and dairyman from
worry when the grass is burnt up. Now
is the time to learn the lesson for next

year.

Weaning time is perhaps the most
critical period with the young pig. At
no other time is the digestive system
50 apt to be upset and the pig started
on the road to unthriftiness. On the
other hand the pig that has been
changed successfully from its moth-
er's milk to hand feeding suffers no
check in growth. Its appetite is keen
and it grows rapidly. Many farmers
complain of unthrifty pigs and if they
look carefully into the matter they will
find that in many cases the trouble be-
gan at weaning time, Too much care
cannot be exercised at this period.

As the pigs reach the age of four
weeks they usually begin to feed out
of their mother’s trough. We frequent-
ly see litters that up to this age were
even and thrifty but in a week or two
seem to lack vigor, some not growing
as well as others, What is the trou-
ble? Simply this: the fcod they were
eating out of their mother's trough al-
though proper for her was too strong
for the litter. and: their systems were
not able to digest it properly. ‘It is of
the utmost importance that young
pigs be encouraged to eat as early as

Of the many forage plants, alfalfa
is one of the most satisfactory for hogs
since it can be made a permanent pas-
ture and is rich in protein, making an
excellent combination with corn or
other grain. The ledves are tender
and the stem small, which make it
easily masticated and it is very much
relished. At Indian Head, on the farm
of Mr. W. D, Lang, one of the farmers
who is doing illustration work for the
Commission of Confervation in Sa:-
katchewan, some interesting results
have been obtained. On: less than one
acre of alfalfa 55 s ‘were pastured
during the summer of 1912 for varying
periods, 26 hogs, severa] sows and one
boar being pastured for four months,
while the others were on for a shorter
time. While on the pasture the only
grain fed was one-half ton of shorts
mixed thinly. with water. About 500

possible but they must receive suitable
food, not of a highly concentrated na-

nitrogenous, such as skim-milk and
shorts or middlings. Watch the pigs
closely each day and gradually in-
crease the amount of food as their ap-
petites become larger. Their trough
should be kept clean and sweet, food
left over at feeding: time should be re-
moved and the trough washed out. It
must also be seen to that sufficient ex.
ercise Is given. Litters of sows that
are housed and well fed often become
over fat and one or several of the lit-
ter are liable to the disease known as
“thumps” which is fatal unless prompt-
ly treated. Prevention is much easier
than cure. See that the sow is turn-
ed out on pasture where the litter as
well as the sow is forced to take suffic-
ient exercise.

When six weeks old the pigs are
ready to wean. They have learned
to eat for themselves and may now
be removed from their mother. After
weaning they will require more feed

but care must be exercised. It is wiser

to underfeed than overfeed at this

fed in finishing in the fall and early
winter, A little over $650 worth of
pork was produced at a total cost of
not over $300. Mr. Lang considered
that by feeding it to hogs he received
at least $1.00 per bushel for his barley.

Pigs fed in the pen get abun-
dance of exercite, there is less labor
keeping them clean, and provided they
have a building to shelter them from
the rain they require:little attention
outside of feeding.-Other green crops
such as rape or alfalfa*may be utiliz-
ed to advantage, and the successful
feeder will plan to have several pad-
docks, thus enabling him to change
from one to the other.  Bigs relish a
change as well s any ‘other animal.

Where paddocks are met available
the pens must be 'cleansed ‘regularly.
They should be airy and fresh. Small
rting are necessary for exercife. Where
skim-milk is scarce one-of the animal
foods may be substituted in.part and
in a few weeks small guantities of oat,
barely or corn meals may be added
gradually increasing the amounts as
the pigs become older.”

Summer weather very often means
short and dry pastures, with a con-
sequent decrease in milk yield. This
is more especially true where no sys.
tef of permanent pasture is practised.
Permanent pastures usually possess
greater drought-—resisting qualities
that do the temporary pastures in use
on many of our dairy farms. Even
with the best of pastures there will be
more or less shortage of succulent
feeds, during the late summmer months.
The business farmer, the dairyman
who plans his work for the entire sea-
son instead of week by weelk, will then
have means of supplementing his pas-
tures with other succulent feeds. He
knows that if the milk flow is once al-
lowed to lessen he will be unable to
again increase it at a later time.

|laborious and least expensive means

depend leargely upon local conditions.
The chief objections are the labor
and the time involved in preparing
and handling them each day, and the
more or less difficulty in providing a
succession of crops at the necessary
times throughout the season. Under
other conditions the summer silo is
best; it will be found useful under
any conditions. It affords the least

of storing and handling succulent
feeds. This will be more especially
appreciated on wet or muddy days,
or during the rush of summer work,
Cattle will consumeg silae even while
on pasture with relish and benefit.

possible to eliminate the taints in mak-
ing the milk into chesse. In milk in-
tended for city milk supply the taints
were equally objectionable; in butter.
making they could be overcome to
some extent; although first-class but-
ter can never be made from tainted
milks. At the same .time they found
that there was little or no trouble from
tainted milks when such green feeds
were fed the cows some time before
milking. Time was thus afforded the
cows to eliminate the undesirable
taints. Feeding such feeds just after
milking {s perhaps the best time. In
the experiments less tainted milk re-
sulted when green corn was fed than
with any other feed, and the sight
taints were readily eliminated before
the cheese was finished.  From this
work we see that certain solling crops
should not be fed just before milking,
if clean sweet flavored milk is to be
produced.

In feeding silage we know that we
must be careful to feed off enough
each day to prevent spoiling. This is
more marked in the summer time, as
any fermentation goes on more rapid.
y then. Nothing will impart unde-

sirable taints and flavors to milk more
quickly than this spoiled silage. - #gm
