“Regard for neutrals prompts the 
clearest declaration that unrestricted 
war against all sea traffic in the an­
nounced barred zones is now in full 
swing, and will, under no circum­
stances, be restricted.”

“Tempting fate" is the way Ger­
mans regard the action of the Ameri­
can government in permitting “test 
ships” to sail for ports in the “barred 
zone.”

The greatest surprise was mani­
fested here today when it became 
known that American ships had clear­
ed for Allied porta, in the face of Ger­
many's frank announcement of unlim­
ited U-boat warfare.

London, Feb. 24—The American 
schooner Lynlan M. Law was sunk by 
a submarine on Monday, according to 
a despatch from the Stefani Agency 
of Rome. The crew, including eight 
Americans, is reported to have been 
landed.

The Lyman M. Law, 1,300 tons 
gross, and 211 feet long, was built In 
1890 at West Haven, Conn. She was 
formerly owned by the Benedict- 
Manson Marine Company of New' 
Haven, Oonn., which sold her a year 
ago to New York interests, represent­
ed by the Maritime Transportation 
Company. Her captain's name is S. 
N. McDonough, Winterport, Maine.

Austrians Did It.
Washington, Feb. 14—on the basitt 

of news despatches the government 
began seeking official information of 
the destruction of the American 
schooner Lyman M. Law by a subma­
rine to determine at once how the 
case affects the delicate situation be­
tween Germany and the United 
States.

The despatch was taken to indicate 
til at the Law was sunk in the Medi­
terranean, where Austria also is con­
ducting submarine operations. The 
main points to be determined are 
whether the ship was attacked with­
out warning, whether she carried con­
traband, and whether any American 
lives were lost. Whether the destruc­
tion of the Law will turn out to be 
"the overt act” of the submarine cam­
paign will have to depend on the ex­
act facts.

United States Consul Treadway at 
Rome cabled a report indicating that 
the Law was not torpedoed, but was 
destroyed by a bomb placed on board 
by a submarine.

Secretary of State Lansing had an­
other report which said that the ship 
was sunk by gunfire from a subma-

Consul Treadway's report says the 
submarine was apparently an Aus­
trian, but flew no flag.

Had No Contraband.
Bangor, Maine, Feb. 14—The 

schooner Lyman M. Law, reported 
sunk on Monday by a submarine, sail­
ed from Penobscot Bay on January 6 
with 60,000 bundles of lemon box 
shocks, taken on at Stockton a week 
earlier. There was no contraband 
aboard, according to the T. J. Stewart 
Company of this city, the shippers of 
the cargo. The schooner was to go 
direct to Palermo, Sicily, without 
touching at any other port. The cargo 
was valued at $31,200 and was insur-

freight steamer Roanoke, Dundee, 
Scotland, for New York, has been top 
pedoed and beached, according to 
advices received by the Maritime Ex­
change here. She is registered as a 
vessel of 8,765 tons gross, 368 feet 
long, built at West Hartlepool in 1907, 
and owned by Furness, Withy and 
Company.

Hoboken, N. J., Feb. 14.—The Scan- 
dtnavian-American Line steamship 
Frederik VIII., carrying Count Von 
Bernstorff, left here today shortly aft­
er 4 o’clock and started on her voyage.

Shrill blasts from the whistles of 
river craft resounded as the ship got 
under way and took a course which 
would circle her around the statue of 
Liberty. The crews of the German lin­
ers tied up here climbed on the rails 
and waved a farewell to their depart­
ing compatriot On American ships 
officers and others were on the decks, 
and along the shore hundreds of sight­
seers watched the vessel swing down 
the river.

Washington, Feb. 14.—While the 
United States considéra that Germany 
has given ground on which It might 
properly and Justly renounce the Prus- 
sian-tAmorican treaties of 1799 and 
1828, It was declared at the state de­
partment today that the government 
will continue to live up to the spirit of 
the old conventions. It was Indicated 
that there will be no re-afflnnations 
or extensions ,as asked by Germany, 
but that the United States prefers to 
leave the old conventions as they 
stood.

Washington, Feb. 14,-^Rêpresenta- 
tives of the Cuban Liberal party de­
clare that the revolution in Cuba is In 
full swing and that the revolutionists 
have won some Important victories.

Neither the manufacturers nor offi­
cials would hint today at what is un­
der discussion, but there was a strong 
indication that the subjects consider­
ed bear close relation to the activi­
ties of a federal grand jury to New 
York, which has been asked by the de­
partment of justice to bring indlctr 
ments against the manufacturers, 
charging violation of anti-trust laws.

effect on May 1st. If that be so,
If the opposition is as solicitous re­
garding prohibition as it professes to 
be, how does it happen that the party 
platform does not contain a more 
definite plank on the question?

The opposition platform by which 
that party is pledged offers to pass a 
prohibitory act and then submit it to 
a referendum of the people. It it 
passes the referendum test the act 
will be enforced a year later. Under 
this arrangement, and no matter what 
the Telegraph may say, this is the 
only arrangement to which the oppo­
sition Is officially pledged, New 
Brunswick cannot get prohibition 
before July 15th, 1918. The Govern­
ment party, on the other hand. Show­
ed a reail disposition to grapple man­
fully with the liquor question. The 
delegation of prohibitionists which 
visited Fredericton asked for a refer­
endum. The Government gave them 
a bill and nine weeks after election 
day it will be in force. The Govern­
ment has acted definitely and with 
certainty: the best the opposition has ;

At first egg circles collected their 
eggs In each district and each circle 
did its own marketing, selling the 
eggs usually to the wholesale buyers 
in Charlottetown.

Two years ago, an important step 
was taken when eggs were marketed 
co-operatively through the association.
A large warehouse was built in Char­
lottetown with a floor space of 12,000 
square feet. AH the eggs were ship­
ped to this warehouse. Here they am 
candled, winter and summer,, and up 
to February 1st of this year were sold 
to the highest bidder, after being 
graded as Nos. 1 and 2. The business 
manager would pay the farmer the 
current market price and the egg col 
lector on going on his rounds, usually 
the first of the week would pay the 
farmer for the preceding week's eggs 

This year, another important change 
has been made In the system of financ­
ing. Hereafter the association will fix 
the price for the country. Circle mem 
here, according to agreement, are bound 
tor one year to deliver all their eggs 
to the central warehouse, and to ac­
cept the price that is fixed. They are 
paid a certain percentage at time of 
delivery. Gu settlement day they are 
paid the balance due them, less the 
amount which is to go into the reservo 
fund and less the overhead expenses, 
which each member is to be debited in 
proportion to the number of eggs ho 
supplies. On settlement day the aver 
ege price which has been paid for the 
eggs during say, two or three months,

AT THE MILITARY HOSPITAL 

The Canadian Club, who have been 
responsible tor so many activities at 
the Military Hospital, have lately fur­
nished a diet kitchen where the food 
for the soldiers who are on a special 
diet will be prepared. Four ladies 
have volunteered to look after this 
and are at the hospital from ten a. m. 
till six at night. At least like the 
V.A.D.’s they are supposed to go at dig: 
but if there is anything needed by n 
soldier they stay till they have done 
everything possible for the men.

The diet kitchen is a model of sani­
tary painting and convenience. Every­
thing has its place and is kept in that 
place. The walls are of oilcloth, a 
brown dado with white above it and 
the whole effect is bright and clean.

The fine stove was donated by the 
McClary Co. and the refrigerator by 
Emerson & ' Fisher, while a local 
plumber put the stove in for his dona­
tion. The cooks work in two shifts 
and are all past mistresses in the art 
of making soups or delicacies for in­
valids. They also take care of the 
special food sent In by various patri 
otic societies for the soldiers.
