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HERO OF VERDUN
IS PROMOTED

General Petain is Now Creat.
a Marshal of France.

JOFFRE AND FOCH
ARE THE OTHER TWO

Made His Great Reputation o«
the Defender of *Verdun
Against German Assault.

Paris, Nov. 19.—General Petain, the
commanderin-chief of the French
armies, was today named a marshal
of France at a meeting of the French
cabinet, presided over by President
Poincare. General Petain today is en-
tering Metz at the head of the French
Tenth Army.

The raising of General Petain to
the rank of Marshal will increase the
number of marshals of France to
thtee, the others being Marshal Joffre
and Marshal Foch, General Petain,
formerly chief of the general staff,
was on May 15, 19017, appointed com-
mander in chief of the French armies
operating on the Fremch front, which
command he has sined. held, while
Marshal Foch, as Generalissimo, cotid-
manded the French and other Allled
armies throughout the field of opera:
tions.

General Petain, before his appoint
ment as chief of staff, won his chief
distinction for. the heroic defence of
Verdun under his command. He was
a retired colonel at the outbreak of
the war, but rose rapidly through the
ability he displayed. As commander
on the French front he added notably
to his earlier laurels, particularly in
the latgr phases of the war, when the
ekilfully directed hammer blows of
his force, tn eonjunction with those ot
the British, American and other Allied
commands, were breaking down the re:
sistance of the German army, and dis-
integrating it to the point where the
German command was forced to apply
for an armistice.

General Petain, who is 08 years old,
was trained at 8t. Cyr, and became a
captain in 1890, and later a colonel,
During the early weeks of the war
his abllity as a tactician and a strate-
gist brought him speedily to the com-
mand of a brigade and early in Sep:
tember 1914, he was made a general
of dlvls‘lon.

In numerous localities
the inhabitants displayed touching
thought in bringing forth, notwith-
standing thg difficulties, food for
our soldiers.

MAKE PROHIBITION
VALID FOR A TIME

Legislation to be Introduced to
This Effect, But Some of the
Restrictions May be Lessen-
ed.

Ottawa, Nov. 19.—Validating legis-
lation will be submitted next session,
it is expected, in regard to prohibition.
The order-in-council on which domin-
fon action was taken found its authori-
ty in the war measures act. The or-
der itself remains in force during war
time and for a period of twelve months
afterwards. The war measures act,
however, expires on the proclamation
of peace in the Canada Gazette. The
question how far the order in council
is valid after the war measures act
has ceased to exist is now before the
justice department.

‘While the government has not yet
taken the matter up, the suggestion
is made of some lessening of prohibi-
tion restriction when validating legis-
lation is introduced.

The same situation will arise in re
gard to othér orders in council, passed.
under the War Measures Act, which
cover a period beyond the conclusion
of peace.

Detective Biddiscombe calied, corro.
borated the statements of the former
witness with the addition that he re-
mained with the defendant while In-
spector McAinsh unearthed some liqu-
or from behinl the omgen in the par-
lor. Witness stated there was a keg
in th~ pantry which the wife ef the
defendant stated was a liquor she had
for her own use. It contained bark
apperently.

Scott E. Morrell, appearing for the
defendant, then asked for the adjourn-
ment of the case as he wished to pro-
cure a witness. The case was then
set aside for a week until the return
of Inspector Wilson to the city, Should
the inspector them be absent the case
is to be postponed for another week.

One d-unk appeared and was fin
ed $8. Two satlors who deserted from
a ship in port were remanded.

The case of Fdward Burke was
then taken up ar1l concluded, Wm, M.
Ryan appearing for the defendant,
called his client to the stand.

Witness swore that he was arrest-
ed on the evening of the nineteenth
of October by the Liquor Ingpector.

“The Bavarian government {s quite
orderly and moderate. Berlin's is
moderate, too, but whether the gov-
ernment can impose its authority on
the whole country is still doubtful.

‘“The German Sparticus group fis
substantially Bolshevist and undoubt-
edly a strong revolutionary movement
exists. There are disorders in the Ger-
man army and the situation in Bel-
gium is said to be very bad. Accord-
ing to reports the German troops in
Brussels are fighting among them-
selves.”

Discussing Bolshevism, Lord Robert

The only remedy for Bol-
shevism is to find some means of uni-
fying the community. All solutions,
such as higher wages and better con-
ditions, fail to touch the root of the
matter.

GREATER IMPORTANCE
OF THE “ODD CENT”

Emphasizing the growing import-
ance of the “odd cent” W. S. Daven-
port in an article in the Annalist
argues that under our present sys-
tem it is too easy to pay 5 cents
and not eaky enough to pay 4 or 6
cents. In fact he would go so far
as to have one, two and three cent
coins and eliminate the “nickel” alto-

gether.
The coinage of all countries, except

England is based on * the decimal
system. The Continental Eump?a;\
an

nations also have their weights
measures based on this system. In
America our weights and measures,
like the English, are divisible by the
more natural factors of 2, 3, 4, 6 and
8, but our small coins are divisible
by five and 2 only. This result in
both friction and waste. A price of
25 cents for a. pound, quart, or a
dozen of anything makes it impossi-
ble to buy a half, third, or a quarter
at the same rates.

We need, for a thorough reform,
to add two more digits to the pre-|
sent ten, so that moving a 'digit up
one place to the left would multiply
it by a dozen. Then we should be
able to reckon easily with numbers
that are also usefully divisible. This
reform is too radical ever to be intro-
