The reason why
such a visit just now cinnot be welcomed
is plain, for Mr. Kruger intends the re-
quested audience not only as a mere act
of politeness, but as an occasion for re-
ceiving proofs of personal sympaithy. Fur-
thermore, he is prosecuting at the same
fime cutspoken aims and desires to in-
duce rulers of those states which he has
visited to abandon the stridt neutrality
they have hitherto found reason to main-
tain in the war between Great Britain
and the Transvaal. The maintenance of
@tmict neutrality, however, accords with
Germany’s interests and it would be a ser-
jous political error if a mere suspicion was
created that, at Mr. Kruger’s wish, this
:“ft,tmh’ity would no longer be maintain-

Mr. Kruger’s reception at Cologne was
exceedingly enthusiastic so far as the cii-
gens were concerned. They had planned
& tordnlight procession and serenade, but

. the police forbade both.

His despaiches to Count Von Buelow,
the Impenial chancellor, and to the heads
of the German states, were left unanswer-
ed. There is no doubt that, as late as

y Saturday foreign office officials contem-
. plated that Mr. Kruger would' be received
in Berlin tomorrow. Emperor William and
Qount Von Buelow must have reconsider-
ed the original plans 1t is sugested that
as Mr. Kruger’s intention to come to Ber-
lin was mwooted while in Kranze, the
Kaiser and hfis advisers may have suspect-
ed a trap.

Herr Von Tschirschky, German minister
to Luxembourg, unidcr Em.peror W:lilam’s
instruotions, personally thanked Mr. Kru-

er for the telegram to the Kaiser and Mr.

ruger, when thaiamng the envoy, said:
-~ “T invoke God’s hlessing upcn that aug-
st persomage.”’

Diplomatists generaly rezard Mr. Kru-
ger’s misdion as frustrated and consider
Germany’s action of great political im-
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portance, as denoting @ new era in the
relations between Germany .and Great
Britain..

On the other hand the government’s at-
titude is certainly -condemned by a large
portion of the nation, and there can be
no question that a wvast majority of the
representaltive journals throughout the Em-
pire remain pro-Kruger. Yesterday, even
the courtt preacher, Dr. Kritinger, in the
New Calthedral, delivered a d/scoumss fill-
ed with sentiments strongly favoring the
Boer cause.

Paris, Dec. 3.—Emperor William’s tele-
gram to Mr. Kruger refusing to receive
him conltinues to be the chief subject of
comment in the French press. The after-
ncon newspapers strike a note of sad-
ness. ‘They say they see in his majesty’s
action the shattening of his reputation
for. chivalry. The Temps says:

“The emperor’s wording that he could
not receive Mr. Kruger on account of
dispositions already taken, is very olear.
Every one understands that the emperor
if not adtually fulfilling one of the clauses
of the recent AngloGerman accord, is
inspiréd by the spirit thereof, in declin-
ing to receive Mr. Kruger. Neither the
declarations of Count Von Buelow or
others have concealed from the eyes of
the world that the emperor has veered
his policy in favor of England since he
sent his famous despatch on the Jameson
raid. The emperor has failed to find
in Burope the alliance needetd to brave
England and ‘his people have refused
the credits to build a fleet. The comse-
quence was the emperor threw in his
lot with England. This is clear but in-
comprehendible. Mr. Kruger's advisers
neither saw nor foresaw anything and
exposed Mr, Kruger to the total check
he has just experienced. This, perhaps,
is pot the first bad advice they gave
him, and whidh explains many things in

the past.”
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Austria Does Not Want OQom Paul.

MOSTLY IMMIGRANTS
WITH BELTS OF GOLD.

One Hundred Russians, Hung.arians and
' , Austrians of Wealth at Halifax.

Halifax, Dec. 3—(Special)—Among the pas-
gengers on the mail steamer Lake Superior,
which arrived early this morning, was a
party of 100 Russians, Hungarians and Aus-
trians, who are bound for different parts
of the United States. They attracted a great

> deal of at‘ention at the immigration building
this mofninig. Many of the party claim to be
coppersmiths and the remainder farmers.
The gold and silver ornaments worn by both
men and women made them interesting.
Many ¢f the men wear silver chains made of
cone-shape, hammered silver ornamants fast-
eped together, and others have chains of
bulb-shape silver eornaments. One of the
men had a belt of gold thread, estimated to
be worth about $500. It is estimated that the
cash, silver and gold ornaments in the party
amounted in all to about $100,000. One of the
party alone had £30,000 in gold in his charge.
. Pecple say they always carry their money
with them and do not trust it to baoks.
Though many of the men call themselves
silver and coppersmiths, others on the steam-
er say they are really travelling gypsy tink-
ers, similar to those in America, who go from
town to village mending pots and pans and
living in tents. The Lake Superior landed
111 passengers and about 150 tons of cargo.

one which has been performed here illus-
trates this advance. A patient suffering from
- hernia was opcrated upon after cocaine had
been injected into the spine, thus deadening
the sense of feeling, but.leaving the patient
in the full possession of her other senses.

Dr. Prevost perfonmed the necessary surgic-
el work and did not cause the slightest pain.
The methcod if injecting cocaine into the
epinal cord was discovered about a year ago
and has sinc» been adopted all over the
world. The use of cocaine as a local anes-
thetic is not new, but it3 application in this
particular manncr is a late discovery and
this operation’ ¢f Dr. Prevost's is believed to
be one of the first in Canada. The operation
was performed at St. Luke’s hospital. This
case is said to be remarkable more from a
physiclogical standpoint than as a surgical
feat. A radical cure was effected as a result
and no bad effects were noticed. It re-
quires a persoh of some nerve to submit to
an operation of this kind, but it is perfectly
painless and in this indtance was remarkably
effective.

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GRAND TRUNK WRECK.
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Collision Near Norway, Me—One Man
Seriously Injured.

. Norwey, Me., Dec. 3—A rear-end collision
between two freight trains on the Grand
Trunk road, just above Gilead, early this
morning, resulted in the serious injury of
one man, and considerable damage to rolling
stock. A long, double-end eastbound
fréight train was standing on  the
main track near Wild River about
2 o'clock this morning, when another
eastbound freight came ‘down and plungeid
into it, throwing the caboose down the bank-
ing and smeshing a cattle car that was next
above it. Fortunately the caboose was empty
and was thrown some distance from the
tratin, for it almost immediately caught fire
from the stove and was completely burned.

A man named McGuire was in the cattle
car, which was also filled with live stock,
and he was badly hurt.

America's Claims Against Turkey.

Washington, Dec. 3—The officials of the
state department decline to make any state-
ment for publication relative to the announce-

ment from Constantinople that the Turkish
government had arranged to pay the Ameri-
can missicn claims under cover of a contract
with the Cramps for a wamship. Neverthe-
less there is reason to believe that the re-
port is well founded and that the claims ‘are
in a fair way to be paid.

The settlement in this matter will permit
the battleship Kenftucky to prooed on her
way to Manila, or to return over her route
far enough to pick up the American consul
at Tangicr and assist him morally in the
collection cf the indemnity demanded in the
Eezegui case. The state department prefers
the use of an imposing craft like the Ken-
tucky, rather than a cruiser, but if the
former cannct completet her original mission
in season then recourse can be had to the
Dixie for us: in the Moorish case.

Philadelphia, Dec. 3—Charles H. Cramp
said today he had no reason to doubt the
authenticity of the despatch from Constanti-
nople, which announced that a contract had
been signed to the construction of a cruiser
for the Ottoman navy, the price to include
£22,000 as indemnity for losses sustained
during the Armenian massacres.

Mr. Cramp says he has not been officially
informed regarding the mponted contract and
expressed himself as far from certain that
the indemnily statement was correct.

“This award, if it has been made,” continu-
ed Mr. Cramp, ‘‘mecans nothing more than
the single order., The vessel we will build
is to be a fast protected cruiser of aboutl
3,000 tons, corresponding in class to the
Raleigh and the Cincinnati. The plans were
submitted to the Turkish government some
three or four months ago and they include
the furnishing ¢f the 10 4.7-inch guns. The
cruiser, finished ang armed, is to be deliver-
ed in 18 months.”

REPRESENTATIVES OF POWERS

PREPARED

NOW 70 TALK

To the Chinese Authorities and Will Meet Today-—Doubtful as
to Satisfactory Result—At Tien Tsin There Are
Fears of More Outbreaks.

London, Dec. 4.—“Placards are again
being posted,” says the Tien Tsin corres-
pondent of the Standard, wiring Sunday,
“apnouncing a renewal of the anti-foreign
outbreaks as imminent.”

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Post says the Hankow viceroy, told Vice
Admiral Seymour during the latter’s re-
cent visit that the court would never re-
turn to Pekin, but as the correspondent
learns, the Nankin viceroy holds just
the contrary opinion.

Pekin, Dec. 3.—All the foreign envoys
have now heard from their governments
regarding the joint note to the Chinese
plenipotentiaries, and a meeting will be
held tomorrow. 7The énvoys are not com-
municative but enough is known with
reference to the objections of different
governments, to make it seem doubtiul
that the meeting will have a satisfactory
conclusion.

Prince Ching and Li Hung Chang both
say that they are anxiously awaiting the
demands of the powers. ‘lhey declare
that China desires peace at any price,
commensurate with the dignity of an
independent nation but they point out
that so long as a large foreign army oc-
cupies the province of Chi Li, the prob-
lem will be harder to solve.

The missionaries and others who went
through the siege protest pititerly against

any suggestion of leniency. They urge
particulanly that those who are in high
office and who were really responsible
for the outrages to foreigners should be
executed; and they insist algo that a
sufficient force should be kept in China
to guarantee order and to keep foreign-
ens independent of the Chinese, declaring
that 1f this is not done, a repetition of
the troubles is inevitable.

Protest Against Expeditions.

St. Petemsburg, Dzc. 3—Kwan Chang, an
atitache of the Chinese Legation here, in
a formal interview said today:

“Tt is futile for Field Marshal Von Wal-
dersee to send into the imterior expedi-
ttions, the presénce of which only irmitates
the natives and increases their animosity
towards the Burcpeamns. The Emperor will
not return to Pekin as long as foreign
ftroops, other than the legation guards are
there. Shotld it be necessary, the Em-
peror will fly further than Sian Fu.

“I do not believe the United States in-
fbends to negotiate apart from the other
powere. The interests of all the powers,
including the United States, compel them
ito act in concent. Consequently it is im-
probable that Mr. Conger will be secret-
ly instructed to act apart from the repre-
sentatives of the other countries.

“] believe the powers will soon reach
an agreement. China is anxious to con-

dlude peace, as this condition of affairs
means the ruin of commerce, the gradual
annihilation of public welfare and the
devasttaition of Pekin and other'towns and
villages.” 3

By Orders of the Czar, ,

Tien Tsin, Sunday, Dec. 2—It is by the
imperative orders of the Czar that the
Rusiians are handing over the Shanhai-
Kuan Railrcad to the Germans. The neces-
sary documents were signed this morning.

Chinese Driven in Wild Flight.

Berlin, Dec. 3—A despatch from Field
Marshall Count Von Waldersee, com-
mander-in-dhief of the international forces
in China; sent from Pekin under date
of Saltunday, December 1, says that after
hoisting the German flag at the Ming
Tombs and punishing several neighboring
vilages for the murder of Christians, the
late Col. Yorck’s detacdhment, command-
ed by General Gayl, returned to Pekin in
four columns by way of Yang Fang, Chen
Pien Tscheng, Thang Shan and Niu Lan
Shan, each about a day’s march north-
ward of Pekin.

The Kalgan expedition, the despatdh
also says, was very successful. Several
thousand Chinese regulars under the com-
mand of two generals, were driven in wild
flight from the province of Chi Li to
Shan Si. The remains of the late Col.
Yorck have arrived at Pekin.

CONGRESS AND SENATE,

Yesterday's Openings- Were
Merely Formal.

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

P

Was Read and Occupied Over Two
Hours in the Reading--In the
Senate the Oath of Office Was
Administered Senator Dillingham
From Vermont.

Washingion, Dec. 3—Girded by over-
flowing gallenies and bathed in light from
the stained glass windows overhead, the
hall of representatives presented a bril-
liant spec.acle when Speaker David Brem-
mer Henderson called the second session
of the fifty-dixth congress to order at
nooh today. The desks of half the mem-
bers were freighted with flowers from ad-
miring friends and constituents and the
profusion of the floral pieces gave the vast
ihall more the appearance of a garden than
a legidlative assembly, A little before
midon. the executive and the diplomatic gal-
leries were thrown open and soon filled

‘wilth dastinguished diplomats and visitors

holding cards from the president or mem-
bers of the cabinet. At 12 the speaker
ascended the rostrum and with a stroke
of his gavel stilled the assemblage, and
announced: ‘“The house will be in or-
der.” Instantly the members arcse in
their places and stood reverently with
bowed heads while the blind chaplain lift-
ed up his voice in prayer.

Washington, Dec. 3—The opening of the
session, while - brilliant, was not ex-
citing. De:pite the fact that a great
presidential campaign had concluded with-
in a monith, the best of feeling seemed to
prevail between victors and vanquished.
The reading of the president’s messaze,
which naturally was the feature of the
day, occupied over two hours. It was
listened to with respectful interest by
both sides. The deaths of the late repre-
sentatives, Daly of New Jersey, and Hof-
fecker of -Deleware, and Senators Davis
of Minnescta. and Gear of Iowa were an-
nounced and as a further mark of respect
to their memonies the house adjourned
unitil tomorrow.

Representative Littlefield, of Maine,
from the judiciary committee of the house
bcday, presented a favorable report of
the bill limiting the use of restraining or-
ders and injunctions in disputes between
employe and employer in places under
federal control. The report favors two
changes in the bill. One strikes out the
provision which would have the effert
of excepting combinations in trade dis-
putes from the operations of the Sher-
man anti-trust Jaw. The other amends
the bill so that it will cover instances of
dhreats to injure persons or, property,
business or occupation or overt acts of in-
terference with the nights of others.
Otherwise the bill is preserved in limit-
ing the scope of injunctions, conspiracies,
ete.

The Senate.

Washington, Dec. 3—In the senate *o-
day the work of the short session of the
56th congress was successfully launched.
Tt had been the purpose of the senate to
announce the deaths of Semators Gear of
Towa, and Davis of Minnesota, immedi-
ately afiber the /aswsetmbl.ing and then to ad-
journ and to receive the message of ihe
president tomomrow, but as this had been
announced by the leaders of both branch-
es of congress to be a “quiet business ses-
son,” it was determined to receive the
mesage today and thus gain one day in

a session when that much time -may be
of immense importance.

Aside from the reading of the message
and the adminigtration of the oath of of-
fice to William B. Dillingham, the new
senaltor from Vermont, who succeeds the
Jate Justin S. Morrill, no business was
trancacted. The othér new member of the
body, former Representative Jonathan P.
Dolliver, who succeeds the late Semator
Gear of Iowa, was present, but his cre-
dentials weré not presented and-he was
not sworn in. These formalities will be
complied with tomorrow now that the
senate has been informed officially of the
deatth of Senator Giear.

ONTARIO’S CONSERVA-
TIVE LEADER

Will Probably Be E. F. Clarke, Whom New
Members Want.

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Toronto, Dec. 3—(Speclal)—In connection
with the coming meeting of the Ontario
Conservative members of the dominion
house it is stated tonight that W .F. Mac-
lean, M. P., has abandoned all idea of
seeking the leadership at present, and that
E. F. Clarke will probably be the Ontario
leader. The choice of Mr. Clarke is said
to be desired by a number of strong new
men who have come into the house as the
result of the general elections.

DEATH AT INITIATION

Of Improved Orcer of Red Men at Beverly,
Mass.’ ’

Beverley, Mass.,Dec. 2—An explosion of
chemicals, the use of which was for spec-
tacular effect in the initiatory rites of the
Improved Order of Red Men, cost the
life of Past Sachem Ira T. Crockett, ot-
Lynn, and severely burned W. F. Rogers
of that city, both of the Winnepurket
tribe degree staff, tonight. The third, or
warriors’ degree, was being worked for.
The degree staff was in an ante-room
robing for the work. The explosion oc-
curred there. Past Sachem Crockett and
Mr. Rogers were preparing the chem:-
cals at the time the flash came. Crockett
was terribly lacerated in the groin and on
the right leg, the femoral artery being
severed. Rogers was. burned on the
right arm side. Dr. Voss dressed the in-
juries and both were taken to the hos-
pital. Mr. Crocektt died about 11.15.
Mr. Rogers will recover. Mr. Crockett
lived at 25 Sewall street, Lynn, and was
married. Mr. Rogers’ home is at 41 Sut-
folk street, same city, and he is also mar-
ried.

‘Montreal Company Men Arrested.

Montreal, Dec. 3—(Special)—Wm. M.
Pardy and John Gardiner, respectively
president and secretary of the Merchants’

FATAL EXPLOSION,

Four Lives Takenand Thirteen
Persons Injured.

PROPERTY WRECKED.

A Boiler in a Chicago Power House
Burst With Those Awful Results
--Two Bridal Couples on a Pass-
ing Train Among the Injured--
Property Loss $100,000. |

Chicago, Dec. 3—Four men and one boy
were instahtly killed and 13 persons injured
by the explosion of a boiler in the power
house of the Chicago & Northwestern Rail-
road this evening. Several of the injured
are hurt so badly that they may die.

The power house was a two storey struc-
ture, which stood west of the passenger sta-
tion and on the first floor were four boilers
and nine dynamos, Four of those killed
were people not employed by the road and
all four bodies taken to the morgue were
unidentified.

It is not known what caused the explosion.
At a few minutes past 5 o’clock one of the
boilers in the centre of the row of four burst
with -a detonation, plainly heard at points
a mile distant. The end of the boiler nearest
the tracks was weakest. It flew toward the
depot track and landed fully 70 feet away.
The boiler itself weighs 10 tons and lies to-
night 60 feet from the boiler house.

Just as the explosion occurred, the Ashland
limited train was pulling out of the station.
The last two cars, aP ullman sleeper and a
drawing room car were struck. The boiler
struck the rear car, while the:boiler head
ploughed through one immediately in front,
carrying away perticns of the roof and- vesti-
bule. Those of the passengers who were
nurt were struck by flying splinters, or by
being thrown to the floor. Two couples re-
turning frcm their bridal tour were injured,
one of the brides, Mrs. Beck of Milwaukee,
it is thought, fatally.

Traffic was interrupted for several hours.
Every attention to the wounded was shown
by the officials of the road.

The property loss will not be far from
$100,000. The boiler house was practically re-
duced to a ruin, two sides being blown com-
pletely out and the costly electric plant was
nearly torn to pieces.

DIED IN AWFUL AGONY.

Claimed That Fiendish Hazing Atrocities
Caused This Death.

Philadelphia, Dee. 3.—Oscar L. Booz, a

former cadet at the West Point Military
Academy, who had been lying at the point
of death at his home in Bristol, Pa., suf-
fering from injuries which his parents
claim were the result of hazing at the aca-
demy over two years ago, died today in
great agony. The cause of death was
throat consumption. It is alleged by the
voung man’s father that Tobasco sauce was
poured down his son’s throat while the
cadets were hazing him. The father also
claims that red pepper was thrown in his
eyes, hot grease poured on his bare feet, a
tooth knocked out and other fiendish
methods were indulged in. The young man
nover would divulge the names of the
cadets, who it is alleged, ill-treated him.
New York, Dec. 8—According to a
specal despaltch to the World from Wash-
ington, Representative Driggs, of New
York, will offer a resolution tomorrow, in
Congre's, caillng for an investigation of
the causes of the death of Oscar L. Booze,
the West Point cadet, whose death is at-
tributed by his parents to severe hazing.
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(Correspondece of the Associated Press.)

London, Nov. 20—W. Stamps Cherry,
who left his home in Chicago in the sum-
mer of 1896 is now on his way to his home
in America, having experienced in the heart
of Africa adventures more thrilling in
many respects than those of Livingstone or
Stanley.

For four years Mr. Cherry has been liv-
ing among the Congo natives. It has fallen
to the lot of this plucky American to make
important, geographical and anthropologi-
cal discoveries.

They have been reserved for the Geo-
graphical Society of America.

Mr. Cherry, while traversing over 20,000
miles in the French Congo and the Sou-
dan, has accomplished the following ends:

The exploration of the upper Kotto river
and surrounding region; the Kotto is a
large tributary of the Mobangi.

The discovery of thrqe native African peo-
ples, the Breea, Engazzia and Lindas
tribes.

* The discovery of a species of elephant,
much smaller than hitherto known, which
has no tusks.

Mr. Cherry has collated invaluable writ-
ten and photographic data dealing with the
anthropological aspect of the natives, es-
pecially those which inhabit the territory
between the Waday and Mobangi rivers.
Upon this he has formed the most inter-
esting and novel theory that all the count-
less native tribes of Affica, excepting, of
course, the Arahs, sprang from common
origin. Not many hundreds of years ago,
Mr. Cherry tells the Associated Press, the
pative Africans must have been gathered
within comparatively small territory, prob-
ably on the coast, under the same lawsg,
religion and social conditions. Through
internal dissensions and external attack,
they were forced, he maintains, to the in-
terior and to all corners of the continent
until now they present characteristics so
different that the average explorer has de-
clared them to be of different origin.

PHILIPPINOS GIVE IN.

Twenty-two Hundred Took the Oath of
Allegiance Sunday.

Manila, Dec. 3—Sunday in Vigan was a
great day for the American cause. Twenty-
two hundred natives of that region, nearly
all fighting rebels, crowded the church and
took the oath of allegiance to the United
States, administered by the priest. All but
500 of those sworn were bolomen. The num-
ber includes the 1,200 bolomen who had pre-
viously surrendered. The proceedings at the
church occupied the entire day and included
an address by General Young and an ex-
hortation by the priest. Scarcely any rebels
remain in the vicinity of Santa Maria. Gen-
eral Young attributes this fact to three
causes—the re-election of President McKin-

ley, the arrival of a stronger body of troops,

and the especially rigid enforcement cf war
measures and the deportation of prisoners
to Manila. He reports that it i3 necessary to
occupy all the barriers in order to protect
the patives from vengeance of Tagalog raid-
ers.

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THINK MURDER WAS MEANT.

Shooting at Lemington, Vt,, the Result of
a Quarrel.

e

Colebrook, N. H., Dec. 1—The rcsidents
of Upper Coos county in this state and
Essex county, Vt., are in a state of intense
excitement as a result of an alleged at-
tempt at murder made by Joseph Boulan-
ger upon James Flynn at the house of
Francis O’Neill, at Lemington, Vt,,
early this morning. Flynn is now lying
at the home of Mr. O'Neill with a severe
gunshot wound in the abdomen and the
physicians called to attend him say that
he can live only a few hours. Boulanger
was arrested this afternoon in this- town
and arraigned before Justice James I.
Parsons upon a complaint as a fugitive
from justice. He waived examination and
is now being held here awaiting requisi-
twon papers.

Boulanger and Flynn, who are neigh-
bors, came to Colebrook village yesterduy
afternoon, and were ‘here until late at
night, when they started to return to theit
homes in Lemington. Upon their arrival
at O’Neill’s, where Boulanger resides with
his family, they became involved in a
quarrel. It is alleged that Boulanger
snaitched up a shot gun which was in the
kitchen and fired, the charge of double
B buckshot striking Flynn in the abdo-
men. Boulanger, it is alleged, would not
permit any of the members of the fam-
ily to go for assistance and went to bed,
leaving Flynn lying on the floor, where he
remained throughout the rest of the night.

Early in the morning, one of the fam-
ily managed to get out of the house and
notified the neighbors who hastened to
the O'Neill house. Upon their arrival
there Boulanger left the place and went
into the woods. Sheriff C. B. Greeu, of
Essex ccunty, was notified and started in
pursuit of the man. He came up with
Boulanger, who had taken refuge in a barn
near the Connexticut river, but the latier
daghced out of the building and escaped
across the river into Colebrook. The New
Hampshire officers had by this time been
warned to be on the lookout for him, how-
ever, and he ran into the hands of Police
Officer James T. Carr and Walter Drew.
He gave Limself up without resistance and
was taken to Mr. Drew’s office, where he
was arraigned. Boulanger claimed that
he fired the shot in self defence.

Flynn is being attended by Drs. Thwom-
bly, Cook and Allen, and it is believed
that he will not survive the night.

STEEL SHIP-BUILDING.

Montreal Report that Halifax Will Be Ore
Point Chosen in the Proposed Scheme.

Gentlemen interested in the proposzd steel
shipbuilding in St. Jchn and Halifax have
informaiiy discussed the matter with Prem-
ier Twecdie, but no formal propcsal has been
made fer government assistance.

Speaking of the scheme to establish the
industry, the Monireal Gazette has this: ‘It
is understocd that considemable progress has
been made towards organization. and that
Halifax, at least, will be one cf the points
selected for such a plant as ttat just referred
to. The idea is, of course, to have the plates
manufactured at Sydney, while the first ship-
building yard will in all probability be lo-
cated somewheore in Halifax hbarbor, where
thera is always a good depth of water. In
fect, the city has been selected by experts
as perhaps one of the best sites on the At-
lantic seaboard for the building of steel
steamers. The question was discussed yes-
terday by a gentleman who has been for
years quite familiar with the facilities offer-
ed by the maritime provinces for the com-
struction of wocdean ships, and he stated that
the same facili‘ies were ready at hani for
subsidtuting iron and steel for the wooden
walls of Nova Scotia, which were so favor-
ably known to the seafarirg werld 30 years
ago.

“It appears that thoze who are interested
in the projcct of creating an iron shipbuild-
ing industry in Nova Scotia and elsewhere
have secured data to prove that when their
plant is complete a steel ship can be turned
out cvery three months. But it must not b:
fongotten that there is a great deal of wood
about a so-called stexl ship acd this also
would be a vast field opened up fer the Can-
adian moctanic, whese skill has been 80 often
brought to a succes:ful test, boeth in this
country and in the United States. That there
is a demand fcr such ships, as the prcmoters
will build in Halifax and elsowhere, and
that this demand is constanily on the in-
crease, no one can deny.”

Did it ever occur to you that the cook-
ing of a turkey other than by roasting
it was so rare in most households as to
be a just occasion for remark? Take your
own case. How many times in the last
year has turkey appeared upon your table
other than in the roasted form? Why
should this be so? Is mot variety in this
just as desirable as in other things? Let
me suggest that boiled turkey is not to be
despised, and should be given a trial, es-
pecially at this season of the year, when
turkeys can be obtained at a reasonable
price, are in good condition and most ex-
cellent, food. What ‘is termed boiled tur-
key is in reality oftentitfies steamed turkey,
and, in fact, steaming is preferable to boil-
ing oftentimes. 1f you are to boil the bl}'d.
stuff it as you would for roasting, using
the stuffing recently suggested in this col-
umn, tie the wings close to the body and
the legs together. Have ready a cheese
loth (one that has been well washed and
boiled to remove any cloth taste), dip it in
hot water, dredge it well with flour, dust
lightly with salt, and roll up the turkey
in it. Plunge into boiling water, boil
Lriskly for 15 or 20 minutes, and then sim-
mer until tender, but not so long that the
meat will fall from the bones. A nice
sance for boiled turkey is oyster sauce, it
being poured over the turkey before it goes
to the table. If you wish to steam the tur-
key, arrange a rack that will hold the bird
above the water, and steam until tender.
Use for this purpose a small wash boiler,
and it works admirably.

Oyster Sauce—Heat one pint of oysters
in their own liquor until the beards begin
to curl, strain and return the liquer to
the stove, adding one part of the cream.
Rub together a scant spoonful of flour and
a rounded tablespoonful of butter, blend
into the oyster liquor and cream and cook
for a couple of minutes. Then add a little
boiled celery pulp and a couple of yolks
of eggs, well beaten, return the oysters to
the liquor to heat, season with pepper and
‘serve with the turkey.

Turkey Pie—Turkey may be made.into
pie after the same general style of a chicken
pie. Boil the turkey and make of it_n
stew, as you would a chicken stew. }.'111
it into a deep baking dish; cover it with
a rich paste, leave vent holes for the steam
to escape, and bake. The stew must be
hot when put into the baking dish, so that
it will cook evenly in the owen. If you
wish you can make this pie the day before
it is wanted, and reheat by standing the
dish in a larger pan of boiling water until
heated through, and then placing in* the
oven just long enough to heat the crust.

States, arrived from Halifax about
3 o’clock this morning, and will be sent
to the states on the Boston express this
morning.

United States Immigration Com-
migsioner  Laird, = who has  many
friends in this city, having been
glationed here for the past few win-
ters, arrived in the city yesterday, from
Halifax, with his assidtants and will com-
mence his duties here this morning, on
the arrival of the steamer Lake Superior.

A mumber. of immigrants who were de-
tained here on the arnival of the R. M.
S. Lake Megantic, were sent west yes-
terday afternoon.

Owing to the repairs being made to the
steering gear of the steamer Lake Me-
gantic at Sand Poin't, it is not expecterd
that she will be able to sail before tomor-
row. 'lhe steamer will take a good cargo
from here, also a number of passengers.

Winter port matters at the I. C. R. ter-
minal wharves are at present booming.
The new elevator was kept steadily in
operation all day yesterday handling grain.
Everything is working in. good order.

Tie Donaldson liner Alcides is being
rapidly filled with grain and deals and
will shift over to her beith, No. 4, at
Sand Point to take in some olher cargo

The Mandchester liner, Manchester Com-
merce, which is lying on the Western Side
of the I. C. R. pier, discharged a large
quantity of freight yesterday morning,
and commenced takng in lumber. She
will also take a lot of grain.

A quantity of grain has arrived via the
I. C. R. for Lhe Head Line steamers. It
will be stored in the elevator until the
arrival of the first Head line boat.

- PROSPECTS FOR COML,

There Is Little Indication of
Early Betterment

OF THE SITUATION.

Prices Still Rule High--The United
States Demand is Still Far Ahead
of the Supply, and so St. Johin
is Affected--What Merchants Say
on the Subject

The condition of affairs in the coal mar-
ket remains practically unchanged from the
state of which existed several weeks ago.
The demand still increases but the supply
is small and local dealers say that there is

no prospect of a change in the near future,
so far as hard coal is concerned at least.
Meantime economies that were never
dreamed of heretofore are being practiced
in all quarters for, as one dealer in this
ngeessary article expressed it, ‘‘money isn’t
of much use in this case—or love either, for
that matter—as we can’t sell what we
haven’t got.” -

Two or three dealers talked of the situ-
ation yesterday and one admitted that
with two possible exceptions he thought
there was practically no stock on hand.
Almost all the other dealers were out of
coal. The prices now run from $7 per ton
for hard coal of all sizes, and from $8 to
$8.50 per chaldron for soft coal. The prin-
cipal reason of scarcity of course is that
the demand of the American marketi is so
great since the recent strike in Pennsyl-
vania that the supply is inadequate, con-
sequently we suffer.

1t is possible and in fact probable, that
suffering will follow among the poor as
the result™of the scarcity of coal, for weod
too has gone up. Cape Breton coal has
been scarce but now that the St. Lawrence
river and the lakes are frozen over that
section of the Nova Scotia coal region may
begin shipping this way. According to the
coal man just quoted the people of this
city are living “from hand to mouth,” so
to speak, and meanwhile the demand in-
creased greatly.

One merchant said he had been able to
fill all orders so far, but is a trifle doubtful
as to whether he will be able to do so when
the cold weather comes. There are times
in the season when the barges are unable
to get from Parrsboro here; there is at
least always an element of uncertainty.
He thought it would be a wise move for
those in need of coal to stock up before
the winter gets here in earnest. The best
round coal is now selling at $5.25 wholesale.

Another firm thought there was no pos-
sibility of a reduction in prices for another
month at least. -The demand in the United
States is still very much beyond the sup-
ply; and so far as St. John is concerned
the shipments here are but a drop in a
very large bucket. Some grades of hard
coal went up 50 cents a ton in New York
last week, but so far prices have not been
raised here. This firm have plenty of soft
coal on hand but this goes largely to
steamers. Like other dealers, they say the
situation remains unchanged and that there
is nothing new to be said on the subject
except that the demand continues to in-
crease as the weather grows colder and
that with the next month over brighter
times may dawn. -

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SOUTH AFRICAN CONSTABULARY

Fourteen in Number Reported to Have
Caused 35 Boer Casualties.

Bloemfontein, Dec. 1.—A patrol of 14
South African constabulary during the
night of November 28 engaged a contingent
from Haaseboek’s commando southwest-
ward of this town with the result that 35
Boers are reported to have been killed or
weounded,

Quebec, Dec. 2—(Special)—Lieut. Col.
Pelletier, second in command of the first
(lanadian contingent, has resumed his
duties as D. O. C. of No. 7 military dis-
trict.

London, Dec. 1.—The evening Standard
rcports that a great fight is in progress
between General Knox and General De
Wet near Rouxville, in the southeastern
extremity of the Orange River Colony, and

“that the capture of General De Wet is con-

sidered imminent.

Cape Town, Dec. 2—Replying at Stellen-
bosch, Cape Colony, to an address present-
ed to him by the leaders of the Afrikander
bund, Mr. J. X. Merriman, former treas-
urer of Cape Colony, in the course of an
impassioned speech, denounced the war ir
South Africa as “one of the blackest spot-
in British annals.”” The present method
of British warfare, he said, were such as
encouraged the worst elements on bot!
rides and were bound to prove fatal to th
ultimate peace of the country. He declarec
that neither he nor Mr. J. W. Sauer, for-
mer commissioner of public works, would
attend the Worcester congress, lest it
should be said that the congress was en-_
gineered by politicians, and he appealed to
all Afrikanders to speak boldly when up-
holding their rights and yet to ‘‘avoid
wild language or actions which might lead
to the abrogation of the last vestige of
freedom.”

Mr. Sauer, whose speech was rather more
militant, demanded the removal of Sir Al-
fred Milner, whom he described as “vio-
lently anti-Dutch.” He declared that if
Great Britain deprived the two republics of
their independence she would lose the af-
fection of all South Africans. Referring to
the Worcester congress, he urged the dele-
gates to show firmness. i

London, Dec. 3.—All the London morn-
ing papers comment with unbounded en-
thusiasm upon the abrupt snub adminis-
tered by Emperor William to Mr. Kruger
which is all the more noticeable when
conltrasted with the Boer statesman’s con-
cededly successful visit to France. 'I'he
snub is regarded as further evidence of
the better “relations existing between
Great Britain and Germany.

Emperor William’s telegram to.the Ger-
man minfster at Luxembourg was the out-
come of a despatch which Mr. Kruger
sent to the Kaiser on arriving at the Ger-
man frontier:

“On reaching German soil, I hasten to
express to your majesty my sentiments
of respectful. devobion and ‘cordial sym-
pathy.” -

The official explanation offered through
the German press is that steps had not
been taken to ascertain whether Mr.
Kruger's visit would be agreeable. 'Lle
Boer delegabes admit that they have re-
ceived a serious check and Mr. Kmger
is said ta be extremely disheartened.
There is a rumor that he has been re-
quested to avoid Beigian territory.

WORLD.
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Shows No Disposition to Modify Demands
for Punishment of Chinese Officials.

Berlin; Dec. 1.—An - official of the foreign
office here informed the correspondent of
the Associated Press today that Germany
has not indicated a disposition to modify
her demands for the punishment of guilly
Chinese officials since she does not yet
know what the different powers want.

“Germany, above all,” the official said,
“wants harmony of action. Germany fore-
gaw that the nate formulated by the Pekin
ministers would not be accepted entirely
by all the powers. We have to admit that
geveral of the powers, including Russia, de-
sire a change in several of the provisions.
The whole matter is still involved in great
uncertainty, so that it is impossible to
predict what form the final agreement will
take.”

The correspondent of the Associated
Press interviewed the Chinese minister here
today. The latter said:

“There cannot be a question of -execution
of Prince Tuan or General Tung Fu Sian,
who are still ‘de facto’ in control of the
court. They both keep the emperar and
empress virtually prisoners. The court is
unable to go to Pekin even if inclined to
do so. Besides, the long journcy from Sian
Fu to Pekin, now that the snow is on the
ground, is alinost impossible with the
vehicles in use in those primitive districts.
Starving out the court i§ not feasible. The
allias will be unable to carry out such a
measure. However, even if it were pos-
gible. the provinces would rise in a body
for the court’s defence. The worst feature
is that the court has lost confidence in Li
Hung Chang and Prince Ching, who have
demonstrated their impotence to deal
properly with the invading powers. Under
these circiumstances it is certain the Chin-
ese troubles cannot be adjusted before
spring or summer.”

Baron, Von Wangenheim’s assertion in
the reichstag that Emperor William is sys-
temntically misinformed is still discussed
by the press. The Cologne Volks Zeitung
says editorially that it is notorious that
his majesty does not read the papers repre-
senting various parties but only daily ex-
tracts made by personal employes.

“Thus,” the paper adds, “depending en-
{irely upon the personal prejudices of his
entourage, he sees only such clippings as
his entourage wants and is, necessarily,
getting wrong impressions.”

The Proposed Tunnel Under  the Strait
of 'Gibraltar,

Washington, Dec. 1.—The state depart-
ment has reccived a report conveying
further information as to the proposed
tunnel from Europe to:Africa under the
Strait of Gibraltar, from Mr. George H.
Murphy, consular clerk at Magdeburg,
Germany. Mr. Berlier, #the ¥rench en-
gineer, who has submitted the proposal
of this project to the government of
Spain and Moroceo, is said to have per-
fect oonfidence in the feasibility of the
plan, holding that it presents no greater
obstacles than were encountered in the
building of the tunnels of Mont. Cenis,
St. Gotithard and Artberg.

On the other hand Mr. Murphy states
that the ventilation of a submarnine tunnel
‘and removal of ‘the constantly accumula-
ting water are very formidable, and ex-
pensive obstacles to.be dealt, with,

Nevertheless Mr. Berlier believes that
by a secret process of his own he can
grapple with these difficulties and keep
the cost of the work at a figure not ex-
ceeding that required in the enterprises
at St. Gotthard and Arlberg or Simplon.
By working simultaneously from both
ends of the tunnel he believes the date
of completion could be safely placed at
1207.

The proposed length of the tunnel is
95 mmiles, two miles of this being under
the sea. Railroad connection in Europe
is planned by means of a line following
the Spamish coast and passing through
Tarifa and Algediras into France. In
‘Morocco a line would be constructed from
Tangiers, connecting with the railway sys-
tem at Tiemcen. The entire cost of the
tunnel alone is. approximately at over
$23,000,000 and of the entire connecting
line at about $43,000,000. The French
press is said to criticise the project un-
favorably on the ground that Mr. Berlier
has over estimated the earning power of
the road and that it seems hardly cred-
ible that t{heepassenger and freight traffic
between France and Algeria could be
diverted to this indirect and expensive
route.

Fatalities.
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Athol, Mass., Dec. 1—One of thre worst
railroad wrécks that has ever occurred
in this vicinity, took place about half a
mile east of Royaldton station on the
Fitchburg division of the Boston & Maine
Railroad at 2.50 o'clock  this aftérnoon.
No one was killed, but an engincer and
fireman were badly hurt internally, an
express messenger sustmined a sprained
ankle and the 50, passengers were terribly
shaken up, ‘fliough, as far-as known, none
was seriously hurt.

An engine, smoking car, baggage car,
and one ccach were overturned and badly
wrecked. Passenger train No. 7, which
Jeft, Boston 'at 11.30 a. m., and was due
at Royalston at 2.34 p. m., was a little
behind its sdhedule time and, in comse-
quence; was running at increased speed,
probably at 40 mniiles an hour, when in
nearing the turn-out, just east of the
station, a west-bound freight. was stand-
ing on the main track, just ahead of them.
The switch was in position to turn the
passenger train upon the siding, which ai
thalt poind is situated between the two main
tracks. The passenger train dashed over
{he swibch at a high rate of speed, but
as it did so, the engine wheels struck a
frog or some other obstruction and it
left the track and was thrown bottom-
side up into a ditch. The baggage car,
smolyng car, and one coach also lofit the
rails and followed the engine, being thrown
over upon {lieir sides, but the rear couch
lheld to the irom.’

"ANYWHERE FOR A PENNY,
New Zealand is Extending the Penny
Postage.

Neéw Zealand is about to go even fur-
ther than imperial penny postage. On the
first of January she will inaugurate a sys-
tem of universal penny postage. A penny
will after that date carry a New Zealand
letter to the remotest regions of this globe
to which postal arrangements penetrate.
She asks for no similar treatment in re-
turn, and calmly anticipates a loss of £80,-
000 on the first year's postage under the
new conditions. This deficiency, however,
the New Zealand government believes will
disappear with the gradual stimulus te.
correspondence resulting from the dimin-
ished rate. The new departure is import-
ant, not only in itself, but in the ex
ample it affords to the Australian com-
monwealth and the rest of the world. The
lead of New Zealand will almost compel
the commonwealth to consider the question
of an inter-colonial and imperial, and per-
haps even a universal penny postage. No
wonder New Zealand is much pleased with
her own plucky experiment. Tt is no joke
facing a loss of £80,000 cven for one year,
and some faith is required to look forward
to an ultimate success.

It is further announced that
the Queen approves Lord Kitdhener's pro-
motion to lieutenant general, with the
rank of gemeral while in command in
South Afnica.

A licutenant general is 'the next rank
to a gemeral in the British army. Lord
Kitchener is the youngest lieutenant gen-
eral in the British army. Ile was born
in 1850 and entered the army in 1871. He
was created a baron about two years ago
for destroying the Mahdi's power in the
Soudan.

THE SUN AND MR. BLAIR.

The Sun need not complain of the
guernilla tadtics of the Boers, for it is
pursuing precisely the same kind of tac-
ties dn its political attacks on the Liberal
party of New Brunswick and the min-
ister of railways. Yesterday it publish-
ed a long article entitled “Ths Tory Debt
to Mr. Blair,” in which it sought to show
that Mr. Blair had been a great assist-
ance to the Tory painty in New Bruns-
wick, because his support of the Liberal
party always drove good men to the other
side. In proof of this it cites the fact
tbat Mr. Blair, who was elected for the
county of York by a large majority in
1890 was defeated in the same constituency
in ‘1892, and that Mr. White was defeat-
ed in Sunbury-Queens this year althionigh
Mr. Blair was dlected by a large major.ty

tor of the Sun, who, we presume, penned
this article, knows very well that it is
mere nonsense, and that he is simply in-
sulting the intelligence of his readers by
trying to make it appear that Mr. Blair
is a man.who is likely ito lose support and
to become weaker in New Brunswick.
Sometimes. a ‘constituency is lost from
lcal causes, for which no ome can ac-
occunt, but one swallow does not make a
summer, and the loss of one or even two
constituencies has never affected the gen-
¢d. When Mr. Blair became premier
of this province in February, 1883, he had
a very small majority ‘in the house of as-
sembly, yet he confinued in power for
mcre than thinten years, and at every
general election his majority was increas-
ed above what it had been at the prev-
ious one. This does not look as if the
Tory party owed much to Mr. Blair, and
if w2 oconsider the last provimcial elec-
tion as having been carried by Mr. Blair’s
influence, it must be admitted that they
owe him still less than the cther contests
would show, because in that eleation,
where the Tomy paity squarelly took
isue with Mr. Blair anl ciaimed that
the provincial elections ehould be ‘run
on party lines, they received by far the
wiorst defeat that any party in New
Brunswick has ever cxperienced.

" If we look at Mr. Blair’s record since
he became minidter of railways we shall
find a conspicuous proof of the fact that
the Tory party are mot being greatly as
sisted by him. At the general election of
1896, the Liberals really only carried two
seats, Kings and Sunbury-Queens, by ma-
jorities, for in St. John there were tree
seta of Candidabtes in the field, and in
Albert Dr. Lewis, who was elected, was
an independent. At the recent general
eledtion the Liberals carried nine seats
and this was after four years of Mr.
Blair's administration of the important
office, which he fills, and of the affairs
of this province, so far as they relate o
the dominion. The difference betiween
two seats and nine is a proper measure
of what the Tories gained by the presence

of Mr. Blair in the government
of Qanada, and if ‘the same
proportion is kept up, at the next

generai eleetion there will not be a single
Tory returned from the province of New
Brunswick, and the Tory debt to Mr.
Blair will be still further increased.

OUR AGRICULTURAL TRAINING FARM.

Mr. W. Albert Hickman, government
commissioner for the proyince
of - New Brunswick, who is mnow
in England, writes to the London
Times describing the government ‘L'raim-
ing Farm in this province. As many of
our own people are not comversant with
all the particulars in connection with this
farm, we lish below a portion of Mr.
Hickman’s letter. The farm is designed
to give young men and boys a practical
three years’ training in agriculture, with-
out the payment of any fees. Mr. Hick-
man says: .

“Thic training farm has already been
established and is in active operation.
The gentleman in charge of it is an Eng-
lishman, Mr. A. W. Prutt, a graduate of
Cambridge and of the Royal Agricultural
College at Cierecester, the late headmas-
ter at Tamworth. 1t is felt that, being
a thorough agriculturist and an eflicient
teacher, and knowing the English school-
boy as he does, he is well fitted to make
the pian most efficient in operation.

“Jhe farm is designed to carry on allits
work in the most practical manner, and
to De throughout on a paying baeis and
thoroughly self-supporting; presenting all
the conditions of a farm, as such, in prac-
tical operation. The boys will themsei-
ves do practically everything that is to
be dune, getting direct experience of stock
raising, dairying, crop raising, marketing
and so forth. “The farm is inspected fromn
time to time by members of the depart-
ment of agriculture of the New DBruns-
wick government, who see that omiy the
mest  approved methods obtain. Though
no fees for instrudtion are charged it is
necessa1y to charge a small fee, from £30
to £40 for the first year only, when the

“The situation and the farm itseif have
been carefully chosen. It lies in the beau-
tiful Kennebecasis Valley at the village
of . Penobsquis, near Sussex, in southern
New Brunswick, only about 50 miles by
rail from St. John, the chief winter port
of Canada, from which several lines of
steamers run direct to Great Britain.
The farm, comprising in all some .900
acres, includes both upland and rich,
deep-soiled ‘intervale’ land and through its
very centre run the Kennebecasis rniver
and the main line of the Intercolomial
railway between Moncton and St. John,
with many trains in both directions com-
gtantly. Penobsquis station is on the
farmy itself.

“At the end of the period of training
the director will persomally assist each
boy in his selection of a situation. In the
meantime, what capital he has may be
invested and acumulating, instead of a
large -percentage of it being paid out for
insfruction.”

The reception given by Her Most Gracious

Wherever womanly sympathy is to
be extended to the suffering, or the com-
mendation of a queen bestowed upon the
brave, Her Most Gracious Majesty is al-
ways ready to do the proper thing at the
proper time. The young native of St.

John, who received special notice at her
hands, will not soon forget this bright

event in his life, and it will cheer him
many a time and console him in part for
what he has suffered in the war in
South Africa. }

The acquisition of the Mechanics’ Insti-
tute by an organization, which is engaged
in promoting sport, deprives the city of a
building which has been used for assembly
purposes as well as for public dinners. St.
John is now greatly in need of a struc-
ture suitable for a ball or a large gather
ing of a similar kind, and it does not seem
that there is anyone prepared to incur the
necessary expenditure ‘to fill this want.

Lord Kitchener and His Task
In South Africa.

NO EVIDENCE GIVEN

To Confirm Alleged Barbarities of
British  Troops -- Discredited
Rumors of Dutch Rising--Cler-
icalism and the Schools--The
Cause of Cancer,

London, Dec. 1--T.ord ‘Kitchener’s ap-
pointment to the chief command in South
Africa, officially announced this morning,
gives point and insistence to the agitation
as to the methods by ‘Wim'ch the war is be-
ing hurried to .a close. The new panlia-
ment meets next week, and now that Mr.
Jchn Morley and Mr. Leonard Courtney
have both publicly committed themselves
to a cnitical attitude, the government is
preparing to meet a gtrong oppositiop at-
tack along this line.

Loid Kitchener has managed to convey
to the average Englishman the impression
the't he is a soldier of the most ruthless
type, who stops at nothing to attain his
end, a kind of Weyler, in fact. His meth-
ods in the Soudan war, the wholesale dis-
patch of the Mahdi and his massed fol-
lowers, and subsequent unéarthing of his
enemy's remains to scaffter them to the
winds, have given this impression, and it
will surprise no one if, in his determina-
tion to stamp out guerilla warfare in
South Africa he makes Lord Raberts’ re-
cent abiempts at severity look wery mild
indeed, and what is more important, Lord
Kitchener will brook no imterference.

Lord Roberts is the type of man most
amenable to pressure from home.

There, however,
are fears as to the futwive. For the pres-
the public press,
the public is really without the facts neces-
sary to a final’ judgmént. . Allegations as
%o farm-burning and wvman-lha.rrymg, out-
side the limits of hymen, warfare, are
vague and nnmpported except one. That
excepticn is the -memonial sent to Sir
Alfred Milner, by the-Boer officers, now
prisoners at Greenpoint, Cape Town. They
give ten specific instanees of the destruc-
tion, by British troops,.of the farms and
property of the wives of prisoners of
war and of widows. The government will
be called upon to give full explanation of
chese specific allegations, and 1 believe the
evidence they have will go to show that
mosit of these burned homesteads were
being used to harbor ammumnition of com-
baitants. - Indeed, it is right to say that
so far as inquiries have gone into the al-
legations at presenmt made, there is no
ground -for accusing the British officers of
overstepping military necessities and ac-
cepted military practice, whatever may be
satd of the political expadiency of such
tigorous . handling of men whom Great
Britain ‘hopes - to muake colonists of her
own. As President Loubet reminded ex-
President Kruger tlvs week in a signifi-
cantt-aside: - “War, alas, is always brutal.”

Ancther in regmd to which the minis-
try will be closely pressed in the coming
parliamentatry session is the alarming as-
serlion that the political situation at the
Cape is getting quite beyond Sir Alfred
Milner’s control, and threatens to de-
velop into the long-threatened wholesale
rising of .the Cape Dutch. In official cir-
cles these -fears are entirely discounted.
“Sir Alfrid Milner,” they say, “has kept
the governing mnchine working for twelve
months of unparalled difficulty; his firm
tact will not fail us now.” The probabil-
ity, indeed, is that this alarmist talk,
carefully fanned as it is in the jingo press,
is dcsigned to force Sir Alfred’s hand to
suppress the Afrikander Bond, proclaim
magtial law, and generally sque]cvh the
Cape Duitch in the interests of the Cape
“Loyalists,” but he has plenty of experi-
ence of this kind of political manoeuvring.

The China situation as it appears Lo
Englishmen this week may be put in a

‘senicnce. America has adopted Bismarck’s

role «of “honest broker” between China
and Europe, and Lord Salisbury is not
sure that he should net side with her and
leave the Kaiser to his bellicose fulm‘na-
{ions. Time probably will show this to
mean that if China wins the game today,
Russia wins it tomorrow.. The Kaiser
must continue to nurse his dream of be-
coming ‘to the Chinese what Attila wus
to the Germans.

It is impossible in these martiul times
to induce the public here to take senious
interest in education. Ait any other time
Thursday’s Loondon Sdhool Board election
would have stirred the country, for it
provides the batitleground for the eternal
waifare between the matesupported state
sc¢hools and the churdh schools, and be-
tween progress in education on non-sec-
tagian lines and clericulism. The church

| sees with dismay its schools disappearing

under stress of the competition of the
better cqupped state schools, and secks
to stop competition by controlling the
school board and .rcpressi'ng the develop-
men's of elementary education. Every
London parish has been made the cenire
of clerical agitation, but in spite of it all,
225,000 less electors vofted than in 1897,
and the progressives are left with a work-
ing majority.

THE REINDEER EXPERIMENT,

Laplanders Were Not Able to Do Any-
thing With Them.

e e

Chicago, Nov. 30.—Four Laplanders, sur-
vivors of a party of fifteen who left their
native land three years ago with 500
reindeer which the United States governd-
ment desired to test in Alaska, passed
ithnough Chicago en route home. The
four were Jacob Latt, his wife, a son of
16 years old, and a daughter 8 years old.
Through an interpreter Latt said that
the government’s experience with the
reindeer had been unsuccessful for several
reasons. He said: “The country did not
suit either us or the reindeer. It was coid
enough but it was different in other ways.
The ‘deer did not get the same things to
eat that they did in Lapland, and they
did not get the same kreatment. When
we arrived in Alaska the deer were dis-
tributed, and each of us went with a
certain number to a certain place. The
men who worked with us did not know
the habits of the animals and could not
treat them as they should have been
handled. I do not know why the country
proved so unhealthy for the La.p]dnders
Anyhow it killed the most of our party.”

Ships and Two Nations
Involved.

Two _Batlle

Londen,; Nov. 30.—Nothing in regard to
the United States battleship is coming
direct from Smyrna. The authorities
there are evidently censoring all des-
patches.

Oonetmit‘xmple, Nov. 30.—The opinion
is expressed in diplomatic circles that the
American claims arising from the Armen-
ian masacres. may now be regarded as
practically settled, as an irade providing

for the building of a cruiser in the United

States is promulgaved. The question of
the consulate at Harpoot remains open,
the Porte persisting in its refusal to grant
an exequatur to Thomas H. Norton. The
moral - effect, however, created by the
presence of the United Statés battleship
Kentucky*at Smyrna in stipport of the
representations of the American: legation,
taken in conjunction with the settlament
of the other claims, leads the legation to
hope for an early arrangement of all
outstanding differences.

‘Washington,Nov.30—No proposition has
come to the United States government
from Turkey looking to the payment of
the misisonary claims under the guise of
an order for a avarship to be built in the
United States. While i is hardly ex-
pected that any formal proposition of this
kind will be forthcoming, it is of course
beyond the power of the state department
to interfere with any arrangement that
the Turkish government may enter into
with Amenican shipbuilders, and individ-
wal claimants. The point is, after all, to
have the claims paid and the atate de-
partment officials are not very particular
as to the form in which the payments are
paid.

There are no developments in the nego-
tiations respecting the exequatur of Dr.

Norton, who would be United States con--

sul at Harpoot, but the authorities here

are confident that the Turkish govern- f

ment will in the end yield on this point.

London, Dec. 1.—It is probable, says
the Constantinople correspondent of the
Standard, “that the contract for a cruiser
to be built in the United States will be
cancelled as soon as the Kentucky de-
parts, for it is difficult to see how the
money is to be found.

BANKRUPT FOR MILLIONS.

Liabilities of Over Two Millions and As-
sets of $25.

Philadelphia, Pa., Dec. 1—Arndt K.
Housekeeper, of Narberth, Pa., was dis-
charged as a voluntary bankrupt in the
United States district court yesterday with
liabilities of $2,891,003.83 and assets  of
$25. It was stated that thirteen years
ago, when Housckeeper was 22 years of
age, some friends induced him to go on
their bond in a gigantic real estate oper-
ation, ‘I'hese involved the erection of
800 houses in Philadelphia and nearby
o'ties. He signed the necessary papers
without thoroughly understanding what
he did. ILater the burden of the mortga-
ges, nearly $3,000,000, fell on his shoul-
ders. The 'holders of the mortgages be-

gan proceedings against him. The judg-

| THE NICARAGUAN CANAL.

Treaty Signed and all Ready for Action of
U. S. Congress.

Washington, Dec. 1.—Secretary Hay, for
the government of the United States, and
Senor Correa, Nicaraguan minister for his .
own government, signed a treaty this
morning whereby the latter government
concedes to the government of the United
States the rights and provides within her
bestowal for the construction of the Nic-
raguan canal.

'he state department has already en-
tered intoi an arrangement on similar lines
with the republic of Costa Rica. This
was because Costa Rica has established a
claim to the right bank of the San Juan
river, which must, of necessityzﬁl]'m about
a third of the length of the ¢ , should
the Nicaraguan route be selected and be
constructed on the lines which will be sug-
gested by the Walker commission.

An understanding also has been arrived
at with the United States of Colombia
covering the same rights and privileges for
the Panama route as are conveyed by
Nicaragua and Costa Rica in the case of
the Nicaraguan route. So the state de-
partment now has cleared the way for such
action as congress may care to take in the
case of either of the canal routes which
have been found feasible.

DISCUSS FREE SEATS.

A City Congregation . Discuss the

Matter.

S

Thete was quite a gathering of mem-’
bers at the meeting held in the vestry of
St. Luke’s church, North End, last even-
ing, a very large number of those present
being ladies. The meeting was called for
ithe purpose of discussing and dgcidmg
the proposal of Rev. Mr. MecKim that in
future seats of the church shall be free
or whether they should be sold to mem-
bers of the church as has previously been
done. The recior, Rev. Mr. McKim, pre-
gided. The meeting lasted for three hours,
during which time the question was thor-
oughly discussed. Most of the male mem-
bers of the congregation. took part in the
debate. The champions of free seats were
numerous but another portion of the con-
gregation was strongly in favor having
the pews disposed of in the future as they
have been in the past and did not hesi-
tate to say so. After much discussion
the question was put to a vote. "There
were present 56 pew holders out of 90
qualified to vote. Fortydtwo votes were
cast for free seats and 14 against. As
soon as the result was made known prom-
inent members of the churdh who Hhad
been in the minority raised the point
that the result was a defeat for the free
scats party. This evoked protests but a
reference Lo the rules of the congregation
showed that a two-thirds vote of all quali- |
fied to cast ballots  was necessary to
amend the constitution. This was 60 or
more than were present on both sides.
The matter rests as it has in the past;.
the pews will be private. Thiose who were
in favor of free seats and who had a ma-
jority at the meeting cdlaimed that the
vote was all right and should be sustain-
ed, as the members of the church had
all been notified and had the privilege of
attending. Those against free seats stuck
tio the legal interprelaition of the rules.
The chairmen found it necessary to have
the meeting adjourned. The meeting came
to a close with the benediction pronounced
by Rev. Mr. McKim.

It is not known whether the matter
will be brought up again or not but at
all events there are two strong parties on
the question and some think that ancther
meeting will be called.

ficers and men of the Canadian Regiment
who reached here yesterday went out to

| Windsor today and were received by Her

Majesty. On their arrival at the Wandsor
railway station the Canadians were wel-
comed by the mayor. A large crowd had
assembled at the -station and on Castle
Hill and gave the men from the premier
colony of the empire a rousing reception,
cheering lustily at almost every movement.
The .Queen inspected the officers in the
quadrangle of: the castle, and expressed
her happiness at seeing them. She regret-
ted the lieavy casualties that had occurred
in their ranks since the war began. Her
Majesty thanked her subjects from Canada
for the grealt: service they had rendered
the cause of Great Britain in South Af-
rica- and wished them a safe return to
stheir homes in the dominion.

Colonet W. D. Oftter, who was in
command of the: Canadians, said his of-
ficers .and men were proud to render
service to their beloved Queen and the
empire over which she reigned..  They

| were proud to serve the flag under which

ithey were born, lived and hoped to die.
Rach officer of the regiment was pre-
sented individually to Her Majesty who
conversed with them for a moment or two.

Portland, Me., Dec. 1.—Two persons lost
their lives and two others were severely
burned as the result of a small fire in the
Deering district late this afternoon.

1e fire started just before 4 o’clock
in a two-story double tenement house at
No. 20 Sawyer street, and is thought to
huve resulted from the accidental overs,
turning of a stove used im heating tar on
the roof of the building. - The house was
occupied by H. E. Crossman and Alonzo
Thompson. The flames spread rapidly and

‘in a few moments the upper portion of

the house was in flames. The Thompson
and Crossman boys were  taken from a
second story window by the firemen, and
were found to have been badly burned.
They were cared for at the home of.a
neighbor, and it was thought their m;unea
would not prove fatal.

The fire was under control within half
an hour. When the ruins ivere being
searched, the bodies of Mrs. Crossi ‘and
her dwuvhte'r were found,” burned’ to a
CTiSp, l_ving near the door leading to the
front hall. It is supposed that the:mother
and daughter avho were in the upper story
of the building when the fire started, at-
tempted to get out of the building by way
of the front dopr instead of being-taken
from a window by the firemen and were
overcome when they had almost reached
the outer door.

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A NEWSPAPER MAN.

Committed Suicide at Ottawa Saturday
Night.

Otiawh, Ded _2.—.(Sq)r.vhi:‘|)——ArMmT‘,
Weir, night editor of the Citizen news-
paper, commibted suicide last night at his
residence in this city, 261 Somenset street.
He was a son of Mr. William Weir, man-
ager of the Banque Ville Marie, Monitreal,
now serving a term for having contribu-
ted to the wrecking of that bank.

Arthur Weir was about 27 years of age.
Tle was engaged in mnewspaper work in
Montreal and came to Ottawa to the
Citizen a few months ago. He was at his
work on F¥riday nighit and as there is no
Sunday issue he was not expected to re-
turn until tonight. The story of the
policeman who investigated the case to-
day is about as follows:

Weir was around town most of the
afterncon. He returmed  home in the
evening and was perfectly sober although
having had a few drinks. Shortly after-
wands he went to his bedroom and called
to his wife, who was in the next room.
As she opened the door she saw him git-
ting on the bed with a revolver in his
right hand pointing it to his foreead.
Before she had time to speak he pulled
the trigger and the bullet passed through
his head. He dropped back on the bed
dead. The revolver was of 41 calibre, an
old-fashioned Colt. :

It is evident that he contemplated sui-
cide because he had cleaned out his desk
at the Oitizen ofiice. A letter also found
in his possession hinted that something
was likely to happen him. He leaves a
widow and two children. Deceased had a
local reputation as a poet. He has been
despondent for some time. The failure
of the Banque Vilie Marie apparently
affected him. He had a position in the
bank.
