Fredericton, Feb. 17.-
Mr. Tibbetts offered a resolution to 

provide remuneration .for the reporters 
representing the Fredericton papers and 
Religious Intelligencer, which -papers De­
fused to accept reports already provided 
for by the House. It was ruled out of 
order, as Involving money.

Mr. Napier moved the "House in Com­
mittee on his bHl to prolong the term 
of the present and future Houses of As­
sembly, Mr. Adorns in the chair. Mr. 
Napier read from British authorities to 
show that, In King William’s time, Par­
liament had been elongated. The scheme 
would save money. The people are tired 
of elections. "The return of the Governmeut 
was not certain and the bill should pass In 
order to enable It to carry ont Its 
schemes. This bill would perfect a 
hs»py establishment. A motion was 
made to report progress, and also for a 
three months hoist, the latter passing on 
a division of 21 to 18.

In response to Mr. Napier's resolution 
asking for papers relative to the small­
pox In Gloucester and Rcstlgouchq, the 
Provincial Secretary said they would be 
placed on the table as early ae possible. 
Ia reply to Mr. Wedderbaru the Secretary 
stated that the Government had taken 
steps to circulate the regulations In re­
ference to small-pox In other ways be­
sides through the Royal Gazette. In re­
ply to Mr. Napier, he said that unless In 
places where the regulation had been 
adopted it was not compulsory that a 

child vaccinated should be taken back to 
the physician. Hon. Mr. Willis intro­
duced, with a petition, a bill to amend 
the act relating to holding of the Sessions 
of the City and County of St. John ; also 
a bill to amend the act relating to high­
ways In Lancaster, Simonds, St. Martins 
and St. John County.

Petitions In favor of a bill to Incorpor­
ate the Orange Association were Intro­
duced as follows : by Mr. Ryan, from J. 
Magee and others; by "Mr. Beck with,fu>m
