Col. Amyot followed by reading an 
old letter written for the United States 
press Ly Mr. Charlton in 1866 at the 
time of the Fenian raid, wheicin he made 
great fun of I lie Canadian militia which 
marched against the Fenians, describing 
them p.s awkward and ill-dressed, and re­
marking that the Canadian people gen­
erally were not r|matkable for intelli­
gence. He then read Mr. Charlton’s 
later letter condemning his leader as a 
1- renchman and Mr. Edgar as a machine 
politician. Ile(Amyot) saw no hope for 
the grit party so long as it had for 
allies men who repudiated their country 
and conspired against it, -who despised 
the Canadian people, and expressed con­
tempt for their own leader.

Col. Tisdale who represents the other 
riding in Mr. Charlton’s county, and 
who is a studiously moderate man, closed 
the debate in a remarkable speech. The 
letter quoted by Col. Amyot reminded 
him that he (Tisdale) was one of the 
awkward young men who marched out 
to the frontier against the Fenians. He 
did not deny the awkwardness, hut he 
would never forget the day when he left 
his young wife aud her babe and went off 
with his comrades, expecting that many 
would never come back. His colleague 
from Norfolk might sneer hut he him- 
self hoped that he would never live to 
forget the high ideals which- possessed 
him in those old days. Col. Tisdale in 
describing the scene as be temembered it 
almost broke down and made a strong 
impression on the house.

After his speech the speaker left the 
chair.

"When Mr. Charlton \hs disposed of 
the house went into supply and passed 
the estimates for legislation. ' \

Late in the evening a discussion afose 
on the government exportation of butter, 
to which some opposition members from 
Ontario objected.

Hon. Mr. Montague. defended the 
course of the government and showed 
that the. result had been a large demand 
for Canadian butter. He said the govern­
ment proposed to export no more butter, 
but would provide cold storage at three 
English points, as well as in cars and on 
board ship.

Ottawa, June 6.— In the cotiimons 
this afternoon the penitentiary bill got a 
second reading and went through'com­
mittee. This act provides that convicts 
who become insane may he sent to pro­
vincial asylums and restored to peni­
tentiaries when they recover.

Some interesting statements were made 
to-day in committee of supply concerning 
the militia appropriation. The items 
before the house referred to the current 
years expenditure, out the discussion 
turned on the general militia policy. 
Mr. Mulock thought that the permanent 
corps had been cultivated at tlie expense 
of the volunteer department.

Col. Denison gave some suggestions 
much in the same direction.

After further discussion Hon. Mr. 
Dickey observed that he had only a short 
experience in the department and was 
pleased to hear suggestions from those 
who had fuller knowledge. It is prob­
able some modifications in the system 
would take place next year. He was 
prepared now to say that it was proposed 
to reduce the permanent force to 
eight hundred. It was now a thou­
sand. It was also intended to make 
more use of the permanent force as 
drill instructors for active militia. 
Col. O'Brien arid Major Hughes con- " 
tributed their views. From the stand­
point of the country militia they sup­
ported a reduction of the permanent 
corps.

Col, Prior of British Columbia pro­
tested against the reduction ot the mili­
tary schools, aud the discussion con­
tinued until late in the evening. Col. 
Prior put in a strong argument for the 
Artillery, which he feared was in danger 
from the government’s policy of re­
trenchment.

The railway estimates followed the 
militia.

In re prorogation the Ottawa Free Prêts 
says :—

“Already members are beginning to get 
homesick and to talk of winding up the 
session as soon as possible. Both sides 
seem content to expedite as much as possi­
ble the clearing of the track which leads to 
prorogation. *’ If the Liberals are disposed 
to expedite matters they are to be con­
gratulated. It is a very gratifying sigh of 
an increase in wisdom.

The Manitoba legislature reassembled on 
Thursday afternoon and the first order of 
the day was the government’s reply to the 
remedial order in the school question. 
The premier was absent through illness 
and the Attorney General said he would 
acquaint the house with the reply and in 

’ order to do so he put it in the form of a 
notice of motion for Monday.

The reply declines to accede to the 
remedial order for various stated reasons, 
the principal o£ which arc the following 
paragraphs :—

It will be obvious that the establishment 
of a set of Roman Catholic schools, followed 
by a set of Anglican schools, r bly
by Mennonite, Icelandic and >ls
would so impair our preseLv sysii - xt 
any approach to even our present general 
standard of efficiency would be quite im 
possible.

We contemplate the inauguration of 
such a state of affairs with very grave 
apprehension. We have no hesitation in 
saying that there can not be suggested any 
measure which, to our minds, would 
seriously imperil the development of our 
province.

We believe that when the remedial 
order was made there was not then avail­
able to your excellency-in-council full and 
accurate information as to the working of 
our former system of schools. We also 
believe that there was lacking means of 
funning a correct judgment as to the 
effect upon the province of the charges 
indicated in the order.

Being impressed with this view, we re­
spectfully submit that it is not yet too late 
to make a full and deliberate investigation 
of thejwhole subject. Should such a course 
beadopted we shall cheerfully assist in offer­
ing more complete information available. 
Au investigation of such a kind would 
furnish a substantial basis of fact upon 
which conclusions could be formed with a 
reasonable degree of certainty.

It is urged most strongly that upon so 
, important a matter, involving as it does 

the religious feelings and convictions of 
different classes of people of Canada and 
the educational interests of a province 
which is expected to become one of the 
most important in the dominion, no hasty 
action should be taken, but that, on the 
contrary, the greatest care and delibera­
tion should be exercised and a full and 
thorough investigation held.

It is thought that the whole matter will 
be referred to a Royal Commission for the 
purpose of a thorough investigation of the 
subject.

Tho General Assembly-

Things that are familiar to us are there­
fore equally familiar to others, is an axiuin 
we unconsciously assume ; and half the 
difficulties of life arises from the false as­
sumption.

The rarest art of writing is to make the 
matter real to those who read, that they 
may form no vague conception, but a vivid 
mental picture of the subject.

Take the Canadian Senate for instance. 
There is probably no official body about 
which less is known by the people ; nor any 
whose importance is more underrated. \ et 
the history of this august body past and 
present is full of interest, and the record 
of its work endures in the constitution and 
laws of which Canada is so justly* proud.

Looking down from the gallery I have 
been wondering whether it were possil 
to give to those who have never seen a 
legislative Chamber some conception of 
this luxurious Red Room, all aglow with 
its soft crimson carpets, and stained glass 
lights. Broad corridors in it* whose walls 
are hung with portraits of past members, 
tine oil paintings of finer men, whose lives 
and work wrought nobly in the making 
of our nation. It is still and airy within 
the Chamber, Speaker sits below the crim­
son draped throne, clerks and reporters 
surround the table, the Senators are ar­
ranged on either side, while the Sergeant- 
at-Arms, and Black Rod, sit guard with­
in the brass bar. Without the bar we may 
come and go, as we will, provided we make 
no noise ; but no visitor ever thinks of 
speaking above breath in the still atmos­
phere of the Senate Chamber.

Grouped about these are other men of 
note, scholarly cultered, of legal acumen, 
or administrative experience, whose 
presence in the Senate is both an honor 
and credit to the country.

The fact that the Government leader 
occupies a seat in the Senate gives the 
Upper Chamber a renewed interest in the 
public mind. The real pilots of the Ship 
of State are generally to be found in the 
Commons Chamber. But the present con­
ditions are somewhat different. There is 
no question that Sir Mackenzie Bowell is 
Premiei in reality, as well as in name, 
that his will and judgment determines the 
present course of the nations voyaging. 
And whether the waters be turbulant or 
calm, it is distinctly understood, that his 
hand is on the helm. A firm hand it is 
true, there was never a greater fallacy 
than that fostered by certain portions of 
the Press that the Premier lacks resolution. 
Ho is marked resolute, with a persever­
ance, zeal and capacity, for work,, that 
amounts to genius, and above these he is 
a man of his word, and his honor is ir­
reproachable.

The next business was the considérât ion 
of the overture presented by the St. John 
presbytery asking that each presbytery in 
the synod of the maritime provinces be 
equally represented on the executive of the 
eastern division of the Home Mission com­
mittee.

There arc other reasons why the Senate 
Chamber is more attractive than the 
Commons. The atmosphere is purer.

This may be true in a figurative sense, I 
think it is. Certainly it is a literal fact. 
Whether the ventilation is better, or 
whether the smaller numbers, together 
with the calm dispassion of discussion, 
tend to modify existing conditions, I 
cannot say ; but in these warm J une days, | 
it is a relief to pass from the stifling breath 
of the Commons into the cool quietness of 
the Senate.

The material conditions scum to imply a 
corresponding mental state. One feels in­
stantly that here may be found dispassion­
ate discussion, an absence of prejudice, 
the calm consideration, profitable to fair 
and wise judgment. Here a question is 
discussed upon its merits only : and since 
there is no constituency to please or dis­
please, no prejudice of race or religion to 
fear, it receives a fair and impartial 
verdict.

The more we consider the question the 
more reasonable and wise a thing it seens 
that this Senate Chamber should exist as a 
safe guard in the interests of the nation.

It is impossible for a public man how­
ever honorable in intent, to see with clear 
far-sighted vision, when an election and a 
possible angry constituency looms in the 
foreground. Self preservation is an 
instinct with all men. ThereaVe few poli­
ticians courageous enough to brave the 
disfavor of their constituencies : and in­
deed it is perhaps an open question whether 
they are not justified in sacrificing their per- 
onal convivt i«ms in tin- interest of the 

same.
But the Senate Chamber contains states­

men lather than politicians :—men having 
experience of long public service behind 
them, who in the lute afternoon of their 
lives are able to sympathise with the passion 
and energy of the morning, yet to legislate 
beyond it.

A Just Complaint.

Southwest fish dealers complain that 
boxes of salmon are opened by the fishery 
wardens in search for illegal fish therein, 
the crushed ice with which the fish are 
covered removed, and hence when they 
arrive at their destination a portion of the 
fish are soft and of less value because of 
the examination by the xvardens. A much 
better plan would be to have the cases 
examined at the ice house before shipment 
and by so doing pre\rent the need of ex­
amination after being once packed.

These dealers also state that a little 
more effort on the part of the wardens 
would prevent bass from lieing caught il­
legally on the Northwest and then there 
would be few if any bass to. search cases 
for. Only an occasional bass is caught on 
the SoutliAvest in the salmon nets and it 
would be a simple matter to have the sal­
mon cases inspected when being packed to 
sec that these bass are not shipped therein 
and do aAvay with the necessity of opening 
the cases in transit.

Washington, June 10T 1895.

In the t eat rangement of the Cabinet 
the Ptesideutgave the country something 
of a emprise. Mr. Olnev’s selection as 
ihi successor of the late Gen. Gresham 
has, all through the stage of anticipation, 
been most favorably commented upon.
As the head of the Department of Justice 
Mr. Olney has been brought to lace situa­
tions of the most serious and momentous 
nature. His firmness in upholding the 
proper officials in the enforcement of the 
law dutiugthe reign of lawlessness which 
attended the recent Chicago stake had 
t lie effect of averting what, might have 
been a far reaching revolution, and his 
then unpopular discourse of this grave 
duly is now generally commended. Mr.
Olney goes to the State Department with 
many qualifications for this most impor­
tant post. His firmness of character and 
liisjudicial tempeiament peculiarly equip 
him for the questions with which he will 
have to deal. The representatives of the 
foreign powers will find in the new 
Secretary of State a vigorous specimen cf 
American statesmensh.p. In the selec­
tion of Mr. Oluey’s successor President 
Cleveland has perpetrated a real surprise 
on the gentlemen who busy themselves 
at Cabinet making. No one had thought 
to mention the name of Judge Harmon 
in this connection, and, although one of 
the leading lawyers of the State of Ohio, 
the new attorney General’s participation 
iu what is termed active politics has been 
so limited that he is without reputation 
as a national chat actor. But Judge Har­
mon has, like the gentleman whom he 
succeeds, long been regarded as a most 
successful lawyer. The consensus of 
opinion is that in the revision of his 
cabinet President Cleveland lyre display­
ed excellent judgment, and the appoint­
ments are singularly free from objection 
or criticism.

The tow linen suit seems to be affected 
far mote in Washington than in any other 
city in the United States. The pre­
judices against the innovation have been 
gradually overcome iu the Capital by 
such men as ex-speaker lieed, Congress­
men Hnt, Hatch, and other statesmen 
who have pioneered the low suit to popu­
larity.

AN ELECTION COURT CASE RE­

VIVED.

Lawyer Pugsley’s Remark to Lawyer 
’ CtJRREY.

Judge Tuck and the ftw lawyeis and 
spectators who weie in bis ccuit on Sat­
urday afternoon enjoyed a good laugh. 
The matter under co-sidéral ion was the 
Chatham Social club case. Mi. L. A. 
Currey, in tte course of his argument, 
made some observations about following 
the prteciibed legal foims iu preparing 
documents. Mr. Pugeley met his aigu- 
ment with the remark ‘the loi ms aie of 
no account. Sometimes they are cut cut 
badly and pasted rn legal documents aud 
then somebody takes a pair of scissors 
and chops off the ends.’ Judge Tuck re­
marked ‘ There have been some such ex­
periences, 1 believe,’ aud then Mr. Cut rev 
and everybody laughed.

The remark of Mr. Pogslev was taken 
by some persons to refer to the Glouces­
ter election case, the particulars of wFicn 
many will remember. Mr. N. A. Lan­
dry, the defeated candidate, was a news­
paper man and a lawyer. lie decided to 
protest K.*F. Barns’ election, and in­
stead of writing out the legal document 
had it sit up in his office and printed in 
hie paper. He then cut it out, pasted it 
on slips of paper and so had it served on 
Mr. Burns. __ It was stated at the time 
that Mr. Burns concluded to resign 
rather than go into court ; but he was 
advised by St. John politicians to engage 
Mr. Currey and tight the case. He did 
engage Mr. Carrey and when the matter 
was called to time befoie Judges Tuck 
and King, Mr. Burns’s lawyer to >k a pre­
liminary objection that the legal docu­
ment was no good, as one of the para­
graphs was unfinished.

Investigation showed that one or two 
lines nece-eary to finish a sentence were 
missing. Mr. Laudiy was positive the 
line or lines had been on the document 
when it was served, and produced evi­
dence to pinve i*. His council also ar­
gued that its omission did not injure 
the petition. Judge King agreed with 
him in this, but Judge Tuck held the 
opposite view. The law requites trial 
judges to be unauiinou", and as they 
were not the case never got to trial and 
Ur. Burns was able to keep the seat.

The contention of Mr. Landry's friends 
at the time was that the line or two had 
been deliberately clipped fiom the pape: 
after it had left Mr. Landry’s lianas ; 
and certainly there was at least a ‘ curi­
ous coincidence’ iu this little conversation 
in court on Saturday.—St John Glohe.

Do you love flowers? There is 
the garden. You can’t paint your 
face just ihe right color in the gar­
den, and the best young man will 
meditate on that fact.—Let not the 
hired servant do all the work. He 
may help, but the artistic feminine 
touch gives a charm and helps make 
home a lodge of happiness. Why 
should not the farmer’s girls have 
charge of the poultry yard? No 
branch of farm work affords such op­
portunities. The rea- ing of chickens 
requires considerable lime and a 
fund of gentleness and patience 
The girls have a fondness for young 
life. They do not practice deception 
when they fondle the wee downy 
balls. 4 On ! the dear, innocent 
creatures ? Too cunning for any 
thing.’ The men with deep voices 
down where the gullet grows, are 
gone to the field. The girls see the 
early spring shower coming and se­
cure the chicks under cover. They 
are at home and hear the disturbance 
when a strange cat or a weasel 
comes around. How gentle the high- 
toned voice ! It sounds up in the 
rear part of bonnet. It is the voice 
of love for the helpless./ Ah, give 
me girls to rear chickens when once 
they are ’listed. Country girls 
should pet the horses and ride on 
their backs. Better than dumb-bells 
is horseback riding. People may 
think and say what they please, the 
future of our country depends much 
on the physical vigor of our girls 
reared on the farm.

TWO PROOFS.

As proof of the beneficial effects 
of the system of harrowing grain crops 
after they ere up, we call attention 
to a couple of instances in which the 
practice was performed aocidently, 
but j et produced very beneficial re­
sults .

On the dikes in King’s County, 
N. S., a number of farmers ploughed 
up adjoining strips of land and sow­
ed them with wheat. On one of the 
strips the grain never came op—it 
was supposed that the grain used 
had been allowed to heat. The 
farmer owning the said strip of dike 
land resowed it with oats. In har­
rowing the grain in he used a pair 
of young cattle on the harrow. The 
cattle for some reason ran away and 
crossed on to one of the neighboring 
strips in which the wheat was be­
tween Iwo and three inches high. 
In trying to head off and catch the 
cattle the whole strip was pretty 
roughly harrowed. The farmer who 
owned the reharrowed strip thought, 
as did everybody else, that the grain 
was ruined. It was agreed between 
the farmers to let the matter rest un­
til after harvest, the owner of the 
cat’le agreeing to pay the owner of 
the grain that was rebarrowed a sum 
equal to the difference of value be­
tween the quantity of grain his strip 
produced and that of the average of 
the adjoining strips.

Id the fall it was found that the 
owner of the lunaway cattle had no 
damages to pay, as the strip that 
was supposed to have beeu ruined 
returned a great deal larger yield 
than any of the uthers/

Another case occurred on aa up­
land farm. A field had been sown 
with winter rye, but a large patch in 
the centre of the field was winter 
killed. The owner, after the rest of 
the grain in the field was up', sowed 
the bare patch with oats and harrow 
ed it in. Of course the grain at tbe 
ends and sides of the patch, on which 
the harrow was turned, was pretty 
thoroughly torn up, During ihe 
summer, especially after the grain 
bad headed, the track of the harrow 
could plainly be traced, as the grain, 
wherever the harrow went, stood 
about a foot higher and the heads 
were about two inches longer th an 
in the rest of the field.

This demonstrates the advantage 
of harrowing grain after it is up. A 
light sharp toothed arrow is the 
best.—P. E. Islander.

Scaweed as a fertilizer is of much 
imparlance all along the coast. 
When wet it is two-thirds water, but 
when dried on the beach only one- 
third its weight is water and it is a 
useful absorbent in stables. Tbe 
wet seaweed contains nearly 1 per 
cent of nitrogen, potash 3 per cent, 
and phosphoric rcid H per cent, so 
that tbe plant food in a ton of this 
stuff is worth $5 to $6. If the rcck- 
weed is dried until it contains only 
half as much water as when wet, a 
ton of it will have nearly twice as 
much of these elements, represent­
ing a value of 88 to 812 per ton, ac­
cording to its dryness. The nitro­
gen is lost if tbe seaweed is buried. 
Seaweed also contains considerable 
soda and lime, and is good for all 
crops if spread upon the soil and 
lightly ploughed or harrowed in.

A FARM STABLE.

A writer in The Tribune gives bis 
method of ventilation and of making 
a cement floor. We quote a fraction 
of his remarks :

4 My plan of ventilation is to have 
an open hay chute above tbe manger 
and extending the entire length of it, 
and we arrange the barn so that this 
hay chute comes at the side of the 
barn floor a’ ove and just under the 
edge of the bay bay, my barn being 
a basement burn. With plenty of 
windows and doors bel . w aud this 
opening over the manger, and good 
bedd ng nsed freely, the air of the 
stable is always sweet and whole­
some. For laying stable floors only 
Portland cement should be used, but 
as a barrel of it will make nearly 100 
square feet of Boor for a cow stable 
and good Portland cement can now 
be bought at 83 per barrel, the cost 
of the material is actually less than 
that of plank and Joist, for with suit­
able joist and a two-inch floor it will 
require nearly 400 feet of lumber for 
100 square feet of floor, and this 
would cost me 82 a hundred for pine 
or 82 50 a hundred for oak lumber. 
My entire stable is floored with 
cemeut—horse and cow stalls, man 
ger, manure ditch, cellar and bedding 
room and a walk two feet wide back

Spring is the best time to make] the manure ditch.
fences of any kind. The ground is 
soft for digging the holes in which to 
set posts, and after they are set there 
is time for the soil to compact before 
winter. If posts are sat in the fal 
it is very hard lo keep the fenco 
straight during Ihe first winter, as 
the posts will be lifted by ftecz eg or 
blown over by heavy winds in early 
spring. When frost is out of the 
soil the best made fail fence will netd 
m re or less c re. It is better to 
leove the making of tbe fence until 
spring. It can be done before lhe 
soil is tit to be plowed or worked iu 
any way and when otbe. work is not 
pressing.

4 To make this concrete, we mix 
one! pan of cement to six parts of 
good gravel, or finely broken stone 
four parts and coarse sand two parts, 
will answer. This is thoroughly j 
mixed dry, then slightly wet by j 
sprinkling "ith a watering pot, and 
thoroughly mixed until evety pebble 
is coated with ihe cement, and then 
rammed solid. The finishing coat is 
mized, two parts of sand to one of 
cem-'nt, thoroughly tempered and 
poured on quite thin and level, and 
then left to harden. Little skill is 
required to put down a cement floor, 
as any cue can, with a level and 
straight-edge, get it level, and it 
does not need to be troweled smooth, 
as horses and cattle would be less 
likely to slip on it if left rough. 
We lay in sections four o’ five feet 
wide by stak’ng 2x4 or 2xG edges 
and level it with a light straight
