In examining attentively the Federal
License law, one finds that it is uujust, and
tyrannical in its provisions. It concen-
trates ia the hands of the Inspector and of
the Commissioners exorbitant powers. It
is a machine for corrupticn acd for favor-
itism. We hope that the Quebec Cabinet
will without delay imitate those of the other
provinces. Its duty is, not to scquiesce in
the encroachmenfs of the federal power.
~While Le Monde, one of Chapleau's
organs,: tells us that— L
The federal power has nothing to gain by
encroaching on the powers of the local
legislatures. - It has only to lose by so do-
ing. Every time that the Ottawa Govern-
ment takes away from the provinces the
exercise of a right, it will weaken by so
much the bonds of Confederation. When
every province has something to complain
of against the federal power, the least thing
will place in danger the bands which unite
the provinces to each other.

Thus we see that public opinion in the
Province of Quebec is quite as decided
and marked in its opposition to this mea-
sure as it.ds in the other Provinces. The
only pretence- offered for passing this

License Act was the assumption that a

decision of the Privy Council had invali-
dated all Provincial Acts regulating the
traffic in spirituous liquors. It has been
shown by a subsequent decision of the
council in the Hodge case that Sir John’s
interpretation of this decision was erro-
neous, and that he gave to it a significance
it was never intended to bear. It is in-
deed an open secret that the main motive
for passing this McCarthy Act was a de-
sire upon Sir John’s part to injure Mr.,
Mowat by taking out of his hands a cer-
tain amount of patronage. To gratify
this petty spirit of revenge the whole
Dominion is made to suffer, The Toronto
Tribune says :—

The wish to escape the mortification of
admitting that he was in error when he de-
clared the Crooks Act of no force or value,
and the desire to maintain a little longer
the reputation of being a great comstitution-
al lawyer are the only reasons one can
imagine for Sir John’s obstinate determina-
tion to throw the whole country into
confusion over the Liquor License question.
To satisfy the wounded vanity of a man
who has given several evidences lately of
incipient dotage, a large and - important
business is to be thrown into confasion and
those engaged in it are to be subjeat to
much annoyance.

Model Farm, and to this farm when pur-
chased remove the stock and farming
utensils now upon the Stock Farm which
for ressons, not hard to discover, did not
prove a success. Let long inexpensive
cottages be erected upon this farm, after
approved models of those which have for
some time been in use in several states in
the American Union for the accommodation
of the chronic insane. And as soon as cot-
tages are erected with sufficient accommoda.
tion for 25, 50 or 100 patients, let that
number of a suitable class to assist in farm
labor be drafted from the Asylum to the
Stock Farm established for the chronic
insane. Let all the insane in the first in-
stance be sent to the present Asylum and
have afforded th the best means the
healing art can supply, and then those who
recover will of course return to their homes,
those who fail may be kept here by their
friends under conditions, others as this house
fills up should be removed to the depart-
ment for chronic insane at the Stock Farm.
The reasons for having the establishment
on the line of railway between here and
Fredericton are: First, that there would not
be required a separate medical officer in the
management, as the history and condition
of all the patients would be well known to
the officers of this Asylum, who could at
uitable periods visit and instruct as to
their management, care, &c., &c.

Second, the farm, being in near proximity
to the Asylum, could fine there a convenieng
market for it8 products of Wood, Hay,
Grain, Vegetables, Beef, &c., and further,
the situation all along the line is a healthy
one, it is easy of access it is a sufficient con-
venient centre and far enough from the
shore to be beyond the fog of the Bay of
Fundy. Land and sites for a mammoth
farm suited to these requirements are abun-
dant and obtainable at moderate cost along
the line indicated

We have now 50 patients more than the
present buildings atre designed to rightly
accommodate. Experience has taught us
that an extension to this house to accom-
modate them will cost $25,000 to $30,000.
Then we have no land on which to produce
food or supplies, and none can be obtained
in this vicinity which would yield profit to
the Asylum on account of its cost. Let us
see what the price of a “New Wing” will
do in the way of providing accommodation
for us a little way in the country. It is not
too bold a proposition, we think, to make,
that it will purchase the farm of 2,000 acres,
and erect cottages to accommodate 50
patients of the class best suited to be drafted
at the beginning. I mean such pauper
patients as have retained largely their
physical health, have improved in “their
minds, have no home to return to, but bave
not mental capacity and steadiness of pur-
pose to make their way in the world. If
the system proposed be the right one, and
the proposition made be correct and capable
of demonistration, some progress in two im-
portant questions may have been made.

The customs act amendment was read a
gecond time. It provides that penalties
under that act may be collected in any court
of competent jurisdiction, and also that any
person found guilty of smugglingy or pre-
senting false or fraudulent invoices, shall be
liable to fines of from $50 to $200, or im-
prisonment for terms of from one to twelve
months.

Hon. Mr. Costigan moved the second
reading 8f the bill to prevent the adultera-
tion of food and drugs. When asked for
an explanation he looked around, searched
his desk for memorandum, and, after a
while, Sir John Macdonald told the clerk to
pass on to the next item, amid laughter
from the Opposition. The Minister of In-
land Revenue fared little better when he
moved the second reading to amend the
weights and measures Act.

Messrs. Mills and Weldon contended that
the subject of the proposed amendments
came within the purview of the Provincial
Legislature.

Hon. Mr. Costigan apnealed to Sir John,
who suggested that the discussion be post-
poned. This was agreed to.

After recess, when the House went into
committee of supply, Mr. Patersou (Brant)
rose to move an amendment in reference to
immigration. When the Syndicate bargain
was entered into in 1881, it was urged that
the Government would be relieved of the
entire expenditure upon immigration. That
was the principle argument used in support
of that bargain; but now, after four yearg,
it was found that the Government’s expen-
diture upon immigration had increased
enormously, while the Syndicate could not
show that they had expended a single dollar
upon immigration, He quoted figures
taken from the Canada censusto show that
the country had not been able to retain its
natural increase of population, and within
the last five years we had lost a number
equal not only to the entire immigration
into the country, but many of our own peo-
ple as well. The Tories who used Ameri-
can statistics to show that the country was
being depopulated in 1877 and 1878, were
now estopped from impugning the accuracy
of these returns when they showed that
four times as many people had gone out
annually under the present tariff as there
had under the late Government. The
school returns of Ontario showed a falling
off in population during the five years past,
and a similar state of affairs was visible in
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. The
school returns for Nova Scotia showed that
the number of pupils enrolled in 1876 was
94,162; in 1877, under the late goveinment,
tLe number had increased to 99,094. But
in 1882 there was only 95,912, or a decline
ot 4,932 in three years under the N. P. In
New Brunswick the number of pupils en-
rolled was : In 1835, 59,675 and in 1879,
70,889; in 1882, 64,581. Under all the cir-
