London, Dec. 81.—The -war office 
has received the following dispatch 
from Lord Kitchener;

“Pretoria, Dec. 30, 7:50 a.m.—General 
Lyttleton reports that our post at 
Helvetia was captured yesterday 
morning by the Boers. About 50 were 
killed and wounded and 200 taken 
prisoners.

“Col. Kitchener reports that he is 
following witn a small force in the 
track of the enemy. Helvetia being 
reoocupied by Reeves, who has been 
reintonced from Belfast.

“Helvetia was a very strong posi­
tion on the Machadcdorp-Lyaenuurg 
railway, and was held by a detach­
ment of the Liverpool Regiment. Am 
asking for further information.

“French has ooouipied Ventersdorp. 
“Clements reports that he is oppos­

ed on the road to Rustenburg.
“The eastern line was blown up near 

Pan, and a train was help up this 
morning on the Standerton line, near 
Vaal station.

"White's column has arrived at Sea- 
ekaJ.

"Knox's column and Boy es’ brigade 
are holding Dewet from breaking 
south."

MORS RAIDERS.
A correspondent at Burghersdorp, 

wiring Sunday, reports as lo.iows: 
“Two fresh commandoes are entering 
the colony. One has already crossed 
near Knaapdaar, and the arrival of 
another is momentarily expected in 
the Steynsburg district. The Boers 
are said to have two or three horses 
each, though in bad condition. They 
have no guns or transport, but are 
well supplied with Lee-Metford rifles 
and ammunition. Captured Boers say 
that the intention of these comman­
does is to roam about and wait until 
Gen. Dewet appears upon the scene.”

NOT DISCOURAGED.
! While Lord Kitchener sends rather 
.gloomy news for England, the closing 
day of the year, the press continues 
to take a hopeful view of the situa­
tion and of revelations of an enor­
mously wide field of Boer activity. 
Gen. Dewet is still at large; Kimber­
ley is isolated, while the Beers are in 
force enough to have captured a 
strong position at Helvetia, in the Ly- 
denburg district.

AT GREYLINGSTADT.
Details of the Greytoigstadt affair 

show that, while Oolville’s column 
was pursuing the Boers, a second force, 
of 400 of the enemy was seen moving 
toward the camp where the British 
transport was inspanned. The small 
British force made a plucky stand 
until reinforcements arrived with ar­
tillery, and after severe fighting the 
Boers were defeated. The British 
losses altogether are none killed and 
63 wounded and missing. The Boers 
are said to have 31 killed.

Zeeirust is practically besieged, but 
hhs provisions sufficient for five 
months. The garrison at Otto’s Hoof 
has been withdrawn to Liclhteniburg.

Dec. 28, reports that Col. de Lisle de­
feated Heitzog, eighteen miles west of 
De Aar, capturing a number of wagons 
and releasing the prisoners captured 
at Philipstown. Lieut.-Col. Grenfell 
forced back Kritzinger towards Ven­
te rstad. Both commandoes are in a 
desperate plight and will probably 
never recross the Orange River.

NOT MUCH CHANGE.
London, Dec. 31.—Lord Kitchener, 

wiring from Pretoria, Saturday, Dec. j 
£9, says: There is not much change 1 
in the situation in Cape Colony. The 
eastern force of the enemy appears 
to have broken up into small bands 
at Utrecht, and to be moving about 
rapidly in the same district, evidently 
waiting for support from the north. 
The last report states that the west­
ern force is moving to Camnravon. De 
Lisle and Thorne y croft are in close 
pursuit.

A Standerton dispatch dated Dec. 28 
says it Is estimated that 2,000 Boers 
were engaged in the operations in 
North Natal, hoping to break the Brit­
ish lines of communication. This plan 
failed and the Boers were driven off 
In each case with more or less loss, 
their casualties in the past day or two 
numbering 50. while the British casu­
alties were slight.

; RECRUITING RAPIDLY.
Naauwpoort, Dec. 31. — Recruiting 

here for the Prince of Wales’ Light 
Horse is proceeding at the rate of 40 
men daily. Five hundred troopers are 
being raised here. The prince re­
cently gave spec:'’! permission for the 
use of his name, lie regiment prom­
ises to be among .ie most popular of 
the new corps that are being raised.

KRUGER TO THE BOERS.
| London, Dec. 31.—It is creditably 
| repoi Led, according to a dispatch from 

Newcastle, dated Dec. 29, that Louis 
Botha has informed Commandant 
Sp- uisrht that Kruger has sent word 
that the burghers must lay down their 
aim» or continue fighting où the:r 
own account, as no support from Eur­
ope can be expected.

All dispatches in London agree that 
the Cape Dutch have no inclination 
to rise, but, on the contrary, appear 
to be tired of the war, and desirous of 
peace. Many refuse to supply the 
Boers with food, and are willing to 
give information to the British re­
garding Boer movements.

Pekin, Dec. 30.—The Chinese pleni­

potentiaries have been unexpectedly 
ordered to sign the preliminary joint 
note, and have notified the foreign en­
voys to that effect. The Chinese them­
selves are greatly astonished at re­
ceiving- the imperial instructions. 
Neither Li Hung Chang nor Prince 
-Oiling had exp-c ted success in per­
suading the court under ten days.
THE EMPEROR’S INSTRUCTIONS.

The emperor’s instructions are to 
agtee fully to the note, but to endea­
vor to get the ‘best terms possible, par­
ticularly in the matter of limiting the 
number of the legation guards, and 
also to the places where these are to 
be located. The plenipotentiaries are 
instructed to endeavor to limit the 
number of railway posts along the 
line of railway to as few as possible, 
and finally to request the powers mt 
to des.roy the forts but merely to dis­
arm them.

LI Hung Chang's health is bad, and 
it is doubtful whether he will be able 
to do more than affix his signature to 
any instrument, delegating his powers 
to Prince Chin g until another plenipo­
tentiary has been appointed. He was 
dressed this morning and carried^ in a 
chair to the residence of Prince Ching, 
with whom he had a long consultation. 
Prince Ching then called upon .he 
doyen of the diplomatic corps this af­
ternoon, Minister Senor Declogan, and 
requested him to notify the other en­
voys tirât instructions had been re­
ceived from the emperor to sign the 
note.

RETURN TO PEKIN.
Prince Ching and Li Hung Chang 

say that Emperor Kwamg Su has ex­
pressed a desire that the court should 
return to Pekin at the end of Febru­
ary.

Shanghai, Dec. 30.—There are persis- 
| tent reports in circulation here that 
! the Imperial court is preparing to re­
turn to Pekin. Chinese advices from 
tire capital say that 90 carts, with, 
mules and horses have been dispatch­
ed to Tai Yuen Fu to meet and bring 
back the imperial personages and their 
entourage. It is also asserted that 
Emperor Kw: ng Su has summoned 
Hu Ping Chih. former governor of the 
Province of Shan Si, to Sian Fu, to 
accompany Hm to Pekin. 

SUSPENSION O'F HOSTILITIES 
ASKED.

! Paris, Dec. 30.—The Havas Agency 
has received this dispatch from Pekin: 
“Prince Clring and Li Hung Chang 
have co nr nr uni cited to the foreign en­
voys an imperial edict in which the 
emperor declares that China accepts 
the joint note and suspension of hos­
tilities.”

TO BE BEHEADED.
It is asserted that the emperor has 

ordered the immediate decapitation of 
Yu Hsien, formerly governor of Shan 
Si, who was previously degraded and 
banished.

The Mohammedan rising in the Pro­
vince of Kan Su is spreading, and tin 
troops of the viceroy of the Province 
of Hu Nan are alone able to hold theii 
own against the rebels

MORÉ RAIDERS.
I A correspondent at Burghersdorp, 
wiring Sunday, reports as lo.iu-ws:

One has already crossed 
near Knaapdaar, and the arrival of 
another is momentarily expected in 
the Steynsburg district. The Boers 
are said to have two or three horses 
each, though in bad condition. They 
have no .guns or transport, but are 
well supplied with Lee-Mebford rifles 
and ammunition. Captured Boers say 
that the intention of these comman­
does is to roam about and wait until 
Gen. Dewet appears upon the scene.”

NOT DISCOURAGED.
| While Lord Kitchener sends rather 
.gloomy news for England, the closing 
day of the year, the piress continues 
to take a hopeful view of the situa­
tion and of revelations of an enor­
mously wide field of Boer activity. 
Gen. Dewet is still at large; Kimber­
ley is isolated, while the Beers are in 
force enough to have captured a 
strong position at Helvetia, in the Ly- 
denburg district.

AT GREYLINGSTADT.
Details of the Greylltigstadt affair 

show that, while Colville’s column 
was pursuing the Boers, a second fores, 
of 400 of the enemy was seen moving 
toward the catnip where the British 
transport was unspanned. The small 
British force made a plucky stand 
until reinforcements arrived with ar­
tillery, and after severe fighting the 
Boers were defeated. The British 
losses altogether are none killed and 
63 wounded and missing. The Boers 
are said to have 31 killed.

The 
eastern force of the enemy appears 
to have broken up into small bands 
at Utrecht, and to be moving about 
rapidly in the same district, evidently 
waiting for support from the north. 
The last report states that the west­
ern force is moving to Camaravon. De 
Lisle and Thormeycroft are in close 
pursuit.

A Standerton dispatch dated Dec. 28 
says it is estimated that 2,000 Boers 
were engaged in the operations in 
North Natal, hoping to break the Brit­
ish lines of communication. This plan 
failed and the Boers were driven off 
In each case with more or less loss, 
their casualties in the past day or two 
numbering 50. while the British casu­
alties were slight.

Horse is proceeding at the rate of 40 
men daily. Five hundred troopers are 
being raised here. The prince re­
cently gave specie 1 permission for the 
use of his name, "he regiment prom­
ises to be among ae most popular of 
the new corps that are being raised.

KRUGER TO THE BOERS. 
London, Dec. 31.—It is creditably

A sarcastic answer was re­
turned to the effect that ten minutes 
would not be sufficient.

The Boers atta; ked next morning, 
when two guns were mounted on some 
rising ground south and southwest of 
the river, and 27 shells from one cap­
tured 15-pounder were sent into the 
wot ks on either side of the bridge.

The enemy also attempted to at­
tack the post by working up and 
down the river, but the reception they 
met with from the little garrison was 
so warm that they desisled from the 
attack. They made another attempt, 
however, getting behind a rise 300 
yards off, but again our fire was too 
hot, and they retired.

The Boer casualties were tw'o killed 
and five wounded, while ours were nil. 
It was a creditable performance on the 
part of the little garrison to stop 2,000 
Boers for 24 hours.

The imperial Instructions Create Gen­
uine Surprise—Gourt Preparing 

to Return to Fekin.
Pekin, Dec. 30.—The Chinese pleni­

potentiaries have been unexpectedly 
ordered to sign the preliminary joint 
note, and have notified the foreign en­
voys to that effect. The Chinese them­
selves are greatly astonished at re­
ceiving the imperial instructions. 
Neither Li Hung Chang nor Prince 
-Citing had expected success in per­
suading the co-urt under ten days.
THE EMPEROR’S INSTRUCTIONS.

The emperor’s instructions are to 
agree fully to the note, but to endea­
vor to get Lite best terms possible, par­
ticularly in the matter of limiting the 
number of the legation guards, and 
also to the places where these are to 
be located. The plenipotentiaries are 
instructed to endeavor to limit the 
number of railway posts along the 
line of railway to as few as possible, 
and finally to request the powers n^t 
to des. roy the forts but merely to dis­
arm them.

Li Hung Chang's health is bad, and 
it is doubtful whether he will be able 
to do more than affix his signature to 
any insirument, delegating his powers 
to Prince Chin g until another plenipo­
tentiary has been appointed. He was 
dressed this morning and carried in a 
chair to the residence oif Prince Ching, 
with whom he had a long consultation. 
Prince Ching then called upon .he 
doyen cf the diplomatic corps this af­
ternoon, Minister Senor Deelogan. and 
requested him to notify the other en­
voys that instructions had been re­
ceived from the emperor to tfign the 
note.

RETURN TO PEKIN.
Prince Ching and Li Hung Chang 

say that Emperor Kwamg Su has ex­
pressed a desire that the court should 
return to Pekin at tile end of Febru­
ary.

Shanghai, Dec. 30.—There are persis-

“Prince Ching and Li Hung Chang 
have communicated to the foreign en­
voy's an imperial edict in which the 
emperor declares that China accepts 
the joint note and suspension of hos­
tilities.”

A serum against the foot-and-mouth 
disease, discovered by Prof. Loeffler, 
and described at the Paris Medical 
Congress last summer, is being manu­
factured in Germany commercially.

The German private shipyards In 
1900 completed 250.000 tons of vessels, 
which is three times above the ton­
nage turned out in 1S96 and a fifth 
per cent above the tonnage of 1858 
British yards built in 1900, 100,000 tons 
for German account, and German 
yards built 113,000 tons for foreign 
account. Seven hundred ships in all, 
over 760,000 tons, are building fur 
German account in German private 
and foreign yards. Forty-eight war­
ships are being built in German pri­
vate yards.

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Suggestions for Consideration by 
the Ontario Government.

L The abolition of all tolls.
We have discussed many times the 

desirability of the abolition of all tolls 
They are a relic of bygone times. The ; 
Proof Line Is the only road on which 
tolls exist In the County of Middlesex, 
and they should not exist there. Every 
time a farmer, or, for that matter, any­
one else, pays toll, he pays so much 
more taxes. It is a nuisance, and a 
burden to a large portion of the resi­
dents of £,ondon Township.

In other counties tolls exist, and arc 
» greater nuisance than they are even 
In this country, but wherever they are 
to be found they have outlived their 
usefulness, and their abolition will be 
received with thankfulness.

Why have they not been abolished? 
It will, we think, be admitted that their 
abolition is desirable; but it will be 
claimed by some, for instance, that if 
money Is paid by the whole County of 
Middlesex to abolish the Proof Line 
tolls, that it is unjust to some other 
portion of the county. It will be claim­
ed, perhaps, by some county in which 
tolls do not exist, that if provincial 
funds are used to abolish tolls in an­
other county, that such county will re­
ceive an unfair advantage, and other 
arguments along this line will be used.

We do not think they constitute any 
answer. You cannot legislate with per­
fect equality in questions of the kino. ; 
Take for example the distribution of 

, the municipal loan fund. Was it en- 
irely equitable? Were such works as 
le London and Port Stanley Railway 
ecognized to the extent they should 
a.ve been? We do no( say the desire 

Id not exist to act with perfect jus- 
fee, and doubtless what was done was 

done in that belief. What we do say is 
you cannot weigh such questions ex­
actly; and Just so with the abolition of 
tolls. They are a public nuisance, 
and public moneys should get rid of 
them.

Take any public work you choose to 
name. It is not located without do­
ing mere good to one municipality 
than another. Take the London Asy­
lum. It is of much value to the whole 
west, but of more value to London in 
particular. And so it Is with every 
public work. Then at the present 
time colonization roads are built 
through the unsettled portions of the 
province, and a good work it is. but" 
of advantage mainly to the localities 
in which the roads are made. The pro­
prietors of the toll roads have spent 
money on their construction and 
maintenance. They caused good roads 
to be made at an earlier time than 
would otherwise have been the case. 
They were, in a certain sense, coloniza­
tion roads, and If it is just to use pub­
lic funds to build colonization roads, 
and we think it is eminently just, so 
we think it equally just to remove the 
burden of toll roads by public pur­
chase or by any other means that can 
be devised.

Toll roads belong to the early part 
of the century, and should never 
have seen its close. A progressive 
province like Ontario, that leads in 
everything, should nott try to do what 
is impossible. It should not allow tolls 
to exist until the mythical day when 
they can be abolished with absolute 
certain justice to every municipality. 
It should not allow many years of the 
19th century to go by without abolish­
ing for ever all toils in the province, 
thereby maintaining its right to be 
considered progressive.

London, Dec. 30.—In a special cable 
dispatch I. N. Ford says of the situ- j 
ation in South Africa: The Boer i 
operations disclosed in the latest dis­
patches indicate a deliberate but un­
successful attempt to break the Brit­
ish lines of communication. The raid 
across the Orange River has been a 
failure. The bands of guerillas have 
been headed off paid are ret ring. The 
Dutch sympathizers in Gape Colony 
may ibe ready to offer political as­
sistance, but they will not tight. The 
Boers, having failed to shift me scene 
of military operations southwards, 
are now resuming their harassing 
tactics along the railways leading 
from Natal and through the Orange 
River Colony. Skirmishing is con- ; 
stant, but no advantage is gained.

Brief summaries of these petty 
fights show that there is a daily cas­
ualty list on the British side, and this 
is enlarged by mortality from fever 
and various diseases. When the lines 
are kept by an army of over 200,060 
men, the accounts of these operations 
are gloomy reading for a nation weary 
of war and anxious for the restoration 
of peace, but it is inaccurate to repre­
sent the British army as acting on 
the defensive and 'barely holding its 
ground. It would be more correct to 
assert that there is no real progress 
on either side.

Old soldiers who keep watch of what 
is going on say that Lord Kitchener 
is doing as well as could be expected; 
that he is gi adually wearing out the 
Boers; that Dewet will be run down 
sooner or later, and that the bands 
will be dispersed when their horses 
and ammunition give out. They do 
not expect important results from the 
establishment of government laagers 
for the protection of the burghers and 
their families who are willing to sur­
render. The Dutch women are more 
bitter than the burghers themselves, 
and are unwilling to live in tihe laagers 
under the British flag.

(MORALIZING.
Moralists with a century as well 

as a year behind them are making a 
week of -t. Everything is reviewed 
from finance to football, and pessim­
ism is the prevailing note. The Eng­
lish Diogenes at the close of the year 
may find an honest man, hut not an 
optimist. The English ore the severest 
critics of their own short-comings, 
and exipose themselves with stark- 
naked candor. The impression created 
by columns of croaking and forebod­
ing is that everything is going wrong; 
that the South African war was 
bungled from first to last; that the 
British prestige has been impaired; 
that the finances of the campaign 
have been badly managed; that the 
government has been compelled to 
boiTOW money at rates nobody would 
have believed likely; that the Ameri­
cans and the Germans are taking 
away a large portion of England’s 
foreign trade; that the country is 
woefully behind other nations In 
mechanical invention and electrical 
enterprise, and that everybody in the 
slang of the day, needs to “buck an” 
at the opening of the new year and 
the new century.
BPiTTA IN STRONGER THAN EVER.

The chorus of grumbling and croak­
ing is the characteristic refrain of a 

] nation of fault-finders at the dawn of 
j a new era. 11 reality every English- 
• man knows that the empire was never 
! stronger than it is at this moment, 

with 'the loyalty of the colonies invig­
orated and linverlal interests centered, 
and that while competition is steadily 

: increasing in foreign commerce, home 
trade was never better nor the finan­
cial stability of the country more cer- 

i tain. While the war is still dragging 
on the Dutch governments have been 
overthrown beyond a chance of res­
toration, and the richest gold fields 
in the world have been conquered and 
brought under tribute to British pros­
perity.

BRITISH FINANCES.
Mr. Ford writes of the financial situa­

tion as follows: The most significant 
feature of the monetary situation is the 
shrinkage of the reserve in the Bank of 
England. Old-faehiomd bankers have 

j shaken their heads grimly over the re- 
■ Auction of the reserves of the bank and 
! the ability of American, French and Ger­
man capitalists to subject the financial 
system here to a severe strain; but the 
man in the street has not been alarmed, 
for he has known that the bankers of all 
great money centers support one an- 
oth r. The bank's re erve.s will natural­
ly be Increased during - the next two 
months, but there will inevitably be an­
other shrinkage at the end of March. 
The increasing power of America as a 
cred t nation naturally is the stork 
theme in ail the financial journals, 
wh.ch frankly admit that a great bal­
ance of indebtedness is held uncollected 
against England, and may produce an 
ou‘""ard drain of gold at any time. The 
wonderful development of .American pro­
ductive resources and the force of com­
petition in forrign maikets is frankly 
conceded, and the gloomiest prophet of 
evil for the Un’ted Kingdom foresees 
nothing but prosperity and the accumu­
lation of wealth for the United States.

THE WAR OFFICE.

This 
is objectionable from a parliamentary 
point of view, since the frank discussion 
of military affairs is impossible when a 
member of the royal family is comman­
der-in-chief.

GEN. COLVILLE’S CASE.
Major-Gen. Sir Henry Colville, whose 

resignation has been demanded by the 
war office, but who refused to resign, 
and came to England from Gibraltar, 
to demand a trial by court-martial to 
establish the responsibility lor the Yeo­
manry disaster at L.ndley last May, has 
made a counter-strike at the war office 
in a 3,000 word statement which he has 
given to the press. He says ho has 
come home to demand a free inquiry, 
and does not intend to be made a scape­
goat for the sake of the staff. He avers 
that the Lindley disaster could never 
have happened had be been informed of 
Lord Roberts’ intentions. The primary 
cause of the surrender, he says, was the 
insufficient information given by the 
headquarters staff to Col. Spragge and 
himself, and he declines to accept the 
blame. He lays out the foots and blames 
others. Gen. Colville and his influential 
friends in and out of the army are thus 
beginning a campaign against the new 
secretary of state for war, Mr. William 
St. John Broderick, Lord Roberts and 
Gen. Kitchener. It is expected to be 
fought out with some ferocity in parlia­
ment.

ORDERED TO RESIGN.
When he returned from South Africa 

Gen. Colville says he fully acquainted 
the war office with the facts. After some 
time he was informed by Gen. Sir Eve­
lyn Wood, the adjutant-general, that 
Lord Lansdowne, then secretary of state 
for war, had directed him to say that 
Gen. Lord Wolseley, the commander-in- 
chief, approved of Gen. Colville's resum­
ing his Gibraltar command He learned 
unofficially that an army board of five 
of the highest officials of the war office 
had consii ered his statements and Lord 
Roberts’ dispatches on the subject. His 
reappointm nt was the result of the in­
quiry. To his intense surprise, Adjutant- 
Gen. Wood, on Dec. 21. notified him that 
William St. John Broderick, the newly- 
appointed secretary of state for war, 
heid him responsib e for the loss of the 
Yeomanry, and ordered him to quit his 
command immediately, and hand over 
his resignation.

COLVILLE PUSHED ON.
Gen. Colville, going into official details, 

says he was ordered to concentrate his 
division at Heiibron on May 29, and 
names the various dispositions of the 
other divisions, which extended across 
the Orange Free States. He assumed 
that Lord Roberts intended to advance, 
sweeping all before him. His orders 
were absolute, and he had to carry 
them out. Hence he could not go to the 
relief of the 600 Yeomanry without risk­
ing the success of the grand operation, 
under any circumstances, be says, he 
considered it his duty to push on, even 
if he were suie it would entail the loss 
of the Yeomanry. Besides, he had only 
food enough for two days. He pushed 
on, and the Yeomanry surrendered. 
Lord Roberts broke up Gen. Colville's 
envision and expressed his dissatisfac­
tion.

‘ On my pointing out that 1 had obeyed 
his o-ders to the letter,” declares Gen. 
Colville, “he said his orders were only 
intended as a guide.” Gen. Colville al­
ludes to some of the Yeomanry being 
m.iiionaires, and quotes Lord Roberts 
as saying it was his duty to sacrifice his 
iorco for the Yeomanry, “It will be re- 
m mbered,” Gen. Colviile says, “that the 
corps d'el fe numbered 500, and my loice 
nearly eight times that number.” Gen. 
Co.villa cues two examples of what he

Omaha, Dec. 29.—E. A. Cudtal’ny.tihe mil­
lionaire packer, has received a second 
communication from the men who 
kidnapped his son. This time, as 
formerly, the letter contains a threat, 
and says in substance, that unless he 
withdraws his offer of $25,000 reward 
for tha arrest and conviction of each 
of the three bandits they will kidnap 
another of his children. The letter re­
fers to the failure of the police to get

This letter is written in pen and 
Ink on the same kind of yellow pa­
per as the first and evidently toy tiio 
same person. It was found toy a ser­
vant of the Cudahy household early on 
the morning of Thursday, Dec. 27. 
Someone called up the house by tele­
phone and asked if Mr. Cudahy was 
in. The servant answered that Ihe was 
not. “Well," came the voice over the 
'phone, “you go out in the front yard 
and you’ll get a letter there near the 
gate. It’s addressed to Mr. Cudahy. 
See that it is delivered to him per­
sonally and to no one else.”

The servant went out at once and 
found a letter. It was in a plain white 
envelope, and was addressed: “Mr. E. 
A. Cuday, sr. Personal and Private."

Mr. Cudahy, who was then at his 
packing house in South Omaha, was 
summoned home at once. No one was 
permitted to see the letter at first 
except Mr. and Mrs. Cudahy. Mr. 
Cudahy’s intention at the time was 
to keep its contents to himself as the 
bandits had requested, but later he 
thought better of it, as he believed 
that in tlie hands of the police it 
would prove a valuable clue, so this 
afternoon he took Chief Donahue into 
his confidence.

McGee, alias 
Burns, had as an accomplice in the 
abduction of Banker Beets’ son, a 
woman, who passed as his wife. She, 
as well as McGee, served a five years’ 
sentence in the Missouri penitentiary. 
The real leader of the gang was known 
as Ralston, who claimed to be a Den­
ver detective. He secured the ran­
som of $5,000 for the child and was 
never apprehended.

PAT CROWE’S CONNECTIONS.
Omaha., Dec. 29.—Mrs. J. F. Connor 

and Mr;. Thomas Glllan, sister of 
Pat Crowe, the Cudahy suspect, who 
live in tlie county south of South 
Omaha, were brought to the city yes­
terday, and were in the office of Chief 
Donahue more than two hours. Mrs.
G ilian made one statement which is 
considered of value. Two weeks ago 
Pat Crowe had no mustache. Most of 
the earlier descriptions of the light 
man give him a mustache. Mrs. Jas. 
Stihniderwind and Mr. B. K. Munshaw 
both said “the light man” wore a 
mustache. Daniel Burris and Mrs. 
Thomas Cooper, who live on Grand 
avenue, and saw “the light main” when 
he came to buy the horse, now say 
that the man had no mustache. Mary 
Larsen, a servant in the Patrick \ 
House, has identified Crowe by means 
of his latest picture, which shows him 
without a mustache. This has been 
a point in controversy since the ab­
duction. The woman in the case is 
etill a deep mystery. The police hint 
that they are looking for several wo­
men other than Lizzie Burns, who, 
they, declare, is nott wanted by them.

We were not instructed to j 
sell our garment and buy a sword 
merely to gratify a military instinct. 
When the sword was unsheathed there 
should be a needs-be for the act; it j 
should never flash in the sunlight ex- j 
ceptt in the cause of humanity, jus- j 
tice and right. For more than a year ! 
the British empire had unsheathed the 
sword in South Africa. They knew 
the old adage, “Thrice aimed is he 
who hath his quarrel just.” Had 
that been our condition as we had 
crossed swords -with the Boer? The 
question was a very important one 
and deserved a careful answer. Mr.

: Kruger was now in Europe, asking for 
arbitration, and arbitration was des­
tined to be one of the great falots of 
the future. It was one of the most 
hopeful signs of the times, that states­
men everywhere were seriously con­
sidering the value of that word. But 
the proposal for arbitration from Mr. 
Kruger (had come at a very in­
opportune time. The man who herald- 

I ed an ultimatum in the face of his 
* neighbor and committed everything to 
the arbitament of the sword ought 
to ibe the last man to cry for arbitra­
tion, especially when he had nothing 
left to arbitrate. There was a time 
when suah a proposal would have 'been 
very opportune to Briton and Boer 
alike. The German chancellor, Count 
Von Buelow, in a speech before the 
German Imperial Diet a few days ago, 
had distinctly stated that Germany 
strongly suggested arbitration to Mr. 
Kruger In 1899. He also stated that 

i both the German and Dutch govern- 
I ments advised iMr. Kruger not to re- 
. ject the proposals which the British 
I government had submitted to him. 
This advice was deliberately refused; 
the president of the Transvaal was 
too sure of victory to pay any atten­
tion to the counsel of his best friends. 
He and the men associated with him, 
after all their enormous military pre­
parations, felt absolutely certain of 
their ability to drive the British into 
the sea and secure the w'hole of South 
Africa for a great Dutch oligarchy. 
In view of this and cf what the Ger­
man chancellor had told us what could 
England do? What could any self- 
respecting nation do hut accept the 
gage of battle and fight as Britishers 
well knew how, and our sol­
diers had not fought in vain.
The spirit of the age, which was the 
spirit of justice, freedom and fair 
play was sure to bring on the con­
flict, and when such a conflict was on 
every Christian patriot should sell his 
garment and buy a sword. Out of

The large congregation present at 
Dundas Center Methodist Church, last 
night, on the occasion of the memorial 
service for the late Col. Robert Lewis, 
was an evidence of the esteem and 
affection in Which the departed gen­
tleman was held. Rev. Dr. Saunders 
delivered an affecting sermon, in which 
he dwelt upon the good qual­
ities and the beautiful traits of 
character of Col. Lewis, and he 
urged upon his hearers that they im­
itate him in the exercise of these vir­
tues. The text was chosen from Num­
bers xxiii., 10: “Let me die the death 
of the righteous and let my last end 
be like his.” I

Col. Lewis, said the reverend gen­
tleman, was the kind of a man most 
needed in the Christian world today. ] 
His was a sympathetic, benevolent . 
and generous nature, ever ready to 
help those in trouble, and Ms life-long ; 
connection with societies and Institu­
tions for :the amelioration of distress 
and suffering showed how warm his 
heart was. Col. Lewis also took an 
intense Interest in the welfare of his 
country and his city. When Canada 
was in peril from the invader, he was 
one of the first to go out in her. de­
fense. In his municipal career he had 
held various offices In the people's 
gift, having been mayor, alderman, 
water commissioner, and for twelve 
year-s hospital trustee, In which Insti­
tution, said Dr. Saunders, his Interest 
was second only to that devoted to 
his own home. Throughout his long 
life he had shown great devotion to 
the work of God, in connection with the 
Church. He was rarely absent from a , 
service, and had at different times 
filled the offices of usher, steward and 
trustee. He bad always striven to ad­
vance in eveiy way the Interests of j 
Christ’s kingdom. As his end drew 
near, his faith grew more fervent and 
his trust In God deeper, and those who 
saw him die, ®r saw his peaceful face 
after death, could not doubt but that 
he had died the happy death of the 
true Cristian.

From the text Dr. Saunders drew 
the two self-evident truths, that all 
must die, and that all must choose 
whether they will die the death otf the 
righteous or the unrighteous. Dr. 
Saunders thriHingly contrasted the 
peaceful deathbeds of such Christiana 
as Edward Payson and Alfred Cook 
with the hopeless and despairing 
deaths of Voltaire, Talleyrand and 
Tom Payne. The only way to prepare 
for the death of the righteous was to 
live a righteous life, and the preacher 
urged his hearers to mark the begin­
ning of a new century (by devoting 
themselves to the service of God.

The effectiveness of the service was 
•greatly added to by the appropriate 
music which accompanied it. The 
choir rendered Sir Arthur Sullivan's 
anthem, “Yea, Though I Walk." the 
quartet composed of Misses Hooper 
and McDonald and Messrs. Westman 
and Skinner, sang Lee’s “He Wipes 
the Tear From. Every Eye,” and Mr. 
Gklnner gave Abt’s "He Givoth His 
Beloved Sleep.” At tfhe opening of the 
service Mr. Hewlett rendered Handel's 
"Dead March in Saul,” and at the 
close, Chopin’s “Funeral March.”

I am glad of 
it. If I thought for one moment that 
the bylaw would carry, I would not 
sanction this appointment. It would be 
putting a man in a false position. As 
far as Mr. Beck is concerned, I have 
no hesitation in saying he is the man 
for the place. So far as politics are 
concerned, I have found none of it at 
the hospital trust. Mr. Gilmour is a 
member of the House of Commons on 
the Conservative side, and a finer gen­
tleman I have never sat with. Although 
Mr. Beck Is a Conservative, I do not 
believe politics will ever enter his mind 
in regard to the hospital.”

The bylaw was unanimously adopted.
