Ottawa, Sept.9.—The first division in the
new House of Commons took place last night
at 10:45. It was upon the question as
to whether the Government was censurable
in having availed itself of the Governor-
General's warrants to pay salaries and dis-
charge other current obligations, The Gov-
ernment was sustained in its action by a
majority of 34, the vote being: For Foster’s
amsndment, 69; against, 103. Strange to
say upon this the first division since the
election, and upon a question claimed by
the Opposition to be of paramount import-
ance, there were 32 members of the
House paired, while six unpaired mem-
bers failed to vote. The six were Messrs.
Angers, Ethier and Fiset, Liberals, and
Messrs McGillivray, Pope and Robinson,
Conservatives. All but Mr. Ethier were
absent. The member for Two Mountains
entered the House while the amendment
was being read, but not having heard the
whole question put was unable to figure in
the division. The result, however, was not
altered by \he failure to record these half
dozen votes, as they offset each other. The
figures are as follows:

Resolutions Adopted —Mr. Sullivanon the
Situation in America.

Edinburgh, Sept. 9.—The Britich
Trades- Union Congress resumed its
session this morning and adopted re-
solutions favoring the mayment of
members of Parliament, co-operation
and trades unionism,and amendments
to the Truck Act.

Messrs. Sullivan and Strasser, the
delegates of the American Federation
of Labor, met with an enthusiastic
reception. Mr. Sullivan made a speech,
during which he said he had brought
to the British delegates greetings
from the workers in the United
States,adding that ithe latter regarded
the British trades unionists as the wold
guard in the labor movement. He
cordially invited them to send dele-
gates to ithe coming American Trades
Umnion Congressy Continuing, Mr.
Sullivan gave an account of the prog-
ress recently mlade by organized la-
bor in America, saying that all the
non-union men there were social ciph-
ers, “whereas orgamnized labor had in-
creased wages by at least forty mil-
lions annually.”

THE TIMES DISCREDITS IT.

London, Sept. 9.—The Times attacks
the letter of the Home Secretary re-
garding the release of dynamiters,
and will demand that he publish the
medical reports on which he says the
release of the prisoners was based.

THE STORY DISBELIEVED.

Rome, Sept.9.—A dispatch from Kas-
sala to the Tribune mentions a doubt-
ful rumor that is in circulation there
that the Khalifa Abdullahi, the leader
of the Dervishes, and ruler of the
Soudan, against whom the British ex-
pedition is operating, is dead at Khar-
toum. A similar rumor was circulat-
ed in Europe in May last, but it prov-
ed unfounded.

THE ST. LOULS FAST TRIP.

THE CZAR'S OUTING.

Copenhagen, Sept. 9.—The Czar and
Czarina landed here at noon from
Kiel. They avere received by the King
and Queen of Denmark, the Crown
Pl_‘/im'e and Princess, the Princess of
Wailes, and other members of the
royal family, afiter which ithey wpro-
ceeded to Benstorff Castle. The Czar
and Czarina, the Kinig and Queen, oc-
cupied the same carriage. It was
drawn by six horses and passed
through the principal streets, wihich
were beautifully decorated and
thronged with people. Their Majes-
ties were enthusiastically cheered.

THE ARMENIAN TROUBLE,.

Constantinople, Sept. 9.—The Sultan
has appointed a commission to deal
with the Armenian refugees. It is
proposed to furnish safe conducts to
those desiring to leave and to ensure
the safety of those who remain. The
dragomans of the different embassies
are attending the meeting of the com-
mission.

It is officially stated at Athens that
a number of Armenian refugees, who
were passing through Scutari, Al-
benia, were attacked by Turks and
that twenty of them were killed.

BRITISH CROPS.

Loondon, Sept. 9.—The London Times
publishes its third report on the con-
dition of the British crops. It shows
scarcely any change since the last re-
port issued on Aug. 7, when the first
report was issued, on July 10, it is
said that the condition of the crops
was below the normal at the beginning
of that month, but was nevertheless
above the condition at the correspond-
ing time in 1895. Taking 100 to rep-
resent a perfect condition, wheat work-
ed out at 104, barley at 89, and oats
at 85, as against 79, 83 and 76 respec-
ively in 1895. The second report plac-
ed the wheat at mearly 106; barley at
a fraction lower than in the first re-
port, and oats at 84 The last report
places wheat at 106 2-5 and barley
at 88.

Young Graham Will Go
Penitentiary,

to the

An Eftort to Be Made to Have the Time
Shortened—Other Cases.

‘“The sentence is that you be im-
prisoned in the Provincial Peniten-
tiary for three years,” were the words
addressed to James E. Graham, the
young man who has fallen into dis-
honor by being overcome with the
temptation to abstract money from
letters -at the London East postoffice,
where he was employed as clerk.

Mr. McKillop charged the prisoner
under sub-sgction “D” of the Criminal
Code, which reads as follows: “Every
one is guilty of an indictable offense
and liable to imprisonment for life,
or for any term not less than three
years, who steals: (a) a post letter
bag; or (b) a post letter from a post
letter bag or from any postoffice, or
from any officer or person employed in
any business of the postoffice of Can-
ada or from a mail; or (¢) a post let-
ter containing any chattel, money or
valuable security; or (d) any chattel,
money or valuable security from or
out of a post letter.”

As young Graham stood up in the
dock the expression on every face,
even the magistrate’s, was one of
sympathy. The magistrate, address-
ing him, said: “You are charged with
taking money from letters. There are
three charges against you, viz.: On
or about Aug. 4, of taking $16 from
one letter; and then again of taking
$1 from another and $4 from a third.
Are you guilty or not guilty?”

Geo. C. Gibbons, Q.C., was counsel
for the young man, and said he had
hesitated over a week as to whether
he should plead guilty or not guilty.
He felt sorry it was the magistrate’s
painful duty td carry out the instruce-
tions of the law in this case. In this
case, as in many others, there were
extenuating circumstances. Tempta=
tion had been placed in his way, and
no doubt the authorities had sinned
against him as much as he had sinned
against the authorities, and in his
opinion the punishment did not fit
the crime. His character previously
was above reproach. However, they
had concluded to plead guilty, and try
later on to bring before the proper
authorities all the circumstances of
the case in the hope that the punish-
ment might be mitigated.

The magistrate then passed the sen-
tence, and yofing Graham sat down
and wept, while the whole court main-
tained a rigid silence for a minute or
two, as the fact dawned upon them
that spending three years of a young
life among hardened criminals was &
most serious thing to contemplate.
Graham evidently felt his position
keenly, as did his highly esteemed
relatives.

Ashton, a vagrant, charged
with being drunk, said he was a
cigarmaker from Dundas, and was
here to collect $15, a debt on a horse
deal. He pleaded hard to be let go,
and his request was complied with.

The child fell without a cry, but
Katie secreamed wildly for her mo-
ther who rushed to the spot and pick-
ed up her baby, trying to stop the
flow of blood. ‘Th. mother carried
the child indoors and neighbors went
for a dootor. Before he came the ginl
was dead.

An inquest was held in the evening
and the jury, after hearing Katie tell
how the affair happened, rendered a
verdict of accidental death.

The Soldiers on the Heights
Fully Settled

Oxford, Wellington and Essex
Battalions Here in Full
Force.

Five Hundred Lee-Enfield
Served Out,

Rifles

Only One Red Coated Body in Camp —
Officers of the Various Corps.

The military camp is mow in full
swing, and the impression this morn-
ing soon after reveille was that No. 1
district camp had a really fine looking
lot of men. Of course, there are a num-
ber of raw recruits among these fine
fellows, but the proportion does mnot
Seem so great as in former years. On
their arrival yesterday they looked
somewhat fatigued, though clean and
orderly. They marched to the grounds
in good form. The men were pretty
evenly divided between the C. P. R.
and the G. T. R., and they all speak
well of the accommodation on both
roads. .

Last night the Heights were a scene
of great activity. Baggage was being
hgstlcd here and there, and the sol-
dier birds were all building their little
nests and making trial crawls into
them. The distribution of blankets
caused great anxiety. FEach man got
three from the supply tent, but before
they had been out half an hour some
Liad only one, and others six or seven,
through some silent shifting process.
It is an old trick, and those who have
traveled furthest and fared the hardest
know best how to work it, and still
more to appreciate it. Among the 1,000
men under canvas it is only reasonable
to expect that there will be found
some so utterly selfish as to care little
how their comrades pass the night so
lcng as they are comfortably rolled up
in somebody else’s blankets.

The camp police have been chosen
from the barracks, and are under the
charge of Sergt. Cranston, who is
bound. that as good order shall pre-
vail in camp as in the Barracks.

A barracks man volunteered to show
a reporter through the back rows of
tent life.

“How do you find the men 8o far?”
he was asked.

“I find,” said the soldier, “that they
€@isplay an absolute ignorance of the
preliminary rudiments of military sal-
utes. Some of them try to do ft with
their feet. It’s first one hand and then
the other.”

“Did many of them bring
wheels?”’

“Did they? You can gamble that
most of the Willie boys in this camp
had wheels when they were 6 months
old, and they’ve got ’em yet.”

As the haughty regulars at Wolseley
Barracks, who have military science
at their fingers’ ends, look down with
disdain on the humbie, hard-working
volunteer, these opinions were en-
tirely prejudiced, and must be taken
with a grain of salt.

The barracks’ man was a good guide.
There was not a tent of interest he did
not know. The officers’ mess tents
were pictures of neatness and - design.
The camp i3 well laid out, and if the
men are as anxious for cleanliness as
those in command are, it is safe to say
it will be a model camp in this respect
at least.

The Christian Endeavor Societies of
St. Andrew’s, Colborne Street Metho-
dist and Memorial Churches have es-
tablished a reading tent on the brow
of the hill, in conjunction with the Y.

Only 172 members out of the 213
comipowing the House voted. Of these
103 wuppostted the Govermment, and
69 the Opposition. The remaining
members are accounted' for in this
way: Sixteen on either side were
albsent, paired, making 32; then there
is the Speaker, who has no vote, and
two constituencies—Brandon and Ses-
katchewan—are vacant. Absentees
without pairs represent the other six.

Sir Charles Tupper chose as a test
of party strength the question of the
right of the Government do ask for
Governor-General's warrants to pay
the wages of employes between the
time of the defeat of the late Gov-
ernment amd the assembling of the
new Parliament. In opposition to the
course pursued by Conservative Ad-
ministrations, Sir Charles and his
friends contended that the money
should mot have been raised, end that
the employes of Government railways
and canals, and the civil servants
generally, should have gone without
their pay till the estimates were pass-
ed by Parlament.

The new Government, though hold-
tng that no precedent could be made
of its action, under the extraordinary
dircumstances in which the country
was placed by the assembiling of a
sixith session by the late Administra-
tion, after ‘the Parliament was prac-
tically defunict, maintained that it was
warranted in getting ‘the Governor-
Gemeral’s sanction to the payment lof
thiose ordinany debts of the country.

How little ground there was for the
complaint voiced by Mr. Foster’s tre-
mendously long motion of ocemsure
upon which the House gave its first
vote was shown in the course of the
discussion. It was not contended that
one cent of the mecney was wrongfully
expended; the only complaint was that
the workmen were paid their earned
wages before Parliament had form-
ally voted the supplies.

The majority by fwhich the Govern-
ment was sustained on this test divi-
sion shiows ithat the new Administra-
tion ts firmly established in office for
the mext five ryears at all events.
Brandon and Saskatchewan are yet
to be heard dfrom. They will un-
doubtedly add two to the 'Gov-
ermmment ‘majority, and the other
bye-elections @0 he held as a
conseguence of the pending elec-
tion itriaits, will further augment the
majority at Mr. Laurier's back to at
Jeast a total of 50.

When the new Parliament is thus
thoroughly settled, Premier TLaurier
will have as large a majority as is
mecessary 'to secure that good gov-
ernment which Canada has so long
needed, and@ which he has promised to
supply.

By Acclamation.

Hon. E. J. Davis, the new Provin-
cial Secretary in the Ontario Gov-
ernment, was elected by acclamadtion
in North York tyesterday, when he
appeared to ask indorsation from his
constituemits.

We have iseen but one objection
to the selection of this experienced
legistator @s a Icolleague of Hion,
Mr. Hardy, the mew Premier, and it
can scarcely be seriously ententained
by mem of good sense,

It has been allleged that Mr. Davis
was chosen because he is a Methodist!
There is mo foundation for the state-
ment. We believe thiat the question
of the creed of the new Minister never
entered the head of the Premier. He
was entitled to advancement by wvir-
tue of his proved abilities as a legis-
lator, and as a successful man of af-
faiirs.

To the taxpayers it matters not
whether a Minister is @ Methodist, a
Presbyterian, a [Roman ~Catholic, =&
Baptist, an Episcopalian, or a mem-
ber of any of the other denomina~-
tions that exist in ICanada. Whalt is
needed 9 @ man of ability, of hon-
esty, who cam give them the best ser-
vice. The new Provincial Secretary,
in these mrespects, ds a worthy suc-
cessor of the lamented 'W. D. Balfour,
and the verdict of his constituents in
North York is certain to have the
indorsation of the people of Ontario
generally.

A good many Liberal papers approve
of the plebiscite, but are not in favor
of prohibition. The two positions are
not in disagreement. The plebiscite
don’t mean prohibition.—Montreal Ga-
zette.

GREAT BRITAIN.

An English correspondent of the Trade
Bulletin says: With the approach of cooler
weather, meat consumption takes on itself an
impetus, and salesmen find it less difficult to
dispose of their charges, to which they have
helped this week by diminution of total offer-
ings. London must be taken as a whole, and
not Deptford alone, when reckoning these
matters, for buyers are all in com-
munication, and the state of trade at Isling-
ton, at Smithfield and on the Thames
side affects each individually, Liver-
pool and Glasgow are also affected
from the same causes as operate in the me-
tropolis, as demand from the five million mouths
in the cavital necessarily regulates rates at
conters where local pogulation fails to appre-
ciably diminish the bulk of arrivals. All
sources of supply have been called on by
Smithfleld this week, and vprices are conse-
quently up all round, with a better feeling gen-
erally infused. Beef and mutton fairly ap-
proxXimate in value. Best Canadian beef at
Deptford fetched 3s 6d to 3s 8d per stone of 8
1bs. which was 2d worse than Etates, and 44 to
6d better than Argentines, The top price in
Liverpool for Canadian beef has been 38 3d per
gtone. Sheep from Montreal steamers have
sold at 3s 6d to 3s 8d, with a pretty brisk de-
mand, and would have gone higher, but for the
presence of so many Buenos Ayreans, which
left the pens at 3s 2d to 33 4d per stone.

The
supply of calves was small and de-
mand only fair, at $2 to $7 each.

At the Point St. Charles cattle mar-
ket there was a fair run, mostly of
butchers’ stock. There was some de-
mand for export ecattle, and two loads
changed hands at 3 1-2 per 1h. There
was a firmer feeling in the market for
live hogs, and prices were 10¢ per 100
Ibs higher on the inside, as compared
with those paid this day week. Offer-
Ings small, only 300 on the market,
for which the demand was good. Sales
at $3 85, $3 90, $4. and $4 15 was paid
for one small 1ot of choice lightweights,

In regard to ocean freight rates the
market is somewhat unsettled. Rates
on horses to Liverpool have advanced
10s to £4. and to Glasgow f£1 to £5 ner
head. The shipments of cattle last
week show a decrease of over 1.500
head, and sheep over 4.800 head, as
compared with the previous week.

GLASGOW HORSE MARKET.

A sale of American horses, both Unit-
ed States and Canadian, was held on
the 26th August by Messrs. Macdonald,
Fraser & Co. (Limited), in their horse
kbazar, Glasgow, when 85 animals were
catalogued, but of that number 20 had
not arrived in time for 'the sale. Those
presented consisted of a very good se-
lection of matching and carriage
horses, suitable either for private driv-
irg or for posting and hiring purposes,
while a few of a heavier class were
suited for cart, van or light lorry ser-
vice. A number of trotters were also
included in the catalogue. There was
a good turn-out of purchasers at the
sale, but as the season for carriage
and harness horses is mow practically
over, a very stiff trade was experienc-
ed, there being at present no demand
for animals for commercial purposes.
Values were the worst experienced for
horses of the quality of those present-
ed. The top price of the day was ob-
tained for a 5-year-old chestnut trot-
ting cab horse, standing 14.3 hands
high, and which was warranted to trot
in 2:30. It sold for $250. Some good
trotting horses sold at fair prices.
Matching and carriage horses of ages
ranging from 4 to 6 years, and from
16.2 to 16.1 hands high, sold from $150
to $175, down to $125, while the heavier

‘horses for light carting or van pur-
poseés changed hands at from $75 to
$137 50. A number of horses were with-
drawn, the reserve price ngot having
been reached. The firm since last sale
by auction have disposed of close upon
300 horses by private treaty. These
consisted principally of nice matching
horses, and a number suitable for ’bus
and posting use. Prices realized for
the best being from $175 to $275, with
others from $125 to $175. A portion of
those sold were intended for the Lon-
don and French markets, and higher
values could have been obtained for
them had not the supply exceeded the
demand to a great extent.

and death, but he meant deliverance
and life when he announced to us on
that day, ‘Ye shall not see my face

Well, my friends, this world is fa-
mine-struck of sin. Tt does not yield
‘a single crop of solid satisfaction. It
is dyfhg. It is hunger-bitten. It can-
not feed a man’s heart. The world is
boor compensation, poor satisfaction,
poor solace. Famine, famine in all the
earth; not for seven years, but
for six thousand. But, blessed be
God, there is a great corn-crib. The
Lord built it. It is in another land.
It is a large place. An angel once
measured it, and as far as I can cal-
culate it in one phrase, that corn-
crib is fifteen hundred miles long and
fifteen hundred miles broad, and fif-
teen hundred 'miles high; and it is
full. Foocd for all nations. ‘“‘Oh,” say
the people, “we will start right away
and get this supply for our soul.” But
stop a moment; for from the Keeper
of that corn-crib there comes this
word, saying, ‘“You shall not see my
face except your brother be with
you.”” IImn other words, there is no
such thing as getting from heaven
pardon and comfort and eternal life
unless we bring with us our Divine
Brother, the ord Jesus Christ. Com-
ing without him we shall fall before
we reach the corn-crib, and our bod-
ies shall be a portion for the jackals
of the wildermess; but coming with
the Divine Jesus, all the granaries of
heaven will swing open before our
soul and abundance shall be given
us. We shall be invited to sit in the
palace of the King, and at the table;
and while the Lord of Heaven is ap-
portioning from ‘his own table to
other tables, he will not forget wus:
and then and there it will he found
that our Benjamin's mess is larger
than all the others, for so it ought
to be.

T want to make three points. Every
frank and common-sense man will
acknowledge himself to be a sinner.

Peter put
it might in his great sermon before
the high priests. when he thundered
forth, “Neither is there salvation im
any other. There®is no other name
given under heaven among men
whereby we may be saved.” O, anxi-
‘ous sinner! all you have got to do is
to have this divine Benjamin along

with you. Side by eide, coming to the
®ate, all the storehouses of heaven

of his !

lying kiss she called him
Beuoni. Asterward Jacob changed his
name, and he called him Benjamin.
The meaning of the name she gave
‘was “Son of My .Pain.” The: mean-
ing of ‘the name the father gave was
‘Son of My Right Hand.” And was
not Chnist the iSon of Pain? All the
S0rrow of Rachel in that hour when
she gave her child over into the
hands of strangers, was as nothing
compared with the struggle of God
Wwhen he gave up his only Son. And
was not Christ appropriately
called .‘Son of the Right Hand.”
O Benjamin—Jesus! Son of pang! Son
Of victory! fThe deepest emotions of
our souls ought to be stirred at the
sound of that nomenclature. In your
Prayers plead his tears, his sufferings,
his Sorrows, and his death. If you
refuse to do it, all the corn-cribs and
tke palaces of heaven will be bolted
and barred against your soul, and a
Volce from the throne shall stun you
with the announcement, ‘““You - shall
LOt see my face except your Jbrother
be with you.”

My text also, suggests the reason
why so many people do not get any
real comfort. You meet ten people;
nine of them are in need of some
ki{ld of condolence, There is some-
thing in their health, or in their
State, or in their domestic condition,
that demands sympathy. And yet
most of the world’s sympathy am-
ounts to absolutely nothing. People
80 to the wrong crib, or they go in
the wrong way. With the swift feet
of prayer go direct to the corn-crib
for a heavenly supply. Here, Oh Lord,
are the wounds of my soul, and I bring
With me the wounded Jesus. Let his
wounds pay for my wounds, his be-
Teavements for my bereavements, his
loneliness for my loneliness, his
heart-break for my heart-break. Oh,
God! for the sake of the Lord Jesus
Christ—the God, the man, the Benja-
min, the brother—deliver my.  agoniz-
ed soul. Oh, Jesus of the weary foot,
case my fatigue. 'Oh, Jesus of the
aching head, heal my waching head.
Oh, Jesus of the Bethany sisterg, roll
away the stone from the door of our
grave.” That is the kind of prayer
that brings help: and vet how many
of vou are getting meo help at all, for
the reason that there is in your soul,
perhaps, a secret trouble, 0, troubled
soul, I want to tell you that there is
one salve that can cure the wounds of
the heart, and that is the salve made
out of the tears of a sympathetic
Jesus. And yet some of you will not
take this solace: and you try chloral,
and you try morphine, and you try
strong drink, and you try change of
scene, and you try mew business as-
sociations, and anything and every-
thing rather than to take the divine
companionship and sympathy sug-
gested by the words of my text when
it says, “You shall not see my face
again unless your brother be with
you.” ©Oh, that this audience today
might understand something of the
height and depth and length and
breadth and immensity and infinity
of God’s eternal consolations.

I go further and find in my subject
a hint as to why so many people rail
of heaven. We are told that heaven
has twelve gates, and some people
infer from that all the people will g0
In without reference to their past
life; but what is the use of having a
gate that is not sometimes to be
shut? The swinging of a gate im-
plies that our entrance into heaven
is conditional. There is nothing to be
pald at that door for entrance: but
the condition of getting into heaven
Is our bringing our divine Benjamin
along with us.

If Jacob’s somns, coming toward
Egypt, had lost everything on the
way; if they had expended their last
shekel; if they had ‘come up utteriy
exhausted to the corn-eribs of Egypt,
and it had been found that Benjamin
was with them, all the storehouses
would have swung open before them.
And so, though by fatal casualty we
may be ushered into +the eternal
world; though we may be weak and
exhausted by protracted sickness—if,
in that last moment, we can only just
stagger and faint and fall into the

i gate of heaven—it seems that all the

corn cribs of heaven will open for
our need and all the palaces will open
for our reception; and the Lord of
that place, seated at his table, shall
pass a portion from his table to ours,
and then, while we think of the fact
that it was Jesus who started us on

{ the road, and Jesus who kept us on
Egyptia: lord did mot mean murder |

the way, and Jesus who at last gain-
ed admittance for our soul. we shall
be glad if he has seen of the travail
of his soul and been satisfied, and not
be at all jealous if it be found that
our divine Renjamin’s mess is five
times larger than all the rest. Hail!

Carver claims Rockford is the omly
city in which it was not applauded.
The trial of the case lasted all day,
and the best legal talent was em-
ployed by both sides, the fair man-
agement backing up the defendant.
Many promirent citizens were wit-
nesses, for the matter had caused
much indignation. The case was giv-
en to the jury, and resuilted in a ver-
dict af acquittal after several bal-
lots.
