iabout 75 cents a day for county pa-
tients,

The Government adds 20 cents a day
to this amount, making the total 95
cents a day, or approximately that, for
county patients,

The Government

grant last year from 10 cents to 20 |
cents, so that the hospital was losing |
much more money then than now onj
county patients.

The Cost.

According to statistics it costs on an
average about $1 28 a day for patients
at the hospital, so that the city at the
present time is losing about 33 cents
a day on each patient. .

I is thought unfair to tax the city
for the keep of county patients, and
they will be asked to pay the cost at
least of every patient sent in from the
county.

The hospital trust will insist that the
rate be increased, and they will be
theirrepresented at the meeting.

ANOTHER STORY

New York Celestials Say the
Emperor Was Pois-
oned.

New York, Nov. 17. — Chinatown has
heard a story of the deaths of the
Empress Dowager and Emperor Kuang
Hsu, which is not that one allowed to
pass the cable censor's hands in Pekin
to the world's press. Chinatowa knew
that the real ruler and the shadow em-
peror had died, 24 hours before the
news was prirted.

According to.the story Chinatewn

' hag heard and believes, the Empress

Tsi An died, not Sunday, as the press
cables had. it, but Saturday, which
was Friday, our time. The Emperor
Kuang Hsu died later than the em-
press on the same day, not on the day
prior to her death, as was announced
by the palace officials at Pekin.

According to the Chinatown version
Kuang Hsu was poisoned by those
who hoped to profit by his death. The
poisoners, knowing that the aged dow-
ager was dying, and fearing that the
emperor if he lived would again get
power in his hands, timed the puppet
monarch’s death to be as nearly as
possible coincident with that of the old
woman who had ruled him.

Poisoning Ordered.

At the office of a firm of Chinese im-
porters on Mott street g young Chi-
nese woman, who said she was a stu-
dent at Columbia University, today
told Chinaton’'s version of the sudden
deaths in Pekin.

“This firm has a home office in
Pekin,” she said, “and it also has sev-
eral influential friends in Pekin. Sat-
urday a code cable was sent this firm
from its home office through London.

“The cable announced that the em-
press dowager had died Saturday in
Pekin, which would be Friday here;
that she had died before the emperor,
and that his death followed hers with-
in a few hours.

“The cable said that the emperor
had been poisoned by his court physi-
cian at the orders of g powerful man
in control of the court, and it added
that Viceroy Yuan Shih Kai was be-
lieved to be aiming at seizing the
power.”

Feared Emperor's Reprisal.

The student explained why it was
that Chinatown to a man credited this
story of the code cable. In the first
place, she said, everyone was surprised
when they read in the American papers
that Kuang Hsu during his illness had
refused to be treated by the foreign
physicians resident ia Pekin. The em-
peror had always been a modern in
hig sympathies, and had been treated
by foreign physicians on almost every
other occasion when he required their
services., 'The emperor, in fact, had
believed implicitly in the efficacy of
western medicine.

All Chinese in this country who wers
conversant with court affairs at home
knew, the young woman continued,
that Yuan Shih Kai, as viceroy of five
provinces, head of the Tsung Li Ya-
men, or foreign office, and supreme
commander of the only modern army
in China, was the biggest man in the
circle about the empress dowager, and
that he had been her favorite. Kuang
Hsu, after having been deposed by the
empress dowager, and kept a prisoner
in his own palace, had come to hate
this powerful viceroy. Had the em-
peror contrived ever to regain his
power, Yuan Shih Kai would have
been disgraced, if not something
more serious happened to him.

Sickness Very Recent.

The Chinese here

ABRUZZI'S RING
" HELD UP FOR DUTY

Supposed Engagement Ring of Miss
Elkins Valued at $5,000.

Pittsburg, Nov. 17. — What is pre-
sumed to be the engagement ring, with
ruby setting, from the Duke of Abruz-
zi to Miss Katherine Elkins, daughter
of Senator Elkins of West Virginia,
lies in the vault of the Pittsburg post-
office, awaiting appraisal to determine

' the amount of duty that must be paid

before its delivery, as the sender ne-
glected to provide for the settlement
with the United States trasury offi-
cials of the duty of 60 per cent ad val-
orem on precious jewels coming from
other lands.

The ring was received by registered
mail at Elkins, W. Va., and from there
sent to the postmaster of Pittsburg to.
be referred to the surveyor for the
port. It arrived late yvesterday, and was
immediately turned over to Surveyor
Garland. The first jeweler to whom it
was shown thought it worth about $3,-
000. The second would make no esti-
mate, but said because of the rare
beauty of the ruby it might be worth
$5,000. The ring will be shown other
jewelers today, and if they agree upon
a valuation it will be sent to Elkins,
there to be held until the duty is paid.
If no appraisement ig agreed on here,
it is said the ring will be sent to the
treasury department at ‘Washington.

The ring is a heavy gold band about
an eighth of an inch wide, and is set
with a pigeon-blood ruby, oval shape,
and weighing abeut six or seven car-
ats. It is inclosed in a satin-lined lea-
ther case. Postoffice authorities here
do not admit that the duke seat the
ring, or in fact discuss the matter at
all, but in view of all that has gone
before, the presumption is that he sent

the ring, and that it is an engagement
token.

Ontario Medical Students Will Be Put |
to Severer Tests. '

Toronto, Nov. 17.—The council of|
the Ontario College of Physicians and
Surgeons held a lively session vester-
day morning, when the report of a spe-
cial committee on education was dis-
cussed.

{standard for those who intend to take |

Thinks $8,000 Too Great a Price for
Ashes of French General.

Paris, Nov. 17. — Theé commission to
pe paid for selling the ashes of a
famous French general forms the sub-
ject of a lawsuit which has come
befcre the Paris courts.

Prince de Sagan is the defendant,
and he is being sued by a Paris an-
tiquary named M. Chauvin for the
recovery of a debt of $1,950. Eight
yvears ago the antiquary acted as in-
termediary in the purchase by Da
Sagan of a number of relics of the
French republican general, Marceau,
who was killed at Altenkirchen while
fighting against the Austrians. The
remains of the general were cremat-
ed, and a portion of his ashes placed
in a hollow cannon ball and sent to
his sister.

In course of time the precious heir-
foom passed to . the hands of Mar-
ceau’s grand nephew, who is a chem-
ist in Milan. He also came in pos-
session of several of the general's au-
tograph letters, his seal and his mili-
tary plume. Finding himself in re-
duced circumstances the grand nephew
decided to sell the relics of his
ancestor, and through Chauvin
entered negotiations
who ultimately bought the collection,
including the ashes, for $8,000. The
antiquary was to have been paid a
commission ‘by the prince, who gave
him a promissory note for this amount,
but on becoming due it was dishonored.

The prince, who was not represented,
is understood to claim that 38,000 was
toco much to pay for the ashes of any
general, and he declines to hold him-
self responsible for the agent’'s fees
as well. The case has not been con-
cluded.

Louis Desrosiers laid the charge
against the W. R. Brock Company. The
case was heard by Mr. Justice Ma-
thieu, who reserved judgment.

But Mr. Justice Mathieu tried the
case brought by S. Croysdale against
the Anglo-American Telegraph Com-
pany.

He found on Saturday that any com-
pany who had been in business for
more than a year after the 60 days
given for registration had expired
could not be fined.

The decision is being carried by
Croysdale to the gourt of appeal. If Mr.
Justice Mathieu’s opinion is upheld it
will make it impossible to mulct long-
established firms who know nothing
of this old dead-letter law.

Didn’t Know If So.

A member of one of the Toronto
firms interested, said this morning:

“What I want to know is, how are
{ businessmen to be protected from old
laws, which are dead letters and which
nobody knows about.

“We furnished the tax collectors’ de-
partment in Montreal with information
every year. We paid $90 city tax, a
water tax of $50, and a provincial
business tax of $100.

“This registration costs $2, plus the
lawyer's fees. Had we known of it
we would have registered.

“But we thought that the furnish-
ing of figures to the collectors’ depart-
ment was all that is necessary. This
law. however, has nothing to do with
taxes, and has been a Jead letter for
years, revived occasionally in the
past 20 years by lawyers.

Sidney Croysdale says, according to
a Montreal paper:

“The laws are made just as much for
the big man as they are for the small
man. That is why I have started a
campaign against the companies that
do businesz here in Montreal without
registering.

“And 1 iniend to go on until
these big men obey the law

W. H. Tapley, another private prose-
cutor, said that the unregistered com-
panies coull refuse to give commer-
cial agencies any facts and that it was
hard to coilect debts against them.

ASHORE ON ANTICOSTI

The SS. King Edward Ran on Rocks
During a Gale.

Montreal, Nov. 17. — The steamer
King Edward, plying between Quebec
and the North Shore, ran aground at
English Bay, Anticosti, during a gale
early this morning. According to a
report received at the Shipping Fed-
eration Company’g office at noon to-
day from West Point, a signal service
station at the northeast corner of the
Island of Anticosti, and which is only
a mile and a half from English Bay,
states that all the crew and passen-
gers have been taken ashore in life-
boats, and it is feared that the vessel
is doomed. The King Edward was re-
ported off Seven Islands at 9 o’clock
vesterday morning, plowing through a
heavy snowstorms.

The King Edward s owned by Hol-
liday Brothers, of Quebec, and is used
as a passenger and cargo boat be-
tween that city and the North Shore.

After Saturday next the season of
navigation on the St. Lawrence will
have closed so far as large vessels are
concerned. The Allan Line on that
day sends out its last ship, the Numi-
dian, while the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany concludes its schedule with the
departure of the Lake Champlain. To-
morrow the Turcoman, Dominion Line,
sailg for Bristol, and the Montreal sea-
son for that company is ended. No
time has yet been fixed for the taking
up of the gas buoys lighting the chan-
nel between Montreal and points be-
low Quebec.

GREAT TURMOIL
ON ST. PIEKRE ISLE

Populace Dissatistied With Public
Schoois S:art Bemonstration
Against Government,

St. Pierre, Miqg., Nov. 17.—The dem-
onstration against the authorities here
which was begun yesterday, was con-
tinued today. The limited police force
is unable to maintain order, but thus
far no serious damage has been done,

The manifestation on the part of the
populace is due largely to the school
question., The people of St. Pierre de-
mand schools, in whieh religious in-
struction is given. Today the adminis-
trator of the colony was waited upon
by a delegation of taxpayers, all neads
of families, who strongly set forth the
views of the townspeople.

The administrator promised to refer
the demand to the authorities in Paris
by cable immediately and requested
the populace to be orderly pending thae
receipt of a reply.

At one time yesterday the situation
was critical. Two school masters wera
taken into court charged with violat-
ing the laws in conducting free schools.
They were convicted and ordered to
pay a fine of $200 each. The authori-
ties ordered the schoois closed.

The action of the authorities in-
flamed the population, which assem-
bled on the streets and violently de-
nounced the French Government.
Someone obtained an American flag
during the height of the excitement
and with it at their head tae towns-
people marched to the Government
house, where a noisy dJdemonstration
was made. The police were unable to
maintain order, and for several .hours
the manifestation continued on the
streets.

The action of St. Pierre populace in
displaying the American flag is
thought to have been due to a desire
to emphasize their dissatisfiction at
certain actions of the French Gevern-
ment rather than from any organized
attempt to bring about the annexation
of the colony to the United States.
The laws which are objectioffable to
the colony are those which the French
Government adopted when relations
with the Roman Cataolic Church au-
thorities were severed. The enforce-
ment of these laws caused demonstra-
tions in numerous French towns and
villages. 1In St. Pierre, the popula-
tiecn largely sympathizes with the
clerical party in the old country.

Dispatches from St. Pierre tonight
state that the situation there is ser-
ious. There are only 30 police on the
entire island, the population of which
is about 5,000. It is understood here
that should violence be attempted the
British warship Brilliant, now in St.
Johns harbor, will proceed to tae
French town. France has no warship
nearer St. Pierre than Brest and the
West“Indies. The St. Pierre dispatches
say the crowd which marched to the
Governmment house yesterday nuniber-
ed 1,000, and that it also visited the
United States consul and cheered the
United States: s

Excellent Paper on the Work of
the Anglican Missions.

READ TO HISIORICAL SGCIETY

Was Prepared by Mrs. Tilley and Was |
Read by Mrs. G. B. Sage.

At the regular meeting of the Lo:a-
don and Middlesex Historical Society,
held last night-in the rooms above the

-Public. Library, Mrs. G.-B. Sage read
a  papef prepared by Mrs. Tilley on'|
“The Angiican Indian Missions.”

“"Out of -nine reserves in Ontario,”
said Mrs. Sage, “there -are Anglican
missionaries on seven. On the re-
serves are 25 Government schools.

Oneida Reserve.

“On the Oneida reserve, which is
really made up of two reserves, those
of Oneida and Caradoc, there are 1,369
persons. Of these, 270 are in the
charge of the Church of England, the
pastor being Rev. A. J. Ball, a gradu-
ate of Huron College. On this reserve
there are three churches, all of which
are well attended. Among the In-
dians their pastors are known as big
and little black-coats, according to
their importance.

“Oa the Sarnia reserve there are 293
Indians of the Chippewa tribe. Their
chief, Fred Wilson Jacobs, has for his
wife a London woman. There is on
the reserve the St. Clair Government
school, which is well attended. The
Indians seem to have not the slightest
idea of paying debts, and wish, if pos-
sible, to have everything done for
them without any effort on their part.
The men generally make the women
do the work, and the women do it
willingly. On the whole, these people
are short-lived.

The Chippewas.

“At Kettle Point there is a reserve
containing 100 Chippewas. These are
being looked after by Rev. F. R.
Hughes, a graduate of Huron College,
who is doing good work among them.
The Walpole Islangd reserve, 30 miles
from Sarnia, has a population of 772
people, made up of Ojibway and Pot-
tawottame Indians. Since 1845 this
tribe has had missions. Many of these
people will not work their lands, but
prefer to work for white people, getting
their money every two weeks. They
live well, dresg well, and save money.
The Saugeen reserve, on the east shore
of Lake Huron, has 389 members of
the Chippewa tribe. Cape Croker re-
serve contains 300 more Chippewas.

“The largest and most important re-
serve in Canada is that of the Six Na-
tions, or Grand River reserve, near
Brantford. This reserve containsg 43,-
696 acres, .nd has a population =f 4,-
286.

“This includes members of the Mo-
hawk, Onondaga, Tuscarora and other
tribes. On this reserve is the oldest
Indian mission in America. It was
founded in 1649.

Progressive indians.
“These Indians are the most pro-
gressive in the country, many of them
being very well educated and holding
good positions. Dr. Oronhyatekha was
born and raised on this reserve, and it
has produced many other persons who
have become well known. Brantford is
named after the wonderful Indian,
Chief Joseph Brant. When on a visit
to England he proudly refused to kiss
the King’s hand, saying, ‘I am a king
in my own land. I will, however, glad-
ly kiss the Queen’s hand,’ he added,
gallantly. The Prince of Wales has re-

cently accepted the chiefship of the
Six Nations.”

Vote of Thanks.

A very hearty vote of thanks was
passed to Mrs. Tilley for preparing the
paper, and to Mrs. Sage for reading it.
A general discussion on the paper
followed, in which many members re-
lated incidents in connection with the
Indian reserves.

American Ballot.

Before the meeting concluded Mr.
John Dearness showed a ballot used in
Ohio in the general elections of the
United States on Nov. 3. The ballot
was one that had been given out to a
voter in the city of Cleveland, and
Cuyahoga County. It was g large
sheet of pink paper, 40 inches long and
19 inches wide, and bore the names of
427 candidates. In addition to crosses
for three amendments to the constitu-
tion, a voter could mark opHngite T)
names without spoiling his ballot, but
if he desired to vote an unsplit ticket
he could vote the whole 70 by placing
one cross in a gertain circle. The bal-
lot bears two detached tags—one giv-
ing the consecutive number of the bal-
lot, with the name and residence of the
voter; the other, the registereqd num-
ber and name of the voter,

lWN BUELOW STILL IN POWER

WILL RESPECT |

CONSTITUTION

The Kaiser Listens to \Voice of
German Nation.

German Autocrat Is Astounded at Ex-
tent of Feeling Against Him—
Formal Statement Issued.

THE KAISER’S PROMISE

During yesterday’s audience
granted to the imperial chan-
cellar, his majesty the Emper-
or and King, listened for several
hours to a report by Prince von
Buelow. The imperial chancel-
lor described the feeling and its
causes among the German peo-
ple, in connection with the ar-
ticle. published in the Daily
Telegraph. He also explaing the
position he hagd taken during the
course of the debates and inter-
pellations on this subject in the
Reichstag. His majesty the
Emperor, received the state-
ments and explanations with
Breat earnestness, and then ex-
pressed his will as follows:

“Heedless of the exaggera-
tions of public criticism, which
are regarded by him as incor-
rect, his majesty perceives that
his principal imperial task is to
insure the stability of the poli-
cies of the empire, under the
guardianship of constitutional
responsibilities. In conformity
therewith, his majesty the Em-
peror, approves the chancellor’'s
utterances in the Reichstag and
assures Prince von Buelow of
his continued confidence.”

Berlin, Nov. 17.—Forced by the
angry tide of popular feeling that
swept the empire from end to end,
Emperor William today yielded to
the nation and promised hencefortn
to conform himself to constitutional
methods of conducting the policies
of Germany.

The climax to the public utter-
ances of the Emperor was reached
in an interview which he gave to
an Englishman, and whaich was pub-
lished in the London Daily Tele-
graph on QOct. 28.

As the outcome of this,
country was aroused,
indorsed the attitude of many of its
prominent members when they de-
nounced the sovereign and Chancellor
Von Buelow, while he attempted to
smooth away the affair, undertook to
communicate to his majesty a
straightforward and unvarnished
statement of how the German people
viewed his intervention in affairs of
state.

Historic Interview at Potsdam.

The interview between tne Emperor
and the imperial chancellor took place
at the new palace in Potsdam this
morning, and at its conclusion, the
Emperor made formal promise to his
people that in the future hs would not
act except through the chancellor and
his associate ministers. This promise
which appears above was made pub-
lic in the Reichsanzeiger;, the official
gazette of the empire. It was In the
form of a note, printed on the front
page, waere decrees, the texts of
treaties and the promulgation of new
laws usually appear.

Prince Von Buelow had determined
upon handing in hig resignation if the
Emperor had not met the country's
demands, but as such a situation did
not arise, the audience ended with the
Emperor saying to the imperial chan-
cellor that he reposed full confidence
in his wisdom.

So marked has been the change in |
the last few Jdays of the Germans to- |
wards their sovereign that a crowd
of some 1,500 that had gathered at the
church this afternoon to attend the |
funeral of the late Gen. Count Huel- !
sen-Iaeseler, at which the Emperor
and Empress were present, being un-
aware of the result cf the audience,
greeted their majesties almost in- si-
lence. Only a few hats were removed
and there were no cheers when the
Emperor and Empress returned to their
automobile and started back for Pots-
dam.

Emperor Takes the Hint.

The imperial promise may be better
understood tarough Prince Von Bue-
low’s representations to the Emperor,
as they have been supplied to the As-
sociated Press by one of the chancel-
lor's associates, The chancellor had
caused an intimation to be conveyed
to Emperor William that it would be
wiser if he returned te the capital and
granted an audience to the chancellor
at Potsdam, rather than aboard a
battleship at Kiel, which, in the sen-
sitive state of public feeling, might be
misconstrued, and that, as most im-

The chancellor declared that
his general position was contained in
the manifesto of the Conservative
party which represents the most loyal
section of the German people, issued
on Nov, 6.

This declaration expressed serious
concern “that not infrequently the ut-
terances of his majesty bring our for-
eign politics into a difficult situation,”
and added: “In order that the Em-
may be preserved
from criticism and discussion, and
the German empire and people from
complications and harm, we express
the reverential wish that greater re-
serve be displayed in future in mak-
ing such utterances.”

Prince Von Buelow bore, he said,
the mandate of the rulers of Bavaria,
Wurtemberg, Saxony and Baden,
the four most powerful states in the
empire outside of Prussia, to com-
municate to his majesty their col-
lective hope that he would be more
reticent in the future. The chancel-
lor submitted authorization from the
whole Prussian cabinet to express
their agreement with him, as min-
ister-president in his couneil,

He represented, also, that members
of the Reichstag, without distinction
of party have, since their discus-
sion in the chamber, received an im-
mense  quantity of correspondence
from their leading supporters in the
provinces in approval of parliament’s
position, and resolutions from nu-
merous organizations {in thelr con-
stituencies, couched in similar terms,
The feeling of the country, he said,
appeared well nigh unanimous.
