An Act to enable the Rector and Churchwardens of the
Church of St. Paul, at Woodstock, to sell certain
lands belonging to the said Church.

% HEREAS by letters patent of His late Majesty King William the
Fourth, under the great seal of Upper Canada, béaring date the 23rd
January, 1834, a block of land of five acres, in the town of Woodstack, in
the county of Oxford, bounded by Huunter, Graham, Dundas, and Church
5 s'rests respectively, was granted to the Right Reverend Charles James
Stewart, Lord Bishop of Quebec, Andrew Deew, of the township of Bland-
fird, and Jammes Barwick, of the same place, Esquires, for the site of a
Church, Churchyard, and Parsonage House, of the Church of Engiand, in
the suid town ¢ And whereas the said Charles James Stewart, Bishop of
10 Quebee, and James Barwick bave since died, and the said Andrew Drew
hits left this Proviuce, and resides elsewhere : And whereas by the petition
of the Rector of the said Church,.the Reverend Wiiliam Betteridge, and
the Cliurchwardens of the said Church, for the time being, John George
Vansittart and Warren P. Street, Esguires, with the consent of the Vestry
15 of the said Cliurch, and of the Right Reverend John Sirachan, Bishop of
Turonto, it appears it would be greatly to the advantage of the members
of the said Church, that the said land might be sold or leased by the Rec-
tor and Churchwardens of the said Church for the time being. in manner
hereinalter mentioned ; Therefure her Mujssty, &c., enacts as follows :

90 L The Reetor and Churchwardens for the time being, of the Church of
St. Paul, at Woodstock, by and with the consent of the Vestry of the said
Church first had and obtained, at a special meeting of the said Vestry tobe
called for that purpose, shall have f{ull power and authority. and they are
hereby empo wered, to make any such sales or leases ot the said lands or
any part thereof, described in the said letters patent, and now knownas lots

95 numbers one, two, three, four, and five, on the east side of Eighth street,
aud lots numbers one, two, three, four, and five, on the west-side of Graham
street, in the suid town of Woodstock, at such prices and rents, an | {or cash
oron credit, and at such time or times, as they may consider advis:ble, or
to confirm any sale or lease that may have already been made by the said

20 Reetor ; and upon such sales or leases, the said Rector and Churchwardens
for the time being, shall have and hold, or invest the monies arising from
such sales or leases, and apply the same for the erection and repairs of a
Church belunging to the Chiurch of England and Ireland, the erection and
Tepars ol a Parsonnge House, the salaries of the Rector, [ncumbent, or

lerch, or the service thereofy as the Vestry of the said Church shall trom
