NOTE AND COMMENT.

One of the daughters of Garibaldi is
a teacher in a Methodist Sunday school
in Ttaly and one of his grandsons is
preparing to be a foreign missionary.

A lord chief justice of England says:
“Judges weary with calling attention
to drink as the principal cause of
crime. But T cannot refrain from say-
ing that if they conld make England
sober, they would shut up nine-tenths
of the prisons.”

“During my travels through Furope
recently,” says Archbishop Treland, “T
have discovered that the war against
aleohol  is spreading  through every
country on that continent. There is
not a single country in Furope today
that does not have its annnal eongress
of anti-aleoholic workers, and these
congresses are made wnup of the bhest
physicians and the leading thinkers of
each and every country.”

“A gronp of French priests” have is-
sned a call for a “free assembly of the
clergy” in Paris, some time in the
course of this month. The call is sien-
ed by some thirty priests. and a score
of political jonrnals of different shades
have passed their respects (hostile or
friendlv) to this attemnt at Catholic
Reform. The nurpose of the assembly
is to stndv plans of reform and isene a
preliminary Declaration. A eomneil of
jurists have offered their services.

When Rev., James 8. Gale, missdonary
and ponular writer, left Korea. recently,
eave the Preshyvterian Standard. 30 peo-
vle assembled at 7 o'¢lock in the morn-
ing to sneed him on his furlongh: amone
them was the secretary of the Tmnerial
Cahinet, the former governor of Seoul, a
nevhew of the Fmperor. the Fmperora
nrivate seeretary and the ex-chief of vo-
Tice. There has heen no more thrilling
tale of Korea told in the Fnglish tonque
than Mr, Qale's “Vanguard.”

The revival of the religion ia the revi-
val of the spiritml life in the sonle of
men: the revival of richteousness in all
the relatione of man with man. Tt is a
revival of faith in the ereat teachings,
and in the high ideale of Jesus. This re-
vival waita on the action of the church.
“Tf mv neomle who are ealled by my name
«hall humble themselves and pmy, and
reck mv face. and turn from their wicked
wave. then will T hear from heaven. and
will forgive their ein, and will heal their
land.”

Says the Christian Tntelligencer: The
progress of missions in Central Afrien
is phenomenal for rapid extension and
encouraging resnlts. Tt is only thirty
vears since work heean in response tn
Stanley’'s appeal that at least one mis-
slonary be sent to this, at that time.
almost unknown region. To.day there
are 100 ordained native nastors, 2.000
churches and schools. 60.000 converts
and 300,000 native children in the
Chrisiian schools. Tn Ueanda, not in-
clnded in the above, there are 32 na-
tive clergy, hesides the 2500 native
evangelists ‘and helpers, who have 1.000
places of worship, inclnding a cathedral
that seats 4.000. The haptized converts
number 50.000 and the attendants at
Sunday service are as many., Tn Tean-
da alone there are 100.000 natives who
ean now read and write, and 250,000
who receive reqularly Christian instrme-
tion. Such success is almost unparal-
leled in the history of missions.
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Rev. Dr. Reinhard Lipeius, of the Un-
iversity of Jena, has resigned from the
theological faculty of that institution and
has heen appointed to a chair in philo-
sophy. The reason assigned for this change
is that having given up his helief in Chris-
tianity as a eupernatural of final religion,
he felt it consistent to hold a mposition
which was established for the defonce of
the evengelicnl faith. Tn philosaphy  he
has a free field, ealling no man master, Tn
religion he felt that he could not at the
same time profers Christianity and antag-
onize it.

Dr. Woward Agnew Tohnston, in a let-
ter from China o the Woestminetor,
Philadelnhia, savs: “ A snecial stndent of
eurrent Chinese Titeratnre i« the Rev S
T. Waodbridee. DD, of Shanghi. Dr.
Woodhridee is a mineter of the Senthern
Preshyterian ehurch and is the aditor of
“The  Chinese  Christian  Tntelligencer.”
now published inintle hy all the Preshy-
terian misdons in (hina. as a Chureh and
family newspaner. Tt is printed entirely
in the Chinese Tanenace and dilieently
keens in touch with the enrrent senti-
ment which appears  in  Chinese litera-
ture.

“Politica in the Pnlnit" was the order
of the dav in Minneanolis on Sunday,
Sent. 10, when in more than 100 churehes
mase meetings were  held and  sermons
nvadhed in favor of the Republican ean-
didate for mavor. The reason for this
mnusnal Sundav programme was that the
nresent mavor has for two vears enforeed
the Sunday closing Taw, surnressed gamh-
ting and compelled the sloone to dlose
their doors at leeal honrs. For thie rea-
son the richteons favor and the unright-
eons onnose his re-election. Tn such a fight
the pulnit coul not remain neuntral,

Dr. . L. Patton has this to sav of
the Moody Bible Tnstitnte of Chicago:
“T wish to express mv deenenin® in
terest in the work of the Moody Rihle
Tnstitute, an interest whish inecreases
the more known abont it. The institute
is doing a work of the deenest import
ance in the sphere of religions ex-
verience. Others may he raising ques-
tions as to how and where we got our
Bible, and some may he seeking to
reply to them. Blessed he God. there
is one place where they read the Bihle
as the Word of God, and whose stu-
dents, having first ascertained its con-
tents, o forth doing their hest to econ-
vey them to other men. May it live
and prosper!”

Bishon F. R. Graves has written most
interestingly in the “Chinese Recorder”
on the Chinaman and hie religion. giving
us his idea of what will he the develop-
ment of Chinese Christanity, The (hinese
are. ahove all. a pmetieal neople, little
given to speculation or  philosophising,
and their religion heretofore has placed
emphasia unon the mom! rather than wn-
on the eniritual. They have shown little
interest in theology. concerning them-
selves chiefly with duties to the family,
to the etate and to ancestors, While
the lone list of Chinese Christian martyre
shows that there is an idealizine instinet
in the Chinese chamcter. and that many
of them are sanable of great self-renuncia-
tion. vet Bishon Graves ie convinced
that the pmctieal turn of the Chinese
mind will show itself markedly in the
Chinpen (hvistian churdh  of the future.
That church will be institntional in ite
oreanization, with a multitude of societies
and cluba and euilds within it. and giving
ita attention chiefly to family life, works
of philanthropy, and good government.

A great peril confronts the young King
of Spain.  The Pope and the Catholio
orders have determined to support the
Carlists, The latter have for years hean
a source of danger, ready at any time
to rise in rebellion. The yvoung King
has thrown his influence with the Lib-
erals, and is seeking to modernize Spain.
For this reason the Roman Catholic
Church is against him and. with the
dense ignorance among the peasants,
has great inflnence.  Tf the King sne
ceeds, he will take his place among the
great rulers of the world.  The Carlist
rebels are said to he financed hy the
Catholie religions orders,

At the Methodist Conference at Mont
real. Dr. Relley, a delegate from the
United States. said in his introduetory
address: “Wherever the flar of Britain
floats it stands for instice, for eanality,
for order, for Christian civilization. for
the welfare of all mankind.” We fail
to nnderstand the attitnde of those who
denrecate the disnlay of the Tnion Tack
on our schools, to sav nothine of enr
own continent.  Tn manv eonntries in
Furone, Denmark. for instance, the
flag is flown on all pnhlic schanls, he
canse it shows they are Government pro-
perty, *
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The parent of all the Y. M. 0. A's
thronghont the world, that in Tondon,
has sixty hranches throughont the met.
ronolis, at each of which are to be fonnd
Rible classes, mission hands, praver-
meetings, dining rorms and rooms to
he rented to voung men for permanant
homes,  The central hranch has 1.000
members.  The Tondon Y.M.CLA, lest
vear contributed $6.000 to foreign ‘nis-
sions.  Not onlv this, but it carries on
eity missions with zeal and snceess,
Tt magnifies the Word of God and con
dnets all its work along evangelical linag
as strietly as when first organized.

As to the growth of temperance senti-
ment in Treland, Rev. David McMeekin,
writing to the Central Preshvierian says:
“Some sixty years ago, and even less,
the aestion of temnerance was at a
Tow ebb in Treland, even among the min-
isters and members of congregations the
anestion was little disenssed,  Tn the
davs when an ordination took place,
drink was placed upon the tahle at the
Tuncheon provided, at the close of the
service. for the ministers and the friends
and relatives of the person ordained.
Such an arrangement is now unknown.
These luncheons are still provided when
loyal and patriotic sentiments are pro-
posed and responded to. Tf toasts are
proposed, they are responded to hv liba-
tions of cold water. The Trish Preshy-
terian ministers and their elders sre
now, as a rule, total abstainers,

Alabaster box, v. 7. Every heart car
ries its alabaster box of precious oint
ment. In it are shut up sympathy,
helpfulness and joy. But too often the
box remains closed and the ointment
within ds wasted because it is not used.
Let our hearts be like those spicy is
lands, whose fragrance is wafted far
out to sea on the summer breeze and
announces to the mariner even before
he can see them, his approach to a
sunny shore. Let the gladness in our
eyes and the friendship in our hand
shake intimate even to strangers that
we are their brothers and ready to help
them. Sometimes these alabaster boxes
are*hard to break. They are clasped
with the bands of selfishness; and suf
fering and disappointinent are needful
to force them open. If so, the world
is the gainer by our apparent misfort
une:

“No shattered box of
We ever need regret,
For out of disappointment
Flows sweetest odors yet.”

To what purpose is this waste,v 8, To
some, the sun is an object of neverend
ing wonderment, when they consider
how its light fills the whole heaven and
illuminates the distant planet, to oth
ers, it is a matter of consideration only
for the light it gives their dwelling, and
the fertility with which it blesses their
field. We must be ever on our gunard
against this narrow, self-centered stand
ard of judgment.

But who shall
ask, “To what purpose is this wastel”
seeing that the inspiration of their
heroism has kindled like ardor in a
hundred other breasts; and the corn of
wheat that fell iut, the ground and
died, has become a harvest.

Why troubls ve the woman? v. 10,
There are about 20,000 deaths annuallly
in India from snake bites. From 1870
to 1882 nearly 200,000 died from this
cause. Often the bite of a cobra Is
fatal in half an hour. We can there
fore understand the vigilance of the
Government in their endeavor to de
stroy this terrible scourge. In one year,
220,000 serpents have been killed, and
nearly 12,000 rupees paid as a reward
for their destruction. But there are
serpents not s0 easy to overcome, and
whose invisible bite is just as great a
menace to the world's happiness, These
are the criticisms, misconstructions, and
unkind remarks that are continually
being made on the actions of good peo-
ple. There are those who see in every
good deed some selfish purpose; oth
ers have faults to find in the method
of its performance, or are ready to
point out how something better could
have been done. These uncalled for re-
proaches are unkind and hurtful. They
trouble good people. How  bitterly
David complains of them! They are
the snakes and serpents of the spiritual
world. Let us endeavor to destroy them.

Thinkers who Kk
on this transforming ideal find in comn
parison something patently poor and <el
fish in the instinet that craves per
sonal joy and avoids personal paing and
the desire for happiness, accordingly,
has long ceased to be ranked among the
high human motives.

It is man’s instinet, also, to shrink
from pain.  But until man knows the
final meaning of life—which so far re
mains mysterions to the wisest—he can
not know the final meaning of pain.
And in proportion as we recognize suffer
ing as a great, mysterious, everattend
ing factor of life, which holds mighty
lessons if we can but learn them, in
that proportion pain becomes educati m,
and not mere blind angnish. The crisis,
the agony, changes from a hideous blank
wall against which we beat and rave in
vain, to a path which, diffieult though
it be for our Dbleeding and exhausted
feet, climbs toward the light.

Iu the gathering shadows of His cross,
Christ voiced problem and answer for us
in that deep saying: *“Now is My soul
troubled: and what shall 1 say? Father,
save Me from this hour. But for this
came 1 unto this hour.” For some canse
every child of God comes to the hour of
crisis and anguish.  Christ knew the

To be saved, at all costs, from the over
shadowing hour of anguish-——whe would
ask that who fully trusts the Father of
all spirits, and who deeply believes that
God does not willingly afflict or grieve
the children of ment Rather should the
soul humbly but unfalteringly enteriag
its gate of trial, say, “For some cause
ordained of God, came I unto this hour.”
To escape the agony we dread might le
to lose more than we understand, and
to substitute weakness and willfulness
for the strength to carry out God's will,
throngh darkness and loneliness and
pain, to the divinely appointed end.
The natural shrinking from suffering is
not cowardly; but cowardice clutches s
when we refuse to accept and face our
pain, and to search out its secret of
purification, of atonement, of sacrifice,
of growth or of power. To feel that sor
row is meaningless, and to think we
can escape it to advantage is to make
God's government of the world meaning
less, since pain holds so large a place
in it. Not to seek to be saved from the
bour of anguish, but to find its hidden
lesson for our souls and to work it out
in our pain and weakness, with a loyal
determination not to lose an iota of its
meaning—there lies the perfect way that
leads to the heights, And in the end
blessed are those that mourn, for they
shall be comforted. God is love. Pain
has love behind it, shining through the
darkest veil; and when, the lesson learn
ed, that veil is lifted, we shall rejoice
that we were counted worthy to suffer,

The present
awakening in China is very largely the
outcome of the widespread evangeliza-
tion of the last century, and the multi
tudes in China are now looking for guid-
ance to the churches in their midst. This
indicates that the main work of the mis-
sionary must henceforth be to train and
guide the Chinese worker. To-day we need
fully equipped Chinese pastors and evan-
gelists, schoolmasters and teachers and
teachers, doctors and nurses. This means
thorough training of men and women for
the various departments, and this again
presupposes a good system  of primary
and secondary education for the children.
Funds for this purpose are greatly need-
ed.”

THE GWALIOR PRESBYTERIAN
MISSION.

(By Anna Ross, formerly of Brucefleld.)

For the greater part of May avdJune
Dr. and Mrs. Wilkie, at the invitation
of au old missionary friend, were up
among the cool breezes of the “‘ever
lasting hills,” which reared their snowy
heads 17,000 feet above wnem, while the
slopes and plains and rushing rivers
stretched unearly 8,000 feet below them.
Here, in the hill tation of Dalhousie,
Dr. Wilkie acted ‘as chaplain to a regi
ment of soldiers, and had time to draw
# good many deep breaths of the brac
g uountain air. Mrs, Wilkie suf-
fered much of the time from an attack
of fever wuich she had carried up ount
of the intense heat of Jhansi. But she
lingered along tue mountaius a mouth
behund her husband, and both report
to have gained greatly from the re
freshing change.

The famine of last year is now a
thing of the past, 1or awple and cor-
tnuous  rains  have clothed the ficlds
with crops, und filled the wells aud
tanks as they have not been filled for
years, This is matter of great gratitude.
But the helping hand held out by many
kind friends in Canada toward the suf-
ferers of last season has been much
blessed. From 125 to 150 persons have
been rescued from starvation, and main-
talned for nearly six months under con-
stant Christian  kindness and instruc-
tion while doing such work as they
were able to do. Many of these will
forever bless God for the famine, for
they have learned to understand the
Gospel of love as taught not only by
words, but by deeds, which is a very
telling method of teacuing. These poor
people were maintained at a cost of
$465. Most of them are now strong
and well and able to work as coolies,
though a few have not gained suflicient-
ly for that, and are still under care,
working according to strength, but fed
with a view to recovery.

Those who would like to follow the
course of this Mission should mark the
name of Mr. James Taylor. He is
Jroving a unique and very valuable
helper. His mother was a native, but
his father was a Scotchman. When he
first presented himself before our Mis-
sion as a Christian worker, he was not
accepted. He seemed so meek, so utter
ly lacking in self-assertion, that Dr.
Wilkie could not believe he possessed
vim enough to do aggressive work in
that new and very hard field. Some of
his mative helpers, however, told him
that they thought he would find Tay
lor to be a stronger man than he ap
peared, and advised a month's trial.
The month’s trial has lengthened out
now to nearly a year. His salary has
risen to $7 per moath, and on this he
supports himself and his little boy, and
indulges in incessant deeds of merey to
the poor and needy. Tt has been found
necessary to pay him in very small in-
stalments, or his money would all be
spent on the sufferers around him, and
he would cheerfully suffer himself.

During the famine, he was always on
the lookout for the worst cases, and
took hold of some that were, accord-
ing to Dr. Wilkie's impression, past
hope of recovery. But he did not lose
one case.  His method of treatment
was original.  Having noticed that
Palestine was described in the Bible
as a land flowing with milk and honey,
he inferred that there must be peculiar
excellence in  these two articles of
diet. S0 he plied his patients during
the dangerons stage with milk and with
the crude village honey, and his sue-
cess was an astonishment to all,

Taylor is established at a village call-
ed Khailer, about four miles ont of
Jhansi. Here, with the help of his fam-
ine sufferers, he has built a nice native
house with two rooms and a wide ver
andah, which does duty as church and
manse and a good many other things

——




——

as well.

Cholera has been very severe about
Khailar during the rainy season, and
Tayloi has been frequently called out to
act as doctor when all native remedies
have failed, The remarkable thing is
that this simple hearted wan has not
lost one case even of chol He has
been supplied with some remedis
and directions how to use them, awd he
works with these. But he is a man of
prayer. He always goe: to a case with
his eye definitely fixed on Jesns Chirist

as the Healer, giving all the honor of

the cures to his Lord. #o great has
been his winsome gentlene imnd hi
medical success  that  prejudices  all

around Khailar are rapidly melting
away. The grateful people have allow
ed him to add to his original  very
small plot of land until he now rejoi

in a garden of nearly half an acre,
is full of bright hopes for the future,

He works with two of the new con
verts under him as willing G
One of these is Baijunath, the young
Brahmin, whose parents cast him off
in bitter anger at his baptism about a
year ago. But two wmonths later, in
amswer to daily united prayer on the
part of the son and his two devoted
teachers, they quite broke down, and
asked to be taught the new doctriite
too. They have since been received in
to the Christian Church,

The other, Suraj Singh, is a Braluuin
also, the brotherinlaw of Buijanath,
His story is an interesting one, but that
must be kept for another paper.

in the interests of the home and of the
work we must have an end to multiplying
organizations amongst the women of our
congregations.

CHURCH UNION.

Dr. J. M. Harper, of Quebee, con
tributes to the Dominion Presbyterian
a series of articles on Church Union,
These articles are thoughtful and are
in fine temper.

WINNIPEG AND WEST.

Rev. Dr. Bryee, a few evenings ago,
gave a most interesting lecture to the
children of St. Andrew's Sunday school
on the early history of Winnipeg. Par-
tienlarly interesting was the story of Dr.
Bryce's arrival away back in I1871. At
‘hat time the nearest railway point was
Morris, in Minnesota, 400 miles away.
From there he had come by a kind of
stage coach, the driver and horses being
hadged every sixteen miles, The praries
were very desolate in those days as the
massacres perpetrated in 1862 by the Sioux
indians had driven settlers away. At a
place called Dirty Mary, all the food they
conld find consisted of the fried pork
floating in oil, some very black bread and
some strong black tea. They didn't eat
anyvthing that night, Reaching the border
they saw some of these old?time houses,
built upon the forty-ninth parallel where-
in bad  characters found a retreat from
both Canadian  and Amenican  law  of-
ficers,  If the mer came they would
run into the Anierican portion and if the
latter eame they retreated to the Cana-
dian portion. At length they reached the
Assiniboine, which had then no bridees
spapning it, only a ferry plyng across,
and in due course they landed at a spot
on which stands to-day the MelIntyre
block. e had expected to find Winnipeg
pretty bad, but it was worse than his an-
ticipatdons,  There were only a few log
buildings and one hotel in which 330 peo-
vle were served on the day of his arrival,
Besides Fort Garry there was a cluster of
honses ealled Winmipeg after Winnipeg
Tke, a few houses at Point Dounglas where
the depot stands, a few houses with a
store near where now stands St. John's
college and a few houses along the river,

THE CASE AGAINST THE CAT.

Kipling in one of the most charming
of his “Just So” stories, offers a fanciial
but altogether delightful account of the
way in which in remote ages, the first
cat drove a hard bargain with neolithic
man for food and shelter, without biud
ing itself to yield in return any recom
pense in servitude, as did the less astute
horse and cow and dog. "1 am the
cat that walks by himself, and all places
are alike to me,”” was the oft reiter
ated platform from which this sagacious
progenitor of the feline race relused to
budge in spite of all the blandishments
of our prototype, and true enough, from
that day to this, Felis Domestica has
never deserved its specitic appellation,
for, though tamed, the cat has neser ' e
come domesticated iu the true seuse, It
is this refusal to submit to restraint or
to abandon its natural predatory habits
that has of late so exercised the brother
hood ol bird lovers. At the annual mect
ing last November of the National Asso
ciation of Audubon Societies a resolu
tion was adopted, in the interest of the
tleathered world, ofticially expressing d:
appointment of the ormthophagous pro
pensities of grimalkin: but, though well
wmitentioned, these resolutions will havdly
we fear, appreciably reduce avian morial
ity from this cause. The sauitarian lias,
however, still more cogent grounds ior
discouraging the perpetuation of the cat
as a household pet, and it would be the
part of wisdom for the family practitim
er, even at the risk of falling in the
estimation of the youthful members of
his clientele, to utter a serious word
of warning anent the very real possinl
ity of disease transmission through the
house cat. The enumeration ot scar
latina, intluenza, whooping cough, meas
les, diphtheria and ringworin probably
does not exhaust the list of diseases
whose communication has been or might
be ascribed to this intermediary. Even
the proudest and sleekest tabby yields
readily to atavistic calls; and prowling:
in unseemly places, retlections in strange
garbage cans, and midnight conclaves
with the mangy outcasts of the gutter
afford ready opportunities for the wc
quisition of contagious materials.  Prac
tically all cats have worins, most of
them suffer from catarrhal conditions of
the nasal passages, and the feline
method of ablution is not such as to
command the respect of the hygienically
inclined; while no one who has witness
ed the enthusiasm with which childrea
caress their pets can fail to realize ihe
magnificent opportunities for infection
that are afforded in this way. Cats an’l
tleas are nearly always associated, and
the importance of suctoril insects as
oculating agents has been so much em
phasized of late that the possibility of
danger in this direction also is not al
together remote. At any rate, it appears
that the doctor, like the dog—that other
“friend of man"—must in the interest ol
public health set his face against tie
“fireside sphynx"" and warn pareuts of
its possibilities for harm. He should
at least see to it that no cat is allowed to
euter a sick room.—Medical Record.

SEA TREES.

Forms of life in the sea are far mo
wonderful than any that exist on land,
However much one may donbt the stor
les o sea serpents, there are probably
far bigger fish in the sea than ever came
out of ity and as for plant life, it has
beea couclusively proved that sea trees
1,500 feet in height are quite common in
the ocean.  These monsters trees ure
a kind of brown seaweed, the uppermost
branches being only about a (quarter of
an inch in thickness. Countless  blad
ders, like miniature balloous, and about
as big as a hen's egg form among the
branches of the tree, and, being filled
with air, buoy up the trunk and
branches so that they grow almost
erecl.  Mammoth  sea animals often
build their nests in these trees, as they
give off several degrees of heat, which
makes the ling water

Dominion Preshyterian Special.

There are two Chured and Manse
Building Funds in the Maritime Pro
vinces—the Hunter Fund, which re
stricts its benefactions to Nova Seotia

and Prince Edward Tsland: and the
Century Fund, which is administered
by a New Brunswick committee and

bestows its favors upon the churchesof
that province only. The Hunter fund
has a capital of $39,776.72 yielding an
annual revenue of about $2,000. The
capital is loaned to churches at 5 per
cent. to be repaid in easy instalments
and the interest is given to feeble con
gregations as a free donation. The
Century Fund has a capital of $21.536
and disposes of the interest on invest
ments in free grants to weak congrega
tions who are erecting places of wor
ship. Both funds were reported as in
a favorable condition.

The Maritime Provinces have always
stood in the front rank as regards Sab
bath school work. A careful and com
plete printed report was laid before the
Synod. The latest development of this
department, the Summer School, has
been remarkably successful. Of this
branch the report says:

“During the summer three schools
were held. The following statement is
of interest:

In ad
dition other subjects were considered,
as Jesus and His Times by Rev. Gordon
Dickie, Tsrael Before the Monarchy by
Rev. A. H. Foster, The Use of the Black
board by Mr. 8. H. McFarlane, The
Supplemental Lessons by Revs, J. G. A,
Calquhoun and D. A, Frame, The Sun
day School, Its Organization and Man
agement by Mr. R. Reid. The Church
has thus enjoyed a rare privilege and
anly the generous and consecrated ser
vice of these brethren has made these
schools possible. All expense has been
met by local support and the grant from

the General Assembly’'s Committee.
Next year it is proposed to continue
these schools, Already requests have

been made to meet at Campbellton and
in Cape Breton.

Rev. Mr. Duncan is indefatigable in
his effort to secure for our schools a
quarterly which does not contain the
lesson passage. He has the unanimous
support of the Synod in this, as the
following vote of concurrence in his
overture to next General Asembly will
show.
