—The total duty collected at the port 
of Toronto for the fiscal year ending 
June 30, was $5,310,985.52, as compar­
ed with $5,367,248.44 for last year, a 
decrease of $56,262.92. The number of 
entries for the year just closed show 
an increase of 3,514 over 1900, the fig­
ures being for 1901, 96,551; 1900, 93,037. 
Bor the month of June this year the 
duty collected was $378,845.60, compar­
ed with $312,366.10 for the correspond­
ing month last year, an increase of 
$66,479.50.

Negotiations which were in pro­
gress some time ago with the Hepub- 
lic of Mexico looking to the establish­
ment of a parcel post between Canada 
and Mexico, have been concluded. The 
convention had been agreed upon, and 
then the question arose as to the 
transit of the parcels through the 
United States territory. The postal 
authorities of the United States do not 
allow closed parcels to enter their ter­
ritory, Any packages going from Can­
ada to the United States come within 
the category of fourth-class matter, 
the rate on which is 1 cent an ounce, 
but the packages so sent must be read­
ily opened for inspection. The Uni­
ted States Government objected to 
closed parcels passing through their 
territory, and accordingly the pro­
posed postal service between the Do­
minion and Republic has been dropped.

1 —The last act in the story of a sensational mining ven­
ture, says a Vancouver, B.C., dispatch, was perfected a 
few days ago, when the concern, floated for two million 
pounds in London under the name of the Goldfields of Brit­
ish Columbia, was wound up. The Goldfields syndicate 
owned the Waverly and Tangier mines, which were ex­
ploited as extremely rich. Compressor, concentrator and 
other plants were purchased for over $100,000, but were 
dumped along the trail. One pound shares were boomed 
in London to 32 shillings and then the crash came. Noth­
ing was ever realized on the assets. The whole plant has 
been purchased by the Marble Bay Mines of Texada Is­
land and will be installed there at once. The Goldfields 
smash was one of the worst in the history of British 
Columbia mining.

D. Battye & Son,■—Recent advices from Halifax, N.S., state that the plans 
for the fortress have been completed by the Imperial au­
thorities, and the work will commence at once. The for­
tress will much larger than that at the York Redoubt, 
and will be armed with the most powerful of weapons.
It was the intention to erect a fort out of the water, on 
the principle adopted in ports in England, but it was sub­
sequently decided to have it constructed out of the solid 
rock. The site selected is three miles west of Herring 
Cove entrance to the harbour, immediately facing the wa­
ter. The Imperial authorities selected a large granite 
cliff which has a hollow in the centre. The main part 
of the fort will be located in this hollow, and the work to 
be completed of cement, giving the appearance when com­
pleted, of a solid cliff.

—Considerable interest has been aroused in Washing­
ton, U.S., on receipt of a late special cable from Paris 
stating that the shortage in the French wheat crop would 
probably necessitate the importation of at least 36,000,000 
bushels this year. France gets wheat from outside, 
chiefly from the United States and the Argentine Re- 
public, but the duties imposed on American wheat and 
flour have been practically prohibitive for several years. 
Germany is also in danger of a heavy shortage in her 
wheat supply. Mr. Mason, the United States Consul at 
Berlin, has sent a report to the State Department, saying 
that the unfavorable condition of the wheat and rye fields 
of Germany has grown more and more ominous, “until 
it is now recognized as inevitable that the cereal harvests 
of 1901 in Prussia will show the largest and most disas­
trous deficit that has been recorded in recent years. From 
the most careful estimates that can now be made, the 
winter wheat crop of Prussia, which was 2,245,515 metric 
tons in 1900, will this year not exceed 1,192,000 tons, leav­
ing a deficit of 1.053,515 tons, which would cost $43,732,- 
500 to replace with imported grain. Including the de­
ficit in the rye crop, Mr. Mason says that in Prussia alone 
there will be a shortage of 1,766,636 tons of bread-produc­
ing cereals, valued at $67,246,500.

—Recent London advices state that after a prolonged 
debate and considerable disorder, the House of Commons, 
in committee, on the 28th ult., adopted the coal tax by a 
majority of 86.

STATE CABLES AND TELEGRAPHS.

The Ottawa Board of Trade has issued a circular let­
ter on “State-owned cables and an Imperial Postal 
Cable service for the Empire.” They consider it their 
duty to express a conviction that all British possessions 
should be directly connected by State-owned telegraph 
cables under the control of the Post Office, which the 
Board of Trade considers would involve all the land tele­
graphs of the several British possessions being also 
State-owned. The land telegraphs of the United King­
dom, New Zealand, Australia, India and South Africa 
are already nationalized and administered by the Post 
Office.

A Pacific cable is likely to be established at an early 
date under a joint agreement between the Home Govern­
ment, the Governments of Canada. Australia, and New 
Zealand, with every prospect of Canada being connected 
with the United Kingdom at an early date hv a State- 
owned trans-Atlantic cable. When these works are com­
pleted and the Canadian land telegraph lines national­
ized, the whole distance from England to the shores of 
the Indian Ocean, to Western Australia, will be covered 
by a series of cables and land telegrahps under State 
control.

THE LATE MR. ANDREW ALLAN.

That, however, may be a difficulty, for again 
there is this further difference, between cable service 
and the postal, there is no mechanical restriction in the 
way of postal matter and the more there is to carry the 
cheaper is the work done, while in regard to cables it is 
obvious that there is a limit to the capacity of the lines. 
We are not, therefore, as sanguine as Sir Sandford Flem­
ing about the cable rates being reduced as were the postal 
in 1840 to a merely nominal sum.

As to bringing all telegraphs, ocean and land under 
the Post Office, the feasibility of such concentration is 
very doubtful, and its desirability even 
present all telegraphs, ocean and land, can be 
trolled in case of necessity by the government, so the 
need for this power of control is already supplied. The 
scheme advocated by the Ottawa Board of Trade does not 
state what Post Office is to have supreme control of the 
telegraphs. It seems to us quite impracticable to place 
our telegraphs in Canada, those in Australasia, India, 
Hong Kong, the West Indies, Newfoundland, all under 
control of the Post Office authorities in London, Eng. 
What is to be gained thereby if workable? 
graph service in England is very badly managed 
pared to what we in Canada enjoy. To impose upon all 
the telegraphs of the Empire, the limitations, defects, ab­
surdities of the British service would be an insufferable 
nuisance; such a scheme would break up in a week.

Looking at the matter all round we do not see the ur­
gency, or desirability of placing all the telegraphs of the 
Empire under the control of the Post Office; it would 
he too complicated a scheme to work as smoothly and 
with regularity essential to meeting the needs of busi­
ness.

tion actually paid in.”

The above law does not restrict the discounts of any 
firm s commercial paper, when such paper is drawn 
against actual values, such as is represented by bona fide 
trade bills. Such discounts are not “loans” in the pro­
per sense, as they are simply transfers of credit based 
goods. The bank in discounting a trade bill buys a debt 
payable at a fixed date for which it pays cash, less the 
interest on the money until the debt matures. In the 
selection of such debts for purchase lies the skill, or 
otherwise, of the banker who has, or should have, the 
financial ability of the seller of the debt as good security 
for the debt's redemption, as well as the capacity of the 
debtor to fulfil the promise made by his acceptance, or 
note.

CROWN TIMBER DUES.

A new set of regulations relating to woods and forests 
was adopted by the Executive Council of the Province of 
Quebec on the 1st instant, and promulgated by order-in­
council. One change, says a Quebec letter, is in regard to 
the dues on pulp wood which are largely reduced, 
provided:—All licenses to cut timber are subject to an 
annual ground rent of three dollars per square mile or 
fraction thereof; also, to an annual fire tax, the amount 
of which is fixed from time to time by the commissioner, 
fhese licenses run from 1st May to the 30th April fol­
lowing, and no claim for over charge of ground rent, and 
fire tax in the extent of the limits can be entertained after 
the licenses have issued.

THE OTTAWA ELECTRIC COMPANY.
The Annual Meeting of the Shareholders of this Com­

pany, was held on Monday, 24th June, 1901, at Ottawa, 
when the seventh annual report for the year ending April 
30th, 1901, was submitted, as follows:
To the Shareholders of the Ottawa Electric Company:

Uentlemen,—Your Directors beg to submit their seventh 
annual report covering the Company’s operations for the 
year ending April 30th, 1901.

This report presents a balance sheet of the assets and 
liabilities of the company as at April 30th, 1901, together 
with statement of the revenue and expenditure, of profit 
and loss account and of the installations for the year 
ending on that date.

The net profit of $25,700.19 as shown, is arrived at after 
providing for all general expenses and fixed charges, (in­
cluding interest on bonds), also for all the expenses of 
operating and maintenance and after setting aside a rea­
sonable sum to provide for bad and doubtful accounts.

The amount of $7,147.56, brought forward from 1900 
makes a total at credit of profit and loss account of $32,- 
847.75 from which has been appropriated the sum of $19,- 
550, to cover difference between the par value and selling 
price (95%) on $460,000 bonds, dated Dec. 1st, 1900, (to 
which bond issue special reference is made later in this 
report), leaving $13,297.75 to carry forward at credit of 
profit and loss account.

Upon comparing the gross revenue with that of last 
year, your directors point with pleasure to an increase of 
$19,680.93. This must be looked upon as satisfactory, 
particularly when considering the temporary loss of busi­
ness, and consequently of revenue, due to the disastrous 
conflagration which occurred at about the close of the

Had it not been for the conflagration the past year’s 

showing would have been satisfactory.
Contracts have been placed for all hydraulic and electri­

cal equipment for the company’s new7 power plant, and a 
large portion has been delivered and paid for. The hy­
draulic machinery has been installed, and the generating 
station is now well under way, and when completed will 
be a modern plant in every respect. The lines through 
the burned district have been rebuilt, and a map showing 
the vast area in the city and suburbs covered by our wires 
has recently been published in the daily press setting 
forth in a comprehensive manner the widespread charac­
ter of the company’s system; a copy of this ma> has 
been mailed to all shareholders. Your directors trust to 
have the new plant in operation early in the autumn, wdien 
it is hoped that the most important of the economies pre­
viously outlined to the shareholders will begin to take ef­
fect, and it is confidently expected that the commence­
ment of the operation of the new system will mark a new 
era of prosperity for the company.

To meet the expenditure necessitated by the construc­
tion as outlined above considerable additional capital has 
been required.

A new issue of stock to the amount of $218,200 was 
made, all of which was subscribed for at par, increasing 
the capital stock of the company to $1,000.000. Of this 
new issue the sum of $73,065.63 had not been called in at 
close of the fiscal year.

last fiscal year.
The gross expenditure has, however, more than coun­

terbalanced the increased revenue, being $36,558.91, in ex­
cess of the expenditure of last year, and is attributable to 
the conflagration and to the abnormal expenses incident 
to obtaining temporary power and electrical appliances for 
immediate operation. The destruction of four of the 
company’s power houses necessitated the operation of the 
steam reserve plant to its fullest capacity, and the rental 
of additional power at high rates. Much of the work 
done immediately after the fire was necessarily of 
porary character and has been charged to operating ex­
penses.

sold at 95%, $320,000 of this amount being necessary to re­
deem at par the bond issue made in 1894. and the balance 
of $180,000 to apply on the capital expenditure above re­
ferred to. The difference between the selling price and 
the par value of the new bonds delivered, amounting to 
$19,500. has been written off this year in profit and loss 
count; only $460,000 of the total amount of $500,000 having 
been delivered at date of April 30th last.

Tn future, therefore, anyone sending dishonestly or 
carelessly packed fruit on the market, must at the same 
time, clearly advertise to the public who is responsible; 
and the trade will not be slow to find out who are respon­
sable shippers.” Section 6 reads: “6. No person shall 
sell, or offer, expose or have in his possession for sale 
any fruit packed in a closed package, upon which package 
is marked any designation which represents such fruit as 
of finest, best or extra good quality, unless such fruit 
consists of well-grown specimens of 
nearly uniform size, of good color for the variety, of nor­
mal shape and not less than ninety per cent, free from 
scab, worm holes, bruises and other defects, and properly 
packed."

In the matter of packing, the policy desired by grow­
ers and dealers alike has been: “Let the face of the pack­
age be an index of the bulk.” 
bodies this policy: “7. No person shall sell, or offer, ex­
pose or have in his possession for sale, any fruit packed 
in any package, in which the faced or shown surface gives 
a false representation of the contents of such package; 
and it shall be considered a false 
more than fifteen per cent, of such fruit is substantially 
smaller in size than, or inferior in grade to, or different in 
a variety from, the faced or shown surface of such pack­
age. The wholesale or retail purchaser must be able, on 
seeing the face of a package of fruit exposed for sale, to 
count upon finding substantially the same variety, size 
and quality of fruit all the way to the bottom, of that 
package. If this simple reform in the direction of honesty 
can be achieved, incalculable good will have been done to 
the fruit trade of Canada, both foreign and domestic. If 
once fraud is put down, and uniformity of packing estab­
lished, confidence will return, and increased trade with 
higher prices and healthier conditions are sure to follow
