Without making reply, Nicassius
sprang into the chariot and ordered
the charioteer to proceed by a se-
cluded route to Antium. He arnived
at the villa early the next morming
and was agreeably surprised to dis-
cover that Lavonica and Sylvia had
flown. He was informed by a ser-
vant that they had departed a few
days previous to his arrival, going
in the direction of Ostia. Nicassius
returned to Romte and reported ' the
facts to Tibertius. He was ordered
Lo go at once to Ostia, and ascertain
from the shipping men whether La-
vonica had sailed for g distant port.
