HOME ECONQMIES

The Beeretary of Agriculture of United States
writes to the women as follows:

‘Clothing is largely an agricultural produet and
represents the results of labor on the sheep ranges,
in cotton fields and in mills and factories. When-
ever a useful garment is needlessly discarded, ma-
terial needed to keep someone warm or dry may
be consumed merely to gratify a ssing faney.
Women would do well to look upon tm'hll‘ at this
time more particularly from the utilitarian point of

view, Leather too, is scarce

and the proper shoeing eof
armies cal (It: great supplies
of this material There are
only so many pairs of shoes
in :‘rh hide, and there s 2
shorfage of animals for leather
as well as for meat. Anything
that can be done to encourage
adults or children te take eare
of their shoes and make them
last longer means so much
more leather is made avallable
for other purposes.’’

The leather and paper la-
horatory of the United States
Department of Agrieuiture
makes the following sugges
tions:

To save -shoes, they should
bhe oiled or greased whenever
the leather begins to get hard
or dry. They should be brushed
and then all the dirt and mud
that remains washed off with

oil, er pleine may be substituted. 1f it is desived to
make The shoes and hoots more waterproof, beef tal
low may bhe added to any of these substances at the
rate of half-a-pound of tallow te a pint of eil
The edge of the sole and the welt should be greased
thoroughly There is no danger of applying too mueh
grease to these partd
‘A simple method of making the soles more dur
able, pliable, and water resistant, is te swab them
occasionally with linswed oil, setting them aside to
dry over night
**Many of the common shoe polishes are harmful
te leather. Al those which contain sulphurie, hy
® drochlorie, or exalic asids, turpentine, beazine, or
other volatile solvents, have 8 tendency to harden
the leather and make it more liahle 1o erach
‘It s poar evonomy, toe, 1o wear & shee with the
heel hadly worn on one side. This thre the shor
outl of shape and may seon result in ruin.- It is

Wé are direeted by Mr. Musselman
vou with the following infor
mation in regard to the ahove Tun?

The British Empire Agricultural Re
lief of the Allies Fund has heen estah
lished for the relief of farmers in the
devastated regions of Franee, Belgium,
Serbia, Russia and Roumania. The com
mittee, of which the King is patrons,
and the Duke of Portland, president,
began by raising a fund in England,
and last vear it was decided to put the
wark on a wider hasis, and to ineclude
the oversgas Dominions.

A Canadian branch of the fund has
been established of which Sir Robert
Borden and Bir Wilfred Laurier are
honorary presidents, and the Hon. Mar-
tin Burrill and Hom, Sidney PFisher
members of the executive, with Dr,
James W. Rohertson as chairman. The
Duke of Devonshire, who is patron of
the fund, has invited the Lieutenant-
Governor of each provinee to beecomie

tron of & committee of his provinee.
P, H. Auld, deputy minister url‘nrulv
ture, has arranged for the formative of
a provincial committee for Saskatche-
wan, of which Mr. Mussclman is & mem-
ber, and Mr. Mabarg, chairman. The
provincial commitees are to imvite
the assistance of all existing farmers’
organizations, woemen's institutions,
ete., in the formation of local commit-
tees p!

It is proposed that contributions be
in eash or in the form of grain, live
stock, and other products which will
be sold by the local committees, and the
proceeds remitted to their respective
provincial headquarters, and that these
contributions be madp in either January
or February next

Relief has already been seat in the
form of seed grain, livestoek and agri
eultural implements and tools, among
the contributors being His Majesty the
King, who gave six rams from one of
the royal flocks, and many noted stock-
breeders who have given animals to be
sold that the proceeds may be devoted
to the fund. What has already been
done for the reconquered portions of
France will need to be dome also
o8 & greally extended scale for the
presest tecupied tervitory ia Prasce,
Belgium Kuwia Nerhia »efd  Now
mania when cleared of thé enemy.

While Mr. Hawkes did not attead
the first organization meeting of our
association, which was held in 1901,
he was, nevertheless, one of the first
workers in our movement. It was ealy
a few weeks after this first organiza-
tion meeting at Indian Head that a
local of our association was organized
at his town of Broadview, and My
Havwkes has been an entbusiastic Grain
Grower ever@since. lHe has been a
member of our board of directors for
3 great many years and was held the
office of vice-president for a coasider-
able time. Our amociation owes much
Hawkes and those other early
ploscers In our movemest who have
started our organization and carried on
its work in the face of great odds and
under the greatest difficulties.

Mr. Hawhkes has alse been on the
board of the Saskatchewan Co-operative
Elevator Company from its inception
Under the act incorporating the com-
pany the executive of the G.G.A. was
constituted the first Board of Directors,
Ever since some members of the exe
cutive of the farmers’ assoclation have
heen on the hoard of the Elevator Com
pany.

Editor, Guide \s 1o seting the pewe
of wheat, | would like 16 say & fow wigde

in behalf of the farmer. '] have lived in
this district sinee 1912. During that time
we have raised two crops, those of 1913
and 1916. In 1914 the government had
té help the people over a large part of
Alberta. Most of the farmers were in
debt, having spent all their money in
trying to raise a erop. In 1915 we

received on an average of about 75 ceuts -«

per bushel. In 1916 most of it was sold
for about $1.25 at points along the Goose

Lake line. . The elevators were blocked
early in the season and we could not
get cars. A farmer would go to town,

iIn many cases s distance of from 25 to
40 miles, with a load of wheat and could
not sell. He would be obliged to stay
in town, in somé cases four or five days,
paying hotel and barn expenses. When
e had his erop all he and expenses
paid he found that_he had little left to
run on the next year. We made a little
money in 1916, paid some of our debdt
and now in 1917 we have a
average about five or six an acre.
It will not pay the expenses of raising it.
Then the government steps in and sets
the price, letting everything olse soar as
high as the manufacturers please, at
the same time urging the farmers to
raise more wheat

Has anyone heard any talk of fixing
the rich man’s income? If a farmer goes
to the bank to grt money he has to pay
cight per cent. If the government would
set a fixed price on wheat net 1o the farmer,
and also the price on everything else in
woportion, there would be no kick. 1|
Lu'e talked with several of the hig farmers
here and they say they will not sow any
wheat if the government sets the price
on wheat and not on what the farmer buys.

CANADIAN GROWN ROOT SEED
In 1915, Canada imported a total of
1927313 pounds of turnip seed, and
1,056,000 pounds of mangel and heet
seed. lu 1916 the import of tursip
seed dwindled te 150855 pounds and
the import of mangel and Leet seed 1o
636,797 pounds; and for 1917 the figures
stand st 291,379 pounds for turnip seed
snd 891,677 popnds for mangel and
beet sted. This means that Canada
imported a total of these most import
sot farm seeds in the years of 1916
and 1917, which falls short of the
im of 1915 alope of, roughly, vae
million pounds. It should be added
that practically every pound of field
reot seed in this country is of
Buropean origia

One of! the reasons why reot seed
growing ‘has not been practised Lo
say _extest in Canada before is the
™ widely spread idea ‘that Cana
dian climatic conditions rare aot as
faverable to the preduction of high

class seed as are the conditions In
those European countries upun which
Canada has relied in the pamt for her
seed supply

In 19153 the Central experimental
farm at .Ottawa raised, from a fleld,
shout one and a half acres, a first class
mangel seed crop at the rate of about
L1530 pounds of seed to the acre. Mar
gel seed was produced at the exper
mental farm at Agassiz, BC, at the
rate of 2,100 pounds pef acre, at the
experimental staliom” at l.ruu-.xu.!r
Quebee, at the rate of 1.150 pounds
per acre, and at the Experimental sta
tion at Kentville, NS, at the rate of
2,100 pounds per-acre. The same year
the :Lesmoxville station raised sw
turnip seed at the rate of close to 1,250

pounds to the acre

VALUE OF SEED SELECTION

Seed selection is one of the most
important factors in successful erop
production, and yet it is one of the
features that is very frequently neg
lected Extensive experimental work
has been conducted at the Ontario Ag
ricultural\College with the object of
ascertainind  definite information re
garding the influence of dJdiferent se
lections of seed on the resulting erops
In experiments which were reported in
1912 with root erops, the result showed
that in every instance the large seed
produced greater results than the me

sized seed produced greater yields than
the small seed. This was true as it ap
plied to mangels, sugar beets, swede
turnips and earrots in experiments
which were conducted for a period of
five yvears in every instance,
An-experiment has been conddeted
for five vears in suecession in which
both small and large sized seeds of
cach of four varieties of oats have
been planted. at . seven different dis
tances apart, The ohject of this ex
periment has beéen fo endeéavdr to find
wut whether the maximum yield which
could be obtained from large, plump
seed would be different from the max
imum yield which eould be obtained
from small, plump seed. From the re
sults of the five years experiment we
learn that the maximum yields from
the large, plump seed has been greater
than the maximum yields from the
small, plump seed in fully 90 per cent
of all the tests which have been made
The results are very interesting and
important in showing the influence of
one year's scleetion of seed of the
principal farm crops which are grown
in Ontario. In every instance the large,
plamp seed gave a greater yvield of
grain per acre tham small, plump,
shrunken or broken seed. From a prac
tical standpeoint it seems to. be excel
leat practice, not only te sow. clean
sced grain that will be free from weed
sceds, but te have the cleaning seo
theroughly dene that none but the very
best seed is secured. Whean this prae
tice bas been carried out an importast
step has bheen made towards the ob-
taining of high yields of grain of
superior quality
In 1913 an experiment was conducted
for the first time in testing different
ections of seed of spring rve. While
definite conclusions can be drawa
from ene year's work, it may be stated
that the results so far corsespond very
closely with the average results from
the selection of seed of the other kinds
of grain. In the yield of grain per acre
the large seed surpassed the medium
sized seed by 1.2 bushel per ascre, the
small seed By 3.2 hushels per acre, and
the broken seed by 1603 bushels per
acre

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Laurier's Manifesto to the Electors

Referendum ¢~ Military Service Act—Abolition of Profitesring

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s manifesto to
the Canadian people, brifly summarized
in last week 's issue, is a lengthy docu-
ment reviewing the chief features of
the legislation of the last session of
parliament, and outlining his policy and
aims if returned to power on December
17. Sir Wilfrid promises that “‘the
first duty of his adwministration would
be to find men, money and resources
necessary to ensure the fullest mea-
sure of support to our heroie soldiers
at the front, and te enable Canada to
continue to the very end to do her
splendid part to win the war."’

Regarding the Military Berviee Aet,
his, policy would be to mnot proceed
furthes-under its provisions until an
opportunity to pronounce upon it by
way of a referendum had been given,
and then to proceed to carry out the
wishes of the majority as thus ex-
pressed. He would remove the in-
creases in the tariff passed at the be-
ginning of the war, and would im
mediately remove the duties on agri-
cultural implements and other essen-
tials as demanded by the Western far-
mers. Drastic steps would be takea to
bring under goverament * contral all
food producing factories so that food
might be sold at fixed prices. If neces
sary, he would not hesitate to take
control of factories eagaged in the
supply of raw materials so as to pro-
duce them at cost. The War Times
Election Acet is charpeterized as a blot
upen ecvery instinet of- justice. The
C.N.R. purchase should, he states, be
adjudicated upon by a new parliament.

Criticizes Government Program

After stating that te have aveided a
war election had he comsented to be-
come a party to the Union government Is
absolutely an erromecus impression, be
cause of the fact that one of the stipu-
Iations was that an appeal would be
made to the country after the
of a conseription memsure, Bir Wilfrid
states that the government’s program
reveals nothing that the Liberal mem-
bers have wheen able to secure in the
adoption of measures which as Liberals
they deemed essengial not oaly te win
the war but for the welfare of the

sountry at all times. The oppesition
would have givea ils support to mea

sures for 'the ecconomy of Publlc ex-
peaditure and for civil service reform
had it been givea the opportunity. The
goverament's promise of a strong and
pregressive immigration peliey will,
he says, be neutralized by the breach
of faith with saturalized Casadian
eitizens invelved in the withdrawal
of the political franchise from large
wimbers of them. The governmest’s
policy in the development of transpos
tation facilities s charseterizsed o
vague, with no mention made of the ac
quisition of the CN R, which however,
was ot exhausted by the legisiation
passed during the last session, and it
will be one of the important duties of
the next parliamest to review it. Me
alse characteriaes as vague the pre
mises of cffective measures (o prevea'
excomive profits, te prohibit heardiage
and to prevest combisations for the
inctense of paices To effectually re
duce the cost of living, the tariff mas
be reformed, and its pressure remeved
from those commoditiens in which there

for o full interest on Invesiment and »
fair and reasonal set profit Mlyerca i)

such arrangements be impossible, he
would not hesitate to commandeer all
food faetories.

Regarding préfiteerin
plies, he states as follows:

‘““One of the most important n-
tributions towards winning fhe war is
to put a stop te profiteering on war sup-
rlien. The government has deliberate-
v encouraged prefiteering for the bene-
fit of its pirtizan followers. The first

WAr sup-

‘duty of my administration weuld be to

secure to the ecountry which pays for
war supplies the excess of xorbitant
profits being realized by the profiteers.
Should: it be mnecessary, I would not
hesitate, in order to immediately stop
profiteering to take control of the fae-
tories which are engaged in the supply
of war materials, as has been done in
Great Britain, and run them on the
prineiple of reasonable return on invest-
ment for the owners and reasonable
legitimate profit.”’

Governmont shops suitable for such
purposes, would, he states, be turned
to the production of war materials,
ships, ete. - .

Opposes Military Bervice Act

The sudden departure from the volun-
tary system of enlistment, says Sir
Wilfrid, has done more to hinder than
teo help the war. After reviewing the
pronouncements against the policy of
conseription by government leaders and
the press, he states that the military
service act which forces such a dras
tic measure upon. a people unprepared,
against repeated assurances to the con-
trary, was neither wise nor prudeat, nor
effective. ‘Tt will ereate and intensi-
fy division,”” he states, ‘‘where unity
of purpese is essential.’’ He promises
if returned to power that a referen
duom on the question will first be sub-
mitted to the people, and that the will
of the majority will determine the gov-
erament's policy in enforcing the aet

Regarding the conscription of wealth,
he states a8 follows: ‘‘The fusdamen
tal ehjection to the government s palicy
of comseription is that it comseripts
human life only, and that it does nol
attempt to conseript wealth resources,
or the services of any persons other

than those who come within the age
limig preseribed by the Military Service
Act. " This is manifestly unjust. .
A poliey which will aceord first place
to the soldier and the sailor in the eon-
cern of the state will, I believe, bring
forth the men necessary to fight ita
battles without the need of resource to
conseription. If returned to power, I
shquld adopt such a poliey.’’

After. dealing with the problém of the
re-education of veterans, SBir Wilfrid
discusses the War Times Eleetion Aet,
which he characterizes as a blot upon
every instinet of justice, honesty and
fair play. Its chief features are at-
tacked in detail, after which he con-
tinues:

““The Liberal members of the recon-
strueted government have put the man-
tle of their respectability upon this
nefarious act as well as upon the Cana-
dian -Northern Aet and upon many
others against which they strongly preo
tested and from which their presence
in the government cannot remove the
danger and indefensible character.’’
He appeals to the friends of political
freedom in every constituency to or-
ganize at onee in order to defeat such &
conspiracy as that by which there is o
systematic elimination of Liberal ecan-
didates from the fleld,

‘““Should I be ealled upon to form
a government,’’' continues the manifes-
te, ‘‘I would b to include in it
representatives of business, of labor
and of agriculture, of men whose sgle
ohjeet in ing with the affuirs of
the country will be to devete thelr
whole resourves, wealth, and
of the country te the winning of m
war, It can.only be done by honest
agreement amongst all the different
clements and interests of the country.
I would hope to have in the govers-
ment representatives of the masses of
the people, the common people, whose
guiding principles should be to defend
them against organized privilege, whiek
has bereto had far teo much contrel
over the government of the country.”’

and ‘exhibitors are in many
instances rather slow .in
bringing out entries for the
shows Lack of definite knowledge
is evidently the chief difficulty in the
wiy of getting out the entries

The advastages of holding a dressed
poultry show are not as many as they
should be. Simply bringing in half-a-
dozen pairs of chickens, a few turkeys or
ducks and geese and showing them at
the fair is not doing the good it should,
A show should serve as an education
and the interest should be widespread.
The fair day should come early enough
in the season to be made a pouitry
marketing day. Parmers from all over
the eountry should on this day M:ﬁ
their poultry which they wish to
and dispose of it to dealers and others

interest

whe are in-the market to buy. Any
good, live agricultural society ecould
easily organize sukh a day. There will

be no difficulty in inducing buyers to
come to such a fair providing they get
assurance that sufficient poultry will
he thére to make it worth their while
attending When the fair is bheld in
December it will be rather late te in-
clude live poultry in the marketing
end of the fair, but the dressed pouitry
can be worked in to good advantage.

4.—Poultry with food in
the erop should also be dis-
qualified.

5. —4rooked bwll bones
and other deformities
should disqualify.

6-~All poultry myst be
shown undrawn with heads
and feet left on carcass.

7.~No females should be
allowed to compete against
males.

Suggestions for Killing

Some exhibitors still wish to kill by
disloeating the neck. Whenever this is
done it will be noticed that the head
discolors quite ngi-ll_v and that the
carcass also has a discolored neck clear
down to the shoulders. Buch an entry
mever has the meat and attractive ap-
pearawee of that killed by ing and
sticking. In pluéking, caffe should bhe
takea not to rub the hands on the body
of the fowl befere it is dead. This
will leave a bruised look and detract
from the appearance of the carcass
All feathers should be removed execepl
s few inches on the neck. The small
feathers on the tips of the wings and
on the hocks may be left if desired.
By taking the carcass in one hand by
the legs and giving it a short shar
jerk downward, the clotted blood will
all be jerked out of the throat. The
head or feet should then be washed
in warm water and all bleod or eother
dirt removed

The carcass can now be trussed and
shaped properly to show off to the best
sdvantage. Hy drawing the legs wp
ciose te the side of the bhreasthone and
tying them through, the carcams will
ook meore blocky hairs on the
carcass need not be singed off nor
should the lv;‘. be salded and "'l’d

duet, the standard of the fair will
sradually be raised.

A phint that comes up ot masy of
the smaller shows s that of showing
puliets agninst cockerels in the class
for ehickess. This should set be al
lowed. In the Srst place, pullets al
ways dress out neater and plumper and
botter Suniched, whereas cocherels lack
e amd il s Besides this, any pulicte

THE GARDEN SOIL

The garden” soil should be fertile
Vegetables are heavy feeders, hut they
will return many times over the value
of the manure. used in building up the
soil. Barnyard manure is the best gen
eral fertilizer to use, hoth for its plant
food value and for its tendencey to
lighten uptight and clayey soils which
dvain poorty and remain *‘cold’* until
late in the spring. The. loose, mellow
soil resulting from application of barn
vard manure is also essential in grow
ing the root crops, which are likely to
be misshapen and distorted in tow light
and stony soils. Hoot crops are more
easily harvested in a mellow soil, too
A dressing of three inches of manure
is pot too much, but it should he well
rotted if it is plowed under in the
apring

Gardens that were ].luu--nl this fall
will show the good effects of weathéring
and a reduced number of gruls and
other pests that bave escaped frovsing,
as well as the opportunity for rotting
of the manure through winter, 1If your
garden was not' plowed this fall, it
should be done as carly as the ground
is at all it to work in the spring

GARDEN REDUCES LIVING
EXPENSES

The garden is the quickest and best
means of reducing the cost of living'
Present food prices can best be reduced
by growing a new supply of food. It will
tiake several months to produce a surplus
of many food [lhuhlvl- such as meat,
potatoes and flour. Furthermore, the
effect of this surplus on the price which
the consumer has to pay is doubtful
By planting a garden the emsumer can
relieve the food shortage directly in a
few weeks. He ecan substitute his fresh
garden vegetables for eanned products
and for many of the high priced staples

The earliest garden crops are those
which thrive in cool weather and which
are more or less frost resistant. The first
crops which may be planted are onions,
peas, sabify, spinach and pamsnips
Ordinarily these may be planted dunng
April or early May Later, lettuee,
radishes, heans; vom;ete;may —he
planted.  Sucecession plantings of lettuce
and mdishes should be made beeause
both have a short harvesting period
Another group of eool weather crops in-
cludes beets, carrots, cauliffiower and
eabibage

DR. SEYMOUR'S LETTER

I have the honor to acknowledge the
n-n-nLn of your letter of the 5th inst., in
which you say that the Women's Grain
Growers' Club at Dilke have requested
you to write me in reference to the best
means of approaching the Dominion
government regarding the terrible spread
of venereal diseases among our soldiers,
many of whom have returned from Europe
and have spread it in Canada

In reply 1 beg to inform you that this
15 one of the most serious questions that
will have to be dealt with as a result of
the war. There is only one other ques-
tion of anything like the same importance
and this @ tuberculosis among the
soldiers. 1 would like to say that your
club is doing a splendid service in the
interests of the people of Canada in taking
action with relerence to this important
question, for the reason that the effects
of these diseases are beyond all possible
measufement. Some - of the ding
Jnedical men of Canada have
discussed this question, realizing the full
measure of its gravity

1 think the best way to get the matter
dealt with would be to have a number of
your Grain Growers' Clubs communicate
with the minister of milllia, pointing out
the need of having a thorough medieal
inspection of soldiers before they retum
to their homes. This u»{:im can only
be made complete by ving applied
both the Wasserman test for discovering
the existence of syphilis and the com-
plement fixation for gennorhoes, as well
as the tul®reulin test for tuberculosis,
In the event of any of these leing
discovered, suitable treatment should be
insisted upon, afd in the ease of tuber-

peis an institution, and in the case of

syphilis the ree specific Lreatment
be given. Fortunately :‘iﬂul-
can be at the pregent time treated with

salvaman, supplemented by mereury, »
real specific treatment by -g"kh this awful
discase can asctually be owed. The
umportanee of having this disease cured
