Canadian. Produets- at the - Exhibition.
[Continued from our last. ]

_In the opinion of our visitors, whose observa-
tions 1 have every opportunity of hearing, Canada
has very far surpassed the United States in the
Exhibition. And I was glad to hear soveral gen-
tlemen, who looked like . men of influence and
stafiding, say to-day, that they had always been
opposed to Colonies, and would have bsen very
glad to got rid of them ; but that, having cone to
the Canada Division in the full persuasion of be-
ing confirmed in their impressions, they had seen
enough to convince thom that they had been
wrong. They were highly pleased with the very
creditablo display Canada had made, and changed
their opinions about colonies. 'One said he was
glad to know that Canada had come out so nobly
in this Exhibition ; another said that Canada was
a.credit to England, and an example to the na-
tion, for it was only in its infancy, while England
had every favorable opportunity of skill and capi-
tal for generations. In fact, you would be sur-
prised to hear and see the great interest that
Canada produce is” creating in the minds of the
people ; and our manufactured articles astonish
them. They appear to have some sort of idea
that we lived in wigwams, ate butternuts, and
sang Canadian boat songs in birch bark canoes all
day, and had nothing else to live upon er sail in.
The fire engine is pronounced by judges'to be a
complete pioce of mechanism. There are ten fire
engines here to cope with the Canada one ; but I
dou’t think any of them will beatit. The Juries,
however, have not yet met for any class. Hun-
dreds have come to examine it for its beauty, and
several painters have admired the excellenee of the
views upon it, as ‘done by an excellent artist,—
The mechanism .is exafiiried with curiosity, and
all seem pleased also that Montreal appears to be
80 large andfiirs looking a city. Our sleighs at-
tract universal notice and admiration ; the people
in fact are astonisfied at them, both from the no-
velty of the kind of carriage, which few of them
had any idea of before, and also from the beauti:
ful workmanship and finish. They put a great
many questions about them, showing the pleasure
and interest they feel in the country. Thesleigh
robes are the objects of universal wonder and
praise. Gentlemen who have been in Russia;
whero-they say there are many splendid turn-outs
of the kind, have declared them superior'to any
they ever saw.

In Furnitare, however, Austria will beat us all
hollow. 'There was a set made up for. four rooms,
and it sold yesterday for ten thousand pounds;
but onr timber is very mueh praised, especially
the Black Walnut. The veneers from it could be
sold a dozen times over. A most profitable busi-
ness might be done in it, by people in Canada en-
tering into the business.of cutting.weneers & sond-
ing them here. Almost any quantity of it could
be disposed of, The Illustrated News is to have
next week a cut of our pile of timber as now ar-
ranged. Our wheat and peas are pronounced
superb by every body, and the samples here will
be purehased by some Agricultural Society for
seed, and so will the yellow beans. Some of the
cloth from Dundas is very much noticed, and one
Merchant Tailor from Scotland has secured what
there is of it. Allen’s office chair I have twice
refused the money for. - A few such chairs could
be easily sold, and to advantage, if sent over.—
Ladd’s scales are pronounced good by persons
who seem’ to understand about the article, but
thuy are also thought too costly. The blankets
are held much superior to the Linglish, but they
aro also thought too costly. Our hops are judged
by most people as superior to ‘the generality of
English ; they are from Mr Smith of Stanstead,
and Mr Penier, Lachine. I might have sold all
the wheat and other grains five times over to per-
sons anxious to buy it ; but, as I'stated above, the
intention is to distribute it among the Agricultu-
ral Societies of different countries for seed. One
gentleman is anxious for me to order 20 bushels
of Mr Logan’s wheat, 20 of oats, and 12 of peas.
Fhe peas are from Mr Boa of St. Laurent, Mr
Limoges of ‘Terrebone, and Mr Jones of Sidnoy.
The oats are from Mr Watts, M. P. P., und Mr
Muir of Hinchiubrooke.

The ferpoise, leather has excited a completo
enthusigsm. 'I'here aro three different parties that
want to purchase what is here, and to secure tho
right,of buying all that is required for the Eunglish
market. I shall write to Mr Tetu about it next
mail. You will thus see that the Exhibition is
going to be of great service to.us in England, and
I am sure the people will be glad that they went
into it with such spirit. It shows that wo should
never lie down and say it is of no use to compete
with so and so, nor to try to make a show against
such and such a country. It is always of use to
do all we can, and to do it well.

In minerals, Mr Logan says there is little hope
for us, although our specimens attract great notice.

The building is not yet ontirely completed, and
will not be for a month yet, but this does not .in-
terfere with visitors. The foreign countries make
a groat and a beautiful display, but the English
beat them all in the machino shop, out-and-out.
The English indeed are astonishéd at themselves.

All.kinds of machinery are at work here ; spin-
ning and weaving are going on inone place, nee-
dle-making in another, to tho extent of thousands
—every thing as if the people wers in their work-
shops at home. A

Tho Illustrated News of next week, will contain
the drawing of the slcighl. furniture, aud fire-
ongine, from Canada. There are generally from
25,000 to 30,000 people in the Palace daily, and
there are from 300 to 500 police on duty, with a
Sergednt’s guard of soldiers at one end of the
building. Altogether, it is suchi a sight as may
never be deen again in our time, aud every one
who can come to view it, ought to do so. , The
names of Canadian visitors are enrogistered in a
book, and only 18 names are wpon it. The com-
plaint here is, that sufficient notice id not taken of
the Exbibition in Canada.

I inay also mention, that the copies of the news-
papers collected by Mr Liseming have not arrived.

In conclusion, I have to say that it is impossible
to describe the great interest I hear daily express-
ed by the people in the Canadian Exhibition, nor
the pride they feel in tho capital show we have
contributed ; and as the rivalry and contrast are
always put between us and .the United States,
when they come to see with their own eyes what
the States have done and what we have done, they
are glad that, notwithstanding Yankee brag, Ca-
nada is superior to them in the Palace. This has
annoyed the Americans so much, that they have
sent over for some goods to fill up lost ground.

Alarm of Fire in the Building.
What if this vast collection wae destroyed by
firo 7 Many cities snight be butnt to the ground

without causing such a sensation as that would.
Yet to that risk the Crystal Palace was for a mo-
ment exposed on Thursday morning. . The flue
attached to a gas stove in one of the offices of the
contractors became hoated, and ignited a pioce of
wood with bunting which rested upon or touched
it. A piece ofithe burning cloth fell into a small
opon cagk of Indian corn,  All this mischief was
brewing in secret in the southerii purt of the
colonial collection on the east side. The drapery
of the connter concealed what had happened, and
it was only when the'smoke began to break forth
that an alarm was raised. - Fortunately such ca-
sualities have boen forseen and amply provided
for. Thero are nu less than a dozen largo fire
engines within the building, besides #n ample
supply of water oasily obtainable, and'a thoroughly
organized force roady to act ata moment’s notice.
The fire was extinguished before it had time to do
.more than slightly char one plank of wood, and
no anxiety need be caused by an_occurrerice 80
triffling. ' :
Application from the Gountry

The executive coinmittee continuo to receive
all kinds ‘of applications .from the country with
reference to the terms of admission when the low
prices commenco. Among others several cler-
gymen have written to them offering to bring up
with them all their parishoners in a body. Fox
and Henderson are contomplating a grand enter-
tainment of roast beef and plum pudding to be
given by their foremen and chief workmen to tho
workmen from foreign countries in the building.

Irish Munufactures.

We are glad to say a few honorable words in
this department. The manufactures of Dublin,
Belfast, and other seats of manufacturing .indus-
try, have done their duty nobly by their country.
Sufficient i8 shown to prove thaut Ireland has the
means of making herself great and glorions by
the only means by which any vation can become
great—viz., by honest industry and perseverance.
Figured lrish poplins are woven at the Exhibition,
where a weaver of these fabrics is daily occupied
“in making a richly patterned piece : one yard and
a half is a day’s work. Thore are, also, some
printed cambrics well worth attention.

Model of a Celliery. :

A working model of a colliery near Wakefield,
in Yorkshire, attracts much notice. On the floor
is representod a plan of the beds of coal at pre-
sent worked, which is about five feet thick, with
the passages of the mine and the lock trucks that
convey the coal to the pit mouth. The furnace
employed for 'ventilating the mine, and the vesti-
lating shaft which acts as a chimney to the fur-
nace, causing the draught of fresh air to rush down
another shaft, are exhibited very correctly in the
model. The peculiar part of the mechanisin em-
ployed in this colliery is an arrangement of the
machinery that lifts the coal out of the pit.

Needle Making.

A number of visitors generally may be seen
round an ingenious coutrivance for making nee-
dles, the invention of Mr Morral, of Sudley-works,
Warwickshire. The peculiarity of the process
consists in making the needles in pairs. The steel
wire is cut in pioces twice as long as the needles
are intended to be, The wires having been sharp-
ened at each end, they aro placed singly under a
peculiarly shaped hamner, which flattens them in
the middle, and stamps the shape of the heads of
two needles with indentatioris for the eyes. The
wires thus prepared are taken to a double drill,
that makes both eyes of the twin needles at once.
They are then. throaded, with many others, on
wires, to facilitate the subsequont filing and finish-
ing, by which a great number may be finished off
with great rapidity. The subsequont polishing of
the needlos is a work of time. T'hey are subjected
to continuous frictien with oil and emery for a
woel.

Articles of Plate.

We have now come to tho long and splendid
series of compartments occupied by plate, in
which the English artists enterinto a spirited com-
petition with those of France and Gormany.~The
Continental contributions are comparatively few
in number, but very striking in character. The
works in chased silver aro of great vnrieg. We
may instance one or two pieces, tho su jects of
which are from the story of ** Paul and Virginia,"
and there are others on subjects martial and eques-
trian. ‘There are two ** Goodwood Cups”’ exhi-
bited, which attract great attention—the one re-
presenting the Contest for the Banuer ; the 6ther,
old English Fquestrianism. Iuthe one is depict-
od the fierce encounter of mail-clad warriors ; in
the other, the impetuous onset of the knight at a
tournament, and the graceful diversion of hawk-
ing. We must also instance lwo Elizabothan
pieces, rcpresenting the Queen mounted on horse-
back, with all the profusely decorated trappings,
and all the rich parade of that period ; und a piece
having for its subjoct a Mexican throwing a lasso
ovet a wild horse. [t is impossible not to per-
ceive that our artists have a peculiar fondness for
equestrian subjects. The contributious from the
Continent will be found for the mest part of differ-
ent character and design ; but novortheless, such
is the number and variety of the English contri-
butots, that there will be sufficient scope for di-
roct comparison. Nor do our artists shrink from
competition with those of France in the more de-
licaté department of Jewellery, in which the dis-
play of bracelots and similar bijouteric will be
found very brilliant.

Alphabets of the whole Globé.

A pédigree of the alphabets of the whole globe
commences the series of typographical curiosities
On one hand from the Chinese characters, to
which are added the Koreanic and Japanese cha-
racters, and on the other hand from the African
hieroglyphic signs, which are immediately followed
by the Phenician charuacters, which represent the
first known signs of writing.

Septendecim which is seventeen years in coming
to maturity it is unkaowa to us: The habits aud
history of the locust are so unique and interesting,
that we ventufe togive a description thereof, drawn
frdm the most reliable authorities. ,
. The Awrerican Cicada Septendecim is not the
same insect known by the name of *locust’ in
Egypt and Syria, and it should be designated by
another term. The earliest account that we have,
of the American seventeen year cicada is contained
in Morton’s * Memotial,” wherein it is stated that
¢*there was & numerous company of flies which
were like for bigness unto wasps or bumble-bees,’
which appeared in Plymouth in the Spring of 1663.
* They came out of little holes in the ground, and
did eat up the green things and made such a con-
stant yelling noise as made the woods sing of them,
and ready to deafen the hearers.” Judge Davis,
(says Dr Harris,) in the Appendix to his' edition
of Secretary Morton’s * Memorial.” states that
these insects appeared in Plymouth, Sandwich,
and Falmouth, in the year 1804 ;" but, if the exact
period of 17 years was observed, they should have
returned in 1803. *Circumestances may, however,
occasionally accelerate or retard their progross to
matarity, but the usual interval is certainly seven-
teen years according to the observations and tes-
timony of persons of undoubted veracity.

The peculiur music, or ‘yelling noise’ ag it
sounded to the puritans of 1663, is produced by the
male insect which is favored with a pair of kettle
drums, one on each side of the body, which are
plainly to be seen just behind the wings. These
drums are formed of convex pieces of parchment,
covered with numerous fine plaits of parchinents,
which are lodged in cavities of the body behind the
thorax, The locust does not play upon his drumns
with sticks, but they are operated by cerds (tendi-
nous muscles ) attached to the parchment on the
insde of the drums. . 'When-these muscles relax
and contract, which they do with great rapidity,
the drum-heads are alternately tightened and loo-
sened, recovering their natural convexity by their
own elasticity. The effect of this rapid alternate
tension and relaxation, is the production of a rat-
ling sound, like that caused by a succession of
quick pressures upon a slightly convex and elastic
pioce of plate.  The intensity of the sound is in-
ereased by cavities and an apparatus in the body of
the insect, which we shall not attempt to describe.
The apparatus of the female,which combinesall the,
economical advantages of a saw and an auger, for
perforating the limbs of oak trees, and others, 1o
form a sumitable nidus for her eggs, is a'more prac-
tical if a less artistical contrivance. - It is a'fact
worth notice in this connexion, ghat thg latest and
greatest improvement in coustrucling tting
faces of common augurs, was suggested by study-
ing with a microscope the cutting and boring
¢ tools * of grubs and perfect insects that work i
wood. g

Nature is a wonderful mechanic; and the best
that belong to the genus homo are now studyin
her works and models, with eminent success. As
the female Cicada Septemdecim has some.400 or
500 eggs to deposit in pairs, and a little distance
apart, the labor of sawing small limbs or twigs
partly off, as is her wont, before she bores a hole
in the solid wood, or cuts a deep groove for the
reception of her ova, this preliminary labor is a
serious business. Indeed, itis the last work of
her life, for so exhausted is ** tired nature,’”’ that
in attempting to fly when her task is accomplish
ed, she fallsto the ground and immediately ex-
pires. The eggs of the locust are the twelfth part
of an inch in length, the sixteenth in width, and
clear and white. The shell is so translucent that
the insects within can be seen before the egy is
hatched, which occurs, according to Professor
Potter of Baltimore, in fifty-two days after it is
laid. When the young insect bursts its shell it is
the sixteentli of an inch long, is of a yellowish
white color, except the eyes and the claws of the
fore legs, which are reddish ; and itis covered’
with little hairs. . This little grub has six legs and
is nearly as lively as an ant, when'it first emerges’
into a world where legs are useful. _Itis also pro-
vided with a beak under the breast for suction.—
Soon, however, it discovers that though boru on
the brauch of an oak tree, that is notits abiding
place ; and how to get to the ground is the ques-
tion. Unlike the canker-worm, it has no web by
which to letitself slowly down, and knows not the
way to travel ground-ward by the root of the troe,
but reckless of all peril, it deliberatoly quits hold
of the liinb and drops to the earth. A more ob-
vious display of controlling instinct is not foundin
natural history. ‘Oun reaching the ground, these
insects immediately bury themselves in the soil,
burrowing by means of thoir broad and strong
foet, which, like those of the mole, are admirably
adapted for digging. In their descent into the
earth, they usually follow the roots of plants, and
are subsequently found attached to those most
succulent, from which they draw the aliment that
brings them to full maturity. The lcngth of time
that elapses before they cease to be larve and
change into pupe is not known. In Maryland
they appear perfect insects or locustsin May ; in °
Massachusetts ih June ; and in Alabama in Feb-
ruary or March. Although seventeen years in-
tervene betweon the time when the grub enters
the ground and finally emerges from it, some of
this species of cicada appear every sumimer.

duce of the three Australian Colonies of
Now South Wales, Port Phillip (or Vie-
toria), and South Australia.

(‘anada malees: the best display, as was
to be expected frém the encrgetic charac-
ter of the people, the means they had of
obtaining early intelligence, of conveying
their goods to this country, and obtaining
the cosoperation of the Governor, the Earl
of Elgin, and their local authorities. Tho
Canadians held a preliminary lixhibition of
native produce, and sclected . from the ex-
hibition the best as specimens of raw pro-
duce and manufactures.

The most prominént object is a I'ire-
Engine, from Montreal, which carried ofl’
the first prize.at the Canadian Iixhibition
of Industry, and has been sent, by sub-
scription, from a few patriotic Canadians,
to shew what the mechanics of that fine
Colony ean do.  As n cuarriago, it is cx-
tremely handsome.  T'he panels are a-
dorned with paintings of Canadian scene-
ry, views of a great [ire at Montreal, the
principal churches, banks, and other build-
ings, and figures of an Indian on snow-
shoes, in winter costume, of a {ireman,
&e., executed with a spirit and feeling of
reality which raises them above the class
ofur(%nnry coach-painting.—The body is
of copper from the rich copper mines of
Lake Superior, lined with wood.—The
tool-box is of mahogany.  "I'he mechani-
cal arrangements seem good, and the fi-
nish of both the wood and metal work is
most ereditable to Canadian worksnen. It

s followed by a 1Toge-box, on two wheels,
to carry three hundred feet of hose, and
wiighsgpltogether, 35 ewt. It will pump
up water from a depth of 27 feet ; and,
according to the statement of the gentle-
man who manufactured it, it will throw

Over tho fire-engine is  suspended a
Canoe of white birch, which presents no
especial difference from canoés We have
seen a hundred timos, except its size;
but this canoe was actually paddled 3000
miles of lake and river navigation, with
a crew of twenty men, before being plac-
ed on board a steamer for England. It is
the same description of canoe employed
by the Iludson Bay Company, iu their
anpual journeys to the vast preserves of
fur bearing animals, under their command.
Wo should have been pleased if it had
heen accompanied by one of the Voya-
geurs, whose gay costume and songs, and

‘simple semi-savage manners have been

described in the book by Sir George
Simpson, late resident Governor of Hud-
son’s Bay, or, as it is now officially nam-
ed, Rupert’s Land, and several. North
American Travellers.

A Piano, a large French Bedstead, a

{ set of Tables and Chairs, all elaborately

carved out of Canadian Dlack Walnut,
next come under our notice as remark-
able specimens of a weod as yet little
known in-this country. In color, sizc,
beanty of grain, and polish, it is equal if

‘not supericr to the best gpecimens of

French and Italian Walnit. A slab,
which forins part of the Canadian trophy
in the central avenue, was cut from a tree
which made 27,000 feet of available tim-
ber. . ‘Ihe workmanship of this furniture,
although very fair, ollers nothing remark-
able for praise or’ blamc. We like the
embleinatic  beavers cerved round the
edge of the table: we cannot approve
of the same animals crawling like rats on
the cross parts of the Tegs. Among the
chairs aro’a set unpolished and fashioned
after somo introduced into America by the
carliest settlers. It is reported that {ler
Majosty has condescended to accept them.
One Canadian gentlemian was under the
impression that tho originals had been
transported from England in the 16th cen-
tury, by Sabastian Cabot ; but it is unlike-
ly, because although Cabot discovered La-
brador, there is no evidence that he form-
ed any settlement in Canada at all.  The
originals are probably. of l'rench origin
and not older than the time of Louis X1V.

Around the fire-éngine are arranged a
set of Canadian Sleighs, the white ono is
a cutter for one horse ; the next, an ele-
gunt long carriage of very graceful curves,
is u tandem sleigh ; the largest is for. a
pair or four horses and is made after the
fashion approved; by the military 1Tandem,
With the sleighs we must notice
a sot of llarness hanging on the wall, the
saddles covered with bells and adorned
with pendant plumes of bLlue horschair ;
white plumes of the sume material are ar-
ranged-to wave from the brass spikes be-
twoen the ears of the prancing lorses.
On a bright winter’s day we can imagine
no prettier sight than the whole turn out,
with its blood horses, ringing bells fair

wrapped driver, careering across the hard
snow or the sounding ice of a frozen
river.

Furs, skins, horns and Indian curiosi-
ties fill up the interstices of the Canadian
The head and wide-spreading
horns of a gigantic moose or elk may be
compared with the European variety of
the' same species, from. the Lithuanian
collection exhibited in the Russian section.

Canadian Products at the Exhibition.
[ Continued from our last. |

) In the opmion ‘of our visitors, whose observa-
tions 1 have every opportunity of hearing, Canada
has very far surpassed the United' States it the
I-lxhi_lxi‘.mu. And I was glad'to hear soveral gen-
tlemen, who looked liko men of influence and
gtanding, say to-day, that they had always been
opposed to Colonies, and wounid have been very
glad to got rid of them ; but that, having coine to
ths (“ulm(lu Division in the full persuasion of ho-
ing confitined in their impressions, they had scon
enough to convince thom that they had been
wrong. . They were highly pleased with the very
creditablo display Canada had made, and changed
their opinions about colonies., One said he was
glad to know that Canada had come out so nobly
in this Fxhibition ; another said that Ganada was
a credit to England, and an example to the na-
tion, for it was only in its infancy, while Lngland
had every favorablo opportunity of skill and capi-
lul_ for generations. In fact, you would bo sur-
prised to hear and sce the great interest that
Canada produce is creating in the miuds of tho
peoplo; and our manufactured articles astonish
them. ‘lLhey appear to have some sort of idea
that wo lived in wigwams, ate butternuts, and
sang Canadian boat songs in birch bark canoes all
day, and had nothing'élso to live upon er sail in.
‘The fire engine is pronounced by judges to be a
completo picce of mechanismm. There are ten firo
engines here to cope with the Canada one : but I
dou’t think any of them will beatit. The Juries,
however, have not yet met for any class. Hun-
dreds have come to examino it for its beauty, and
several painters have adinirgd the excellenee of the
views upon.it, as done by an excellent artist,—
Tho mechanism is cxunﬁ%nd with curiosity, and
all seem plelsed also that Montreal appears to bo
s0 large and fine looking a city. Our sleighs at-
tract universal notice and admiration ; the peoplo
in fact are astonished at them, both from the no-
velty of the kind of carriage, which fow of them
hud any idea of before, and also from the beauti-
ful workmauship and finish. They put a great
many queslions about them, showing the pleasure
and interest they feel in the country. Thesleigh
robes are the objects of universal wonder and
praiso. Gentlomen who have been in Russia,
whoro thoy say there are many splendid turn-outs
of the kind, have declared them superior to any
they ever saw.

Ia I"urniture, however, Austria will beat us all
hiollow. ‘I'here was a sot made up for four rooms,
and it sold yesterday for ten thousand pounds;
but our timber is very mueh praised, espocially
tho Black Walnut, "The vencers from it could be
sold a dozen times over. A most profitable busi-
ness might be doung in it, by peoplo in Canada en-
tering into the business of cutting veneers & sond-
ing them hero. Almost any quantity of it could
be disposed of, The IHlustrated News is to have
next week a cut of our pile of timber as now ar-
ranged. Our wheat and peas are pronounced
suporb by every bady, and the samples here will
be purehased by some Agricultural Society for
soed, and so will the yellow beans. Some of the
cloth from Dundas is very much noticed, and one
Merchant Tailor frain Scotland has secured what
thore is of “it. Allen’s office chair I have twice
refused the money for. A few such chairs could
be easily sold, and to advantage, if sent over.—
Ladd’s scales are pronounced good by persons
who seem to understand about the article, but
thoy are also thought too costly. The blankots
aro held much superior to the Inglish, but they
aro also thought too costly. Our hops are judged.
by most people as superior to the gonerality of
English ; they are from Mr Smith of Stanstead,
and Mr Penuer, Lachine. [ might have sold all
the wheat and other grains five times over to per-
sons anxious to buy it ; but, as I'stated above, the
intention is to distribute it among the Agricultu-
ral Societies of difforent countries for seed. One
gentleman is anxious for mo to order 20 bushels
of Mr Logan’s wheat, 20 of oats, and 12 of peas.
The peas are from Mr Boa of St. Laurent, Mr
Limoges of 'Perrebone, and Mr Jones of Sidnoy.
The-oats aro from My Watts, M. P. P., and Mr
Muir of 1linchinbrooke.

The porpoiso leather has excited a completo
onthusiasm. ‘'here ars three different parties that
want to purchaso what is here, and to secure tho
richt of buying all that is required for the Euglish
‘market. 1 shall write to Mr Teta about it next
mail.  You will thus see that the Exhibition is
going to bo of great service fo us in Lngland, and
I am sure the people will be glad that they went
into it with such epirit. * It shows that wo should
never lie down and say it is of no uso to competo
with so and so, nor to try to make a show against
such and such a country. It is always of uso to
do all we can, and to do it well.

In minerals, M¥ Logan says thero is little hope
for us, although our’specimens attract great notice.

"T'he building is not yet ontirely comploted, and
will not,be for a month yet, but this does not in-
terfere with visitore. I'he foreign countries make

 a groat and a beautiful display, but the Inglish

beat them all in tho machine shop, cut-and-out.
‘Tho English indeed are astonished at themselves.
~ All kinds of machivery are atwork here ; spin-
ning and weaving are going on inone place, nee-
dle-making in auother, to tho extent of thousands
—overy thing as if the people wers in thoir work-
shops at homo.

Tho Hlustrated News of next week, will contain
the drawing of ‘the sleighs, furniture, and fira-
onginoe, from Canada. Thero are generally from
23,000 to 30,000 people in the Paluco duily, and
fhere aro-from 300 to 500 police ou duty, with a

‘Sergeawt's guard of -soldiers at one end .of the

building. Altogether, it is such a sight as may
never bo ceen again in our time, and every cne
who can come to view it, ought to do so. Tho
names of Canadian visitors are enregistered in a
book, and only 18 names are vpon it. 'The com-
plaint hero id, that sutficient notice ia not taken of
the Exhibition-in Canada.

I inay also.mention, that the copies of the news-
papers collected by Mr Lieeming have notarrived.

In conclusion, I havo to say that it isimpossible
to describe the great interest I hoar daily express-
cd by the people in the Canadian Exhibition, nor
the pride they feel in tho capital show we havo
contributed ; and as the rivalry and contrast aro
always put botweon us and the United Statos,
when they come to see with their own cyes what
the States have done and what we have done, they
are glad that, notwithstanding Yankoo brag, Ca-
nada is ‘superior to them in the Palace. ‘Ihishas
annoyed the Americans so much, that they have
sont over for somo goods-to fill up lost ground.

Suflicient is shown to prove thut Ireland has the
means of making herself great and glorious by
the only means by which any nation can become
great—viz., by honést industry and perseverance.
Pigured lrish poplins are woven at the Exhibition,
where a weaver of these fabrics is daily occupied
in making a richly patterned pieco : one yard and
a hall is a day’s work.  There are, also, some
printed cambrics woll worth attention.

Model of a Colliery.

A working model of a colliery near Wakefield,
in Yorkshire, attracts much notico. On the tloor
is represented a plan of “the beds of coal at pre-
sent worked, which is about five feet thick, with
the passages of the wmine and the lock trucks that
convey the coal to the pit mouth. Tho furnace
employed for ventilating the mine, and the veati-
lating shaft which acts us a chimuey to the fur-
nace, causing the draught of fresh air to rush down
another shaft, are exhibited very correctly in the
model. The poculiarpart of the mechanisin em-
ployed in this collicry is an arrangement of the
machinery that lifts tho coal out of the pit.
Ncedle Making.

A number of visitors generally. may be seen
rourid an ingenious coutrivance for making nee-
dles, the invention of Mr Morral, of Sudley-w orks,
Warwickshire. [I'he peculiarity of the process
consists in muking tho noodles in pairs. The steel
wire is cut in picces twice as long as the needles
are intended to be, ‘I'he wires having beon sharp-
ened at each end, they aro placed singly under a
peculiarly shaped hamner, which flattens them in
the middle, and stamps the shape of the heads of
two noedles with indentations for the eyes. The
wires thus prepared are taken to a double drill,
that makes both eyes of the twin needles at once.
They are then threaded, with many others, on
wires, to facilitatethe subsequont filing and finish-
ing, by which a groat number may be finished off
with great rapidity.  T'he subsoquont polishing of
the needlos is a work of time. 'I'hey are subjected
to continuous frictien with oil and. emery. for a
weolk :

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THE SEVENTEEN YEAR LOCUST.

‘1 he Baltimcre Suitsays *'The Locusts will soon
make the woods vocal with Monotonous songs. —
For by scraping ofl’ a few inches of surface earth,
myriads of theso mysterious strangers can already
be seen inaking their way toward the light. In all
quarters, through the upper part of the State, and
11 and around this city, this is the case.’

If there be any other insect than the Cicada
i Septendecin: which is soventecn yours i coming
to maturity it is unknown to us. ‘The habits and
history of the locust are so uniquo and iuteresting,
that we venture to give a description thereof, drawn
frcm the most reliable authorities.

The Awnerican Cicdda Septendecim is not the
came insect known by the name of *locust’ in
Egypt and Syria, and it should be designated by
afiother term. The earliest account that we have,
of the American sevontesn year cicada is contained
in Morton’s * Memorial,” wherein it is stated that
‘there was a numerous company of flies which
wero like for bigness unto wasps or bumble<bees,”
which.appeared in Plymouth in the Spring of 1663.
* They camo out of hittle holes in the ground, and
did eat up the green things and mado such acon-
stant yelling noise as made the woods sing of them,
and ready to deafen the hearers.” Judge Davis,
(says Dr larris, ) in tho' Appendix to his edition
of Secretary Morton’s * Memorial.” states that
theso insects appeared in Plymouth, Sandwich,
and Falmoutli, in the year 1804 ; but, if the exact
period of 17 years was observed, they should have
returned iu 1803. *Circumstances may, however,
occasionally accelerate or retard their progross to
maturity, but the usual interval is certainly seven-
teen ycars according Lo the observations and fes-
timony of persons of undoubted veracity.

The peculiur music, or *yelling noise’ as it
sdiinded to the puritans of 1663, is produced by the
male insect which is fuvored with a pair of kettlo
drums, one on. each side of the body, which are
plainly to be soen just behind the wings. These
drums are formed of convex pieces of parchmeont,
covered with numerous fine plaits of parchments;
which are lodged in cavitios of the body behind the
thorax. The locust does not play upon his drums
with sticks, but they are operated by cerds (tendi-
nous muscles) attached to the parchment on the
jusde of the drums. When theso muscles relax
and contract, which they do with great rapidity,
the drum-heads are alternately tightened aud loo-
sened, rocovering their natural convexity by thoeir
own elasticity. The effoct of this rapid alternate
tonsion and relaxation, is the production of a rat-
ling sound, like that causefl by a succession of
quick pressures upon a slightly convex and elastic
picce of plate. "The intensity of the sound is in-
creased by cavities and an apparatus in the body of
the insect, which we shall not attempt to describe.
The apparatus of the female,which combinesall the
economical advautages of a saw and an auger, for
perforating the limbs of oalk trees, and others, 1o
form a sumitable nidus for her eggs, is a more prac-
tical if a less artistical contrivance. Itis a fact
worth notice in this connexion, that the latest and
greatest improvement in coustructing shaucutting
faces of common augurs, was suggested by study-
ing with.a microscope the cutting and boring
*tools ’ of grubsrand perfect insects that work in
wood.

Nature is a wonderful mechanic; and the best
that belong to the genus komo aré mow studying
her works and models, with eminent success. As
the female Cicada Septemdecim has some 400 or
500 eggs to doposit in pairs, and a little distance
apart, the labor of sawing small limbs or twigs
partly off, as is her wont, before she bores a hole
in the solid wood, or cuts a deep groove for the
reception of ‘her ova, this preliminary labor is a
serious business. Indeed, itis the last work of
her life, for so exhausted 18 ** tired nature,’’ that
in attempting to fly when her task is accomplish
ed, she fallsto the ground and immediately ex- -
pires. Tho eggs of the locust are the twelfth part
of an inch in length, tho sixteenth in width, and
clear and white. The shell is so translucent that
the insects within can be seon before the egy is
hatched, which occurs, according to Professor
Potter of Baltimore, in fifty-two days after it is
laid. When the young insect bursts its shell it is
the sixteenth of an inch long, is of a yellowish
white color, excopt the eyes and the claws of the
fore legs, which are reddish ; and itis coverod
with Jittle hairs. = This little grub has six legs and
is nearly as lively as an unt, when it first emerges
into a world where legs are useful. 1Itis also pro-,
vided with a beak under the breast for suction.—
Soon, however, it discovers that though born on
the branch of an oak tree, that is not its abiding
placo ; and how to get to the ground is the ques-
tion. Uulike the canker-worm, it has no web by
which to let itself slowly down, and knows not the
way to travel ground-ward by the root of the troe,
but reckless of all peril, it deliverately quits hold
of the limb and drops to tho earth. A more ob-
vious display of controlling instinct is not found in
natural history. Oun reaching the ground, these
insects immediately bury themselves in the soil,
burrowing by means of their broad and strong
feet, which, like thoso of the mole, are admirably
adapted for digging. In theif descent into the
ocarth, they usually follow the roots of plants, aud
are subsoquently found attached to thoss most
succulent, from which they draw the aliment that
brings them to full maturity. Tho length of time
that elupscs before they cease to be larvae” and
chango i:to pupw is not known. In Maryland
they appear perfect insects or locusts in May ; in
Massachusetts in Juno; and in Alubama in Feb-
ruary or Marchi Although seventeen years in-
terveno betweon tho tims'when the grub enters
the ground and finally emerges from it, some of
this spocics of ctcada appear overy suminer.

Ile asserted also that he had
been treated with much discourtesy by
one of his colleagues in the early part of
the day, who had used gestures and lan-
guage towards him we care not to set
down. . This led to a regular melee Mr
Hubbard repelling the accusation in choice
and emphatic terms, while Mr Thorp de-
nied the charge, and asserted he would
say something worse. The Reeve judi-
ciously brought the affair to a finale by
putting a metion for adjournment to Mon-
day at 1 o'clock, when the conncil broke
up.

We have merely given a very brief
statement of the proceedings in the Coun-
cil Chamber. To report the whole amount
of speechifying performed by the members
of that august body at a single meeting,
would ‘fill our whole sheet; while the
publication would tend little to public edi-
fication, and still less to the credit of the
town. It is certainly much to be desired
that our City Fathers would either conduct
themselves with some sort of propriety in
their meetings, or hold them with closed
doors. The continual enacting, amending,
and repealing of their By-laws, is alike
ludicrous and absurd.
