An 
attempt to stop them resulted in an 
exchange of revolver fire, three gen­
darmes being shot. The Germans got 
away but afterwards they were trac­
ed to the river bank near the bridge 
and captured before they were able to 
effect their purpose.”

LONDON, Sept. 19—Tele­
graphing from Sezenne, the De­
partment of Marne> 
south of Epernay, The Times’
correspondent says :

“The territory over which the 
second day’s battle of the Marne 
was fought is now a picture of 
devastation abomination and 
death almost too awful to de­
scribe.

“Even now rnany sons of the 
Fatherland are sleeping their last 
sleep in the open fields and in 
ditches where they fell, or under 
hedges where they crawled after 
being caught by a rifle bullet or 
piece of shell, or where they 
sought refuge from the mad 
rushes of the French iTreurs 
who have never lost their natural 
dexterity with the knife and who 
at close uqartexs frequently throw 
away their rifles and fight hand 
to hand.

' "The German prisoners are 
being used on the battlefield 

in searching for and burying their 
dead comrades. Over the greater 
part of the huge battlefield there 
has now been buried at least 
those who died in open trenches 
on the plateaus or on the high 
roads. The extensive forest 
area, however, has hardly been 
searched for bodies, although 
hundreds of both French and Ger­
mans must have sought refuge 
and died there. The dificulty of 
finding bodies is considerable on 
account of the undergrowth.

“Long lines of newly broken 
brown earth mark the graves of 
the victims. Some of these 
burial trenches are 50 yards long. 
The read are placed shoulder to 
shoulder and often in layers. 
This gives some idea of the 
slaughter that took place in this 
battle.

“The peasants,, who are rapidly 
coming back to the scene, are 
marking the grave trenches with 
crosses and planting flowers 
above or nlacing on them simple 
hoquets of dahlias sunflowers and 
roses.

“Some of the hottest fighting 
of the prolonged battle took place 
arund the beauiful old chateau of 
Mondement on a hill six miles 
east of Sezanne. This relic of the

architectural art of Louis XIV. 
occupied a position which both 
sides regarded as strategically im­
portant. .To the east it looked 
down into à great declivity in the 
shape of an immense Greek lamp 
with the concealed marshes of St. 
Sond at the botom. Beyond are 
the downs and heaths of Epernay, 
Rheims and Champagne, while, 
the heights of Argonne stand out 

-boldly in the distance. To the 
west is a rich agricultural coun­
try.

“The possession of the ridge of 

Mondement was vital to either 
the attackers or the defenders. 
The conflict here was of furnace 
intensity for four days..
Germans drove the French out in 
a terrific assault and then the 
French^uns were brought to bear 
followed by hand to hand fighting 
on the gardens and lawns of the 
chateau and even through the 
breached walls. The French 
again held the building for a few 
hours only to retire before an­
other determined German attack. 
On the fourth day they swept the 
Germans out again with shell fire 
under which the walls of the chat­
eau, although two or three feet 
thick crumpled like paper.”

The correspondent describes 
evidences on the battlefields of 
how magnificently the Germans 
are equipped in the matter of am­
munition and war material. He 
saw pramid after pyramid of 
shrapnel shells abandoned in the 
rout, likewise innumerable pan­
niers for carrying such ammuni­
tion. These panniers are care­
fully constructed of wicker and 
hold three shells in exactly fitting 
tubes so that there can be no 
movement.

“The great artillery duel con­
tinues unababted and the position 
is the same as it was four days 
ago.

‘Warm was the day and bloody 
the battle ; cold is the evening 
and calm is the night.’ ”

The following is from a letter 
written by a lieutenant of the 
26th German artillery :

“The Tenth corps has been con­
stantly upon the breach since the 
opening of the campaign. Nearly 
all our horses have fallen. We 
fight every day from five in the 
morning till eight at night, with­
out eating or drinking. The ar­
tillery fire of the French is fright­
ful. We get so tired that we can­
not ride a horse, even at a walk.. 
Toward noon our battery was lit­
erally under a rain of shrapnel 
shells and that lasted for three 
days. We hope for a decisive 
battle to end the situation,, for 
our troops cannot rest. A French 
aviator last night threw four 
bombs, killing four men and 
wounding eight, and killing 20 
horses and wounding ten more. 
We do not'receive any more mail, 
for the postal automobiles of the 
corps have been destroyed.”

An officer of the Prussian re­
giment .said:

“My regiment left for the front 
with 60 officers; it counts to-day 
only five. We underwent terrible 
trials.”

LONDON,, Sept. 19—In the great 
steel and glass pavilion known as the 
Olympia, where only a few months 
afro fashion and nobility gathered for 
the annual military tournament nnd 
the horse show .there are now de­
tained some six hundred Germans,, 
Austrians and Hungarians whom his 
majesty's government think best to 
keep under key until the end of the 
wkar.

The number often passes six hun­
dred but the daily^arrivals are reduc­
ed :by drafts being" sent to the deten­
tion camps in the country.

Neither the British government nor 
the officials working in the German- 
Austrian departments of the Ameri­
can embassy and consulate known the 
number of the “alien enemies’ in the 
United Kingdom. Estimates range 
from fifty to eighty thousand, includ­
ing women and children. Most of the 
better class have received police per­
mits to remain at liberty, reporting at 
stated times to the police stations. Of 
these many continue in employment, 
although the discharging of clerks, 
teachers, .governesses and servants is 
becoming more common as the war 
feeling grows. The women, .who 
are required to register with the pol­
ice are sitpoorted .by charitable funds 
or out of the 200 marks ($50,000) ap­
propriated b the German government 
for the relief of subjects in England,. 
But the vast majority of unemployed 
are penniless, who are a charge on 
society and a source of concern to 
the police, have been gathered into 
various detention camps.

There are a number of these camps 
in England: The one near Aldershot 
has over 2,000 inmates. They live 
in a teiit city within a barbed wjre 
enclosure. As an etxra inducement 
to remain inside the barbed wire, the 
prisoners are deprived of their shoes. 
Other large companies are at Liv­
erpool abd Manchester. It is expected 
that the prisoners will soon be put 
to work in the fields, just as the 
detained aliens have been in Germany.

[By Speclel Wire to the Courier]
WASHINGTON, Sept. 19—An 

official Bordeaux despatch to the 
French embassy to-day says:

“The battle continues on the 
whole front from the River Oise 
to the River Woevre during the 
18th, without any important 
change in the situation at any 
point.

“At the left in the battle of the 
Oise we occupy Menarqueglise, 
Carlepont and Cuts. On the 
heights to the north of, the River 
Aisne, we have advariéed slightly 
in a few places. Thfee attacks 
attempted by the Germans 
against the English army have 
been checked at Troyon between 
Soissons and Crâonne. From 
Craonne to Rheims we have re­
pulsed the counter attack execut­
ed during the night. The enemy 
tried but has not succeeded in 
taking the offensive against 
Rheims.

“At the centre from . Rheims to 
the Argonne Mountains the en­
emy is reinforcing the situation 
by important fortifications and 
taking an attitude merely defen­
sive. On the east of Argonne 
and in the Woevre valley the sit­
uation is unchanged.

“At the right in Lorraine and 
Vosges, the enemy occupy posi­
tions defensively organized close 
to the frontier.”

from Lourenco Marques, East Africa, 
tells of the trip of the German-Aus- 
trian steamer Zieten and her efforts 
to escape capture. The Zieten sailed 
from Australia for Southempton with 
185 passengers, of whom 145 
British and some Americans.

Until something more tangi­
ble and more definite in the way of 
overtures comes from the belliger­
ents, the oresident feels that his hands 
are virtually tied.

To undertake to elicit terms from 
Great Britain, France and1 Russia as 
Germany suggested, would place the 
president, he believes, in a delicate 
oosition in view of what Sir Edward 
Grey has told Ambassador Page. The 
British foreign secretary recently 
took the position that the war had 
been-forced on Great Britain, that the 
neutrality of Belgium had been dis­
regarded and that it would be neces­
sary to crush mere militarism before 
the allies could feel safe against new 
attacks and before a treaty of peace 
could be worth more than “a scrap of 
paper."

In the 
end of each of these seasons there 
has been a finishing up of Its work 
and a clearing off of the rubbish, 
preparatory to the beginning of the 
work of the Incoming Age. Thus in 
the end of the Jewish Age there was 
a Harvest—a separation of the wheat 
class from the chaff and a complete 
rejection of the latter class from 
God’s favor. With the few judged 
worthy In the end of that Age a new 
arrangement began—the Gospel Age 
.—and now we find ourselves amidst 
the closing scenes of this Age—the 
Harvest—during which the wheat 
class and the tare class are being 
separated. With the wheat class, of 
which our Lord Jesus Christ Is the 
Head, a new Age, the Millennium, Is 
about to be inaugurated. At the 
close of the Millennial Age there will 
be still another Harvest, In which the 
sheep class will be ushered Into the 
glory of the ages to follow.

In the past many of God’s people 
have read their Bibles very careless­
ly. Our minds have been sluggish to 
spiritual things. For Instance, the 
Parable of the Sheep and the Goats 
was at one time applied to the 
Church.
notice that it does not say even one 
word respecting the Church, but is 
applied to the world, the nations, the 
heathen. For many centuries the 
Jews had been accustomed to think 
of themselves as God’s nation, God’s 
people; all others they styled hea­
then, Gentiles, the nations, the peo­
ple; and In the Old Testament pro­
phecies God has treated the subject 

" from that standpoint.
In line with this usage, when 

Spiritual Israel was received into 
Divine favor as the Royal Priest­
hood, the holy nation, the peculiar 
people, all the remainder of man­
kind were properly enough to be 
thought of as the nations, the Gen­
tiles. Following this thought, our 
Lord tells us in the Parable of the 
Sheep and the Goats what will be­
fall the nations after His Kingdom 
shall have been set up—after the 
selection of the true Church class to 
be the Bride, the Lamb’s Wife.

That this parable refers to the 
work of the incoming Age Is clearly 
indicated In the opening verse. There 
the Master distinctly says, “When 
the Son of Man shall come In His 
glory, and all the holy angels with 
Him, then shall He sit upon the 
Throne of His glory.” The scene of 
this parable evidently is laid after 
the Time of Trouble, when the na­
tions shall have been subdued, Sa­
tan bound, and the authority of 
Christ’s Kingdom established. Before 
that time shall have come, the over­
coming Church will have been seated 
with her Lord as His Bride in His 
Throne. As the Apostle writes, 
“Know ye not that the saints shall 
judge the world?”—1 Corinthians 
6:2.
