VEGETABLES FOR
THE HOME GARDEN.

In selecting varieties of veg-

les for the garden it is well
in m} instances to make use
of early and late kinds. On |
account of our short seasons

corn, tomatoes, celery and on-
ions (from seed) are likely to
come to maturity or to give
their maximum yields. With
some other vegetables, such as
cabbage, carrots, beets and
peas planting of early and
late varieties provides for a guc-
cession and lengthens the sea-
son during which these vege-
tables may be had fresh from
the garden. This succession is
sometimes obtained by planting

vegetables, such as peas, pole
beans and beets are of better
quality than the early varieties.
The late varieties of cabbage
keep better in storage than the
early varieties. ’
Ulll;ally Elhebdwat;.tl lvarlet(en are
early and the er growing
kinds late. The former take less
room between the rows, the lat-
ter generally give large yields.
The tall growing peas and beans.
require support and hence.are
not favored by some people. But
this is to be regretted because of
the good quality of these vege-
tables.
